HORSES AND HORSEMEN.

OF INTEREST TO OUR READERS.

In fourteen years Dwyer Bros. have
won $1,246,065. Last year their winnings
were $168, 717, and Longstreet headed the
list with $88,809, and Kingston with $22,957
is second. Alcyron heads the list of trot-
ters with $21,500.

The report that the Prince of Wales in-
tends to give up keeping racehorses is in-
correct. The Prince, who has seven two-
year-olds training at Kingsclere, intends
in the future to race only the produce from
the choicest studs, which he has got to-
gether at Sandrigham, and those animals
which turn’out badly will be promptly
weeded out after the fashion of the Duke
of Westminister, who gets rid of two-year-
olds which have been beaten in trials.

Tybalt, the trained moose owned by
Francis Dunlap, of Montpelier, Idaho, has
trotted a mile in 8:30. Dunlap is eager to
match the moose to trot a race of one mile
and repeat againgt any horse in America
in the three-minute class, the stakes to be
from $500 to $1,000 a side. The moose is
one of the sporting sensations.at Mont-
pelier. Tybalt was lassoed 13,000 feet
above the sea, in the Teton Mountains,
Wyoming Territory. He is two years six
months old, stands five feet six inches in
height, and weighs 600 pounds. He is well
broken to harness, can trot single or double,
and has shown great speed. He will drop
on his knees at command, jump five feet
in height or over a mustang, and hds been
trained nineteen months.

“You are safe in the prediction that
there will be arevival of double-team trot-
ting thisseason,” said one whois a leading
gpirit in everything appertaining to light
harness sport a few days ago, “and it will
be especially the case hereabouts. The
fact that Major Dickinson has a pair that
may lower the record that has stood since
1884 has started the ball rolling, and al-
ready more than one of our local road-rid-
ers is casting about to find a couple that
are likely to go well to-gether.” New
York corrospondent of Horsemen.

HOW WOMEN SHOULD RIDE.

The body should be balanced exactly in
the midle of the saddle, and far enough
back to grasp the second pommel with the
right knee comfortably, while the left one
is just spanned by the third pommel or
leaping horn.

The rider is now sitting upon that part
of the animal which is in the centre of
motion, the head erect, turning easily
without involving the body, eyes looking
over the horse’s head in the direction he
is going, shoulders well thrown back, so as
to expand the chest, taking care to keep
them in line and not to raise one higher
than the other, the small of the back
slightly bent forward, upper part of the
arms hanging straight down from the
shoulders and held loosely, but close to the
sides, the forearm straight out from the
elbows, wrists rounded inward and on a
level with the elbows, each hand holding
a rein, fingers closed, knuckles to-the front,
thumbs extended on the ends of the reins
and pointed across the body, hands held
five or six inches apart, according to the
width of the horse’s neck in front of the
body.

From the knee to the foot the right leg
must be held close to the foreflap of the
saddle, the heel raised and inclined back-
ward a little. The right side of the upper
part of the right leg from the knee to the
hip should be turned on its outer side and
held close to the saddle, and the inside
of the upper part of the left leg should be
in contact with the-saddle. The left knee
should be placed just below the third pom-
mel, and the lower part of the leg should
hang straight down from the knee and
close to the side flap of the saddle, the up-
per part of the legs only to leave the sad-
dle at the rising trot.

The foot should be placed evenly in the
stirrup as far as the ball, the heel being
held a little lower and pointed toward the
shoulders of the horse. The body should
be pliant and accompany the movement
of the horse.

PROGRESS OF TROTTING.

A list prepared by the Turf, Field and
Farm shows that two hundred and fifty-
eight horses in this country have trotted a
public niile in two minutes and twenty
seconds or less. Of these forty-three en-
tered the class during the season of 1889.

No more striking proof of the marvel-
ous development and multiplication of the
trotter is to be found than is furnished by
these figures and the records won. Itis
not long since the 2.30 horse was looked
upon ag a flyer. Only a few years ago
they were numbered by the hundred, and
the yearly accessions to the class by the
score. Yet the list has now swollen to
nearly five thousand, while the rapid rate
at which it is lengthening is shown by the
fact that the additions of 1889 alone reach
nearly eight hundred. Indeed, the class
has become so large that but little distinc-
tion isacquired by entering it. The coveted
figure is now 2.20.

The increase of the latter class has been
in recent years even more remarkable than
that of the former. Thirty years ago but
one horse in the world had trotted below
2.20. That feat was achieved for the first
time in 1859 by Flora Temple. Her mile
in 2.19% stood without a paralle till 1867,
when Dexter trotted in 2.17}. In 1875 the
2.20 list comprised fewer than twenty ani-
mals. Yet within less than fifteen years
it has been extended until it now includes
more than two hundred and fifty. .

But remarkable as the present list is in
its number, it is still more remarkable in
its records.

Ten years ago but two horses—St. Julien,
2.12}, and Rar.s, 2 13}—had trotted below
2.14, and but one—Goldsmith Maid—had
equalled that figure. During these ten
years fourteen other horses have won re-
cords of 2.14 or better, and St. Julien has
lowered his.

When the season opened there were but
four records lower than 2:13—Guy, 2:12;
St. Julien, 2:11}; Jay-Eye-See, 2:10, and
Maud 8. 2:08}. During the season no fewer
than six horses trotted below 2:13. They
are Beile Hamlin, 2:12§ ; Stamboul, 2:12} ;
Palo Alto, 2:12}; Axtell, 2:12; Guy, 2:10}
and Sunol, 2:10}.

In 1889, the three year old record was
carried down by Axtell from 2:18 to 2:12
and then by Sunol to 2:10}. When the
season opened the stallion record held by
Maxey Cobb for five years was 2:13}.
During the season this record was lowered
to 2:12 by Axtell and beaten by two other
stallions—Stamboul and Palo Alto.

These figures show 1889 to be the most
remarkable year in the annals of Ameri-
can trotting. But the most significant
achievement of the year remains to be
mentioned, and that is the quarter of a
mile in thirty seconds—a two minute gait
—made by the wonderful Sunol, who is
now generally looked upon as the coming
world beater.

THE LATE LORD NAPIER'S NERVE.

The death of Lord Napier of Magdala
recalls ry of the old soldier’s nerve as
exhibited once, in a time of profound
peace, in India. The Sikh warriors were
famous gwordsmen, and, if any one was
hardy enough to test their skill, they
could cut an apple, resting on the palm of
a man’s hand, cleanly in two equal pieces,
so that each piece dropped separately to
the ground, without fraying the skin of
the outstretched hand. Perfect steadiness
was'Yequired in the person holding the
apple, for if the hand shrank the conse-
quences were likely to be serious. It is
perhaps needless to say that the offer to
perform this feat was more often made
than accepted.

For a long time Lord Napier refused to
believe that the wild soldiers could do
this thing, and when one of them invited
him to hold the apple and witness the ex-
ploit he promptly consented, supposing the
swordsman would flinch from the under-
taking; but the Sikh had entire confidence
in his own skill. His eye, however, de-
tected aNlittle irregularity on the General’s
r?.l palm as it was held out, and he ask-

him to .present the apple in his left
hand. Lord Napier afterward said that,
for the first time in his life, he was con-
scious of the sensation of fear, as the con-
viction flashed upon him that the man
was not going to “back out.” However,
firm as a rock, the hand, with the apple
upon it, was extended, the sword flashed
down, and the fruit fell in two segments
to the earth. The skin wasnotscratched,
but its owner said he felt the keen blade
touch it, as though a hair had been broken
across it. He added that, though he was
at last convinced of the Sikh swordsman’s
gkill, he would never again allow one of
them to testitin that way ; and he advised
his officers to make the same resolution.

ALREADY PARADISE.

It is a difficult matter to impress upon
the mind of the real man of Arkansaw
the necessity of paying immediate atten-
tion to the heathen. Duing a camp meet-
ing in Saline county a preacher from Little
Rock made an eloquent appeal in favor of
the poor wretch who eats harmless mis-
sionary instead of eating hurtful bulk
pork.

PORTUGAL WAS THE CATSPAW.

The Nove Vremya advocates a general
continental policy, the purpose of which
shall be to impose every possible impedi-
ment to the extension of British dominion
in Africa, and to favour the advance there
of German schemes of colonization. It

“presents the subject from the point of view

of its double advantage to Russia, first as
Germany would become a counterpoise to
British power in the eastern world, and as
German emigration to Africa would open
an easy outlet for the surplus population
that now swarms into Western Russia, and
is regarded as a very undesirable addition
to the population and a detriment and
danger to Russia.

Gelussijeff, the Asiatic traveller, writes
the Nove Vremya regarding the increasing
aggressiveness of the Chinese authorities
on the northern frontier towards all
Russian projects and operations on the
Amoor river. This was the subject dis-
cussed in' the Council held here by the
Czar on Tuesday.

China’s military position was dis-
cussed by the Council, which counted
the Chinese army at 1,200,000 men.
The Chinese Government has given, how-
ever, its assent to the construction of the
line of railway from Kerin, in Manchuria,
on the Sungari River, a tributary of the
Amoor to P:kin. The line was planned
for in the great Russian scheme of Eastern
Siberian railwoys.

FARMING MATTERS.

HINTS USEFUL TO THE FARMER.

At the recent meeting of the Provincial
Farmers’ Association the question of a
market for farm produce received some
consideration, and the general opinion
seemed to be that for some lines, which
can be raised profitably, the home de-
mand was as yet far from being fully sup-
phed. Especially was this stated to be
the case in respect to butter, many tons
of which aré imported from Ontario.
Undoubtedly the home market will take
more of many lines of produce than is
raised in the province; but in order to
hold their own against outside competi
tion New Brunswick farmers must pro-
duce the best articles possible. A stage
has been reached in farming, not only in
New Brunswick but all the world over,
the sale of an article at a remunerative
price depends almost altogether upon its
quality. The markets are becoming every
year more discriminating and when a
good article can be got by sending some-

where else for it, consumers will not put

up with an inferior grade produced at
home. This observation applies to all
descriptions of produce. The eastern
markets are subject at any time to be
flooded by the surplus of the west. Mani-
toba merchants talk of sending butter
éast next summer. There is produced in
the prairie province more than can be
consumed at home, the Territorities no
longer reprove to purchase dairy produce,
and the British Columbia demand, which
has given some relief to the market, is
inadequate to the consumption of the in-
creasing surplus raised in Manitoba. The
only way to guard agalnst being driven to
the wall by these shipments into the
province is for farmers to strive to pro-
duce the best butter they can.

Much has been said in regard to beef,
which has been greatly cheapened by
the importation of the Chicago product
This competition is difficult to meet.
Where business is done on a large scale
a smaller profit per animal is sufficient.
Armour, of Chicago, handles over 400,000
animals a year. He estimates upon mak-
ing $1\25 per head, which gives a profit
of $500,000 ‘upon this line of business.
Now it is evident that even if a New
Brunswick farmer can fit an ox for the
shambles as cheaply as his western
brother can, he must make more than
$1.25 upon it to recompense him for his
trouble in killing and marketing the ani-
mal. Therefore while the conditions are
such that Chicago has a surplus of beef,
we in the east may expect to find it com-
peting with the home grown article ; but
even in this line there will always be a good
sale of good domestic beef.

And the rule holds in everything else.
Let the home market be supplied with the
best, and then if there is a surplus, the
chance for profitably disposing of it else-
where is all the more certain. But the
point to be emphasized now is that in
some lines there is room for a large expan-
sion before the home demand is met.

THE SILO.

During the year that is passed we went
very thoroughly into the subject of ensil-
age. Late in the season, however, we had
inquiries upon several points and some ex-
pressed the desire that we should again
go over the subject, they failing, we pre-
sume, to see what we had already pub-
lished. It is an important matter, and
from now on we will give it attention un-
til we have once more touched all branches
of the subject. In the first place we desire
to note the fact that ensilage will unques-
tionably enable the farmer to keep more
stock and keep it in better condition.
More stock means more manure of the
best kind. The manure question has not
received the attention it deserves. There
is no land so fertile that constant cropping
will not ultimately destroy or greatly im-
pair the fertility. Butthere are many sec-
tions of the country that at the present
time must be fertilized. The time will
some time come when silage in winter and
soiling in summer will be the rule, we be-
lieve. -

We need not say to our old readers that
we believe that not only the milch cow
but every animal on the farm is absolutely
in need of succulent food in winter. We
have urged the growing of roots for years
—urged it until we are tired. Ensilage
seems to have got on a high wave of pop-
ularity, and as it serves the same purpose
as roots would—and perhaps it serves it
better—we join in the advocacy of ensil-
age. It is an easily digested food,and fed
with other foods, is unquestionably good.
Certainly it is a grand food for the dairy.
—Western Rural.

DIRTY POULTRY HOUSES.

If there is anything disgusting it is a
poultry house reeking with filth, the floor
covered to the depth of several inches with
the deposits of its inmates, the walls dec-
orated with cobwebs and dust, the very
air pregnant with the fumes of ammonia
and decomposition. A reform is needed in
such houses. The walls and ceiling should
be swept down, the floor cleaned and dis-
infected weekly, re-sanded, sprinkled with
road dust, or even straw is preferable to
nothing. Slacked lime is a good and cheap
disinfectant ; use it freely in dry form on
the floor, and in the form of whitewash on
ceiling and walls. A few drops of carbolic
acid added to the wash adds to its disin-
fecting and lice-prevention qualities.

Sweep the snow which has fallen dur-
ing the night from the south side of your
chicken house, and a path to the corn
shed or some other sheltered spot where
your fowls can enjoy a scratch and obtain
a breath of fresh air each day. A busy
hen is generally a profitable one, especially
if she receives a nice warm breakfast com-
posed of the table scraps, a mixture of
cornmeal, bran, ship stuff and potatoes,
well seasoned with salt and red peper.
She should be supplied with meat of some
kind also. You must notexpect her to re-
turn you something for nothing. Plenty
of nice fresh winter eggsare a great luxury
in any house and help largely to pay fami-
ly expenses.—Orange Judd Farmer.

BLOWN FROM BED.

Recently the rectory of Rev. Father
Fleckinger at Chartiers, Penn., was
badly shattered by a dynamite explosion.

A cartridge had been set in the cellar,
and the fuse extended to a window at the
side. The explosion shook the reverend
father from his bed, blew out 10 feet of the
foundation, splintered the joists and fioor,
smashed nearly all the glass in the house
and almost demolished the bay window.

The noise was heard two miles away.
The houses round about were shaken and
several windows broken.

Father Fleckinger says he has not an
enemy in the neighborhood that he knows
of, but intimates that an Anarchist, of
whom there are several groups in the town
had something to do with it.

He is pastor of St. Joseph’s German
Catholic church, and neither he nor his
neighbors can suggest a motive for the

outrage.

BIG FIRE IN BOSTON.

Bosrox, Feb. 3. —Only one of the five
victims of the fire yesterday has been
identified, this being a woman, Mrs. Bella
Scanlan, about 45 years of age. Seven
were removed to the police station where
they received medical attendance and
were then taken to the hospital. Their
names are given as follows : Mrs. Hannah
Gilmartino, badly burned about body ;
Guiseppi Cerolio, three years old, severe
burns about the legs, chest and side;
Ludovico Mulana, broken ribs; caused by
jumping from the third story; Peter
Lombardzzio, shoulder broken by jump-
ing from the window; Francesca Letiere,
slight injuries about the arms and body ;
Bernard Gilmartino, of Hannah, injured
about the arms and body. An unknown
man was terribly burned and is said to be
dying. The fire was the worst in thiscity
in point of fatalities, for 44 years. Twelve
are now dead and four are in the hospital.
A partly emptied rum bottle and packs of
cards were found in the building to-day.
The flames were easily extinguished.

Eight dead bodies were found on the
top floor. It is claimed that no lives
would have been lost if the locality had
been sufficiently supplied with facilities
for extinguishing fires.

The building contained three rooms on
the first floor, five each on the second
and third floor. On the lower floor
were two families of five persons occupy-
ing rooms in the rear of the building be-
hind Rubein’s store. Landlord Blanci
and family, nine in all, lived on the
second floor, this flat showing the effect
of the fire less than any other portion of
the house. Five rooms on the third floor
were occupied by as many families, all
large ones, and here the greatest havoc
was made by the flames. Five on this
floor are now dead. On the attic floor
eight persons were sleeping and four are
dead. Patrolman Oliver Wise, before the
fire apparatus arrived, rushed into the
building and found the inmates panic
stricken, cut off from exit by the dense
clouds of smoke and flame. The only
passage way out was but-26 inches wide
He carried out 2 woman and her babe,
and then returned to the interior, saving
three children, although nearly overcome
by smoke. Captain Johnson and ladder-
man Lawlor, of the ladder company one,
saved a man and a woman.
men and an unknown sailor displayed
great bravery in rescuing people from the
building.

NOT YET DISCOURAGED.

In course of conversation Senator
McDonald, of Victoria, said that so early
as last January several Canadian sealers
left for Alaskan waters. The sealers ex-
pected to catch several seals in the open
ocean, and then follow them northward
towards Behring Sea. “This flying hunt
continues,” said the Senator, “till the
waters of Behring Sea are reached, where,
ifthey have not a ready secured a sufficient
catch, as sometimes happens, they continue
their prey till they have a full cargo. But
there is a good sealing business to be done
as you see, without entering the disputed
waters at all.

“The finest vessels in the sealing fleet
are from Nova Scotia, and some of their
owners have been very fortunate in the
sealing business. Ofcourse all are anxious
for a settlement of the question at issue
between the British and American author-
ities, especially as to the matter of restitu-
tion for the seven Canadian vessels and.
their cargoes seized by the United States
revenue officials. Last year our neighbours
were less aggressive than formerly in their
interference with the sealers. Several new
vessels have been added to the British
Columbia sealing fleet this year.”

HIGH LIFE BILLINGSGATE.

Society is busily engaged in gossiping
over an unseemly fracas that occurred at
Lady Goldsmith’s last reception in Lon-
don between Lady Robert Montague and
her sister-in-law, the Duchess of Man-
chester. It appears that there has been a
long standing feud between the two
women, and that the encounter was the
result of a mistake, they having long
studiously avoided each other. Lady
Robert was once a governess, of spotless
reputation, but possessing a virtuous repu-
tation, but possessing a virtuous tongue,
and has long threatened to publicity
speak her mind regarding her sister-in-
law, the duchess, whom she charges with
recklessly squandering the old duke's
money. The ladies abused each other
with the most expressive epithets, and the
painful scene was only interrupted by
Lady Robert’s husband taking his wife
forcibly from the room. When she had
reached the staircase she managed to re-
lease herself from Sir Robert’s grasp and
returned to the charge with unabated
vigour. The incident is now the most
piquant topic of club discourse.

A NEW COMMANDER-IN-CHIEF.

It is réported the Duke of Cambridge
will resign his position as Commander-in-
Chief of the British Army in October next,
and that he will be succeeded by the Duke
of Connaught, the Queen’s third son.” The
Duke of Cambridge is 71 years of age, and
has been in the army 53 years, and Com-
mander-in Chief 34 years. He succeeded
Viscount Hardinge.

He had a horse shot under him at Inker-
man. He is first cousin of the Queen and
a grandson of George III. The Duke of
Connaught is forty years old, and a bri-
gadier-general. His principal service has
been at Aldershot. He went with the
Guards to Egypt at the time of the alleged
war against Arabi Pasha.

HER BANK WAS HER BUSTLE.

One day last week an elderly lady re-
siding in Kenosha, Wis,, suddenly drop-
ped dead from some heart trouble. She
was supposed to be very poor, having
worked hard all her life. The undertaker
was summoned to the residence to prepare
the body for burial, and while removing
the clothing it was noticed that the bustle
was rather heavy ; in fact, it was so weighty
as to attract attention. It was ripped open
and the spectators were thunderstruck to
find secreted therein over $1,800 in bank
notes. The old lady instead of spending
her money had hoarded every cent and
saved the above amount, which she pre-
ferred to carry around with her rather
than intrust it to the banks,

CHURCH AND STATE DIVORCED.

The Brazilian Government has already
divorced the Church and State in the new
republic. News to this effect was brought
to New York on the 8lst by the mail
steamship Advance. The decree was
issued by Gen. Da Fonseca and his min-
isters under date of Jan. 7, have telegraphed
to the Para papers, cutting the bonds
which have hitherto connected the
Church and the Government and making
a limit to the subsidies of the former.

TOPICS OF THE TIME.

Parliament has passed a resolution af-
firming its loyalty to the crown. Most
people will agree with Sir John Macdon-
ald that thissort of thing is quite unneces-
sary. Nobody has been suggesting that
Canadians were not loyal, though there
may be a considerable difference of opin-
ion as to what true loyalty is.

Jingoism is not loyalty. There isno ne-
cessary connection between the wearing of
a uniform and genuine patriotism. People
are apt to confound the love of gold lace
and a fondness for military display with
the true spirit of loyalty.

A loyal man is one who has faith in his
country, who does his duty as a citizen
and is prepared to assume the full respon-
sibilities of citizenship whatever they
may prove to be. :

How much of genuine la grippe has there
been in the province? The doctors will
tell you that there has been very little—
that in the majority of cases a bad cold
and a vivid imagination have done the
mischief. No doubt there is something in
this explanation ; yet those people who
have had the counterfeit grippe are quite
content to do without the real article.

The most curious explanation offered for
the prevailing epidemic is that it is due to
the overflow of the Yang-tse-Kiang in
China. Who can say it is not? The vol-
canic eruptions in Java were given the
credit of the red sunsets occuring months
afterwards, and why may not the dust
from the plains of China have set us all
sneezing ?

Ceriain people, who are always on the
look out for signs and wonders, tell us that
the Star of Bethlehem isdue in 1890. May
be s0 ; but no one need take stock in any
such stories. It has not yet been estab-
lished that there is a periodic star which
appeared at the beginning of the christian
era, has been seen at intervals of several
centuries since and is now due again.

Speaking of strange visitors to the starry
vault, it may be mentioned that the comet
crop has not been good recently. A lot of
little ones have put in an appearance ; but
-only the astrominers have seen them. It
is nine or ten years since we had the real,
genuine, Simon, pure article, and even
then his tail was so indistinct that it could
be traced only with difficulty. Those who
remember the glorious visitor of 1857
would like to see another one like it, and
those who do not have yet to learn whata
great comet is like.

While on astronomical matters it may
be worth telling that the latest in-
vestigations of the heavens warrant
the conclusion that if the light of all the
stars reached us at once it would present
the appearance of a solid wall encircling
the earth, impenetrable by vision and un-
broken by even aline of darkness. A single
star projected against the blackness of the
sky occupies only a point. Fancy then the
countless millions of orbs which would be
required to form a sheet of light extend-
ing from the horizon to the zenith.

The number of stars visible to the naked
eye is said to be some 3,000. It is alleged
that a new telescope built by a Mr. Com-
mon, an Englishman, which is the most
powerful instrument of the kind in the
world, much more so than the famous
Lick Telescope of California, will bring 50,-
000,000 of stars within the range of vision;
but even with its tremendous penetrating
power the observer sees great oceans of
dim light, lying at incalculable distances
in the immensity of space. Compared to
the innumerable company of greater bodies
with which it is surrounded our own
planet is absoluteiy insignificant. There
are no means of measurement whicn can
enable us to grasp the difference.

Yet there is a good deal more room on
this little earth than the people who live
in it as yet require. Millions of square
miles in Asia and the Americas are un-
occupied, not to speak of the possibilities
of Africa and Australia. The suggestion
is made that by boring artesian wells the
interior of the great island-continent n@y
be made “to blossom as the rose.”

As to the value of Africa there are
opinions and opinions. W. P. Tisdel,
who was United States Commissioner to
the Congo Free State, asks the pertinent
question, in the Century, how it comes
if the CongoValley abounds in wealth that
the Dutch town of Banana at the mouth
of the river has not perceptibly increased
in wealth and population during the last
hundred years. Of course the answer,
which will be suggested, is that the Slave
Trade has retarded the development of
iegitimate commerce. This may be a suf-
ficient explanation ; but a hundred years
is a long time for Dutch enterprise to be
held in check by Arab slave traders.

Goldwin Smith has been talking of the
relations of Canada and the United States
before the Nineteenth Century Club of
New York. In the course of his remarks
he touched on Imperial Federation and
rather roasted the Federationists. . He
pointed out a consideration, which is
usually lost sight of, namely that if the
whole Empire is to be governed by a re-
presentative body India would hold the
absolute control, and he asks if St. Helena
is to have one member in the parliament
and the other parts of the Empire are to
be represented according to population,
where the hall is to be found er where
it can be built in which the members will
meet. It seems to follow, unless the
Federationist are prepared to sacrifice re-
presentation by population and adopt
some arbitrary plan, that the Empire
would have to be part federated and part
not. This is the first difficulty which
confronts those who are not carried away
with mere words, and no suggestion has
been made how it can be obviated.

Lord Beaconsfield, the patron saint of
all good Jingoes, was satigfied that Canada
could not remain a dependency, at least
Mr. Smith says that his - letters to Rord
Malmesbury disclose this opinion.

These opinions thus freely expressed by
prominent men show how premature it is
for any one to formulate a creed as to th
future of the Empire or any part of it.
The only thing which is certain is that
the wheels of destiny will not turn back-
wards. What the future has in store for
Canada is beyond the ken of the wisest;
but there can be no doubt as to the duty
which patriotism imposes. It is to have
faith in the country and so far as in us
lies Iabor to promote its progress, to make
its laws equitable and the administration
of affairs honest. If we do this we can
face the future without dread.

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CABINET CHANGES.

The defeat of the Hon. Mr. Mclellan
having made it necessary to fill the office
of Provincial Secretary, the Hon. James
Mitchell, who has so satisfactorily held
the post of Burveyor General since the
formation o} the present government, was
appointed to the position, the Hon. L. J.
Tweedie, of Northumberland, taking the
portfolio of Crown Lands.

Mr. Mitchell will bring to bear upon his
new duties administrative abilities of a
high order. He has exhibited a capacity
for readily mastering departmental work,
having been successful to a marked degree
in managing the affairs of his late office.
Returned by acclamation by his county
with three supporters, he occupies a strong
position politically, especially as he has
gained the confidence of the Legislature
and the province at large.

Mr. Tweedie takes office under very
favorable circumstances, and brings with
him the support of his three colleagues
from Northumberland. He has had a
lengthy political experience and gained
gome years ago an enviable reputation as
a keen debater and clever parliamentarian.
He has tact and ability and will doubtless
prove a worthy successor to Mr. Mitchell.

It is understood that Mr. Tweedie’s ac-
ceptance of a portfolio indicates that a
golution of the differences between the ad-
ministration and the North Shore lumber-
men has been found. These have heen
under discussion for some time and have
been the subject of many delegations and
much correspondence ; and it will be satis-
factory to the public at large to know that
an equitable adjustment of all differences
hasbeen reached. Thisought to please the
St. John Sun, which has been assuring
the North Shore lumbermen of its sympa-
thy with them in the hard treatment they
have received at the hands of the admin-
istration, but somehow it does not. It
will doubtless please the majority of the
people and the majority of the people’s

representatives, and this is all the admin-.

istration and its friends need concern
themselves about.

Mr. Tweedie has gone back to his county
for re-election. Nomination is fixed for
the 13th inst.; election for the 20:h.

MR. TWEEDIE'S ASSAILANTS.

The attacks upon Mr. Tweedie by the
paprs, which lately were counting on
tLe support of the Northumberland rep-
regentatives in opposition to the govern-
ment, discloses the bitterness of disap-
pointed schemers. Those who were not
blinded by malice or lust for office saw
that the province would not respond to
the anti-Catholic howl raised in St. John.
They realized that the straight opposition-
iste had nothing to offer to the House or
country, and that the moment the St.
John and Westmorland factions got to-
gether and attempted to organize a party
they would be met with insuperable diffi-
culties. It was for this reason that THE
Herawp, speaking of the result of the
elections two weeks ago, said that there
was not and had not been any reason to
anticipate the defeat of the administra-
tion. The people of Northumberland
recognized this, and four candidates hav-
ing Been elected from that county, free to
support the general policy of the adminis-
tration, if an agreement could be arrived
at on the stumpage question, the leading
supporters of the successful ticket at an
early day after the election came to
Fredericton and entered into negotiations
with the Attorney General, looking to the
adjustment of differences upon this one
point. It was on the advice of these
gentlemen that Mr. Tweedie entered the
administration, and the sweeping charges
of treachery and deception made against
him are absolutely without foundation.
During the past three years Mr. Tweedie
repeatedly declared in his place in the
House that he was in harmony with the
government in regard to all its measures,
except those relating to stumpage, and he
and his colleagues elect from the county
never at any time expressed themselves
in accord or agreed to ally themselves
with the St. John and Westmorland op-
positionists. They were under no obli-
gations except to the electors of Northum-
berland who sent them to the Legislature
and it was not only with the sanction but
at the suggestion of the leaders of their
party in the county that Mr. Tweedie ac-
cepted office.

It is utterly false that Mr. Tweedie was
“elected to do all he could to destroy ” the
administration, as the Sun alleges. He
has not betrayed the confidence of his
county, but has acted in its best interests
and with the advice and approval of its
most prominent business men.

The Sun gets hysterical over what St.
John would do with the man who would
take a seat in the government, and quotes
with approval the heroics of the Moncton
Times as to what would happen in West-
morland if “such a deal were consum-
mated ” there; all of which simply means
that the Sun and Times are in the last
stage of angry disappointment.

It is
Allah’s will whether he lives or dies, and
he cherishes above all things the liberty of
being utterly careless as to the progress of
disease.

A great many Cos-
sacks have been colonized on the frontier,
and they have a habit of moving across
the boundary line and after living quietly
on Chinese soil for a time,

settlement. The Pekin authorities have,
as the saying is, “goton to” this trick, and
will probably see that it is not repeated
but it is alleged that the Cossacks have al-
ready in this way stolen a good many
hundreds of square miles.

It
must not, however, be forced upon Canada
and Australia, which are the best and
most reliable political labor guides that
England has, and whose solution of the
great problem of the exact relations of

Porarors. — The Presque Isle Star-Herald
says: Potatoes are now bringing from $1.40 to
$1.50 per barrel in this market for Rose and
Hebrons. This price is regarded as tem-
porary by the produce dealers and is largely
due to the unfavorable weather and a con-
sequent temporary scarcity. Large supplies
have recently arrived from Europe and still
larger supplies are in transit and as -eating
qualities are regarded as equal to our eastern
stock and the orice much lower they will no
doubt be given the preference by the trade
and to some considerable extent injure our
Aroostook trade and prices.

I~ THE LuMBER Woops.—Reports from the
up river sections of the province are that
there is plenty of snow and that the lumber-
men are being favored with splendid weather
and are making the most of it. Along the

.. Bay of Fundy on the New Brunswick and
““Nova Scotia shores an entirely different
story is being told. There is practically no
gnow on the ground and the greatest diffi-
culty is experienced in hauling over the ter-
ribly rough and frozen roads. One opera-
tor to day told a reporter of the Globe that
he had to keep a crew of men continually at
work repairing sleds. The want of snow
will interfere with the cut to a great extent.

Froderioton Lawyers' Harvest.

The case against John McCoy of St. Mary's,
for violations of the Scott Act came up for
hearing before the police magistrate on Mon-
day last. B.M. Mullin of 8t. Mary’s, was the
first witness called. He deposed that he
knew defendant. He described the build-
ing. Was in his shop between the dates
mentioned in the information. Had not
bought any liquor there, did not ask forany,
and did not see any. Ifanyone wished to
see Mr. McCoy on business they would look
for him in the room he had described.

Joseph Keirstead was next called and gave
substantially thé same evidence as Mr.
Mullin.

Solomon Russel and Stephen Wilson were
examined. They both stated that defendant
had refused to give them liquor, but that
they had.procured some from a lad named
Morgan in defendant’s building.

Mr. Vanwart counsel for deft, cross-ex-
amined the last two witnesses at some length.
After obtaining admission from them
that they knew the Scott Act was in forcein
the county and that the sale of intoxicating
liquor was a violation of the law of the
country, he elicited from them that they
had induced the boy Morgan to sell them
liquor knowing that in so doing he was
transgressing thelaw. Mr. Vanwart stated to
the court and witnesses that he intended to
proceed against those who had bought liquor
under such circumstances as particips
criminis. The case was then adjourned
until Friday.

On Friday the defence was put in and the
case finished. The police magistrate reserved
judgement. i

John Bartlett of Canterbury Station was
fined fifty dollars before the police magistrate
on Friday for violation of the Scott Act.

Two cases against Horatio Grant of the
same place, were postponed on account of
the illness of the defendant.

La Grippe Invades the Lumber cunu.

La Grippe, which has spread over the
country with wonderful rapidity, has at last
passed the bounds of civilization, and en-
tered the lumber woods of the province.
What effect this may have on thisimportant
enterprise of the province can hardly be esti-
mated.

The lumber camps of Robt. Connors and
David Richards have been striken and de-
moralized. Mr. Richards, who was in town
on Thursday, received a telegram stating that
the men in his camps were all down with
the distemper, and that operations were
practically suspended. There were not even
men to look after the teams. The effect on
the lumber industry at this time of year is
very disastrous. The men, exposing them-
selves before they are really well, suffer re-
lapses, and are disabled for the remainder of
the season. News from all over the province
indicate that the lumber industry is begin-
ning to suffer severly from the effects of la
grippe.

The following from the Bangor Commercial
shows that the trouble is not confined to our
province:

Reports of sickness in the woods multiply
and every mail brings news of the trouble in

the camps from that cause. Insome quarters’

so many have left their work on account of
illness that men are now seriously needed to
carry on the operations and the lumbermen
are trying to hire them in Bangor. One of
the worst features of the matter is that sick-
ness on the part of some of the men fright-
ens all the rest. In a camp where one man
was taken seriously ill, twelve immediately
picked up their luggage and started out of
the woods for fear they also would be
troubled. The lumber cut on the Penobscot
waters will be, it is said, somewhat affected
by the prevailing sickness.

Political Notes.

Hon. L. J. Tweedie, of Northumberland,
was sworn in Surveyor General of the prov-
ince, on Monday last. Mr. Tweedie sat in
the Provincial Assembly as a representative
of Northumberland, from 1874 to 1878 and
from 1886 until the late dissolution. He
is a lawyer by profession, and a ready and
witty speaker.

The many friends of the Hon. James
Mitchell, who, by the way, is a York
county boy, will be pleased to hear of his
promotion to the important position of
Provincial Secretary in the government of
which he has been a conspicuous member
for the past seven years. The marked suc-
cess of Mr. Mitchell since entering public
life, is a worthy tribute to his honorable
and conscientious discharge of public and
private duties.

The wail of the weakly daily, that some
one couldn’t find out when the return of
the election of York's representatives was
filed in the Provincial Secretary’s offices
would indicate that the protest brigade are
preparing for a backdown.

After a mighty effort, the St. Johm
opposition succeeded in materializing a
caucus at the Royal - Hotel in St. John,
a few days ago. The gathering did not
take place a moment too soon. In the
brief :space following the election, the
opposition had shrunk from 21 to 1. Ifa
few more days delay had occurred, Mr.
Stockton would have stood a fair chance of
being elected leader,—without opposition,
It is said that, after hearing the different is-
sues, upon which the several candidates
present were elected to oppose the govern-
ment, a committee was appointed to con-
sider, and report at some future period,
whether it would be less difficult to first
elect a leader, or to formulate a platform
out of the various issues involved.

It has been almost an average lifetime
since St. John was without, at least, one re-
presentative in the government of the prov-
ince. Now the metropolitan city, which for
many years has claimed and been allowed
two portfolios, is without a single representa-
tive in the government, or in the ranks of
the government supporters. The city, which
of late years has been wont to assume a dic-
tatorial tone, and which claimed that the af-
fairs of the province could not be successfully
run without its advice and assistance, will
be compelled to sit in the cool shadow of the
opposition, and see the fact demonstrated
that the affairs of the Province can satis-
factorily go on without 1its interference, It
will be a hard pill to swallow, but it must be
swallowed just thesame. Moral—What does
a man gain by cutting off his nose to spite
his face.

The readers and disciples of the St. John
Sun must have a lively time following that
erratic paper through its political twistings
and turnings. It must have been an inspir-
ing sight to see the faithful exchange the
hatchet for Stockton’s little can, and pour
the oil of peace upon the troubled waters.
They echoed their oracle’s sentiment when
it laid down the sweeping proposition that
the lumbermen of the North Shore had been
badly used, and were entitled to, and would
receive consideration at the hands of the St.
John administration. At their leaderssignal
they turned a simultaneous somersault, and
heaped execrations on the head of Mr. Blair,
because he had considered the matter of giv-
ing some relief to the North Shore industry.
The Sun is managing quite a circus.

Saturday afternoon’s Gleaner must have
had a serious “rise” taken out of it by some-
one for it said :—

‘“Messrs. Blair and McLellan returned to-
day from the North. They are not altogether
satisfied with the result of their visit, but, it
appears, they yet indulge the hope of mak-
ing a break if Mr. Pugsley will not insist on
claiming the Secretaryship on Mr. McLellan
going out.”

After the rebuke the constituency of York
gave the Gleaner on the 20th inst., one would
almost expect that paper to let Messrs. Blair
and McLellan alone. The little daily is fast
earning the reputation of having more zeal
than discretion in the cause of -its defeatéd
friends.—Advance.

HARVEY-SALISBURY LINE.
The City Couteil Takes Action in the
Matter

At an informal meeting of the city
council held on Monday evening, Alder-
men McCready, Esty, Moore, Vandine and
City-Clerk Beckwith were appointed a com-
mittee to prepare a memorial to be presented
to the Dominion government embodying
Fredericton’s claims for the construction of
the Harvey-Salisbury link of the Short Line,
and on Tuesday evening the question of the
Harvey-Salisbury link of the Short Line was
brought up for discussion by way of resolu-
tion, moved by Ald. McCready as follows:

Whereas, at the session of the Dominion
Parliament held in the year 1889, a subsidy
passed the House of Commons for the erec-
tion and completion ofa line of railway from
Harvey, via Fredericton, to Moncton in the
County of Westmorland, but by the action
of the Senate such subsidy was withheld un-
til complete surveys be made showing the
practicability of the route;

And Whereas, such surveys have been
made during the past summer, under the
late Vernon Smith, and we are informed
have demonstrated that such route from
Harvey to Moncton, via Fredericton, is the
shortest railway line from Montreal to
Halifax, and is easy of construction, pre-
senting no engineering difficulties’;

And Whereas, some parties interested
privately in other lines of railway have
advocated, and are advocating at Ottawa, a

subsidy from the Dominion Government for |*

the construction ofa road from Edmund-
ston, in the County of Madawaska, to Monc-
ton aforesaid, in lieu of the proposed Short
Line railway from Harvey via. Fredericton
to Moncton, and are representing that the
substitution of the Edmundston-Moncton
route for the Harvey-Salisbury route is sat-
isfactory to the people of this county and
province generally ;

And Whereas, in the opinion of the people
of this community, the construction of a rail-
way from Edmundston to Moncton could be
of no material advantage to the Dominion,
or this province, passing, asit does, through-
out almost every mile of the route, through
a wilderness and a country which from its
natural formation must always remain a
wilderness, and at a distance of at least thirty
miles from any of the centres of population
in this province ; :

And Whereas, the Harvey, Fredericton,
Salisbury route passes almost througheuts
through a fertile settled country, through
Fredericton and other centres, and opens up
to commerce the coal fields of the Newcastle
region and is preferable in every way to the
proposed Moncton-Edmundston route ;

Therefore Resolved, that in the opinion of
this community, as expressed by this Board,
that the subsidy for the completion of the
Harvey, Fredericton, . Salisbury route, as
already passed by the House of Commons be
insisted upon by our representatives, and
that no compromise or cliange of route, by a
subsidy to the so-called Edmundston-Monc-
ton route or other route be accepted in lieu
thereof ;

And Further Resolved, that a copy of this
resolution, duly authenticated, be forwarded
to our representative, Thomas Temple.

Victoria Hospital Assessment,

The municipality of York had an act
passed last year empowering them to levy
and assess the sum of $200 per annum in aid
of the Victoria Hospital. This year the
Chief Justice made an appeal to the council
to increase the amount to at least $400 per
year. The council however did not feel like
voting more than the $200.

The Edmundston-Moncton Line.

From the report of Mr. Davy, C. E., read
to the 8t. John Board of Trade,the follow-
ing is taken:

A practicable and satisfactory route suit-
able for a first-class road adapted to through
traffic, with reasonable grades and curva-
tures can. be obtained at a moderate cost of
construction. E

From Grand Falls to the Tobique, a dist-
ance of 24 miles, two local summits of about
300 feet each on either side of the Salmon
river have to bgovercome, and necessitate a
maximiim grade of 66 feet to the mile on
this section, with a curvature not exceeding
five per cent., or 1,145 feet radius. The
work will be somewhat heavy on this sec-
tion, as two large cuttings are required, and
steel viaduets will be necessary at the cross-
ing of the Little river, S8almon river, and
Little Salmon river, in all about 2,200 feet,
at an average height of 75 feet.

The second section, from the mouth of
Three Rivers, on the Tobique, to the sum-
mit, a distance ‘of 26} miles, follows the
Wapsakaggan river and its branch the de
Chute. There are no local summits of any
consequence on this section, but the main
summit between the St. John and the Mira-
michi has to be crossed at an elevation of
1,100 feet above the Tobique, but my assist-
ants report that they are satisfied that on a
careful location the grades can be greatly
improved.

The work on this latter section will not
be s0 heavy as on the first section, and the
only structure of importance will be that
crossing the Tobique river requiring three
spans of 150 feet each, and 600 feet of trestle
approach.

The third geétion of the summit down to
the Miramicli{sear Doakiown, a distance of
46 miles. The Hwefollows and crosses the
following streams, the Clearwater, Rocky
Brook, Dungarvan, and Big Hole Brook,
which latter is followed to the Miramichi
river. The grades are all descending prac-
tically ill:?'le one direction, and, with the
exception of ‘one of 66 feet, are all under 53 |
feet to the rhile.’

The curvature on this section will not ex-
ceed five per cent., or.1,146 feet radius.

The work here will be moderately heavy,
and the only structure of importance will
be two steel viaducts of 250 feet each, 40 feet
high, two steel spans of 100 feet each and
one of 75 feet.

The Miramichi will require three steel
spans 160 feet each, with' some trestle ap.
proach. The land on this section is abund-
antly timbered and of good quality.

On the fourth section, from the Miramichi
to Berry’'s mills, a distance of 69} miles, the
country ig level or slightly undulating, ex-
cept where streams are met with which usu-
ally run through deep ravines.

There are no grades on this section exceed-
ing 53 feet to the mile, and the line is unus-
ually direct, and the percentage of curvatures
which nowhere exceeds five per cent., will
be small. The most important structures
are those crossing Cain’s river and Mazroll
brook, the former requiring 1,500 feet of
steel viaduct, and the latter 360 feet, about
75 feet high. There are also several smaller
streams:to be crossed, which will require
2,600 feet in all of steel viaduct trom 20 to
46 feet High. The rest of the work is not so
heavy as on the previous sections.

The total length of the line from Edmund-
ston to Moncton would be 209 miles, which
would make the distance from Montreal to
Halifax, 759 miles.

1f, however, the line from the Grand river
north of the Sisson Range, which, I ex-
plored myself and with an assistant en-
gineer, be adopted a saving of a distance of
at least ten miles would be obtained, and
the improvement of the line at the de Chute
river recommended by Mr. Cranston would
also effect a saving of distance, so that in my
opinion the total length from Edmundston
to Moncton may be reduced to 199 miles, or
749 miles from Montreal to Halifax.

WASHINGTON HORROR.

A Helpless Girl Perishes in Sight of
Friends.

Wasnixeron,Feb. 3.—A terrible calamity
visited the household of Secretary Tracy
this morning, whereby three persons lost
their lives, and three others were badly
injured. It is impossible at this time to
state the exact details. The house isthree-
story and basement, brick, on Istreet, and
had recently undergone extensive im-
provements. Persons passing the house
at 7 o’clock this morning saw smoke issu-
ing from the front windows and at once
raised the alarm of fire. Soon it was d s-
covered the house was all ablaze inside
and that the main stairway was burned,
thus cutting off communication with the
sleeping apartments on the second and
third floors. A scene of the wildest excite-
ment ensued when it was known that all
the members of the familv were in the
house. The firemen behaved like heroes

in the emergeney and went through fire,

and smoke in searching for them in the
different apartments. Mrs. Wilmerding
the secretary’s daughter, and Miss Wil-
merding forced their way through the
blinding smoke and jumped from a second-
story window in the front. Ladders were
raised for them, but in the excitement
they failed to see them. Mrs. Wilmerding
broke her left wrist and was severely
brused. Her daughter was badly injured
about the lower limbs but broke no bones.
Both suffered severely from the shock.
They were taken at once to a residence
near by. While this scene was being
enacted in the front of the house, the
firemen were engaged in removing other
members of the family from the rear.
Chief Engineer Parish forced his way into
Mrs. Tracy,s bedroom and found her lying
on the bed, overcome by suffocation. He
carried her almost lifeless body to a neigh-
boring house, where she died within a
few minutes after her rescue. She -was
not burned at all. Almost at the same
time two more bodies were taken from
the burning building. One was that of
the secretary’s daughter, Miss Marie, a
young lady about 14 years of age, and the
other one of the servants. Both bodies
were burned to a crisp and were unre-
cognizable by their features. Miss Tracy’s
body was distinguished from the other
only by the. superior texture of what re-
mained of her stockings. The charred
remains were taken to an undertaker’s
establishment, where they were joined
soon after by the remains of Mrs. Tracy.
Secretary Tracy himself had a wondrous
escape, and is now lying in a somewhat
precarious condition at the residence of
Hon. Bancroft Davis. He was overcome
in his sleep by the smoke which filled the
house and rendered him completely help-
less. He was discovered in this condition
and with considerable difficulty removed
to a place near one of the windows, whence
he? was removed on a ladder.

Larer. — Secretary Tracy’s house was
partly burned this morning. His wife
and daughtcr Mary and a French maid
named Josephine lost their lives. The
secretary, his married daughter, Mrs,
Wilmerding, and her daughter Alice, had
narrow escapes being. quite seriously in-
jured.

Mrs. Tracy endeavored to escape by
dropping from a bed room window. . She
fell 40 feet into an area way before any-
thing could be done towards rescuing her
orrelieving her fall. 'She was immediately
taken to the house of a neighbor, Dr.
Rheem and placed upon a lounge in the
sitting room. She did not seem to suffer
pain and was soon dead.

The unconscious form of Secretary
Tracy was taken out by firemen and car-
ried to the sidewalk. It was supposed he
was dead as he showed slight signs of life.
He was carried into Judge Bancroft Davis’
house, where he regained consciousness in
about an hour. Miss Mary Tracy was
geen at a window in the third story, in
blinding smoke and flames. ~The flames
gradually hemmed her and she disappear-

-

ed. Later her body was found by Chief
Engineer Harris lying on the floor in the
second floor hall, at the head of the stairs.
The body was not greatly disfigured by
fire ; she evidently died from suffocation.
The chief brought out the body. The
body of the French maid was found,
burned beyond recognition, in her room
on the top floor.

Mrs. Wilmerding and daughter, Alice,
occupied the second story front room.
They jumped from the window to the
grass terrace below. The bodies of Mrs.
and Miss Tracy were brought to the
White House about six o’clock by order
of the president, who has taken charge of
whatever arrangements for the funeral are
necessary to be made at present. It is be-
lieved the fire started in the parlor near
the open fire place. Whether it originated
from the grate or heating pipes is not
known. The firemen generally think the
woodwork caught from heated pipes of
the furnaces.

STIR IN MUSICAL CIRCLES.

There is quite a stir in Ottawa over the
recent action of one or two well known
professional musicians at the Capital. Ar-
rangements had been made by Lady Stan-
ley to hold several small musical enter-
tainments at Rideau Hall during the ses-
gion. The first two of these were to be
held on February 11th and 13th. The
guests to be invited were to include
several members of the musical profession.
It was arranged that the invited talent
would provide a musical programme, cal-
culated, on account of its supposed im-
promptu character, to take the other
guests by storm.
