A Lively Discussion in The Legislature.

For Sale by ALONZO STAPLES.

In the legislature Thursday evening 
April 19th, Hon. Mr. Emmerson commit­
ted a bill to amend the act to fhrther fec- 
iliate the construction of public works, Mr. 
Flewelling in the chair.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson said the amount 
of bonds asked for under the bill was $36,- 
000, and was to complete the Woodstock 
bridge. This would include the cost of 
building a sheer boom pier, should one be 
thought necessary in order to keep the 
logs in the channel. For the present year 
a boom would be attached to one of the 
old piers in the river and this might be 
found sufficient. As was known to the 
house, the contract had been entered into 
for the superstructure and the inspection 
of that superstructure, not after its arrival 
but at the various places of manufacture, 
was being done in a far more thorough 
manner than was ever before known in 
the maritime provinces. He did not think 
the entire $36,000 would be required, but 
had placed the amount at that figure in 
order to avoid the necessity o£ again com­
ing to the house.

Dr. Alward—Has an estimate been made 
of the probable cost of these boom piers?

Hon. Mr. Emmerson—I have been told 
it would cost about $2,000. The engineer 
has not yet made an estimate.

Mr. Finder said that according to exist­
ing contracts the total cost of the bridge 
could only be $137,000, and he thought 
the $13,000 asked for in excess of that was 
too much. The original estimate was only 
$114,000. If the government had taken 
the advice of their engineer instead of 
their political friends, they could have 
had a bridge as good as the present one 
for not over $65,000.

Mr. Blair—What engineer?
Mr. Finder—Mr. Brown.
Mr. Blair—Mr. Brown never advised 

anything of the kind.
Mr. Finder—Well, he said he did. How­

ever, I think, his advice was not wanted 
for any other site than just where the 
bridge was located. Other engineers 
made a survey of it and they claimed the 
bridge could be built for about half the 
amount.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson—Who are they ?
Mr. Finder—Well, I don’t know that 

I’m obliged to tell you. Continuing, Mr. 
Finder claimed that had the bridge been 
located 350 yards further up stream only 
three piers would have been necessary, 
which would not have cost more than half 
the present eleven piers, and the total cost 
of the bridge need not have exceeded $60,- 
000. If the government could not afford 
to maintain the lunatic asylum they should 
economize in the matter of bridges. It 
was well known that the extras on the 
Woodstock bridge already amounted to 
$30,000. In any case the government 
should not now ask for $36,000 of bonds 
when only $35,000 was required.

HON. MR. EMMERSON
said he was glad to see the hon. member 
was in training for the board of works in 
the new government. It might be well 
for the hon. member to give a history of 
the Nashwaak bridge, where the hon. 
gentleman had received several hundred 
dollars for putting in a few difemlock logs 
and for opening a drain^ that he never 
opened. The hon. member seemed to 
ignore the fact in discussing the site of the 
Woodstock bridge that the piers built in 
deep water and on a soft foundation would 
cost far more than the present ones. The 
fact was, notwithstanding the amount paid 
for extras, rendered necessary by the err­
ors of the engineer, the total cost of the 
foundation was less than three or four of 
the tenders which the government had 
received. Some of the opposition news­
papers had stated that the bridge would 
cost more than $250,000. At the outside 
the cost of the bridge could not exceed 
$150,000, unless some unforseen contingen­
cy arose. The care taken in inspecting 
the superstructure made it impossible for 
the province to be defrauded. Every par­
ticle of the material was being inspected 
and the spécifications had been pro­
nounced by competent judges to be the 
work of a master hand. He thought the 
bridge when finally completed would be 
a credit to the engineer, Mr. Wetmore, 
and the province.

HON. MR. BLAIR
said he would like to refer to the work in 
its earliest stages before the present chief 
commissioner took charge. Mr. Ryan 
had made an arrangement, after consult­
ing with other members of the govern­
ment, to secure a gentleman of good re­
pute and supposed to be thoroughly com­
petent to supervise the work. Mr. Ryan 
thought he could easily entrust the work 
entirely to Mr. Brown and he did so, 
while be turned his attention to other de­
partmental work. The result was that 
the department had been deceived, but 
did it follow from that fact that the gov­
ernment were to blame ? Might not any 
employer be deceived by his agent? The 
government had been charged in unmeas­
ured terms with having permitted the 
work to be slighted and with winking at 
these mistakes on the part of our friends 
who were constructing the bridge. The 
feet was that in August, 1892, shortly aft­
er his return from England, he (Blair) 
had received the first int’mation that any 
member of the government had heard 
anything was going wrong. The letter 
which he had received was as follows :

Woodstock, Aug*S2nd, 1892. 
Hon. A. G. Blair, Fredericton :!

Dear Sir.—Pardon me for writing you 
on this subject, but I feel it my duty to 
do so. I went out to the head of the Is­
land where Mr. Kitchen is building the 
bridge across the St. John river, and I 
am sorry to state to you and your govern­
ment, that is in my opinion the abut­
ments that Kitchen is building, will not 
stand one spring’s freshet. The reason is 
that the pier on the outside or the one 
they are building now, looks as. if it was 
undermined, as one of the blocks of gran­
ite has fallen out and others are felling in, 
and it looks as if some one should have 
independence enough to notify you and 
your government of this matter, and I do 
this because it is only just and right to 
the people and country, and I do not ask 
it to be kept secret on my account, as it is 
only fair for some one to let you know. 
You should telegraph Kitchen to stop 
work on the entire pier toward the chan­
nel, so you can see the work of the water 
yourself. Then you will know.

Respectfully yours, 
(Signed) F. Moore.

He (Blajf) had immediately wired to 
Mr. Ryan and received a reply from him, 
in which he said he was down in the ex­
treme end of Gloucester and could not be 
back till a certain day. He had also com­
municated with the provincial secretary. 
On the twenty-fourth of August he wrote 
Mr. Moore as follows :

Fredericton, Aug. 24th, 1892. 
Frederick Moore, Woodstock.

Dear Fred—I think you have done 
jqst right in calling my attention to the

bridge matter and to anything which you 
thought might be going crooked in con­
nection with its construction. I very 
much appreciate your kindness in writing 
and the matter has already received some 
attention at my hands. There are so 
many persons who are looking for grounds 
to complain in these matters that I am 
glad to have a clear statement from a per­
son, who, like yourself, would have no in­
terest in finding fault without reason, and 
whose judgment upon a work of that 
kind would be worthy of respect. I have 
wired the chief commissioner and I am in 
receipt of a telegram from him stating 
that he could not possibly get over to 
Fredericton before Friday ; but will come 
then and immediately go to Woodstock. 
I have also communicated with the sec­
retary, who recommended Mr. Brown as 
being a thoroughly reliable man, and he 
probably will go up from St. Stephen by 
the same train which takes this letter. I 
have busines myself which calls me to St. 
John Wednesday and Thursday, and any­
way I would know nothing as to whether 

improperly done or not.
Yourirfe;ih£Rjv_

(Signed) Andrew G. Blair?
So promptly did Mr. Mitchell respond 

to the despatch sent him, that he must 
have reached Woodstock as soon as this 
letter. He stopped the work instantly 
until the chief commissioner could ar­
rive. When Mr. Ryan came he fully en­
dorsed all that Mr. Mitchell had done and 
no more work was done on the bridge 
until a report was obtained from a Nova 
Scotia engineer. He (Blair) mentioned 
these matters because there were people 
Who thought it was impossible for a gov­
ernment to do anything with a single 
minded purpose and that they must be as­
sumed in all cases to shut their eyes to 
wrong doing. The government had exer­
cised all possible vigilance in regard to 
the Woodstock bridge from first to last, 
yet it had cost them about ten times as 
much in bother as the structure was 
worth.

Dr. Stockton said that in 1892 the gov­
ernment had been given authority to is­
sue bonds to the extent of 114,000 on ac­
count of Woodstock bridge He read from 
official debates of that year to show that 
he had then predicted that piers would 
cost between $65,000 and $100,000, of that 
total cost of bridge when completed would 
be between $150,000 and $175,000. Ex­
perience has proved correctness of his pre­
diction, the piers had already cost $93,000. 
The attorney general had sneered at his 
(Stockton’s) prediction in 1892, and had 
sta ted that the piers would not cost more 
than $65,000, and said he (Stpckton) was 
not warranted in saying that the cost of 
the piers would be between $75,000 and 
$100,000.

Blair—Neither you were; you could 
not forsee the conduct of Brown.

Dr. Stockton again read from debates of 
1892 to show that Dr. Atkinson had 
stated that the bridge could have been 
built at Queen street from between $50,000 
and $60,000. What had the then chief 
commissioner said in answer to Atkinson. 
He was reported as saying “ that $60,000 
would be insufficient to build a bridge at 
Woodstock at any site. It would cost at 
Queen street at least $80,000.” Here on 
the statement of Hon. Mr. Ryan we find 
that the bridge could have been built at 
Queen street for $80,000 which would 
mean a saving of $70,000 to the province.

Hon. Mr. Blair—The ex-chief commiss­
ioner said nothing of the kind. He (hon. 
Mr. Ryan) had stated that it would cost 
at Queen street at least $80,000. Would 
the hon. member read all that the ex-chief 
commissioner had then stated.

Dr. Stockton—Yes ; he said “ it would 
cost at Queen street at least $80,000, taking 
the length of the structure given by Dr. 
Atkinson as correct. It would cost nearer 
$100,000.”

Hon. Mr. Blair—That is much different 
from what you at first represented the ex­
chief commissioner as having stated.

Dr. Stockton said the bonds already is­
sued and the $36,000 now asked for would 
make a total of $150,000. The piers had 
cost $92,000, and $42,500 was estimated for 
the superstructure that would make $135,- 
500. What was to be done with the oth­
er $14,500 ? He read from engineer 
Brown’s letter in the Daily Sun of April 
12th, 1893, to show that the government 
had practically fixed the site of the Wood- 
stok bridge and if another site that he had 
reported upon, had been chosen, there 
could have been a saving to the province 
of $60,000.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell — The only report 
Mr. Brown made was represented to the 
house last year and appears in the jour­
nals.

Dr. Stockton said he had no doubt if 
Killam had been chief commissioner, the 
bridge would not have been placed at its 
present costly site. He would like to 
know what was to be donewith the mon­
ey now asked for and what accounts, if 
any,- were yet unpaid on account of the 
bridge, including inspection of piers.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson said although au­
thority was asked for $36,000 of bonds, it 
was not thought that all that sum would 
be required to be expended in addition to 
the amount already voted. This whole 
matter had been thoroughly threshed out 
in 1892 and again last year, the cost of the 
piers had been greatly increased in conse­
quence of Brown having changed the 
specifications, which change had resulted 
in part of the piers being washed away. 
Brown having been dismissed for his im­
proper conduct while in charge of the 
work, had written a letter not in accord 
with the facts and entirely at variance 
with his own (Brown’s) report as present­
ed to the house last year. As against 
Brown’s letter, we have not only his report 
but also the statement made in the house 
in 1892 by the chief commissioner (Hon. 
Mr. Ryan), that statement was made in 
answer to Dr. Atkinson in regard to the 
proposed Queen street site. It was that 
the depth of water at Queen street “ was 
from ten to fifteen feet; that there was a 
mud and quicksand foundation, and t hat a 
bridge erected there would not be in the 
public’s interests.” Considering that Mr. 
Brown was smarting under his dismissal 
wheh he wrote his letter to^he Sun, the 
public would place very little confidence 
in what he then said, more especially in 
view of his report which was of an entire­
ly differnt nature. All the accounts in 
connexion with the bridge had been be­
fore the public accounts for their most 
thorough examination and he had already 
told what further expenditures were 
necessary.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said Mr. Brown was 
selected as engineer in charge of construc­
tion upon his (Mitchell’s) urgent recom­
mendation. He had certainly made a 
great mistake in so doing. He had also 
in the fall of 1891 made a mistake, in 
selecting Mr. Brown as the engineer to 
choose the site of the bridge. At that 
time he (Mitchell) was well known to 
fevor the old site, but Mr. Brown had 
made an independent examination and 
he reported the present site as the only

one which recommended itself from Bull’s 
Island to the old bridge site ; the cost of a 
bridge on the old site would be about 
three quarters that on the Bull’s island 
location, but the latter was far superior in 
point of public convenience. There was 
no question but that Mr. Brown was a 
good engineer ; his plans and specifica­
tions were excellent. He (Mitchell) was 
completely thunderstruck when Mr. 
Blair placed in his hands the complaints 
he had received. When he went to 
Woodstock it was some time before he 
could find Mr. Brown. On examining 
tÿe pier that had been undermined he 
could see no cement, no proper packing 
and no piling. Under nine of the piers, 
according to the specifications, poles 
should have been driven. When asked 
about it Mr. Brown said the gravel beach 
seemed to be solid enough and he did 
not think the poles were necessary. 
As to why he had allowed the specifica­
tions to be departed from, Mr. Brown 
could give no reply. When the chief 
commissioner visited the work and made 
a report to the council stating that he 
had dismissed Mr. Brown. He (Mitchell) 

'Thwxr-staied while he was satisfied Mr. 
Brown had Ijeen ""entirely-tHUKerthy of 
trust, but as it wohld be difficult to make 
Mr. Brown’s friends believe it, he urged 
that Mr. Brown should not be dismissed 
until an inspecting engineer was employed 
to report upon his work. Mr. Murphy’s 
report showed the neglect of Mr. Brown. 
The latter’s letter to the press was the 
work of a man who was exceedingly sore 
at his dismissal. Mr. Mitchell said he 
was sorry to be obliged to criticise Mr. 
Brown but he had been obliged to make 
this statement in self defence. Hon. 
members had referred to this bridge as a 
political bridge. So far as he knew, and 
other members of the government knew 
they had selected the present site be­
cause it was in the public interest. Every 
engineer as far as he knew who had ever 
examined and reported upon the subject 
had strongly favored the present location. 
He had never heard the name of an en­
gineer of standing who had recommended 
any other site.

Mr. Phinney regretted to hear Mr. 
Brown’s reputation attacked. He was a 
man admitted to be a good engineer and 
his specifications were approved.

Mr. Dibble—Then why didn’t he stand 
by them ?

Mr. Phinney—Whether he did his duty 
or not, he did not know, but be did not 
believe he would allow the work to be 
done unless some other person was con­
cerned in it.

Mr. Dibble—There was some other per­
son concerned.

Mr. Phinney said even though Brown 
might have been smarting from disap­
pointment he did not believe he would 
make false statements in the public press.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—If he’s a truthful 
man his letter to the press should agree 
with his report.

Mr. Phinney said that Mr. Brown had 
stated (and he had every confidence in 
his truthfulness) that he had received a 
hint from a member of the government 
that the present site should be selected.

Hon. Mr. Blair—Mr. Brown never had 
a single communication with any member 
of the government until after he made his 
examination and report.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said the criticism of 
the opposition was not a fair one. Was it 
fair criticism to put forward the statement 
of a man who had been dismissed by the 
government for improper conduct? Was 
it reasonable for the hon. member for 
Kent to say that he believed Mr. Brown 
rather than the members of the govern­
ment on this subject? The hon. member 
was so biased that he would believe the 
idlest street rumor rather than the delib­
erate statement of responsible men. It was 
absurd to suppose that the provincial secre­
tary would wilfully traduce the character 
of Mr. Brown. He (Tweedie) had person­
ally felt a preference for the old site, but 
the government had to be guided by the 
report of competent men. Mr. Brown was 
sent there by Mr. Mitchell, and he was 
admitted by the opposition to be a com­
petent man, and he selected the King 
street site. Every transaction of the gov­
ernment in connection with the Wood- 
stock bridge would bear the fullest light 
of day. There could not be the slightest 
doubt that Mr. Brown had most culpably 
neglected his duty, and Mr. Brown slunk 
away when that gentleman proceeded to 
inspect the work. It was to be expected 
that Mr. Brown should seek to defend 
himself in the newspapers. His fault in 
making false statements in the press was 
much less than his breach of faith with 
the government. The government had 
acted in perfect good faith throughout the 
entire matter and were not open to criti­
cism. The fact was that the old bridge 
cost about $5,000 or $6,000 a year for re­
pairs, a sum that would more than pay 
the interest on the total cost of the pres­
ent bridge. He regretted the mistakes of 
the engineer, but the government should 
not be held responsible. It was not fair 
for the opposition to manufacture state­
ments and put forward false communica­
tions in the press as facts.

Mr. Russell said he had recently exam­
ined the Woodstock bridge and he be­
lieved the location was the best and most 
convenient that could be found in the vi­
cinity. Those who said it was a political 
bridge, had a good deal of political bias. 
The bridge was a good job, in a proper lo­
cation and would be a credit to the gov­
ernment and the pi evince.

Hon. Mr. Blair said he was astounded 
that the hon. member for Kent should 
declare that he placed more confidence in 
Mr. Brown’s statement than that of the 
provincial secretary, a man of public 
trust, or those of the other members of 
the government. It spoke little for the 
character of the hon. member for Kent. 
It shows that he does not know what it is 
stand upon the level of honorable con­
duct with honorable public men. He 
does not know what is due one gentleman 
from another, when, having received the 
emphatic denial of the provincal secretary 
he should still assert that he knew Mr. 
Brown and his character for veracity and 
he believed what he said. If the hon. 
gentleman wants to be treated on the 
footing of a gentleman, he should show 
some of the elementary instincts of one. 
I trust that he did it without reflecting 
that his conduct was unworthy of a gen­
tleman, and without realizing fully that 
when he makes such a statement, he lays 
himself open to grave doubts as to wheth­
er he could be depended upon himself in 
regard to veracity.

Mr. Phinney—The hon. member has 
made a most vindictive, ungentlemanly, 
unmanly attack on me. I stand by what 
I have said of Mr. Brown. I have known 
him for years ; have had large dealings 
with him. I stand higher in the esti­
mate of honorable members in this house 
than I did before. I despise the attorne' 
general and I despise his attacks. I stand 
I believe, in the estimation of the gentle­
men associated with me, and as long as I 
have their good will, I care not for the 
good will or fevor of dishonorable men.

The bill passed.

THE QUINN INVESTIGATION.
Conclusion of the Evidence In a 

Brief Form.

MISS MARY QUINN TESTIFIED

that she had a good deal to do with her 
father’s business affairs. That she knew 
of the money being given out by her 
fether to William to put in the election 
fund. William brought it back, saying 
that Mr. Blair had refused to take it. 
After that William got the money again, 
and then brought back a receipt for it, 
which she thought was in Mr. Wilson’s 
handwriting, but she was not sure. Later 
she saw William make a copy of the re­
ceipt, and the paper produced is the copy. 
She knew it to be the copy, because it was 
William’s handwriting.

.1. II. BARRY
testified that he had written a letter on 
the 16th of January, 1890, to Wm. A. 
Quinn asking for the payment of a sub­
scription in consequence of William A. 
Quinn having told him that his father 
was willing to give a subscription to the 
election. He (Barry) had never heard a 
syllable from the Quinns or any one else 
that the subscription was to be given in 
connexion with au «.^-'infment to any 
office. No subscription was paid, and 
(Barry) never asked for it again. The 
attorney general had not requested nor 
suggested to him to write the letter or 
call for a subscription. Not one cent of 
money paid to Wilson (if there was any 
paid,) went into the bye-election fund or 
was used for election purposes of which 
he had any knowledge. The attorney 
general had been away the whole week 
between nomination and election day as 
far as he could say.

ATTORNEY GENERAL BLAIR

was the next witness. His testimony was 
to the effect that be had been frequently 
pressed by young Quinn for an appoint­
ment of some kind. He had received a 
letter from W. H. Quinn prior to October 
14th, 1889, which letter he had carefully 
searched for but could not find. The let­
ter produced from him to Mr. Quinn he 
admitted was sent by him to Mr. Quinn 
but the letter had been tampered with, as 
a portion of it was marked with quota­
tion marks, indicating that he (Blair) was 
quoting from his (Quinn’s) letter to him. 
He wished to say that the words were not 
quoted by him as his letter [showed on its 
face. The effect of the quotation marks 
(the result of the tampering) was to put 
into Mr. Quinn’s mouth words that were 
not used by Quinn to him, and he (Blair) 
in his letter had only purported to state 
the effect of Quinn’s words. He remem­
bered to have seen Quinn at his store 
after October 14th, and it must have been 
necessarily before Mr. Barry’s letter of 
January 16th following. The declaration 
of Quinn w’as so drawn up as to allege 
that he (Blair) had called on Quinn after 
the receipt of the Barry letter which he 
(Blair) now swore positively he had not 
done. To show that he had not called 
on Quinn after Barry’s letter, he stated 
that he (Blair) had gone to Harvey on 
January 15th, from Harvey to Canter­
bury Station, speaking there on Thurs­
day night and from Canterbury Station 
he went to St. John Friday morning, 
speaking in St. John that night. He left 
St. John immediately after and came to 
Fredericton early Saturday morning by 
special train and was in his office on Sat­
urday till noon. While he was in his 
private office Saturday, young Quinn 
came in. John W. Wetmore, then a stu­
dent in his office, was in this private 
office at the time and was present during 
the interview. Young Quinn said his 
father had given him $200 to put into the 
election fund and wanted a pledge from 
him (Blair) that he (Quinn) would be ap­
pointed to a clerkship in the office of the 
clerk of the pleas, and that he (Blair) had 
got angry with Quinn and had told him 
to take his money back to his father and 
tell him he would not take one cent from 
him on any condition. Quinn left the 
office, taking the money with him, and 
almost immediately after he (Blair) left 
town to keep an appointment that night 
at McKeen’s Corner, some distance from 
the city. James Smith, who is now in 
court, drove him' on that occasion. Mr. 
Quinn had sworn that when he (Blair) 
went to his store he was qn his way to 
the country. That the team was at the 
store door and that it was late in the 
afternoon. He (Blair) now swore that he 
was not in town that afternoon (Saturday) 
and had not called on Mr. Quinn, sr. He 
believed that some two or three weeks be­
fore that he had made that call on Mr. 
Quinn, and had not then, as Quinn had 
stated, told him that William was to have 
an office. He returned to the city Sunday 
morning, driving home through the night, 
and next day was election day. He had 
not spoken to Mr. Quinn, sr., on the sub­
ject of his son being appointed to office 
from that time down to the present. He 
had never heard, until this session in the 
house that Mr. Wilson had ever received 
a dollar from either of the Quinn’s in this 
or any other connexion. No money from 
the Quinns had gone into the election to 
his knowledge.

JAMES SMITH 

the next witness, testified that he had 
driven the attorney general around the 
country in that election when he went by 
team. He remembered the meeting in 
St. John and that Blair had arranged for 
him to have his team ready next day, 
Saturday, on the arrival of the train from 
St. John. That they left about noon and 
he had gone to bis (Blair’s) house for him 
with the team. With the exception of a 
few minutes at the attorney general’s off­
ice, they made no stop, but had gone into 
the country. He swore positively that 
Mr. Blair had not stopped at Quinn’s on 
their way out of town.

JOHN ANDERSON, EX-M. I*. P. 
swore that there never had been any un­
derstanding that the note he endorsed for 
Wilson was in connexion with election 
funds nor did he ever hear of any arrange­
ment with Quinn whereby the latter was 
to get an office. His (Anderson’s) en­
dorsement was for Wilson’s own private 
business as he understood it.

JOHN W. WETMOBE,

claim solicitor of the C. P. R., stated that 
he had been a student in Mr. Blair’s office 
and remembered the meeting at the me­
chanics institute, St. John, on Friday 
night. Next morning he was with the 
attorney general in his private office after 
the latter’s return from St. John. He was 
attending to some private law business 
with Mr. Blair, which business Mr. Blair 
had to get off before going into the coun­
try. While they were thus engaged, 
young Quinn entered and said he wished 
to speak to the attorney general privately. 
The latter said to never mind his (Wet- 
more’s) being there. Quinn then said 
his fether had given him two hundred 
dollars to put into the election fund but 
wanted a pledge, a written pledge he 
thought, from the attorney general, that

he (Quinn) should get an office. Mr. 
Blair told Quinn that he was insulting 
him by such a proposal, and to take tho 
money to his father and tell him that he 
would not accept it on any condition. 
Quinn then left. The attorney general 
soon afterwards drove into the country.

william Wilson’s evidence 

is as follows : The government candidates 
in York county in the election of 1890 
were Messrs. Blair, Anderson, Bellamy 
and myself. The first time I knew any­
thing about any contribution, W. A. Quinn 
or his fether intended to make to the 
election fund was at my office on Satur­
day before election day, after coming here 
from Southampton. W. A. Quinn came 
to my office and told me that the old gen­
tleman had sent $200 by him for an elect­
ion contribution ; that he had taken it to 
Mr. Blair and asked him to sign a written 
promise to appoint him to the office of 
deputy clerk of the pleas in consideration 
of the payment of $200 into the election 
fund, and that Mr. Blair had treated him 
very ugly ; told him he would not take 
money, and practically ordered him out of 
his office. Witness said to him, “I don’t 
see what other treatment you could ex­
pect when you offered money in such a 
way.” Mr. Quinn read the receipt to him, 
and said he did not see anything wrong 

■’t-h it. He heard nothing further from 
him about an> .'-"tton contribution, and 
never knew he had made ur>» until the 
day after the election was over. Messrs. 
Anderson and Bellamy were in the wit­
ness’ office talking over the events 
of the election, and he asked An­
derson if he would mind endorsing 
a note for him as accommodation 
in case he needed it. Anderson assented 
very readily, but said he would not want 
the note to go to the bank. Witness 
promised to arrange it with a private 
party. This was about the 22nd of Janu­
ary, 1892. About the 13th of February 
witness wanted some money, as his bank 
account was getting low on account of his 
continued absence during the campaign, 
and he went to W. A. Quinn—from whom 
he had sometimes borrowed sums of 
money—and asked him for a loan of $200. 
Mr. Quinn said he could get it. Witness 
promised him an endorser and mentioned 
Mr. Anderson’s name. Mr. Quinn came 
to witness’s office the same afternoon and 
loaned him $200, taking the following re­
ceipt : “Received from W. A. Quinn the 
sum of two hundred dollars, loaned on 
this receipt until an endorsement can be 
arranged, and when the endorsement is 
made this is to be returned.” The money 
was paid to witness’ private bank account 
and used in his business. Not a cent went 
into the election fund. Afterward learned 
that W. H. Quinn understood that the 
money was given for election purposes, 
and went to W. A. Quinn and told him 
that his father was under the impression 
that the money was paid for the sale of 
an office, and that it was not received by 
him on any such understanding, and that 
he was prepared to arrange the endorse­
ment according to agreement. Wm. A. 
Quinn was continually pressing for a gov­
ernment office, and witness was under 
promise to use his influence for him. W. 
H. Quinn afterwards came to witness and 
asked for the note. The note in evidence 
was given him, endorsed by John Ander­
son. In 1892, September 17th, W. H. 
Quinn called at the witness’ office to get 
the interest on the note and said he would 
endorse $50 on principal, and would only 
charge witness 7 per cent, on $150 from 
the date of receipt to the 17th of Septem­
ber, 1892. He did this of his own free 
will and without any solicitation from 
witness, and not a cent of the $50 ever 
went into any election fund. It was not 
used for any election purposes. " Neither 
Blair nor Barry knew anything about the 
transaction between witness and Quinn in 
regard to the receipt and note until Mr. 
Pitts made the charge in the house.

JAMES K. FINDER, M. P. P.,

was then sworn, and asked if he hadn’t 
seen and had in his possession a copy of 
what is purported to be Mr. Quinn’s letter 
to Mr. Blair, of which the latter’s letter of 
Oct. 14th was a reply. He denied having 
seen any such copy. He denied having 
shown a copy of such letter to Peter Mc- 
Farlane.

This closed the evidence in the case, it 
being agreed by the whole committee to 
recall W. H. Quinn and his daughter in 
regard to the receipt produced by Mr, 
Wilson.

Adjourned till Monday evening.
At the closing session of the committee 

Monday evening Miss Mary Quinn’s tes­
timony was very brief. Mr. Powell passed 
the receipt produced by Mr. Wilson to her 
and asked : “Did you ever see that paper 
before?” Without stopping to read it, she 
replied : “No, I never did.”

William H. Quinn was equally positive 
that he had never seen the receipt, but 
when Mr. Blair asked him to read the re­
ceipt he was unable to do so. “I cannot 
read it,” he said, “but I know I never 
had it in my possession.” He did not 
think it possible that his son had hum­
bugged him as to his relations with Mr. 
Wilson. To Mr. Sivewright the witness 
admitted that he had formed his opinion 
as to the receipt when it was shown him 
more from the appearance of the paper 
than its contents.

This closed the evidence.

Penniac.
April 11.— The revival is still going on in 

this place under the labors of rev. Mr. Traf- 
ton, much good is being done. The ordin­
ance of baptism was administered to five 
candidates last Sunday, and as many more 
have signified their intention of going for­
ward next Sunday. Meetings are held every 
evening, with three services on Sunday and 
an occasional afternoon service during tna 
week. Miles Trafton, nephew of the rever­
end gentleman, lias been here a few days 
and proved to be an efficient assistant in the 
work. Numbers have been drawn here from 
Marysville ; and these also have been heart­
ily welcomed, and have shown that they 
wished to lend a hand in working for sucli 
a good cause.

There was to have been a baptism in the 
Methodist church last Sunday, but on ac­
count of Mr. Lodge, the pastor’s, inability 
to attend, this part of the service had to be 
postponed until next Sunday. In the ab­
sence of the pastor, the pulpit was occupied 
by Mr. George Halt of Fredericton whose 
remarks were impressive and well worth, 
hearing.

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VOICED PUBLIC SENTIMENT.

A MANY SIDED POLITICIAN.

The members of the Fredericton board 
of school trustees, or a number of them at 
least, are represented as being quite on 
their dignity because Inspector Bridges in 
his report, which is published in the edu­
cation report, bestowed some well merited 
criticism and condemnation on them for 
their parsimony in cutting down the 
teachers’ salaries just after they had com­
pleted a very expensive school building 
on York street, but as the inspector only 
voiced public feeling in the matter as 
represented by The Herald at the time, 
he can afford to ignore the indignation of 
the trustees. Here is the extract from 
Inspector Bridges’ report, which has 
thrown some of the trustees into a per­
turbed and indignant state of mind :

“ The new building in appearance and 
appliances for school work is certainly a 
credit to the city, md is fully the equal of 
any in the maritime provinces, but if it 
has been erected at such an expense as to 
compel the board of trustees to lower the 
salaries of some of their most efficient 
teachers, as well as increase their work, it 
would seem to have been promoted • 
in a spirit of show ■vnadomT^rhe
board hays «iis satisfaction, however, of 
knowing that their action in this regard 
has been universally condemned both on 
the streets and in the press, and it is the 
more to be regretted as it will furnish a 
pretext for parsimonious district boards, 
and unfortunately there are such, to lower 
salaries that are already too small.”

No unprejudiced person who reads the 
Inspector’s remarks, but will feel that he 
was quite justified in his observations ; 
indeed it was his duty to officially place 
on record the feeling of the people on 
this subject. No doubt a similar feeling 
influenced the city council to decline the 
increased demand made on them for 
the annual grant to the schools. The 
trustees displayed poor business judgment 
in erecting such an expensive school 
building if its large cost entailed a reduction 
in the teaching staff and in the salaries 
of some of its most efficient members. 
This is the most important point at issue, 
and the one which strikes the trustees so 
forcibly, that they feel called upon to cen­
sure somebody, to call attention from their 
own mistaken policy. If the trustees 
want to pass indignant resolutions, and 
talk of memorials to the board of educa­
tion, apologies, and that sort of thing, they 
had better formally condemn their own 
want of foresight in spending so much 
money on an expensive building to the 
prejudice of the schools’ efficiency. The 
Herald is with the Inspector, who in hie 
observations, was simply in the line of 
his duty, which he evidently understands 
quiet as well if not better than those who 
seek to censure him. What else is he 
there for but to call attention to any and 
everything which might impair the effi 
ciency of the schools.

AN EMBARRASSING PROGRAM.

The British government, under Lord 
Roseberry’s leadership, have on hand an 
extensive and difficult program during the 
present session of parliament, and it will 
be surprising if they carry it all through, 
considering the narrow majority they 
have in the house of commons, and the 
various conflicting elements compris­
ing their party. The registration bill, the 
evicted tenants bill and the budget pro­
posals, says a recent writer, each contain 
a sufficient number of objectionable 
provisions to excite the determined and 
prolonged opposition, not only of the 
conservatives, but of a considerable part 
of the Irish membership and many radi­
cals and unionists. The conservatives 
will resort to every possible form of ob­
struction in resisting the raid made upon 
landed property under the proposed new 
estate duty, and in these tactics they 
can confidently count on the undivided 
support of the unionists. The liquor in­
terests are exerting a powerful influence 
on the Irish and Scotch supporters of the 
governmennt in their insistance upon the 
modification of the projected duties on 
spirits and beer. Their efforts in this 
direction have not been in vain either, 
for the clamor they have raised has al­
ready compelled Sir William Harcourt to 
limit the imposition of the proposed tax 
on spirits to one year, and it is not un­
likely that he will find it desirable to 
make still further concessions to the in­
creasing demands of different sections of 
the kingdom. Even under the limitation 
of the proposed tax on spirits to one year, 
Ireland, which is already paying a con­
spicuously unfair proportion of the do­
mestic revenues into the imperial treasury, 
will be mustered to the tune of £200,000 
additional taxation, and with the pro­
posed increase under the estate duty, it is 
estimated that the excess of Irish taxa­
tion over the current year will be over 
£500,000. Confronted by this condition 
of things, it is not surprising that the Irish 
parliamentary party are fretting over the 
delay of the government in bringing for­
ward home rule, a delay that is tanta­
mount to the shelving of that measure for 
the session. Neither is it any wonder 
that the Irish party are chafing at the ob­
structions placed in the way of a settle­
ment of the question of the financial re­
lations between Great Britain and Ireland.

The most bitter fight of the session will 
undoubtedly be made on the registration 
bill. The opposition have already given 
intimation of their intention to contest to 
the last gasp, the clauses providing for the 
abolition of plural voting, the holding of 
simultaneous elections and the three 
months’ residence qualifications. These 
clauses comprise about all there is of the 
bill, and the conservatives will not be 
alone in fighting the measure.

Albert T. Dunn, one of the popular M. 
P. P.’s for St.John county, has been sworn 
in a member of the local government in 
place of Mr. Connell of Woodstock, and 
sat in the executive council yesterday for 
the first time. Hon. Mr. Dunn is a well- 
known business man, and since his elec­
tion to the legislature has won the esteem 
of everybody who has been brought into 
contact with him. St. John has not been 
represented in the government since Hon. 
D. McLellan’s retirement, but in Mr. Dunn 
that constituency has now a worthy spokes­
man.

Hon. D. C. Fraser gives notice in parlia­
ment of an enquiry as to whether the gov­
ernment knows that John C. Bourinot, 
customs collector at Port Hawkesbury, is 
the proprietor and editor of a conservative 
newspaper. Mr. Fraser might extend his 
enquiry to New Brunswick and include 
Editor Robidoux of the Moniteur Acadian 
and W. C. Milner of the Sackville Post. 
Both these gentleman are collectors of cus­
toms, the one at Shediac, and the other at 
Sackville.

Not so many years ago, George V. Mac- 
inerney, the now full fledged conservative 
M. P. for Kent, was a leading New Bruns­
wick liberal, and one of the vice-presi­
dents of the provincial association formed 
by that party. In the meantime, how­
ever, Mr. Macinerney has experienced so 
many changes of heart that it has been 
difficult to keep track of him. A Kent 
correspondent of the Transcript who has 
been looking back over Mr. Macinemey’s 
political record, finds that he has contested 
Kent seven times for the house of com­
mons, running his first three elections as 
a straight liberal. Then he ran against 
the now Judge Landry as an independent 
liberal, and he ran against Dr. Legere as a 
conservative at the election that Jardine 
ran ; and at the next election when Oliver 
J. LeBlanc ran as a liberal against Dr. 
Legere, he was a supporter of the liberal, 
O. J. LeBlanc ; and at the last election he 
ran as an independent conservative. In 
local politics Mr. Macinerney’s career has 
been as varied. He ran with O. J. Le­
Blanc as an out and out supporter of the 
Blair government. Again we have him 
supporting Auguste Leger, a supporter of 
Mr. Blair, against Goguen, and in one 
year after we have him supporting Goguen 
and Phinney against the Blair govern­
ment.

Where Mr. Macinerney will next turn 
up, this deponent sayeth not, but to pre­
serve his record as the champion political 
acrobat of New Brunswick, he ought next 
to become a liberal, and in local poli­
tics, give the Blair government a turn.

IMPORTANT AMENDMENTS

To Last Year’s Lunatic Asylum Bill.

ALARMING CONDITIONS.

While the people of Canada are con­
tinually emigrating in large numbers to 
the United States, the news comes from 
London that emigration from .Great 
Britain to this country which declined 
sixty-four per cent during March, as com­
pared with the corresponding period last 
year, continues to decrease, though the St. 
Lawrence route is now open. So far this 
month the departures from Liverpoohhave 
only been one quarter the number as com­
pared with April last year. The emigra­
tion experts here say that the bottom has 
been completely knocked out of Canadian 
immigration. This they claim, is partly 
due to increased and excessive steamship 
rates, and also to the revival of British 
rural life owing to extensions of local 
government, the bad reports of things 
generally which are received from Canada 
and the low prices of wheat. If the 
Dominion government can do nothing to 
prevent the exodus of Canada’s popula­
tion to the United States, they should not 
give up all possible efforts to bring emi­
grants into the country. No doubt it is 
well known in England, even among the 
farmers and other probable emigrants,that 
the agriculturists of Canada are taxed to 
death under Mr. Foster’s tariff, and pos­
sibly only the removal of the bugbear 
will induce people to settle in this country. 
Canada has been burdened with expendi­
ture to develop the great northwest, but 
fertile prairies, and expensive railway 
communication are of very little use with­
out settlers.

The liberals in parlirment, after much 
resistance on the part of the government, 
have had conceded to the public accounts 
committee the right to examine witnesses 
under oath. It was only after the most 
determined fight, however, that the point 
was won, for the tory party have much to 
cover up which will now be revealed. 
There is believed to be enough scandal 
yet unearthed at Ottawa to drive more 
than one cabinet minister from office, and 
produce very unpleasant convictions of 
how the public business is conducted at 
the capital.

The Nova Scotia liberals are setting the 
party in New Brunswick a good example 
in already organizing for the dominion 
election which is sure to come in the next 
few months. Mr. Fielding is taking the 
lead. At Truro the other night he ad­
dressed a large meeting and assisted in 
the organization of a liberal association 
for Colchester. Other counties are to 
follow in the same line.

Bye-elections will be held during the 
recess in Carleton and Gloucester counties 
to fill the seats vacated by Messrs. Con­
nell and Blanchard, and the prospect is 
for a government success in both constitu­
encies.

W. D. Balloch, the new sheriff of Carle- 
ton county, is one of the most popular 
gentlemen in that constituency, and his 
appointment will give very general satis­
faction to the people of Carleton.

The liberals of York would have more 
confidence in the coming electoral revision 
if it was to be conducted by some other 
person than a partizan tory lawyer.

D. O’Connor, an Ottawa tory lawyer, 
has Bcooped $122,449 out of the govern­
ment since 1884 for legal services.

Governor Fraser withheld his assent 
from Dr. Stockton’s tobacco bill.

CANADA’S LATE GOV.-GENERAL.

Creates a Sensation In the House 
of Lords.

Each house of parliament was startled 
the other night by a scene quite unparral- 
leled in their respective histories. The 
house of lords was suddenly amazed by 
the spectacle of a noble peer standing 
with a pistol levelled at the head of Lord 
Salisbury. This dramatic situation was 
the climax of a queer speech by Lord 
Stanley, Canada’s ex-govemor general, 
who was advocating the bill to restrict 
the sale of firearms. No dealer was to 
sell a pistol except to the holder of a game 
license, and married women were to be 
debarred from having the license under 
any conditions, husbands being outside 
definition of fair game within the mean­
ing of the bill.

As Lord Stanley gravely explained this 
provision, the house roared with laughter 
and there was not a dry eye either on the 
ministerial or the opposition side. The 
beauty of the situation was that the 
noble lord was in dead earnest throughout. 
He produced two small boys as dreadful 
examples of the present laxity. One had 
recently shot the other seriously.

Then Lord Stanley produced deadly 
weapons from various pockets, and finally 
a murmur of surprise caused Lord Salis­
bury to look up from the letter he was 
reading and found himself confronting the 
barrel of a pistol with a finger on the trig­
ger. The leader of the opposition shrank 
back and exclaimed hurriedly to the ex­
cited speaker, “keep the point downward.” 
Lord Stanley obligingly lowered the wea­
pon and handed it to the prime minister.

In the legislature the day before proro­
gation, Hon. Mr. Blair committed a bill 
amending the law relating to the pro­
vincial lunatic asylum.

Dr. Stockton moved an amendment 
that sections 11,13 and 14 of last year’s 
act providing for sending of pauper luna­
tics to the asylum at the expense of muni­
cipalities, be repealed.

Hon. Mr. Blair said the question of ad­
mission was surrounded with difficulties. 
He had given much thought to it and 
had invited suggestions on the subject. 
It had been suggested that the medical 
superintendent be given discretionary 
power as to who should be admitted, and 
he (Blair) was not unwilling to accept 
that suggestion. If that were done, how- 
teer, the municipalties would still have to 
pay the cost of having the person taken 
to the institution whether such person 
was admitted or not. Another suggestion 
was that the superintendent or assistant 
should go to the locality where the person 
reported to be insane lived, and examine 
him there. It not unfrequently happened 
that there was an epidemic of lunacy, 
and it would be impossible for the superin­
tendent or his assistant to be in two or 
three different places at the same time. 
To carry out anything like that idea it 
would be necessary to increase the medi­
cal staff of the asylum by the appointment 
of one or two or perhaps a greater num­
ber of doctors, and that was not desirable. 
Whatever might be said as to what, tbs 
municipalities could or shotffifnot pay, no 

«.«Twvnfffft one put forward seriously the propo­
sition that the province should incur the 
expense of tending officers from the asy­
lum to different parts of the province to 
make examinations. The present bill 
should be acceptable to all reasonable 
persons. It proposed that when it was 
found that any person was in the asylum 
who should be in the alms house of the 
county from which he came, it shall be 
the duty of the superintendent to notify 
the secretary of such municipality and the 
latter shall notify the overseers of the 
poor or almshouse commissioners and 
they shall have twenty days in which to 
remove such pauper lunatic from the 
asylum ; and in case of such withdrawal, 
the municipality shall not be chargeable 
with any expense for the maintainance 
of such lnnatie under the said act, prior 
to such withdrawal. Nothing could be 
fairer than this. If the parishes did not 
want to have the pauper insane in the 
asylum they could have every opportu­
nity to withdraw. If they wanted them 
in the asylum they could ha\e them 
there at an expense of about one-half 
what it would cost to keep them at home.

Mr. Howe said he was much impressed 
with tee remarks of Mr. Blair regarding 
the difficulties of the case. He thought, 
however, all the insane of the province 
should be in the asylum and should be 
supported by the province.

Mr. Hill said he would vote in favor of 
the amendment. He thought the num­
ber of paupers unloaded on the asylum by 
the municipalties was much over rated. 
If the amendment failed to pass he would 
support the bill, as it was an improve­
ment on existing legislation.

Hon. Mr. Blair said some relief was abso­
lutely necessary owing to the increasing 
cost of maintaining the asylum. It was the 
cheapest claptrap to say that the province 
should continue to bear these increasing 
burdens for all time. It was not possible 
for the goveanment to spend $2 when the 
income was only $1. The interest charges 
of the province had increased from $40,000 
to nearly $120,000. The great increase 
was almost altogether the results of the 
railway legislation of 1882. The people 
of the country who demanded all theee 
railways must be considered to have 
counted the cost. In Nova Scotia the 
government only pay 15 per cent, of the 
cost of maintaining the insane. The 
opposition, in the interests of the province, 
ought to be willing to strengthen the 
hands of the government in their efforts 
to restore the equilibrium between in. 
come and expenditure.

The first section of the present bill 
simply provided that assessment of last 
year in the various counties should not be 
illegal. That was an absolutely necessary 
measuie. The next section was not an 
objectionable one. It merely provided 
that the overseer of the poor or alms 
house commissioners should be notified 
in case a patient was sent to the asylum 
who would be a charge under the exist­
ing law so that they may remove them 
within twenty days if they wish. The 
hon. member (Stockton) was trying to 
make political capital. He (Blair) did 
not say that the financial position of the 
province was desperate, but he did say 
that the province was not in a position to 
bear the expense of maintaing a class of 
dependents wuo ought to be maintained 
at home. It would be supposed by the 
hon. gentleman’s suggestion that the 
municipalties should if necessary assess 
themselves and disburse the money them­
selves ; that such legislation as the gov 
ernment proposed was unheard of. How 
was the county school money obtained, 
and how was it distributed ? In Nova 
Scotia the counties are called upon to pay 
just as it is now proposed by this govern­
ment to call on them in a minor degree.

Dr. Stockton said the rule adopted in 
Nova Scotia was not necessarily to be 
followed here. He wished the committee 
to understand that the government had 
made no change in the law of last year by 
which all patients who were not of a 
suicidal or homicidal tendencies became a 
charge on the municipalties. The effect 
of this was that four-fifths of the entire 
inmates would be unloaded on the conn 
ties.

Hon. Mr. Blair said the hon. member 
had made a very inaccurate statement. 
It was not the intention of the govern­
ment to make unreasonable demands 
upon the municipalties. The law could 
at any time be repealed if it was found to 
work injustice.

Tne amendment was lost on the fol­
lowing division :

(Mr. Allen and Mr. Baird were paired). 
The bill was agreed to.

Lightning Thursday afternoon struck 
the Mrs. Daniel Viall funeral procession 
while it was moving to the cemetry at 
Schagticoke. Mr. and Mrs. Robert Munn 
of Stillwater were rendered insensible by 
the shock. Their carriage was ruined and 
their horses fell to the ground. The light­
ning bolt also shattered four telegraph 
poles by the side of the road. Almost 
every person in the procession was affect­
ed more or less.

CANADA’S MILITIA.

William Herod, a tuckpointer, fell from 
the tower of the new armory at Toronto, 
Thursday, and was dashed to death on 
the stone pavement, eighty-five feet below. 
Herod was standing on the two-foot scaf­
fold tuckpoiriting the stone cornice, when 
his foot caught in the slack end of the 
scaffold rope. His companion, named 
William Bond, was unable to reach him 
before he had disappeared over the edge 
of the scaffold. Herod fell headlong, but 
as his body went hurling through the 
air it turned sideways and struck the stone 
flagging lengthwise. The body rebound­
ed to the horror of the spectators. He 
was instantly killed, his body being 
frightfully disfigured.

What Major-General Herbert Thinks of 
The Force.

The annual report of the Dominion 
militia department to June 31», 1893, shows 
that the expenditure for the year was 
$1,419,745. This is exclusive of $7224 on 
account of the northwest rebellion. The 
revenue only reached $43.210. Among 
the principal items of expenditure appears 
the following :

Drill pay and camp purposes, $380,212 ; 
drill sheds, construction and repairs, $103,- 
057 ; permanent corps, $467,850 ; drill in­
struction, $34,407. Veterans of the war of 
18r2 only drew $300. Other items are: 
Upper Canadian militia, $2,480 ; Fenian 
raids, $3040 ; Northwest rebellion pensions, 
$20,382.

The issues from district and headquarter 
stores, irrespective of other articles of 
military equipment, during the year were 
as follows : Tunics cloth and serge, 9719 ; 
trousers and riding breeches, 10,816 ; 
forage caps, 6404 ; great coats, 3315.

The ammunition for the militia has 
been furnished as usual by the govern­
ment cartridge factory ; and the small arm 
ammunition and the 64 pr. and 9 pr. com­
mon and shrapnel shell that were issued 
to the force have been proved to be of 
very good quality. The purchase recent­
ly made by the department, from the im­
perial government, of a number of Mar­
tini- Metford rifles, for a change in the 
armament of the force, will newpaHgtc: > 
change in the a'"munition.

me cartridge factory at Quebec sup­
plied all demands for small arm ammu­
nition, ball and blank, during the year, 
and has added largely to the reserve in 
magazine charge. Martini-Henry cart­
ridges are now being manufactured at the 
government factory.

Condemned clothing, consisting of part 
worn great coats, tunics, trousers, etc., are 
being sold to the Indian department for 
the use of the Indians in the Northwest

Major-General Herbert in his report 
says : Both the cavalry and infantry of 
the permanent force are far below the 
standard of efficiency which has been 
attained by the artillery. This is due en­
tirely to the fact that the officers appoint­
ed to raise, and oiganize those forces, un 
like the imperial officers who laid the 
foundations of the Royal Canadian Ar­
tillery, had not the accurate knowledge, 
and practical experience of military ad­
ministration, which is indespensaale to 
those intrusted with command, but is 
only acquired by a thorough military 
training received early in life. Neither 
had they the assistance of carefully trained 
and selected non-commissioned officers.

Attention is called to the lack of pro 
fessional attainments in the officers of the 
permanent force. This defect, he says, 
can only be remedied by setting before 
their eyes a coi rect standard of excellence, 
and by affording them the means for pro­
fessional study.

The organization of the district camps 
of instruction has been improved, the 
work to be done in them has been system­
atized, and as a consequence more definite 
results obtained from the training of the 
rural militia. In each district a site has 
been selected which will be the permanent 
point of concentration for the militia of 
the district. By this measure there will 
be a saving of expense, the camps will 
gradually be improved, and they will be 
adapted for use in the event of mobilize- 
iion. The medical service in these camps 
has been organized on a military basis. A 
hospital camp equipment, and medical 
and surgical appliances, have been pro­
vided in each military district. The 
Canadian militia system has hitherto 
failed to recognize that the most valuable 
elements of a national defensive force are 
those in which the everyday avocations 
of the citizen are applied, by military or­
ganization, to a given task in connection 
with the scheme of defence. The spirit 
of emulation aroused by the competitions 
in military efficiency, established in con­
nection with the inspection of the active 
militia, has had a good effect on the train­
ing both of the rural and city battalions.

Last year 367 officers and men obtained 
certificates at the various schools of mili­
tary instruction. The camps last year 
trained 850 officers and 9706 men with 
1494 horses. The muster at local head- 
qulrters comprised 614 officers and 7387 
men.

Four Halifax policemen have been dis­
missed for (lrunkeness.

Michael Keefe was re-elected mayor of 
Halifax Monday by acclamation.

Jesse Seligman, a well known banker of 
London and New York, is dead. He leaves 
$15,000,000.

Fred A. Jones, formerly proprietor of 
the Hotel Dufferin, St. John, is to manage 
a summer hotel at Darlington, New Jersey.

Home secretary Asquith, moved in the 
imperial house of commons, Thursday 
evening, the disestablishment of the 
church in Wales.

At Pictou, N. S., last week, Rev. Mi. 
Faulkner, pastor of Prince street presby- 
terian church, sixty years old, was mar­
ried to widow Copeland.

The electric lights in the main body of 
Grace church, Brantford, went out Sun­
day night, and, curiously enough, the next 
hymn was “Lead, Kindly Light, Amid 
the Encircling Gloom.”

Pine Hill Presbyterian theological col­
lege was closed for the session Monday 
evening. The number of students in at­
tendance was the largest in the history of 
the institution, over forty.

At Port Mouton, N. S., Thursday, on 
board the S. S. Aid. by the premature dis­
charge of dynamite, the diver, Edward 
Gabriel was instantly killed, and Capt. 
Brooks, sr., seriously injured.

Mrs. Gleiser, an old resident of Water­
loo, Ontario, while sitting in her pew in 
the Lutheran church during a funeral ser­
vice, on Saturday, was stricken with apop­
lexy and died, aged seventy-nine.

The Duke of Teck and the Baroness 
Burdett-Coutts have been presented in 
London to James Corbett, the gentleman 
who pounded the faces of J. L. Sullivan 
and Charles Mitchell in the southern 
prize rings.

At Oklahama, U. S., Thursday, Judge 
Scott sent J. J. Burke and E. E. Brown, 
publishers of the Daily Times Journal to 
the county jail for ten days and to pay a fine 
of $200 each for contempt in commenting 
upon his judicial character.

The twentieth annual session of the 
general assembly of the Presbyterian 
church of Canada, will be held in St. 
John opening in St David’s church on 
Wednesday June 13th, and over three 
hundred commissioners will be present.

The governor of Soudan has telegraphed 
that the French forces at Timbuctoo have 
completely destroyed the troublesome 
Tuareg tribe after a series of engagements 
and have captured nearly all their flocks 
and herds. In one conflict the Tuaregs 
left 120 dead on the field.

Paris advices positively deny the form­
ation of a French syndicate to complete 
the Panama Canal. All faith in the con­
tinuance of the work has been lost, 
and more of the canal employes are leav­
ing. There is also a great exodus of mer­
chants and other citizens of Colon to Port 
Limon, Greytown and other places.

Adopting Road Machines.

At the meeting of the Colchester, N. S., 
municipal council at Truro last week the 
warden, in his opening address, spoke of 
tha road machine to which their attention 
had been called at the previous session. 
During recess he had corresponded with the 
wardens of three counties where these ma­
chines had been in operation, as well as 
with others who had some practical expe­
rience with them. These letters would be 
read to the councillors present, and it would 
be seen that the machines were highly re­
commended. He understood that an agent, 
Mr. Palmer, would exhibit one of these 
machines in Truro during the time the 
council would be in session, and they could 
all learn more concerning them. At a later 
session Mr. Albert Palmer, ex M. P. P. of 
Queens Co., N. B., the agent for the road 
machines, was heard by the council,.and the 
letters referred to by the warden at opening 
weiwread. Mr. Lawrence, M. P. P., was 
hea R on the subject, and he intimated that 
if the council decided to purchase one of 
the machines, as an experiment, the price of 
it would be paid by the government from a 
fund kept for such purposes. The warden, 
at the request of the council, appointed*a 
committee to take charge of the matter.

The Woodman’s Lien Bill.

In framing the woodman’s lien bill, which 
is now one of the statutes of the province, 
the Hon. Dr. I’ugsley, law clerk, and Hon. 
L. J. Tweedie addressed themselves to the 
task of providing a measure that would be 
worktable on simple lines, and in its opera- 
tioi^'ould not cripple or injuriously affect 
thejfchts of any person. The lien estab- 
lishM^-nplies only only to logs, in the com­
mon ceptation of the term, and not to 
such stuff as sleepers, shinglewood, cord- 
wood, bark, etc., as little difficulty has been 
experienced in reference to that class of 
lumber. The act provides that before a man 
can attach the lumber he must proveto the 
satisfaction of a county court judge that he 
has fairly performed his contract with his 
employer. This condition, it will be ob­
served, meets the objection of many lumber 
operators, that they might be annoyed and 
and put to loss by men who hire to work a 
whole season in the woods and remain for 
only a few weeks. In such case no lien can 
attach, nor can proceedings be taken. The 
whole proceeding is summary in its charac­
ter and the costs are placed on the very low­
est scale, in most cases not as high as those 
allowed in a justices court. If a party, 
without just cause, puts the law in motion, 
he is liable for costs, recoverable by attach­
ment against him, and in default of pay. 
ment, to be imprisoned.

A Former Kingsclear Resident at San 
Francisco.

San Francisco Call.
Signs of impending trouble are beginning 

to show in the Hawthorne society of this 
city, and it is probable that before long the 
entire workings of that organization will be 
opened to the public, for all the members 
are talking about it, and the membership 
amounts to several hundred. The society 
is divided into three branches, and Dr. S. F. 
Long, who is a sort of a pooh bah in a small 
way, presides over each department. It is 
between Dr. Long and the ex-financial sec­
retary, G. A. Frost, that the trouble centers. 
The Hawthorn society has long been known 
as “ Dr. Long’s society." He formed it, and 
some members claim he is running it solely 
for his own glorification. Spurred on by 
charges of mismanagement and dishonesty, 
Frost goes even farther than this, and says 
that Long is running the organization for 
his profit. This the doctor denies, how­
ever, and offers the books in evidence. Re­
garding the books the members again com­
plain, for financial reports from headquart­
ers are few and far between, and the sus­
picion that the scarcity of the reports is due 
to the lack of funds upon which to report, is 
steadily gaining ground. But Dr. Long 
says that the society is in good financial 
standing, as will be shown as soon as the 
books are gone over.

The society is essentially a social organi­
zation, but there has been added to it a bene­
ficial element and also an orchard and vine­
yard scheme. Fifty cents a month allows 
the socially inclined to partake of that por­
tion of the society. A dollar and a half 
more every month entitles them to sick 
benefits, and the purchase of shares of stock 
in the vineyard and orchard will let the 
member in on the countless profits which 
must eventually accrue from this invest­
ment.

A MEAT PIE.
If you should some day order a tender 

beefsteak or a choice stew, and instead of 
getting what you ordered, should find 
yourself the possessor of a tough, disap­
pointing piece of beef, do not despair. 
There are wonderful possibilities in such 
meat when converted into a meat pie. Cut 
it into small pieces and put it on to boil, 
bones and all. Three or four slices of 
salt pork parboiled with it is an improve­
ment. Put the meat on in time for it to 
get well cooked. Make a crust as for 
chicken pie, and line the sides of a pan or 
dish with it. Select the best of the meat, 
excluding bones, skins and stringy pieces, 
and put a layer on the bottom of the dish. 
On this put a layer of dumplings cut from 
the crust dough. Now another layer of 
meat and more dumplings. Pepper the 
top, drop a few small pieces of butter over 
it, and sprinkle a little flour over it. Fill 
the pan almost full of the water in which 
the meat was boiled, and put on a top 
crust. It should cook with but a moder­
ate heat for almost an hour.
