on June 24th., would have seen at
aglance that the city was under the
emotion of a great sorrow. The
anniversary of President Carnot’s
assassination was evidently an event
being commemorated by #ll the in-
habitants without distinctior, The
civil mourning was very pronounced
all public buildings displaying the
nation:1 flag draped in crape. Bands
and sword knots of the same lugu-
brions  materigl “ were de rigueur
whatever the French uniform was
worn. The Siate funciion 9&,@4
Pantheon was sclemn enough in it

{way, but the absence of religion

robbed the ceremony of its chief
gignificance. In fact, the anxiety
displayed by the government to
make the official aniversary purely
secular led to a reverszl of French
custom by no means relished
amongst the Christian sections of
the vommunity. It is usual on
such oceasions for the visit to the
tomb to fcllow the funersl service
held in the church. In this case
the order was reversed. The care-
mony at the Pantheon preceded
the requiem held at the Madeleine.
Consequently as eaily as 10 o'clock
the dismantled Church of St Gene-
vieve, commonly known as the
Pantheon,-was ocrowded with a
fashionahle throng of ministers,
statesmen, ambassadors and other
personages. Enormous masses of
people thronged the approaches to
bhe buiiding, and as the President
f the Republic drove up the military
and played a funeral march. The
rogramme was very simple. Two
wreaths of orchids and roses were
placed on the grave on the
part of the Senate and the Cham-
ber of Deputiee. In addition,
a  beautiful silver crown of oak
leaves was deposited on the sar
cophagus by Presideat Felix Faure
in the name of the French Rspublic
There were no speeches. The three
sons of M Oarnot, ‘Sadi, Ernest and
Fraucois, were there as representing
the family.

-
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Pablic attention, however, was
more perticularly drawn to he cere-
mony at the Madeleine, ordered by
Madame Carnot. The Church was
elaborately driped in black silver
whilst the facade looked very impos-
ing with an immense shield repre-
senting the republic, bearing the
inscription,”“Honneur et Patrie,” and
bordered with & number of flas.
Notwithstanding the large concourse
of people there was no unplaasant in-
cident of any kind. M. Felix Faure
was received by the claréy at the
entrance of the ochurch and ook
the holy water presented to him,
at the same time signing himself
with the cross, It is a curious cir-
cumstance that the death of M Car-
not should be the nnly ococasicn
which has ever drawn a President
of the French Republic to a religious
function. Until last June there is
absolutely no precedent for such an
event. M. Casimir-Perier first set
the example by walking to Notre
Dame at the funersl last year. And
now M. Felix Faure - has for-
mslly attended the anniversary re.
quierr. Needless to say the incid-
ent is much commented upon, for
strange as it may seem to American
earr, it requires wome courage for a
Ohief of the State to bid defiance to
the irreligious elements of French
society, not to speak of the many
infamous gutter journals. The Pra,
gident passed me very closely as 1
stood on the steps leading up to the
stately struoture.

But it must
be remembered that the ochurch
ceremony was not official. The
State as such did not recognize it.
The illustrious persons there were
the guests of Madame Carnot and at-
tended in their individual capacity.

The Octave Day of Corpus Christi
was in every respeoct a magnificent
demonstration throughout Franoce.
St. Anthony of Padua would seem to
have answered beyond expectation
the prayers addressed to him. Re-
ports from all parts of the country
show that public manifestations of
respeot - and love for the Blessed
Sacrament were made in the princi-
psl provincial towns with consider-
able enthusiasm. In spite of the se-
culur authorities, processions of an
imposing oharacter were held at
Brest, Vichy, Roubaix, Tours, Blais,
-Marseilles, —Bordeaux,  ~Chambery,
'Toulous~, Mbountauban, Mareunnes,
Niort, Limoges, Lorient, Beaupreau,
Avignon, Nancy, Rennes, La Ven-
dee, Chaguy, Evreuz, Charlaville,
Moulins, Besanzon, Lille and many
other places. In Paris the grand
facade of St. Augustin’s was con-
verted into a magnificent sltar of
repose, from which Benedistion of
the Blessed Sacrament was given to
the vast maltitude which filled the
great equare in front. The police
had little or no trouble in keeping
order. A similar spectacle was wit-
nessed at St. Sulpice. The move-
ment has now taken posse:sion of
the imagination of French Catholics.
The wonder is how they could have
been forso long apathetic. En-
couraged by this sucoese, they in-
tend next year to organize out-door
proocessions in every town and com-
mune without exception. This of
course means victory, for no govern-
ment would dare to suppress a
series of demonstrations practically
nationsl in extent. It is satisfactory
to note that these processions have
been rather favorably commented
upon by various distinguiehed men,
such as, for example, the great dra-
matio oritic, Francisque Sarcey.
Another feature of the processions
whbich promises ultimate success is
the fact that public officials, p-lice
officers and functionaries of every
sort do not at all relish putting

THE trade returns for the fiscal
year have been issued at Ottawa.
The total exports are valued at
$110,716,737, a decrease of $1.-
672,251 compared with the previ-
ous year. The greater portion of
this  decrease took place last
month, amounting to two wmillions
and three quarters, principally in
goods mnot produced in Canada.
The imports for the year are
valued at $105,557,092, a decrease
of $7.374,709. The duty collected
amounts to $17,880,622, a de-
crease of $1,497,483. Last month,
however, the duty was augmented
by $330,000.

THE . latest election returns
from Great Britain give 306
Conservatives ; 55 Unionists ; 124
Liberals; 56 anti-Parnellites; 9
Parnellites.  Total Ministerial-
ists, 361; total opposition 18q.
Majority for the Ministry, thus
far, 172. The new Parliament
will contain -several members,
whose public careers have, in one
way or another, been identified
with Canada. The Marquis of
Landsdowne, at one time Gover-
nor—General, is a member of the
Salisbury Government, and the
Marquis of Lorae, another ex-
Governor-General is elected to
the Commons. Besides these,
General Laurie, who represented
Lunenburg, N. S. in the Dominion
House of Commons, during one or
two Parliaments, has been elected
by a Welsh constituency, and
Hon. Edward Blake is again elec-

ted for South Longford, Ireland,

THE fifth session of the seventh
Parliament of the Dominion of
Canada, which came to a close on
Monday last demonstrated, like so
many of its predecessors, the abil-
ity of the grewt Liberal-Conserva-
tive party, to conduet the business
of this country. Sir McKenzie
Bowell proved himself an ideal
Premier, who understands the
responsibility of government and
has the courage to put into prac-
tice his honest convictions, re-
garding the public business of the
country. As Leader of the House
of Commons, Hon. Mr, Foster
won for himself a high place
among the great statesmen of
Canada. He is a man of wonder-
ful ability, indomitable persever-
ance and tireless energy. The
opposition showed, as they so
often showed before, that they
are at sea so far as having any
policy on the great questions af-
fecting this Dominion is con-
cerned. The Session opened on
the 18th, of April, and closed on
the 22nd of July, thus lasting a
little over three months,

EVER since the Manitoba School
question became a matt-r for the
consideration of the Federal Gov-
ernment, our contemporary, the
Patriot has made occasional refer-
ences to it; but it carefully avoided
giving the publie the benefit of
its own convictions in the prem-
ises.

Following is the speech delivered
by Excellency on the occasion:
Hon. Gentlemen of the Senate;
Gentlemen of the House of Com-
mons ; In bringiag this session of
Parliament to a elose, I have to
congratulate you on the industry
and zeal which have marked your
labors. The necessary legislation
having been passed, the treaty of
commerce with France, from
which favorable commercial re-
sults may be expected, will, as
soon as ratified, be put into force
by proclamation. The negotia-
tions with Newfougdland, to which
reference was made at the open-
ing of the session, have not, 1 re-
gret #to say, resulted in an agree-
ment for the present. -The reply
of the Provincial Legislature of
Manitoba to the remedial order
issued by my Government on the
21st March was considered of
such a character as to justify a
postponement of further action
until next session. I am pleased
to observe the grant of Parlia-
ment in aid of the fund contribu-
ted by the Canadian people for
the benefit of the family of the
Right Honorable Sir John Thomp-
son. The amendments which
have been made in the law rela-
ting to the civil service will, it is
believed, result in increased effi-
ciency and economy. The legis-
lation of the Senate will, I trust,
contribute to an improved admin-
istration of criminal law, the
advancement of commerce and
extension of railway and telegra-
phic communication. Gentlemen
of the House of Commons: I
thank you for the liberal provi-
sion which you have made for the
services of the current year.
Honorable gentlemen of the Sen-
ate; Gentlemen of the House of
Commons: Relieving you from
your duties, I venture to express
the hope that you will find
among the people you represent a
continnance of that prosperity
which marked the opening year.

The Italian steamers Ortagia and
Maria P. ccllided off I-11 dc1 Pinte,
at the entrance to the Gulf of Genoa,
on Sunday, The Maria P. sank
and 148 passengers were drowned.
She was bound from Naples to La
Plate, There was a crew of seven-
teen and the passengers numbered
183. She was calling at G noa
en route, and had entered the Gulf
at ten o'clock on Sunday morning
when she met the Ortagia. Toey
did not notice each other till a coll-
ision was inevitatle. The bow of
.he Ortagia erashed into the star-
board of the Maria P. to the distance
of six yards, The water rushed io
and the :1l-fated steamer sank io 3
minutes. The majority of the pas
sengers were asleep at the accident,
and had no time to escape after the
slirm was given. They were en—
gulfed with the veegel, The Orta-
gia rescued fourteen of the crew
and twenty-eight of the paesengers
of the Maria P. and other steamers
were dispatched to the scene of the
disaster to search for further survi-
vors, Ortagia’s bow was sma:hed
for aspace of twelve feet along the
water line. A curious fact in con-
nection with the djsgster is that the
Ortagia once collided on the same
~pot with the French steamer Uncls
Joseph.

=== Domlihion Parlizment
Or Monday of last week Mr. Laurier,
Leader of the opposition, made a long
speech attacking the government’s
course on the school question. He
concluded with the following amend-
ment to the motion to go into committee
of supply : That this house regrets
the failure of the government to deal
with the Manitoba school gnestion in a
manner demanded by the best interests
ol the country, and is of the opinion
that the ministerial declarations in re-
gard to the question are calculated to
promote a dangerous agitation amongst
the Canadian geople..

Hon. Mr. Foster, on rising, was
greeted with great cheering, He said
Mr. Laurier was welcome to all the
satisfaction he conld get out of the re-
cent ministerial crisis. He could be
congratulated at not having had a min-
isterial crisis within the ranks of his
party for seventeen years. (Laughter.)
He could be condoled with for the dis-
appointment at not getting office during
these many years. (Cheers and Laugh-
ter.) The speaker proceeded to refer to
the hopes of office which Mr. Laurier
had held out to his followers from time
to time. The party disappointments
had been many and now the liberals
hoped to slide into power on two
motions to adjourn the house and the
colorless catch resolution now under
consideration. Asagainst Mr. L.aurier’s
argument that it was mistroet which
caused the recent ministerial crisis, he
could cite the statements made in the
house last week, but in addition to that
the policy of the government was before
the house in full and the government
had the confidence of its supporters.
(Cheers.) He stood there the repres-
entative of a united government, a
government united in its pclicy. (ré:
newed ¢heers.) He proceeded to refer
tothe charges of instability of govesn-
ment policy as regards the insolvency
law and cattle space on shipboard, in-
dicating the opposition leader,s observa-
tions on these pointe. Mr. Laurier was
so taken up in looking after the tramp-
ery question of two inches of space for
cattle that he failed to see the broad
measures which were the foundation of
the stable policy which his soul longed

for. One of the great planks
of the conservative policy weas
the union of all the British peoples

on the North American continent, and
they bad followed out that line of policy
with unswerving stability. Then, again
they bad advocated the broadening of
our lines of communication within our
country and without, with a result ex-
ceeding the most Sanguine antici-
pations. Since 1878 the liberal con-
gervative parly had unflinchingly ad-
vocated the development of the indus-
trial life of the dominion by affording a
reasonable and adequate protection to
native industry. (Cheers.) The last
point Mr. Lrurier had brought up was
the government’s attitnde on the
Manitoba schocl question. He challen-
ged the opposition to show that the
course of the government on this ques-
tion had been anything but honest, sin
eere, frank and wise. (Cheers.) He pro-
ceeded to discuss point by point the
c-urse pursued by the government on
the school question from its very in-
ception. The only door through which
the minority would get their grievances
remedied was by the issuance of & re-
medial order, and yet today Mr. Laurier
declared that the government had acted
unwisely in issuing such an order.
Some people were disposed to say that
the remedial order went too far. That
order just went so far as the alleged
and certified grievances of the Mani-
toba minority went. That & grievance
exzisted had been established by the
highest court in the realm, aud in fol-
jowing ap that judgment the govern-
ment had simply done its duty.
(Cheers.) The remedial order ougnt
not to be comsidered ss wanting in
courtesy or thoughtfulness towards the
local government because of the neces-
parily judicisl tone in which it was
couched, it was simply as it ‘were, the
order of a court reciting the facts and
deciaring what in the judgment of the
court folloing the decision of the judicia
commit‘ee seemed to be necessary to
remedy the grievance by the local
authority itself. Mr. Laurier had con-
demned the government for its lack of
pojicy. The policy, however, was not
without definiteness. A grievance ex-
isted and the government believed it
was best it should be settled by the
logal legislatyre itself. There was some
who feared something might intervene
between this and the next session to
prevent the government from carrying
out its promises. Its policy, however,
was clearly enunciated and so far as
the government was concerned it in-
tended to gdhgre te that policy word for
word, line. for line and letter for letter.
(Ministerial cheers.) But what had
been the policy of the opposition leader?
(Hear, hen.) In all those years there
had been no announcement of his
policy, there was not even a valuable
suggestion from him. (Langhter.)
Mr. McMullin—You would like to steal
eur clothes, (Derigiye gheers.) Mr.
Foster—No, I have too mush regard
for the gentlemen who sit around me.
(Loud laughter.) Continuing, he said
the opposition leader had been in the
underbrysh s} phage years and he was
there yet.

(Cheers and
laughter) “Then, amid chewrs, Mr
Foster challenged Mr. Laurier now to
bring forward his policy that would
bring union out of this disunion, peace
out of this threatered discord. Parlia-
mentary jurisdiction was his to-day to
introduce his billand he dared him to
do it now. (Cheers.) Mr. Laurier
preferred the pusillanimous policy of
waiting to profit by division in the
enemy’s ranks. It was useless o appeal
to the hon gentleman and his beanti-
fully united party to say what they
would do. (Cries of ‘“‘speak now’* ) To
use his own words Mr Laurier would
never make a chivalrous blunder. No,
not he, he had stated no policy to blun-
der about, he need take nothing back,
he had never made & definite statement
in all these years, (Prolonged cheers)
Mr Laurier's amendment was d-feated
by a vote of 114 to 70, a Majority of 44.

On Tuesday, on motion to go into
supply, Dalton McCarthy moved the
following amendment. ‘¢ This bouse
has heard with regret the statements
recently made defining the policy of
the government respecting the Mani-
toba school question and is unwilling
by silence to allow it to be assumed
that at the session to be held in Janu-
ary next any more than at the present
session it is prepared to pass a law to
restore the system of separate schools
of Manitoba on the lines of the reme-
dial order of 21st March last.” He
backed up h's amendment with a long
speech against remedial legislation and
separate schools.

8ir €. H. Tupper on rising to reply
was londly cheered. He said evident-
ly Mr. McCarthy had entered the poli-
ticsl arena in Canada at too late a
period. He should have been on the
scene in 1870, when the questions of
the rights of minoritieg were discussed
and thoroughly understool by the
great men who were the fathers of con-
federation a few years ago. Mr. Mc-
Carthy had admitted that he would
give separate schools to the Northwest
territories if the people wanted them,
and yet today he refused to give the
minority in Manitoba their rights. Mr.
McCarthy, rising, said the minister had
totally misconeeived his position re-
garding Northwest schools. 8ir C. H,
Tupper pr-ceeded to quote from the
Hansard report of Mr. McCarthy’s
gpeech in support of his argument.
Continuing, he said he thought he
ought to warn the house against too
much credit to Mr. McCarthy for
earnestness, since he had adopted his
present political tactics and had be-
come a palitical outeast, if not & poli-
tical desperado—( cheers) ready at
any moment to tear down the party to
which he once belonged. The hon.
gentleman was fond of quoting Eng-
lish precedents. His position reminded
bim (Sir Charles) of a cartoon in
which’ f.ord -John Russell was repre-

**No popery,” and then running away.
( Laughter.) He, (8ir Charles) had
failed to find & precedent for a zourse
such a8 Mr. McCarthy had purgued.

About the year 1827 a young priest
ot the diocese of Liyons was appoint
to a parish beautifully situated in the
middle of a deep valley. Ina short
time be succeeded in winning the
love and veneration of all. Meek
and gentle in manner, sympathetic
and self-sacrificing, he was ever ready
to help those in distress of mind and
body, sharing generously his modest
income with the poor. No wonder
that he became the closest friend and
councellor of all his parishioners.
One morning, soon after daybreak,

A short time
after the occurrence they assembled
to elect the crew of a life-boat that
was newly built. With one accord
they named their cure as captain. In
vain the latter objected, saying that a
priest could not accept such a post.
His flock refused to listen to his ob-
jections, declaring that the prefect
had the affair in hand, and that. their
pastor should settle with bim—they
would not relent. The matter was
brought before the officers of the ad-
ministration—but none of them would
undertake to decide such a strange
question. At last the Minister of the
interior was appealed to, and he con-
gidered the affair sufficiently novel
and interesting to be laid before the
King. Charles X. expressed a desire
to know the priest who was so beloved
by kis people, and as a result the de-
voted clergyman was shortly afterward
appointed Coadjutor-Bishop of Nancy.
In 1835 he became JArchbishop of
Bordeaux, and in 1852 was raised to
the dignity ‘of cardinal, The priest
to whom his flock thus testified their
love and veneration was the late Car-
dinal Archbishop Dunnet.—The Ave
Maria.

N»o
religion, no sect, no “original thinker,”
has perfected a system or evolved an
idea embracing this sweet and nour-
ishing, this holy and gracious mother-
hood. It isone cf the characteristics
of the sublime, the majestic, the all
perfect Catholic Church. —€atholic
Standard.

Nuns Flee From Death.
Sisters of Mercy Genevieve, Joseph-
ine and Frances and Father A. M.
Feeser; a missionary, arrived at New
York, on the 11thinst, from Colon
on the Columbian Line steamship
Allianca. TLe Sisters proceeded to
St. Walburga's Convent at Elizabeth,
N. J.. which-they left eight years ago
to go to Ecuador and found mission
schools under the management of
Bishop Schumaker, who has establish-
ed missions at Jipijapa, Bahia, Decara-
guez, Rocafuerte and Calceta. In
the late revolution in Ecuador the
Bishop, his priests and the nuns en-
gaged in missionary work suffered very
great indignities. Sisters Genevieve,
Josephine and Frances and Sister
Gertrude, a native of Ecuador, who
afterwards remained at Bahia, barely
escaped from the country with their
lives, and they greatly fear that Bishop
Schumaker has been assassinated.
Sister Genevieve, who is 33 years old,
was the superior of the mission at
Calceta, which was founded tbree
years ago. Two months ago the
revolution extended to Calceta, and
frequent skirmishes occurred there.
Bishop Schumaker, with six priests,
was on his way to Quito, and stopped
at the convent on June 2oth to call
on the Sisters and take dinner. The
revolutionists. who bitterly hated the
Bishop, determined to capture him
and invaded the town with 400 men
under command of a brother of Alford,
the leader of the revolution. - They
surrounded the convent and demand-
ed admission, which was refused.
Oa the next day, June 21, a_second
demand waa made for the Bishop’s
surrender, and threats were made to
buzn the convent if the demand was
not complied with, Bishop Schu-
maker, in order to proigct the lives
of the ‘nuns, gave himself up to the
soldiers, and with three -of his priests
was led away.

Three priests remained in the
convent to protect the nuns, as the
demonstrations were still threatening.
That afternoon a detachment of 600
government soldiers entered Calceta
and gave battle to the rebels. When
the latter saw the troops coming part
of them rushed back to the convent
and began to batter in the doors.
Sister. Genevieve, who had locked the
doors, opened a window and, display-
ing the American flag, called on the
insurgents to desist. A vclley of
yells and curses was the reply of the
mob. “I warn you,” cried the plucky
nun, “that we are Americans, under
the protection of the United States
flag, and you will- disgrace your
country in the eyes of the civilized
woild by this violence towards de-
fensclass, unoffending  women.”
“Down with the flag!” yellsd the
crowd, and it redoubled its efforts to
break in the doors. - The Sisters,
thinking their hour had come, made
their way to the upper part of the
convent, where they fell upon their
knees and began to pray. The doors
were broken and the mob swarmed
up the stairs. The priests were
knocked down and cruelly beaten
with the butts ‘of musket:, and one,
Father Angel, a Capuchin friar, was
stabbed twini{i in the hack and sank to
‘the floor. e was carried out un-
c:?rklbuu’ The other two were
bound with ropes and one insurgent
raised his machete to bring it down
upon a priest's head when Sister
Genevieve sprang forward, and, hold-
ing forth her bands to receive the
blow, implored the insurgent not to
kill bim. The priests wére dragged
away and the nuns were ordered to
leave. When they remonstrated they,
too, were dragged down the stairs to
the street, their clothing being - badty
torn and cut with knives. All the
furniture and other contents of the
convent were broken up and the
building was fiyed.

By this time the fighting had be-
come sharp in the streets between the
insurgents and the soldiers. The un-
fortunate Sisters were exposed to a
showey of hullgts, and how they es-
caped being shof wag pothing short
of miraculous. They finally o tained
refuge that night in a lady's house.
The routed insurgents set fire to the
town in their retreat and the four
nuns were opliged with their host to
abandon the house aud fly to the
country for safety. They got shelter
in another house, where they were
concealed for three daye, the insur-
gents meanwhile searching for them.
When they got & favorable chance
they entered a canoe at 5 o’clock on
the morning of June 24 and paddled
for twelve hours until they reached
Bahia, Docaraguez, where they tcld
their story to the t.j:ptain of the Brit-
ish steamer Ohalla, which plies be-
tween Bahia and Panama. They had
very little money, but the captain
agreed to take them to Panama for
what they bad. In boarding the
steamer at Buhia in a rowboat one of
the oars broke and they were swept
away by the current. - The crew of
the stegmer gaye them up for lost, but
their boat was blown gshore by jhe
wind and they were rescued and taken
aboard in another boat. When they
reached Panama they told their tale
to the A merican Consul, who render-
ed them all the assistance in his

to reach the United States, He even
wanted to take up a collection  for
theém in Panama, but they declined
to permit bim te do this. They have:
nothing but words of praise for :the
kind and generous manner in which
they were treated by the officers of
the Allianca. Sister Genevievé ex-
presses the fear that the Bishop and
the six priests who were with him at
Qalceta have all been slain by the
revolutionists. She added, after
tel'ing her story: “There are twenty-
two other nuns in the three missions
of our order in Ecuador and we fear
for their safety also.”
