The Oatholio population 
of Ireland, some 3,308,561, thus 
supporta 28 bishops, 1,029 rectors, 
1,954 curates, in honorable dignity 
while the charge for each contrib­
uting person weighs but very light­
ly-

As to the right of ownership, the 
property belonging to each parish is 
vested in certain trustees, the Cath­
olic clergy having no “civil person­
ality," but being owners simply 
ordinary individuals. So entirely ie 
the confidence of the people placed 
in their pastors, that the manage­
ment of Church property is invari­
ably left to them with no attached 
conditions. In regard to marriage, 
the tribunals are incompetent to 
pronounce a divorce from the 
marriage-tie (a vinculo). A legal 
separation is all they can authorize.

In regard to eduction, the Irish 
clergy exoeroise a large degree of 
liberty. In all primary education, 
their inflnenoe has been paramount, 
and though the action of govern 
ment would submit schools to local 
civil control, the strongest Catholic 
sentiment is opposed to such a 
course. Secondary education ia con­
ducted by the great orders ; no 
secondary school being exclusively 

lay estsblishment. In regard to 
higher education, the Cstholioe, with 
only one chartered university (R U 

) available, are manifw-tly m an 
unfair position to non-Catbolios. As 
for the political influence of the 
clergy, even Protestants and other 
non-Oatholios admit that disturb, 
aooe and agitation would often have 
led to anarchy but for the Salutary 
influence exoerised by the Catholic 
clergy.

The Minister of Railways has a 
grievance. Addressing the Liberal

ing as a public official to round 
up the foreign votes and purchase 
their support with cash and beer, 
There was the case of Joseph 
Nixon shown to have kept false 
records in his office making short 
returns of public money.

By for­
geries and frauds nine thousand 
qualified elector» were disfranchis­
ed in Manitoba,which act was fol­
lowed almost immediately by the 
appointment of the chief operator 
to a high and responsible public 
position. There was the Prince 
Albert Election Fraud, perpetrat­
ed by men whom the Government 
had appointed to office, and have 
since protected. These criminals, 
ordered to hold a poll in the far 
North, went off to a camp more 
than a hundred miles from the 
polling place, forged a whole 
•voters’ list, voted every man in it 
*nd returned with sworn state­

There was the 
Jackson scandal. In this case a 
barrister was shown to have at­
tempted to procure perjury and 
false evidence by cash payments. 
After the trial judge had pro­
nounced him a man of “the lowest 
possible character” he was immed­
iately appointed by the Govern­
ment as the representative of 
Canada in a great English city at 
a salary of $3,000. There are 
several land scrip swindles and 
many other transactions which 
Mr Emmerson would hardly at­
tempt to defend before people who 
have seen the evidence.
A PARTIAL CONFESSION.

A confession that some of these 
charge* were true it found in the 
course of the Government after 
exposure made some action necess­
ary.

Further on he said “judging by 
what transpired in 1884 when 
half an acre was purchased by the 
Intercolonial for $1000, we in 
1904 made a good bargain when 
we bought the whole acreage at 
the rate of $1000 per acre, not at 
the rate of $1000 per half acre."

THE AUTHENTIC FACT.

Fast Atlantic Line.

Montreal advices of the 12th, nay : 
Montreal eteamebip men of undoubted 
ability and experience in ocean tranr 
portation matlera are sceptical about 
the feasibility of the proposed Ireland 
to Halifax fast service from the point 
of view of profitableness. They admit 
that if the British and the Canadian 
governments pnt enough money into 
the scheme it can be carried ont, but 
thsy doubt if it will be a success on its 
bare business merits, Lord Strathcona 
however, speaks in an optimistic tone. 
He said on Saturday :

“Yes, there are some people on the 
other side who are thinking, seriously 
thinking, of a fast mail service between 
Ireland and the Far East. I cannot tell 
yon anything definite,” he continued, 
“but this question ocupies the mind of | 
many in the old country. It is a great j 
scheme, and I suppose it is one that will 
eventually be carried out whether to- ! 
morrow or some time in the future. 
Money will be required, however, as 
the establishing of such a line would be 
very expensive. The promoters woold 
require the assistance of one, at least, 
an! probably of both government*, to 
successfully put through their plans.”

The Standard announces, with son e 
degree of confidence that Canada seems 
now assured of a really fast Atlantic 
line—a line which will make this 
country the front door of the North 
American continent, instead of the back 
ally to the United States as has been 
the case for so many years. All ar­
rangements have practically been con­
cluded, and it now only rests with the j 
Dominion parliament to sanction the 
proposal end agree on the amount of j 
sobsidy. In brief the new line will run 
from Blackeod, Ireland to Halifax, ! 
Nova Scotia, and the scheme means I 
that one will be able to take week-end 
trips to Canada, and journeys from the 
metropolis of the empire to Yokohama 
will be made in sixteen days. Canada 
will become the great stepping stone be 
tween the central point of the empire 
and the great and expanding British 
possessions in the east.

Lord Strathcona is atcively identified 
with this project, which is one of the 
principal objects of hie visit to Canada 
at this time of the year. Three ships 
pf 26 knots speed and upwards will h* 
employed. The jonroey will be made 
to Halifax in three and a half days. In 
selecting the respective ports, Lord 
Strathcona is said to have emphaized 
the fact that a thoroughly safe and 
easily approached harbor most be 
chosen at either end. The vipipity of 
all river and coasting cralt must be 
avoided as much as possible aa boge 
steamers travelling at tremendous speed 
must not be delayed a single miimt<> 
fflapksod Bay was selected ' for ’ the 
European terminai and Halifax as the 
Canadien. It is interesting to know 
that Canada’s present governor-general 
Earl Urey, is interested in the carrying 
out of the project to the extent that hie 
son-in-law, Mr. Grenfell, a member of 
the well known firm of London bankers 
Messrs. Chaplin Milne and Grenfell 
company, limited, is identified with 
the project, and is expected in Canada 
very shortly. In fact the completion of 
arrangeante is awaiting hie arrival.

A partial investigation to ascertain 
the number of fatalities at the Eliza 
furnaces at Pittsburg last Wednesday 
night when an accumulation of gas ex­
ploded, bursting the base of the large 
fnrnacee and throwing tons of molten 
over about forty men, was completed 
tonight. The result shows that the 
bodies of twelve men, horribly mnltilat- 
ed, have been recovered ; from fifteen to 
twenty others are missing, it is gen­
erally believed that their bodies were 
consumed, and ten men are in the 
hospitals, terribly horned, four of them 
expected to die. From the present in­
dications, over 15 men were caught by 
the metal, which flowed over their 
bodies to the depth of six feet. No 
trace of them, it is said, will ever be 
found. Of the bodies now in the mor­
gue several are minus arme, loge and 
heads, while the others are burned and 
twisted beyond recognition. A mem­
ber of the injured have their eyes burn­
ed ont and others are so badly injured 
that amputation of limbs was necessary 
The company say that they are unable 
to determine the cause of the accident. 
A rigid investigation has been institut 
ed but it will be two or three days be 
fore the cause is known, if indeed it 
can be ascertained. The damage to

Very Rev. Gilbert Franoais, an. 
perior general of the Congregation of 
Holy Cross, one of the great relig­
ious communities whose French 
property baa been confiscated by the 
Government of France, was seen a 
few days ago at hie residence at 
Notre Dame University. Asked 
what he thought of Cardinal Gib­
bons’ statement concerning condi­
tions in France, Father Franoaia 
said:

“ I think very highly of it, so 
much eo that I have personally 
written to Hie Eminence thanking 
him for hie lively interest end sym­
pathy. His statement is a laminons, 
solid and impartial document ; more 
than tbs', it is a great act of justice 
inspired by a noble heart."

To his interviewer’s query es to 
atnut how many Catholics there are 
in France, the superior general re­
plied :

"Apart from about two millions 
who belong to other religions, or no 
religion, all Frenchmen style them­
selves Catholics. I should divide 
them into three categories—good 
practical Catholics, indifferent ones 
and those who, while still weering 
the Catholic name, are the declared 
enemies of the Chuioh. The mem­
bers of the first cl as» s. re fervent, 
active, generous. I ahonld place 
their cumber at twelve millions. 
Those in the second category form 
the most compact mass. They nnm 
ber, I should think, about twenty- 
two millions. They are not hostile 
to religion, but have either put aside 
religious praatioes altogether or oc­
cupy themselves therewith only on 
the more solemn occasions of life. 
The third class is made up of the re­
maining two millions of France’s 
population. I have styled them the 
enemies of the Church, but there ere 
degrees in their enmity. Of real, 
out and out thoroughness, active 
enemies of religion, France probably 
holds not more than a million ”

NOT AN OVERWHELMING 
TOTH.

“ But, reverend father, as if you say, 
the great mi jority of French Cath­
olic», although* indifferent, ere not 
hojtile to religion, how comes it that 
they elect a hostile Chamber of 
Deputies? Did not the French 
people by an overwhelming vote at 
the last elections endorse tbeganti- 
religione government ?”

“ Endorse the government, yes; 
though not specially as an anti-relig­
ious government. By an over­
whelming majority, no; on the oon 
trary, a change of some twenty- 
-three thousand votes in a total of

reversed the representation in the 
Chamber. As to your main ques­
tion, the minority of whom I spoke 
a moment ago, dominated more and 
more at each change of ministry by 
its most violent members, has been 
in power in France for the past thirty 
years. Its dogma or creed is s pseu­
do-neutrality in religion, hot in reaU 
ity s pronounced hostility not merely 
to Catholicism, bat to all religion*

of functionaries whom it multiplies 
»t its pleasure, who exert a wide 
influence, and who are devoted to 
the government, their employer. 
The prefects sod sob-prefects in the 
departments, the Judges of the 
courte, the Mayors in most of the 
commune», the teachers in the 
schools are ell active propagators of 
the governmental policy. With so 
many and so elective adllliàriee, In 
s country where*lenfri1iietion baa 
been carried to the extreme that 
mark* it in France, it ie compara­
tively easy tp. manipulate the elec, 
tions in favor of the party in power, 
and to win at the polls a majority 
more or lees siboere.”

“ Cardinal Gibbons speeks, Father 
Français, of the government's abso­
lute disregard of the property rights 
of the Church. As head of a relig­
ious congregation whose mother 
honee was in France, have you any 
personal knowledge of suofa disre­
gard?”

" Indeed I have, and very sadden­
ing knowledge. All the property 
owned by our congregation in 
France, oure by every legitimate 
title, baa either been sold or is on 
the point of being sold by order of 
the government. And not one sent 
of compensation are we to receive 
for this iniquitous spoliation. We 
have still one establishment at An­
gers in which are grouped the aged 
members of_our congregation, vet­
erans in the cause of education ; bat 
they are exposed to the risk of being 
thrown into the streets, from one 
day to another, without the slightest 
consideration for their advanced age 
o- their long service in the schools.”

“ But, father, were not the people, 
the municipal councils, etc., of the 
different cities and towns that were 
the seats of the religious communi­
ties—were they not willing end even 
anxious that the communities should 
b) suppressed or expelled ?"

NOT THE WISH OF THE 
PEOPLE.

"No; they were not The French 
people have much to answer for, but 
indifference and supineneas are their 
worst crimes. It ie quite true to say 
that the people have not desired 
what has taken place. They pro­
tested against the laïcisation of the 
h capitale. They deplored the re­
moval of the crucifix. “ Tie not 
the people who have wished, or wish 
now, the separation of Ohnreh and 
State. A petition against that separ­
ation, signed by from two to three 
millions, was presented to the Oham 
b r and the Senate, and was utterly 
disregarded. The mnnioipal coun­
cils, officially consulted a few years 
ago, voted by a large majority for 
the retention of the schools and the 
religious As far as my own Con­
gregation of Holy Cross is concerned, 
we had twenty-two establishments 
in France, and in the case of the 
twenty-one of the twenty-two, the 
municipal council advised our b.ing 
retained. And so it was as regards 
the other congregations. ”

Can gyon inform me just why 
French Catholics are being persecut­
ed 1 Ie it true that they are opposed 
to the republican form of govern­
ment ?”

It ie not, emphatically not, French 
Citholioe as a body hive not been 
inimical to the republic as a form of 
government. There is not one seri 
ous basis for any suoh calumny.

They accepted the republic willingly 
and, moreover, they ere disposed to 
support and love it, but ou condition, 
it goes without saying, that they be 
permitted to live and to develop With 
the fullest freedom compatible with 
justice. Why are they persecuted, 
you ask? Because they are Cath­
olic* ; because thefr t^jh is the great 
obstacle to tite:'oegsmon« and. the 
projects of the atheists. Th*y are 
persecuted because they were be­
coming powerful, sod their influence 
was gradually widening its sphere 
in the army, the uaty, the Schools 
and the press ; beoeùse their 
churches were being multiplied 
everywhere. The Amumptioniat 
Fathers bed established at Paris and 
in the departments • great system 
of Catholic journals. A few words 
of appeal to their readers brought

v “There baa been within the past 
three decodes snob a change in the 
traditional French spirit, each a com­
pression and depression of character, 
each an accumulation of abates 
of all kinds, such impiety and 
profanation, each an oppressive 
burden of taxation, each dis­
union among the different classes 
of society, that an immense up­
heaval appears to me inevitable. 
As for the Ohnreh in France, the 
present conflict will assuredly bring 
into the opera treasures of faith and 
virtue. France’s Bishop* are pious, 
valiant end scholarly, closely united 
among themselves and indissolubly 
attached to the Holy See. They 
are at the heed of a clergy possess 
iog the most sterling qualities. 
These sré good troops, well com­
manded, arid they will eventually 
be victorious. The religions future 
of ffljf native lend is to my mind 
assured : for France in the very 
depths of her soul is too thoroughly 
Catholic ever to be lost to God or to

The Holy Father Would 
Welcome Martyrdom.

Paris, December 30.—In an in­
terview published by 11 Le Croix, ” 
Pope Pine X. is quoted as being 
eager for martyrdom, itopportunity 
should offer. If. Franc, the cor­
respondent df the newspaper, talk­
ed with Hi* Holiness on the situ 
ation in France. The Pope -is Re­
ported sa saying that he knew some 
of the priest* were complaining 
that they alone suffered for their 
reeietancegto the State. The Pon­
tiff, it is eeeerted, then commented 
a* follows :

“ Most surely I desire to suffer 
for the cause they support. I 
would be glad to endure privations 
of all sorts to be dragged before 
judges, to be thrown into prison, 
and even to give my head. I 
should be happy to die a martyr 
to the faith, for I know I should 
go straight to heaven.

Mgr. Adami, Arohbiehop of 
Caesarea Ponti, and.aaeietant at the 
Pontifical throne,, who died at hie 
residence, the Altieri Palace, Borne, 
on December 13, used hie greet 
wealth with large-handed generosity 
for the Oheroh’e needs and in alms­
giving to the poor. These, with 
other feet», seemed to have created 
a strong liklibood of his becoming 
Cardinal, and his name was often 
quoted in apparently trustworthy 
lists of the eligible. Mgr. Adami 
was born at Torino del Sangro, 
Kingdom of the Two Sicilies, on 
December 21,1830. He took the 
doctorate in theology at Rome. On 
bis return to hi* dioceee he gradu­
ally reached the higher dignities, 
became missionary apostolic, dom­
estic prelate and prothooolary. I0 
January, 1898, he went to reside at 
Rome, and received the arohiepie- 
copal title from Leo Ijn.

After a long obscurity M. Clemen­
ceau is again at the head of affaire id 
France. He cogtrqjs the French 
Ministry. It wss thought at owe 
time that he would never again be 
permitted to hotd office, His con­
nection with financial scandals and 
lootings softie' years ago drove hjm 
out of ’officii, and had kept him oat 
ever since. His strength in the 
parliament and bis undoubted ability 
to make the proper .parliamentary 
combinations in difficult crises did 
not avail to lift him in the public 
estimation. Only when the Dreyfus 
affair and the radicalism of Combes 
and Jaurès had exhausted the people 
Md terrified them, and 00 other 
brain and band seemed able to 
manage the situation, wss Clemen 
ceau permitted to resume office.

Strengthened by the confidence of 
the nation, that pact of it which fears 
the loss at its income, still rejoicing 
in the revenue of stolen goods, still 
stained with the evil deeds of the 
past, Clemenceau today represents 
the comic opera affair called the 
French Republic. It is a republic 

weftoe only. Thotw is not a 
solitary patriot in that congloméra Son 
Of rascalfty, madness and money seek 
ing called the parliamentary Bloc. 
They are all self-seekers, pleasure 
hunters, money grabbers, grafters 
of the srorst type, atheists and bait- 
atheists, enemies of ell religion, ever 
burning with the thirst for Christian 
blood sod Christian property, enraged 
that one-half cf France refuses to ac­
cept them or their theories so as to 
justify their villainy.

Unlike their blood prototypes of 
the Terror, they are cautions and 
prudent with regard to their own in 
terests. They desire to confiscate 
the property of the Church, as they 
confiscated the property of the re­
ligious communities, but they wish 
to do it as Henry VIII did, under 
such forms of law tbit the owners 
may never be able to get back at 
them in the courts, They have in­
structed their comic opera Premier, 
mud-covered Clemenceau, to go 
slowly in the matter of confiscation. 
We ate therefore being treated, 
through the columns of the press, 
sod particularly through the columns 
of the Times, to explanations of 
Olemences’s policy. He is going to 
be generous to the Church. He 
will not close the churches He will 
not give them over to gratters for the 

orsbip of the goddess of reason 
In consequence of his generosity, the 
clergy are laying aside their opposi­
tion, and the people are no longer 
sbaipening their scythes for battle.

All this is very lovely, but it is not 
true. The sharpened scythes last 
year flung Combes into abyss. Their 
glitter this year frightened Harden out 
of office. Their ominous clank hat 
determined the utterance of the Clem 
eoceau press agency. He is staging 
his song of peace and good will to the 
world.becauie he already feels the 
point of the sharpened scythes in bis 
back. In a word, this Premier of 
France is only a domic opera clown at 
the head of a thieving factiou in the 
fake republic, which, like a cancer, 
feeds on the bowels of a once great 
nation.—New York Daily News.
