cent per day. Still, with all these ad-
vantages offered at next $e nothing, the
directors find it very diffieult to secure
evon twe hundred persoms to invest two
cents a week in auppert of a valuable
priviloge to themselves and others. This
certainly dees not speak well for the ma-
jority of our citisens. A few of tho sub-
scribers, too few, are from the neighbor
ing townships.

charcoal, plaster ef Paris, black powder
or some other substance that takes up
the glycerine and makes a porous, spongv
mass. Dynamite is prepared by simply
kneading with the naked hands 26 per
cent of infusorial earth and 75 per cent.
of nitro-glycerine until the mixture as-
sumes a putty condition, not nnlike moist
brown sugar. Before mixing, the in-
fuserial earth is calcined in a furnace, in
order te bur= eut all organic matter, and
it is also sifted to free it of large grains.
While still moist it is squeezed into ourt-
ridges, which are prepared of parchment
paper and the firing is done by fulminate
of silver in copper capsules previded with
patent exploders.

It isa tight box about five
foet wide and ten feet long, with a depth
of about a foot. It is hung on iron rods
20 that it rocks like a cradle as the
steam-power is appiied tv the machinery.
The glass is laid flat in the box, cover-
ed with wet sand and pebbles, and the
shaking begins. The pebbles and sand
shaking over the surface of the glass
scratch it and produce the frosting. It
takes about an hour and a quarter to
complete the work, buv this homely in-
yention accomplishes as much in thag
time as a diligant man could in two
weeks by hand. '

When the glass has becn frested it is
ready for the artist. He takes it/to his
bench and draws the pattern in crayon,
thus making black and distinct lines
which show through the glass.

He said he diu not
propose te discuss the question at lanuth,
until he had placed before Parliament
his Bill on this subject, beyend calling
attention to the fact that the people of
the North Wcst claimed rthat they had a
population larger than that of Prince
Edward Island - when it was admitted to
the Cunfederation with a representation
of six members : ten times larger than
Manitoba when it was admitted with four
members ; and ten times larger than
British Columbia when that was admitt-
ed. That taxation withoht representa-
tion was tyranny was a statement as true
as it was well known. Last session Mr.
Macpherson, Minister of the Interior,
said that the Government would be pre-
pared to consider the .uestion ef the
North West ropresentation, but he (Mr.
