Wage Iucrease—A Million
Men Involved.

Chicago. Ills.,, Dec. 4.—The TUnited
States is threatened with the great-
est railroad strike in the history «f
the nation. Practically every rail-
road- line in the country, east and
west, is in imminent danger of being
tied up by a walk-out on the part of
large numbers of its operating em-
pleyes this month. Officers of the
grganizations of engineers, firemen,
trainmen and swilehmen have agreed
upon a uniform demand of a ten per
{cent wage increase without diviation
or compromise
| Crisis Rapidly Approaching.
| That the crisis is aproaching rapid-
ly was indicated today in the an-
nouncement at New York by officers
of the Brotherhood of Railway Traia-
men, that they would- present their
demands on the 1lta of this month
and the wage conferences would begin
on the 15th. Although every euort
would be made to avert a general
strike, it was impossible to predic
what the outcome of the conferences
{ would be.

More than 100,000 miles of rail-
road track will cease to bear their
burdens of freight .and passengers,
with the conseguent.paralyzing effect
‘on the commence of ‘the country un-
less a settlement is reached quickly.

| manufacturers, jobbers and shipper

Railway Officials Worried.

Railroad officials in ‘Chicago and
lelsewhere have been worried for
seevral weeks over the situation and
have admitted many times that they
expected a demand from -almost ail
clasSes of railroad employees for wage
increases during the winted. The
formal demands made on the rail-
roads have thus far bee nfew, as far
as. the great railroad labor organiza-
tions are concerned, but individual
organizations on various railroads,
{ both east and west, have been un-
{usually insistent in presenting their
annual requests for readjustments of
the wage scales. While these have
in most instances included few im-
portant. demands for increases, they
have invariably asked for improve:
ments in working conditions or for
better avertime arrangements = that
amounted to increased pay.

First Formal Demand.

including. brakemen, for a readjust-
ment of wages and working condi-
tions. The Rock Island settled with

At
about the same-time the general com-
mittee for the same organizations for
the - western district met in Los An-
geles, but decided not to take action
at that time. It was intimated, how-
ever,- that the committee might de-
cide on a demand for more ay after
the eastern-men had reached a settle-
ment-with the railroads. The wages
of the conductors and trainmen on
the eastern roads have been about 12
per cent. lower. than on the western
roads for about two yeurs, because
the western men were- settled with
and given increases about two years
ago. The panic came on before the
eastern men were seftled with
and . the present movement on
their part is-in order to bring about
a standardization with the western
roads. Another reascn for the concert-
ed action is said to have been the posi-
tion of the Pennsylvania railread which
has never officially recognized the Bro-
therhood.
Increase Must Be General.
Switchmen in the other cities of the
Central West with the exception of those
on strike in the Northwest, have not
presented formal demands, as it was
understood that any increase given io
Chicago or Twin Cities men would be
applied also to St. Louis, Omaha, Kan-
sas City, Denver and Salt Lake. The fire-

Our jealousy regarding our own af-
fairs and our control of them should
make us careful nos to give offence by
unduly persuading the mother coun-
try or any other dominion to accept
our guidance. As with preferential|
trade, we can do our part, and let
the other members of the empire iol-
low our example as they miay see fit.

Australia knows her own ineclina-
tions and interests in regard # the
all-red ‘line. S0 does New Zealand.
Britain, too, must decide the matter
of parlticipation for herself. Canada,
being the most deeply interested, has
guite® naturaliy taken the lead. In
doing zo the best endeavors of Sir
Wiiirid Laurier have 'been directed
toward securing the praclical co-op-
eration essential to success.” But in
prromoting any project of imperial in-
terest every member of the empire
mus4 note carefully where persuasion
ends and inference begins. Canada
can best terve the end in view by
active promotion without interfering
with the free choice of sister domin-
ijons. Unwise impatience would im-
peril any scheme depending on tree
and hearty co-operation. The project
is still - under consideration by all
the members of the empire directly
interested. It is intended to hold a
conference of representatives from
Great Britain, Austraiia, New Zea-
land, and Canada shortly after the
close of the present session to further
perfect the plaans for establishing
the desired service. The prospects ot
sucecesg . are: bright, and there are no
grounds for the predictions of fail-
ure. It is a project worthy of the
carelul attention of the empire’s best
statesmen, and thosé having it in'
hnd will neither be turhéd aside nor
moved to unwise haste and inderfer-
ence by short-sighted criticism.

The idea that thae
Lords are merely procuring a referen-
dum on the .Budget will not bear exum-
ination for a. single moment, and for a
very simple reason. If they win on the
so-called referendum, they obtain from
henceforth the power of destroying Gov-
ernments and dissolving Parliaments
and becoming in future the paramount
authority in our Constitution.

Anyway, on Saturday Varsity made
the Inter-Provincial champions loc
cheap. The College boys smothe
ed the famous Rough Riders every-
where. Jack Williams’ famous
strategical moves were made to look
like the field tactics of a two-year-old
p.aying with toy soldiers. He never
pulled off a trick all day that Varsity
did not anticipate; while, on the other
hangd, Varsity opened up a trick box
that had the Ottawa veterans stand-
ing around gaping like a bunch of
Icelanders at a cireus. They had
the boys from Parliament Hall so be-
wildered all the time that they
didn’t known the sun had set until
an hour after dark.

FAR REACHING EFFECT
OF SWITCHMEN'S STRIKE

Milling Industry i$ Completely Tied-
Up—Coal Shortage May Result—
Twenty Thousand Men Now Out
of Employment.

Minneapolis, Dec¢. 1.—Minneapolis’
immense milling ¥ndusjry s at a
standstill. Announcement of this was
made after the most important devel-

opments resulting from the strike of
union today. Tt
means that in addition to the throw-
ing out of employment of approxi-
mately 2,000 switechmen, nearly doa-
ble that number of men, 4,000 mill
hands, will be idle. Not a wheel can
turn in any of the twenty-three mills,
and not & bit of flour can leave Min-
neapolis, the flour centre of the
world, until the strike is settled. All
the mills excepnt those owned by the
Russel Miller company <closed be-
fore 6 o’clock tonight. There will be
a coal famine in the west, grain
stagnation, marke! confusion, fae-
tory shut-down, and enormous wage

losses, besides a threatened .shortage |

in fruit, potatoes and staples, if the
strike continues another fortnight.
