"Responsibilities," Elbert Hubbard 

says, “gravitate to those who can 
shoulder them.”

Conversely, "Shoulders broaden for 
those 'to whom responsibilities are 
given.”

One mother of several daughters 
who wrote' me recently in regard to 
her training of them, believes with 
me most thoroughly that a daughter’s 
Share in the household work should 
be made more than a dull routine. '

“Mona (aged fifteen),” she writes, 
“is delighted when I place the respon­
sibility of preparing and serving a 
meal upon her. She has learned this 
Summer to cook vegetables, cereals 
and desserts very nicely. She watch­
es the iiock closely when a joint is 
being cooked, and will Weigh it first 
to calculate the necessary time it will 
take, while F stand by and try to be 
very patient, although it would often 
be far easier and quicker to do it my­
self, instead • of instructing her.”

It seems to me the keynote of the 
trouble with half the young girls who 
do not seem to “take to houeswork” is 
in that last sentence.

A Monster Flag.
It Floats Above London When Parlia­

ment is Sitting.
. Probably few who see the union 
jack .flying over the Victoria tower at 
Westminster when Parliament is sit­
ting realize that the flag which flut­
ters so high above the inhabitants of 
London is one of the most remarkable 
pieces of bunting in the world.

Small as it seems to the upturned 
gaze more than 450 feet beneath it, 
this floating emblem is so enormous 
that its outspread bunting would 
cofnpletey hide from view -a couple 
Of suburban villas. It is sixty feet 
long and forty-five feet wide—so ca­
pacious, In fact, that 3,000 people 
could find standing room on it The 
mast from whose dizzy summit it flut­
ters is as tall as the Duke of York's 
column, rises from'the base little less 
exalted than the cross of St. Paul’s 
cathedral and weighs sixteen tons.

To reach the foot of this towering 
mast one must climb 350 feet up the 
dark interior of - the Victoria tower. 
On entering the tower through the 
low iron door at its foot and gazing 
upward one sees far above a blue 
light, apparently no larger than a 
man's hand, which marks the summit 
o: the tower, and to this opening 
the-only access is by means of a fra­
gile, spiral staircase which winds 
abound the dark walls, clinging to 
them as if for support.

As we climb round and round this 
frail “Jacob’s ladder” we pass story 
after story, each in itself a commo­
dious house of sixteen rooms, until, 
panting and perspiring, we pass the 
eleventh of these stories and emerge 
gratefully into the open air.

Arrived at the summit, more mar­
vels await us. We find that the para­
pet. which from the bridge far be­
low looks but' a tiny speck of stone, 
is actually thrice the height of the 
average man. The crowns which 
adorn the four turrets are five feet 
across and weigh a ton apiece. The

Sons of Peers
as Engineers.

Hon. Charles;Stewart Rolls, who 
made the latest sensational record in 
aerial flight and whose wonderful 
career we. made reference to yester­
day is not the only son of a peer who 
has gained eminence In mechanical 
pursuits, the Hon. Charles A. Parsons 
is even more eminent in Engineering. 
Rolls is the son of a Welsh landowner, 
Parsons Is the son of an Irish peer 
who made a name in the scientific 
world and became President of the 
Royal Society. He Is the fourth son 
of the third Earl of Rosse, who built 
the famous telescope.

Charles Parsons was a Cambridge 
Mathematical scholar who took to en­
gineering and found recreation In 
rowing. He Is a Doctor of Science 
and has been elected a member of the 
Royal Society He It is who has re­
volutionized the propulsion of war 
and mercantile vessels.

Parsons invented what is known as 
the Parsons" compound steam turbine 
in 1884. In 1886 he began to manu­
facture them.

In 1892 they became competitors of 
the best reciprocating engines. In 
1897 those engines were tried on a 
vessel, the Turbina. The torpedo 
boat Viper was the first war vessel 
in which they were installed: She at­
tained a speed of 36.58 knots. Then 
In 1901 they were applied to a passen­
ger vessel called the King Edward. 
The Allan Liners Victorian and Vir­
ginian were the two first Atlantic 
liners installed with the Parson tur­
binera.

Now the largest and fastest passen­
ger steamers in the world, the Lusi­
tania and the Mauretania are fitted 
with Parson's turbiùes, and So are 
the dreadnoughts.

Parsons is a proprietor of one large 
engineering and electrical works and 
managing director of another.

The Mildred in Port
The schr. Mildred, CapL Wiltshire,

Will Demand
More Wage?.

We learn from good authority to- 
lay that the members of the laborers 
union in the near future will ask for 
an increase of pay all round.

WASHINGTON, D.C., June 3.

British territory is the world's 
greatest market for American manu­
factures, in the face of the fact that 
Great Britain is Europe's greatest 
manufacturer and the world's great­
est exporter of manufactures. Nearly 
one-half of all the exported manufac­
tured products of the H. S. goes to 
British territory and forms more than 
a third of all the exports to those 
lands. These facts are disclosed in a 
summary compiled by the Bureau A 
Statistics of the Department of Com­
merce and Labor. By the term Bri­
tish territory is meant the United 
Kingdom, Canada and all other lands 
over which floats the Union Jack. 
Even to the district at Hong Kong and 
the British Islands in Oceania, British 
territory in Europe in 1909 took one 
hundred and thirty-two million dol­
lars of American manufactures; Bri­
tish North America, ninety-seven mil­
lion dollars; Asia, thirteen million 
dollars, and even British Africa took 
seven millions. Thus Great Britain 
buys 40 lier cent, of all American 
manufactures sent to Europe; 46 per 
cent, of all those exported on the

On a vacant piece of land adjoin­
ing the eastern tower of St. John’s 
Gate has been erected a Chapter Hall, 
drill hall, show room and stores de­
pot, which were formally opened by 
H. R. H. the Prince of Wales, Grand 
Prior, on the 9th of July/ 1903. The 
Chapter Hall is decorated with pic­
tures from Malta, bequeathed by the

Ïite Victor Houlton, and presented by 
ther members of the Order.
In addition to the British Epthal- 

oic Hospital, and the St. John Ambu­
lance Association, foundations of the 
Order, the following movements have 
been supported or established by the 
Chapter during the past century: The 
relief, through its Almoner’s Depart­
ments, of poor convalescents, recom- 
nended by hospitals and infirmaries, 
by the issue of diet and nourishing 
food; the maintenance of a parish 
nurse in Cler.kenwell; the promotion 
of cottage hospitals in country dis­
tricts; a system of transport for the 
injured, by meanq of ambulance sta­
tions, where suitable litters are dis­
tributed; the initiation of what be­
came known as “The National Society 
for Aid to Sick and Wounded in War” 
for the relief of both combatants dur­
ing the Franco-German campaign; 
the Eastern War Sick and Wounded 
Relief Fund for the same purpose 
during the Russo-Servian ■ War; the 
award of medals and diplomas for 
deeds of gallantry in saving life on 
land.

Dttlee. The confraternity was introduced 

into England about the year 1100, and 
then grew rapidly in power and in­
fluence, its headquarters being in 
Clerkenwelt, where they still are to 
this day. The Order was incorporat­
ed in Jerusalem by charter of the 
Kings of Jerusalem.

About the year 1827 we find the Or­
der becoming very active. The repre­
sentatives of the various branches 
from all over Europe decreed its re­
vival in England, making the English 
branch the headquarters of the Or­
der.

On the 14th May, 1888, in recogni­
tion of the excellent work performed 
by the members of the Order during 
the past half century—especially the 
establishment of the St. John Ambu­
lance Association, which has done, and 
is doing, such widespread and admir­
able work in the interest of human­
ity, and the foundation and support 
of the British Ophthalmic Hospital ut 
Jerusalem—Her late Most Gracious 
Majesty Queen Victoria granted to 
them a new Royal Charter of Incor­
poration by the old name and style of 
“The Grand Priory of the Order of the 
Hospital of St. John of Jerusalem in 
England,’" and Her Majesty was gra­
ciously pleased to become the Sover­
eign Head and Patron of the Order, 
tjie Charter enacting that this office 
should be held in succession by fu­
ture Sovereigns.

Selection for admission into the Or­
der or enrolment as Honorary Asso­
ciate is made by the Chapter-General 
with the approval of the Grand Prior, 
but no person selected can be so ad­
mitted or enrolled' without the approv­
al and safiction of the Sovereign, af­
ter his or her name has been duly 
submitted by the Grand Prior.
