Investigation
BEGINS TO-MORROW.

A disaster by far the greatest in the 
number of fatalities and disablements 
ever known on the ice-floe naturally 
calls for an Investigation of the most 
searching character. The extent of 
the disaster is to be appreciated to 
some extent by the fact that 69 dead 
bodies of brave sealers were placed in 
the morque on Saturday afternoon : 
the bodies of eight men were not 
found, after the most careful search 
by a number of the sealers who cut 
up all the pans in the vicinity of the 
tragedy.

Then some 26 men are in the 
General Hospital ; and eighteen at the 
Brigade Hospital. Seamen’s Institute. 
It will be seen from this that some 
120 men, about two thirds of whom 
are dead, besides others who are suf­
ficiently well to remain on the New­
foundland were involved in this ter­
rible tragedy.

The centre around which the in­
vestigation must necessarily turn 
were the circumstances under which 
these men left the Stephano to whom 
they had gone for .food as directed by 
Capt. Wesley Kean. The investiga­
tion will commence to-morrow at 11 
a.m. under Judge Knight. Directions 
for the enquiry were given by the 
Minister of Justice. Arrangements 
have been made for the press and re­
latives to attend. The first witness 
will bo Capt. Randell, Master of the 
9.S. Bella venture.

Arrivals 
From the Gulf

ERIK.
The first of the Gulf steamers to 

return to port was the Erik, Capt. 
Dan Martin. She arrived at 12.30 
p.m. yesterdty, and hails for 20,000. 
They are prime young harps, except 
about 300 old. She is well fished, as 
about 500 had to be placed on deck 
She saw the first whitecoat on Marci. 
11th, and struck the patch on the 
evening of the 13th, about 25 milet 
north west of Bryon Island. Abou 
100 were killed and taken aboard the 
day. Next day 2,000 were killed. The 
Southern Cross struck the seals jus 
as the Erik and secured about th< 
same number. The work of killinf 
was slow, as the seals were scattered 
The Terra Nova came in on the 14th 
to the S.E. of the Erik, and the Vikini 
came in later. The Erik worked 
around a few days and then headed to 
the Blast, picking up small quantities, 
the biggest days work being 5,000. 
Capt. Murley of the Seal was aboard 
the Erik on the 20th and then hailed 
for 4,000. He then steamed to the N.E. 
looking for hoods. The last Captain 
Martain saw of the Southern Cross 
was on Thursday week. She was near 
the Magdalen and he thought about to 
bear up for home. Capt. Martin re­
ports fine w'eather, but very cold and 

■ windy. The health of the crew was 
good. The seals are unusually heavy, 
some of the first averaging from 53 
to 74 lbs. and some going up to 90. 
Sixty of the crew were landed at 

| Channel.
Ft,- the terra nova.

The Terra Nova, Capt. Wm. Bart­

lett, Sr., arrived from the Gulf yester­
day afternoon at 2.30 with 25,000 
seals. She took her first whitecoat 
on the 11th March, and steamed into 
the middle of the patch about 50 miles 
W.N.W. of Byron Island on the 
rooming of the 14th. By sunset 10,- 
000 were killed and in 3% days about 
33,000. He took the last seals near 
St. Paul’s Island. He lost about 70 
flags or 7,000 seals. The ice was left 
on Friday. The Southern Cross was 
last sighted yesterday week near St. 
Paul's, supposed to be heading home. 
On Friday the Viking reported for 
10,000 with a number of pans to be 
picked up. The Neptune was seen on 
Wednesday and was picking up scat­
tered beaters. The seals are all young 
ard very heavy and the catch is equal 
to about 30,000. The patch struck 
contained about 100,000.

Bodies All Identified
and Sent Home.

Yesterday there was a wave of sym­
pathy noticeable on every street and 
in every home of the city. The Gren­
fell Hall, or temporary mortuary 
room, where the bodies were brought 
for identification, was filled all day 
with son owing relatives and friends 
of deceased brethren. Standing out­
side the Hall all day was a multitude 
deep in silent grief. The solemnity 
of the occasion will be' remembered 
for generations to come. At 5 o’clock 
last evening all the bodies were iden­
tified. Thirty-eight bodies were sent 
home by special train last evening. 
The corpses were taken away from the 
Hall in scighs. In the entire proces­
sion thousands of men and boys took 
part. One body was drawn on the 
gun carriage of H. M. S. Calypso, the 
departed sealer being a member of the 
Naval Reserve. The bodies, number­
ing 25, belonging to outports where 
there are no direct train communica­
tion, were hermetically sealed and 
brought to the morgue last night and 
will be sent home by steamer.

A small body of men sent out I 
from the ship and given a direction | 
to follow had not gone far when they | 
were seen to turn from the proper 
course. A few blasts on the whistle 
soon recalled them. With a heavy 
sky and such an uncertain road as s 
surface of broken ice affords it is r 
very difficult matter for men to keet 
their course. The sun is hidden am 
unless a man is very keen to observe 
he may soon miss his way. The di 
rection of the wind or some prominent 
piece of ice afford the only .guide. 
When picking up pans the men may 
work all night providing the ship can 
get about.

In the afternoon torches are set 
the pans . and these serve to ' show 
tlSft position at night. On the 25th 
we struqk a fine patch and soon all 
hands busy. The men are work­
ing with a vim as if each were deter­
mined to do his best. There is no 
friction and all seem to be in good 
spirits. Capt. Winsor has a method 
of handling men that ensures the best 
results. He treats his men with great 
kindness, and as a result cheerful 
labor.

The ship is now dirty and greasy 
beyond imagination. Everywhere is 
grease from the cabins to the crow’s 
nest. On the 26th we secured about 
1,000 seals. Noticed we are drifting 
southwards, between the 20th and 21st 
drifting 13 miles. The "27th, moving 
fitfully. On the 28th there was high 
wind and snow. Killed a few seals. 
À big swell heaving in, the ice is 
rocking and -swaying in a manner to 
make one dizzy.

A irives With the Dead
And Suffering Sealers—Heartrending 
Scenes as Ship Enters Port — Wide­
spread Sympathy With the Afflicted 
... Arrangements for Public Funeral

Being Considered.
A morning of gloom followed a 

wearv night of waiting for the s.s. 
Bellaventure with lmr, sad freight of 
dead and of suffering sealers. Never 
in the history of the Colony has such 
a sad scene been witnessed by the 
anxious relatives and friends of those 
involved in the marine disaster. The 
only scene approaching it was that 
witnessed sixteen years ago when the 
Greenland brought in some twenty-five 
bodies of the forty-eight who met a 
like death that spring.

LANDING THE BAD EASES.

The shi]> was made fast and Dr. 
Campbell, the port physician, 
made the necessary inquiries as to 
the health of the crew, and finding 
it satisfactory, permission was given 
for the sealers of the Bellaventure 
to land. They quickly got ashore 
and the ship was cleared and made 
room for the most important part of 
the work of the Ambulance Corps. A 
stretcher was equally placed on the 
rail and with a doctor in attendance 
the first case was dealt with. The 
stretcher was kept level on the rail 
and a covered up body of one of the 
worst suffers and the most serious 
cases was slowly, tenderly and' care­
fully lifted from a state-room and 
placed on the stretcher and they 
were very carefully covered with 
blankets and coverlets and very 
carefully removed from its difficult 
position on the rails and lifted down 
to the wharf and carefully removed 
to the shed and placed in the ambu­
lance car and driven slowly up to the 
General Hospital in care of a nurse.

FROZEN FEET.
This is a typical case of the way 

in which each of the worse cases was 
handled. In a short time several 
stretchers were in use. A doctor in 
attendance examined each case and 
superintended the removal of it. In 
all there were twenty-two cases, al­
though they were not all extremely 
bad cases, where there was a need of 
the use of the stretchers, This arose 
:'rom the fact that on the Tuesday of 
he storm, the first day when the bliz­

zard came up, many of the men fell 
in the water and got their feet soaked 
with water and their boots filled. This 
led naturally to frozen feet, and this
is what many of the men are suffer­
ing from.

FIFTY HOURS OF EXPOSURE AND
C0VLD WALK.

Another form of suffering waa ice- 
blindness, and a number of those 
landed wore dark glasses. Some of 
the men who had not frozen, feet were 
able to walk. Typical examples of this 
were Dick McCarthy and J. S. His- 
cock, of Carbonear, who were able to 
walk, although one of them had on 
his boots the first time since the dis­
aster, to walk to the Institute. Both 
of these had swollen wrists, swollen 
necks and bore sores and marks 
which were the results of frost bites. 
They had come through it all some 
way. They hardly knew how. But 
they had managed to get back to their 
own ship after fifty hours’ exposure 
on the ice. They had been out all 
Tuesday afternoon and night, all Wed­
nesday and passed through the bit­
terness of death in the terrible bliz­
zard of Wednesday and somehow or 
other they managed to walk back to 
their own ship, the Newfoundland, 
and reached her early on Thursday 
morning.

BROKE DOWN.
One of them had lost a brother, and 

when lie saw his father in the Insti­
tute, both sat down and wept. All the 
serious cases which might need surgi­
cal aid and careful medical attention 
were removed to the General Hospital, 
where everything was available for 
giving speedy attention to all eases 
where gangrene might set In. The 
less serious cases were taken to the 
Institute, where doctors and nurses
were In attendance.

! .

BOARDED STEPHANO.
Capt. Winsor told us that his bar­

ometer on Tuesday morning gave nc 
indication of the approaching storm. 
His own men were out, but only a 
few of them as there were not many 
seals around, during the morning he 
got them all in as he.saw a storm 
approching. The storm came on very 
quickly and in a short time it was 
impossible to see the length of 
the ship. The Newfoundland men 
who had boarded the Stephano, under 
the direction of the Captain, Wesley 
Kean, as they were leaving the New­
foundland made for a patch of seals 
two miles off the Stephano, being di­
rected thither by Capt. Abraham. They 
found the seals, about 200, but then 
the storm came up and they could get 
back neither to the Stephano which 
they knew had left, nor to their own 
shi]). They kept much together and 
nearly all the dead bodies were found 
together, many of them falling never 
to rise again arid knocking down 
others in their fall, some of these 
never rose. Others rose and struggled 
Oil.
HOD THE NEWS REACHED THE 

BELLAVENTURE.
Early on Thursday morning, c 

man was seen struggling towards 
Bellaventure, and then there were 
many astray. The straggler told them 
two others were following. Capt. 
Randall ordered his men out. “Never 
mind the seals, boys, get out and look 
for the men." The men took with 
them food, medicine and spirits to re­
vive those in need.

DIED ON HIS KNEES.
As they moved along they found e 

boy of seventeen whom they gave food 
and a drink and after that he man­
fully made for the ship. Then they 
moved and came to the pans contain­
ing the dead, dying and sore stricken 
sealers. Most of them they found 
dead, others barely alive, Some fell 
down and died as they reached them 
Capt.' George Fowlow tells us one man 
died sitting on his knees as he wat 
being held up and stimulant offered 
him.

REMOVAL OF DEAD.
Shortly after six o’clock the afflict­

ed sealers had all been removed and 
the tarpaulin was removed from the 
bodies heaped in the well of the ship. 
Reverently they were lifted, removed 
to a van, and taken to the Grenfell 
Hall to be laid there for identification. 
Their relatives and friends are being 
admitted to-night .to identify them. 
The dead who belong to the outports 
will be sent home, as their friends 
wish. The others will be interred 
here probably on Monday. '

IMMENSE CONCOURSE.
The S. S. Bellaventure, Capt. Ran­

dall, arrived in port from the icefields 
at live o’clock this evening, bringing 
besides her own drew and 14,000 seals, 
6C dead bodies out of 77 and the in­
jured men belonging to the S. S. New­
foundland, who were caught out in one 
of the worst blizzards that ever swept 
the Northern Atlantic and which caus­
ed the most horrible marine tragedy 
ever recorded in Newfuondland his­
tory.

The coming of the Bellaventure had 
been anxiously awaited by the whole 
country which is left to mourn the 
loss of 77 of its hardy tollers and1 sea­
faring mep.

Long before the ship put in an ap­
pearance an immense concourse of 
people blocked Water Street near the 
King George Institute, which was also 
beseiged several times during the day 
when 'Bell' was reported to be within 
speaking distance of St. John's but 
unfortunately since last night she was 
jammed in the ice coming through 
Baccalieu being unable to make any 
progress and in consequence was de­
tained several hours. However, the 
hoisting of the signal at Cabot Tower 
denoted that the <

SHIP WAS NEAR

and when she rounded the Northern 
Head, a great multitude of people 
men, women and children, hastened to 
the waterfront to hear the sad story 
of the disaster from the survovors 
who had undergone a terrible ordeal* 
The ship steamed up the harbour with 
flags half-mast and berthed at Har­
vey and Company’s pier. Dr. Camp­
bell, Quarantine Officer, was the first 
b» Ijoard the ship, examined the crew 
and gave -a clean bill of Health. Sev­
eral newspaper men then went on 
board.

STORY OF THE SURVIVORS.

A Telegram representative first in 
x rviewed three rescued men, belong- 
ng to the Newfoundland, who figurée 
nost prominently in the diaster. 
Their names are Jessie Collins and 
Cecil Tiller, of Bonavista Bay, and 
Michael Shoehan, of St. John's. They 
said after leaving here on March 10th 
the Newfoundland, in charge of Capt. 
Wesley Kean, proceeded to Wesley - 
ille, there 35 more sealers'were sign­

’d on, making a total crew of 189. On 
March 12th t,he ship left for the north
in company with the Eagle, Blood­
hound and one other. Very little
progress was made owing to heavy ice 
conditions. On March 17th. (St. Pat- 
ick’s Day) when the ship was off 

'’ape Fogo jammed 250 old seals vyere 
rilled and stowed down. Search for 
the whitecoats was then made only to 
be impeded badly by ice so much so 
that after 13 days steaming, butting 
and making little or no headway each 
Jay she reached the Funk Islands

ON MONDAY, MARCH 30th.

All the sealers directed by their mast­
er watches left the-ship at 7 a.m, and 
walked until they were out of sight of 
the ship, a distance of about 15 miles. 
At 11.30 a.m. that day the Newfound­
land’s crew boarded the Stephano to 
have something to eat. At 12,30 when 
they were finished their “mug up” 
there was a heavy swell ou in the sea, 
accompanied by snow flurries, but 
even then the weather glass did not 
indicate that a storm was approach­
ing. However, some of the Newfound­
land’s crew, notably the second hand, 
we were told by the three sprvivors 
mentioned, were* doubtful about leav­
ing the Stephano on account of the 
apparent weather outlook, that if, 
judging by the snow flurries arid 
heavy seas. Capt. A. Kean told the 
Newfoundland’s men to go to a patch 
of seals two miles off which was then 
in the direction, of the Si W.., as he 
had to leave and go pick up a coji- 
tlngent of his own men who wore six 
miles off. The Newfoundland's mta 
acted upon Capt. A.'s adVliso and again 
took to the ice. They made for the 
seals and found about two hundred.

They were divided into three watch­
es of nearly 40 men in each and separ­
ated about a half mile apart To­
wards evening it became dull, with 
the snow very thick, but nothing of 
any great consequence and nothing to 
warrant anxiety. The wind was S. E. 
hut when the night was well advanced 
shifted to N. E. The men began to 
feel hungry as the lunches, compris­
ing a few cakes of hard bread each, 
were exhausted. The men were un­
able to see beyond the. length of them­
selves and made “houses” out of pin­
nacles of ice. Shortly after midnight 
cr early Tuesday morning the wind 
increased in violence. The tempera­
ture was not very cold, though thirty 
men, including four master watches, 
died on the ice.

DIED HARD DEATHS.
We were told in a rather dramatic 

way how these unfortunate 30 men 
succumbed. Some diet! dancing, others 
cheering, more singing, others be­
came frantic while a few dropped 
dead. During the balance of the night 
some of the survivors who had stout 
hearts lit fires and burnt seal pelts and 
gaffs to try and console those who 
were getting despondent. Some of 
the men after suffering a certain 
amount of untold hardship and ex­
posure would lay down on the ice to 
die. Some poor fellows became af­
flicted with “mirage” and would say 
“1 am going into the forecastle” when 
they walked into the water -and 
got drowned. These bodies were nev­
er receovered and supposed to be the 
eight missing from the entire list. 
Others when they came to an advanced 
delirious state gre wfrautlc and al­
most tore themselves to pieces. Many 
men did not become unconscious fought 
gainst death and are still alive. A 

particularly noteworthy feature is 
that there was a total
ABSENCE OF COWARDICE DIS- 

PLAYED.
Every man played a man's part 

heroically and well. On Wednesday. 
Vpril 1st, the survivors badly worn 
)Ut, frostbitten and in a half dying 
endition and with their fellow ship- 
nates lying dead beside them, hung 
heir coats on gaffs and attracted the 
ittcution of the Bellaventure which 
iroegeded with all haste and took the 
survivors on board by the aid of 
stretchers first, and then the dead 
bodies were hoisted aboard, and iced 
town. All the survivors, though badly 
’rostbitten, improved while on the 
Bellaventure and though some were 
in a serious condition, will, no doubt 
recover. When the Bellaventure was 
picking up the corpses on the ice the 
Newfoundland hove in sight and 13 of 
her crew who were rescued by the 
Bellaventure went on board. The 
Stephano picked up two bodies and 
the Florizel nine. These were trans- 
"erred to the Bellaventure and 
brought on here.

STORY OF CAPT. RANDALL.
Capt. Randall's story is in brief a 

confirmation fairly exactly of that re­
lated by the survivors. He says he 
never saw such heavy ice and reporta 
terrifice weather experienced. Capt. 
Randall picked up a wifeless messag 
or. his way home stating that the ves­
sel reported off Cape Pine was a 
square rigger and not a sealer.

THE GREATER QUESTION
At this season* of the year for Farm­

ers with up-to-date ideas is, what are 
the best means to use to get the beat 
returns from the land.

Fertilizers must be used liberally 
it large returns are looked for. There 
are several good chemical fertilizers 
which may be recommended, but Sul­
phate of Ammonia has Been proved to 
give the best returns, and is the most 
valuable and economical source of 
Nitrogen for agricultural purposes.

For vegetables, grass, and ail leafy 
crops, about one and a half cwt. per 
acre is the best quantity to use, and 
this should be applied when the plant 
is making it’s growth, as well as be­
fore sowing the seed.

If a liquid manure is preferred, a 
Vi oz. of Sulphate to one gallon of 
water should be used, and applied 
once a week for a month. This quan­
tity should, not. be exceeded.

During Tuesday night's blizzard some 
of the sealers, including himself were 
boxing, dancing and did other sorts 
of skylarking to keep themselves as 
warm as possible. The next day 
when most of the men began to get 
frostbitten it was a hard lime and
made one (eel disconsolate and de­
spondent as a few of the men used to 
ask for a coat to put under theii 
heads as they would lay down on the 
ice to die. The second day in the 
open more than a couple of deaths 
occurred and some men became blind 
while others were mentally afflicted 
On the second night (Wednesday) the 
storm was not exactly as bad as the 
first. The temperature was ever 
colder but the blinding drift had sub 
sided. A great many men died, most 
of them quietly, in fact withou 
speaking a word to anybody, the;

ANOTHER STORY OF A SURVIVOR

Cecil Tillar. of Newtown, B.B., wh< 
was among the first of the survivor.1 
to be picked up, was also interviewe, 
by us yesterday. He was suffering 
much from frostbitten hands, feet and 
face, but felt himself getting better 
and expected to be convalescent soon. 
He related a story something similai 
to that already told. After we- left 
the Stéphane the first of our terrible 
experience commenced. I shall nev­
er forget it as long as I live. While 
out in the storm I never expected te 
be in the land of the living again. I 
is hard to describe to you, said sealei 
Tillar, what happened. It was ai 
awful sight to see so many men die 
so gruesomely during that fatal anc 
terrible blizzard. On Wednesday 
when only a few deaths had occurree. 
we saw the smoke of a steamer ant 
which we though to he the Bellaven­
ture and more than likely it was her 
Everybody seemed to be stirred up ir. 
the expectancy that we would soon 
be on board that ship, but unfortun­
ately we were not sighted, as after an 
anxious and prolonged wait the stea­
mer went out of sight and our strug­
gle with the elements was renewed 
worse than ever because some began 
to realize that they would never be 
picked up. I i^ed often get frighten­
ed when I saw men moaning and dy­
ing near me.

The first mai 
of our crowd to go on board the shij 
was Jesse Collins, followed by Ben 
jam in Piercy. Neither were able tc 
walk much as their feet were badlj 
frostbitten and probably would not 
have reached the ship but that they 
were met by the Bellaventure’s men 
and given stimulants; We were als< 
making poor headway as we were 
scarcely able to walk, but that 
we were consoled and looked after so 
well by the Bellaventure’s men we 
probably never would survive to tell 
the tale.
