ST. PIERBE BULLETIN.

Oﬂ‘lcial ~In Belgium the Franco-
Belgian troops came out of Nieuport
and occupied the line west of Lom-
baertzyde via the farm of St. Georges.
South of Ypres we have attacked in
the direction of Klein Zillebeke and
gained 500 metres. - In Alsace we are
still occupying the heights domina-
ting Steinback. On the rest of the
front there is nothing to report.

A meeting of ministers this morn-
ing decided to demand of the Houses
of Deputies and Senators credits for
three hundred million francs so as to
aid the poor population of the invest-
ed departments. The budget commis-
sion elected unanimously as president
Monsijeur Clementel, in place of M.
Cochery, deceased. The general state
of health of M. Deschanel is satisfac-

tory.
Official —~In Belglum, Westende,

 gituated to the northeast of Lom-

baertzyde, has been fiercely bombard-

ed by the British fleet. The Belgian
army has repulsed a German counter
attack on St. Georges, and occupied
farms on the left banks of the Yser.
Our troops who had advanced and
gained ground in the direction of
Klein Zillebeke has also progressed,
but rather slightly, in the St. Eloi
district. In Arras, Aisne and Cham-
pagne regions, there have been "ar-
tillery duels, and we have on several
points taken clearly the advantage.
In the Argonne there is nothing to re-
port. In Woevre we have repulsed
several German attacks in the Mort-
mare Woods and maintained all the
wirenches we had captuged on 13th
December.

THE PRINCE AND OXFORD.

‘What the President of Magdalen
has to say about the Prince of Wales’
career at Oxford does not contain
much matter for surprise. Everybody
knows from reports that the Prince’s
conduct was marked by the simplic-
ity on which Dr. Warren lays stress.
The coming of a Prince to a Univer-
sity, even to what Dr. Warren calls
a “democratic aristocracy,” is a social
ordeal both for the Prince and for the
University. The Prince, it is agreed,
came out of it well. So did the Uni-
versity, though there were indivi-
duals who in the early days were not
above the weakness of showing curi-
osity, or of practising immaturely of
one of the less admirable of the social
arts. The Prince’s studies almost
necessarily forsook  any normal
course. They seem, indeed, to have
approximated more closely in charac-
ter to those of Ruskin College than to

those of the regular schools, The
education of a Prince is a difficult en-

terprise, It is generally admitted

that the scheme of study designed for

the late King Edward was unfortun-
ately chosen. The Prince has clearly
been more wisely guided. It is inter-
esting to note that “more and more
as time went on he found that he
preferred the Oxford system of pri-
vate and indivdual tuition in which
the pupil writes or prepares work,
and his work is criticized and he is
‘catechised’ orally by his tutor to the
system of the larger general lec-
tures.” The one hour a week with
the tutor is indeed by the common
consent of Oxford students an admir-
able institution. But most under-
graduates have less respectable ex-
cuges than preference for the tutor’s
guidance for “cutting lekkers.” The
Prince has now left for the front and
is attached to the staff of Sir John
French, as is also Prince Arthur of
Connaught. The assiduous work
which the Heir-Apparent has been
doing with the Grenadier Guards has
rendered His Royal Highness thor-
oughly fit for service.

NEW FIELD MARSHALS,

The list of Field Marshals is now
smaller than it has been for several
years owing to the death of Lord
Roberts. and the removal from the
list of the German Emperor and the
Emperor of Austria-Hungary. There
are now omnly eight on the list, the
senior being the Duke of Connaught,
and the junior Sir John French. 1t is
understood that the King will shortly
create two more Field Marshals,
though this may be deferred until the
New Year, and it is believed that
these will be Sir Ian Hamilton and
Sir Horace Smith Dorrien. The for-
mer is acting as Commander-in-Chief
of the troops now in this country,
and it is fully expected that he will
shortly be gazetted to be Chief of the
Imperial General Staff and first mili-
tary member of the Army Council in
the place of the late General Sir
Charles Douglas. General Sir Hor-
ace Smith Dorrien, now in command
of the Second Army Corps at the
front, has greatly distinguished him-
self in action, particularly during the
retreat from Mons.

The new policy of withholding the
daily figures of recruiting from the
press makes it impossihle to estimate
exactly the success of the recent at-
tempts to whip up recruits by direct
appeals at dinner-hour meetings qnd
so on. There was a healthy look
about the waiting-room at the central
office this morning. The clerks were
busy interviewing varied lots of ap-
plicants, which included a satisfac-
tory sprinkling of old non-commis-
sioned officers. One, who said that if
he was taken on he would be the
fourteenth in his family in the army,
fought in South Africa . in a Devon-
shire regiment. “I thought I'd better
see the old regiment through it,” he
said. There was a young man with
sleek hair who had been waiting
hours for an interview. He had paid
his own way to England from Buenos
Ayres in the hope of being accepted.
Examples of - self-sacrifice of the

same kind happen almost daily. A
féw days since a party of sixty set-

tlers. from Rhodesia marched into

New Scotland Yard and demanded to

be turned into soldiers. They were

magnificent, tall men, used to rough-
ing it, and dead shots. On the next
day there arrived from Canada a
large batch of men who had failed to
get into the Canadian contingent.
Englishmen are constantly coming
from South America, and particularly
from the Argentine. Half a dozen
fellows applied who have given up
good berths on the Argentine rail-
ways, and there has been quite a rush
of men from New York. Among the
very unexpected were a Greek from
Smyrna and a Turk.

ITALY'S ATTITUDE.

In connection with the departure
from London for Rome of the Mar-
quis Imperiali, I have the highest au-
thority for stating that the purpose
of His Excellency’s journey is really
to attend a conference, over which
Baron Sonnino, the Italian Foreign

Minister, will preside, and at which
the British, French and Russian Am-

bassadors will assist, Judging from

a telegram received in an official

quarter here this morning, the con-

ference will be of the greatest im-
portance, as it will finally determine
the policy of Italy towards the war.
Baron Sonnino will lay before the
Ambassadors of the Allied Powers a
full and frank statement of Italy’s
position-and claims, in promotion or
defence of which she would be pre-
pared to take military measures; and
on the assumption that the Allies will
admit the justice of those claims, de-
velopments of a far-reaching charac-
ter may not be long delayed in the re-
gion of the Adriatic, calculated to as-
sist the progress of the Serbian and
Montenegrin arms.

PURGING GERMANY.

Germany’s determination to purge
itself of every foreign taint and flav-
or, I notice from the German papers,
is— developing surprisingly. It was
natural, perhaps, that the outbreak of
war should have been followed by the
changing of all English and French
names for restaurants and shops—
names which in the “bad” old days
proved valuable commercial assets.
It was equally natural that conveni-
ent verbal borrowings should now be
laboriously translated into many-
syllabled Teuton substitutes. School-
boys extract a fine from their fellows
for every foreign word which slips
out unawares and spend it in tobacco
for the troops. Now the Association
of Florists thunders against the
“French” fashion of making up bou-
quets and demands an “echt Deut-
sche” style of preparing and wearing
buttonholes. There has been much
talk, too, of the German fashions
which were to replace the French,
but so far these plans have not been
seen. There has been an Association
of Dress Reformers for many years in
Germany, and its vagaries have
frightened even the most patriotic
sections of feminine Germany. Nev-
ertheless the manufacturers are doing
their best for the cause, as a recent
advertisement in a German news-
paper shaws. “Un-German, immoral,
and foolish,” the reader is told, “are
the Paris fashions. They do nothing
but fill the pockets of our enemies
and make our German women mere
caricatures of human beings.” Their
complete shamelessness is directly
opposed to the modest conscientious-
ness of the German character. “Un-
German,” too, “and dangerous” 'are
the corsets of Paris, an Insidious at-
tack on the health of the German
race, and fitted -only to be banished
from the “Kulturkreis” of the Ger-
man. The authoress of “Elizabeth
and her German ‘Garden” has up to
anonymity
successfully, even in her adopted
German home. The news of her true
name, which has come out as the re-
sult of her request for the Testoration
of her English nationality, has caused
a good deal of surprise in Germany,
and there is much sadness over her

GERMANS ESCAPE.
LLONDON, Dec. 16.

The Official Press Bureau has giv-
en out the following statement re-
garding the German attacks on the
English coast: This morning a Ger-
man cruiser force made a demon-
stration upcn the Yorkshire coast,
during which they shelled Hartlepool,
Whitby and Scarborough. A number
of their fastest ships were employed
for the purpose, and they remained
an hour on the coast. They were en-
gaged by the patrol vessels on the
spot. As soon as the presence of the
enemy was discovered, the British Pa-
trolling Squadron endeavored to cut
them off, but upon being sighted by
the British vessels the Germans re-
tired af full speed, and being favored
by a mist succeeded in making good
their escape. “The losses on both

sides were small, but full reports
‘have not yvet been received.

RUMORED GERMAN LOSSES.

Fifty-Eight

Years Ago.

Historic Race Between Two Loecal-
Built Greyhounds.

(By H. F. SHORTIS.)

Fifty-eight years ago John Snow,
Sr., the well known undertaker, was
a castaway on Barnegat Beach, N.Y.
He was a cabin boy on the Newfound-
land ship, Tasso, which was wrecked
there in December, 1856, and was one
of the four saved, eight of the crew
perishing. In the rescue of the four
the life saving rocket was used for
the first time on the American coast.
The rocket shot, from the shore, car-
ried a light line, which on reaching
the ship was used to haul from the
shore a life car suspended from a
hawser, and in.this car the four were
saved. The Tasso was from Rio
Janeiro for New York and was com-
manded by Capt. Guildsworthy.—Hali-
fax Chronicle,

The above extract was taken from a
Halifax, N.S.,.paper and published in
.the columns of your contemporary,
the Evening Herald, on Tuesday last.
It is very probable that the Mr. John
Snow referred to is a Newfoundlander,
and I am sure that it will interest the
old gentleman to know that ihere is
still alive one who sailed in the Tas-
so the same year that she was wreck-
ed on Barnegat Beach, New York. I
refer to Mr. James Cullen, who was
then a boy of sixteen years old, and
who can relate most interesting
events in connection with our mer-
cantile marine in these days, when it

was at the zenith of its glory and our

sailors were recognized as the best in
he world for pluck, perseverance and
capability; no hardship could over-
come them, and no danger could ter-
rify them. They were eagerly sought
after by shipowners and master mar-
iners to go on voyages, either to the
frozen North towards he Pole, or the
burning sun of India, Africa or South
America. In their youth a spirit of
friendly rivalry existed amongst them
and each vied with the other to ac-
complish the most dangerous under-

taking first.

The Tasso was a great favorite with
the sea-faring people of St. John's
fifty-eight years ago and more, and it
was thought that nothing afloat could
overhaul her; but she at last met her
match, and this was accomplizhed by
another local jhuilt ship,"and a con-
siderable amoumt of money changed
hands upon that memorable occasion.
Tkis is how it happened, and there
are many living in St. John’s to-day
who remember the ‘“great ocean race”
that plucked the laurels §rom the
Tasso, and probably old, Mr. John
Snow, of Halifax, may remember it
also. :

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It would be difficult indeed for any
person, no matter how proficient in
nautical affairs to award the prize to
either one or the other. Bach had a
glorious record—having built and
launched the most famous of our fleet.
Although several of the vessels were
employed in plying btween Europe,
South America and elsewhere, it some-
how happened that one was a week
or more ahead in starting, and thus
nothing definite could be decided re-
garding their sailing qualities, the ex-
pertness of the crew or the capabili-
ties of the masters. The names of
these great master-builders were
Michael Kearney, of St. John’s, and
Jonas Newhook, of New Harbor, Trin-
ity Bay. At last the opportunity oc-
curred of deciding for once and for
always the point as to which should
bear the palm. Each of the famous
ships held a notable record: the Roth-
say, of Harbor Grace, built by Kear-
ney, and owned by Punton and Munn,
having made the run from the above
port to Liverpool and back in thirty-
eight days, and the Tasso, built by
Newhook, owned by Stabb, Rowe and
Holmwood, St. John’s, had a record
which - was considered hard to beat,
even by the clippers which were built
and manned by British master-work-
men and sailors on the other side of
the Atlantic. The Rothesay was com-
manded by Capt. Taylor, and the Tas-
so by Capt. Goldsworthy (not Guilds-
worthy, as stated by the Halifax
Chronicle) and each was manned by
as hardy and as competent a crew as
ever water wet.

In the year 1856 the good ship
Tasso, barque rigged, built in 563 or
’64, sailed from the wharf of Stabb,
Rowe and Holmwood, bound for
Demerara, British Guiana, and upon
her arrival found moored near. where
she dropped anchor, the full-rigged
barque Rothesay, of Harbor
which arrived only a few hours in ad-
vance.

Great Rivalry Existed
between the two captains, and as a
natural consequence the consignees,
the friends of the captains and the
créws, became most enthusiastic over
the prospect of such a glorious op-
portunity to test the sailing qualities
of the two famous ships. The two
captains bet ten pounds sterling on
their respective ships; the consignees
took a hand in, and the sailons bet ac-
cording to their means; A the
Rothesay haifito go to Harbor Grace
it was decided that the result should
be final, upon the first to arrive and re-
port at Cape Spear, St. John’s.

say. After a Ititle while they made
out that it was a full-rigged barque,
and then it was knpwn that it was
their rival. Then came the tug of war
—QGreck to Greek—the pride of ine
Newfoundland Mercantile Marine. The
Rothesay was further towards the
land than *her rival and managed 1o
catch occasional puffs of wind from
the headlands, and

Passed the Winning Point

—Cape Spear—in advance of the Tas-
so. When the Tasso arrived at Cape
Spear the Rothesay was off Sugar Loaf
and thus won the race, which I should
say was more interesting than some of
the International races which take
place at different periods, and which
are nothing to boast of when we take:
into account all the benefits that are
to be derived from modern improve-
ments in the art of ship-building. The

vcyage of the Tasso occupied forty-

one days from the time she sailed
from the wharf of Stabb, Rowe and
Holmwood (now the lower premises of
Alan Goodridge and Sons) until she

was moored there again on her re-
turn from Demerara. And now it
falls to my lot to record the final his-
tory of those famous ships—the cham-
picn Rothesay and her worthy rival,
the Tasso. Some time after the
Rothesay ran ashore at Western Bay
Head (Bay de Verde) during a heavy
snowstorm; she was then also under
the command of Capt. Taylor, and d-
ward Condon was chief officer. Capt.
James Pike, of Carbonear, was one of
the crew, as was Johnny Fennell. 1
did not know the whole of them, but
my memory has played me a dirty
trick and their names have escaped
me just at present. After consider-
able difficulty and great expense she
was floated off and towed to Harbhor
Grace by the old steamship Ellen Gis-
bourne, and was turned bottom up at
Munn's eastern wharf where a new
keel was put in her. When this was
agcemplished ,she was righted. again,
and the services of the fire® engine
“Medlock” were brought into requisi-
tion, and as this famous machine was
provided with extension handles cap-
able of permitting about fifty men to
work on each side, she was quickly
pumped cut, and was once more up-
right on her new keel. Before she
ran ashore she was barque-rigged
with spanker, gaff-topsail and mizzen-
topmast-staysail; but afterwards she
was rigged as a brig -and her name
changed to Terra Nova. She was lost
during the great gale of October 9th,
1867, at Indian Tickle, Labrador, and
thus passed away the pride of our
local fleet, which for many years may
have met her equal; but there was
nothing afloat to show her stern to
Kearney's

Chef-d’Ocuvre,

the Rothesay of Harbor Grace. The
Tasso was three hundred and three
tons, about sixty tons larger than her
successful rival. The career of this
splendid specimen of local-built ves-
sel was forever finished during a great
gale in December, 1856, while on a
voyage from Rio Janeiro, Brazil, to
New York, with a cargo of coffee.
When off Sandy Hook the full fury of
the hurricane burst upon the ship,
and notwithstanding the heroic ef-
fforts of the captain and crew, she was
driven against the rocks. Four of the
crew, three St. John’s men and an
Englishman manned the lift-boat, but
they had barely entered her when she
was swamped by the heavy sea and
breakers, and the four of them were

Communication was now es-
tablished between the Tasso and the
life-savers on shore, and a hawser
was attached to the line, which was
also secured by the shore people, aft-
er which a life-saving car was sent
on board over the hawser, pulled
back and forth by those on either end
until all the unfortunate mariners
were safely landed. It is worthy of
note that the rescue of the crew of
