As soon as I. received your telegram 
of April 20th I at once pointed eut to 
the Cardinal Secretary of State the 
failure of the German Government to 
carry out the arrangement and his 
Eminence promised at my request to 
approach the Prussian Minister in re­
gard to this matter at once.

26th instant I asked the Cardinal'whe­
ther the Prussian Minister had re­
plied. He said that the Minister was 
still without instructions from Berlin 
but that he had mentioned the possi­
bility of raising the question of the 
prisoners from the two German sub­
marines in connection with the ex­
change of incapacitated civilians. I 
at once observed that as the two 
questions were in no way related, this 
suggestion was open to a very serious 
objection. The acceptance by the Ger­
man Government of the proposal in 
regard to the exchange of incapacit­
ated civilians had been officially 
communicated to me by his Eminence 
and the question was in my opinion 
definitely settled His Eminence re­
plied: “Yes, yes, that is so.” and 
added that he was not to be under­
stood as having made any proposal in 
this sense. '

I told the Cardinal this morning in 
accordance with the instructions con­
tained in your telegram of yesterday 
that you were anxious to know what 
steps had been taken to carry out the 
arrangement. He asked me to come 
to the Vatican to-morrow to discuss 
the matter fully as by that time he 
would have received' the Prussian 
Minister’s answer. I said it would be 
deplorable for the Vatican if the ar­
rangement fell through after it had 
been published officially in England 
and Italy and his Eminence quite 
agreed that it would be so.

4. Telegram from Sir H. Howard, 
His Maesty’s Envoy to the Vatican. 
May 1st, 1915, (Received May 1st.)

Cardinal Secretary of State has 
just handed me note of which follow­
ing is the translation :

“The Undersigned Cardinal Secre­
tary of State of His Holiness hastens 
to inform Sir H. Howard, His Britan­
nic Majesty’s Envoy Extraordinary to 
the Holy See that the German Gov­
ernment have declared that they sus­
pend the consent already given, 
thanks to intervention of the Holy- 
See, to exchange without limit of age. 
of civilian prisoners incapacitated for 
Military service until His Britannic 
Majesty’s Government treat the com­
manders and crew of German sub­
marines as prisoners of war.

“The writer has not failed to make 
urgent representations to the German 
Government to induce them to re­
verse this decision, but he grieves tr 
have to announce to His Majesty’s 
Minister that they have been ineffect­
ive.

“Meanwhile the Cardinal Secretary 
of State readily seir.es the opportun 
ity to renpw to HiS Excellency the 
sentiments of his highest considéra 
tion.

P. CARDINAL GASPARRI."’

Telegram from Sir H. Howard 
His Maiesty’s Envoy to the Vatican 
May 1st, 1915. (Received May 1st.)

“My telegram of to-day.
“When handing me his note inform­

ing me of the decision of the German 
Government to suspend agreement tc 
exchange civilian incapacitated pris­
oners until His Majesty’s Govern­
ment treated submarine prisoners as 
prisoners of war, Cardinal Secretary 
of State explained that when the 
Prussian Minister spoke the other 
day of treating these two questions 
jointly he was really communicating 
the above-mentioned decision of his 
Government. The Cardinal had then 
asked him to appeal earnestly to his 
Government to reverse their decis­
ion, and this he promised to do. He 
added that yesterday evening the 
Prussian Minister had informed him 
that he had telegraphed to Berlin as 
the Cardinal had requested, but that 
he had received no reply to his tele­
gram, and that consequently he in­
terpreted the" silence of his Govern­
ment as meaning that they adhered 
to their decision. Cardinal expressed 
his great regret at this decision, and 
added that he had done all in his" 
power to induce the, German Govern­
ment to reverse the same. I said it 
was indeed deplorable for the Vatican 
and I asked him whether the Ger­
man Government had ever disputed 
the fact that they had consented tr 
the arrangement for the exchange of 
civilian incapacitated prisoners quite 
independently of the question of 
military age, and he replied that the 
German Government had never dis­
puted this fact.

Blind from house to house in the city. 
The request for a thank-offering of 
twenty cents from every woman for 
the blessing of sight, is we think a 
very modest one. To some, of course, 
the donation, small as it,is, may be 
to involve a sacrifice, but the sacrifice 
will be sweetened by the joy of hav­
ing done something to alleviate the 
condition of those deprived of the 
great blessing of sight. All of us, at 
al! times feel disposed towards help­
ing those who cannot help themselves, 
but in this particular instancé the wo­
men of Newfoundland who are contri­
buting to the fund for this laudable 
object are doing a good work. They 
are providing a way by which the 
blind may help themselves and are 
relieving them the painful sensitive­
ness of feeling that they are a burden 
on their fellow men. To alleviate 
the sufferings of those whose eyes 
are closed to the blessed light of day 
is a bénéficient work, for though the 
lone and tender care of friends may 
fill the place of eyes for a time the 
afflicted ones gradually lapse #into a 
state of despondency, brought about 
by their feeling of dependence. If 
the Adult Blind of Newfoundland 
can be taught to read Braille, and 
pursue some of the occupations that 
blind of other countries are doing, 
then a new life and happier life will 
be opened to them. We hope that to­
morrow will finalize a week of suc­
cessful effort t on behalf of those de­
prived of the'great blessing of sight.

The British loan.
The New York Evening Post says: 

To-day’s cables did not give sufficient 
details for -determining just how far 
the large subscription to the new Bri­
tish war loan was a result of ordin­
ary and unconditional bids of invest­
ors, and how far for the purpose of 
enabling subscribers to convert an 
equivalent amount of their old Gov­
ernment bonds into the 4% per cent. 
This is an interesting question, be­
cause subscribers of the last-named 
class have to pay up in full before 
'they can effect such conversion, 
whereas other subscribers may pay in 
10 and 15 per cent, instalments, ma­
turing between now and October 20. 
To the extent that the subscriptions 
was made up by investors with con­
sols and the “first war loan" to con­
vert, the influence on the London mo­
ney market of the initial payment, on 
July 20, will be the greater. The mo­
ney rate at London remained un­
changed to-day at yesterday's rela­
tively high figures.

The subscription fairly introduces 
cne of the real tests of the economic 
situation. Beginning with last, au­
tumn, the German Government has 
put out $3,500,000,000 in 5 per cent, 
bonds, and the English Government 
$4,675,000,000 in what may be classed 
as 4% per cent. ' When it is consid­
ered that the largest total amount of 
new securities even taken in any sin­
gle year has been $800,000,000 in Ger­
many, and $1,335,000,000 in England, 
the extraordinary nature of the pre­
sent episode may be better judged. It 
has resulted already in the diplodge- 
ment of the investments of both 
countries in the securities of outside 
nations, and we have been feeling the 
pressuré on the New York stock and 
bond market.

It still remains to be seen how 
much further this movement will go. 
But it is certainly a striking fact that 
the announcement of the huge sub­
scription to the English loan should 
have been accompanied in New York 
to-day by a rising market for stocks 
and "a notably firm and steady mar­
ket for bonds.

This is one of several experiences.

There is nothing, to my 
mind, smaller than to let a sense of 
personal injury prejudice^one against 
a worthy cause and I do not mean to 
write in that spirit.
The Gentlewoman Who Needs a Job.

But I do think the people who con­
duct such philanthropies need warn­
ing. Altogether too often the exist­
ence of such positions is used as an 
opportunity to find a comfortable 
berth for the protege of some wealthy 
patron. These are often gentlewo­
men in reduced circumstances who, 
are not trained for any other occu­
pation. Oftentimes such women are 
hopelessly out of sympathy >vith the 
class they are supposed to serve. 
They feel themsêlves creatures of an­
other world ’ and they patronize, ir­
ritate and antagonize those whom 
they are paid to help. . t . '

It seems to me that people in such 
positions should be carefully watch­
ed and eithej" taught sympathy and 
real helpfulness or asked to find em­
ployment where they cannot do much 
harm. I believe some system should 
be followed like that whereby the 
telephone company makes sure of the

There is something detestable 
and offensive in the frozen, impatient 
and often insulting manner of the 
men and women who occupy little 
positions of authority like these, and 
before who poor working girls, and I 
suppose, men, must go.”

The above is an extract from the 
life story of a girl who left her home 
with only ten dollars in her pocket 
and with little education, and who, 
after many vicissitudes, became a 
successful author.

Turned Into The Streets.
In the course of her adventures she 

went to Chicago without any know­
ledge of the city, and having been 
told of one of the homes for girls, 
tried to get a rborii there*. She had 
money to pay for it, but was at first 
refused, because she had no written 
character and knew no one in the 
city from whom she could get 'one. 
Eventually she was admitted, but only 
after an unpleasant ixmtvoversy 
with ah official such as she described. 
Afterwards she saw other girls turn­
ed away for lack of money or cre­
dentials.

The story is supposed to be per­
fectly true.

THE LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, To-day.

The Austro-German armies contin­
ue to press the Russian forces, de­
fending Warsaw. While they have 
made progress at some points, they 
have not as yet made any serious 
breach in the well-fortified inner 
lines, defending the city. The Rus­
sians have been pressed back to 
bridgehead positions directly west of 
Warsaw and into the fortress of 
Ivangorod further southeast of the 
Vistula, but at these points they are 
probably in a better position to offer 
stubborn resistance than their oppon­
ents. Two attacks that are being 
made from the north along the Narew 
River by Von Hindenburg and that 
which Von MacKenzen is directing 
from the southeast between Vistula 
and Bug Rivers, have apparently 
been held up, or the Germans are 
waiting for an opportune moment for 
a move forward to catch the Russian 
armies, should it be decided to evac­
uate Warsaw. At any rate, Berlin 
official statement does not claim any 
advance for Von MacKenzen, while 
tlie report although it states the Rus­
sians have ceased counter-attacks 
along the Narew, does not mention 
success on the part of Von MacKen­
zen. However, should the Russians 
hold Warsaw, they would surprise 
miltiary critics of the Allied coun­
tries, who have discounted the loss of 
the city, attacked from all sides by 
opponents possessed of a superiority 
in guns and munitions.

FISCAL CHANGES PROBABLE.
LONDON, July 22.

Under the présent exceptional cir­
cumstances, the question of further 
taxation of imports needs serious 
consideration, ahd the Government 
and Chancellor of the Exchequer will 
give the matter early attention, said 
Premier Asquith to-day to a deputa­
tion of bankers and merchants which 
interviewed him for the purpose of 
urging greater national economy, in­
creased taxation of imported goods, 
as well as ' of a tax on smaller in­
comes. The Premier said he was in 
full agreement with the deputation. 
The country had not gone far enough 
in providing additional resource^ 
from taxation for carrying on the 
war. He for a long while had been 
of the opinion that the present in­
come tax was very arbitrary, and 
that it ought to begin on a lower 
scale. As to direct taxation, it was 
obvious that if credit was to be main­
tained, the pecuniary resources need­
ed for the effective conduct of the 
war must he procured. The consump­
tion of imports must be diminished 
and the export trade maintained on 
an increased scale. The question 
must be dealt with as a whole, and 
not by piece-meal in the budget.

EATONNE STRIKE FATALITIES.
NEW YORK, July 22.

Whether the militia will be called

NO MARINE LOSSES FOR A WEEK.
LONDON, July 22.'

The total immigration for 1914 is 
given as 168,930, a decrease of over 
50 per cent, as compared with the 
preceding year. For the present year 
it is expected that there will be an­
other large decrease, as, with the ex­
ception of new settlers still coming 
into Western Canada from the United 
States, immigration has practically 
ceased on account of the war, and the 
existing financial depression. It 
would not be surprising if at the end 
of the present year the official esti­
mate of the population of the Domin­
ion shows the total to be again under 
the eight million mark.

SUITS To find the “tonnage” or “displace­

ment” of .a ship is rather puzzling. 
The tonnage of a ship is the measure 
of its cubical or carrying capacity ex­
pressed in tons. At the present time 
there are four methods in use of ex­
pressing the tonnage of a ship, known 
respectively as the gross tonnage, the 
net register tonnage, the deadweight 
tonnage, and the displacement ton­
nage. In calculating the gross ton­
nage the whole interior capacity of 
the ship below the tonnage deck is 
found, including that of all covered 
in spaces on deck used for stowage, 
and the result in cubic feet divided by 
100. The net register tonnage is the 
gross tonnage minus all the spaces 
used for the accommodation of the 
crew and instruments and ;he work­
ing parts of the ship. It is on the net 
regster tonnage that, almost invaria­
bly, dues are paid. The deadweight 
tonnage is the measure of the exact 
amount of cargo that a ship can 
carry without sinking too deep in the 
water. The displacement tonnage is 
the space occupied by the ship in the 
water ; the amount of water displac­
ed by a ship is, of course, equal in 
weight to the ship and all it contains. 
As one'ton is equal to thirty-lve cubic 
feet of water, the displacement ton­
nage is found by dividing the num­
ber of cubic feet of water displaced 
by thirty-five, when the ship is im­
mersed up to its draught or loadline.

The steam has been waste- 
fully used in small engines of :>n old, 
non-condensing type, but in recent 
experiments the heat of the springs—- 
on account of the impurities con­
tained—is made to generate steam 
from fresh water, and this is employ­
ed in low-pressure turbines for driv­
ing electric generators. The large 
area to be served with electric en­
ergy from the earth's own heat, if 
present expectations are realized, will 
include the neighbouring cities of 
Volterra, Siena, and Leghorn.
