THE NAVY’S WORK.
LONDON, Oct !■:.

Figures made public to-day on the 
growth of the British navy during ths 
war showing that the fleet including 
auxiliary increased from 2,500,004 
tons displacement to 6,800,000 tons 
and the personnel from 146.000 t« 
406,000. Since the outbreak of the 
war 21,500,000 soldiers have biee 
transported by sea, of which 4,391 
were lost. For the requirements ol 
the British naval and military forces 
more than 86,000,000 tons of stores 
were transhipped, while more than 
24,000,000 tons were taken overseas 
for Great Britain’s Allies. Transpor­
tation also was provided for 2,000.000 
American soldiers. The organisation 
of convoys due to German submarine 
warfare has been an important part 
of the work of the British navy since 
March 1917, from which time there 
has been 75,929 sailings with the .’ais­
es numbering only a few hundred 
vessels.

WILSON’S NOTE APPROVED.

MADAME LIZA LEHMANN,
Musical life in London is appreci­

ably poorer by reason of Liza Leh­
mann's death. Few women musicians 
possessed such varied gifts. First as 
singer, then as composer, and finally 
as vocal teacher, she made a distinct 
mark. She was 66, and had been be­
fore the public since 1886. During her 
nine years as a public singer Liza
