to-day as Prohibition ; hence that for 
which people voted does not exist, 
except in* the imagination of over- 
enthusiastic Prohibitionists, who will 
refuse to kok facts squarely in the 
face, and who will refuse to see that 
Prohibition is not what it was to have 
been. I ask my Prohibition friends 
this question: Does consumption of 
13,512 gallons of liquor in one year 
look anything like .prohibition of 
liquor? It is like sticking one’s head 

i in the sand, to refuse to see that there 
1 Is no prohibition in Newfoundland, 
, with thirteen thousand gallons of 

booze consumed per year. If Prohi­
bitionists continue to refuse to re­
cognize that fact, then Prohibition is 

Agoing to-be lost. Prohibition never 
had a lighter hold on Newfoundland 
than at the present moment. Prohibi­
tion will have a still lighter hold this 
time next year, if things continue as 
they gre. It won’t be many years 
before Prohibition, as a principle, will 
be without champions except among 
the clergy and other intense moral 
uplifters—unless something is done 
to divert the channel of opinion by 
reforming 'Prohibition. We must treat 
this matter of booze as . we would 
treat an epidemic of typhus. We 
must relentlessly and quite without 
mercy exterminate it. We don’t dick­
er with an outbreak of typhus, don’t 
try to modify it or merely limit it; 
we eliminate it So we must elimin­
ate booze. If we don’t, then booze is 
going to E~ow strong again. We must 
fegard booze as a wild beast, stink­
ing of beastiality and brutality, the 
antithesis of civilization (which is 
enthronement of the mind, as oppos­
ed to enthronement of the lower in­
stincts), and the enemy t>f culture. 
With that attitude, then, we must 
stand firmly for its total abolition, 
extinction, elimination and destruc­
tion. I believe that the vast majority 
of people in Newfoundland favor total 
abolition of liquor, and that if it was 
put to a vote to-day v it would win 
hands down. I believe that the ma­
jority of those who voted for modi­
fication would vote for abolition, and 
for the same reason.

A very sorry tale la that brought 
by passengers on s.a. Prospère, of 
conditions now prevalent <n certain 
rfarts of the northern districts. Star­
vation Is rampant in many places and 
In Twilllngate district especially, des­
titution Is abroad. Recently at Com­
fort Cove, where some twenty fam­
ilies reside, a email store was brok­
en Into and two barrels of flour tak­
en, which waa distributed among ten 
families who are destitute. Constable 
Tulk was sent to investigate the mat­
ter, and waa told by the people that 
the flour taken from the store saved 
at least three families from starva­
tion, and If relief was not forthcom­
ing the hungry would be obliged to 
take any provisions that were stored 
In the settlement.

A famous professor was so complete­
ly taken in by the impostor that he 
factually started compiling a grammar 
|-and dictionary of the “agrach lan­
guage.” Meanwhile, a specimen of 
".".the strange writing was sent by a 
«friend in Paris to Mr. G. R. Sims in 
"London.

He pronounced the seemingly 
; meaningless jumble of words to be a 
..compound of Romany and Yiddish, in­
termixed with thieves’ slang from 
several European countries. This 

"gave the French police a clue. The. 
^self-styled Ripartamor’s finger-prints 
-were taken, and he was presently 

Identified as a well-known interna­
tional "crook” named Agostino 
Rinaldo, which same impeachment, 
realizing that the game was up, he did 
not trouble to deny.

Of all the many frauds of the kind, 
however, that perpetrated by an in­
dividual known as “Psalmanazar, the 
Formosan,” is the most remarkable.

He turned up in London in the guise 
of a wandering "Formosan prince,” 
and, according to his story, he had 
been deprived of his rank and titles, 
and expelled from his country for the 
“crime” of embracing Christianity.

not do in tfre matter of Reparation Is 
a trivial affair' compared with our for­
eign trade. But the disquieting truth is 
that, while we look on, as it were, with 
folded arms, our foreign trade is slip­
ping from us. Every day makes re­
covery more difficult, yet the nation as 
a whole hardly seems to realise in the 
faintest degree the morass to which it 
is drifting. No great effort of Imagina­
tion is required to conceive the plight 
of Great Britain if thrown entirely, or 
almost entirely, upon her domette re­
sources. The great majority of our 
people could not, in ' such circum­
stances, obtain a livelihood here, and 
should turn, in despair, to the empor­
ium of the world, and only by retain­
ing that position can she maintain lier 
place In the scale of population and 
in the scale of nations. Theoretically, 
it may be desirable that work-people 
in all countries should act together 
with due regard for one anothers’ in­
terest In daily life, however, they do 
nothing of the kind. The American col­
lier, for example, produces twice as 
much coal as the British. In co-opera­
tion with the mineowner, he has no 
hesitation in endeavouring to cut <)ut 
British coal in neutral markets. In 
South America his efforts have met 
with almost complete success. The 
same thing is happening in other in­
dustries, Sympathy with the workers’

■ aspirations must not obscure our vi­
sion of an unsentimental world, where 
in th ecompetition for wealth, we are 
being hard driven by unsympathetic 
foreigners—masters and men. They 
want the fruits of Industry, and are- 
determined to have them, if they can, 
at the expense of the British worker. 
There is no end to proposals for salv­
ing the difficulty. Weudo nqt^intend 
to darken counsel by adding to them. 
But we do say that it ought not to be 
beyond th| capacity of the parties to 
terminate a state of affairs ruinous to 
the country. The whole question should 
be.approached without prejudice and 
without predilection, without slavish 
idolatry of untired theories or hoary 
conventions. The country is In dire 
peril. Intellects unshackled and gen­
erous sympathies are needed to save 
the situation.—News of The World.

In the old method 
pearwood was cut with the grain. He 
used boxwood, cut across the grain. 
Bewick was the flrst to Interpret the 
design rather than to follow slavishly 
the lines. To Illustrate: The shadow 
side of a rock would be made, In the 
flrst method, by digging out all .the 
space between the artist's lins». In 
the later method the effect would be 
attained by running white lines 
through the Shadow-in such a way as 
to get the proper tone and character.

Germany has not realized what has 
happened to her. Her troops were wel­
comed back to Berlin in 1918 as “un­
beaten." Her territory had never been 
Invaded, except temporarily In Blast 
Prussia. Her fields had not been ravag­
ed, and her factories had been left in­
tact. And her Government husltv set 
to work In the old fashion to seek to 
undo as much of the Versailles Treaty 
as possible. AI1 this gave gronnl and 
some reason for the complaint that tke 
armistice was a mistake, and that, In 
order to break German pride entirely, 
the war shoujd have been continued 
until Berlin was occupied and a Peace 
of Potsdam dictated.

These regrets, whether well found­
ed or not, have all alo^ng been vain, 
and now, at any rate, there Is no occa­
sion tor renewing them. For there can 
be no doubt that Germany at laet 
knows the truth. The most ignorant 
German farm laborer, ae well as the 
most overbearing Junker, cannot fall 
to have come to the full realisation of 
defeat If the Iron had not entered 
Germany’s soul before. It has done so 
now. She has to make complete and 
humble submission to the victors. Her 
vaunted “shining armor” of other days 
has to be cast Into the Junk heap. She 
must disarm. She must try her mili­
tary criminals. And she must pay the 
huge bill for damages. What boots It 
that her raglculture and Industry were 
left untouched by the war, so long as 
their product» must be for years sub­
ject to foreign claims? Her farms may 
he flourishing, but France and England 
will have a large part of their usufruct. 
Her manufactures may be ready for 
great expansion, bnt the wealth which 
they produce la heavily mortgaged to 
other nations. Every German artlean 
will go to his dally task aware that a 
good part of his labor Is to be for the 
benefit of Belgians and Englishmen 
and the Frebch. Germany knows to­
day If she did not before.
