Tarift Revision.

If there were ever a time when
a revision of our tariff was nec-
essary, it is now. Realizing this,
the Prime Minister promised to
appoint a tariff revision commis-
sion this year, it is hoped that
when the Budget is introduced
into the House this ‘year, all
duties will have been placed oa a
more proportionate basis. Up to
the present, however, no com-
mission has been appointed and
it is further believed that an
Act of Parliament will be neces-
sary to confirm the appointment
when made. If thisbeso,then the
hope of a revision of tariff for
the present year is very slight.

Our Educational
System.

That all is not right with our
educational system has been ap-
parent for some time, and the
statement made at a recent de-
bate, that Newfoundland’s per-
centage of illiteracy was 17, the
highest in the British Empire, is
not, therefore, surprising. Hut if
it be not surprising, it is certain-
1y disgraceful, and shows the
necessity for an early alteration
in the existing system. We have
a Department of Education but
what has it accomplished? Very
little so far as can be seen. Inter-
denominationalism seems ic be
the only solution, at least, so far
as the outports are concerned.
Obviously it is ridiculous that a
tiny outport, barely large
enough to support one school,
should maintain two and even
three. That, however, is what
exists to a very large extent
throughout the country. There
are many who object to inter-
denominational education. If
some other solution to the pro-
blem can be found, it would be
just as welcome. Som=thing
must be done, and the sooner the
educationalists get together and
evolve some plan which will tend
to improve the present school
system, the better will it be for
the country.

A Local Flour Mill.

Now that the need for new
avenues of employment is so
great, the intention of 'a Can-
adian firm to erect a flour mill in
this country is well worthy of
support. The representative of
the company is at present in the
city and declares that not alone
will the erection of this mill
mean an initial expenditure of |
$500,000-in this country, but
that nearly 500 men will be em- |
ployed when the mill is in cper-
ation. The introduction of such
an industry has often been sug-
gested, and now, for the. first
time, there appears to be every
hope that it will become an ac-
complished fact.'’ Newfoundland
imports a very large quantity of
flour annually, and consequent-
ly, would benefit to an enormous
extent, if the grain were ground
lacally.

The Flour Mill.

REASONS FOR SITE CHOSEN—LIVE
STOCK MAY ALSO BE RAISED.

{tn allow the Octette to demonmsirate

In looking around for a site" for the
proposed Flour Mill, many considera-
tions had to be counted upon. Some of
these were: deep water for handling
of large grain carriers, shipping facil-
ities for output, close proxmity to tim-
ber supply, low insurance risk and
power possibilities. After a careful
study of the map of Newfoundland
Mr. Palmer decided that the bottom
of Random Arm offers these require-
ments, equally if not more so than any .
other point.

There i8 an abundance of deep,
water, fully protected and the largest
boat that can be used in the transpor-
tation .of grain can dock, There is a'
natural formation of rock that will
count to a large degree in the con-.
struetion of a pier. The adjoining
land is splendidly adapted for mill eite‘
and siding purposes. It i8 on the;
Bonavista Branch railway, just off the |
main line East and West, and ‘only ten|
minutes run for the mail boat from its
dock at Clarenville.

In and around the bottom of Ran-
dom Arm and Smith’s, Sound there is
a plentiful - supply of necessary tim-
ber, easy of access. One of the prime !
considerations in locating any indus-
try is power facilities. The site chosen
offers a choice of steam or electric:
Eleetric being the more economical
will be used and power will be gen-
erated from Shoal Harbour Brook. it
is the intention of those behind the
undertaking to develop the raising of
cattle and hogs to consume the feed
that will accumulate, and this also
entered very largely into the deter-
mining upon the site; as there lies
West from Shoal Harbour thousands
of acres of what is at the present time
a fire stricken waste, but which offrs
great possihilities as a cattle range.

In discussing this phase of the ques-
tion, Mr. Palmer speaking from his
experience on the cattle ranges cof
Western Canada, remarked that “it is
a erying shame for the people of!
Newfoundland to be sending their
hundreds of thousands of dollars »ut
of the country annually, in order to
import as many of the necessaries of
life that without a doubt ecan be pro>-
duced at home. It looks as though
our people are afraid to get out of
sight of salt water. If a concerted ef-
fort were made to develop the interior
agricultural resources, the island
would be self-supporting so far as the
coarser grains, meat and common
fruits and vegetables are concerned.”

The - practicability of importing
wheat and milling it in this couniry
will be taken up in another issue. It
is the intention to sell only to the
trade, and this it is claimed can be
done at a saving to the merchants of

Pastor Angelicns
or ‘Angelic Pastor, Pastor et Nauia
or Shepard and Sailor, Flos Florum
or . thé Flower of Flowers, De
Medietate Lunae or About the half of
the Moon, Deé Labore Solis or In the
Work of the Sun, Gloria Olivae or the
Glory of the Olive. The manuscript
then ends with the following: “In
the last persecution of the Church
there shall .sit Peter the Roman who
shall find his flock in many tribula-
tions, whose reign being to end, the
city of the Seven Hills shall be des-
troyed and the Great Judge shall
come t> judge the people.

The mottoes of the last four Popes
give plausibility to Malachy's pro-
phecy of those to come. Pius XI
whose legend was Crux de Cruce or
Cross upon Cross, amply fulfilled this
motto in his life as many of those
now living can remember. Leo XIII
was Lumen 'in Coelo or Light in the
Heavens. He certainly was the big
intellectual light of his time. Pius X
was Ignis Ardens or Burning Fire.
His charity‘ and love of God- is
symbolised by fire and Religio De-
populatz, or Religion Depopulated,
and surely in the Great War. when
millions of his spiritual children
were wiped out in France, Austria,
and Belgium, etc., the prophecy was
vindicated.

The history of this old institution is
an amazing one; yet the public knows
little of its romance. .

In bygone days the country was vir-
tually ruled by the Privy Council. To-
day its functions are in no sense auto-
cratic, and all its deliberations are
more or less of a formal character.
‘When it was at the height of its
power, and known under its iirst
name, the Great Council of the King,
its duties were many and varied, and
largely affected the conduct of
Royal Household. The members
duties, as defined in the oath, include:

cunning and discretion;
King’s council secret;
ruption; and to help and strengthen
the execution of what shall be re-
solved.”

A Curious Task.

Sometimes in the past the Councnl
came to loggerheads with Parliament,
and once, at least—when James
tore up Parliament’s protest against
his interference with Sunday liberties
—came off best. As time went on its
duties were merged into Parliament,
and it became a much weakened body.

Some of the matters which the
Council has taken in hand would
sound strange to modern ears. In
1788 it took upon itself the duty of
inquiring into the sanity of George
III,, and receiving the report of the
Royal surgeons. Later, in 1821, it had
sufficient strength to take up the
question of Queen Caroline’s right to
be crowned Queen Consort.

A good idea of the old status of the
Council may be gathered from
fact that the Cabinet was one of its,
sub-committees, and still is, for that
matter.

The Council, however, is rarely con-
sulted now and even when Orders in
Council are issued they take the!
name Council in a purely formal man-
ner. No Order in Council can be made
which Parliament cannot override.

Nearly all the Council’s duties are
now carried on by such bodies as the

ernment Board, which are really off-
shoots of the Council.

One of its most important remaining
functions .is its part in judicial mat-
ters. Where the law courts have fuil-
ed the Judicial Committee of
Council can step in and summon de-
fendants and accusers before it.

Only on very rare occasions is the
full Privy Council summoned. The
succession of the King, or a Rnyal
marriage, may require a full Council.
Perhaps the most famous meeting was
that of November, 1839, when the
whole of the Council was called to
Buchingham Palace to receive Queen
Victoria’s announcement of her in-
tended marriage.

Ordinary meetings of the Coancil—
which require the attendance of only
four or six—are usually held at in-
tervals of three or four weeks in one
of the rooms of the Palace. The busi-
ness, as a rule, is purely formal, and,
indeed, there is little hard work at-
tached to a Privy Councillor’s job.
