They seem to fence off 
uncomprehended dangers from western 
çlvfllsgtlon, much as artificial dykes 
keep the se» oqt of Holland. One of the 
perils hidden behind that mountain 
wall Is the unruly and turbulent pow­
er, of the Wahabi kingdom, whose war­
riors have once again during the last 
few days invaded Transjordania.

The Wahabis have made the history 
of Arabia and its adjacent lands for 
the last 150 years. For more than a 
century p»st they have regularly trou­
bled the peace of the Near East.

They are a race ‘ of Arabs Inhabit­
ing a tract of country more or less in 
the centre of Arabia, and their capital, 
Riyadh, is some eight or nine hundred 
miles south-east of the Jordan valley. 
They are a tribe of soldiers and re­
ligious fanatics, and perhaps they are 
the only Moslems left who still seri­
ously regard the “jihad,” or religious 
war against non-Moslems, as a duty 
incumbent on all true believers.

The founder of the sect, from whom 
its name is derived, was a certain Mo­
hamed Ibn Abdul Wahab, a religious 
ascetic who fiourished in the early 
years of the eighteenth century. He 
set out to be a- reformer of the Ma- 
homtnedan religion, and there is much 
in his Puritanical outlook—his con­
demnation of indulgence in wine and 
tobaccp and the wearing of fine 
clothes and jewels, and his hatred of 
elaborate ritual in religion—which re­
calls the austere regime of the Puri­
tans in England. At Riyahd the 
whole population assembles several 
times a day for public prayers In the 
great mosque, and severe punishment 
is inflicted on absentees.

The wild fanatics who adopted the 
Puritanical tenets of Abdul Wahab 
succeeded In conquering large tracts 
of territory. In 1803 their ruler, 
Baud, was even able to capture Mecca, 
the Holy City, where he made a bon­
fire in the courtyard of the great mos­
que out of àll thè tobacco, pipes, 
jewels, silk, and other aids to luxury, 
as he conceived it, on which be could 
lay his hands.

Between 1810 and 1818 the con­
quests of the Wahabis were cut short 
by the campaigns of Mohamed Ali, 
the Albanian general of the Turkish 
Sultan, and the first Khedive of 
Egypt, and his subordinate command­
ers, and their country reduced to a 
nominal dependency on Turkey.

The cruelty and treachery of the 
Turks in these campaigns left an 
undying legacy of hatred behind, and 
the Wahabis were ready enough in 
the late war to rebel against Turkey. 
To-day they are a free and independ­
ent and—it must be added—eminent­
ly dangerous people. /Together with 
a similar measure of Puritanism, 
they have all, the fighting qualities 
of Cromwell’s Ironsides.—London 
Daily Mail.

■w-wmwmip ROAD EXPERIMENT TO GUIDE 

MOTORISTS ROUND BENDS.
An interesting experiment In traf­

fic regulation has been tried on the 
main roads of Worcestershire during 
the past two months. All corners and 
bends have had painted upon them a 
broad white longitudinal strip to mark 
the middle of the road, so that motor­
ists may keep within it on their pro­
per side when rounding the bend. 
The mark is exceptionally plain and 
lasting, and motorists almost without 
exception follow the guidance afford­
ed them. More than that, it has been 
observed that where there is a stream 
of motor traffic the thick white indi­
cators have the effect of preventing 
that most dangerous of road practices 
—overtaking on a bend. Where other­
wise the following driver might be 
tempted to swing oat suddenly to pass 
a slower vehicle on a bend, he auto­
matically Slows down and pulls In be­
hind the slower car until both are 
round the curve and he can see his 
road dear «head. Mr. C. F. Gettings, 
the Worcestershire County surveyor, 
borrowed the idea from the United 
States. He used a washable paint, 
which has proved to be cheap and ef­
ficient.

Ramsay MacDonald, the 
British Premier, told the Assembly 
that this clause did not seem to be 
precise and he wanted it examined 
and brought up to date before Great 
Britain would sign it, but no changes 
will be made In its phraseology. The 
goal of precision will be attained by 
allowing all countries to make reser­
vation when signing it.

York, Is by no means far-fetched. He

It Is possible for any person, no 
matter, how poor, to bring or defend 
actions or other proceedings (other 
than criminal or bankruptcy) In the 
High Court of Justice. To ensure that 
his case is put properly before the 
court there is machinery for provid­
ing the poor person with legal aid for 
which he has to pay nothing.

This free legal aid covers every 
form of dispute. It may, for instance, 
be a suit brought by a person who 
has been knocked down and* injured 
by a motor-car; or it may be that a 
person has been wrongfully dealt with 
by his employer, or that there is some 
family trouble over the meaning of 
a will or the disposal of some pro­
perty under it

What Is a “Poor Person”!
The privilege does not, however, 

extend to proceedings in the County 
Court, so that where a poor person is 
proceeding as plaintiff, his cause will 
be heard either in the High Court of 
Justice, London, or at the Assize town 
in his county. If he is sued, he will 
be able to obtain assistance only in 

: cases where the proceedings are in 
I the High Court

All that a person is required to do 
; is to satisfy the court or a judge that 
I he has reasonable grounds for bring­
ing or defending or otherwise being a 
party to the proceedings, and that he 
is not worth £50 after excluding his 
wearing apparel, the tools of his 
trade, and the subject matter of the 
dispute. The judge has a further dis­
cretion to grant legal aid in cases 
where the applicant is worth more 
than £50 but less than £100.

How to Apply.
A person must make application on 

a form provided for the purpose. 
This form is to be obtained free of 
charge from, and when completed by 
the applicant should be returned to, 
the officer appointed to deal with these 
matters. In the case of matters in­
tended to be dealt with in London, the 
proper officer is the Secretary, Lon­
don Prescribed Officers (Poor Per­
sons), Royal Courts of Justice, and in 
matters intended to be dealt with in 
the country, the District Registrar.

The applicant must state his means, 
the names of the parties or proposed 
parties to tie proceedings, and the 
nature of his case. He must also give 
the name and addresses of two peo­
ple to whom reference can be made. 
These should not be witnesses -or re­
latives. ïn casés where application 
is made on behalf of a person under 
twenty-one years of age, the form 
should "be filled up and sighed by the 
guardian or “next friend,” who must 
be a poor person within the above de­
finition.

When Payment Is Required.
The application, is examined by soli­

citors or counsel, who report upon 
the merits of the case and, after in­
quiry, upon the question whether or 
not the applicant should be admitted 
as a poor person. In the case of ma­
trimonial causes the applicant is re­
quired at this stage to pay into court 
usually the sum of £5. It suits to de­
clare a marriage void this sum is in­
creased to £ 15. In all other cases no

Dr. Carrel has had 
to have recourse to portions of the hu­
man brain wherewith to carry on his 
studies in the immortality of the var­
ious organs of the human body. He 
has now in his laboratdty the con­
nective tissue of the brain of a man 
who has been dead for ten and a half 
years. These fragments are at the 
present moment alive and growing.

These living specimens of a man’s 
brain, separated from his body for 
more than ten years have probably 
some feeling. They grow and become 
embryonic and so far as can be told 
they show every prospect of con­
tinued growth.

It is recognized now- that even nerve 
cells and fibres will continue to grow 
and develop apart from the body It 
placed repeatedly in a fresh nutritive 
medium. The surface of this nerve 
tissue, unfortunately, does not keep 
pace in growth with the bulk of it, 
and therefore the centre parts cannot 
obtain sufficient nourishment. The 
centre deteriorates as the surface 
grows, and real growth is accordingly 
slight. ^

Dr. Carrel has proved by actne 
laboratory demonstrations that the 
cells of which the human body is 
built need not necessarily die—thqA 
death when it occurs, is accidental, 
not incidental. The loss of vitality 
and the incipient decay which affect 
cells when they have reached a cer­
tain age is, in his view, due to some 
mysterious self-produced poison that 
has so far eluded the most persistent 
search. When signs of age begin to 
appear in the cells of his cultures, 
Carrel bathes them in a chemical so­
lution and they are once again rejuv­
enated.

Naturally the question arises: if the 
body cell itself behaves as though it 
were immortal when rejuvenated with 
poison-destroying solutions, can the 
sum-total of all the various cells that 
constitute the human being ever were 
subjected to the reviving eéect of 
similar treatment? It is Dr. Carrel’s 
opinion that the day will come when 
the life of man will be prolonged just

The 
high cost of living to-day not 
only prevents the householder 
from purchasing supplies, but 
the drain on his resources makes 
any outlay on the upkeep of his 
property, which is equally es­
sential to health, a practical im­
possibility.

The Rev. Dr.
Campbell Morgan

AT GO WEB STREET CHURCH.

(I.C.M.)
The visit to our city of a preacher 

of the Rev. Dr. Campbell Morgan's 
ability is worthy of more than pass­
ing note, hence we devote full space 
to his opening .services which were 
conducted et Gower Street Church 
yesterday.

That the Interest was deep, was 
manifested by the large congregations 

lS7t by W. J. HerderjU-which attended, and by the intense 
eagerness, and close attention which 
was to be observed oç every face. The 
services began well, and the con­
gregation at once caught the inspira­
tion of the hour. Hearty singing and 
earnest prayer formed the keynote all 
through, and it may be safely assum­
ed that the spirit of last night will 
continue right through the week.

The Rev. Dr. Robinson, who Is in 
charge of Dr. Morgan’s tour, opened 
the services, and he also preached at 
the regular service of 6.30 p.m. Dr. 
Robinson is well adapted to conduct 
such services, and as a preacher he 
has excellent talent. He is a gentle­
man of high ideals, and of sympathe­
tic touch in hie language, and his 
message last night will not soon be 
forgotten.

But it is Dr. Morgan that the public 
want to learn of, for he is the centre 
of attraction. First and last, Dr. 
Morgan is a master mind, and in all 
his utterances he carries conviction. 
He is truly an expositor of ability, 
and has at his finger’s end the great 
facts of secred history, and is also in 
touch with the real conditions of the 
day, and to all that he says, he ap­
plies his deductions. He puts his 
finger upon the danger-spots of 
society, and Yecognises the weakness 
of national and International life, and 
in language firm, clear, and em­
phatic, states his case. His message 
is for the hour, and well would it be 
for the church as well as for the na­
tion, and for the nations, it such prin­
ciples as he maintains were adopt­
ed. The world needs such a message 
as Dr. Morgan has, and it would seem 
that such a man Is raised up to be 
heard. The old prophets were men 
outstanding; and they cried halt to 
the people when they forgot their 
duty. The world is not yet beyond 
the need of such men as the prophets, 
and there is no doubt whatever that 
if Dr.. Morgan were rated in his true 
role, he would rank as a prophet of 
the twentieth century. Such men 
have been raised up in every age of 
the Christian era, and at different 
times and under special conditions, 
they have declared their message. 
Those men were heard. Kings, poten­
tates, and powers bowed to them. All 
history teaches that. It would be a 
great thing for the world, it its' lead­
ers, could hear the voice of such men 
and if they would listen to them. The 
remedy for the world’s ills lies not in 
contention, nor in war, nor in com­
promise, but in the adoption of the 
teachings laid down by the Son of 
God Himself and contained in the 
Golden Rule. These principles shone 
out in all that Dr. Morgan said.

For his first discourse he took that 
beautiful text of the Old Testament 
as recorded in Zechariah where it 
speaks of the boys and girls playing 
in the streets of the city. Upon the 
beautiful ideal Dr. Morgan built a 
structure chaste and Christ-like. His 
words were fitting to the week upon 
which we are entering, in an special 
manner, inasmuch as he paid high 
tribute to the rights of the child, and 
movement. His words applied with 
made reference to the Child Welfare 
equal timeliness to civic life, and to 
the congested conditions of large 
cities. The streets should be fit for 
the children, and the children should 
be fit for the streets. The prophet’s 
figure was In reference to the time 
when the world shall be renewed, and 
when mankind will be as God meant 
they should be. The address was full 
of great thoughts, and scintillated 
with ideals at once worthy the loveli­
ness of child-life, and worthy the 
good man who uttered them.

The evening discourse was of a 
wider scope than that of the after­
noon. The subject was based upon 
the command of God to the Israelites 
at the Red Sea, that “they go for­
ward.” The story was reviewed ’in 
detail. The situation was vividly de­
picted. The tmpoeslMe appeared— 
that is aa far as human agency went 
But there was a higher power than 
the human. There was the power of 
God. By this power the people were 
delivered. The impossible seems to 
be facing the world to-day. Only one 
power can avert a crisis. The same 
power which saved Israel of old.

But we cannot write further. Suf­
fice it to say that the openetng of Dr. 
Morgan’s mission was truly helpful, 
and that a great week is in store for 
the people.

“The ‘beam’ wireless method, of 

whose advantages Senator Marconi 
gave so remarkable an account, is 
the most important invention since 
that of the thermionic valve,” says 
the Manchester Guardian. "The ther­
mionic valve made wireless trans­
mission possible over great distances 
but hitherto the waves that spread 
through the ether were diffused in­
discriminately in all directions. Un­
der the ‘ebam’ system they are di­
rected like a searchlight to a given 
point..-

“With one-fortieth of the power 
whieft is necessary for one of the 
super-stations of what we must now 
call the older type—some of which 
are still only in the stage of plans—• 
communication can he carried on at

NOTE:—At the Matinees on.Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday, at 3.30, for Parents and Children) a 
film in connection with Child Welfare Week will be exhibited.Who Made

the First Paper
The credit for making the first paper 

is due to a Chinese named Ts’ai-Iun
In A.D. 75 he made the first hand 

sheet of paper from the bark of a 
mulberry tree.

Before this leaves of trees and var­
ious harks used in crude form half 
been good enough for the Egyptians, 
Romans, and other nations. The 
Chinese, however, did not use the 
crude inner bark of the tree as thé 
final material on which to make his 
records. He used the bark merely as 
a raw material upon which he pro­
duced a finished sheet of paper by a 
series of processes which, primitive 
as they seem to us now, were the for­
bears of paper manufacture to-day.

China monopolized the art of paper­
making for about 800 years, until the 
secret was learned from her by the 
Arabs, who improved upon the Chin­
ese process by usipg linen or cotton 
rags instead of mulberry hark.

Soon after 1800 the first paper to 
be made with wood pulp came into 
the market.

Nowadays, to meet the enormous 
demands of the press and commerce 
generally, over 400 varieties of wood 
and grasses have been called into re­
quisition. Linen and cotton rags are 
used only in the making of the finest 
uotepaper.

. Of the paper now manufactured, 99 
per cent, is machine made.
