which intevest them-—liberty, indus.
try, and religion.” This isa very
mild way of stating that the
party of which Mr. Disraeliis now
the leader, in old times opposed all
progress, and worked with the single
purpose of keeping things as they
were. ‘Lhey took no note of the
changes going on every day—of the
rapid davelopment of liberal ideas,
and the demands made by the people
for'much.needed reforms in the ex
pansion of liberty, in the encourage-
ment of industry, and n divesting
religion ofthe state trammels inf which
it was often bound. While speaking
thus of his own party, he is of opin-
ion that the relation of the Whigs to
the country was quite what 1t should
have been, The Whigs tried to
remedy the grievances of Lngland
by the-aid-of doctrines chiefly of Con-
tinental growth, and which have sub-
s:quently been known by the name
of Liberal opinions., No one, admits
Mr. Disraeli, can deny that those
opinions contain much that is just
and true and beneficial, and uhat
they have done great gocd to the
communily ; yet they were essen-
tially ubsuact doctiines, and when
pushed, as of late, to their logical
conclusion, they alaimed and oftend-
ed the Engli-h’ peoj le, who believe
in traditious and not in doctrines, in
their fathers rather than in them-
selves, in old times rather than 1n
these times,

The Guelph Economical Rauge.

r. Thrustans Groom, a workman em-
ployed in Raymond's Sewing Machine
Factory in this town, is the inventor of a

king range that p to cause a
revolation in themanagement of domestic
affaire, The article comprises all the
qualities necessary for the culinary
purposes of u well-ordered house, while it
P also ar by which
water or steam can be conducted
to any part of a building.

. The kconomical Range is made in
different sizes, the emallest being about
four feet long and six feet high. It cen
be set in a wall entirely, or project about
ten inches, and thus oeccupy very little
space., The coal fire is made in the
centre of the range, in an apartment
measuring about ten inches deep by about
six inches across, the smoke escaping by
the chimney in the rear. On either side
of the fire are the ovens, heated by means
of a Lollow cnamber on all sides through
which the hot air passes from tho fire
These oveus are also ventilated so that
all odors arising from the eooking can be
avoided. Atthe back of the fire a place
is arrauged for a hotair chamber or wate,
boiler, according to the taste of the
purchaser, and by means of a damper in
front the heat can be commuvicated to
this, and the water or heat thus obtained
carried by pipes to other rooms for bath-
ing or warming purposes. In’ the fire-
place there is a false bottom for use when
a small dre only is required; and the
heat sent to both ovens, gr either of them
can be regulated at wxll by means of
dampers:
can be removed and the fire-place thrown
open similiar to that in an ordinary coal
grate. Above the range is a rack on
which dishes can bLe placed and kept
warm. The whole apparatus is unique,
and we hope to see it come 1nto general
use,

came to this place in September last, and
in his vdd moments has occupied lmnsell
by inventing and manufacturing this
DNange.
