Botitle Message Says Kitchener Lives

" German agents are evidently still
engaged in endeavoring to keep' alive
the belief that ILord Kitchener is a
prisoner in Germany, but just what
objeet they have in doing &0 seems

Recently an account was printed of
the efforts which had been made in
Vancouver, and in practically every
"other city in Canada and England to
trace to its source the story that a
woman had received a note from a
relative who had been on board of the
Hampshire when that vessel, carrying
Lord Kitchener, was blown up, and the
failure which had. attended the search
for confirmation. Now another link
has been added to the chain which
points more clearly to the activities of
Genman sympathizers to create, belief
that Britain’s war minister is alive.

The latest evidence in the “Kitchener
puzzle,” as it is being called in Eng-
land. is furnished by the discovery of
a bottle message. :

A boy named Sidney Derbyshire re-
cently picked up a bottle on the sands
near Carston. It was an ordinary beer
bottle, with a stopper of rolled paper.
He broke the bottle and found a folded
bit of paper on which was written:

“Kitchener captured by German sub-
marine — H.M.S. Hampshire, P. O.
Evens.”

The poiice were informed ‘of this

message from the deep, and took pos-
session of the paper, stopper and re-
maining. portions of the bottle which
the boy had broken in order to get at
the “message” inside.
On board the Hampshire when she
went down was a petty- officer named
Evans, who, it is presumed by those
favoring the contention that Kitchener
was captured by the Huns, would sign
his rank as “P, 0.”

The strange part of the whole affair
is that the wife of Petty Officer Evans
is positive that the writing is that of
her hushand, despite the fact that the
name is written “Evens.” She points
to various peculiarities in the writing
of both her husband and the “message,”
and seemingly they do correspond to
a remarkable degree. Mrs., Evans, a
Liverpool woman, aunt of Petty Officer
HEvans, is also certain that the writing
is that of her nephew.

Bverything might be taken as indi-
cating that there was a certain genu-
ineness to the mysterious document,
were it not for one or two little facts.
One has to do with the paper stopper
which sealed the bottle. This stopper
was from a torn newspaper and the
nrinting contained on it is part of a
discussion regarding the Stockholm
conference which appeared in a Liver-
pool paper on August 18, 1917.

“Every now and again was a -hu‘gg
explosion, blowing up houses, trying
to stop the progress of the fire. It
was useless. As hydrant, fire hose,
etc., are practically unknown in, this
part of the world, the fire had every-
thing its own way.

“All through the night I stood on
deck, watching, wiatching ash and
sparks falling into the harbor by the
ton. I got it in my eyes and they
started to burn like red hot coals. It
happened that we were special guard
that day, tied up behind a battleship.
‘“At two in the morning the whole
front of the city was burning, and
the wind blew everything past us, as
they dumped everything they could into
the sea. _

“What a sight! 'The wind was now
half a gale, and blowing past us were
beds galore, mattresses by the hun-
dreds, chairs, barrels of wine, cup-
boards—everything imaginable! It-all
seemed like a gigantic moving picture
show.

Blazing Vil Barge

“Sudderly a huge barge full of blaz-
ing oil and petrol, started to move,
flames bursting fifty feet high from
it. Can you imagine anything more
dramatic? It came straight at us
Some refugees, chiefly women and
children, in a small caique, were in the
way, too. With a shriek a woman
jumped into the water. In about an-
other fifty seconds they would have
heen burnt to death, when one of our
little picket ‘boats rushed in, picked
the woman out of the water, and saved
the caique,

“By this time we were on the move.
The battileship fired two shells at it
(very risky in a harbor with boats all
over the shop), but the flaming barge
on its wild career, didn't seem to mind
anything, but made straight for one
of our hospital ships. I've never seen
a big ship get her anchor up and move
away so quickly in my life.

“It's too long a story to follow the
barge. It meant death to anyone get-
ting near it. In the end a big tug
rammed it and the last-I saw of it, it
was sailing down the harbor still blaz-
ing, but out of harm’s way-.

Some Misunderstanding Re-
specting Discharged Men
Who Will Be Exempted

Ottawa, Oct. 28.—A novel feature in
connection with the Military Service
act may be the establishment of Cana-
dlan exemption tribunals in the United
States. When the proclamation call-
{ng out the first class of men was pub-
lished, a similar motice was issued the
Jength and breadth of the United
Btates. Its purpose was that (Cana-
dians coming within the class were re-
quired to comply with the terms of the
proclamation. Canadians resident
" goross the border are urged, whergver
possible, to return to Canada for the
hearing of their applications for ex-
emption if such applications have
been made. It may, however, be found
that where large numbers of Cana-
dians have settled in a particular dis-
t¢rict, it will be more practicable to
gend a tribunal across the line. For
this purpose an order-in-council has
peen passed which relates that the
minister of justice may provide for the
dispatch to men within any class call-
ed out by a proclamation, who are
resident outside of the Dominion of
Canada, of forms of report for serv-
jee -and of claims for exemption from
sorvice, for the proper recording of
such reports and claims when executed
and returned and such medical exam-
ination as may ©ve required and for
the constitution of flocal tribunals
within or out of Canada for the hear-
ifnig and determination of the claims
for exemption which may be received
¥ ¥rom men living outside of Canada.

Bstablishment of 'any Canadian tri-
bunals across the line ‘would neces-
sarily be with the consent of the United
$States government.

Who Are Exempted

BRITISH AND FRENCH
MAKING PROGRESS

(Continued from page one)

TAKE WHOLE PENINSULA

London, Oct, 28.—The entire Merckem
peninsuia nedr Dixmude has been ~ap-
turad by ‘Pe enzente forces arcording
to the British officlal communication
issued this evening. The communica-
tion adds that more prisoners also
have been taken.

The text of the statement reads as
follows:

“During the course of the day op-
erations by French and Belgian forces
north of Merckem were successfully
carried, out. The village of Luyghem
was captured this morning by French
troops and the ‘whole Merckem pen-
insula is now 'in the hands of the al-
lies. A further number of prisoners
has been captured.

“On the battlefront the activity of
both artilleries continues. The hostile
artillery also has been more active
than usual south of Lems.

“Aviation: Yesterday large numbers
of our own and thee enemy’'s alr-
planes were up from early morning
till dark. A great deal of artillery
work was ®one by our machines. Sev-
eral thousand rounds were fired from
heights ranging from 100 to 1,000 feet
at hostlle targets on the ground. Dur-
ing the day 29 heavy bombs were drop-
ped on the Roulers sfation and six
on the Engel airdrome and 121 lighter
bombs on hostile billets east of Lens
and 124 on other targets opposite the
battlefront.

“As soon as it became
night-flying squadrons
bombing and dropped over four tons
of bombs on seven enemy airdromes
and on three important railway sta-
tions. Several hits were observed near
hangars and on railway tracks, while
one bomb fell on a train, setting it on
fire.

“The enemy’s fighting machines were
very active and aggressive, making re-
peated attacks on our bombing ma-
chines which, none the less, never
falled to reach their objective. In air
fighting, 11 hostile machines were
bro ght down and seven others driven
a "out of ‘control. Nine %f our
machines are missing.”

CONTINE THEIR ADVAN

With the British Army in France and
Belgium, Oect. 27. The French In
Flandens today continued - theid ad-
vance begun yesterday, southwest of
Houthulst wood.

AVIATORS KEPT BUSY

London, Oct, 27.—The official state-
ment of aviation issued tonight by the
war office follows:

“On Friday rain fell most of the day,
but in spite of this our airplanes went
out and performed valuable work in
locating our attacking infantry and re-
porting suitable targets to our artillery.

“Our airplanes flying at a low level
fired 1,000 rounds from their machine
guns on hostile troope that were en-
deavoring to repair wire entanglements,
on the enemy’s horse and mechanical
transports and on the enemy infantry
on the march and in sheil holes,

Two of our machines flew down the
main street on a town, at the level of
the house tops, firing at the bodies of
hostile troops.

“Some air fighting took place at a
low altitude and three German ma-
chines were downed and one driven
down out of control. Two of our ma-
chines are missing.”

BRITISH BOMBING RAIDS

London, Oct; 28.—British aerial at-
tacks on German military estabdjsh-
ments in Belgium were continued ac-
tively on Friday night and Saturday and
an official report issued today indicates
that considerable damage was caused.
The announcement says:

“Bombs were dropped on Friday night
by the naval air service on the Lichter-
veldé rallway junction, direct hits
causing a heavy explosion, followed by
numerous smaller ones. The Thourout
railway Jjunction also was attacked,
bombs falling close to a moving train
which stopped immediately, a large ex-
plosion being observed.

“On Saturday afternoon bombing ralds
were carried on the Sarappelhoek air-
drome, the Engel airdrome and the
Ostend-Thourout railway line south
of Engel.

Petrograd, Oct. 28.—Premier Kerensky,
spe~king Saturday in the preliminary par-
'ifament, said that the government never
had debated the possibility of surrender-
ing Petrograd to the enemy as alleged by
some newspapers. On the contrary, the
lefense of the capital to the uttermost
had been the constant pre-occupation of
the government, which, as a result of its
deliberations, decided not to leave Petro-
grad until the highest interests of the
state demanded such a course.

Premier Kerensky added that the pres-
ent strategic situation was such that there
was no necessity for the preliminary
parliament to discuss the question as a
matter of urgency. If the evacuation of
Petrograd were decided on it would not
be due to military events, but to the
lifficulties of obtaining supplies of food
and fuel. All measures taken had for
their object the strengthening of the
city’s defense.

The council of peasants deputies
adopted a resolution, with only three dis-
senting votes, disapproving of the pro-
posed workmens’ and soldiers’ congress
to be held November 2, as such an under-
taking on the eve of the constituent as-
sembly might provoke a ¢ivil war.
