MAY OBTAIN HIS LIBERTY.
Two years ago the bodies of James 

Manning Colman and Wilbur Patten were 
found after a diligent search in the bot­
tom of Lake Washington. They had left 
their home on the eastern shore of the 
lake in a row-boat and after being missed, 
a search party was organized. The boat 
and a broken oar were found on the shore 
of Mercer island, past which they had 
rowed on that fatal morning, while their 
friends watched them out of sight. The 
search was continued and the bodies were 
found. On the island lived a farmer 
named George H. Miller, known in that 
community as Pirate Miller, because of 
his being held in perfect terror by the 
neighbors. He had a grudge against Mr. 
Colman and it was believed that he shot 
him from the shore and then murdered 
young Wilbnr Patten so that he could 
not tell of the crime. Miller was arrested 
and after three trials, two in Seattle and 

in Port Townsend, he was convieted 
of murder in the first degree and sen­
tenced to be hanged. The case was ap­
pealed to the territorial supreme court, 
and now comes the news from Olympia 
that that court has remanded the case to 
the court below on the ground of insuffi­
cient evidence. As the prosecution had 
amassed all the evidence possible to be 
obtained, it is deemed likely that Miller 
will escape. The farmers in the commun­
ity where he lived are highly in­
dignant and if Miller returns there it 
would not be a matter of very great sur­
prise to hear in the near future of his be­
ing lynched or summarily dealt with in 
some way.

“A calm, self- 
reliant utterance and perhaps, since the 
undoubted pacific character of the speech is 
too clear to deserve hostile criticism, the 
attack on the Russian press, however, 
could be addressed equally as well to the 
German and Austrian press. Other pas­
sages of his speech are such as every Rus­
sian patriot would gladly repeat. ”

Vienna, Feb. 7.—A petition has been 

sent to the government by the central 
committee of sugar refiners, begging that 
its consent to the London convention be 
refused on the ground that abolition of 
bounties would only favor the producers 
of cane sugar.

(Before Sir M. B. Begbie, C. J.)
Turner, Beeton & Co., vs. Atwell King— 

Joshua Davies, claimant.
This case came up for argument on mo­

tion for judgment.
Mr. Theo. Davie, Q. C., (with him Mr. 

C. Wilson) contended that the jury had 
found that Mr. Joshua Davies was bona 
fide purchaser for his own benefit, that 
to make a sale void within the meaning of 
the act there must be an intention to give 
a preference on the part of the debtor 
and an intention to obtain one on the part 
of the creditors, but in this case there was 

such relationship existing between 
King and Joshua Davies.

Mr. S. Perry Mills, for Turner, Beeton 
& Co., contended that the jury by their 
verdict meant that at the date of the al­
leged sale King was insolvent; that al­
though Davies purchased bona fide and for 
his own benefit, yet Davies paid $6,600 
of the purchase money to E. M. Johnson, 
who was not acting as the agent for King 
simply, but also for Messrs. S trouas & 
Co. and Garesche, Green & Co., and that 
the said sum was paid to Johnson to en­
able him to prefer Garesche, Green 
& Co. and S trouas & Co., although 
Davies did not know on the date of the 
alleged sale that there were ether credi­
tors; in other words, Mr. Davies acted 
under the belief that Bang, who was car­
rying on business with a stock represented 
to be of the value of from $15,000 to 
$16,000, and for which he (Davies) was 
willing to give $8,000, Bad only Garesche, 
Green & Co., and S trouas & Co. as credi- 

The jury also find that King in­
tended to give a preference to Green and 
S trouas over and before the other credi­
tors, and that both of them intended to 
obtain such preference, but Davies did not 
know of it The local statute says that a 
debtor when insolvent shall not give or 
make a gift or transfer of his property to 
any one or more of his creditors with the 
intent to prefer one or more of his credi­
tors to the others, or with intent to hinder 
or delay the other creditors, the statute 
excepting (inter alia) a bona fide sale 
to an innocentpurchaser. The evidence 
disclosed that King, Strouss and Johnson, 
notwithstanding the act, intended to ob­
tain such a preference in an indirect 
manner which is equally unlawful i. e. by 
means of a sale to an innocent purchaser. 
In other words they not only combined to 
get a preference and thereby delay other 
creditors but if the verdict means any­
thing they also intended to deceive the 
purchaser by suppressing the truth and 
also acted contrary to the principles that 
a statute shall not be made an instrument 
for covering a fraud.

The 3,000 Rabbit* Coming.

The London Canada Gazette, just to 
hand, says : “ The British Columbia jour­
nals are crying out against the threatened 
importation of rabbits from this country, 
as it was naturally expected they would. 
The facts concerning this threatened rep­
etition in British Columbia of the plague 
of Australia appear to be as follows:—In 
October information was given by the 

- Liverpool Agent of the Canadian Govern­
ment to the High Commissioner that it 
was the intention of Mr. Cross, the 
naturalist, of Liverpool, to ship 3,000 
rabbits to British Columbia on the follow­
ing Saturday. The information was 
cabled to the Dominion, but the Federal 
Government having no power to prevent 
the landing of the rabbits,the information 
was passed on to the Government of the 
Province of British Columbia, and no 
doubt when the shipment arrives the 
entry will be prohibited.

$45,000 for a picture by the French 
painter, Jules Breton, “Les 
cantos,” at the great Morgan sale a year or 
two ago in New York. Sir Donald pos­
sesses a fine gallery of old and modern 
masters, and the Montreal papers con­
gratulate him heart ily on his most recent 
acquisition. Madame de L’Aubiniere’s 
painting measures five feet by nearly four, 
a most unusual size for a water-colour, and 
represents a group of six or seven French 
peasant women gleaning in a large open 
harvest field at the dose of day. The 
Montreal Gazeur says of this work: “ ‘The 
Harvest of the Poor’ is a noble picture of 
very exceptional power, and one would 
fain linger before it in silent contempla­
tion. There is an indefinable something 
in the quiet, subdued scene which draws 
you to it again and again. It is a painted 
poem, the technique perfect, the handling 
masterly, while the pose and drawing of 
each figure is a study.”

Washington, Feb. 8.—Chairman Bel­
mont of the committee on foreign affiurs, 
made an important statement in regard to 
the Chinese question.

It is understood in fact 
that a draft of the proposed treaty had 
been transmitted to the Chinese minister 
recently, containing such modifications in 
the existing treaties as would bring about 
a complete exclusion of that class of emi­
grants to which the people of the western 
coast objected.

It would of course be necessary 
for congress to enact legislation to 
carry out the purposes of such 
a treaty, and therefore it was
desirable that bills now pending 
before the house should not be hastily 
acted upon. If there should be a failure 
of negotiation, which did not seem likely, 
Congress would be informed in ample 
time to pass independent legislation. /

Mr. Grant, resuming the debate, re­
ferred again to the settlement bill, and 
thought that the government were cen­
surable for not having taking precautions 
against any dispute about the ownership 
of the precious metals being raised.

Hon. Mr. Theo. Davie said that the 
amendment and the speech of the hon. 
member who had introduced it were at 
variance, the one indulged the hope of 
the appeal being successful, whilst the 
other expressed the hope that the appeal 
would be dropped as it was hopeless. The 
question raised by the amendment was 
the first attack of the opposition—worthy 
that name—and deserving of a courteous 
and full answer from the government and 
which he (Mr. Davie) would now endeavor 
to give. Two things are alleged here (1.) 
That the blunders of the government 
have lost the province the precious metals 
within the belt, or at all events impelled 
this suit in respect of them, 
the alternative sections in the 
being the property of the province, have 
been forfeited by the settlement bill. He 
would deal with each of these statements 
separately and demonstrate how false and 
hollow they both were. First as to the 
metals. Whatever be the true construc­
tion of the settlement act we are’in no 
better or worse position in regard to the 
minerals than under the original terms of 
union—the language of the terms of 
union affecting the grant being iden­
tical so far as affects . minerals _— 
with the Yellowhead Pass grant in 
1880 and the grant in the settlement act. 
The terms of union being a treaty it was 
not competent for either contracting party 
to alter the treaty. Then the question 
resolved itself into this: Do the precious 
metals pass to the Dominion under the 
language employed in the terms of union? 
and upon this question three of the judges 
of the Supreme Court of Canada held 
that they passed to the Dominion, whilst 
two, equally eminent judges, have held 
that they belong to the province. Judge 
Fournier, an eminent constitutional law­
yer, at one time Minister of Justice, who, 
before the case had been fully argued, 
had given judgment against the province 
upon the appeal, and after more exhaus­
tive argument reversed his former judg­
ment and was one of the two giving judg­
ment in favor of the province. Yet in 
face of this authority and conflict of 
judicial opinion the mover of the amend­
ment has the temerity to give his positive 
assurance that our case is hopeless. 
There was only time to give a brief 
sketch of the argument in favor of the

[The Right Hon. Frederick Arthur 
Stanley, Lord Stanley of Preston, G. C. 
B., younger son of the fourteenth, and 
brother of the present Earl of Derby, by 
Emma, second daughter of the first Lord 
Skelmersdale, was bom in London' in 
1841, and received his education at Eton. 
He entered the grenadier guards in 1868, 
was appointed lieutenant and captain in 
1862, and retired in 1866. He represented 
Preston in the House of Commons, in the 
Conservative interest, from July, 1866, 
till December, 1868, when he was elected 
lor North Lancashire. He was a Lord of 
Admiralty from August to December, 
1868, and financial secretary for war from 
February, 1874, till August, 1877, when 
he became financial secretary to the tree-- 
sury. On April 2, 1878, Colonel Stanley 
was appointed secretary of state for war, 
m succession to Mr. Hardy, now Lord 
Cranbrook, and was sworn of the privy 
council. In the antmnn recess of that 
year he and Mr. W. H. Smith, the First 
Lord of the Admiralty, with a numerous 
suite, visited the Island of Cyprus. He 
went out of office with his party in April, 
1880. In Lord Salisbury's government 
he was secretary of state for the colonies 
from June, 1886, till February, 1886, and 
in the cabinet of August, 1886, was ap­
pointed president of the board of trade, 
and raised to the peerage with the title 
of Lord Stanley of Preston. He married 
in 1864, Lady Constance, eldest daughter 
of the fourth Earl of Clarendon. Lord 
Stanley is heir presumptive to the Earl­
dom of Derby.—Ed.]

R.k.ThatGladstone’* Comparison.
Mr. Gladstone, replying to an address 

at Shomcliffe, while en route from Dover 
to London to-day, said : * . Neither in 
Europe or America could be seen such a 
painful spectacle as is observable in Eng­
land, that of one nation holding down 
another by force; that Russia, he de­
clared, would be ashamed to say of Fin­
land what Englishmen seem not to be 
ashamed to say of Ireland, namely, that 
32,000,000 of people were afraid of 
5,000,000. Southern England alone, he 
asserted, created the majority in Parlia­
ment against home rule and in a greater 
measure than any other portion of the 
kingdom was Southern England re­
sponsible for the state of affairs in Ireland. 
The train conveying Gladstone didn’t 
stop during the remainder of the journey. 
The ex-premier was greeted enthusiasti­
cally on his arrival at Charing Cross 
station by thousands of people.

Disappointed Politicians.
Gladstone’s change of plans in landing 

at Dover instead of Folkestone prevented 
the delivery of his expected speech much 
to the disappointment of tories and liber­
als alike, all of whom anticipated a de­
claration of the liberal chief’s parliamen­
tary programme. The few words spoken 
by Gladstone at Thomcliffe. where he 
was made the recipient of a laudatory ad­
dress, conveyed no very definite idea of 
any changes he may have made er intends 
to make in his Irish scheme.

I deeply regret that the 
efforts to induce King John of Abyssinia 
to refrain from war with Italy have been 
unsuccessful. The fisheries conference at 
Washington is progressing. The negoti­
ations with respect to regulations of the 
Suez Canal have been concluded so far as 
France and England are concerned. Eng­
land has also entered into an 
with France for the protection of life and 
property in the New Hebrides by a joint 
naval commission. The 
held in London to 
possibility of ending the injurious 
system of sugar bounties progressed 
siderably towards a conclusion of satisfac­
tory arrangements. The estimates for 
1888 have been framed with due regard 
to economy. Parliament will be asked to 
provide for improvement of means for 
the defence of ports and coaling stations, 
made urgently necessary by the advances 
in military science, and also to sanction 
an arrangement for a special squadron to 
protect Australian commerce, the colonies 
to partly bear the cost. The measures 
adopted by the last Parliament for the 
government of Ireland have been 
carefully carried out.

The 
prospects of commerce are more hopeful 
than in many years. I regret there is no 
correspondent improvement in agriculture.
I recommend that interest to the care of 
Parliament, hoping that means may be 
found to meet the difficulties under which 
it labors. Parliament will be invited to 
consider a proposal for cheapening the 
transfer of laud and for modifying the 
procedure whereby the tithe rent charge 
is collected; for promoting technical edu­
cation; for preventing undue preference 
in races charged by railway companies on 
foreign and domestic produce ? for rem­

The Bible Society In 1864.

One witness stated tna 
explosion occurred in the face of Horn’s 
Heading, but he could not give a single 
satisfactory reason for thinking so, and 
most certainly there are no evidences of 
it in the mine, as the course of the ex­
plosion is marked out as clearly as a river.
The coroner gave everybody a chance to 
come up and give evidence, and I dis­
tinctly heard him say that if any of the 
miners’ committee wished to give their 
evidence and could throw any new light 
on the matter he would only be too glad 
to hear them but it was no use hearing 
man after man unless they could give 
some new evidence. The charge made at 
the mass meeting that the committee 
were not allowed to give their evidence 
is entirely unfounded. I have seen a 
good many inquests at collieries but never 
bave 1 seen one at which so much latitude 
was allowed or where so much opportunity 
was given to the miners present in the 
audience to question the witnesses.
. The fact of the matter is that many of 
the miners do not tcish to believe that 
coal dust will explode, and others, never 
having read about it or perhaps even 
heard of it, now laugh at the idea of it.

Nevertheless, sir, it is a 
fact that it will. The ro 
mission appointed in Englan 
to enquire into the cause of accidents 
in coal mines, have just issued their final 
report, and they prove conclusively that 
coal dust will explode under certain cir­
cumstances without any gas being present 
at all.

I am firmly convinced that this explo­
sion was the result of a blown out shot 
igniting a can of powder, which in its turn 
tired the coal dust raised by the concus­
sion.

With regard to the statement that the 
crop was a good one, .in his district it was 
a total failure, and the added taxation was 
keenly felt. Referring to the minerals in. 
the railway belt, he took strong objection 
to. the Dominion Government usurping 
Provincial powers in administering
the laws in the belt. He thought
it time for a change in the management of 
affairs between the province and Domin­
ion. He (Mr. McLeese) was not ashamed 
of his part in the passing of the Kootenay 
bill. He had voted for it. Perhaps the 
Kootenay bill would have benefited the 
country if carried out. He was in favor 
of the construction of railways throughout 
the province. In regard to the Cariboo 
survey, it had been promised that the 
valley of the Fraser should be examined, 
but Mr. Bell said nothing about it in his 
report. As at present outlined it would 
not benefit the agricultural portion of 
Cariboo. The C. P. R by discriminating 
in freights, had allowed the successful 
competition of Manitoba flour with that 
of Cariboo and Lillooet. It would pro­
bably ruin many of the settlers. He 
hoped if any more exploratory surveys 
were made that the Fraser valley would 
be examined. \

Hon. Mr. Humphreys repeated his out­
side statement that it was his opinion that 
the present was the most corrupt govern­
ment that ever existed on the face of the 
earth (laughter). He had heard such a state­
ment from a man who had been twenty 
years in the government service. There 
were members now supporting the gov­
ernment who had made such assertions. 
He repeated a rumor which he had heard 
about the government’s* policy during the 
session. He had been accused of many 
things, but had not been given a fair 
trial, and where he had he had never 
been found guilty. Outside of Victoria 
public opinion was rife against the prac­
tices that had been followed to coerce 
public opinion in order to gain certain 
ends for certain individuals. He claimed 
that the government of the province, in 
an endeavor to gain the good opinion of 
the Dominion government, had given 
away the best things in the land. In fram­
ing the settlement bill, they made no pro­
vision for the protection of the province 
and a blunder was made in not reserving 
the minerals contained in the railway belt. 
Referring to the Kootenay deposit forfeit 
of $25,000, he claimed that it was not 
honest for a government to declare for­
feited such surety when they had done 
everything in their power to prevent the 
carrying out. of the work. He protested 
against boasting about its forfeiture. He 
deprecated the expenditure of such for­
feit money in a pleasure drive,but thought 
it would be better placed in Comox. He 
said every other district in the province 
was riddled with roads, but Comox 
had none, and settlers were suffering in 
consequence. Referring to the bridge 
across the Fraser at Lillooet, he said there 
was more traffic over the ferry when Cari­
boo was prosperous in one week than there 
was now in twelve months. The money 
would have been better spent in Comox. 
The same could be tiaid of the South 
Thompson river bridge. Referring to the 
million loan, he stated his belief that 
$750,000 of that loan had been disposed 
of. This was not a creditable showing. 
He closed by stating that it was his opin­
ion that extras should not be given some 
districts while others were left without 
ordinary means of settlement.

Mr. Ladner was glad to know that pop­
ulation was flowing in, and that revenue 
was increasing ; but the latter was due to 
increased taxation, and was no credit to 
the government. They might well call the 
agriculturist patient, but patience ceased at 
a certain point to be a virtue.

One of the Biggest Saw Mills on Puget Sound in -
1

1neces-
TO WHOM IT MAY CONCERNShortly after eight o’clock Friday 

morning the people of Seattle knew by 
tfye great smoke and bright light coming 
up out of Port Blakely harbor that the 
mills were on fire. Ay.0 o’clock a large 
number of the Seattle fire department 
proceeded fco cross the Sound, taking with 
them Engine No. 2. They arrived there in 
time to help save the lumber piles and 
buildings adjoining the mill, but that 
great structure itself 
of smouldering timbers and warped 
twisted machinery. Captain Renton, 
senior, and resident member of the firm, 
sat in his little office, cool and calm 
through it all. Though blind, he gave 
orders and instructions about how to pro­
ceed and knew just how everything was 
being done. The usual bucket brigade 
was organized and did effective work, in 
helping to save the property. There were 
six vessels in the harbor at the time, via.; 
the ships Topgallant, Prussia and Har- 
land, barks Dorra and R. K. Ham and 
the schooner Fannie Dutard. None of the 
ships were damaged, as the wind was 
blowing in the opposite direction. Some 
of the crews lent their assistance in put­
ting out the fire. Captain Renton says 
that if nothing unforeseen interferes the 
new mill to be built on the ruins of the 
old one, will be cutting lumber in sixty 
days, hut it will take four months to get 
the mill in good working order again. A 
prominent Seattle merchant, upon being 
asked if the firm of Renton, Holmes & 
Company would feel the loss of $250,000 
very much, laughed and said: “Well I 
should say not. Mrs. Renton, herself, 
could stand that loss without feeling it. 
The concern is a very wealthy one and 
could stand up under several such diffiçttt- 
ties.”

Until fifteen or twenty years ago 
New Brunswick had but one inlet and 
outlet, St. John. Now there are a dozen 
places where, because of railways and im­
proved communication, goods are import­
ed and exported.

Now that rule is shared by other parts. 
The question is, has New Brunswick as a 
whole benefited ? Of Nova Scotia the 
same may be said, Halifax and Yarmouth 
once being the controlling forces. Were 
the provincial incomes and expenditures 
of the two provinces derived from local 
and Dominion sources generally examin­
ed, with the assessed value of property in 
each at the time of confederation and 
the present day, there would, be found a 
marked increase of the whole in material 
prosperity. From this point of view, as 
even with the provinces themselves, we 
must look at the whole and not the parts 
only, still more so ought we to enforce the 
rule of applying the question to the whole 
Dominion. Canada has become the most 
abundant grain-producing country in the 
world, with unlimited area and unsur­
passed fertility of soil; rich in cattle, 
sheep and horses, and good pasturage. 
The export of flour in the early days made 
Boston, New York, Philadelphia, and 
Baltimore what they are to-day, and yet 
it is proposed, when the same means are 
ours and 
follow,' to tie our hands and place 
ourselves in the clutches of those 
who want to keep up those cities, 
and not our own. Even from the most 
mercenary standpoint of all, the acquisi­
tion of money, Commercial Union cannot 
succeed. The United States and Canada 
have exactly the same productions. We 
do not want theirs, nor they ours, for 
each has enough and an excess to export.

The terms ^‘contagion” and “infection” 
may be considered as having the same 
meaning, and are now. generally used in 
the same sense—by these terms we mean 
the communication of disease from one 
person to another, either by direct con­
tact or through such mediums as air, 
water, milk, etc. Epidemic diseases are 
those, generally speaking, which attack a 
large number of persons at the same time 
andare communicable by contact. Epidenvic 
diseases are those peculiar to a locality.

A number of miners are now preparing 
to start into the Yukon as ' soon as 
February 1st, crossing the lakes and mak 
ing the journey down the river on the ice. 
They expect to reach the mouth of Forty 
Mile creek about the middle of April, and 
get up that stream to their claims by the 
time the ice breaks up, which is from the 
1st to the 15th of May. By being on tin- 
ground at that time they can get in about 
four months work before their return next 
fall. -

Judge Dawson has been inspecting tin 
Indian schools and has tiîade favorable re­
ports. Several long petitions have been 
circulated,signed and sent by the Alaskan 
white settlers to congress for an extension 
of the United States land laws and asking 
for increased mail facilities, and it says 
that the scheme of territorial government 
for the district of Alaska is impracticable 
and will under the existing circumstances 
cause a great hardship on the people re 
siding therein. Great need of impartial 
congressional legislation is apprehended 
since the investment of many millions of 
dollars in developing the country has been 
made.. They also want additional appro­
priations for public buildings: etc.

While on Douglas Island this week we 
had a conversation with the foreman of 
the Sanders and Garside mines located on 
Douglas Island, and just back of Douglas 
city. He informed us that he was in on 
the tunnel about 40 feet, and that he ex 
pected to tap the main vein in about 
cUyre. It was his opinion that when the 
tunnel reached the vein it would show up 
as fine a body of quartz as can be found' 
in Alaska. They have stripped off the 
surface of the vein for 600 ft., and it 
shows up some very fine quartz, 
chances are that the opening up of this 
mine will give Douglas City a boom,as the 
mines are adjoining to the townsite.

Judge Gray holds that “the 
duties in the United States on Canadian 
goods do not affect the sales to that rich 
and liberal people if they want the article, 
but-the duties on American goods coming 
into Canada do affect the sales in Canada 
—and this is what some people in Canada 
want changed. What is now asked of 
those people is to show—‘‘all round*— 
that the change will be beneficial to 
Cwiada.” It would seem to be assumed 
by the writers that Canada was panting to 
be absorbed, and. that the reluctance 
was uu the part of the United States to 
swallow. Judge Gray thinks that the 
proper conclusion at this present time is 
that the United States as a nation is ut­
terly indifferent to the movement, and is 
sufficiently occupied and contented with 
her own affairs and prosperity not to 
trouble herself about it,—and that in 
Canada the majority of the people have 
such confidence in their future, and are 
so well satisfied with their own quiet, 
steady progress and development, that 
they decidedly object to being absorbed.
