What a Manitoba Authority Has to Say About
the Northwest Country.

(From the Manitoba Free Press.)

Messrs. Joshua S. Bowman and John
Ratz have recently written to the Daily
News, of Berlin, Ont., concerning their im-
pressions of what they say and heard while
i Manitoba. They recommended persons
contemplating a settlement in this country
to ask themselves the following quegtions :
“ What about water? What about fruit ?
What about the winters? what about
grasshoppers? What about storms and
blizzards ? What about the length of sum-
mer and winter? and their regularity ?
ete.” Itis wise on the part of intending
settlers to ask such questions as these, bus
our ‘“observers” are a little astray in telling
peoﬁle to ask *‘ themselves” such questions
as the above. A better way would be to
ask other people that are residents of the
country, who have spent some years here,
Ninety-nine out of a hundred resilc:ts of
Manitoba would give answers to 1! .bove

uestions, very different from tho_c which
essrs. Bowman and Ratz have given to
“ themselves.”

“‘ What about water ?” It is well known
here that excellent water can be obtained
anywhere in abundance by sinking wells
to a moderate depth, and by using pipes to
prevent influx of surface water. In what
other city ' can flowing wells be obtained
almost anywhere,as in Winnipeg, by sinking
artesian wells to a depth of only sixty feet ?

‘“What about fruit?”  Wild “fruit of va-
rions kinds grows here in abundance. As
to other fruits, what we can neither raise
nor afford to import we can live comforta-
bly without. There is no doubt that a good
many kinds of fruit will be successfully cal-
tivated in afew years. It can hardly be ex-
pecteG that much progress should be made
at 8o carly a date in tlhe history of the
courntry.

Increased Pumping Power and Larger Mains
Wanged -An Additional Engine Recom-
mended—The Extension — No Water For
Yorkwiile. e

The water-works committee dealt with
some important matters at its meeting yes-
terday forenoon.

The engineer reported as to' the growing
insufficiency of the pumping capacity of the
works as follows: I am informed by the
engineer in charge of the pumping works
that owing to the large consumption in the
city he is unable to stop pumping with the
larger engine, though much needed repairs
should be made. It is needless for me to

that in the event of any accident oc-
i & the engine the consequences
most serious, especially during
and when needed repairs
ded to at once and -efficient-
Iy ghe li: y 4o accident is always in-
creased. The whole question requires
prompt and carcful attention, and time will
be required bifore additioual power could be
procured il determined upon. It is thought
that an additional engine and pumps of a
capacity of not less than twelve millions of
imperial gallons daily should be procured.
These, with connections, bores, foundations,
tions to buildings, and -main across
the Esplanade, would entail an expenditare
of $100,000. After discussion the matter
was referred to the executive committee,
with a recommendation that it should be
submitted to the people.

It dealt with
the supply of water to Yorkville and the
layig of additional mains. The" report
pointed out that in the event of the city

eing to supply the village with water,
e tariff would be the same as in the

DIPHTHERIA.

Its Terrible Ravages out Russia—Great
Leoss of m Life.

LoxpoN, Sept. 14.—Russian journals
publish terrible details of diphtheria, now
epidemic in Russia. It is reported that in
certain communes and parishes all children
under fifteen yeers have died. The origin
of the attack dates from 1872, when the
disease first appeared in Bessarabia.
