FISHING THROV&H THE IOFE,

Wiater Sport—A Trip te Lake Simcoe—
How the Fish are Speared—A Capital
Time.

Probably there is no sport in whioh there
is more keen enjoyment than fishing
through the ice or asit is commonly called,
winter fishing. Lake Simcoe or rather
Cook’s bay is s favorite locality, and here
every winter the sport is entered into with
the greatest zest by those who are fond of
this kind of enjoyment. All that is neces-
sary for the fisherman to have is a blanket,
a spear, a small wooden fish used as a
decoy, and an axe to cut a hole through
the ice with. But the greater number use
instead of blankets a small house built
pertectly tignt and ectly Gark and
without any floor.  After cutting s hole
through the ice, & mot very easy job some-
times as it is often three or four feet thick,
the house is placed over the hole; the

interior being dark emsbles the fisherman
to see from 15 to 20 feet into the clear

water below. Having cut the hole and
p the house in tion, the
decoy, which is fasten to a long
line, is let into the water and

every few seconds-pulled npward with a
sharp jerk, making it move throu h the
water quite rapidly. This is seen gy the
large fish (maskinonge and trout) and when
they try to take it become an easy prey to
the spear of the fisherman—although
sometimes they are not landed o easily as
one might suppose,ja 20 1b. ’longe often
spapping a spear pole aseasily as if it were
ar

Being desirous of trying our luck at this
particular kind of sport, a friend and myself
took the Northern railway to Newmarket,
hired a rig from friend Flani n, where,
by the way, you will always find as warm a
rig and welcome as the heart could desire,
and drove ten miles to Jersey, s small vil-
lage on the shores of Cook’s bay, where we
were met by the smiling face of our old
sportsman friend, Uncle John Newbern,
proprietor of the Jersey house ; and allow
me to say right here, if you wish
to meet with a right royal welsome,
and ever go that way stop and see him.
You will always find a fire in the fire-place,
not a ten by twelve inch grate, oh, dear no,
but a great (l:)s old fashioned fire-place
built when w was plenty and never
changed. Changed—talk to the old man
about lessening its capacity he’s mad in a
minute—its a tender point, almost a sacri-
lege. He don’t care how much wood it
eats up, not he, he likes it, it suits him,that
ends it, he pays for the wood and enjoys
it. We are there beside the fire and such a
fire with a steaming bot toddy brewed espec-
ially for us after our long drive by the old
man himself; he would’t trust anyone else
to do it, not he, and when we taste it
well we're glad he didn’t. The sapper bell
rings and in we go and sit down to a regu-
lar old fashioned supper. Do you understand
what that means? I don’t believe you do,
so I't] tell you: First cold roast beef done
to a tarn, one the proprietor fed himself.
You couldn’t mse it for car springs. It

almost melts in your mouth. New potatoes
—not  Saratoga  style—but  potatoes
that wcu wish to investigate and

retarn for more; hot cakes, not wafers but
cakes made out of flour and cream, cakes
that you were introduced to first by your
mother on [the farm; butter, golden, sweet
and salted to aturn, and tea, tea that
would give you no idea that the sun was
under a cloud when the shadow of the tea
fell into the pot. Cresm to use in it if
you desired. ~ Yes, you may doubt it, but
Teal cream skimmed off cows milk, and the
same cows are in the stable now. We go
in, sit down to the table, gorge as we did
when we were boys, stopped because we had
no room for more and sorry we hadn’t. We
lighted our cigars and in walked the old
fisherman, Jim Tillet, the man of all men
we desired to see. The man who, if the
fish are to be caught, knows where to catch
’em, but Jim’s not alone, his apprentice is
with him and an apt scholar he is too,
Joshua Willoughby, or as he is familiarly
known among the boys as Josh, is as keen
a sportsman as ever sst behind a twent
horse, sighted a rifle or baited a hook. Loo
at the pair as they come in, Jim short,
thick and muscular, strong as a lion, kind-
hearted to a fault.

Josh, a six footer, straight as a rush, full
beard, the very perfection of manhood ; &
man whose word is as good as his bond, and
one who knows what the word friendship
means. These two men have spent most of
their lives on the lake or in the woods,
inseparable friénds, and a pair that few men
would like to meet in anger. After mutual
hand-shaking, vhe business or pleasure of
our trip was discussed. Did they know
how the fishing was? A look of surprise
was the only answer.  After repeating the
question Jim ventured the remar he rather
thought they did. Fishing never was better.
How long did we intend to remain f Three
days at farthest. Could they go with us?
They would with pleasure. A 1 settled we
arranged to start mext morning at eight
o'clock. At eight preci next morning
in walk Jim and Josh with a spear each.
We had already breakfasted and so were
ready to start, taking our lunch, which our
host had very generously provided, with
us, We lighted our pipes and started,
walked to the Mukinoni:river, where we
found Jim and Josh’s hand-sleighs, with
their fish houses thereon. Josh and myself
formed one team, Jim and my friend the
other.

As we started over the glassy surface of
the river we had to walk and draw our fish
houses about two miles, and a pretty hard
pull it was, as when we got on the Jake the
snow was pretty deep; buat here we are
just opposite Smalley’s Point, the spot
chosen by Jim and Josh, as our fishing
place for the day. We stopped, took the
axes and the ice flew in all directions, We
soon had holes large enough to suit our

urpose and had the houses over them.
g‘hen the fishing commenced. Jim, desir-
ous of giving me all the sport possible,
worked the decoy while I knelt, spear in
hand ready to strike. Five, ten minutes
passed by. 1 was getting tired of the
cramped position, when a word of warning
from Jim cslled my attention, and away
down in the water, thirty feet below I
could see the outline of a fish, I had only
a moment, the next instant he came at the
decoy with a rush, but Jim was as quick
and jerked it rapidly aside. The fisk stopped
still for a moment. This was my chance;ina
moment my spear was buried in his back.
and we landed & trout weighing in the
neighborhood of eight pounds, Down
went the decoy again ; scarcely had it got
down ten feet when another came rushing at
it, did not stop and I did not see him again.
Jim keeps bobbing the decoy; I am gazing
dreamily into the water, when [am almost
paralyzed as I see a huge maskinonge sail-
ing majestically for the bait. With a sh
look-out from Jim, which is not needed,
L 4m on the alert, every muscle active, every
nerve strained. Jim works the decoy up,
up closer and closer the fish foilows. Now,
and I have him, but he don’t land so easily
as the trout ; it is to be a fight and & hard
one, for he is a big fellow apd & game one.

The pele is warped aud almost from
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1 dare mot try,to pull him
through the hole in the ice, a8 it is too nar-
row. Jim opens the door of the hole,
rushes over and gets Josh’s spear, runs back,
poises it carefally and in it goes about
eighteen inches back of mine, Together we
land him, and s beauty he is, weighivg
twenty-two poun

We caught three more trout and one
more ’longe that day. Josh and my friend
caught three maskinonge and two trout
and we returned to the hotel, tired, hun-
gry, but thoroughly pleased with the day’s
sport. Next morning Jim &gd Josh were
on hand precisely at 8, and off we get for
our fish houses, and were ‘rewarded with
seven trout and five maskinonge, making
a grand total of thirteen trout and ten
maskinonge, weighing in all 231 pounds.
Next morning we hitched up, drove to
Newmarket and caught the midday train
for Toronto more than pleased with our
trip, and if you wish to go and do like-
wise go to Jersey by the route I have
described, inquire for Josh er Jim, If
you find_ one you'll find both, and if you're
not satisfied, I'll pay the bill.

Henry George's Plan Advocated im To-
ronte.

At the meeting of the Secular society
last evening Mr, Phillips Thompson de-
livered an address on the subject of *‘The
Land for the People.” He dwelt on the
evils of old country landlordism, and pointed
out the growing tendency in the same di-
rection on this continent as evinced by high
rents in American cities and the accumula-
tion of land in the hands of railway cor-
porations.  He read extracts from the
American press showing that the increase
in the number of millionaires, wkich is so
significant a festure of American life, was
accompaniea by straightened conditions of
life among the working claes. ~ This ine-

uslity was largely due to Jand monopoly.
gle pointed out that 1and-grabbing in the
Northwest affected the interests of the

working class in old Canada, as
the prairies were the natural out-
let for our surplus labor. The

tax on industry by means of the in-
crease of land values was worse than other
forms of spolistion as ,the effects were con-
tinuous, He advocated Henry George's
scheme of 1and nationalization as the rem-
edy for the evils of the present system,
which would continuously increase with
the growth of population. Men of the
most opposite opinions in other questions,
such as Bishop, Nulty and Herbert Spencer
practically agreed in upholding the right
of every individusl to a share in the soil.
He closed by predicting that ina very few
ears the question would be a burning one
in English politics.
