The young widow continued in the hotel
business and Pearce kept his place as bar-
tender. She apparently found much con-
solation for the loss of her husband in the
young man’s company. The winter passed
in love making, the result being that Mrs.
Vansickle became Mrs, Péarce Wednesday
of last wéek. In the meantime, Nathan
Vansickle, brother of deceased, had re-
newed his  suspicions as to the
cause of the hotelkeepér’s death,

The Court House Site.

The city council has voted to locate the
uew court house at the head of Bay street.
An analysis of the vote shows the west
voting straight against the east, the mayor
throwing the casting vote in favor of the
west.

The new site is a mistake for many rea-
sons; 1t is expensive, for equally as gobd
locations could be had for much less money,
But not only is it expensive but it will
prove inconvenient. It is away trom the
commercial céntre. It is away from the
lawyers’' offices. Itis away from the farm-
ers’ hotels. It is away from’ the market,
(and markets and litigation seem to go to-
gether). And not only is it expensive and
inconvenient but it is building up a portion
of the city that has sufficient impetus of its
own without gaining advancement at the
expense of other sections.

The board-of trade, the legal profession,
and the county council favored a “site east
of Yonge street, but sectional interests

, have dictated one west of it.

Tax Exemiptions,

Toronto is threatened *with higher tax-
ation, Citizens have enough to pay now
without increase in their burdens, A
spirit of extravagance would appear to be
rampant in the council. ‘And not only is
the regular rate advancing, but local im-
provement, rates form an additional tax.

We' must check extravagance; and we
must insist on & more equitable distribu-
tion of the burden of taxation. Extrava-
gance can best be checked by reviving the
Property owners’ association. Equal
taxation cam be secured by agitation
for the abilition of tax exemptions,
and for equality in assessments, Aslong as
the present iniquitous system of exemp-
tions continues there ought to exist along-
side of it a league for their abolition.
Why should the hard-working, struggling
masses of a city be compelled to provide
fire and police protection, streets, schools,
parks, -markets, sewers, street-lighting,
sanitary inspection, etc., etc.; for a privi-
leged few, who are better able than the
average tax-payer to provide these things
for theinselves, The exempted are a
numerous, wealthy and growing number;
-the tax-payers are bled more and more
every year. JohnHallam and James Morris
ought to commence again their agitation
against exemptions. * As for unequal as-
sessments we will take that up in another
article.

What Settled the New York Panle.
When the panic came on in New York last
week, Secretary Folger promptly appeared
upon the scene, and announced that the
national treasury would redeem immedi-
ately ten .millions’ worth of called bonds,,)
and ten millions more, if necessary, This
announcement no doubt did something to
restore confidence, for, so great was the
panic that federal government bonds, the
most solid securities in the United States,
had at one time actually dropped five per
eent in value. Nay, borrowers who found
themselves in straits so far lost their heads,
while lenders with ready cash so took ad-
vantage of their necessities, that as much
as two per cent per day was paid for loans
on government bonds. The despatches
stating that orders te buy securities at
the reduced values were pouring
m from FEurope by cable were . so
worded that it might be supposed that
these orders were for railway secqriti("as,
Later accounts, however, give the impres-
sion that it avas government securities
mostly which European investors wished
to purchase at the reduced quotations.
That government bonds should have fallen
at all because of & speculators’ panic shoys

how intense the panic must have been.
By far the most effective means for ‘re-
storing confidence was, however, the action
. taken by the clearing house. association.
That body most unquestionably bas in its
direction some men whose heads are ‘‘level,”
Some of the embarrassed banks and firms
held largeamounts in really good securities,
which, however, if forced upon the market
to be sold for cash would have had to go at
an enormous - sacrifice, *The association
decided that such good securities,should
be received on deposit, and that cer-
tificates available for clearing house seitle
ments should be issued against them, to the
extent of seventy-five per cent.  In other
words, 4 bank or a large firm handing in
feur hundred thousand dollars’ worth of
accepted good securities got clearing house
certificates for three hundred thousand,
These certificates were by the action of the
board made as good as gold for paying

o

Immediately it was known
that the bank was at Tiberty to issue more
notes to the public the demand for notes
ceased and the panic was over, though its
consequences remained in the ruin of thou-
sands, 5

The Chicago Tribune rightly points out
the substantial similarity between the two
methods of meeting panics —the method
adopted by the British government on three
occasions within the last sixty years, and
that adopted last week by the New York
clearing house. The essential fact in both
cases was the creation of a large additional
amount of paper money, which was by the
action of the controlling authority made as
good as gold for paying debts with, The
British government allowed the bank of
England to createand issue more notes; the
New York clearing house by its fiat created |
millions more of current money in theshape
of certificates available for settlements,
In the former case it was the national gov-
ernment, in the latter it was a representa.
tive financial association, at. the nation’s
financial centre, that interposed. The
New York clearing house assoclation in a
manner assumed the functions of a national
government, for the time being. And the
‘fact that such functions were not merely
assumed, but successfully performed, shows
the immense power wielded by the asso-
ciation aforesaid. And this is the true ex-
planation of how last week’s panic was

stopped in Newyi#ork, s

Anr Opportunity for New Men,

Over the border the national republican
committee finds itselt in a tight plaee be-
cause of a law passed last session of con-_
gress, the effect\of which nobody appears
to have thonght 6?-«xkntil within a week or
two back. The law imposes heavy fines
and other penalties upon any one who,
holding a seat in congress or any office
under the national government, shall ask
or receive contributions of money for
electioneering purposes, Now, as it is
members of congress and office-holders who
are the prominent men on hoth national
and state election committees, it is plain
that the new law hits a great many of the
most influential party workers and man-
agers. The result is that all members of
election committees touched by the law
must resign from such committees, and
that their places must be filled by other
partizans  who * are  meither office-
holders nor in congress. This will ' make
a tremendous shaking up among the elec-
tion committees, but there is no help for
it. Thelaw is spoken of as being very
clear and precise—in fact one of the kind
that the proverbial coach and six cannot
be driven through—*‘no how you can fix
it.” Of course the democratic election
committees will have to obey the law.too,
but they are not so much affected, for the
reason that, their party not being in office;!
it is only their senators and members of*
congress who are touched. The enforced
subsidence of many prominent party men,
on both sides respectively, will give op-
portunity to many others, heretofore in the
background, of coming to the front in the
great contest of 1884,

Modern Toothlessness.

Many men and women of the present
generation are deficient in teeth.

‘Even though acci-
dent or disesse may interfere with nature
sufficiently to carry off a few of thé normal
number of cutters and grinders, still the
middle-aged and young should have a suf-
ficient nymber of good teeth to serve for
the mastjcation of the hardest substances
capablepf being used as food. For the re-
verse of this, for the decay of a large pro-
portion of the permanent set of teeth be-
fore the maturity of the individual, for the
jaws tilled with rubber and metal plates,
edged with gleaming white falsities, there

‘than the preservation of the natural teeth.

Health of the Province.

The weather conditions for the week
have varied considerably trom those of last
week. There was great clondiness and
excessive humidity with, in some districts,
much rain. - The general characters of dis-
ease have not greatly changed, though the

total prevalence scems to have become
rather less. Pneumonia amongst respira-
tory diseases remains still very prevalent,
though Bronchitis has not increased.
Rheumatism and neuralgia are seen to be
présent in large amounts. Amongst fevers,
intermittent is guite equal to the very high
position it had attained last week ; while
typhoid has advanced till it stands six-
teenth in the list of prevalent disease. In
district No. 4, (Toronto, Hamilton, etc.,)
it is seen to be one of the six most pre-
valent forms.of diseases. As compared with
last year, typhoid seems to he markedly
more prevalent for the season. Diarrheea
continues to advance. Amongst contagious
zyrpotics, whooping cough is prevalent,
while mumps, - diphtheria and Scarlatina
also appear amongst - the twenty prevalent
diseases. Though measles and scarlatina
are both small in their total prevalence,
localized epidemics of both exist here and
there in the province. Smallpox, though
present in some four or five centres, enough
to cause much appreheasion lést it should
spread, has not increaséd during the week.
All the cases known to exist at present in
tlie province are strictly isolated under the
. various local boards of health.—Ontario
Health Bulletin, week ended May 10.
