turer asked, Is Unbelief a Phantom or a
Reality?  He quoted wseveral Christian
writers who lament that the high class lis-
erature and the professors and students of
the influensial temples of learning are honey-
combed with unbelief. Unbelief is, there-
is used by ortho-
dox Christian ministers as a mental bugbear
to frighten timid minds, and hence investi-
gation is made well nigh impossible, Unbe-
lief is & necessary form of thought. No two
persons have the same experiences, and as
all belief must be based on individual ex-
ences, beliefs must differ as experiences
iffer. 1f a God gave each of us reasoning
faculties, He must have knewn shat the
exercise of them would lead many into un-
belief, Last Sunday the Rev. Mr. Stafford
asserted that unbelief is a mefe negation,
If he, the lecturer, had been present on that
occasion, and had been given an opportunity
to reply, he would have said that unbeliet
is, at the ®mame time, both positive and
negative, To be negative to error is to be
pesitive to truth, Mr. Stafford’s tion
fs as much negative as positive, hile he

an unbeliéver in certain other principles
which we maintain are true. Unbelief has
ever been the forerunner; the John the Bap»
tist as it were, of every advance made by
mankind, = No great reform has ever been
realized—no great religion, not even Chris~
tiznity, could have gained the great power
wielded by it, in the past or present; were
it not for the unbeliefs of its founders—for
the negatiye attitude assumed by them to-
wards th® prevailing ideas of their time.
