,matter by taking advantage of every petti-
gogging means of shelving ‘the petition.
'We do not think that any representative
of the people will be so ill-advised as to at-
tempt such a course. The people if not per-
mitted t6 let their voice be heard will turn
their attention to the obstructers and give
such an account of themselves that it will
be a caution toall gentlemen who in -the
future make attempt to balk the electors of

their will.

The Doctor Rails All Round.

Rev. Dr. Parsons preached at Knox Church
yesterday morning & sermon denouncing
Sabbath desecration. After speaking of the
heinousness of the crime, he dwelt upon the
steady growth of the evil ini this city| during
late years and denounced it in all its forms.
He then called attention te several specific’
cases. Not long ago he received a letter
from a boatman who complained that the
anthorities allowed a neighbor to let his boats
on the Sabbath.. The writer did not make a
practice of doing the same thing from con-
scientious - scruples and _eonsequently ' his
businese was suffering. The preacher had
been informed that many of the secret so-
cioties of - the city were holding meetings on
the Sabbath, He also condemned in the
most scathing terms the practice of church
parades which the military and several so-
cieties had lately fallen into. The counter
petition was circulated throughout ‘the
church and largely signed, especi lly by the
young people. At night the Doctor took
similar ground and invited all members of
the congregation, male and female, above
the age of 15 to sign the counter petition to
that of The World.

Pastor Wilkinson For Liberty.

Rev. J. M. Wilkinson, manager of the
Auditorium. said yesterday tbat he strongly
disapproved of the action of the ministerial
associations in circulating’a counter petition
to fhat of The World to prevent the iree
expression of the will 6f the people as to the
running of Sunday-cars.

This was-a
fallacy. In Belfast the oniy cars, as he had
ascertained personaliy, that pay are those
which carry the people to the parks|
Rich Man’s Horse and Street Car Horse.

Rev. A: B: Chambers yasterday morning
preached a sermon on the Sunday car ques-
tion in the Wesleyan Methodist Church, cor-
ner Dundas-street and Dssington-avenue.
Taking for his text Psalm xxvii., 4, he said he
desired to live in the house of the Lord and
he desired wo live in a Christian ¢ity. He
would rather live in Toronto than Montreal,
because this was a city known far and near
as a moral city, one where the Sabbath day
was properly observed. He was opposed to
the 'introduction of Sunday stréet cars in
Toronto for various reasous. It would
secularize the day, and he wassure the people
would not permit such a thing. He thought it
Wicked that an attempt should be made
to deprive the street car men of a day of
rest. It was as necessary flor their |physical
as their spiritual welfare, Some people say
that the rich have their carriages and - the
poor are entitled to have the use of the street
cars. * They forget that the horses of the
rich réceive greater care than do | the men
who work for the street car company, and if
the men are not cared for e may| be sure
the horses of the company are neglected.
He counselled the people to dn right in this
matter and. guard the sanctity of the Sab-
bath. .

-He was serry to think that in this/Christian
city there was published a daily paper that
would from day to day insert a blank form
for the people to sign in favor of Sunday
cars. e was glad that The World stood
alone among the papers in this crusade. It
grieved him also to thin't that in this Chris-
tian city a paper was published sg late on
Saturday night as to almost encroach upon
the Sabbath day, and to be known abroad as
a Toronto Sunday paper. He appealed to
the congregation to assert:themselves on the
Sunday car question and to quell the forces

BoTH SIDES OF THE QUESTION.

It is Discussed in The Review of Reviews
and The Arena.

Below will be found two articles from the
magazines giving , two sides of the Sunday
question. The Review of Reviews' article
was referred to in the Metropdlitan Church
yesterday by the pastor. It is as follows:
The Struggle For the Six-Days Week.'
[From The Review of Reviews for December.]
The following summary of the advance
which has taken place on- the Continent in
the direction of Sunday rest will be found
useful. The extract is taken from The Sun-
day at Home for November, whose authority
is the Lord’s Day Observance Society ' of
England.

AUSTRIA.—A labor law protects women
and minors from Sunday work, and ’'makes
the flat of a minister of the Government

y for any facturing operations
on the day of rést. Postal deliveries are
now limited to one. Sunday evening and
Monday morning newspapers are prohibited,
because of the Sunduihwork necessary for
their production. ny shops are now
closed.

BrLGIUM.—A labor law has been passed to
diminish Sunday werk in factories. Work
on the state-railways has been very greatly
reduced. The influence of the Protestant
congregations has secured Sunday rest
largely in iron, coal} and glass industries.

DENMARK.—A. Sunday-rest law has been
passed. . Shops are elosed at 9 a.m. for the
day. Factories and workshops may not
work between 9 a.m. and midnight. All em-

loyes have at least alternate Sundays off.

ostal work is limited to one delivery. Tram-
car work is considerably Jessened. %

FRANCE.—The work of the French
League for Sunday rest, which was
founded at the International  Paris
Congress of 1880, has spread with great
rapidity in many parts of the couutry, The
closing of shops becomes more and more
common, Railway, goods and parcel offices
have been closed at 10 a.m. or at mnoomn, in-
stead of at later hours. 1n the annual meet-
ing of six railway companies further instal-
ments of rest have been demanded, and in
some cases secured. A labor law was passed,
securing one day's rest in seven, but the
Lord’s Day is not necessarily the day of
‘rest.

GERMANY.—A labor law protecting ‘the
Lord’s Day has beep passed. The second de-
livery of lotters has been suppressed through-
out the whole empire. Goods traffic is limit-
ed. Sbops are now closed largely in Berlid
a..d other cities and towns, and none may re-
main open more than five hours. Work is
prohibited in mines, quarries, salt pits, col-
lieries, foundries, timber yards, tile yards
and factories of all kinds. Sunday race
meetangs incurred vhe displeasure of the Em-
peror and are dying out.

HoOLLAND.—One of the most influential
newspapers has closed its offices on Sunday,
in agreement with the gencral movement for
Sunday rest. | Goods trains 'do not ruun, the
parcels and goods are delivered only early in
the morning. | A law has been passed secur-
ing rest for women and minors in factories
and workshops.

HUNGARY.—A law bas been passed generally
the same as for Austria, both laws making
the rest longer, ie;, from 6 p.m. on Saturday
till midnight on Sunday,

NoRwWAY.—The hitherto unbroken toil on
tramways has been reduced, and the larger
proportion of men rest. Laber in factories
and workshops is, greatly  diminished and
women and coddren are protected.

RussiA.—~Here no marked progress has
besn made; but from all parts of the empire
petitions have been addressed to the oly
Synod asking for the ciosing of all shops and
factories on Sunday.
 SWEDEN.—Movements here are of the same
kind as in Norway and Denmark. Couut A.
Moltke:~ from Copenhagen, makes the same
hopeful reports for the three countries.

SWITZERLAND.—By & law which came
into force -on Dec. 1, 1890: “Every servaut
of railway, steamer, tramway and other
locomotive companies, and the empioyes of
the postoffice, will have 52 days of rest in the
year,-of which 17 must be Sundays. The
day’s work' cannot be lengthened merely by
the will of the employer, and in mo case
may exceed 12 -<hours, and at least 'one
hout’s rest must divide the work. No wage
is to be deducted for the rest day. Any
breach .of the law is to be visited with a
penalty of from 500 fr. to 1000 fr.” This law
is supplementary to others which secure to
the workmen in factories, mills and work-
shops their complete liberty on the Lord’s
day, exceptin ceriain cases, for which the
authorization of the Federal Council is need-
ed. and even then one Sunday in ‘two must
be free. s

A railway,is in course of construction
which connects Yverdon and St. Croix, in
the Canton Vaud, which by its constitution
is to be free from all Sunday traftic for, at
least 25 years. To obtain this privilege the
promoters: have cheertully sacrificed all.the
money subventions to which they had a
claiip from the various parishes, the Canton
and the State.

Sunday at the World’s Fair,

By William H. Armstroug in The Arena for
November.]

The question of closing on Sunday the
gates of the World’s Fair is one that not
only interests our natipn but aiso the nations
of the world.

On Sept. 3 80 members of the National
World’s Fair Commission and 100 members
of th: Board of Lady Managers listened to
the arguments  of representatives of the
American Sabbath Union for closing the
World’s Fair Sundays. The arguents for
Sunday closing were presented by Col.
Elliott F, Shepard, president of the Ameri-
can Sabbath Union; Rev. Dr. 8. Sco-
ville, ’{)residenb of Wooster University, Ohio;
Rev. T. A. Fenley, secretary of the Phila-
delphia Sabbath Association; Gen. Q. O.
Howard, Col. Alexander F. Bacon, Hon.
L. S. Cotfin; Rev. F. L. Patton, President of
Princeton University; Dr. P. 8. Henson of
Chicago, and Mrs. T. B, Carse, as the repre-
sentative of the W.C.1.U.

On reading the addresses and petitions pre-
sented by the above named persors, I was
surprised to see the diversity of names given
to the first day of the week. Some called it
“‘the Sabbath day,” others ‘“Suunday,” while
another class termed it ‘‘ the American
Sabbath” — none  of them having Bible
authority for the names given. This
inadvertence might be excused if 'these
gentlemen were not poising as moulders
of public thought and teaciiers of Bible truth,
while they are endeavoring to palm off Sua-
day upon the National Columbian Commis-
sion as a “holy day,” for which they caunot
produce Bible authority.

Nowhere in the Bible can they find any
command to keep Sundayasa ‘‘holy day,”
neither can they there find where the Jewist
Sabbath was ever changed to the first day of
the week—Sunday. This change was made
by Constantine’s edict, in 321 A.D., which
was the first law either ecclesiastical or civil
by which the sabbatical observance of Sun-
da, was known to have been or-
daﬁled. Does anyone .claim that Con-
stantine was ipspired? The sabbatical
observance of Sunday, as prescribed by Con-
stantine, or of “‘the American Sabbath,” as
prescribed by statutory law, is yielding
obedience to the commandments of man and
not of God, aud aH their advocates are cou-
fronted with the Scripture: *‘But in vain
they do worship e, teaching for doetrines
the commandmerits of men"—Matt. xv, 9.

As Dr. Francis L. Patton of Princeton
University was the only speaker who at-
tempted to speak on the Biblical aspect of
the Sunday question I shall direct my re-
marks to him. The doctor is quoted as say-
ing: “The ten commandments represent the
high water mark of morality. The Jew had
contributed the ~ greatest feature |of
the ecivilization ~of - the nineteenth cen-
tury. The Sabbath had become the inherjt-

R. J. FLEMING OPENS HIR MAYOR-
ALTY CAMPAIGN, :

Excitement Ran High in the Auditorium
On saturday Night—The Candidate's
Program—Tackled on the Sunday Car
Question He Says He Will Bow to the
Wil of the People—Editor Gregg and
the Chester Baron,

The Auditori um was well filled on Satur-
day night when R. J: Fleming, J.P., ex-alder-
man, real estate man and financial agent,
opened his electoral  campaign with a view
to the occupancy of ‘the Mayor’s chair in the
coming year of grace. His following on the
platform was not influential, and could be
counted on the digits. His henchman was
ex-Ald. Vokes, who said all that a chairman
is expected to say under such circumstances
~—he praised the candidate, his qualifications
and character all round. !

An ©ld soldier, an enthusiastic supporter
of Mr. Beaty, caused some fun by his re-
peated” and outspoken preference of the
Doctor and’ learned Q.C. to “Bob” Fleming.

J. 8. Boddy, who has won bhis spurs as &
democratic orator in the debates of the
Young Conservatives, was the first speaker.
He belongs to the order of those terribly in
earnest; he says strong chings in a vigorous
fashion and would not curtail one sentence
of-a carefully prepared speech even 'if the
mounted police had to be called out. Last

The Candidate Reads His ‘Speech,

Mr. Fleming was received with loud cheer-
ing. His speech was type-written on foolscap
folio and the reading of this frequently ob-
structed the view of the genial, whiskered
face of the candidate. Still R. J. gave a
capital and useful address. It was replete
with information and bristled with statistics,
The speech bore evidence of careful compi-
lation, and it will do good service for the
next three weeks, .

The first ‘part consisted of a statement of
what an ideal mayor sgould be and what he
should nov do. The second _part showed how
admirably fitted Robert J. Fleming was to
fill the bill. The third outlined the course he
will pursae if he heads the poll on Jau. 4.

On the unreasoning piling up of the e:ity’s
debt and the heavy burden of taxution and
its causes Mr. Fleming took almost identical
ground with Mr. Beaty, whose half-dozen
addresses have been within a fortuight re-
ported in The World.

“We carry on our civic.affairs at greater
expense than any other city on the Ameri-
can continent,” proof of which Mr. Fleming
gave by a series of comparative tables. To-
ronto spent in general taxation last year,
leaving out the cents, $19 for every man,
woman and child in the city; Buffalo $18,
Philadeipbia $13, Detroit $12, Rochester and
Chicago $11, Milwaukee $10, aund some other
American cities ran down as low as from $4
to $8 per head. .

Myr. Fleming made some capital hits anent
what he called the reckless and extravagant
expenditure at the City Hall. He read out
the chief figures to show how much cheaper
the business is done at other places of the
same magnitude as Toronto. The Works
Department was His bete’ noir. - Fifty offi-
cials are employed there, 13 of whom have
salariés from $1200 upwards. There was
no outery against these highly paid of-
ficials: oh, no; only against the  workmen
getting 15 cents an bour. Mr Fleming
waxed funny about the amount of ‘‘engin-
eering” done at the City Hali, the ‘“‘private
drains,” aud the heads which must fall into
the basket.

Some of Fleming's Reforms.

The candidate praised the police force,
but said it was much more expensive than
American cities of the same size. He would
reduce the, force by not filliug up vacancies
through resignations or dismissals. He
disapproved of arresting wren for drunk-
enness if they were able to steer home.
Even when worse the inspector should dis-
miss them when they had sobered up, No
drunkard was ever cured by being sent to
jail. All these liberal sentiments were
loudly cheered, and also that we had too
many bylaws, and that public school yards
should 'be always open for play for the
children.

Anpother reform advocated by Mr. Fleming
was the abolition of tax-collectors and that
of cab hireat the City Hall. He would
spend no money on aldermanic excursions
to Ottawa, but have the local M.P.’s do the
work instead.

Although considered a temperance
“crank” he maintained that Toronto is the
most spber city on the American continent.
[Applausg.] The drink busivess in the city
is withid the narrowest limitsand in the
hands of a better class of men than any
other city. The publicans, bartenders and
their customers cheered this sentiment.
“The temparance question is not an issue in
the present campaign. I would not  sacri-
fice my priuciples to obtain the support of
any liquor seiler;and 1'would not treat men
in “the liquor business unjustly to win the
support of prohibitionists.” [Cheers.]

W ATERFORD, Ireland, Dec. 13.—Michael
Davitt, the Irish leader, .was seriously
wounded during a riot here to-day. Mr.
Davitt and William O’Brien had come to
Waterford to support the candidature
of Mr. Keane, who, on Mr. Davitt
himself declining to oppose him, was nom-
inated by the McCarthyites for the seat in
Parliament made vacant by the death-of
Richard Power.

The fight was started by the Parnellite
faction, and for an-houf they fought at
close quarters despite the presence of 600
police in the city.
