LAURIER'S SYMPATHY WITH THE|
MANITOBA MINORITY.

He Pitches Into the Government on the
Separate sScheol Question—Sir John
'l‘hémpmn Given a Reception by His
Colleagues Previous to His Departure
far Paris—His Neat Reply.

O7TaWA, March 8.—The afternoen session
of the House was taken up by Messrs. Amyot
and Weldon in coutinuing the debate on the
Manitoba school question.

After recess Mr, Casey spoke for about an
hour. At9.15 Hon. Mr, Laurier rose, amid
oonsiderable spplause. He denied that Mr.
MecCarthy had anything to do with framing
Mr. Tarte’s amendment. With reference to
the change of negotiations between Mr.
Chapleau and Archbishop Tache, he said
that of course Mr. Chapleau was not ap-
pointed under the great seasl to negotiate
with the Archbishop, but it was certain
that he had several interviews with the
Archbishop, which were all reported to the
Premier.

Dealing with the assertion that the Mani-
toba Government would bow to the judg-
ment of the Supreme Court, he said that did
not cover the wholéd case, because it was
based on the idea that the Supreme Court
would pot interfere with the legislation of
Manitoba. It must be remembered that the
wvery question referred zo the Supreme Court
was very dangerous. . The action of the Gov-
ernment all through’ had beeun verv shifty.

/Two years ago the minority in
Manitoba bad appealed and the polis
should havedealt with it at once. The rea-
son way it had not been dealt with was be-
cause the Government was afraid tu deal

He continued at some length, reviewing
the manner in which the rights to separate
schools had been established under the Brit-
ish North America Act. He thea claimed
that the minority in Manitoba bad been
treated with barbarous tyranny and that
not ore hour should have beeu lost in grant-
ing relief. . Al

Mr, Laurier next amused himself and his
followers by giving a semi-humorous
review of the proceedings of Council
when hearing Mr. Ewart, and then
devoted some time to considering the Otta-
wa despatches to The Toronto World of Nov.
27 and 28, in the last of which it Wwas stated
that Mr. Laurier would find it ‘difficult to
blame the Govermment for referring the
matter to the Supreme Court.

He said in conclusion that bhe would not
blame the Governmeant for referring the
matter to the Supreme Court if he felt that
the reference was made in good faith; but
he did blame the Governmeut for the long
delay, and he thought that the reference was
only a makeshift.

Britivh Fair Play.

Hon. Mr. Ouimet said that the action of the
Government in the past with regard to this
matter was tue best evidence of its intention
for the future. The Government proposed
to adbere to the old policy as laid down by
the old chieftain, which was that of British
fair play, not McCarthy fair play, which
was to strangle the plaintiff before he could
be heard.

He accused the Liberals of constantly en-
deavoring to éxcite race and religious preju-
dices, and said that the Conservative party
desired to have all races and all religions
treated fairly. For himself he favored
separate schools and the teaching of religion
in the schools as well as the three R’s.

Briefly reviewing the petition received, he
held that the gussnlom involved were purely
legal ones, and the proper place to settle them
was the courts. He bad no doubt it was in-
tended at Confederation thatv the minority in
Manitoba should have separate schools, but
it appeared from the judgment of the Privy
Council that intention Lad not been carried
out by the act which was passed.

He argued at some length to show that
there were grave doubts as to whe-
ther the Catholics of Manitoba bad not some
rights still which should be protected aud,
therefore, it was right tbat a reference
should be made to the Supreme Court. The
decision of the Supreme Court would be
accepted by the majority of the people and

even by the majority of the people of Maui-

toba.
Mr, Davin spoke agaimnst the amendment.
Opposed the Amcendmeant,

Mr. Maclean (York) also opposed the
amendment. }e said that Mr. Tarte bad
professed  to show the course of the Con-
gervative -party, and he proposed to show
the course of the Liberal party. He read a
number of extracts trom The Globe to show
that the chief party organ bad steadily
opposed remedial legislition. He also
quoted from the Pope’s encyclical letter on
the Minnesota school case to show that the
Holy See was nov opposed to pnblic schools.

Sir John Thompsor was greeted with
sumultuous applause aund cries of ““On the
table.” BStanding on a chair, 30 as to be in
view of  almost everyone in the room, he
pleasantly remarked that by tlie aid of a
chair he was able to raise himself to the
height of some of the statesmen about him. ‘i
[Laughter.] He said that he would re-
quire to possess all the gifts ascribed |
to him in the address to fittingly
express his feelings at this expression of
confidence in him. He could only say that
from the bottom of his heart he thanked
them both for himself and his wife for their
good wishes. He would say,as he had always
said, that it was his duty to give thanks vo
them, for from the.day he had first entered
tae Dominion Parliament he had always |
been received with the greatesu courtesy |
and had been treated with the utmost cou-
fidence, both by the members of the House
and of the Senate. That confidence had
been several timés renewed. !

merely remind them that it was only a most
imperative sense of duty that could call him
away at this time. He had aiways held it
to be a member’s duty‘ to represent Par-

liament to tho last day, but this was & call

Arbitration Best.

He referred to the impertance of havin
anada represented on'the arbitration, a
wn,h. regard to the tribunal he said that it
wus impoasible to say what its determina-
tion would be, but whatever it was it
would be an honor to Great Britain and the
United States to have adopted this system
of arbitration for the settiement of ques-
tions which but a few years ago could only
have been settled by "bayonets. With re-
gard to the session he did not anticipate
that it would be a long ome. Great
progress has been made in public business,
and he left behind him able colleagues who
were quite competent to conduct the busi-
ness of the House, Besides this he had
tried the faithfulness of the party in darker
days than these, and knew that it could be

depended on, ;

He owed an acknowledgment to the
members of the Opposition for -the manner
in which they had not only not impeded
but greatly facilitated business this session,
and he wished to make this public acknow-
ledgment to them, In conclusion he hoped
that they would soon hear the guns boom-
ing tor prorogation and when he returned
he would nov find them still struggling with
a long and arduous session.

A UNIQUB CASE ON TRIAL AT THE
COUNTY COURT.

The Représentative of the Guaranty Loan
& Trust Company of Ban Franecisco
Sues on & Note for $200 for Which He
Claimed Oertificates Had Been A ward-
ed to the Defandant,

Yesterday in the County Court Judge
Morgan listened to a “lottery case,” as he
styled it himself. On the lawyer’s briefs
were the innocent words “Jones v. Busby,”
but the court room was packed with people
eager to watch the progress of a suit which
they evidently believed to be the last act in
anefarious scheme, Frequently when the
counsel for the defence scored one the crowd
showed visible signs of approval. Staff In-
spector Archibald was there and secured
evidence which he doubtless will uge in the
near future, s

D. H. Jones, acting as agent for the Guar-
anty Loan and Trust Compg:)g of San Fran-
cisco, sued John Busby for $200 due on a note
given last January by the defendant. The
defendant urged that he gave the note ex-
pecting to receive a loan of $200, but
which he did not obtain, The plaintiff
on the other hund stated that he passed $150
to the credit of the defendant in an account
running between him and a firm of brokers
named Burness & Co., and tha$ the balance
had been paid in certificates. The defendant
held that Burness & Co. was a fictitious
name and was in reality only the plaintiff.
{he account of $150 was, he beld, fraudu-

nt. : 2

But the most peculiar part of the whole
case was the certificates. Each certificate
was sold at one dollar and entitled the holder
to the privilege to applv for a loan from the
Guaranty Company. Each certificate bore
a numter, and on the twentieth of each
mouth the company issued a report to
brokers informing them which numbers they
could profitably buy from the eriginal pur-
chasers, Judge Morgan frequently referred
to these certificates as *‘tickets,” but on each
occasion was quickiy informed that they
were ‘‘cortificates.” A wmonthly report was
exhibited at the court and looked very much
like & list of the lucky numbers. At the to|
was given the number of the ticket whic!
was worth 100,000, Next came the numbers
of those tickets worth 10,000, 1000 and 100.
A large number of certificates were men-
tioned as worth 5, The sign ‘“‘$” was not
there, but witnesses for the plaintiff ex-
plaineéd that was what was moant. All
through the trial it was evident that His
Honor considered this as a lottery in dis-
guise, and when both sides were heard he
withdrew the case from the jury and dis-
missed the action with costs.

A “PURE MILK” BILL.
The Pennsylvania Legislature Has Obne
Now Uunder Consideration,
Senator Markley has introduced a bill in
the State Legislature “to secure a pure,
wholesome and unadulterated milk supply,

and to provide for licensing milk’ producers
and milk venders, and for the appointment
of milk and dairy fnspectors.”

The bill provides for the appointment of
milk inspectors by the boards of health,
State or local. The inspsctors are to be
required to test the quality of the milk
offered for sale, and to examine the premises
and hygienic surroundings’ot the places in
which milk may bekept. Both producers and
vendors of milk are to belicensed. Authority
is to be given for the inspection of milch
cows, and provision made for the separation
and slaughter of diseased animals, and for
the reimbursement of their owners.

The sale of skimmed milk is forbidden by
this bill. Good, ordinary skimmed milk is
not objectionable if it be sold for what it is.
But the skimmed milk from which the fatty
solids have been driven by centrifugal mo-
tion in the creameries is mere slop. Its use
as an adulterant caunot be detected. It is
not a fit food for infants, nor, indeed, for
pigs, unless mixed with more nutritious
constituents,

Says The Philadelphia Record in regard to
the bill: On the vaf't of consumers the ques-
tion of regulation is vo a great extent a ques-
tion of life and death. In this city there are
yearly 5000 deaths of infants. A large per-
centage of this mortality is unquestionably
due to the inferior or impure quality of the
milk upon whick they muiv1 have been fead
The law as it stands has proved alto-
gether inddequate to check this murderous
traffic, which has been followed by such ter-
rible results. It requires proof that the
vendor of unlawful milk has been knowingly
guilty—proof almost impossible to furnish,
Senator Markley’s bill proposes to make the
vendor responsible for the quaiity of the
article he may sell. Any regulation that
should stop short of this would be an in-
tended failure,

What Dr. Allen Says.

“That is far better than the Ontario
statute,” said Dr. Allen last night when the
Pennsylvaunia bill was shown him. The pro-
per regulation of the milk supply was a
vexed question with Dr, Allen while he was in
the service of the city and so he has all the de-
fects of the statute at his tongue’s end, “The
present statute,” explained the Doctor, ‘“‘em-
powers the bealth officers to seize diseased
meat or tainted milk, but diseased milch
dows cannot be destroyed without the con-
sent of the owner. It is almost absolutely
necessary that the Act which gives
Health officers the right to slaughter
diseased animals should also indemmify the
owner. Only by this means could the officers
be sure of the co-operation of the dairymen,
and without the aid of the dairymenno city
can secure a supply of pure milk,

“The Outario Goverument has taken an ab-
surd position in regard to the milk question.
It allows dairymen to sell adulterated or
tainted milk to citizens with impunity and
yet declares the dishonest patron of & cheese
factory guilty of a misdemeanor. The city
will apply for special legislation at the ap-
proaching session, along the lines I suggested
when in office.”

STARTLED GERMANS.

They Are Shook Up in a Railway Acci-
dent.

STRATFORD, March 8.—A train of six cars,
containing German émigrants from Halifax
per staamship Numidian, about 8 o'clock this

JUDGE ARMOUR IS SEVERE,

Verdict for the Defendant in the Suit of
Guinane v, Sunnyside,

VANCOUVER, B.C., Mamgh 8.—The Customs
authorities of British mbia have re-
ceived instructions from N. Clarke Wallace,
Comptroiler of Customs, as follows:

In accordance with request from the Right
Hon. Secretary of State for the Colonies
Ihave to acquaint you that Har Majesty’s
Governinent has received a proposs! from the
Russian Government for the establishment of
a protective zone around the islands and
coast of Russia. Warn masters of sealing
vessels clearing for the North Pacific to ar-
range for ascertaining the provisions which
may be agreed to by the two Governments
before proceeding to the neighborhood of
Russian territory.

With three exception the entire sealing fleet
of British Columbia, comprising some 52
veesels, have left for Japanese and Russian
waters, It is impossible, sherefore, for all
concerned to be notified of the pending nego-
tiations between Great Britain and Russia.

That the last census was imperfect we
must admit, or honor it as the only perfect
thing on this earth. Bud the imperfection
which is being charged against it seems to
be rather made from political spite than on
grounds which apply to the collection of

such statistics. g
The object of the census, so far as manu-

“factories were concerned, was}ito acquire

full information in regard to the industrial
occupations of the people. In carrying out
this design it was necessary to give statis-
tics, including every form of manufacture,
however small their operations or however
distinguishable from such as are technically
known as manutacturing enterprises.

It 1s objected that such occupations as
“shoemakers, tailors, bakers, cabinet-mak-
ers, seamstresses, milliners, harnessmakers,
blacksmiths, etc.,” ought mot to be com-
prised in a census of our industries, because
such occupations are a necessity in every
country. The objection is frivolous, Had
such a rule been observed the census would
have been a very partial exhibit of that
which it was designed to show; it would
have brought the Government into ridicule
amongst statisticians all over the world.

The argument, or rather assertion, that
these minor industries were included in the
census in order to bolster up the case for
protection is an unfair reflection upon the
intelligence! of those who are opposed to
protection, for it assumes that they had not

. skill enough, or sense enough, to analyze
~~.the census and to distinguish between the

elass of manufactures that have been cre-
ated or emcouraged by the N.P.
and those it was never designed
directly to affect.  But, probably,
this estimate of the skill and sense of those
who oppose protection is made from intor-
mation better than what we possess, as it
it made by tariff opponents of their own
powers.

1t 1s, however, not correct to state that
all the above trades have been beneficially
influenced by protection. For instance, it
makes a wonderful difference to this coun-
try whether its shoes are made by home
workers or are made abroad. In the for-
me- case our native capital, skill and labor
are employed, and their activity stimulates
and sustains other trades at home; in the
other case the workers reside out of this
eountry and the Wages they earn and the
stream of money their industry puts into
ecirculation goes to build up a foreign na-
tion. Itis so also with tailors. There
was a vast trade growing up abroad from
the sales of elothing for export to Canada;

York Township Council Spends A‘l_l’ouur
Day Hearing Speeches For and Against
the Project—More Interest Taken In
the Question Than in n General Elec-
tioi—Able Speechos for the Company.

The third day’s’ discussion in Eglnton
Town Hall a to the relation of York Town-
ship Council to the Richmond Hill Railway
Company was marked by iatense interest,
though little excitement.

The speaches were more to the point than
those of the two previous days, thos> bearing
the palm being by Mr.A.H. K, Gresr,solicitor
of the compagy, ani Mr. P. W. Ellis, vice-
president. The first-named gentleman spoke
for an hour and Mr. Eliis double that time.
The reeve is defermined that no one entitled
to speak shall bas shuf off, hence it is nov
easy to say when the council’s decision will
be given. One thing Mr. Humberstone an-
nounced yesterday, which may for a day or
two postpone the verdict—that there would
be a careful scrutiny of all the signatures to
the petitions against tho passage ‘of the
bylaw. *1f it takes a month,” said he,
“‘everything shall be exhaustively enquired
into, and no -one entitled to speak shall be
excluded.”

The Discussion Opened,
Mr. Thomas Swift said he voted for the
bylaw because he was told by Couacillor
Peterman that his property in Spadina-
avenue would be benefited by the: railway
coming by.

' Mr. Charles Winter said that the railway
would be & great injury to his property in
St. Clair-avenue. The company had secured
the bonus vote in an underhand” way. They
had deceived the people.

He told what he called a secret—that
negotiations are on_the tapis between the
ratepayers of Deer Park and North Toronto
and the Toronto Street Railway Company
to run to North Toronto. This would be for
the benefit of the southern district. ln view
of the benefit of the whole township he pre-
ferred the Richmond Hill line. If the bylaw
did not pass he hoped the money promised
for the project might be transferred to the
Toronto Railway Company, who would no
doubt serve the district.

The ﬁllcilor‘l Able Speech.

Mr. A. H K. Greer made an able and
vigorous speech as a ratepayer, as a member
of the Bedford Park Company and of the
Richmond Hill Railway Company and as
solicitor of both these undertakings. He
said the company had already made cou-
tracts in good faith that the bylaw would
pass. He said there was a legal
objection to altering the agreement and
leaving out the streets to which objection
had been taken, Having got the franchise
the company could do as they pleased as re-
gards presenting any streets to Deer Park.

Mr. Greer at length explained the legal
proceedings in conuection with last year’s
bylaw and said the case was adjourned till
May 16 next to see what the Township
Council will do. '

He hoped the bylaw, which he maintained
is good in every respect, will bs passed. He
himself drafted the agreement, which he
stated was far more stringent against the
company than any: other which had been
passed in the Toronto district.

Mr. Greer then justified the franchise and
its renewal. He said the company had ap-
plied to the City Council to run down
Avenue-road to the Union Station. The city
would not consent, but it might lead to ar-
rangements with the Toronto Railway Com-
pany. To the latter they could say, “We
havs this franchise; what will you give us?
{Appiause.] We will be giad to shake hands
with the Street Railway Company and have
one fare to Upper Canada College.”

Mr. Fullertun, he said, had assured him
that if Avenue-road were left out of the
agreement he would help the company to get
this bylaw and assist in getting all the legis-
lation required.

*But,” added Mr. Greer, ‘“we - have not
abandoned Avenue-road and do not intend
to abandon it.” Then he iucidly stated tne
great benefits the Township of York would
derive from the operation of this line. He
folt assured the township council would pass
the bylaw and thereby aid in the deveiop-
ment-of the finest district, for residential or
other purposes, around loronto.

Diverse Voices,

My. Alexander Doig spoke in favor of the
railway company. He bhad voted for the
bonus and would vote for it if again sub-
mitted. He hoped the bylaw and agreement
would be voted. [Applause.]

My, John Russel was strongly against the
railway. He complained of mauy points in
the agreement, *'Is it fair for us to pay one-
halt of the cost of the removai of rails from
the side to the centre of the street after pay-
ing $80L0 a mile for its constraction? [*No.']
He ovbjected that there was no security given
the township for the completion of the line.
There shouid be a more siringent agree-
ment.”

A Two Hours' Defence of the Company.

Mr. P.W. Ellis, vice-president of the To-
ronto and Richmond Hill Street Rgilway
Company, spuke for two bours as rate-
payer whose property ,would b prejudical-
1y affected if the council did not pass this
bylaw. He expatiated on the beauties of the
Richmond Hill district -as a residential lo-
cality, describing it as ‘‘a Muskoka.” Its
land is higher aud its climate healthier than
the far-off Muskoka.

He then described in detail the proposed
route of the railway. He said it was abso-
lutely impossible to build the line directly
up Yonge-street owing to the great gulch.
Therefore the liie had been diverted and
passed through Bedford Park. But there
was the Meuropolitan Railway, and wby
should not the two companies join hands for
ahe settling and develdping of tha district?

““We havea stupendous task before us,
but we are prepared to carry it out.” [Ap-
plause.]

#“We Must Have Those Streets.”

Mr. Ellis showed now all the streets men-
tioned in the agreement were necessary to
the success of the company. *We require
those streets and must have them.” He then
explained the belt line with its connection
with Toronto Junction and Prospect Ceme-
tery in the west and with Moore Park and
Rosedale, with its atbletic grounds, on the
east. This line, he assured the council, it
was the intention of the company to build as
soon as the line to Newtonbrook was com-
pleted.

As regards the Toroito Railway Company,
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Etobicoke Township Council will construct
an iron or steel bridze over the Mimico River
on the Lake Shore-road.

The pitcher is re-
quired to stand with his stationary foot
against this plate, face the batter and in de-
livering the ball to take one step in any
direction hLe pleases, but ouly one. ' The
average step is five feet, so that this rule
practically puts the pitcher back five feet.

Also that the bat must be made wholly of
bardwood and that a balk shall be any
motion made by the pitcher to deliver the
ball to the bat without delivering it. Tue
baik rule was not changed. :

Dry Goods and Millinery Houses
Shipping Freely.

Further Btatistics On Grain—The Coming
Report On Stocks In Farmers’ Hands
the cyio-nra of All Eyes — United
States Money Affairs—The Situation—
Payments On Mareh 4 — Local and
Foreign Market Reperts.

There has been a fair trade doing in dry-
goods this weelk, though the véjume is not so
great as that of last week, The large num-
bers of people who came to attend the
millinery openings made it a point to visit
the drygoods houses, and numerous sales of
fancy spring goods were made. While
there was no such rusb as daring last week,
there have been quite a few buyers in the
market picking up the latest things in spring
goods, Country merchants are reported to
in good spirits. The continued cold weather
induced an active demand for heavy woolén
goods of all kinds, and winter stocks bave
been reduced to a minimum, This being the
case the merchant feals disposed to buy free-
1y for the spring trade. Local houses report
an unusually large number of spring orders.
The shipping rooms have been taxed to their
utmost capacity for the past two months
sending goods forward, and there are still
quite a few not filled. Prices are firm forall
kinds of woolens, cottons and silke, and
while no further advances are looked for it
is expected that present prices will be main-
tained for some time to come, Payments
are reported fair,

GROCERIES,

The grocery trade has been quiet during
the past week, chiefly on account of bad
roads throughout the country. Business has
been dull with the retailer; and he sees no
immediate necessity for stocking up when
goods are moving slowly. Teasare a strong
feature. Stocks of low grade. Japans are
very light as: compared with thoseat this
time last year, and as shipments from Japan
bave fallen off it islikely that stocks here
will come to a very narrow compass before
the new crop arrives. Teas of all descrip-
tions are firm. Sugars are also firm.
Refiners refuse to make any concessions for
large purchases, and decline to make con-
tracts for future delivery. Yellows are
quoted at 3 5-8c to 4 1-4¢, and granulated at

© $4.80 per cwt, to 47{c per lb. Canned goods
continuein active demand. Further ship-
ments of peas and tomatoes have gone to
Chicago, which has been a libera! buyer in
this market daring the past fortnight. Toma-
toes are quoted at 8ic to 81, peas at 90c to
§1.40, and corn for 85c to $1.40. Canned
salmon is strong. A special brand is in such
demand that a local house have instructed
their travelers to pick up 10 and 20 cass lots
from retailers wherever it could be bought.
Dried fruits are in fair enquiry at prices un-
changed, with the exception of Valencia
raisins, which are rather firmer, New York
prices having advenced 14c. Chicago canned
mneats of all kinds are firin 1n sympathy with
the high price of pork. Payments are un-
satisfactory.

BOOTS AND SHOES.

Business in boots and shoes shows a falling
off this week. There are fewer orders for
epring goods, the bad state of country roads
baving discouraged dealers from laying in
supplieE. Quite a lot of small orders for
rubber goods bave, however, come to hand,
developed no doubt by the soft weather of
the past week ond the expectation of a few
more weeks of slusby weather.

THE WORLD’S SUPPLY OV WHERAT,

The report as to the quantity of wheat in
the bands of American farmers, now in pre-
paration at Washington, will be an import-
ant document, as it will probabiy direct the
course of the wheat market for the mext
three- months.  Unprecedented deliveries
during the fall and winter months lead to
the belief that stocks in farmers’ hands are
lighter than for some years past,but as yet no
definite statistics regarding the quantity are
availablo. “What we do know, and what has
depressed wheat values for months past,is that
there is an immense stock of wheat in sight.

During tbe four weeks ending Feb. 25
gtocks of wheat available in the United
States and Canada, both coasts, amounted to
110,693,000 bushels, as compared with 67,820,-
000 bushels one year ago, witin 50,995,000
bushels two years ago, with 49,441,000 bush-
els March 1, 1890, and with 48,219,000 bushels

SUMMARY OF THE SITUATION.

The movement of merchandise from this
centre has been satisfactory during the week.
Grocery and boot and shoe houses repert
dulness, cccasionerd by the bad state of
country roads. Farmers have been unable
to make usual purcheses, and dulness in busi-
ness has rendered the retailers less willing to
Klnce orders. The, drygoods and millinery

ouses, however, have been busy shipping
purchases made by the small army of cus-
tomers in town last week. Hardware is re-
ported to he in fair enquiry, a good
many of the retailers having placed
orders for spring and summer goods.
The grain trade in Ontario has been prac-
tically at a standstill for more than a week,
a condition into which the western grain
trade also appears to bave fallen. The rea-
son advanced s that dealers do not care to
appear actively in the markev until the
results of the em;uiry regarding stocks of
wheat in farmers’ hands in America are an-
nounced. Provisions in western markets
bave declined heavily during the past few
days, but no racession in prices is apparent
in the local market. Both hogs and bog
products are firm. An active demaund for
the latter eontinues. Liberal shipments
bave been made lately to Manitoba, British
Columbia, aud to Ontario lumbering camps.
Local securities bave been in fair demand
and a gradual accretion in values, especially
in choice stocks, is noticeable, Some of our
choice specialties are now selling at higher
figures than ever heretof ore. he disturbed
condition of the New York money market,
whioh brought havoe to securities listed in
Broad-street, has not exerted an appreei-
able influence in the local stock market.
Money is firm and plenty of funds are avail-
able for all purposes.

As It Affects Trade.

The oountry road question is being dis-
cussed more and more every day. " In the
Board of Trade rotunda a day or two ago a
small knot of grain dealers were discussing
it, enlarging on the saving it wouid effect in
the farmer’s time and his bill for breakages.
The discussion made it appear quite plain
that first-class roads could be built for about
the same cost as under the present patch-
work process if the labor was rightly di-
rected. Secretary Wills thought that the
best way to utilize prison labor was to em-
ploy it improving the roads. He pointed
out that this is successfully done in England,
The whole matter is one affecting not only
the farmer, but the country retailer, the
wholesale merchant, the grain dealer and
the banker.
