Although seed corn has tested
fairly well at the Ottawa Laboratory,
corn growers whose seed has not
been tested would do well to take
special care this season that their
seed is of strong vitality. Owing to
unfavorable ripening and harvest
weather some of last year's seed
corn crop may be low in both per-
centage and vigor of germination.
This seed should not be planted un-
til the soil is warm and the weather
at its best to encourage the growth
of the young corn plant. The rate
of seeding may be increased, but
no amount of fairly weak seed is
likely to give a good stand of plants
unless the conditions of growth are
most favorable. Seed Branch,
Ottawa.

| Rules and Regulations of the Standing
Field Crop Competitions, 1916

1. NATURE OF COMPETITION.—So-
cieties can enter in two kinds of crops
which must be selected by the Board
of Directors. Fields entered for each
competition must consist of not less than
five acres nor more than twenty, in one
block.

2. Selection must be made from the
following crops, viz., oats, corn.

3. COMPETITORS.— Competition will
be limited to those who are paid-up
members of E. L. Agricultural Society
for the current year, and flelds entered
must be not more than fifteen miles from
its headquarters. Competitors will be
allowed to make entry in one society
only, for une or two vatieties of crop and
only one entry can be made by each com-
petitor 1n each kind of crop.

4. Not less than ten bona fide entries
for each crop in any society will be ac-
cepted.

5. INDIVIDUAL ENTRIES. — All in-
dividual entries must be forwarded by
the Secretary of each Soctety to the Sup-
erintendent, Parliament Buildings, Tor-
onto, on or before May 25th, 1916, except
entries for corn, which can be sent in up
to June 15th,

6 A’society may charge an entry fee of
not more than one dollar for each crop
entered by a competitor, but this is op-
tional with the Directors.

7. Seven prizes must be offered as
follows for each crop : First, $20 ; Second
$15 ; Third, $12; Fourth, $10 ; Fitth, $8;
Sixth, $6 ; Seventh, $4. These must be
paid in tull to the winners without any
deduction.

8. JUuDpGES.—The Ontario Department
of Agriculture will furnish judges free of
charge,

ON THE LITTLE FARM.

able farm may often be made profit-
able.

Of late years efforts have been
made to prevent grape juice ferment-
ing and to preserve it in vessels of
such size and shape as can easily be
transported, thus rendering its use
possible at all times of the year.
Until recently its use has been al-
most exclusively restricted to medi-
cinal or sacramental purposes. Un-
restricted and general use has been
retarded through lack of knowledge
of the principles underlying the pro-
cess of manufacture. This lack of
knowledge and of the necessary skill
in applying it has resulted in many
failures, thus rendering the produc-
tion of a good article uncertain and
expensive.

Use only clean, well ripened, but
not overripe grapes. After the grapes
have been picked weash and place in
an aluminum or porcelain lined ket-
tle, cover with boiling water and cook
until soft, so the seeds will separate
readily from the pulp, mash with a
wire potato masher and place in a
jelly bag to drain. Do not squeeze
the juice out, but hang on a nail to
drain. If you wish to get as much
as possible from your fruit, after
most of the juice has drained from
the pulp, it can be put through a
sieve and the seeds and skins remov-
ed from the pulp. Sugar can then
be added and all cooked until thick,
and thsi makes an excellent marma-
lade.

Place the clear juice in a kettle,
add about a cupful of sugar to each
quart of juice. Some tastes like it
sweeter than others, and if the grapes
are very ripe it will require less
sugar than when they first ripen.
Bring quickly to the boiling point,
skim, and put immediately in steril-
ized cans, being careful to fill the
cans slowly at first and shake the hot
juice up on to the sides, as the cans
break much more readily than with
canned fruit. Seal quickly, and you
will seldom have a can work or mold.

A serious mistake is sometimes
made by putting the juice into bot-
tles so large that much of it becomes
spoiled before it is used after the
bottles are opened. Unfermented
grape juice properly made and bot-
tled will keep indefinitely if it is not
exposed to the atmosphere or mold
germs, but when a bottle is once
opened it should, like canned goods,
be used as soon as possible to keep
it from spoiling.

The average housewife has not
learned to eat canned apples, does
not know, in the majority of cases,
that such fine gallon apples are to be
obtained and at an actual saving over
the fresh fruit. The canners have
not pushed this line of goods, except
to the bakers, and the wholesalers
and retailers, as usual, have done no-
thing to inform the public. If gallon
apples ‘were packed in a proper fash-
ion and the people knew of them in
cans it would take an apple crop as
large as the present record one every
year to supply the demand for them
in cans. And there would probably

! be more money in them for the can-

ners than in any of the great staple
crops as now sold.

FACE POWDER.

Some Cruel Facts About the Cult of
Powder Puffs.

Many women whose faces are
blotchy and unclean looking can trace
the trouble to the powder they use.
Even the best powders on the market
will clog the pores if applied too heaw
ily and too often.

Powder was not meant to cover the
face till it looks as if the flour barrel
had been visited head first. It was in-
tended as a means of removing shine
from the skin, giving it a velvety leok,
and to protect the skin. What have we
done with powder?

Too much powder is unsightly and
only focuses attention to blemishes.

The tint of the powder used must
depend on the coloring of the user.
Blonds must use one color, brunettes
another, and according to the degree
of fairness or darkness; also for even-
ing use there are certain shades of
powder which are much more becom-
ing than the tints most attractive te
the daylight.

The kind of powder? Any pure pows
der. In cheap powders there will be
some sort of adulteration that will
harm the skin. The best is the cheap-
est.

The best powder to use is a powder
that is very soft and light with cling~
ing qualities—one that does not seem
to “pack.”

The powder should be used in the
morning. If during the day the faee
shines gently rub over it the powder
puff wrapped in a fresh handkerchief.

Nougat Cake.

Cream one-half cupful of butter, add
one cupful of sugar and beat umtil
very light. Sift two cupfuls of flour
with two teaspoonfuls of baking pow-
der and add alternatety with one-haif
cupful of milk. Flavor with two tea-
spoonfuls of vanilla, beat thoroughty,
then fold in the stifly beaten whites
of four eggs and bake half an hour in
a shallow tin. Cool and spread with
nougat frosting.

Nougat Frosting.—Chop one cupful of
almonds and brown them in the oven.
Melt one-third cupful of sugar to &
caramel, add the almonds, cool ard
pound to a powder. Boil one cupful of
sugar and one-quarter cupful of water
until the sirup will thread, add the
almond powder, pour slowly into the
stiffly beaten whites of two eggs and
brat until stiff enough to spread.

Children’s Potato War Plot Fund

In the Spring of 1915 the Ontario
Pepartment of Agriculture offered to
supply children taking part in Rural
School Fairs with sufficient potatoes
%o plant a plot 1x2 rods, if they would
agree to dispose of the crop and con-
fribute the money to some patriotic
gause. Applications were received
ghrough the District Representatives
and the children showed great inter-
@st in the work, so much so that the
prospects in the early part of the
Season were that between 10 and 15
bushels of potatoes would be produc-

season proved to be very unfavorable
for the potato erop and greatly reduc-
ed the yields. In many cases the
potatoes suffered so severely from rot
that they were not worth digging.
However, thirty-four counties taking
part in the work reported sales from
over 2500 children’s plots and the
Department has received up_to date,
$1843.18.

In order to create special interest
in the work the Children’s Potato
War Plots were inspected and prizes
given for the best kept plots. A
medal was also given to the boy on
girl in each County producing the
greatest yield of marketable potatoes
from his or her plot.

Before deciding upon the dispos-
ition of the money received from the
children, the Officers of the Canadian
Red Cross Society were consulted,
with the result that a MecLaughlin
Motor Ambulance was purchases and

formally presented to the Red Cross [

by the Hon. Jas. S. Duft.

‘‘The Children of the Rural Schools
Fairs in Ontario, Canada, organized by
the Ontario Department of Agriculture,
donate’ this car from proceeds secured
from sale of potatoes grown by them for
i this purpose, 1915.”

An amendment has been made to the
Dog Tax and Sheep Protection Act, which
provides for the full payment of damage
done, instead of two-thirds, as it has
been in the past. The Act now reads as
follows: “The owner of sheep killed or
injured by any dog, the owner of which 1s
not iknown, may within three months
atter the killing or injury apply to the
council of the municipality in which the
sheep was so killed or injured, for com-
pensation for the injury; and if the coun-
cil is satisfied that he has made diligent
search and inquiry to ascertain the owner
or keeper of such dog, and that he can-
not be found, they shall award to the ag-
grieved party for compensation a sum
equal to the .amount of the damage sus-
tained by him; and the treasurer of the
municipality shall pay over to him the
amount so awarded.”

YOUR RUGS.

Destroy Sweepings Barn Floors
and Granaries

Sweepings from threshing floors
and granaries are frequently dumped
in the barnyard and later hauled to
the land with the manure. The
sweepings from the floor and its
crevices are usually fowl with weed
seeds.

Unless the yard scapings or man-
ure is thoroughly rofted most of
these weed seeds will retain their
vitality and produce a vigorous ecrop
of weeds. Burning the sweepings
would be a much safer method. If
they contain grain, boiling will make
them a safe feed for poultry or live
stocky
