Paoxing Appres.—* Handle apples as yon
would handle cggs ' is good advice. Old
flour barrels, anless carefully washed and
drica, will impart a musty flavor to the

| fruit before midwinter, especially if the

air in the cellar is moist. The first apples | &

which are put in market barrels should be
‘faced.’ The facing conxists in placing
two or threo layers on the Jower head with
stems down ; that is, with stens pointing
towards the head. Clean, bright apples of
ordinary size should bu selected for this
purpose. The vest of the apples may be
poured into the barrel. This pouring, if
properly done, will not injure the apples,
Eggs can be poured. Usv a basket with a
swinging bandle, oue which can be lower-
ed into the barrel and turned while there,
and hold the apples back with the hand,
80 that they will not pour out too rapidly.
Two or three times during the filling shake
the barrel gently to settle the apples firmly.
Face the upper head in the same mannber
as the lower one. It is desirable not . to
head up the barrel at once. Cover with
boards to keep out the rain, and let the
barrels stand open fonr or five days. It is
not, however, always possible to cover the
barrels, in which case they may be headed
up at once and turned down on their
sides.— American Agriculturist for October.

Disgasep Eees.—~Dr, D. Wright, in the
Bulletin in the Tennessee State Board of
Health, says that soon after it became the
practice to transport eggs in large quantis
ties and to long distances by railway trains,
it was found on their arrival that adhesion
kad taken place between the membranes
of the yolk and those of the shell, so that
the yolk could not be taurned out of the
shell unbroken. On examination by ex-
perienced pathologists, this was found to
be the result of true inflammation ;¢ the
material of the adhesion was found to be
precisely the same as that of the plastic
exudation in inflammation of the lungs or
bowels. Tt will at first seem absurd to
gpeak of inflammation in such an unform«
ed mass as an egg ; but this arises from
our forgetting that, structureless and un-
organized as it seems, the egg, even when
fresh laid, is a living being, and capable
of discare from exterral canses. The cause
of this iuflanmation undoubtedly is the
shaking and friction from the motion of
the cars, and it canoot but render the egg
more or less unhealthy, as the products of
inflammation can never be as salutary in
food as those of healthy growth.

-

—Divers sailed from Philadelphia on
the 9th Sept,, for the D:laware Break-
water, provided with armor for deep water
diviug, to make an effort to locate the Eng-
lish sloop-of-war, De Braak, which was
sunk off Cape Henlopen, June 28, 1798,
with a vast amount of treasure on board,
estimated at $10,000,000. They have sent
back word that they have brought to the
surface a large brass cannon, which they
say is without donbt from the sunken craft.

We must remark that we are dwelling
upon the surface of a little extinguished
sun, which ages upon ages ago became
covered with & rocky crust ~through the
radual loss of temperature, but which ree
tains in its interior a remoant.of the prise

tine heat that is slowly leaking out,
Every rchoolboy understands that when &
heated body cools it shrinks in size.. The
earth does thexame add s the interior
wass thus slowly contracts the crust barde
ened upou it . But the crust canoot sets
tle witbous thus breaking.  Far back in
geological time, when the copling process
was much more rapid than it is now, the
settling of the crust broke and contorted 1§
with the tremendous power, and the edges
of the cracked strata of rock were thrust
up into the wouontain chains. Now, when
the cooling is very slow and the consee
quent contraction com ively slight,
mountaing are ho longer created by the
stress upon the settling crust, but slow,
almost imperceptible, changes of level in
difforent parts of the carth’s surface result
from it. Soslowly, in fact, does fhe in-
terior of the earth contract at present that
the settfug of the crust is accomplished for
the;most part without the knowledge of the
inbabitants. Yet it does contract, and the
careful observations of earth tremors which
bave been conducted of late years show
that if a complete record of the motions of
the earth’s crust could be obtained, it
would be shown to be slightly trembling
in some part of its extent most of the
time,

There are certzin regions where the
earth's crust yields to this internal strain
more readily than elsewhere. These re=
gions are usually in the neighborhood of
ancient cracks or faults in the rocky shell
of the planet, The Atlantic edge of this
continent bas never, in historic times at
least, been the scene of great and - disas=
trous eartbquakes ; and yet the geologi=
cal structure is such that disturbances of
this kind could hardly fail to visit it,
The fact is that many esrthquakes do ocw
cur in this country, but they are usually
so slight that little or no notice is taken of
them ,— New York Sun.

The total loss is estimated in round
numbers at least a half million dollars,
fairly covered by insurance, except the
sardine factories, which could not procure
insurance. The sardine factories burned
afforded employment to at least two
thousand persons, who are thus deprived
of the means of support, Much sufs
fering must ensue unless immediate aid
is rendercd. Contributious can be safely
fowarded to Hon. N. B. Nutt, collector of
customs.

The fire commenced in the drying room
of Capen’s sardine factory, south end at
two o’clock. The man who first diccover-
ed it says be could have pnt out with a
pail of water, but the water was not to be
bad. Everything was favorable for a fire.
It was the dryest season for forty years.
The wells were all dry. The wind was
southseast. The principal business street

wind had a fair rake. The fire ran rapid-
ly by Water street, taking both bavks and
the Passamoquoddy house. After that ef
forts to check it were useless. Some
merchants locked their storeg,others begged
and pleaded for teamsters, offering any
price for services. The peeple seemed
panic stricken, Everybody was at work,
but nothing was accomplished. At five
o'clock the Standard office was afire. From
this the custom house¢ caught fire, swept
up North end, taking Grady’s large sar-
dine tactory and Holmes’ can shop, but
went past Holmes' factories and stopped at
J. J. Pike's residence on Adam street.

On the east side of Water street the fire
jumped an open space of 260 fect, burned
L. K. Corthel!’s residence and two houses
north of it. Nothing but the botel was
burned as far as Sweeny's house.
Boynton street it burned the Island house
and as far as Newcomb’s. On the eouth
side, the Eagle Preserved Fxh Co., Paine
Bros., Hgme & Son, Grady & Co., the sav-
ings bank, S, D. Leavitt, International
Steamship Co., J. D., Young, G. W. Capen,
Eastport Hoiel Co., E. 8. Kinney, Frontier
National bank and the United States gov-
ernment are the heaviest losers, ranging
from $10,000 to $100,000. Sixty-two
dwelliogs, eight factories, seventeen
wharves, two hotels, five boarding bouses
and 130 stores, offices and business places
were burned.

About one hundred families are home-
less. Many factory hands lived in board-
ing houses which are buroed out, Every
tenement house in town was crowded be-

Very little provisions or clothing were
saved. Many are in sore distress. The
mayor of Calais telegraphed, offering aid.
The ladies of Calais are baking, cooking
and collecting clothing. Ganong Bros.,
St. Stephen, have forwarded 250 loaves of
bread. Those acquainted with Eastport
may form an idea of the damage by know~
ing that every building on Water and Sea
stieets, from Wolf's factory to Holmes’
factory, are burned to the ground.

CQURIOUS FAOTS ABOUT THEM — RHINESTONES
AND IMITATIONS.

¢ Yes, I can tell you a good deal that
you would like to know about preci-
ous stones,’ said a Nassau street dealer
to a N. Y., Commercial Advertiser mana
few days ago. ‘To begin with
diamonds, these are almost all found at
the Cape diamond fields nowadays, in
South Africa, though some, and of
a better grade, are still obtained
from Brasil—* old mine ' diamonds, a8
they are called. All, or nearly all, are
taken to London, which is Lhe one great
general market for rough diamonds.
There are dealers in yarious parts of
the oity, but the center of the trade
there is Hatton garden near Ludgate
hill, ‘From tbence » great. many are
taken to Amsterdam to be out; others
are cut in Antweip or in Paris, and
they bave lately begun to out.them ex:
tensively in Germany. From these
places they are sold and: shipped all
over the world.

Almost all that are eent to this
gountry come by the {astest steamers,
with regular bills of lading. They are
pluced in charge of the  purser, and
are alwayx the tirst goods taken from
on board after the wmails. They go
tbhrough the custom house in regular
pourse, and pry w 10 per cent. duty.
They are never sent through the mails
except by persons wishing to de'raud
the the Government. Sbam diamtonda
are manufactured pringipally in Pavis.
Some very fine ones, that by al} but ex.
perts would be taken for real, are man.
afsctured there. The smallertbestone
the more easy is the imitation. {t is
very seldom that sham diamonds aresold
for true ones, as 8yen pawnbrokers,
who are not usually eonridered very
scrupuious, did not care to run the
risk. But regular swindlers go about
whe carry two or three in their pockets
and by various representations Ire.
quently induce easily duped persons to
purchase under Lhe impression that
they are making & wonderful bargain.
People who lose a real stone from &
cluster in a ring or other piece of jew-
elry will frequently bave it replaced
with a sham stone.

+ With regard to manufacture of sham
diamonds; a great deal of nonsense has
been talked about melting down dia«
mond dust with a varity of other mas
terials and such like processes.  That
is all humbug. There ia only one way
of making false diamonds. A piece of
arystal, or of the very clear kind of
glass known as paste, is cut to resem-
ble a diamond by experienced work~
men and very finely finished off. By
this means the requisite amount of bril
liancy is obtained. The principal
points to be oteerved are the polish
‘and the due regularity of the facets.
There is a very lirge trade in sham dia-
monds doing this year. [ have sold
many more than ever before, and every
one else in the trade says the same.
People are sn fascinated with diamonds
now that they won’t look at a piece of
jewelry that basn’t one in it, either
real or false. Diamonds doubtlees are
sometimes made by cutting a slip of
diamont, a very thin one, and attach-
ing ittou base of glags ‘or crystal.
Then they are exposed to a great beal,
until the surface of the
the glass is fused to the diamond. But|
the|

connecting

this proceas is seldom used, as
diamond employed requires to be ol
very fine quality.’

Just then a man presented
pin minus its stone, and asked for a
« Rhinestone’ to fill the vacant setting.
He was supplied with one the size of a
small pea, and very pretty, for 25 ots.

¢ Rhinesiones are made of giass,’ con-
tinued the dealer, * and so is also every
other good.looking sham diamond, no
matter by what name it may be
ed. A real stone of the size of that
one just sold would be worth $75 to
$100. You can hardly ever get a sham
diamond of crystal to show the brilli-
ance of one cut from glass, and the lat«
ter will wear best, too.

¢ Of other. imitation stones,some very
poor colored ones are made of glass,
but the msjority are ‘doublets.” That
is to say, a very thin slab of garnet, the
cheapest real stone we sell, is affixed
to a backing of colored glass by the
fusing process, Then they resemble
one stone, and when set no one but a
trained expert could recognize the dif-
ference. The test of a file to the glass,
when they are removed from the set.
ting, reveals the sham at once, as. the
steel * bites ’ on glass but runs smooth
ly over true stones. A trained eye
tells the difference between true and
false stones when set by the greater
luster of the tormer. Most of the imi-
tation stones sold in this and other
countries are manufactured in Bohemia
where the work is done at a very low
price. Another oclass of imitation
stones are made among the Jura moun-
taine, and these are of somewhat bet~
ter grade. There is also a distriot in
the United States where such are man.
ufactured, This is Providence and the

surrounding villages.

¢« Real stones of color are many of

them of great value. Rubies, good and
large, are very ecarce and more costly,
weight for weight, than diamonds.
Those of a poorer class are, however,
much cheaper. Next to them come
sapphires, which. when of good quality
are priced nearly as high as diamonds,
_but not eo high as rubies. Small, im
perfect stones are cheap enough. The
sameapplies to emeralds. Large pearls
are still very costly, if of fine color and
regular shape. The best pearls are
tound only io the Indian seas. At~
tempts have been made to cultivate
the pearl oyster in Italian waters, but
with little success so far. There are
also American pearls, coming from
Texas and from Panams, but these are
not very valuable, as they lack the
Justre of the others. A little while
back a parcel was sent me from Texas,
smong which were some really good
stones, but most were very poor, being
of a dead, whitish, chalky hue. These
ars taweet water ' pearls, being gathers
ed from the Texan rivers. Now and
then colored pearls are obtained, and
these are of a great value.  The most
desired and the most expensive are
pink. They are also found of a gold

color, coffee ocolor, ete. Latterly a
a method has been discovered of imitax
ting these coiored pearls. Ordinary
pearls are imitated very extensively
and cheaply by filling a hollow glass
ball with wax, such as these.’

The dealer produced a tray of imitax
tion pearls, little hollow balle, with an
aperature in the base through whioh
the wax is introduced. ' But the copies
were poor ones, even to &D untrained
eye, lacking the rainbow glose of true
pearl.

¢'The last time [ was in Paris 1 came
across a man who claimed to have a pa-
tent upon a new method of making imia
tion half pearie. Pearls,as you may
know, are frequently out in half
for setting. He showed me some of
his make and it was really an excel:
lent imitation. I ordered some direct
from Bobemia, where they were made,
and they turned out just as good as the
sample. “Buthow they are made is a8
seoret whioh I ocan't tell you, because
I do not know,

+ Returning to diamonds, [ may ssy
that a good many colored stone doubs
lets are set with genuine diamounds in
this country. There are not many very
large diamonds.in this country, The
largest ever cut in this ocity was the
Cleveland gem,which was found in Brazil
and brought here about two years ago.

Whethe there is a crop
or not borers will need to be lookad
after, and every year when the blos~
soms have fallen the trees should be
sprayed with Paris Green to destroy
the codling worm in the young fruit.

A Sect of Murderer’s in Russia.

A horrible religious sect has been
establisbed in Russia.

Morning's milk is always better
than that obtained in the evening. One
milking each day. gives richer milk
than twice milking, but lees in quanti=
ty.

Let no one doubt taat the first fresh
sweetness of summer pasturage yields
a larger and better percentage than
any other food. I still belieye-in the silo.
1 will say, with all the candor, after  hav-
ing used ensilago for four years, that I be-
lieve in succulent green corn aud that in
the silo, sud fail to find avy evil effects
theretrom. After the most critical ex~
amination I believe ensilage is a friend to
the farmer. I velieve it has mnot been
proved to damage milk, butter or cheese.
The most delicate tests that milk and bat-
ter have been subjected to bave failed to
discover the least injurious product where
good ensilage was used.

It.is true of ensilage, as of all kinds of
food, if the material is poor the product of
the cow will be defective, Tam satisfied
that the wse of immature sowed corn is &
damage to milk. It renders it iudiges-
tible. Many a child in Automn bas paid
the pennlty of using such milk, with its
life. Why harry in the use of fodder
corn when a few weeks more growth will
triple its value ? i

All snnual plants alm to prepare mater-
ial for their seed. When corn is tasselled
and the ears begin to grow, the corn stalk
is full of that rich saccharine matter which
presently will be deposited in the perfect
ear. Four bundred loads of such corn,
cut into balfsinch pieces, were deposited
last Fall in the silos which I built. The
time will come when there will be more
question as to the vulue of preserved green
food for cattle than there now is as to the
utility of canned food for the use of man,

Pertection in dairying is in securing
finished results, but will never be obtain-
able except at the price of utmost care all
along the line of production, Tf there is
ove man from the first to the last, lack~
ing intelligence or conscience we bave to
pay for it in the markets of the world.

Tne Smorresiné Davs.—The amateur
astronomer will find a source of unfailing
interest in observing the apparent move~
ments of the sun. During October the
days continue to lessen rapidiy On the
18t the sun rises at 5.41 8. m., and sets at
5.26 p. m., making the lengih of the day
11 hours 45 minutes. On the 3ist the sun
rires at 6.17 8. m.,snd sets at 438 p. m,,
making the length of the day 10 hours 30
minutes., The amount of the dey’s de-
crease in October is therefore 1 hour 24
minutes. Thuson the last day of the
month the days are nearly an hour and a
half shorter than they were at. its com-
mencement. It is not strange that the re-
wark is often made, ¢ How short the days
are!’ The sun’s position in the bheavens
gives another indication of the season’s ad-
vance. Observers will readily note that
the sunrise and . sunset points seem to
move rapidly southward. On the 1st the
sun’s declination is 31 degrees 21 min.
south ; on the 31st it is 14 degrees 16 min.
south. ‘The sun therefore advances 10
degrees 55 min, on his southern course
during tbe month. The further the sun
moves to the south the shorter is the cir-
cuit he makes in the heavens and the less
is his meridian altitude. The days will
decrease, the sunrise and sunset points
move south, and the sun will each day be
lower in the heavens until the winter
solstice, when the sun reaches his extreme
southern declination and turne his face
slowly northward. Those who watch
clogely the movements of the great lumin-
ary, so complex in appearauce, so simple
in reality, will more fully comprehend his
sovercign sway over the brotherbood of
planets, who sbine in his borrowed light,
yvield apswervingly to his all-powerful in-
fluence, and reflect every pulsation of this
huge mass.
