Just as men’s passions are be-
ing appealed to, and we can in fancy almost
hear ‘‘ the blast of war blow in our ears,”
comes that particular season of the year
‘when we are reminded of the song the angels
sang—of peace on earth, good will to men.
Throughout the Christmas season this doc-
trine of peace and good will is the one grand
central idea. This year it certainly comes
at just the right time, for now we must all
pause for a brief space to hear once more the
beautiful old story proclaimed at Christmas
time through all these years—this story of
peace on earth. After it has been preached
in thousands of pulpits and found an echo in
millions of hearts, the thought of war and
the clash of arms, will have a deeper horror
for Christian men and women, and the leaders
of both nations, having less of that warlike
spirit to urge them on, should find it easier
to make such as may be ry
to maintain peace and good will among these
two peoples. Let us hope so at least.

Nor is peace among the nations of the
world all that is to be desired. At this sea-
son of the year there should be peace and
good will among neighbors and kindred
where perhaps differences and misunder-
standings may have arisen. This is the pro-
per time of the year for wiping out all dif-
ferences, all animosities, for renewing old
friendships, and endeavoring as far as in us
lies to live at peace with all men. And we
trust that the readers of the MoNITOR, where-
soever found, may enjoy this Christmas time
as the merriest, gladdest season of the year.

—S8IR OLIVER MowAT was right when he
characterized the United States as a hostile
nation. What has been taking place at
Washington during the last week affords
ample proof of this. It would be easy to
overlook President Cleveland’s tail-twist-
ing exploits, as the desperate expedient of a
demagogue, but when his action is endorsed
by the unanimous vote of both houses of
Congress, and when this again is approved
by seventy-five per cent of the newspapers of
the country, it becomes a more serious mat-
ter. The sober second thought of the nation
has yet to assert itself. Unless this is able
to make itself felt it is not beyond the region
of the improbable that before six months we_|
shall see war declared between Great Britain
and the United States, e~

Our readers arg-foubtless more or less ac-
quaintecgith all the facts bearing upon the

- {festion which has given rise to the present
crisis. The boundary line between British
Guiana and the little repablic of *Venezuela
has never been determined, the republic
claiming some of the territory which has for
centuries been occupied by British subjects,
and under British rule. Some months ago
Mr. Olney, the Boston lawyer who succeeded
the late Mr. Gresham as Secretary of State
in the Cabinet of President Cleveland, made
a rather peremptory demand upon the British
government to sumbit the question of the
boundary between these two countries to
arbitration, at the same time setting forth
at considerable length his views of the famous
Munroe doctrine. The answer of Lord Salis-
bury was received last week. It declines to
submit to arbitration the ownership of that
section of the disputed territory which has
been in the possession of Great Britain and
occupied by her subjectsall these years. To
run the risk of allowing these subjects of the
crown to be transferred to the rule of such a
government as some of these half-civilized
South American republics maintain, Lord
Salisbury claims, is unreasonable to expect.
He is willing to arbitrate as to the right of
Great Britain to the rest of the disputed
territory. He also deals rather severely
with Mr, Olney’s views of the Monroe doc-
trine.

Since this reply of Lord Salisbury reached
Washington events there have followed one
another fast. President Cleveland sent a
message to congress asking that provision
be made for a commission to decide upon the
true boundary, intimating that after this has
-been fixed the United States should be pre-
pared to defend Venezuela in the possession
of such territory as this commission may de-
cide to be hers. This has been done by the
unanimous vote of both houses, accompanied
by a great deal of hostile feeling towards
Great Britain and Canada, both in Congress
and in the press. As the case now stands a
commission of three or four American politi-
cians has been appointed to decide where the
true boundary line is, and Great Britain is
to be given the alternative of accepting the
decision of this prejudiced body or of fighting
the United States. There cannot be the
slightest doubt in the world as to what any
self-respecting nation would do in such a
case. Great Britain would fight.

A war between these two great branches
of the Anglo Saxon family would be a crime
against humanity, its history would prove
the darkest record of the christian era, and
in its results it would doubtless be freighted
with tremendous consequences. No one
should be able to contemplate such a war
without feelinge of horror. Yet the idea
seems so popular in the United States that
it is now believed President Cleveland [may
secure a third term through this crisis.
While he has shown himself to he a demo-
gogue of the most dangerous type, the sup-
port he has received in Congress and through
the press proves the existence of a very
dangerous feeling among the people, a feeling
which when once aroused as it now seems to
be may not be easily restrained.

There are enough sensible men and women
in the United States, enough people who
have no sympathy with these anti-British
outbursts, to prevent the political demago-
gues at Washington from carrying this dan-
gerous game too far. With these right-
thinking people and upon the sober second
thought of the nation rests to a large extent
the future of this question,

It would be idle to attempt to speculate
as to the outcome of a resort to arms on the
part of these two nations. It is, however,
safe to say that never in her history was the
United States in a worse financial condition
for attempting any hostile demonstration
against Great Britain than just at present.
She owes thousands of millions to English
capitalists. If but a fraction of this were
called in there is no power on earth that
could keep American currency at its par
value, or prevent the worst financial crisis
ever experienced in the history of the na-
tion. Already a slight foretaste of this has
been seen in the panic which occurred in

New York last week, and which it is esti-

—IN July last the Dominion government
made a final appeal to the government of
Manitoba asking what concession, if any, the
latter was prepared to make in the educs-
tional system of the province, in the direc-
tion of meeting the wishes of the Catholic
minority.

An appeal to the people on the
school question will therefore in all proba-
bility give Mr. Greenway a new lease of
power, but just how far such a verdict will
have any direct bearing upon the trouble-
some school difficulty it is not easy to un-
derstand. It is because the Roman Catho-
lics claim that they have not been able to
get justice from either the people or govern-
ment of Manitoba that they made their ap-
peal to the federal authorities.

This was in 1823 when Spain was aggressive
in South America. The “ Monroe doctrine ”
is reasonable; but it is not reasonable that
Great Britain should give up her subjects in
South America to any other power. Lord
Salisbury says: ‘‘ But they (the British gov-
ernment) cannot consent to entertain or to
submit the arbitration of another power or
a foreign jurist, however eminent, claims
based on extravagant pretensions of Spanish
officials in the last century, involving the
transfer of large numbers of British subjects
who have for many years enjoyed the settled
rule of the British colony, to a nation of
different race und language whose political
system is subject to frequent disturbance
and whose institutions as yet too often afford
very inadequate protection to life and pro-
perty. No issue of this description has ever
been involved in the questions which Great
Britain and the United States have consent-
ed to submit to arbitration, and her majes-
ty’s government are convinced that in simi-
lar circumstances the government of the
United States would be equally firm in de-
clining to entertain proposals of such a na-
ture.” It appears that there are in the ter-
ritory claimed by Venezuela 40,000 British
colonists who are anxious to remain under
the British flag, while the Venezuelan poli-
ticians are eager to annex them in order to
get their taxes.

Noya Scotia School of Horticulture,

The Short Winter Course in Horticulture
will open at the Nova Scotia School of Hor-
ticulture, Wolfville, January 8th. The
course is adapted to the needs of the young
farmers of the Province, or those intepding
to go into farming and fruit growing. The
course consists of foyr months of practical
and theoretical work, consisting of lectures
on all phases of * fruit growing and market-
ing,” “*fertilizers and soils,” *‘ the relation
of dairying to fruit growing,” ete. The well
equipped green house, together with root
cellar, grafting, budding and seeding room,
makes it possible to do all kinds of practical
work. Access is given to a number of
orchards where pruning, planting, grafting,
spraying, nursery work, ete,, can be earried
on out of doors, The laboratory shows a full
set of microscopes used in idenli? ying insects,
fungous growth and the study of plant struc-
ture. Experiments in methods of crossing
fruits can be made. Adjoining the lecture
room is a library of leading books and agri-
cultural periodicals, in which students spend
their spare moments. The manual training
work embraces carpentry, blacksmithing,
ete., fitting the student for ordinary farm
practices. To those completing the course
certificates of proficieney will be granted.

Fruit growers and those interested in the
school are requested to send in problems and
queries to be answered, thus benefitting the
students in attendance. Tution is free to
all stndents. For further information write

Rev. Hay Aitken’s Farewell,

St. John, December 23.—The Rev. Hay
Aitken’s chur¢h mission closed yesterday.

Startling Confession of Hayward, Miss Ging's
Murderer.
KILLED THREE OTHERS.

Minneapolis, Mion., Dec. 18.—Harry
Hayward’s ante-mortem statement, dictated
to a stenographer the night before his exe-
cution, contains his confession of the Ging
murder, and also the startlivg information
that he committed three murders before that
crime. Hayward stated in his confession
that he never got into trouble until he be-
gan to gamble.

** The first murder I committed,” said he,
“‘ was in San Francisco, in the latter part of
1893. I was playing with a Chinaman for
small stakes, and the Celestial was cheating
me. 1 jumped up, told him I had found him
out, and he came at me with a knife.

‘T pulled the heavy chair from under me,
but I could not get a good swing to strike
him, so I poked the leg at him and struck
him in the face. Hefell, and then I punched
the leg into his eye, and it crushed right into
the skull and he lay still.

*¢ After that I dug a hole in the place under
the floor in the shed, broke up the chair and
buried it with the body there. I never had
any trouble from it, although the papers
made a report of the finding of the body.

¢ After beginning I rather liked the ex-
citement. Then luck followed me, and I
went from there to Passadena. Ihad formed
the acquaintance of a likely girl, a regular
adventuress. I was a little pressed for
money, and the girl had saved $500.

““1 had her *pat,’ but I could not get the
cash except by pretending I had an invest-
ment for her that was a money maker. She
turned over the money and I took her out
riding, shot her and buried the body. She
was not very well known, and was never
missed. I never heard of that matter from
that day to this.

“The last trouble before this was at El
Paso del Norte. I was mixed up with a girl
there and we used to paint things once in a
while. One night her brother caught us to-
gether in my room. He was crazy and came
at me with a knife. I tried to beat him off
with a chair, and the girl cried to me to kill
him or he would kill me and she would be
found out.

“Ifired at him and struck him in the
shoulder, and dropped the knife and the girl
jumped out of the bed and picked him up.
He was quiet enough after that, and I took
him to a drug store and had his wound done
up. He made up a story of how it happen-
ed to ward off suspicion. I promised to mar-
ry the girl and all was well for a time, I
left there and learned afterward that he died
from blood poisoning from the wound.”
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Can War be Averted?

The St. Johe Telegraph describes the sit-
uation in the United States at the present
time, with absolute accuracy, in the follow-
ing:

*‘ The response which President Cleve-
land’s message has met with both in con-
gress and out of it, shows that a war with
Great Britain would be warmly welcomed
by a large mnjority of the people of the
United States. It could not well be other-
wise, in view of the fact that the children
of that country are taught at school to re-
gard everything British with the most bitter
hatred, and that their school books are full
of falsified history, and of teachings which
are calculated to make envy, hatred, malice
and revenge when directed against Great
Britain or Canada, seem virtues. The
Americans send missionaries to the heathen,
bat we venture to asserst that there are
more people who have all the vices of the
heathen in the United States than in any
other country on the face of the globe. No-
where outside of an Apache or Sioux camp
can a more vindictive spirit be found than
that which is instilled into the minds of the
children of this ‘“‘great Christian nation”
through the medium of their public schools.

War is therefore what most of the people
of the United States are seeking, and what
they will probably find, The price of Mr,
Madison’s nomination was the war of 1812,
and Mr. Cleveland will probably be elected
for a third term as a reward for his services
in bringing on another war between two na-
tions which have no real ground of difference
with each other. The price may be a heavy
one to pay for the office or the man, but
where people are so anxious to spill human
blood they will not look too narrowly at the
means by which their end is attained.”

Great Britain’s Fighting Power,

Montreal Witness: Great Britain’s war
power is extremely great, though she does not
flaunt her powers in the face of all creation,
as the United Statesdoes. One of the staid-
est and soberest journals in England, the
Economist, a paper which is perhaps the
most reliable financial authority in newspa-
perdom, made a startling statement the
other day in regard to Great Britain’s finan-
cial resources, which, as everyone knows,
are the sinews of war. It pointed out that
Great Britain has generally, after paying the
interest on her national debt, amounting to
$125,000,000, about $30,000,000 over, which
she applies to extinguishing the principal of
the debt. This $30,000,000 would, at the
rate Eogland pays her loans, enable her to
pay the interest on a loan of a billion of
dollars without increasing the present taxa-
tion of the people. Great Britain is one na-
tion in the world which is in such a position.
Her population, too, which at the beginning
of the century was only two-thirds that of
France, or about sixteen millions against
twenty-seven millions, is now greater than
that of France, and within her empire are
two hundred and sixty millions of human
beings, including some of the most warlike
races, both black and white, in the world.
A pation in such a position is not to be eas-
ily bullied or frightened, and there is no na-
tion or possible combination of nations which
could afford lightly to pick a quarrel and try
conclusions with her.

A Baptist Missionary Murdered.

Constantinople, December 20.—Advices
received from Arabkir states that Rev. Sir
Agnanian, widely known among Baptists in
the United States, has been murdered and his
church burned. The correspondent says
Moussa Bey, the notorious Kurdish brigand
of Bitlis, has been captured at Bagdad. Five
years ago Moussa Bey wounded Rev. Mr.

My Desr MR. WHIDDEN,—
A tremendous change has come over this
country. It is practically staked out from
. Col. river to O'Ranagan and recorded. We
have a good trunk road from Marcus to Pen-
ticton and new roads cut up past Clark’s
place on N. Fork of Kettle River. Stages
are running daily on some parts of the road.
Certainly from Marcus to us there is a great
traffic at present. The claims are simply
located,—some are being worked and now
capital is coming in, and a few bonded claims
are raising quite a furore, Three new town-
sitos are being surveyed, * * * * *
Grand Forks is already in existence, with
store, saloon and hotel. It is a town of un-
believers and gamblers. A second large
$15,000 hotel is now in progress at Grand
Forks, and license is being applied for. All
the mountain road is in the way of the
mines, tapping them. Three roads are built
into the Winnipeg, Greenwood, and Well-
ington Camps. Greenwood city is a new
city four miles north of Boundary. It is
being laid out now. Brothers Wood of En-
derby, are owning and running it. Boun-
dary Falls was re-surveyed last week and
lots are on the market. I now take services
under winter arrang , one Sabbath in
Prairie and Camp, next Sabbath at Green-
wood, Boundary and Midway. Monday
fortnightly at C. McKinney, Tuesday at
Anarchist Mountain. At the latter place
we have 37 children in 19 families. So you
see I am busy enough. It is too much to
spread yourself over-three fields,—youn get
dreadfully thin in body, soul, and doctrine,
. for it is too exhausting.

On Thanksgiving we are to have a grand
concert-social for the schemes of the church.
* # % * % In the meantime there is
not much money to handle, yet a market for
all the produce is got from the mines. The
British Columbia Government bas intimated
that payments are to be made on all lands,
if not, steps are to be taken toward canceling
the lands with all improvements. Our peo-
ple are all behind and every cent scraped up
goes to help pay up these claims.

Probably in spring there will be a great
rush—in fact it threatens to be a boom of
no small dimension.

I do pray we Presbyterians will take up
our three fields here, and so cover the ground.
No one else is here, and it will be a magnifi-
cent field for us.

* * * - »

I would like to leave here in spring rather
than autumn. We will all regret it for cli-
mate is lovely. The children just love the
place and do not wi=h to go east, and I feel
aboat this field as if it was “ my eldest born,”
It is 1o easy thing to tear yourself away from
a work wbich you have seen grow under
your care., At any rate, I will leave a good
home, and a pretty church all clear of debt,
and ready for attack on the great coming
flood of humanity that is certainly coming
next spring.

I wish to see a fresh, vigorous man here.
Besides, I am afraid I won’t have funds to

. take us all east, for I have really got no
money since coming here, and expended $460
dollars of my own besides, on church and
Manse. Thanks to you and such as you,
you have enabled me to erect clear these
buildings, and they stand at present value:—
Church, $1800, Manse $1100, fencing and
outhouses at $275; total $3,175. Our log
manse is all sided up to match church and is
being painted. Church seven-eighths done.
The grounds, 3 acres, are all fenced in with
a sirong, nice picket fence. A home which
any from east would like and be glad to oc
cupy. Iwill write you again after our social.
Meantime I am yours gratefully,

L Parox.

Being the first Missionary in this part ot
the Province I will add a word to the above
letter, that you maysee the marvelous growth
since 1890. This country is on the extreme
south of the Province of British Columbia,
300 miles inland from the coast in the Selkirk
mountains. Carson and Midway are almost
on the international line. Besides being an
extensive mining, it is also a magnificent
grazing country. Thousands of cattle and
horses roam over the country, and become
fat on the banch grass which grows rank and
rich both in the valleys and on the foot-hills.
The countryis well-watered and well-wooded;
only the soft woods grow there however. It
is rich in gold, silyer, iron, and coal.

I was the first minister to conduct a burial
service in the valley. I married the second
couple in the valley; built the first church
(now used as a manse), helped organize the
first school, and saw the first school-house
built near the present church.

We had no regular mails in the valley.
Our letters and papers were brought from
Marcus on the American side, 40 miles dis-
tant, by Indians. We paid 10c. for 2 letters;
papers came in packages for which we paid
25c. a package. There was a mail service on
the Canadian side once a month, as far as
Quartz Camp. We petitioned the govern-
ment and in the spring of 91 got a fortnightly
mail from Vancouver as far as Spraggst’s, on
the opposite side of the river from the present
towneite of Carson. Mr. Spragget kept a
novel ferry-boat in the form of two white
horses. Persons wishing to cross the river
would hail the ferryman to send over a horse,
which would swim across of its own accord
and bring back the pascenger.

Five years ago there were but 20 shacks
in this part of the country, 40 men, 9 women
and 25 children. To day, there are 2,000
persons. We had no roads, nothing but a
narrow trail. Trucking was done almost
wholly by pack-horses. There were no
bridges when I first went there but during
the winter there were two built: one across
the Kettle river 4 miles above Midmay, and
ong at Grand Forks, the place of the present
townsite of that name. The Kettle river
when full is nearly as large as the Annapolis
river when full above the Bridgetown bridge.
In making the journey from Rock Creek to
North York we had to cross the Kettle river
several times. Eight months of the year we
could cross at the ford where the water was
about 3 ft. deep. During the months of May
to August when the snow is melting on the
mountains it was necessary in crossing to
swim the horse. Rather a peculiar sensation,
the first time one uses his horse as a ferry-
boat in a rapid river with the water ice cold.
But like everything else, one gets used to it,
and the horses seem to enjoy a cool bath
after a hard ride. Mexican saddles were
used altogether. They were girted on the
horses almost as tight as though they grew
there. This was necessary, for in riding
over a rough country, or in ‘‘rounding up”
stock a loose saddle would not only gall the
horse’s back, but the rider would be in con-
stant danger of being thrown from the sad-
dle. Each saddle had two girths, and in
crossing the river it was necessary to loosen
the hind one or the horse could not swim,

A neat little paper is now published at
Midway. The C. P. R. made a survey
through this valley five years ago, and will
doubtless eventually make this a direct route
to the coast, striking the Fraser river about
30 miles above Chiliwhack. It is said that
thiswillshorten the present route to the coast
about 300 miles.

Don’t put off for a day attending to such
cattle as have lice on them. A day’s delay
often means » large increase in the  number
of eggs laid, or of young lice hatched out.
Dress the cattle promptly with whatever
wash or treatment you prefer, and don’t let
the lice get the start of you,

Don’t stint the cattle in bedding, if you
can possibly avoid it. A well-bedded stall
or box gives comfort toan animal, and keeps
it clean. When an animal is comfortable,
then it will thrive, and make the best use of
its food.

Don’t let the cattle stand out in the yard
on cold days till they shiver. A little exer-
ciee will not hurt them, but on very cold days
they should not be left out long.

Don’t force your cattle to go a quarter of
a wile to a creek to get water in the winter
time golely in order to save .younrself the
trouble of pumping water for them. If yon
watch them, you will see that on cold days
very few of them will trouble to go to the
creek for water, preferring to do without
sooner than face the cold blasts. If you
have many cattle, and pumping is laborious
work, it will pay you to get a windmill todo
this for you.

Don’t forget to put a lump of rock or some
common salt in the mangers of your cattle.
The former is best, as there is no waste with
it, and it is always there for the cattle to lick
it when they wishg

Poultry Notes.

Milk in any form is good for laying hens;
it contains all the elements of egg food in
almost the proper proportions; and no food
will make hens lay like wheat in some shape,
with a regular ration of green cut bones.
Then keep them comfortable and busy.

The days are at hand when the early pul-
lets and the hens which moulted first will
begin their song of production, a song which
is ever music to the poultrymen. See that
they have the combustible material to raise
sufficient steam to keep the machinery at
work and bring forth the product.

In the variety of farm products poultry
may become a source of income at all seasons
of the year; but, aside of this, the farmer
should have more chickens to’save the
butcher’s bills, and to afford him a chance
from pork and salt meats. We do not pro-
duce enongh; the city markets are rapidly
growing.

Ask the average farmer if he gives any
time or attention to his poultry, and he will
tell you no; the women folks gather the eggs
and raise a few young ones, but they do not
pay. Of course they do not, nor would the
cattle, horses or pigs if looked after in the
same slipshod manner; but they will never
listen to your preaching.

Fowls need lime, but it is the better way
to give them foods rich in this material.
Chopped clover contains both lime and nitro-
genous matter. Peas are also rich with it,
and wheat is a lime food. The wheat should
be given after clover, lest it be too concen-
trated, and fatten the fowls instead of mak-
ing them lay.

Celery Under Glass.

FOR LATE SPRING AND EARLY SUMMER
MARKET—BLEACHING THE HOUSE GROWN
PRODUCT.

Celery goes out of the market in April,
when the stored crop is exhausted, ‘and un-
till the early field product’'is received, in
July, celery is not to be obtained. With a
view to supplying the demand in May and
June, experiments were begun four years ago
at the Cornell (N. Y.) station with celery
under glass. Professor L. H. Baily, who
makes the following report, claims that it is
a comparatively easy matter to grow celery,
for late spring and early summer use. He
says:

The seed is sown in late fall or early win-
ter in flats or seed pans. About one month
after sowing the plants are pricked out into
other flats, where they stand three or four
inches apart each way. A month or so later
they are transplanted into beds, following
lettuce, cauliflower, etc., thus for two
months or more taking up little or no room,
for the flats are placed in vacant places here
and there throughout the house, and they
need little other care than watering. They
should be kept cool, for if one attempts to
force them they will likely run to seed.
When the plants are finally transplanted,
we like to put them in solid beds without
bottom heat.

In six weeks to two months after the
plants are turned into permanent quarters
they will be ready to bleach, and this oper-
ation caused more trouble than anything
else. Many plans were tried, but all failed,
until thick, hard wrapping paper, with an
almost ““sized” surface, proved to be
an admirable success. The stalks were
brought together and tied, and a width of
paper reaching to within two or three inches
of the tips of the leaves was rolled tightly
about the plant. As the plant grew ancth-
er width of paper was rolled about the first,
and again reaching nearly to the top of the
plant. Two applications of paper are suffi-
cient. A month to six weeks is required to
bleach the celery by this proces in a cool
house in April and May.

The seeds of the station’s last crop of
house celery were sown Dec. 10, 1894;
picked off Jan. 8, planted in beds Feb. 9,
first tied in papers April 12, second tying
May 9, celery for use May 21 and June 20.
