The bridal couple left during the
British Drench Hun Lines With Explosives

With the British Army in Northern France, July 20—Every foot of 
the new German positions behind the lines captured by the British north of 
the Somme, is being carefully and slowly drenched with a destructive fire of 
British high explosives in preparation for a new attack. Giant British shells 

dropping upon German works from guns stationed miles to the sea. 
British artillery pieces of large and small calibre, acting in unison are system­
atically pounding the new German first lines. The roar of the guns is contin- 

and resembles the heavy roll of thunder. The Germans are replying only 
o:casionally. Either they are seriously outgunned or are saving their ammunition. 
British air craft, masters of the air, without molestation, is directing the fire of 
the artillery. Since the beginning of the Anglo-French push, German air craft 
have been surprisingly absent. Allied flyers and baloon observers have been 
working in perfect security, obtaining most valuable information. From a 
height a short distance in the rear, I obtained an excellent view of Fricourt’ 
Contalmaison, Mametzville, Mametz Wood, Bazentine and other positions re­
cently conquered by the British. Later our party traversed the valley of the 
Somme and entered the ruins of Fricourt, once a German stronghold, but storm­
ed and captured by the British early in their great offensive. High British 
officers say that the purpose of the British offensive is not speed, but to 
by slow, steady pushes every yard of invaded French and Belgian territory at a 
minimum expenditure of humam blood and by a heavy expenditure of power­
ful explosives, of which there is pn ample supply.

The structure measures 84 by 38 
feet, and has ties for 35 cows and four 
boxes 10 by 12 for calves and bull.

Eastern Nova Scotia, has grown from 
a village of 1,500 persons to a city of 
over 20,000 population. This growth 
is due to the development of the coal 
mines in the neighborhood and the 
establishment of a large steel manu­
facturing plant within the town. The 
land in the vicinity is fertile enough, 
but many of the farmers flocked to 
the mines and steel works when the 
Industrial boom began, and those left 
on the land did not produce more than 
a quarter of the products required by 
the townspeople.

Such were the local conditions when 
Mr. D. R. Nicholson purchased a farm 
of eighty acres about five miles from 
Sydney and began to specialize in 
dairying and also in the culture of ear­
ly potatoes. He has a herd of thirty 
grade Holstein cows. He selected the 
Holstein because of her excellent pro­
fit-making capacity.

“I find,” he said, "that the Holstein 
suits local conditions here very well.
She will eat anything that a cow can 
make any use of, and this good quality 
is seen even in the calves. It seems to 
me that this point is not always borne 
in mind by dairymen in selecting a 
breed. If you look upon the cow as a 
manufactory of milk, however, you 
will see the distinct advantage of pos­
sessing an animal that will cheerfully 
turn all sorts of cheap fodder intQ a 
large supply of nutritious milk.

y THE HEN’S BATH. When asked what rules, If any, gov­

erned him in feeding his cows this 
dairyman said : “I don’t know that 
any set of rules has ever been of any 
very great help.

When asked what rules, if any, gov­
erned him in feeding his cows this 
dairyman said: “I don’t know that 
any set of rules has ever been of very 
much service in feeding. The feeder’s 
judgment must decide. The capacity 
of each cow to consume food and 
pay for it, the individual tastes of the 
animals and the quantities and cost 
of feeds available all enter into this 
question. At full milk I allow from 
twelve to fourteen pounds of mixed 
grain, twenty-four pounds of hay and 
one-half bushel of roots. After three 
or four months of that diet I reduce 
the meal ration slightly. A mixture of 
grains gives better results as a rule 
than any single grain. Then when one 
remembers that water forms from 
thirty-five to sixty-five per cent of 
the total weight of an animal accord­
ing to condition, one realizes the im­
portance of a pure and continuous 
supply. I believe in making the rat­
ion as palatable as possible.

Motor Vehicle Act.

So far as these foreign investments
consist of security holdings, they have 
been in constant process of liquidat­
ion ever since the war began. No one 
needs to be told that during the last 
two years the sales of foreign-owned 
American securities have been of pro­
digious extent. These sales have yield­
ed a double advantage, first, as an 
aid in stabilizing the foreign exchanges, 
and secondly, in creating an invest­
ment void which could be filled, and 
has been filled, by new issues of 
British Government obligations, short 
term and long term.

Banking resources have operated in 
the same way. It deserves to be noted 
in the first place that these bank­
ing resources, huge at the outset of 
the war, have grown yet larger in the 
interval since then. With British for­
eign trade on a reduced scale by 
reason of the war, the funds of the 
banks have been employed to a small­
er extent in this way than before, 
leaving larger accumulations for home 
investment. In these circumstances, 
the great British Treasury bills and 
short-term obligations, the more so as 
these have been yielding large re­
turns. At the same time, these British 
Financial institutions 
taneously been disposing of their hold­
ings of American securities and re­
placing them, too, with new British 
Government obligations.

At the end of last month both “The 
Economist” and “The Statist,” of 
London published some interesting 
statistics, comparing the condition of 
the banks of the United Kingdom at 
the end of 1915 with that at the end of 
1913. These tabulations throw an in­
teresting light on the banking situat­
ion in Great Britain, and also enable 
us to see haw it has redounded to the 
advantage of the British Government. 
In the two years the resources of the 
banks of the United Kingdom mot in­
cluding the Bank of England t have 
increased over a thousand million 
dollars—in exact figures £212 741,000. 
In the item of deposit and current ac­
counts £201,000,000 of the increase is 
found, while notes in circulation have 
increased by £11,792,000. the remain­
ing changes being in other items.

If we look at the other side of the 
account we find that besides the 
£212,741,000 of additional resources 
there has also been a release of money 
through a decrease in the employ­
ment of funds in some of the ordinary 
channels. For instance, the total of 
bills discounted is smaller by £40,995,- 
000 and advances smaller by £7,495,- 
000, both indicating diminished trade 
n^eds. Furthermore, the banks at the 

-end of 1915 had £44,122,000 less out in 
money at call and at short notice.

All this has served to place a vast­
ly increased body of funds at the dis­
posal of the Government and according­
ly we find that “investment” at the 
end of 1915 aggregated no less than 
£441,052,000, against £210,934,000 at 
the end of 1913, being an increase of 
£230,118,000, or $1,150,000,000.

As to ohe thing, however, there 
should be no mis-apprehension. In dis­
posing of her foreign investments and 
replacing them with domestic invest­
ments, or more specifically with new 
Government obligations, Great Britain 
is obviously getting financially poor­
er. For decades, almost for centuries 
we might say, the whole world has 
been paying annual tribute to her and 
it is this that has given her such a 
wonderful hold on the world’s for­
eign trade and such command of huge 
capital funds which could be put, and 
were put, to reproductive uses in for­
eign fields.

All this is now being changed. Ob­
viously, too, the longer the war lasts 
the more complete will be the change. 
As British foreign investments are 
reduced, so also will the income from 
the same diminish. And the depleting 
process is going on at such a rapid 
rate that it is by no means inconceiv­
able that if the war is much further 
prolonged Great Britain’s outside in-

cuperation and new wealth-building 
would be to imagine her endowed 
with super-human powers. The mili­
tary prowess of this great conflict 
may belong t0 the Teutonic Powers. 
The financial prowess will ever be­
long to Great Britain. And yet so 
long as the war continues in progress 
a weakening process remains con­
stantly under way.

England’s financial strength on the 
present occasion is manifest in a two­
fold way. First, in the ability to pro­
vide the mass of gold and of securi­
ties necessary in making settlement 
for the tremendous foreign purchases 
which have been found indispensable 
by the Entente Powers, and, secondly, 
in the way the enormous sums of 
money needed for the prosecution of 
the war are being raised. After the 
tremendous shipments of gold to the 
United States last year, another huge 
gold movement to this country is now 
under way, the importations since the 
beginning of May having aggregated 
over $150.000,000.

The nature of the task confronting 
the Entente Powers can be judged 
from the fact that for the month of 
May, according to the foreign trade 
statement made public the present 
week, the exports of merchandise from 
the United States aggregated roughly 
$475.000,000, being at the rate of over 
5% billions dollars a year. Prior to 
the war our merchandise exports in 
any period of twelve months had 
never even reached 2% billions. The

on Great Britain in taking care of the 
Mr. and Mrs. William Sanford of foreign trade requirements the ques-

ion is an interesting one whether 
Germany’s economic exhaustion could 
not have been brought about more 
surely and more swiftly if no block­
ade of her ports had been attempted, 
but instead she had been allowed to 
obtain goods abroad with the same 
freedom as that possessed by England 
and her allies. We may suppose that 
in that event her purchases of food 
stuffs and war materials woulcf\have 
been on a scale corresponding to that 
of the Entente countries, and then 
how could she have made provision 
for their payment ? Most assuredly, she 
could not have obtained the gold and 
it is obvious that she does not possess 
any very large aggregate of foreign 
Investments, while the negotiation of 
a $500,000,000 foreign loan here, like 
the Anglo-French 
October, would have been wholly out 
of the question.

Great Britain’s position in the 
matter of its war financing—in the 
raising of money with which to con­
duct the war and prosecute it relent­
lessly and vigorously—is equally 
unique. Her expenses are £5,000,000 
a day ($25,000,000) which is at the 
rate of $750,000,000 a month and $9,- 
000,000,000 a /year. Nevertheless, it 
is fully twelve months since she has 
attempted any permanent war financ­
ing and, as a matter of fact, only two 
large loans have been brought out 
since the beginning of the war, the 
second one in June of last year pay­
ments for which extended over July 
to October. In the interval since June 
1915, the British Government has been 
able to get from week to week and 
from month t0 month all the addition­
al money needed through the sale of 
Treasury bills and the issue of short­
term obligations.

It seems incredible and inconceiv­
able that it should be possible for any 
country to raise at the rate of nine bil­
lion dollars a year through tempor­
ary financing without becoming hope­
lessly involved and yet that is precise­
ly what Great Britain has done. Two
