Revised Version of the Scrip-
tures.

Whatever shall be the verdict of the
English-speaking world about the com.
mon use of the revision, it is an un-
speabable legacy to all who would
have a. clearer and more exact mean.
ing of the-teat of Scriptute.  ‘T'he
Greek text feom which it is made is
certainly the most ancient and the pus.
est, and the translation is the most cor-
tect that the scholarship of the Church
can give Jt is consistent, and by many
regarded as cven too litcral,  ‘The
changes made are instructive, and
often throw licht on a passage which
gives a fulness and richness of uican.
ing it did not have in King James® ver.
sion. And often the marginal reading
is s1ull more suggestive,

Every student of the Bible, if not
every reader, should awvail himself of
this valuable help, ‘This is the very
thing to be consulted,  With, it one
need not be a Greek scholar, yet may
be surc that he gets the exact force of
tho Greek word in its place.

An example is at hand in our mom.
ing's reading of 1 l'im. vi. In verse s,
for “pain is godliness,” the revision
gives it, *'godliness is a way of gain;”
verse 10, for * the love of moneyis the
root of all evil,” * a root of all kinds of
cvil;” verse t2, for * professed a2 good
profession,” ¢ confessed the good con.
fession 3’ verse 14, for * yniebukable,”
“without reproach ;" and verse 19, for
“lay hold on etcrnal life,” ** on the hife
which is life indeed” Every one of
these changes is suggestive and helpful
to a correct understanding of the text,

For anothee illustration take the
word ‘*‘conversation,” which appears
cightecn times 1n King James, and in
cvery instance gives 2 too limited
meaning of the original, whereas in the
revision its full force isgiven, as *‘man.
ner of life,” “ behavior,” and *'issues of
life, and in two instances is detived
from a different word, and means in
Phil, iii. 20, “citizenship in heaven,”
for * conversation in heaven ;” and in
Heb. «iii. 5, “conversation without
carelessness,” is given in margin of re
vision as “tutn of mind be free from
covetousness.”

While the generation which hag been
brought up on King James' may not
be expected to change, yet the youth of
this genroation should be brought up
on the revision. At any rate, they
shauld be furnished with the revison,
and have it \n common use. We can.
not advise them 100 steongly to possess
a comparative cduion of both versions,
by means of which they can matk and
compare cvety change made.~.V. Y.

My Experience of the Theatre,

It was a beautiful moonlight winter
night, and as we rtarted in the direc
tion of the “Grand,” 1 exhibited my
ignorance of city ways by inquiting
where all the people were going, no
thinking that such crowds upon crowds
of people, who came streamning from
the cast and the west and frum the
norih and the suuth, could be all bemt
on the same fo Lith errand as curselves.

To sec such a number and va fety of
people coming from all directions, and
all pressing eager y forward to one cen-
tral point, looked as if there were go-
ing to be some topic discussed that
would be of great benefit to mankind,
such as the total extermi-ation of the
Liquor taffic, or some new method ol
prevenung sirkes and dissatisfaction
among the laboring men, but it was
rather humilisting 10 think that there
was no other object in view but the
seifish gratification of the senses for a
few houis,

The house wag filled with a wmixed
audience.  They were there, from the
bejewelled lady with her bland and
smiling escort, to the lads in the high.
est gailery, who looked ill-salatied and
indifferemtly ¢lad, and whose lighest
ambition appeated to me 1o be just to

happy if at the cluse of cach day they
could raise enough of their hard.earned
wages to take them to see the play, No
thought of striving for a higher cduca.
tion, 50 as to be fitted for a better po-
sition in life, nor of laying up some.
thing to by and by make themselves a
comfo table little home,

The influence of the theatre §s bad,
in that it so often makes vitue and in.
nocLnce appear 3o very unlove y and
grotesiue, that you can hardly feel in
sympathy with them ; and the very op-
posites 10 appear 30 winning and hu
morous, that you are made to feel that
they are not ro zery bad after all,

As the play advanced, I found towy
surprise that my own sympahics were
going out toward the good-natured. jo-
vial, but dissipated Rip, instead of
being cnlisted on the side of his shrill
voiced, viacnish, but much abused
and much to bLe pitied wviie  And X
found myscf shedling a (ew quiet
tears, ns, afier taking a touching fare.
well of his little daughter, he was driven
out into the darkness and storm of a
most tempestuous night, o wander off
with his dog and gun to the mountains
to lie down to his twenty years of un.
broken slumber, )

Andther indication that the influence
of the theatre is demor'izing is, that it
takes such a tyrannical and over-mas
tering hold on the minds and feelings
of its devotees, fully as much so a¢ to-
bacco-chewing and smoking, dram.
drinking, , card-playing, dincing, and
horse-racing, on their devotees.  And
who in their calmer moments would
advocate any of these, or maintain that
they are right?

Had any one called upon us the
next morning, soliciting aid for some
charitable purpose, and we had given
just half of what our theatre tickets
cost the night before, we would no
doubt have felt very complaisant and
selfJaudatory, and have thought that
we descrved great credit for our gener-
osity. Some of us may not have much
to spend, but let us spend-it in a way
that will not make us ashamed when
we have to give an account of the
deeds done in the flesh.

1 will venture the assertion that ifall
the money that has been worse than
uselessly spent by Christian nations in
this one amusement, from the begin.
ning of th s century to the present time,
had been employed to Chistianize
h athen nations, that from millions of
happy hearts in China and Japan,
prayers of thanksgiving would now be
ascending to 1he throne, and the
jungles ol India and waste places of
Africa would be re echoing the songs
of Zion.

1 cannot comprehend how consis.
tent Chrisian men or women who
love the fellowship of the good and
pute here, and ‘hope to enjoy the
socicty of the pure and holy in the
home eternal, can spend th ir time and
means in theatre guing.

Disciples and having been attractively
refitted, was on Sunday declated set
apart for divine worship. 'The gentie.
man chosen to conduct the dedication
services was Rev. L, L. Carpéntet, the
cloquent state evangelist of Indiana
who works in connection with the Dis-
ciple body. He preached in the morn

ing; Dr. I.conard in the afternoon and
Mr. Carpenteragain in theevening, At
cach scrvice there was a large atten

dance, In the cvening it was difficult
to secure even standing toom. A choir
of singers ted by Mr. W. Wilson, took
charge of the music and besides the
usual hymns, sang well several anthems
dunng the day. At the moming and
aftcrncon mectings, appeals (after the
Amenican fashion) were made by Mr.
Carpentcr, for subscriptions for the wip-
ing off of a debtof $1,650 resting upon
the building. Seven pledges of $100
each were g.ven and, with smaller sums
and colléciions, the ar.ount-by evening
had exceeded $1000 somewhat, leaving
the debt not much ever $600,

The hymns and scriptures in the even-
ing were nicely read by Mr, Amos
‘Fovel, of Everton ; and Dr. Leonard, of
London, engaged in prayer.

WHAT THEY DELIEVE.

It is somewhat difticult 1o make a
definite statement of the peculiar beliefs
that distinguish the © Disciples of
Christ” as a denomination from the
other denominations represented in the
town. ‘This difficulty arises from the
fact that onc of the cardinal principles
ot the body is that they shall have no
formulated statement of doctrine to
which all are expected to subscnbe,
They claim to have no crced but the
Bible, and hence 1t is perhaps unsafe
for any but a theologian to undertake
to stale their distinctive doctrnes.
Without any authontative statement to
which we can refer as their standard of
interpretation we are liable to have any
doctrine that we might speak of us
being characteristic of the body at
once repudiated at incorrect.  Not-
withstanding this difficulty we venture
to name a few ot the tenets which we
helieve to be almost universally received
by them as a body.

In church government they are con-
gregationalists pure and simple, ac
knowledging no higher authority than
the voice of the local church. 1In
former years the greater part of the
preaching was done by local talent, but
of late they are getting more into the
system of settled pastorates

Indoctrine they are largely Arminian,
They deny the doctrines of election, re-
generation by.the ‘Spirit, and the final
perseverance of the saints as held by
Calvinistic churches in general. In
reference to regencration they hold
that the Spirit is in the Word and that

‘régeneration is the result of a mere re-

ception of the truth.  They deny the
direct, personal and supematural agency
of the Holy Spirit in conversion.

They practise baptism by immersion

and hold that nothing but the complete
immersion of the believer in water will
satisfy the divine command,
* ‘They do nct hold, as is sometimes
charged against them, that baptism
alone possesses a saving efficacy, but
that the scriptures represent salvation
as contingent upon four voluntary acts,
viz.: faith, repentance, confession and
baptism. In this particular they hold
a position directly antagonistic to the
regular Baptists, with whom they are
frequently confused by other denomin-
ations. The Bapiists hold that no man
is a fit subject for baptizm until heis
fully saved, while the Disciples hold
that no man is fully saved until he has
been baptized.

‘Chey strenuously objectto thepresent
division of the church of Christ into
sects, and- protest vigorously against
being called 2 denomination.

They arrogate to themiselves as their
distinctive appellation the title, ¥ Dis-
ciples of Christ” (which by nght be-
longs to all believers), and profess to
be striving 1o restore primitive Churis
tianity,

tion. ‘The dificulty the ferald finds
in making a definite statement of the
peculiar beliefs of the D.sciples grows
probably out of the failure to make a
distinction which ail intelligent Dis-
ciples make, viz., the distinction be.
tween malters of faith and matters of
opinion, between those things which a
church of Christ has a scriptural tight
to make tests of fellowship, and those
which the Lord Jesus has given a
church no authotity 10 miake tests of
fellowship or conditions of member.
ship. ‘There is no difficulty at all in
discovering what the Disciples demand
as tests of fellowship. The Zferald
evidently is quite well posted on that,
as we shall sec later.  But when the
uestion is raiscd what the Disciplesas
a people believe in regard to this, that,
ot the other matter of New Testament
teaching, beyond what the lLord has
scen fit 10 make conditions of niember-
ship in His church, it wouid undoubt-
edly be impossible for one unacquaint-
ed with the prevailing views among the
Disciples to say where they stand on
the subject. At the same time there
would be no great difficulty in learning
from the literature of thc budy what
the most widely accepted opinion on a
given point might happen to be. And we
may state as an interesting and sug-
gestive fact, that there is among the
Disciples, albeit.they have no man-
made creed, a general and mnost re-
markable unanimity on most Biblical
topics.  This is a result, as we believe,
of their freedom from the bias and.
tyranny of a creed of man's construc-
tion, and of their common sense
methods of interpreting the Word of
God. Their aim is to bting their views
into harmony with the Scriptures, not
to bring the'Scriptures into harmony
with some Confession of Faith made
years ago by.scholars who knew less
about the Bible than scholars now
know. When an intelligent Disciple
repudiates a doctrine alleged to be
characteristic of the body, the resson
for the repudiation wiil be found to be
that it is mo# a characteristic doctrine.
With regard to what they as a people
do believe, they are peculiarly bold to
maintain and to produce the Sériptures
that teach the doctriné.  So much for
this point.

That the Disciples are “ congrega.
tionalists pure and simple” is quite
correct, and that the number of preach.
ers who devote their whole time to the
wot< is incrcasing among them, s
quite true,

But they arc not Armuman in doc-
trine as the Aerald declares they
largely are. Here the Herald has
tallen into a quite common cror——that
of thinking that if onc is not a Calvinist,
he must bean Armiman, The Disciples
as a people are neither Calvinists nor
Arminians,  The vast mojority of
them, we are certain, are neither, but
they do not make the acceptance or
rejection of one or the other of these
systems tests of fellowship.  They do
not require trembling souls te remain
outside of the €lurch until they have
srsived at certain conclusion, in regard
1o thesc matters. Moreover, to tay
that the Disciples deny the doctrine of
¢ regencration by the Spirit” is not a
true statement; in fact, it is a gross
murepresentation of them.  They ac-
cept without cavil the plain declara.
ton of our Saviour to Nicodemus
(John iii. ), * Veuily, wverily, I say
unto thee, except 2 man be born of
water and of the Spirit, he cannot en.
ter into the kingdom of Gad.” They
do as a people reject a certain theory
of regeneration, which they believe is
foreign to the Scriptures ; but they do
not make the rcjection of that theory
a condition of membership in their
churches.  As to the opération of the
Holy Spitit in conversion, the: most

With reference to the assertion that!
Disciples hold that ‘‘regeneration is
the result of a nicre reception of the
truth,” in the first place we would re-
mark that the Disciples do not speak
of a ‘“mere recepiion of the truth”
‘'hey do frequently speak of ebeying'
the truth and odeying the Gospel, and’
in justification of such cxpressions they
quote 1 Peter, i. 22, 23 (R. V.), " Sce-
ing ye have purified your souls in your
obedience 1o the truth unto unfeigned'
love of the brethren, love one another'
from the.lieart fervently ; having been
begotten again not of corruptible sced, |
but of incorruptible, through the Word
of God which liveth and abideth ;" and |

2 Thes., i 8, which tells of the awful |
doom that awaits those  that obey not;
the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ.”
In the second plaice we wish to de
clare with all possiblecmphasis that they
do greatly cre who allege or insinuate
that the Disciples stand for a religion
of the head and not. of the heart, of ]
form and not of reality, of meie confor-
mity to outward ordinances and not of
inward, spiritual power.

The Herald quite accurateiy states)
our position in regard to what is called
the “mode " of Laptism, and also as
to the sinfulncss of divisions among the
followers o1 Jesus Christ,

It is pleasing to note that the editor
of the Hearld it intelligent chough to
know, and honest enough to affirm, that
“they do not hold, as is sometimes
charged against them, that baptism
alone posscsses a saving etficacy.”

THE WORK IN OWEN SOUND.

Almost two years ago I came to
Owen Sound to engage in the work of
the Lotd with the church here, A new
church house had been built, and a
good propottion of its cost met. ‘There
was anearnestandselfsacrificing church,
all anxiously desirous to advance the
interests of the kingdom, and all looking
hopefully to the future.  Such was the
condition of things, generally stated.
So far everything looked favorable.

‘There were, however, threc things
which were not favorable to a very
rapid growth—the smallnsss of the
membership ; the lack of money, or of
wage-earners, in the congregation ; and
the past record of the church, 1t was
considered by the people generally as
“exceedingly exclusive”

‘The first mentioned difficulty, « »all-
ness of membership, still remains, for
though there have been frequent addi-
tions, there have been very frequent
removals, and in this respect we have
had a trying time, for the commercial
depression of the past year has taken
from us not only in numbers, but many
of uur young people, who were becom-
ing very useful to us. I see, vy 2

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there have been about thirty-three re.
ceived into the church during the two
years from all sources, and about the
same number have removed from it,
s0 that to-day we stand in the mattee of
membera just where we were, We
thank God and take courage, We
have lost none by a return to the
world, and have s good record of many
who have gone from us and are the
valued members of other congregations.

Our second difficulty was our * pov-
erty,” and the absence of wage eamners
in the congtegation. 'This led to the
church making an appeal to the Home
Mission Board. ‘That appeal was met
by a very ready sesponse, and for two
years this chutch has been receiving
help.

Every individual membef feels that
we owe a debt of gratitude for this to
the Board and the brethren.  But its
effect on ourselves was largely henefi-
cial, toa. We were being helped, and
we felt that as others necded as much
as we, that it was honorible that we
should strain cvary power to do the
very best we could for ourselves.  T'o
do this we have reduced our financial
matters to a carefully planned system,
and this we one largely to out esteemed
Bro. Fleming. We study the closest
economy in little things, as well as
great, even the work of janitor being
done Ly our young brethren without
cost 1o the church. We are steadily
reducing our church debt ; we are con.
uibuting for home and forcign mis-
sions, and indeed refusing no proper
callt which can help along the work of
the Lord ; we sometimes fear we shall
need to withdraw our help from work
outnde the congregation, but should
deeply regret the necessity of so doing.
For all purposes we last year raised
about $7c0,00. .

We hope by the divine blessing that
when the Annual Meeting again comes
round we will be able to make a less
sum from the Board meet our needs,
and so give them the opportunity of
helping others whose necds are as great
as ours,

As to the third difticulty, the sup-
posed exclusiveness of this congrega-
tion, it is the hardest 1o remove trom
the minds of those whom we wish to
reach. We arc attempting it and we
are succeeding; the process is slow, but
every day we arc better known in our
town, more highly appreciated, and our
positions and doctrines better under.
stood. This has called for constant
thought and wise effort, but it is neces-
sary to a pcrmanent growth, We are
not courting the smiles of those around
us, but we want 10 lezd them to Christ
and His word Their smiles and ap-
proval are well cnough in themselves,
but it is their spiritual good we are
secking. We are here to be known,
we are here to uphold Christ and His
Gospel in its punty and simplicity, and
we are trying by every proper means to
g¢t near to the people, and the cxclu-
siveness of the post, if it ever really ex-
isted, is slowly but surcly dying out
and giving place to a closer intercourse
with the town in which we lisc,

So T look back upon the two ycars
work in Owen Sound (not my work,
but that of the church here, for no
preacher was ever sutrounded by 2
more helpful band of co-workers), as
on the wholc both satisfactory and en.
couraging, It is slow, but our work in
cities and towns will be of necessity
slow in Canada, and there are reasons
for- it which I carnot here dwell on.
But we have sreat cowe for thankful.
ness, we have goed hope for 2 future,
We have just held oor anniversary
service and annual business meeting.
Last year Bro. Munro was with us and
saw our order and greatly encouraged
vs; we would have been glad to have
him again, but we could not afford the

tusury of his presence tius year, though
it only cost his railway fare, e will ap.
prove when he knows that we are-cx-
ercising a rigid cconomy, so that next
year we may do with less help from the
Poard. I have written this because [
think that mission points should from
time to time state cleacly their position
and prospects. 1 have spoken of the
work just as it looks to me after nearly
two years of scrvice. I could have
wiitten a more glowing account and
spoken of incidents moss encouraging,
but such would not be a geweral state-
ment of the roork: here;itis like all other
points, it has its difticulties and disa:

triumphs.  We thank God aad go
formard. ‘l'o our brethren every.

ings the most trying,and yet the results
are the most blessed and far reaching
in theit effects.  ‘The truths we hold
arc as preciovs as ever, and thank God
good men are everywhere secking for
themy and manifesding a readiness to
receive them as never before.  Let us
be more than ever faithful in the work
and lcave the results with the Lord.

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Letter from Japan,

Dear Bro, Musro :=I intended to
write before this late date, but the
multitude of duties has prevented.,

The summer for a missionary in
Japan is either one of heat in the city
or invigorating coolness on the moun.
tains or at the sea shore.  Most of the
missionaties Jeave Yokyo in the sum-
mer, ‘They go about the middle of
July, and return abowmt the middle of
Septenaber,

This is the fisst summer that we have
left ‘Fokyo.  Freling the need of rest
and change, we decided to go to the
sca nedr to Shonai,  This is the place
where we spent our first year in Japan.
For such a trip into the interior there
is not the lcast objection or difficulty
in obtaiming a passport. ‘The objec-
tion 18 where you ¢o for a purpose for
which passports arc not granted, For
cxample, a person will take out & pass-
pott which he must sign for hualth or
scientific purposes, when at the same
time he goes for none of these pur-
poses, but to do cvangelistic work.

We had been away from Shonai
threc years. Our company consisted
of my own famly, Bro, McCaleb, and
our scrvants—daughter and mother.
Our servants' home is in Shonai.
They have been with us since we came
to Japan. It was a great pleasure to
them to go back to Shonai, their native
place; for they had now been away
three years. ‘I'he Japanese have great
tove for home and county,

I 1nay say also that'ic was & pleasure
to us to again see Shonai One of
God's precious gifts came to us there;
and one spot within that ancient and
superstitious city is very precious to us,
Tt is the birth-place of our Grace. We
visited the house, and went through it
into the very room where her sweet
voice first wag heard on the shotes of
time. It waé in the midst of winter,
and the siaow was six feet deep.  The
house, thatch toofed, small and old,
was completely covered. ‘The snow
neatly touched against the doors and
windows, which were nothing but thin
and spongy paper. Ve can hardly re-
alize this to be the same Grace.  She
is now a large gin), talks wwo languages,
and is the light of our home. Moy
God help us to train her for his own
service and glory.

1f you look nt a map of Japan, you
will find Shonai (or Tsurugaoka) notth
of t* « center and n:ar 10 the coast on
e west, it it about six miles from the
Japan Sea. 1t 15 an old town; .and
very conscrvative, almost to stagnation.
Papulation about 20,000. Buddhism,
Shintoism, Confuciamsm, etc, are
found there. I believe there are more
heathen temples there for the popula.
tion than in any other town in Japan
This makes the growth of Christianity
dow. Bro. Garst began work there in
the summer of '88. 'The work was
slow. ‘Two Buddhist priests came, how-

ever, and were baptized 1 baptn:ed
for:him. At thattime I was working
Jike Timothy with Paul.  Bro. Garst
did the preacinng, 1 baptized. I re
member we were somewhat encouraged
when the priests came. 1 think Bro.
G. wrote home that even the pnfm
were becoming obedient to the {aith,
But it was discouraging, when 2 httle
later the priests deserted us, and went
back to Buddhisn.. ‘Thistaught meto
be careful how [ wrote home about
this or that promising Japancse con-
vert, You have heard about many such

conversions over here; hut you sel’
dom hear about their apostasies.  An
educated priest camc to me once from
the fargest temple in “l'okyo  Studied
the gospel, and I baptized him. In a
few months he stole $1.95 and ran

We have
many cncouragements both here and
at home,

The little church which Bro. Garst
planted in Shonai is scattered and
much discouraged. Seventy-five miles
notth of Shonai is Akita, where our
work was first begun in Japan, ‘These
places with an extensive region sround
have no foreign missionary. ‘They are
occupied by native evangelists  The
work is slow and in some ways very dis.
couraging.

There are several incidents of our
trip which would be interesting 10 re-
Jate. But space forbids now. After
remaining awhile in Shonmai we re-
tutned home to ‘T'okyo, feeling re-
freshed and benefitted,

We are glad to hear of one of your
citizens coming out to labor with us in
this wotk. Give her our welcome to
this land.

months and used thee and thou for
you, as more consonant with truth.
