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Portugal’s Vasco da Gama.

The stamps recently placed on sale by
Portugal to aid in celebrating the Quadri-
centennial Jabilee in honor of the daring
navigator Vasco da Gama, comprises a sct
of cight stamps beautifully engraved and
colored.

This daring navigator who was the first
to circumnavigate the globe, had been
brought up a seaman and at an early age
had taken part in a number of expeditions
along the coast of Africa. Prior to this
time he, in ¢ mpany with other voyagers,
had visited islands, supposed to be the
Cape Veerde Islands, far out of sight of
land. This seemed hazardous to the world
which at that time seamed to comprise
Europe and the countries around the Med-
iterranean Sea. This sea and its countries
around were believed to be the centre of
the world.. When a navigator was inspi-
red by love of adventure sufficient to reach
and pass the equator, which was then sup-
posed to rest over *‘boiling hot sea,” it was
surely a courageous act and can be com-
pared to the adventures of a Peary or a
Nansen. The rich products of the East
were bronght by way of Egypt and the
Mediterranean. Cape Non on the African
Coast, by its name, told the maritime ad-
venturers that there was nothing to dis-
cover beyond.

But Prince Henry and King John IT of
Portugal stimulated voyagers hy gold and
presents to seck the riches of India by the
water route. Manual, the succeeding King

of Portugal, was terribly in earnest to out-
do rival maritime powers. He titted ] out
four lurge ships (supposed to be about the
size of a thirty or forty foot ship and
about half as wide as long) and knowing
the courage of Vasco du Gama, chose him
to go around the Cape of Storms and sail
rp the coast beyond to the rich Indies.
This route which was the hope of King
John causedd the Cape of Storms to be re-
christened the Cape of Good Hope. The
expedition of King Manual set sail from
Lisbon July 8, 1497 under the command
of Vascoda Gama.  On the third of Novemn-
ber they sailed into the Bay of St. Helena
not far from Cape of GGood Hope. Here
they found savages who at first greeted
them kindly until an episode occurred be-
tween onc of his sailors and a native
woman which caused the natives to shower
stones and javelins at them. They immed-
iately embarked and went up the eastern
coast making a landing, after nine day’s
sailing. in the Bay of St. Braz. Here civ-
lized man first saw the largest of beasts, .
the elephant. This is represented on one
of the stamps of the present Jubilee set.
The explorers then sailed to Natal then to
Madagascar and then again to the conti-
nent touching at Mozambique. One of the
stamps has been engraved to represent this
landing. Here they were surprised to find
a city with walls, towers and minarets,
and people ashighly civilizedas themselves.
The Mohomedans and Mozambique in-
formed Da Gamo of the best route to Indin
and on May 17, 1498 the expedition left
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Calicut.  They reached the Malabor coast
in safety but were looked upon, by t]le
rich Rajiahs of India who seemed to be far
above them in etvilized ideas, as @ new race
-—African Albinos.

Da Gamt's small fleet however carried
out the instructions of the King and soon
after, the Portuguese made a settlement
on the M:ulubor coast. The old route
across the Meliterranean, through Egypt
ond the Levant was abandoned. Their
commercial establishments shipping direct-
ly to Europe by sea, quickly g.thered up
the Eastern trade. Lisbon instead os Ven-
ice became the great depot of Indian Pro-
ducts.

1f history did not recite the struggles of
the early navigators upon chiseled monu-
ments, painted canvas or engravings of
stone or steel, how dead to the world would
be the splendid deeds of a nation’s charac-
ter.  To record them is the historian’s de-
light. No pen is more charming and
educational than that which, like the Flor-
entine’s pencil or the engraver’s needle
throws all the greatness of a nation’s past
and an illustrious navigator’s deeds into a
series of glowing pictures.  This has been
Portugal’s recent endeavor. The result
like our efforts of "93 Canada’s *93and New
Foundland’s Cab)ts is a gallery of histori-
cal etehings in which may be seen all thoso
splendid deeds of mighty men who have
helped make up the monument of progress
in each nation’s greatness.

I defend all Jubilee stnps.  They are
grreat educators of history to all young
phibitelists and some who are not so young
in Philately. Compared to the Scebecks,
Jubilee stamps are like gold to dross.

A bright picture charms while it informs
the mind. These stamps never show
commonplace occurences, they represent
the cream of the history of great events.

So far only a part of the order has been
sent out, consequently the supply of some
of the values has run very low.

It is a pity that
the whole set had not heen made similar
in design, size and colors to the 2id and 2s,
then no cause would have been found to
complain, and New Zealand would have
possessed a set of stamps without equal in
British Colonies.

The muple leaves have been left in
the upper corners but have been replaced
in the lower corner by figures.

Canada will likely be free from new issues
for some time unless it is the intention of
the Government to celebrate the different
Agricultural Fairs by issuing aset of stamps
for each.

In a recent number of the
Cleaning Lone Star State Philatelist.
Cancelled there appeared an article,
Stamps. written by Mr. G. A. Hunt.
entitled ‘“How to Determine

Cancelled Stamps.”

We are sorry to see that such articles
should be ullowed to be printed in any
magazine. There is given, in this article,
information whereby anybody is enabled
to erase the cancellation marks from stamps
so that the marks may be seen but very in-
distinctly, As a result, no doubt on ac-
count of this appearing in that journal and
which was also copied by Mekeels Weekly
Stamp News, we have received, lately re-
mittances that contain stamps which have
been attempted to be cleaned and will in

; all probability be used for postage by some

unknowing persons. .

We were surprised that such information
should be given in & monthly journal, but
we are still more surprised at the Stamp
News reprinting such articles, which are
a hindrance to the Government and may
lead to some arrests being made at a later
date. The penalty for passing these
stamps is very heavy—the sume us passing
counterfeit money.
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We have just received speci-
mens of the Transmississippi
stamps from Washington, D. C,
These stamps differ materially
in size from the ordinary series, the en-
graved space being abou 22mm. wide by
about 34mm. long. The designs are also
radically unlike those of the ordinary
stamps.

Following is a description of the stamps.

The border, which forms in its inner line
an irregular oval framework to the scenes
represented, consists of a fluted figure on
either side, with interior crossbars, begin-
ning in a single line near the bottom of the
stamp, and enlarging until it reaches a
shield in each of the upper corners, wherein
is engraved in white the Arabic numeral of
denomnination —the dollar mark being also
included in the case of the one and two
dollar stamps. At the top, connecting the
two shields, and united to the fluted frame-
work on the two sides, is a curved tablet
on which are engraved in s'nill white cap-
itals the words ¢*United States of America.”
Above this, on either side, are heads of
wheat, and between these a small scroll.
Immediate.y below the central sceneis the
title of the picture in diminutive white
gothic letters on a curved tablet and below
this on either side, in scrolls, are the words
of value, in white capitals, except in the
case of the two highest values when figures
are substituted for letters. Above each of
these is a projecting ear of corn, and at the
bottom of all on a straight black tablet are
the words ‘“‘Postage One Cent,” Postage
Two Cents,” and so on, in white capitals.

Although this series of stamps will be
discontinued on the 31st of December.
1893, they will be good for pastage at any
time afterwards,
