The final refusal of Great Britain
on the 2nd inst. o open her mints
to the free cotnage of silver in ac-
covdanee with the proposal of the
Antericans monetary  commission
which waited upon the govern-
ment in the iuterests of interna-
tiona] bimetalism inJuly last, has
Jdealt the Inttera severe blow and
shattered the sanguine hopes of
itsadvoeates. It looks decidedly
now as if *free silver” were doom-
e,

Lord and Lady Aberdeen have
received a r8¥al welcome in all the
places visited on their tour through
the provilmes.

Rev. J. E. Goncher preached at
Spa Springs on Sunday morning,
the 24th ihst.,and in the Middleton
Baptist church in the evening of
the sawe day.

Great Britain is in the midst of &
great engineering strike, which is
seriously impeding improvements
to the British navy for which Par-
liament since the year began has
voted £7,000,000.

The New Brunswick S.8. Con-
vention openedits 1ith annual ses-
sion in  Centenary Methodist
church, St. John, on the 19th inst.
The meetings were lavgely attend-
ed and much interest manifested
throughout.

A bloody fight tool: place at
Samana on the20th inct,, between
British troops under General Sir
Yeatman Biggs and the rebellious
tribesmen. The Gordon Highlan-
ders and 3rd Sikh regiment made
a brilliant charge under a wither-
ing fire, which dropped half of
their uumbers, and relieved the
Ghoork a regiment which had been
fighting for some time from a cov-
ered position. In twenty minutes
the enemy was dislodged and vie-
tory won. Native troops still con-
tinue to prove themselves worthy
fighting companions of the best
British regulars.

The death of Charles A. Dana,
editor of the New York Sun, ve-
moves from the field of American
journalism one of the most con-
spicuous figures. FPor many years
Mz, Dana has been to many an un-
solved enigma. With fine literary
tastes, Kindly disposition, gentle
manners, broad sympathies and
rich culture, he nevertheless ar-
rayved the forces of his paper in
every struggle of humanity upon
the side of vice and ignorance, ap-
pealing to  the lowest clements
in the race.  His fierce and bitter
antagonism to all that was British
has Iargely prevented Canadians
from appreciating the worth of his
hetter quulities,
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Geo, H. Pullman, the millionaive
inventor of the sleeping car, died
at Chicago on the 19th inst.,, of
angina-pectoris, aged 69 years.

M. Miertens, of the Rauwssian
foreign office and professor of in-
ternational law at the Univevsity
of St. Petershurg, has been chosen
to umpire the arbitration of diffi-
culties between Great Britain and
Venezuela.

The Baptists of Windsor arve
among the heaviest sufferers from
the great five disaster. Besides lox-
ing their church valued at $10,600
and Hall worth $4 000, they have
103 destitute families out of o total
of 500 in the entire town.

Rev. E. O. Taylor, who ismaking
a tour of the Provinces under the
auspices of the W. C. T.U., has
lectured with much aceeptance in
many of our neighboring towns.
Theve is o prospect of obtaining
him for Aylesford o little later.

1W. Hughes, correspondent of
Bluck & White, London, Eng., starv-
cd to death vecently in the stveets
of Havana, after having been rob-
bed of everything including his
passport, by a party of Spanish
guerillas in broad daylightin the
presence of Spanish ofticers. The
case has been reported to the Brit-
ish consul at Havana and doubtless
Spain will be asked to explain.
Hughes had won an excellent re-
putation as war correspondent in
Africa at the time of the Soudan
expedition.

At the aunual convention of the
Dominion W. C. T. U., in Toronto
ou the 19th iust., the Secretary™s
report showed 445 Unions with 10,-
101 mumbers, of whom 786 were in
NovaScotin. New Brunswick won
the banner for the Inrgest percent-
age of increase inmembership dw-
ing the year, and Nova Scotin. the
banner for the lavgest incrvease in
“Y's”. Nova Scotin's success was
largely due to the activity of the
Windsor branch, which is now
sharing the common  suffering of
that town.  Tercafter annual ses-
sions will be replaced by biennial
meetings,

Rev.0.C. 8. Wallace,D. D., LL.D.,

Chancellor of MeMaster Univereity.

Chauncellor Q. C.S. Wallace, D. D,
LL. D., was born in Nova Scotia forty-one
years ago. Thereis good Scotch blood
in him, as the name would show. With
that rare judgment and prudence svhich
has always been his most striking char-
acteristic, he added to his Scotch blood a
dash of Puritav through his mother, than
whom no man ever had a better.

After the usual Nova Scotian novitiate
of schoot teachingand farming, at the age
of eighteen the young man, full of high
ambitions, went to Massachusetts, and
soon hecawme a student in Worcester Aca-
dewy. After a most honorablecareer as
student and student-pastor, he returned
to Acadin College, being graduated at the
head of his class in 1883.. Then followed
a cowrse at Newton from the midst of
which he was called to the pastorate of
the First Baptist church in Lawrence,
Muss., the church over which Dr. A. W,
Sawyer wasordained minister. Everybody
knows that this wasa historic pastorate.
After his ordination Mr. Wallace set hiw.
self to the task of rejuvenating aun old and
honorable church which through the
vicissitudes of changing times aund popu-

- lation hud severely sufterad.

Always a firm believer in the eflicacy
of legs as o pastoral agent, he sought out
one by one thestrayedand fallen and hav-
ing won themn by personal eftort he was
able to keep them by pulpit work of a
high ovder.

‘The old building was rebuilt, the cburch
grew in grace and numbers and the Lord
blessed this first pastorate of six years
more than abundantly.

Seven years age the Bloor St. Baptist
church was pastorless, McMaster Uiniver-
sity having coveted, asisits wont, the
best gifts, in the person of Dr. Thowas
Trotter, who had served the church for
but one shart year. Mr. Wallace was
called to this impoitant churge and came,
and for five years he did a work in Toron-
to, of which his Lawrence successes v-erg
true prophecies.  In 1395 McMaster once
more laid violent hauds upon the Rloor
St. pulpit and transferred Mr. Wallace to
the Chancellorship, a position unequ:lled
in power and possibilities by any other
position within the gift of Camadian Bap-
tists.

Simultaneously with all this pastoral
and educational work Dr. Wallace has
always carried on a voluminous press cor-
respondence. He was also one of the
founders of the B. Y. P. U. movement
and thisis the third year of his authorship
of the Sacred Literature Courses.

In ahasty sketch of this nature one
cannot do more than name the most
striking features of & career so fruitful.

Chancellor Wallace is a supreme organ-
jzer and master of detals. It would be
hard to find his equal in these respects.
In youth he allowed his imagination aud
fine poetic powers to assert themselves
prominently in his preaching and writ-
mng. Nowadays he prefers a wmnore chaste
and severe style. His humble scribe is
not yet convinced that such a change is
in all points an advance.

As =z pastor Dr. Wallace carried his
organizing ability to itstullest expression.
Every member was known by name and
could be *located™ in a n:oment. By the
most vigorous system he was able to ac-
cowplish more pastoral work than xsmall
army of other men would care to attempt.

1t I 2 not mistaken Chancellor Wal.
lace delights most in his work as teacher
and it is the testimony of those who have
sat at his feet that in the departnent of
Bible study he isa 1waster. He works
and his stadents wmust work, and heis
able to inspire them iith something of
his own enthusiasw and industry,

It is too soon to offer any history of his
counection with Mecaster, except to say
that every department of the Umiversity
opens th:s year with enlarged attendance

and the highest Lhope for the futuve.

Honorable Neal Dow was Neal Dow the
honorable, in that sense of the word that
best comnmends him to his fellows. What
arecord and what an epitaph!l As we
look into the face of the man we feel that

'3 any work undertaken by him must con.

mand our respect and admiration. As
we exawmiue the record of his life, we
know that our intuition is correct, for his
life gave quickened meaning to such
words as “duty,” “sacrifice,”” “persever.
ance” and “trimmph.” Says John G.
Waoolley, the faunous tewperance orator:
“We are as patriotic asa people can be
without being honest, and the highest
praise I have to offer to Neal Dow is that
he bas held up to American manhood,
simnple, indepencent, duly, political hon-
esty, and has refused to palter with the
mean, iu religion or in politics.”
Portland, Maine, was the pluce, and
March 20th, 1504, was the day, of Neal
Dow's birth. Even as amere lad he
seemed to recognize the blighting results
of the liquor trafiic and determined to do
his part towards curbing its power and
making iinpossible its sway. While in
his teens hie joined a local fire company,
who were in the habit of furnishing cost-
Iy wines at their annual banquet. Young
Dow not only persuaded them to give up
this bad custom, but went boldly before
the authorities awd secured the abolition
uf the more oflicial endorsement of liquor
which allowed the ringing of the town-
hell bell twicea day asa signal ‘for
every one to leave work and get a drink.”
General Dow’s active fight on behalf of
prohibitive legislation began in 1837,
when he induced Governor James Ap-
pleton to framne a bill for the State Legis.
lature, which was not, however, submit.ed
to that body. Two years later a plebis.
cite was taken in Tortland on the ques.
tion of prohibition, when 564 affirnative
votes were polled. The campaign con-
tinued, under GGeneral Dow’s earnest and
courageous lewdership, until 1343, when a
majaity of 440 decided in his favor.
During the same year the question was
brought before the Legislature, which,
three years laler, enncted the first State
prohibitive law.  In 1349 a bill providing
mare stringent penalties was passed, but
was repealed in  the following year. In
1S58 it was re enacted, and hassince then
rewained in force. Neal Dow had won
his battle in the face of hanest and dis-
honest opposition.
malice, spite, envy and personal violence.
Neat Dow was twice elected Mayor of
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Portland, and was twice oftered the Presi-
dential nomination, first about forty years

‘8go, o the Whig ticket, and againin

1850, by the Prohibition party, In both
instances he declined to accept the
nomination.

When the stirring question of slavery
came up, Neal Dow’s ardent, manly sym-
pathy and generous abilities made him a
strong advocate for abolition. Many of
hisspeeches on this subject are models
of forceful logic and appropriate diction.
Nor were his services as  soldier of less
worth. He marched as colonel of a
Maine regiment in 1362, going first to the
support of General Butler at New Orleans.
Thereafter he commanded at Ship Island
and at Pensacola. Ie was wounded
twice, and his fearless gallantry eventually
gained him the rank of Brigadier General.
While lying wounded on one occasion he
was captured by Logan's cavalry, was
afterwards sent to Libby prison, and was
finally exchanged for General Lee. His
health was now so impaired that he was
forced to retire, and, until the day of his
death, the 2nd of this month, he spent
his time in studying and writing for the
cause of his heart at Portland, the ho.we
of Neal Dow,the boy, the citizen, the
soldier and the prohibitionist.

My DrawSisters: — T wonder what I can

write thia mouth which will be of interest

to you. RBefore I was taken sick with
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tever, I thought of writing you an account
of our trip fro.n Chicacole to Vizianagram.
But a month has passed since then, 1low-
evor, I think some of the experiences
would be interesting to you, even now.

On Thursday, July Sth, we received a
telegram from Mrs, Arcinbald sayir}g she
would be at Calingapatawm, whichis the
nearest seaport to Chicacole, early Friday
morning. So Thursday night Mr. Archi-
bald went outto meet her. Weo knew
our services at Chicacole would not be
required after Mrs. Archibald's return
howe, and as we were anxious to get back
to Vizianagram before Sunday, we began
packing and by 10 a. m. Friday morning
had al! our trunks and heaviest movables
packed away 1n bullock-bandies ready to
start for Vizianagram as soon as ths bul-
locks had eaten their breakfast.

We had a very pleasantlittle chat with
Mrs. Archibald and Miss Clark after their
arrivalin the afternoon. They both seem-
ed to be quite well and strong and espec-
ially happy to get back to their loved
work again. .

Time passed very quickly. After a
hastily eaten dinner and 2 few words of
prayer by Mr. Archibald we started for
our carriage, which was waiting for us
nutsids the compound gate, fully half an
hour later than we ought to have been.

Mr. Archibald, who was more used to
this new fushioned bugey than we were,
soon informed us that theve wasn't straw
enough in the botto.n of it, and that we
must have a mattress put in or we would
get a terrible shaking.  The muttress was
brought, hasty “good-byes” exchanged,
and we were oft for an eight mils drive to
tl o station. Knowing we were late we
prowised the driver a presentif he got
us there in time.

Once under way we hegan to examine
our new fashioned conveyance. ‘o be.
gin with, the under work of the carriage
was rather heavy. [should noteall ita
carringe, as it only had two wheels. A
sulky or dog-cart would hardly be the
right name for it either, a3 they are sup-
posed to be very light. The only thing
Ican compare the underworksto isa
good old fashioned duwp cart. The
wheels were certainly as large and the
underwork as heavy as any of the last
mentioned articles I eversaw in the
home land.

‘This carriage, I will call it that for the
present, was made for a spun, the pole
was made in the shape of a stone drag
and almost as heavy, the double pronged
part of it formed the driver’s seat,

‘There were no springs to this convey-
ance. The bottomn, as neatly as wa could
tind out, was wade something like the
bottous of a hay body. ‘I'o the sidesof
this three stakes about the size and
lnoking very like what the men use for
fonce stakes at home, are secuvely at.
tached in au upright position, at right
angles with thes», Lamboo poles about
the size of your bean poles are fastened.
This little fence on either side is about
three feet high and six f2et long.  These
once formed itis very easy to put the
topon. Bamboos are Lent from one sile
to the other forming an arch overhead.
Outside and over all this tramework,
bamboo matting is put, which forms so.re
protection from the sun andrain, It be.
ing night we could not see the little pot
hungon the outside of onr top carringe.
Sometimes instead of a pot thereisan old
tin cnn which serves as music for the
traveller a3 well as to cook the driver's

food in. But I must not spend more time
describing our conveyance.

Let us look at our new fashioned horses
for & minute or two. ‘I'o begin with they
look as though they were fealing the ef.
fects of lamiue. What one saw upon look-
ing out ot the bundy by lantern light,
seomed to bea moving set of ribs an-
hip bones, with the skin drawn tighily
over them. The back bone seemed to
coms to o sudden stop at the shoulders
of these creatures and formed a lump
about six inches high. Resting on their
necks and against this lump was a heavy
piece of wood winch served the purpoze
of » yoke.

The driver was seated on his stone
drag between thesa animals called bul-
tocks, with a very odd arrangement for a
whip in his hanid. A piece of bamhoo
abous two feet long formed  the handis
and tied to the end of this was a piece of
rope nbout & foot long.

Wae so0n found that il we were to catch
the train we had to wake the driver and
his bullocks up,so wa reminded b of
the present he was to get if he got us
there in tinte, also telling hitn the hour
and the number of mileg he had to go. e
begau to shove first one bLullock and then
the other, punching them iu the ribs fre.
quently with the tip end of his whip
luntle. Dy and by they began to run
and everything in the bandy began to
shuke. ‘The lantern hanging azaiust the
side of our beautiful buyggy began to
swing at such arate thuat it hawd to be
wore secwrely fastened.  The water bot.
tle which was hung up with goad drink-
ing water in it also required  attcntion.
Lerhaps you don’t kunow  that weail
your missionaries—never start on a jour
ney without a watervbottle.  ‘The reison
of this is that the water in India is so b,
that we wauld almost as soon take a small
dose of poison as a drink of water fiomn
the unatwves. All the water we drink is
first boiled, also the milk.

‘I'he roads were very muddy because of
the recent rain and the bullocks snon
got tired running. To encourage themn
Mr. Gullison got out and walked. As
soon as the driversawv him walking he
thought he would do likewise, so slipped
oft his perch and walked along between
the two bullocks. I thonght this a fuvor-
able opportuaity to make time so urged
the bullocks into a run.

{n the weantuue we noticed that the
sky was becoming very black and ocea-
sienally we saw 2 Hash of lightning follow-
el by distant thander. We hoped to
veach the station before the main crwe.
