- EXCUSES FOR NON-PERFORMANCE
OF A CONTRACT.
(Concluded.)

An employer prevents the performance
of a condition precedent where he or his
architect does not within a reasonable
time supply the drawings with whichthe
work can be completed. In the case of a
prevéntion of performance by the archi-
tect an important question may often
arise, whether the default of the architect
n.any and which of his-duties constitutes
a default of the employer, and if so, how
will the jury or a court apportion the de-
faults.

The rights of the contractor, when heis
delayed in beginning or proceeding with
his work by the failure of the building
owner to do something, depend upon
whether such work to be done by the
building-owner is a condition precedent
which would release the contractor en-
tirely, or whether it merely gives the con-

tractor a nght to damages, as being a
partial preveation. If the condition is
precedent or .goes to the roct of the
matter, the contract may be rescinded or
abandoned ; if not, the contractor must
go and seek his remedy in damages. If
the contract i1s rescinded the contractor
may still recover on a quantum meruit.
The effect of this rule as to the liability of
the builder to pay the penalties is, that
the builder in cases where he has no
option and must complete the contract is
liable to the penalties for delay specified
in the contract for every day on.which he
is late on completion. But he may re-
cover damages against the employer for
the prevention, and set them off against
the penalties. The contract may be also
consirued as one merely to do the work
within a particular period, so that if the
contract is to do the work within the par-
ticular period, upon failure by the em-
ployer to allow performance to be com-
menced to time the contractis off, and
nothing short of a new contract, express
or implied, will create any liability to do
the work. Performance may be delayed
by the employers ordering extra work or
alterations which cannot be done within
the time, but even then the contractor
must complete in a reasonable time. As
a general rule, however, when ‘the em-
ployer-orders alterations and departures
from the specification, or extra works not
provided for by the contract, the builder
1s released.from his obligation to-perform

‘by a stated time ; but a delay.in the per

formance of the contract at the request of:
the employer, consented to by the builder,
will not releasé the builder from complet-
ing the contract within a veasonable time
when called upon.

The contractor may by gong on with

the work wholly or partially waive-his -

claim to damages, or he may continue
after expressly reserving such claim to
damages. But if the prevention does not
£0 to the root of the whole contract, but
merely delays the performance, the con-
tractor does not waive his right to recover
damages merely by praceeding with the
work,

If the prevention be the non-fulfilment
of a condition precedent, or goes to the
root of the matter, the builder has the
right to abandon and sue at once, or the
contractor may elect to complete, and he
will then be entitled to the full contract
price, plus the damages he has sustained
by the prevention, if there is not a new
contract, or if the prevention has not been
waived. If the employer preverts per-
formance, a contract to pay what is
reasonable is implied by the law. The
existence of the contract 15 not a question
for the jury, but the amount of compensa-
tion is for them.

TO MUNICIPAL OFFICERS.

The CONTRALT RECORD is desirous of
publishing, as fai as possible, advance
information regarding projected works of
construction in all parts of Canada, such
as sewerage and waterworks systems,
railways, street pavements, public and
private buildings, etc. Municipal officers
would confer a favor upon the publisher
by placing at ows disposal particulars of
such undertakings which are hkely to be
carrnied out in their vicinity, giving the
name of the promoter, character of the
work, and probable cost. Any informa-
tion thus furnished will be greatly ap-
preciated.

WASTE OF WATER.

The practically unlimited supplies of
water available for public use have led to
great indifference about the enormous
quantities of it which are wasted wher-
ever waterworks are in operation, says the
Insurance & Finance Chronicle. The cost
of water to consumers 1s enhanced by
this waste, but a more sertous effect of 1t
is to lower water pressure which, when a
fire occurs, leads to inefficiency -on the
part-of fire brigades and to heavy losses
by property owners and incurance com-
panies. Sir Fiederic Bramwell—who is
admittedly the greatest hydraulic engineer
of the age--made a special study of water
waste, and read a report of his observation
about three years ago to the Bnitish Asso-
ciation of Civil Engineers. While en-
gaged in this study he visited Canada,
and as the result of his examination of the
water supp’ «tone of our largest cities he
declared tha. .ae waste was enormous, and
the working expenses 30 per cent. too
arge for the work done. To Liverpool,
f we remeiaber nightly, 1s due the credit
of first adopting a system of street inspec-
tion through the night, by which any
waste going on in mains or private service
pipes can be detedied and locaied. In
that city the water consumption should be
above the average from its liberal supply
to public fountains, the purposes of sanita-
tion, and the large private demand for
‘houses, etc. Yet the consumption is only
about 23 Imperial gallons per head daily,
which is less than one-third of what is
consumed {egitimately and by waste in
many cities. In Liverpool the consump-
tion s aliotted thus - § gallons per head
daily for trade purposes; 3 gallons for
fountains, street watering, sewer flushing,
etc.; and 15 gallons for houses, hotels,
offices, stores, etc., including all waste,
making 2 total of 23 gallons per head
daily. Sir Fredenc Bramwell constructed
a-diagram which shows that 75 per cent,
of watet’supplies run to waste. This dia-
gram gives the consumption for cach hour
of the 24. From midnight to 6 a.m., and
from 9 p.m. to midnight, the consumption

's shown to be very large, the maximum
is reached at noon, and this keeps up,
with small fluctuations, untit 6 p.m. Yet,
with all the demand for water during the
day, for morning and evening baths, for

* washing, cooking, etc., the consumption

generally 1s shown by Sir Frederic to be
not double of what it 15 in the hours when
the population as a whole are asleep! In
one section uf London, the efforts of a
waterworks engineer resulted in reducing
the consumption of water over 6o per cent.,
thus saving a waste of 2 millions of gallons
daily. In some cities in the States it is
known that the average daily supply per
head is three times what can possibly be
legitimately used. Philadelphia in 18go
had a consumption of 131 gallons per head
daily, which is at least 100 gallons per
head daily in excess of what could possibly
be legitimately used. Yet complaints
have been loud and deep that the supply
of water in Philadelphia is defective, the
mains too small, and the whole service
nadequate for such a city! The normal
consumption of water required for all pur-
poses by.cities of various classes, such as
those purely residential, and those having
factonies, workrooms, and so on, ranges
from 20 to 23 Imperial gallons per head
per day. Mr. Deacon, in Harper's
Weekly, presses upon the citizens of
Brooklyn the urgency of stopping the
wastein thatcity. There are many places
in Canada where the above facts might be
considered, and acted upon with consider-
able advantage.

MOSAIC SIDEW'ALKS IN BOHEMIA.

Since about 1860 the sidewalks of-
Prague and of other cities of Bohemia
Jhave been made in a mosaic of light and
dark limestone cubes, which are consid-
ered of pleasing appearance. This n-
dusiry flourished most about fifteen years
ago. Then-the competition of artificial
stones and chamottes made itself strongly
feh. But in the quaint, pcituresque
capital of Bohemia, the mosaic pavement
is still in favor. The origin of this custom
is curious. During the forties, water pipes
were made of red Shwenetz marble, bored ;
the pipes did not answer, and a mason,
Z3k, is said to have hit upon the happy
thought of utilizing the stone pipes in the
manner menuoned. For some time after-
wards hmestone was actually brought to
Prague, there to be converted into mosaic.
It is rather curious, too, that Dr. F.
Katzer, who directs attention to this in-

dustry, is chief of the Museo Paraense-in
Brazil. His articles in the “Oesterr.
Zeitschnuft fur Berg- und Huttenwesen”
have, however, a motre practical than
artistic interest. Hedeals with the matter
from the lithochreiological standpoint ;
that 1s, he examines the hardness and
firmness of the stones, their wear.under
fricion and under blows, etc. There is
too lttle done in this respect, and too
little agreement concerning the methods
of testing paving and other matenials,

ELECTRICAL WATER METER.

There has been so much complaint of
theft of water from the mains of the city
of Chicago that, at the request of Mr.
McGann, commisstoner of public works,
Alexander Prussing has devised an elec-
trical recording water meter intended o
defeat the schemes of the dishonest, By
the new method the dals register in the
city hall and not on the individual meters.
The clockwork, actuated by the passage
of the water consumed through the service
pipe, is removed and replaced by a simple
pin, which moves with every revolution of
the water wheel or every stroke of the

piston and makes and breaks an electrical -

contact, thus registering with unfailing
accuracy on the dial in the water office.

An attempt to interfere with the operation.

of the device by short-circuiting would
instantly give an alarm in the wafer office
by causing a bell to ring and an indicator

to record the number of the meter being ..

operated upon. The same bell alay
system is used to prevent the meter from
being opened, the removal of the cover
infallibly breaking the circuit and satting
the bell going.

The cost ot nstalling this system would -

be great, but the inventor-seems confident
that it would pay.

RESERVOIR-WALL CLEANING
APPARATUS. .

According to a description and. illus- -

trations in the London Engineer, an ap-
paratus designed by the Supenntendent
of the Eastbourne Waterworks has been
in use several years for cleaning-the vege-
table- growths from reservoir walls .and
sides without the use of scaffolding and 'at
half the usual cost. A rolling platform -is
made to travel around the coping, which
it overbangs 2 ar 3 feet to support a-wind-
lass and light framne or ways that extends
down to the bottom of the reservoir. In
these ways a cylindrical wire brush, with
horizontal axis parallel to the reservoir
wall sutface, is moved from top t6 bottom
by differential hoists by which it is sus-

pended and 1s simultaneously revolved ™ °

against the surface to be cleaned by means
of sprocket chain connéction with the two-
man windlass or crank on the travelling

latform above. For reservoirs with slop-
ing banks the vertical ways are dispensed.
with, and the brush is handled by the
chain connections alone.
