Aftor the minutes are read, the roll called, collec-
tion token up and business tnishod, thero ara read-
ings, essays, recitations, addresses and singing.

Having labored in this city the last cleven weeks,
I would naturally feul as Elihn of old, who was so
full of his subject that his spirit constrained him
to speak and show his opinion, or axplode like new
hottles.

A number of unsuccessful efforts have been made
by our bre.ren in theso provinces to establish in
Balifax the cause as plead by the Disciples of
Chriat, all of which show tho deop interest our
people have had for the work in this city.

We need not repeat the failures of the past, as
wo already know the obatructions and destructiona
that prevented the prosperity of the cange. - But
now we are happy to say we have for-a change con-
svruction.  The construction of a fine meeting-
house, a good Sunday-school of over fifty members,
with Bro, Harvis Wallace as the -efticient leader,
and good excellent teachers. We have also very

interesting prayer-meetings, a8 many as seventeen
taking an-active part. We have good congregations
on Sunday evenings, with the best of attention, -
We have been associated with the work in Hali-
fax, more or less, the last fiftven years, and we can
safely say we never saw the prospect for success so
promising as at the present. We have only a few
who are able to contribute to the support of the
cause here, but these few are not a whit behind
any church known to the writer. They average in
their collections eleven dollars a week, besides a
dollar a week in the Sunduy-school. Much of
this, however, is required for running expenses,
including the interest on the'church debt, leaving
bat little for the support of a preacher. If ever
there was a resson for helping the cause in the
past iu this city, there are ten reasons now, There
is a tide in.the opportunities for doing good as well
as in the affairs of mion, which, if taken at the
flood, leads on %o victory, and now is flood tide for
Halifax. If this oppurtunity is lest, all is lost in
thia city as far as the mission of the Disciples is
concorned. Wo always felt the need of making
Halifax a mission centre, and we still hold substdn-
tially tv the same view, and wo ara confident that
wo are voicing tho sentiment of the provineial
brethren. 'Chere is no field of labor that calla
more imperatively for help. We feel profoundly
the neoed of a direct special effort for this mission.
Wo find much that is hopsful and wmuch that
werrants us in looking for grand success. To help

the following: ** It is unquestionably trae that the
truo and easrnest young disciple just entoring-upon
the Ohristian Jifo the path of duty 18 more cloarly
defined and the energies atimulated to activity in
the causo of Christ by the methods of the Young
Puople's Society of Ohristian Euodeaver thar by
any previously adopted methods of work.? This
is trne-and just what we say, i. e, that the Endea-
vor Suoioty is the best system, and 18 thereforv-the
nearest to primitive work, TUntil a botter method
is shown, the woik along this lire will continue.
There is an old proverb that says, ** Never tzke
away anything unless you can-substitute a better.”

It is in order for our *‘ absent sister, or any one
¢lse, to show a botter method before they-dondemn
this one. Our sister has made a pica for-a better
tlan, but fails to show us the plan. It is nne
thing to plead for a better plau, but another:thing
to produce the plan that is more in accordauce
with the ancient order of things, We will risk the
assertioun, that there never will be any plan-adopted
for co-operation work .that will not embrace -the
prinoiple of the Endeavor Society. To.discard the
sbligations and pledges of the Budeavor Socisty is
to discard-tke Bibfe. The Sunday-school: werle is
run-and conducted upon the same principlo as ‘the
Eadeavor S:ciety. While the Sundayg-schooliems
braces but onae interest, the- Eudeavor Society.
enibraces maay lines of wortks To-condemu’ihe,
wo must condemn the other. If one is wrong the
other 10uat be wrong,

Let us lovk carefully and kindly at some of the
statements made by our good sister. Notice the
followiug: ¢ The primary object of the ociety is to
divide,” This must be a alip of 7o pen.: She
never intended to say it was the object of the society
te divide. What evidently was intended was that
the result of the soviety was to divide. This 5.2
ternible straie-on the fucts in -the case., W erever
the Endeavor Society is at work, we see tht-moat
earnest and upited and successful churches, Bvery
church werse there is an Endeavor Socioty: will
adimnt the improved condition of the churches 1o
creating & dueper interest in each-other-and a mors
united effort. for .the :advancemeont of the cause of
Christ. Auother statement runs.thus: ““It comes
with an exclusive constitutiorr and pledge, and
excludes from fellowship.and work with.its members
those who for any reason refuse 10 comply-with its
demands.” ‘Italics.mine. How unforiunately itis
for any one, especially those who Jove tha cauee of
Chriat, to allow themaclves. to blunder 1nto. such
inesact statements. There is but one.way to
acevunt- for such-mistakes-made by honest, sincere
hearts, . e., they .borrow a leaf from -the book of
thiuvse who hate-the Endeavor Suciety, In the
church 'whers -the- writer -worships.1s.an Endeavor
Soviety, and’'those:who do-not belong.to-the-society
arjdy- thesamo followship and the same privileges.

It wonld-be-difticult-to tell;-in the'social-méetiugs,
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who bulonged to the Endeavor Suoiety and who did
not, There in nothine exclusive whatover in tho
Endeavor Socisty more than in the Sunday-school.
There are thess who will not work in the Sanday-
school; is the Sunday-school thereforo exclusive?

Theo officers of the church have tho same juris-
diction over thess who are membors of the Endea-
vor Soctety as over othors, There are no divisions
and nothing that oxcludes any member from all the
privileges of tho church. Thero are other swate-
ments made by cur sister that are as szdly 1ucorreot
that wo have not space to notice. Jut we would
say 1 this conocction that thore are those who
objeot to pledues, who are making solomn pledyes
that thoy will not have anything to do with the

Endeavor doctoty; and rhey keop their pledges.

Lut mo say to those who oppose the Endeavor

Suciuty, that to assume that such & work 18 un-
scriptural and therefure wrong 18 reaching an alt-
tude of cundemnntion that, tu say the loast, do-
mande a pause. Lut not thuse who are wurking in
the Eudeavor Soctety vet discouraged because there

is opposiiton. There never has been, aud never

will be, any rofurtnatury muvemont that does not
bavo oppusition. Kvery reformation has had to
fight its way through opposition. The groatest
reformer the world ever had suffored the greatest
oppusition. This .work is as broad as humanity
and as doeep aa tho love of God. *

THE LORD'S DAY,

There still appears to bus some difforouce of
opinion as to what 18 the pruper name fur the first
day of the week, if we aro w judge frem the fre-
quuncy with which we hear it calied **the dabbath’
as woll as ** the Lurd's day, ' althuuzh, indeed, weo
seldum hear any argument advasoced fur caifing 1t
by the former pame., Sume appear to think that
1t does not matter by whch name wo callit  But
if we are going to call 1t by a religious name, surely
it is worth calling by the currvct one, if unly for
form's sake. Bustdes, tu the Christian 1t should not
be a matter of indifference whether he obsurves the
day as a cuntinuation of the Jewish Sabbath, or
as the day upvu which his Lurd and Savivur aruse
from the dead. All discussiun might be settled by
an inquiry 1nto the reasun for kveprog 1.

This quesuon, as all vthers pectaintng to Chris-
tiauity, shuuld be sottled vn a seiiptural basis, and
on a scriptural basis alone, but, as we sumetimes
quute the explanati us of learned mon and hyh
authurities to aid us in our interpretation, ur to
strengthen our belief with reference tv wurds and
sames, [ think 1t would not be vut of place to
briefly notice the name or names by which it 18
known in law,

The firat recognition, for roligious purposes, “y
secular powers, of the fi st day of the week, was
that of Constauntine, the first ruler of Rume to
adupt the Christian faith, who set the day apart
for Christian devotivn. The observauce of this
day in Eugland and other civilized countrics, as
well as in Rome, has rather grown out of respect
for Christian services than for 1ts expedioncy i
secular affairs. And indeed it was not until the
day had Leen chusen fur Christian purpuses that
its natiunal couvenience, in ordiuary affairs, was
recognized. Having then ducided to recog.ize it
as a day for Cbristian exercises, it bscame necsssary
for parliament to use the pruper religious uame f
possible, The renson for this is vovious. Statutes
to be kept as freo as possible frum dispute— from
misinterpretation—and to carry out the inteuntion
of the legislature, must be very cxact in thuir
language, o a single word may, and indeud ofien
has, changed the whole meaning of a section of an
aot; and this, notwithstanding the fact thatitisa
rule of law, and one which is strictly followed by
the judges, that an act of parliament should be
coustrued, as far as is consistont with reasun,

according to the intention of the framor. Those,
thorefore, who are desivous of seeing laws placed
upon the statute book, and who do not oire to sco
them mutilated beyond recognition, must bo very
caroful in the wording of thom. Aftvr a bill has
beeu introduced into parliament it has to undergo
a close scrutiny by tho members; so that by the
timo it has passed through all tho stages necessary
in law making, it is about as perfect as man can
make it. Tho diftieulty in this very cuse, which
would arise from using the wrong name, 18 well
tlustrated by the following passage taken from
Hallam’s Cunatitutional History of England: ** In
the sessivn of 1621, a bill having been brought 1o
¢ for the better observance of the Sabbath, ususlly
called Sunday,’ vne Mr. Shepherd, sueering at the
Puritans, rowmarked that as Saturday was dies
Sabbuts, this mght b eatitled a bill for the better

| obsorvance uf Savurday, cuinmonly called Sunday.™

Thas lail, after passing the Bouse of Cumwuns, »aa
amonded tu read ** the Lord's day,” insiead of the
Sabbath by the uppor house, who observed *f thae
pevple dp not inchus to words of Judaism.” The
bul was passed 1u this form, the Cummons making
10 objection to the amendment.

Inlooking over the Eoglish statutes I find that the
day 18 quite frequeutly called the Lurd's day, sutae-
times Sunday, generally by both names, but never
tho Sabbath. In our New Brunswick statutory
law it is known as the Lord’s day and Sunday.

I bave only known one case in which a judge
called 1t the Sabbath, and in that case he based the '
judgment he was delivering upon a statute entitled
*An Act for the betier observance of the Lurd's
day, commonly called Sundny,” and from a section
which referred to it as the Lurd's day,

1 only know of one text-bouk writer who refers
tv it 8s tho Sablath, aud that writur calls it the
Lord's day as well. Blackstone, in his Commen-
tarivs on the L.ws of Eogland, in his chapter un
¢ Uffenices agamst Goud and Religton,” makes this
slight reforence to the name of the day, * Profana-
ton of the Lord's duy vulgarly (but improperly)
called Sabbath breaking is a ninth offance against
God and religica.”

As all our law on this aubject is based upon
statutes, and those statutes, when callug it by a
roligious nawe, call it the Lord’s day, it fullows
that that 1s the legal name for 1t. A ship now and
thon by a judye ur writer cannot, of course, alter
the name, It would appear, therefuro, that while
ihire may be a difference of opinivn among Chris- |
tians generally, with reference to tho propor \
ealigions name for the first day of tho week, our
law only recugmzos the vne name—the Lord's day.

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THE REST OF THE CHRISTIAN.

There remaineth, therefure, u rest fur the peuple of God,
Hecbrews ix. 9.

The word n the original translated rest is Sab-
bulesmos, s kevping of a Sabbath or a complete and
happy rest. This word is rslated to Sabbaton, |
which means a ** Sabbath,” and which was appled
to the seventh day as a day of rest. The seventh
day was blest and hallowed by the Lurd Himsolf,
and its vbsorvance was enjuined upou the Israclitos
by the law as received from Sina: in the wurds,
Remember the Sabbath day to keep it holy. This
Sabbath typilies & rest into which the people «f
Gud will enter if they prove faithful to ths end,

Rest may be defined a3 .a cessativn of motion or
labor. There can be no rest where there has been
no previous labor. Rest presupposes labor. I do
not think there is, atrictly speaking, such a thing
as rest absslute in the ontire physical and moral
universes. But we have partial rest, Wo sook
our couches after the toils of the day and refresh
by *‘placid sleep ”. our wesried mind snd body.
Wo say we roat, but we do not rest complately or

absolutely in the senee implied in the word Sabbatis-
mos. It is only a partial rest. Our hearts are atill
pumping the vital fluid to all parts of the body.
Thoey are still beating the ** funeral marchea to tho
grave,” beyond which there only remaineth a roat
for the people of Gud. The same thing is true in
the vogotuble and minoral kingdoms. Thero is no
patticle of matter at reat. Mineral matter becomeos
vegotable, vegotable becomes animal; and tho
animal again becoming mineral. Yuu observe the
coaseloss nctivity of nature. Even the worlds them-
sulves are undergoing changes wrought by the
invisible band of Him who made them. We are
tuld the moon is a dead .body, destituto of either
ammal or vegetable lifo, that it has undergone
muny changes before it has assumed its prosent
conditivn, That the earth is undergoing those
samo changes, and that the sun whioh now oxists a
barning world with a brilliant photosphero is
gradually couling. Thus the Almighty works in
His mysterivus way by His omniputent power,

But God rested from His labors in a special
senss, for we read in Gen. ii. 2, And on the seventh
day God ended His work which He had made, and
Ho rested on the seventh day from all His work
which He had roade. .

Gud had made the huavens and earth, He had
made the plants and herbs of the fields, and had
caused the sun to shine and the rain to fall upon
the earth; He had made, also, the beasts of the
field and the cattle and everything that creepeth
upon the earth, the fish of the sea and the fow! of
the air, and He had perfurmed, also, the crowning
act in this great drama of creation. Man was
mado in His own image. And then we are told
God rested frum His special work of creation.
Rest presupposes labor, The great Sabbufon of
God presupposed six days of labour, during which
He had to Bis satiafaction garnished the heavens
aud earth., This Sabbath of Gud became tho type
of a rest to the Israelites, which in turn becsme a
type of a rest in the gospel dispensation.. The
Taraclites were held in boudage in Egypt. They
woro cruelly oppressed by their task masters. God
having promised thom deliverauco, raised up Moses
to Joad then forth to the promised land. FPaul
speaks of the entering into this land as being a rest.
Why? Certaialy frum the fact that the journey to
1t was fraught with so much toil and danger. They
had many trackless deserts to traverse, many
mountaius to circumvent, many enemies to uver-
cumo, especially the subtle enewy,of upbelief.
Thus the termination of their joarney was alluded
to as a rest. Surely it would be a rest after all
their hopes aud fears, their difficulties and dangers
to be planted as a *‘ vine out of Euypt” in a land
flowing with milk and honey. This was the rest of
the children of Israol. But whero is the Christians’
rest? I8 it in an esrthly Canaan encompassed by
houstile tribes?  Ab, no! It is a Canaan beyond the
Jordan of death, wherein is the New Jerusalem
built upun twelve fuundations — which are the
apustles of the Lamb. There i8 no temple wiihin
this, Canaan fur th Lord God Almighty and the
Lamb are the temple of it. There is no sun nor
moon, for the glory of God and the Lawb is the
light thereof. There are no enemies here, for the
last evemy will have beoen cast into the lake of fire,
The cates of the New Jerusalem are open day and
night that the glory of all nations may be brought
into it. This is the rest prepared for thuse who
have their robes washed and mado white in the
blood .of the Lazmb. It transcends the power
of human imagination to.figure the jcys awaiting
the Redeemed when they shall stand by the sea of
gless harping with their harps and hymniog songs
of gloty, hunor and power to Him who sitteth upon
the throna. - .

Tho questivn now arises, *‘ For whom arve all
those joys. prepared? Who entors iuto this rest?
The answer comes from the living oracles unmis-
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takeably clear, the peoplo of God, Who entered
tho earthly Cancant All thoso who wero led by
the hand of God out of Egypt? Oaly Joshua and
Caleb, Becauwo of unbelief tha rest wero oxcluded,
The Almighty had swoin in His wrath that they
should not enter into His rest. They had sinned
against Him, thoy had provoked Him, they bad
murmured against Him, they had tempted Him ten
times and hatkened not to His voico. Thorefore,
Ged said, Surely they shall not sco tho land which
I swore unto their fathors, neithor shall.any that
provokes Mo aeo it. Not all thoso that make the
start for the heavenly Canaan will obtain that
wished-forrest, Ab, no! many will fall by the way.
The deccitfulness of sin will entice many into tho
broad road that leads to destruotion. Narrow is
tho gato and straitened the way that leadoth unto
lifo, and‘fow thero be that find it ; but wide is the
goto and broad is the way that leadoth to destruc-
tion, and many be they that enter in theroby.
Lot onch ono of us labor earnestly and prayerfully
to walk in faith the narrow road that leads to life
oternsl,

We have said that vest presupposes labor, and
auother fact that claims our attention just here is
that the degroo of rest is detormined by the pro-
vious labor. Whero the labor is light the rest will
have a curresponding lighi:ne:m, and whare there is
no labor there cannot lugicslly. b any rest; but
where the labor has beon great, the rest will be
correspondingly great, Tue reason of this does not
lie in the degree of rest as an absolute, but as a
relative quality. The husbandman returas home
8t nighgﬁivei_l:ied. He has been laboring pot baps
frum the, rise of the golden. orb of day till it has
long sunk to rest andthe little atars come out one
by one-aod are peering through the ‘“ twinkling
vapors.”, He geoks his home overcome by fatigue,
How gladly. ho welccmes the time of rest. Ho
sleeps the refreshing slecp that only the laborer
kuows. His rest is great. It is magnified in pro-
portion to bis previvus labor until both soul .nd
body respond to its beatitude. But to you who
have passed the day in idleness, who have exerted
nether mind noc body to promote either solfish or
philanthropic designs, there can be no such rest,
although the sa.ne conditions of rest may by offered
to the one as to the other, Hence, in nature there
is no sych thing as absolute rest, but it is merely
a relative quality. May this not be true in the
spiritual.world,  We are tuld to labor that wo may
entor into that rest. We are also told that the
Jaburer is rewarded according to his wurks. s not
this what I have just ascertained to be the case 1n
nature? The toiling husbandman received rest in
preportion to his labor.  Yuu expericnced ao great
rest because you did not labor. This conclusion
may nut meet tho approval of those professing
Chbristians. who desire no trials upon ocarth, who
deny themselves nothing for the Master's sake; for
then where thers has been no labor there can be no
roward. It is evident, then, that the Chrisuan’a
duty js spiritual war. He must have on the whole

armor of Gud.  What is that armor ! The Apostle
Panl tells us in his lotter to the Ephesiana, Stand,
therefere, having your lions girt about with truth
and having on -tho breast-plute of righteousness,
and your feot shod witk the preparation of the
gnspel of peace; above all teking the shield of faith
wherewith ye shall be able -t withstand all the
fiory da»ts oi the wicked one, and take tho helmet of
aalvation and the sword of the apirit, which is the
word of God. How appropriate 18 this armor to
tho needs of ¢he’Christian! How suited to resist
our spiritual énemy who js, shall I say, omnipres-
ent, Lot us all labor to enter into that rest while
it is yet day, for the niyht cometh whon no man
can work, The more wa labor to extend the king-
dom of heaven the moro we deny every passion of
the soul; the more we oppose all cutward attacks
of Satan, the more we toil here, though in poverty
or in chains, for the kingdom's sake, the more
precious will be that -rest -1u the realms of oternal
day, lighted by the smiles of an approving siod.

THE WORKERS THERE,

Aga Japan is tho fiold which wo have chouen, and
in which, therefore, wo are most deeply interosted,
a fow words abont the work there and the devoted,
self-sasrificing men and women who are earrying it
on will, no doubt, be profitable.

Ton yeatrs ago Guorge S. Smith and wife, C. E.
Garst and wife, loft their home land that they
might have a part in bringing some soul in Japan
to Christ, They settled at Akita, where many had
novor hoard of Ohrist—their nearest mizsionary
neighbora being 100 miles distant. Under the
instruotion of & native Chrietian, they after a time
wore ablo to conduet preashiug services and teach
the people in their own tongue. Converts were
very soon made. DBut a great sorrow came to this
little band. Mrs. Smith, who wss a native of
Cornwallis, Nova Scctia, after two years of faithful
work in trying to teach these poople of the only
living and true God, was called to lay down her
work and to exchange the home she had made in
that dark land for a home cf light and bliss above.
Although 8o soon called from there, her noblo life
and its influonce made a lasting impression upon
those with whom she had mingled.

In the following year Miss Harrison and Miss
Johnson joined the Japan wission, thus encourag-
ing the lonoly workors; and in the next year they
wero again reinforced by the coming of Eugene
Sunodgrass and wife. Feeling strunger, they uow
divided, some g.ing to Bhovia and tho othora to
Tokyo. In November last E. S. Stevens, Dr. Nina
Stevens, Miss Oldham and Mary Riuch juined these
worke1s, and much is expected from these new'
recruits. As Dr, Niva Stevens, with her medical '
gkill will, as she heals the body, tell of the Great
Physician, and Miss Rioch, in whom we are all so
much interested, will, no doubt, by the same
characteristica which endeared her to all who knew
her here, find a way into tho hearts of thuse for
whom she has been willing to saorifice so much.

Moie missionaries are needed if this |
great work of Christianizing this land is to be
accomplished, but to sond them moure money is
required. We are told that there are 1,000 y.oung ‘
men and women waiting to be sent as bearers of
the gospel to heathen lands; but the money neces-
sary to send them cannot be raised, )
