A few houses,
however, especially well equipped in black goods have reaped
an abundant harvest.

AN American syndicate in which the Morgan Lumber Com-
pany, the Glen Falls Pulp and Paper Company and the Ticonde-
rogs Pulp and Paper Company of Ticonderoga, N.Y., are inter-

-ested, has purchased through their representatives, Mr, Thomas

Boyes, an extensive timber limit back of Three Rivers.on the
Mekanik River, & fributary of the St. Maurice. The land has
an area of 536 miles and is well timbered with pine and spruce.

TrEe severe midsummer drought which followed an unusual
wet spring proved disastrous to potatoes in Illinois, Indiana,
Ohio, Missouri, Kentucky, Eansas, Nebrasks, Iowa, Wisconsin
and Dakota. In many counties in those States the crop was
an entire failure. Statistics indicate that the crop of potatoes
barvested in the 12 States covered by the crop report will be
about one third of the product harvested in those States last
year.

As previougly foreshadowed in these columns the Cincinnati,
Saginaw & Mackinac Railroad has been sold to the Chicago &
Grand Trunk Railway Company. The road, which extends from
Durand to West Bay City, was built, equipped and operated up

to this time by five Saginaw oapitalists, and is one of the best

pieces of railroad in the States. The Grand Trunk management
long ago sought entrance to the Saginaw valley, and the present

arrangement will prove most advantageous to the interests of

that road.

Tae Lower Provinces are hereafter to enjoy the advantages
of a better steamship service. For several years the Furness
company bave been ruuning a monthly line from St. John and
Halifax to London, for which they have received an annual sub-
pidy of $25,000 from the Dominion government. Hon., Mr.
Foster has been for some time in communrication with Mr, Fur-

ness with a view to securing more frequent communication to
meet the increased trade, and has induced him to puton five
new steel steamers, fitted with modern equipments and lighted
by electricity, inaddition to the two new steamers now running,
This will give a sniling every 16 days and will be espe cially ap-
preciated now that new branches of trade with England are
being developed.

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QUEBEC LEGISLATIVE RETURNS.

A return in reply to an address of the Quebec Legis-
lative Assembly dated 15th January, 1880, has been
issued within the last few days. Itcontains a detailed
statement of the amounts of money paid since the 6th
February, 1889, by the Government out of the loan of
83,500,000 authorized by the Act 50 Victoria, Chapter
2, and of all other sums paid before and since the 6th
of February, 1889, by the Government, out of the loan
on the debt of the Province. The amount of labor
involved in preparing this return is hardly a sufficient
reagon for the delay in its publication. The Jfigures,
however, are interesting as showing the nature of the
liabilities that had to be met. The net proceeds of the
loan amounted to 83,378,332.50. Paymentson account

| of the services mentioned in the act authorizing the

loan on the debt of the province, including Legislative
buildings and Court House at Quebec $394,080.87, and
disputed claims of A. Charlebois and J. P. Whelan
$185,664.01, amounted to 8579,744.88. Iron bridges,
$100,146.70. Explorations;, $12,200, Payments on
account of services not mentioned in the Act, viz.:
claim of Hon. Thomas McGreevey $100,000. . This
gives a total expenditure of $3,304,007.12, leaving an
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unexpended balance .of :$174,325.38. "This balance,
however, is not.sufficient to cover the further amounts
required to meet payments for services mentioned in

the.Act in excess of the amount stated therein, viz. :—

Supplementary estimates for +1889-90, Legislative
Buildings: $50,000;- Court House Quebec, $6,617.50;
Estimates for. 1890-91, Legislative buildings $20,000,
Court. House ‘Quebec $1569,007.00, amcunting in all to
$235,624, leaving the sum of $61,299.12 still to be pro-
vided for. It will be noticed how largely the public
buildings at Quebec fizure in the.disposal of the loan.
But as those works were legacies left by the previous
government, the charges they make on the province
were obligations which had to be met. It'is evident,
however, that. the people are paying dearly for their
Quebec whistle. - ‘ : :

The repurts made by the Rev. Sister Therese de
Jesus and Dr. Vallee, after their journey to Europe
last summer, has been published by order of the Leg-
islative Assembly at Quebec. Although the Return is
headed ‘ Reports,” there is really but one report, that
of Dr. Valles. It deals principully with the labors of
Congres de medecin mentale, held at Paris in the summer
of 1889. TFor those who take an interest in the ques-
fions relating to insanity and the treatment of the in-
gane, this report will be very interesting. But what is

_of more practical value to the general public is the

course which Dr, Valleesuggests the governmentshould
follow in its management of insane asylums. Thus
he recommends that:

“ 1. Insane asylums should retain their character of
hospitals for treatment and be reserved as much ag
possible for-dangerous or curable patients; 2. As it is
generally admitted that mental diseases are all the
more curable according as they are recent, the legisla-
tion shotld make the conditions of admission as easy
as possible for patients who are to be treated; 8. Labor
should be organized as & means of treatment in our
agylums and workshops should be set upin them and
agricultural work-made more general s0.as to provide
occupation, for the able-bodied insane; 4, Imbesile
and idiot c¢hildren should be placed in institutions
where ‘efforts would be made to educate them and teach
them trades which would enable them to earn their
living; 5. Asylums for inebriates should not receive
ordinary insane patients for such a commingling gives

" rise to serious drawbacks; 6. The uncleinly and de-

mented patientsshould be placed in refuges where they
would receive the treatment they require at a lower
cost than inthe asylums; 7. The medical board should
be authorized to hang over to families who are able to
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| take care of them, certain harmless, quiet and incur-

able patients who-are able to work wnder-supervision s
these patients to be sent back to the'asylum when nec-
essary ; 8. The.system: of discharges on trial should
be made more general for harmless patients with pro-
vision for their being at'once sent back if necessary.
The present law allows the medical board to grant
these discharges on trial but the proprietors of the asy~
Ium have, during the past two years, refured toac-
knowledge our authority in this connection.” . All
these suggestions are judicious and quite practicable.
The only point calling for remark being the refusal of.
the proprietors of asylums to acknowledge the auth-. .
ority of the medical board. This, however, iz only
another instance of the unwisdom of farming out the .
care of the insane. But, as Mr. Mercier hasstated his:
intention of dealing with the whole guestion by legis-,
islation, the evil will, no doubt, be righted in time.. -

‘return possesses little general interest and all the par:-

ties affected could easily have satisfied themselves by
reference to the M. S, Return. But at Quebec they
print vast masses of stuff, more for the satisfaction
apparently of private members than with an eye to:
economy, and we must infer that. the new order has. .
not as yet been able to reach all the necessary details.

The evidence given by Mr. J. A. Mercier;{not the
worthy Premier], before the committee on public ac-
counts of the Legislative Assembly on the 6th March
last, has been published in full by the government.
The answers given by Mr. Mercier to the questions put”
to him during his examination disclose a very loose.
and unsatisfactory manner of doing .business and:
keoping accounts in some of the departments. Cer--
tainly no such methods as appear to have prevailed.
in the transactions between individuals acting for the
government and parties furnishing supplies, would be,
tolerated by any man in his private business. There
were over-charges and very suspicious charges, and a
painful lack of exact supervision of the ordering of
articles for government use. It is to bo hoped that
things are Better managed now, but it is very difficult
to introduce economy into a system which has always.
been extravagant. Nor igit agreeable to find that cer-
tain persons who had dealings with the departments
of government ‘systematically over-charged in their
accounts and seemed to consider it a grievance to have
the fact pointed out and corrected. It is generally
supposed that the prominent book-binding and sta-
tionery firm referred to had souls above such methods,

RATLWAY SHARES.

The speech delivered by Sir Henry Tyler at the
annual meeting of the shareholders of the Grand Trunk
Railway was not only a review of the progress of the
company in the past butan outline of its policy in the
future. In spite of the low freight rates obiainable,
and the rate cutting indulged in by its rivals, the re-
port shows that the year has been a fairly prosperous
one, and Sir Henry assured the shareholders that the
company’s business was now increasing, and would
continue to do so. Naturally he alluded somewhat
bitterly to the fact that the construction of parallel
roads, such.as that from $t. Thomas to Windsor by
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means of which the Canadian Pacific make their con-
nection with the Wabash system, had been subsidized
by the public, but on the whole his remarks were dis-
tinctly hopeful, and in this view of the traffic situation
he was confirmed by the experience of Mr. L. J.
Seargeant.

Necessarily the meeting led to some fluctuations in
the value of railway stocks in this market. C. P. R.
stock, which had fallen to 71, (the loweet point reach-
od during the present year) recovered to 76%, partly on
. the strength of the favorable showing of the Grand
Trunk, and partly on account of an increase in the
volume of gross earnings; although the fluctuations of
the gross earnings of the Canadian Pacific can hardly
belooked uponas acriterion of the earning power of the
road to the same degree as those of its older rival. The
Canadian Pacific, it must be remembered, include under
thisheading not only the earninga of the road itself, but
also those of the telegraph line, hotels, restaurants,
Pullman service, and other miscellaneous sources of
revenue, and, in addition to this, if we are rightly in-
formed, they credit freight on construction material
carried for the repair of their line as if it were business
traffic. By this means the apparent volume of their

groes esrnings is considerably increased.

It is not necessary to inform our readers how use-
ful & means any msanipulation of the earnings might
be made when it is desired to ‘‘milk the street.” In
the case of American railroads, for instance, when
large holders desire to unload upon the speculative
public, the volume of earnings can be made to go up,
official news of the most encouraging character can be
allowed to leak out, brokers ,will let drop hints that
now is the time to get in on the *‘ ground floor >—and
gtocks go up with a bound. When the sellers in their
turn become * short,” or desire to buy in once more, it
gradually becomes whispered about that the traffic is
falling off, and that expenses show a higher ratio than
was expected. The gross earnings begin to show a de-
ficiency compared with those of the previous year, the
public gets nervous, stocks drop, and thereis a rush to
get out. At the lowest point the clique buy in again,
gtocks again go up, and the public are invited to step
in and assist the upward movement once more. This
gkillful manipulation of the public eredulity (technic-
ally known a8 “milking™), is doubtless the foundation
for the constantly recurring wnd apparently baseless
rumors that the largest holders of Canadian Pacific
gtock are quietly unloading on the public.

The business of our great trans-continental road will
doubtless increase with the expansion of business aris
ing from the development of the agricultural and in-
dustrial resources of the North West, but we must not
forget that with every ensuing yearexpenses must also
increnge proporiionately. The Canadian Pacific can
still be looked upon as a comparatively new road. Its
road-bed, roiling etock, stations, engines and material
are all new. Itslong stretches of trestle work are still
in gbod or fair condition. Inevery branch of material
the expenditure for repairs, maintenance, and replace-
ment, is yel far below the average. But the wooden
trestle work must ere long be replaced by iron, or it
will be o constant source of danger and expense, and
every year tho expenditure for repairs and replace-
ment must increase until it reaches the normal level.
This must have its growing influence on the volume of
netb earnings for some time to come, No doubt the Can-
adian Pacific possess n marked advantage in having
their governing board located in this city. Mr, Van

Horne and his able co-adjutors caninaugurate reforms
and take advaniage of opportunities for improving the
service, and thus adding to the earning power of his
road, far more promptly than Sir Joseph Hickson. The
board of the Grand Trunk islocated in England, and
is thus less acceseible in cases of emergency and less
in touch with the necersities of the road. Stil}, in
gpite of the opposition of captious shareholders to .
even the most necessary increases in the expenditure,
the progress of the pioneer road is not only steady but
more rapid than is apparent to the public. The con-
struction of the St. Clair tunnel ig an instance of its
enterprise, and while it can safely lay claim to be the
most economically managed road, for its size, upon
this continent, it is by no means behind its rivals
either in energy or progress. -

BUTTER AND CHEESE.

The improvement in the British demand for cream-
ery and high class dairy butter, noted earlier in the
fall, has continued and shipments of late have.been
large, but it seems evident that our exports will show
a large deficiency, as compared with last year, at the
close of the seagon, Glasgow has taken more butter
iban either London, Liverpool or Bristol, the figures
up to the 18th ult., being 15,944 Glasgow, 1,628 Lon-
don, 4,397 Bristol and 1,723 Liverpool, a total of 23,662
packages. ' g S

There seems to be no good reason why Canada
should not turn out an article. which in appearance,
quality and keeping properties would commend itself
to English butter buyers, but until a reputation is
est ablished England will continue to draw the bulk of
her supply from Denmark, Normandy.and other coun-
tries. It cannot be denied that our creamery hutter is
excellent and that our best dairy butter will compare”
with anything made on this continent, but the bulk of
the supply is often stale when offered, ot it lacks uni-
formity, is heavily salted, poorly packed, or some-
thing else is amiss. Denmark offers a striking example
of what may he done by systematic instruction in
dairy schools and the present standing of Canadian
cheese iz certainly due to the adoption of modern
methods in manufacture. There is every encourage-
ment for renewed effort and plenty of room for improve-
ment. As our well informed contemporary, the Lon-
don Iree Press points out, no pretensions are made to
give special dairy instruction elsewhere than.at Guelph
or Ottawa and the institutions there do not meet all
the necessities of the case. A uniformity of grade and
gtanding in dairy goods is wanted and this cannot be
obtained without systematic instruction. All this sum-
mer the eastern counties of Ontario have paid more
attention to skilled labor in cheese factories, the con-
sequence being that they have made a quality of cheese
superior to that produced in western Ontario, and have
been receiving a higher price. To advance the indus-
try it is suggested that the government subsidize cer-
tain factories centrally situsted where the practical
working of a dairy could be carried on, and at the same
time technical or scientific instruction could be im-
parted. At these schools all the appliances for milk
analysis and testing would be available, and under
the direction of competent instructors. Such a system |
has much to commend it and would no doubt have
profitable results.

“The stocks of cheese in Canada have been variously
estimated at 400,000 and 500,000 boxes and the Septem-
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ber and October make has been unusually large.” Last
year at this date most of thecheese had been contract-
ed for, whilst this season the demand from buyers has
glackened and the factorymen own the late makes. As
an instance of thie favorable nature of the season it is
stated that ten factories in one district which last year
closed on October 4th vontinued mnking during the
whole of the month. Prices in England are moderate-
ly profitable and steady and buyers there now seem
inclined to wait for goods to come forward, so that it
is not improbable that more cheese will winter here
than was at one time thought pogsible. Eoglish tra-
ders bought steadily all the summer but seem to wish
Canadian producers and shippers to run the risks of
holding the winter supplies from the close of this sea-
son to the opening of the next one. The carrying over
of this surplus to supply the consumptive demand
during the non-producing months is a speculative rizk
peculiar to this trade and producers may find it neces-
gary to part with their stocks to exporters at lower
prices than they expected, especially it supplies are as

. large as some make them.

Liverpool has been the largest importer of Canadian
cheese, the figures up to the middie of last month being,
Liverpool 409,695, London 334,941, Bristol 308,952 and
Glasgow 169,000 boxes. The shipments of Canadian
and American cheese from Montreal this year promise,
a8 in the case of cattle, to be the largest on record.

THE POSITION OF SILVER.

The position of silver at the present moment shows
with marked prominence the futility of attempting to
affect the world’s value of any article or metal by legis-
lation in a single country. When the American silver
producers succeeded in passing the Silver Coinage

Act, they calculated that the American government.

would be compelled to purchase, roughly speaking,
one half of the existing production of silver throughout
the world, and congequently that the other silver-us-
ing countries would be compelled “to purchase the re-
maining half at whatever value they could force the
metal to. To their astonishment they find that al-
though the U. 8, Treasury hasbought the quantity de-
clared by the new law for nearly three months, the
stock in guppliers hands is just as great as ever, while

the value has fallen from $1 13 per ounce on the day

of the first Government purchase to $1.03.
The fact is the advocates of the silver dollar left

-out of their calculations some very important points.

They forgot that the recent depreciation of silver had
stimulated the exporls and checked the imports of all
gilver-using countries, and thal ~hen once a rise took
place the conditions would be reversed. And they also
seem 0 have neglected the fact that, if silver rose 25
per cent as it practically has since last. year, -that just
that amount less would be effective in paying debts.
Consequently if, as seems inevitable, the exports of
gilver-using countries fall off and their imports in-
creage, not only will the balance to setile be :ess, but
it will take less silver to settle it. This will result in
a diminution of the consumption of silver by these
countries as well as a falling-off in the use of that
metal in the arts.

Not only this. 1t is also certain that the produe-
tion of silver throughout the world will increase rapid-
ly. We must remember that in face of a falling mar-
ket there was a steady’increase in the output from the
mines. In 1878, when the pricé was $1.10 per ounce,
the total production of the world was 784 million

‘

ounces. In1889, when the price had fallen to 84 cents

per ounce, the production of silver.had risen to 126
million ounces; an advance of about seventy per cent.

If under so great and continuous a fall in value the

production ean show so remarkable an increase, it
stands to reason that it must necessarily be stimulat-
ed by the artificial advancement of values to a higher
plane. Mines which could not be operated profitably
when silver ruled under $1 per ounce can now be again-
worked, while those mines in which silver forms only
a by-product will be worked more vigorously. Small
ag the percentage is, it will provide a margin the pos-
session of which will enable mine-owners to sell their
other ores below the cost at which ores of a similar
clags, but carrying no silver, can be pr« fitably marketed.
In every way the output will be stimulated, and, if a
large increase in production happens synchronously
with a falling-offin the consumption of thesilver-using
countries outside of the United States, the latter
country must augment its purchases of the metal in
proportion, or the price must droyp.

- Tt is evident that the speculative element are be-
ginning to see this, and to realize the mistake they
have made in taking the United States only into their
calculations and ignoring the rest of the world. No
doubt had the American government gone into the
markst and bought very large amounts at once—such
as for instance a year’s purchases under the Silver Bill
—they would have relieved the speculative pools of
their holdings, But they have not. They have simply
bought the limit laid down for each month, and the
consequence is that the extra production has far more
than compensated for the additional demand, and con-
eequently existing stocks are as large as ever. So far
as influencing the world’s values forsilver are concern-
ed the action of the Americun silver-men is likely to
prove futile, even if it does not in the long run prove
disastrous to the very interest it was intended to pro-
mote. Itissimply a case of “ boomerang,” legislation,
and it furnishes a practical illustration of the fact
that the world is a large place, aad that those
who seek to control the prices it shall pay for any
given article have a dangerous contract on their hands.

THE FUR SALES.

We are now in a position to give fuller details of
the London sales of Alaska and Northwest coast skins.
Alaska middlings avernged 152s, showing 75 per cent
advance; emall, 166g, 65 per cent advance ; large pups
1578, 80 per cent advance ; middling pups 144s, 100 per
cent advance and small pups 130s, 113 per cent ad-
vance. Extra small pups show an even larger -gain.
Copper Island skins sold at from 85 to 63 per cent ad-
vance on last spring’s prices.

Stocks in Canada bave been .much reduced in the
hands of the wholesale trade, whilst retailers in most
instances hold a sufficiency for the demands of the
present season. Few, if any, will be able to carry over
any goods for next year. The present average advance
of 88 per cent in Alaskas put prices 150 per cent higher
than the quotations of any former year and will practi-
cally prevent the importation of those goods into the
Canadian market for next seagon as they would be un-
galeablein a manufactured condition to the general
trade, Another staple article—astrachan—has algso.ad-
vanced fully 50 per cent on account of the sharp de-
mand in the United States, and our wholesale trade
which held considerable stocks of those furs, both in
and out of bond, have gold large parcels in New York,
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at an advance in some cases of fully 50 per cent on the
cost, duty paid. Persian lamb has advanced insym-
pathy with the articles already mentioned, and two
large importations from the Nijny Novgorod fair have
been sold in London at an advance of 25 and 35 per
cent respeclively,  The high prices have been influ-
enced altogether by the demand of the American trade
which is now absorbing the greatest portion of the res-
pective collections. Judging from the present outlook
the Canadian trade will in all probability have to look
for other goods to take the place of these articles men-
tioned for next season’s trade. This market is not
elastic enough to rise to the extreme advance of the
two former lines in particular.

The full details of the sale of American furs have
not yet been received but we are able to say that rac-
coon, mink and marten have each declined slightly,
say from 5to 10 per cent. Otter and fisher sold at
about last sale’s prices, while the better class of hear
sking advanced from 25 to 40 per cent ; the middle and
coarse grades being neglected at a decline. Austra-
lian goods, such as oppossum and wallabi, sold at 4 de-
cline and wombat at a small advance. The present
value of fresh Canadian goods will be slightly below
the prices of last year, except beaver and otter which
will about hold their own.

The demand for manufactured furs has been smaller
than {nst year on account of the heavy stocks earried
over by the country trade, and an active business isnot
looked for by the wholesale trade until the stocks are
reduced'which will be late in the season. The trade
on the whole ig healthy, and the results will probably
be satisfactory, though they do not promise to be
particularly brilliant.

With regard to styles, owing to the high prices of
the fine sking, such as seal and Persian lamb, the gar-
ments will, no doubt, be very much reduced in size in
orderto bring them within the reach of purchasers. The
faghion now is largely in the direction of tippets, which
owing to the cost of material, will, no doubt, be more
gonerally used than mantles. ‘

INTERLEST AND USURY.
TJust where interest ends and usury begins, if, in
fact, there is such a thing as usury, in the legal sense,
in this province, is a problem of considerable import-

" ance to borrowers, commercial, or otherwise. Mon-

treal like other lurge cities, is not without its modern
Shylocks who exact all the way from 5 to 40 per cent.
per month and, what is more, call upon the courts in
the absence of usury laws to enforce their contracts.
About twelve months ago reference was made to
this subject in connection with a suit on a note which
bore on its face the exorbitant rate of ten per cent.
interest, per week, uniil paid in full, or equal to 520

" per cent. per annum. Thenote was made by two par-

ties, one of whom obtained the money and left the
country, leaving his friend who had signed for his
accommodation liable for the full amount. The latter
exprossly plended that the rate of interest charged
was unjust, excessive and usurious and ought to be
reduced. Judgment was given quite recently in favor
of the plaintiff by District Magistrate Barry who stated
that he had examined hundreds of cases and all
the English and French authorities, and that there
was no legal ground on which he could break a con-
tract freely entered into by the parties enjoying full
oivil capacity at the time of the coniracl. At the same

" time he referred to the censures passed by the eminent

law writers on gsuch transactions, but held that they
were not strictly speaking immoral contracts, revolting
to our common human nature. The bench was power-
less to do anything but pass a severe stricture on the
methods of note shavers and petty money brokers.
It is understood that several of the judges concurred
in the judgment a8 being the only one which could be
rendered without departing from the letter of the law
a8 it stands to-day.

As many of our readers are doubtless aware usury
laws were formerly in existence here, and since their
abrogation, the  conventional” rate of interest has
not been limited by statute, or by the code, but where
no rate whateveris mentioned, the code fixes six per
cent per annum as the limit., The difference between
6 per cent and 520 per cent is so great that no one can
doubt that the latter if not contravening the letter of
the law is certainly contrary to its spirit. Thelaw of
the province i3, however, peculiarly sensitive about
written contracts. If a man is foolish enough to sign
a one-sided contract with his eyes.open he is bound
by it, unless there is clear fraud or violence, or the con~
tract is immoral, or the party does not enjoy his full
civil capacity being under age, intoxicated, imbecile,
interdicted for prodigality, ete.

The decigion of the late Judge McDougall, sitting
in the Aylmer district has not been followed and does
not appear to be conclusive ag the cage was carried to
review and logt on anotherpoint. He held that although
the code does not limit conventional interest, under
no circumstances could 5 per cént per month, 60 per
cent per annum, be recognized as interest. It wag, he
said, the pound of flesh, and not interest. Writing to
the press explaining this judgment His Honor remark-
ed: “Ihold that the judge must do right, and not
enforce the law (contract) which although agreeing
with the letter of our written law, offends against
moral principle.” Our own code says that *‘ the ob-
ject of an obligation must be something possible and
not forbidden by law, or good morals,” and seems to
support the principle laid down by Judge McDougall,
although it is doubtful if it can be strained to cover
what is looked upon by many as a purely business
matter outside of the domain of morals.

The chief hardship likely to arise from the absence
of usury laws is with regard to private loans. Re-
strictive measures with reference to purely commercial
loans may be injurious to trade. A stringency or
panic in the money market often makes merchants
willing to borrow at high rates for a time until they
can tide over the trouble. Everyone knows also that
the usury laws of Europe and the United States are
evaded to a certain extent. The interest is taken at
time of discounting, or the borrower gives a note for
say, $300, whereas he only receives $250. In such
cases, however, the parties expressly attempt to evade
the law and the needy borrower is, at once, brought
face to face with the consequences of his act. If he
throws aside the protection afforded by the law, with
his eyes open, he is alone to blame. Few people are
disposed to litigate with an indjvidual <r'a soulless
corporation which may have relisved their distress,
hence it is only occasionally that the public becomes
aware of man’s sharp dealing with hisfellow man in
trouble. How fur the law should interfere with the
rate of interest is a grave question, but although
learned jurists have disagreed, the weight of testimony
isin favor of a wholesome regulation by law of the
rate of interest, standing between Juggernaut and his
gelf-saorificing viotims.
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The word usury is often used by early writers to
mean what we now call simple, and would consider at
this day, reasonable interest that, which Blackstone has
called ‘‘the inseparable companion of commerce.”
Bacon advocated the allowance of usury, assigning as
a reason that ‘““men are so hard of heart that they
would not lend fairly.” Jeremy Bentham, in his day,
wrote a defence of usury. Sir Edward Faynesis re-
ported to have said in the House of Lords, “Show me
a State without usury, and I will show you a State
without trade.” S;olon of Athens placed no restrictions
on trade in money when he gave laws to the Athenians,
but as he declared all debtors free from debts, they
could afford to pay & good premium for a time. In
1780, Pope Benedict the XIV., gave his sanction to
the exaction of interest and settled the rate; for al-
though loans on interest had been made throughoui
the Papal states since the twelfth century it had never
been openly jnstified. Dr. Wilson, who wrote in' the
time of Elizabeth, advocated the death penalty for
usurers. Another old writer, John Blaxton says the
usurer is “known by his very looks, often by his
speeches, commonly by his actions, ever he hath a
leane cheeke, a meagre body, as if he were fed by the
devill’s allowance, his eyes are almost sunken to the
back side of his head, with admiration of money, his
eares are set to tell the clocke; his whole carcass is a
mere anatomy!” We have improved the breed in
physical proportions since Blaxton’s day, but it takes
more to feed them, and well may we ask, “ upon what
food do these our Cewzars feed, that they have grown so
fat?" In the year 411 of Rome, the taking of interest
was prohibited altogether, and usury, according to
Tacitus, agsumed its worst form. From that period,
according to Wilson, the fall of the Roman republic
may be dated.

In the reign of Henry VIII,, the first act was passed
legalizing interest, which was fixed at the rate of 10 per
cent, The beneﬁts this statute conferred were soon
felt throughout the kingdom—commercial enterprise
advanced, and the doctrine of loans upon interest no
longer degraded by the law came to be regarded with
favor, and soon triumphed over the decrees of the
church and the prejudices of mankind. This act was
repealed in seven years; interest was forbidden and
usury revived and increased until in the time of Eliza-
beth, the statute of Henry VIIL. was revived. Money
then became abundant, commerce increased and inter-
est was reduced in France and England. In the pre-
sent day money, more than ever, has its uses and its
market value and Great Britain and her chief colonies
have done away to a great extent with laws restricting
the profits and operations of capitalists. The States
of the American union differ in their usury laws, but
it has been stated that the highest rates are demanded
in States where the law is not restrictive. Blackstone
asserted thati‘‘ unless money can be borrowed, trade
cannot be carried on,” and so long as thisis true money
must be paid for the use of money. Again it has been
stated by Hume * that interest being justly consxdered
the barometer of the State the lowness of its rate is an
infallible sigh 'of the ﬂounshmg condition of the peo-
ple, and increase of industry.” Nothing is more cer-
tain than that the rate for money varies according to
conditions and this makes it all the more difficult to
decide where interest ehds and usury begins; but the

courts might be invested with discretionary powers-

which would remove the evil of usury without check
ing legitimate ﬁnanclal operations.

| ‘THE AMERICAN STEEL INDUSTRY.

i The recent visit of the members of the British Iron and
Steel Institute, and the hospitalities extended to them by our
cituens, were very cordially apprecmted by the visitors. The
clvie programme included an inspection of the great railroad
shops and foundries of this cily, a trip across the Viotoria
Bndge, a visit to the Mountain Park and McGill Univerasity,
running the Lachine rapids and last, but by no means least, a
simptuous banquet at the St. Lawrence Hall at which the most
cbrdial sentiments were interchanged.

Naturally in the course of their spseches some of the visitors
raferred to the enormous expansion of the iron and steel indus.
try of the United States, and predicted an equally brilliant
future for Canadian iron producers when once the country's
mineral resources shall attract the attention they deserve from
capitalists, During the census year ending last June statistics
show that the total production of steel in the United States, in
the form of ingots or direct castings, amounted to 4,466,926 tons
of 2000 pounds, ag compared with 1,145,711 tons produced dur.
ing the year ended May 31, 1890, an increase of 3,321,215 tons, or
over 289 per cent. The following table gives the production of
the various kinds of steel ingots or direct castings during the
census years 1880 and 1890:

"There are now 158 steél producing plants in the United States
and 53 works equipped for the production of Bessemer steel
and rails. The output of these latter is about 3,877,000 ingots
and 2,036,654 rails, but it is a significant fact that the steel rail
industry is not expanding and that the increase in the number
of establishments producing Bessemer steel has been the result
almost entirely of the demand for steel in forms other than
rails, All of the eleven Bessemer steel plants that were com- -
pleted in 1880 had been built to manufacture ateel for rails,
many of them being added to previously existingiron rail mills.
Of the fifty-three Beszemer steel plants at the close of the cen-
sus year 1890, only fourteen made’ steel rails during that year,
and of the total quantity of rail produced over 90 per cent. was
made by ten of these works. Thus, while the production of
steel rails has nearly trebled in amount since 1880, the number
of eatablishments engaged in their manufacture has shown but
little change in the ten years, although many of these works
have greatly increased in size and efficiency. The competition
in the manufacture of Bessemer steel rails has compelled many
of the rail-mills to convert a large part of the steel produced by
them into forms other than rails, the production of rails to any
considerable extent at the present time being possible only in
works favorably located for the supply of cheap raw materials
and operated under the latest and most improved methods of
manufacture. '

Tne Mawioesent or THE BAxk o MonTtReAL—The official
announcement that Mr, Wentworth J, Buchanan has retired
from the management of the bank of Montreal will be received
with regret by the business community, although, owing to his
failing health, such a step has long been foreshadowed in -
these columns. Mr., Buchanan entered the service of the
bank in 1853, and held successively,the position of manager at
its branches in Cobourg, Hamilton and Toronto, He next
became assistant nianager with the late Mr. Smithers, to whose
position as general manager he finally succeeded. Under the
strain of the work this important position involves his health,
not véry robust for some years, gradually gave way, and, in the
hope of lightening the burden, Mr. E. 8. Clouston was associated
with him, doubtless with a view to the approaching change.  In
recognition of his long and valuable services the directors have
conferred upon him the normal, well.earned pension of $5,000
per annum. It is to be hoped that a period of recuperation-aad "
rest may restore him to perfect health and that he may enjoy
his well-earned retirement. Naturally his position will be filled
by Mr, E. 8, Clouston, who has been de faclo general manager
for some time past. Mr. Clouston is not only a man of excep-
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tional abilily butof great tact and long experiencein the service,
In choosing him for this important oftice the directors have
added one more to the roll of able men who, in turn, have con-
trolled tho operations of the Bank of Montreal, To the giants
of finance who placed that institution in the position it holds
to day, he will prove an able successor, and, while regretting the
retirement of Mr. W. J. Buchanan, we must at the same time
congratulate the directors on their having at hand one in every
respect g0 qualified lo fill his place.

A care-
ful selection, including forty leading market varieties, has ac-
cordingly been made, and was forwarded per steamer Caspian,
which sailed last week

‘I'nw: rights of ruilway pacsengers ave clearly laid down in the
judgment rendered by Judge Mathieu in the case of Perreault
v. the Canadian Pacific Railway “ompany. The plsiatiff claimed
$950 damages for having been putoff a train by aconductor.
The court held it to have been proved that Perrenult, who is an
old man and has soms« difliculty in the use of his limbs, was a
passenger onatrain from Three Rivers io Montreal, that he had
purchased a ticket, but not finding it at once when asked by
the conductor the latter stopped the train, and, handling the
old passenger somewhat roughly, put him off at a distance of
two miles from the station and twenty acres from any house,
The court further held that the conductor should have taken the
circumstances ol the passenger into account, and, moreover,
that under section 743 of the Railway Act, conductors must not
make use of forco when ejecting n passenger, and then they
must leave him cither at one of the regular stations or in the
vieinity of some inhabitants.  These regulations being violated
the company must pay the damages sustained by plaintiff, which
in this case the court fixed at $75 with costs.

Tug St John's News says it is an open secrob that for some
time past a movement has been on foot for turning over to an
English syndicate tho worls of the St. Johns Stone Chinaware
Company, of the Standard Drain Pipe Company and of the
Dakio 1arle pottery of St. Johns, and also the glass faclory of
Moessra. J. & W. Yuille, of Montreal. Besides these four estab-
lichments, it is understood that Messrs. J, L. Cassidy & Co, and
Mesers. Douglnss & McNeice, of Moutreal, are interested in the
project. When the matter was first represented to English
capitalists a few months ago, it was so favorably entertained
that negotiations wore at once opened, and these negotiations
bave progressed to such a stage as to warrant g visit to England
of representatives of all the concerns interested.  For this pur-
pose Messrs. Alex. Macdonald, W. C. Trouer, F. B, Dakin, of
5t. Johns, and Messrs. Yuille, MoNeice and 'sylor, of Montresl,
have sailed for Liverpool with the view of meeting and closing
with the Lnglish capiwalists. It is understood that one com-
pany is to be formed with a capital of $2,000,000; that the
profits of the various concerns will be pooled ; that the present
owners will take a fair percentage of thé stock and retain for a
time the direction of their respective concerns, -

A conresroNDeNT at Bridgewater, N.S, writes that the rigor-
ous enforcement of the Fishery Actis workm& serioys detriment
to the lumber interests of that section, Millers on the “Lahave”
are throutened with the full penalties of the law if they attempt
to snw, in their direct action mills, logs cut three years ago, which
are now rotting in the river. Several of the small wills have
¢ talcen the law in their own hands,’ but as there is no certainty
of how long they can continue, contracts dare not be made, ar.d
all business is intorrupted. The larger operators are inclined not
to prepare miilions of feet of timber, and not be able to saw it
after spending thourands of dollars; so a large industry is ser-
iously hampored, and_hundreds of young lumbeimen have left

the country and are still leaving every week. In contrast to
thig, the adjoiving lumber district of Qneen's Co, Cumberland,
Halifax, Kings, etc., are continuing their lumber manufacture
as usual, and the law is either entirely evaded or the rivers ex-
empted. The loss to the district is placed at $200,000 a year,
for 1889 and 1890, and unless the river be exempted there can
be nothing done in 1891, This business is largely with foreigners
und of great value to the country for shipping and other inter-
ests, as the connections eatablished will lead to other exports as
soon as suitable products are discovered.

Tae Chicago monster packing firms of Armour & Co., Swift
& Co. and Morris & Co. bave purchased 3,600,000 acres of the
land at the southern end of Lake Michigan, Lake County, Indi-
ang, and will remove their plants to that place, where they will
establish a manufacturing centre.

In addition to these advant,
ages, it is said natural gas will be brought into the new town,
the use of which as fuel will further cheapen the cost of operat-
ing the plant.

Frox last Monday the English dock companies announced
their intention of employing anv men they please, and placing
their own foreman over each gang. [For the last twelve months
only union men have been employed, and foremen have been
appointed by the union men. Their leaders counsel them to
submit, but the rougher element is not inclined to follow this ~
advice, and this is especially the case with the corn porters
whose increased earnings during the past year have created an
unreasoning spirit of independence among them, A period of
prosperity, after years of squalid misery, has caused them to lage
their heads. If they persist in their resistance a very rude
awakening is in store for them, for public sympathy now is alien-
aled from the dockers,

A 0AbLE to a leading Awerican financial paper says that the
stringeucy on the London Stock Exchange cuntinues and that
speculatora who are loaded up with stock which they are unable
to sell except at an enormous sacrilice and upon which they are
unable to borrow anything from the banke, may be reckoned by
hundreds. There was only one failure at the last settlement, but
several have made private arrangemenis with their creditors
and many more have been helped by their friends. They will
find themsolves again in hopeless ditliculties at the next settle-
ment unless there is a decided upward movement. Of this,
however, there is not the slightest sign. The public are not
buying, and in the greater number of stocks the attempt to sell
even a few thousand pounds’ worth causes an immediate relapse ;
in some cases of as much as two points.

ToronTo millers are protesting against the new freight rates
on flour. The Grand Trunk Railway has instructed its agents to
charge freight on fl vur shipped in balf barrel bags at 100 pounds
per bag. Hitherto some agenis calculated a bag of flour at 98
pounds, while others made it 100 pounds. 1t is for the sake of
uniformity that this order has been issued. Bags weigh on an
average of one-half pound each, and the total' of flour and bag
98} pounds. The actual weight of a carioad of flour is about
29,500 pounds, including the bags, while the recent order will
compel shippers to pay freight on 30,000 pounds. To Manitoba
shipperg this will make a difference of sbout.§4 a car on Quebec
and Maritiune Province shipments, and to Ontario shippers §1.

As an instance, the Caledonia
mines, had as large an output at the end of September as the
best previous year could show at ihe close of December. Busides
this the agents in Montrerl have forwarded orders for 25,400
tons of coul, above the possible capacity of the mines for the re-
mainder of the season of navigation. The miners, are a superior

Ur to the 1at of October 496 steamships of 704,452 tons and
85 sailing vessels of 34,582 tons had arrived, making a total of
531 ships, representing a tonnage of 739,034.

Ar the annual meeting of the Iroquois' Hotel Co., Lt., held in

of Windsor. The Teason of this order is to prevent the impor-
tation into the United States of diseased animals. Inspector
Hawkins, veterinary surgean, of Detroit,says that the order may
yeot be rescinded, as there is no reason for it 8s against Canadian
animals, and he thinks the statute was meant to refer to Mexico
and European countries, not Canada.

The Permanent Secretary of the Order, Mr. I Ballans Stead,
at a meeting of the Metropolitan District’ Association, spesking
in response to tha toast of his health, alluded to the alarmist
article in the Standard, under the title of ¢ A Huge Deficiency,”
and said the Executive Counecil of the Order had no desire to
blink the facts, and were indeed desirous of free ventilation.

at fair interest of 43 millions sterling. M r. Stead contended
that the future outlook of the affiliation was not desponding,
the ¢ levelling-up ” to certain solvency was steadily going on;
no less than £800,000 had been added to capital account since
the returns of the last valuation were made up; and the
Ancient Order of Foresters would certainly eventually emerge
in a state of thorough and complete soundness, now that the
science of Friendly Society flnance was better understood, and
handled by men of their own body fully alive to the importance
of the position.

'The Ancient Order of Foresters in Canada (numbering over
100 Courts and 10.000 !members) will welcome the day when
the government of this country will see that all societies who
transact business, whether financial, f-iendly and benevolent, or
insurance, come under the same supervision as the Society does
in England. The day would then be far distant when societies
could palm themselyes off on the puhlic at large, and the
workiogman in particular, a8 sound financially.and worthy of
thejr support, who promise more than they are in a position,
actuarialy and financially. to give for the contributions received,
Such societies may last for a season, but the time will come
when they will have a deficiency with no such reserve, or num-
ber of members as the Ancient Urder of Foresters to help them
tide over the difficulty. In fact few have the back.bone or
courage to court investigation of their aff+irs or to have them
published, No Friendly Society in the world caun show such a
standing, financinlly, as the Ancient Order of TForesters, except
the Tndependent Order of Oddfeliows—Manchester Unity.
