--FINANCIAL dilflculties have once more overtaken the general
store business at Lancaster, Ont., conducted under the style of
McDowell & Darragh . The firm has been lu existence many
years. Reverses appeared ln April, '85, when a sottlement was
effected at 65 cents lu the dollar; ln 8, 6 and 9 monthe seacured,
and the remaining 5 lu the firm's own notes. In Nov.,'95, a loss
was occasloned by ire, and tu Aug., '96, the firm assigned, with
liabilitios of some $11,000. The assets were sold and bought in
by the wlves of the firm, under whose names the business lias
been conducted up to the tim of the present assignment.

-Mit. J. J. WîtrawT. manager of the Toronto Electric Light
Co. has given publiaity to his views as ta the transmission of
power from Niagara Falls to Toronto. Ho regards this as prac-
ticable but far too exponsive to be adopted. Even were the
power cheaper than stean the cost of replacing steam plant by
electrical would be a serious obstacle ln the way of change. Ho
asserted that electric power from the Falls could nat be provided
even at Buffalo at a rate low enough ta Induce users of steam
power ta change. le thinks that Oriia, which le proposing to
bring electrîcity froua a point 18 miles distant at a cost of $75,000,
wiil bu bankrupt ln tbree years If the scheme la pursued.

A. late lesie of " Wood Pulp News" mentions the
manufacture of paper domes and cupolas, paper salls sud paper
floors, For the latter purpose the paper le imported ln a dusty,
powdery form and le thon mixed with cemnent. When the fluor
Is laid the pleasing absence of joints and seams is noticeable.-
The paste of which the floor la composed le laid on and thon
rolled out with a heavy roler. The floor, when smooth, hard
and dry, may be palnted or Btalned.

ditions. Tue Canadian transport companies are prepared ta takre
supplies in via the Whte Pass and lakes as cheaply as via St.
Mlobaels, and in 24 days less time.

-AN extension of tie lias been granted J. J. Kerr, drygoods
dealer, Napanee, Ont. He bas been but one year lu hie present
location, being fornierly in Deseronto. The retail drygoods mer-
chant who is to-day possessed of the confidence of the .wholesale
trade has slight reason for not proving throughout the present
and coming season that ho can handle goods to advantage all
'round. Business ln general le better, and the-prospects from
every standpoiut are brighter, the latter doing really more for the
succes of trade than the former because it infuses the necessary
feeling of security in the public mind. To these attributes for
succes are added the general firmuess lu prico of ail drygoods
and the material advatice in sone staples. Tbe publie are never
so easily led into enlarging thoir purchases as under a rising
market. No plea takres like that of saving the customer money
by immediate purchases. The drygoods trade for the next year
should show good results for all concerned.

Sinoe the above was written we learu
that a reduction will be made in basket fruits lu car lots.

A London, Eng., letter of the 3rd instant, in referring to the
cheese market say:a -The Lmdon market bas followed the im-'
proved toue of the Liverpool and Bristol markets, and whilst
sales have beau made at 50s, spot for strictly choicest Canadlan
Septembers, some holders have refused to accept less than 52a,
which latter price willi h maintained with a probable further
advance. Finest, 47 to 483; American cholcest, sane week, 49 ta
503; finest, 46 ta 47a; sane week .1898, strictly choicest Canadiant
41 to42s. doest, 3S to 40a. American, strictly choicest, 80 ta 40s,
finest-37 to 39s;

Mail advices tram Fresno, Cal., are ta the effect that the pros.
pect of a good fruit crop la excellent. A well.known authority,
la quoted as saying. Thera will be a good crop of ail kinds of
fruit except possibly aprIcots, which are very poor lu places. In
spots the trees have not blossoned at ail. This la unaccounted
for unless being due to last season's drouth. The greater part
of the fruit, however, la looking fine. The fruit la well set,
soie of it isbleached, but scarcely enough ta speak of. The
frost ias doue a little damage, but that la trivial. In fact i most
places the fruit will have ta be thinned in order for the trees to
hold up the rest."

Mail reports fran the far west show an advance in both lima
and red beans. California advices say :. The dry weather here,
the reduction of stocks of white beans In the Eastern States, the
advance in price of Michigan beans that followed, aud. last but
not least the severe frost that swept over the United States from.
West ta East, killing ail the early vegetables l the' South and
East, have combined ta improve the beau market. Another re-
port tram the coast says : Thera la no scarcity of beans, sanie
180,000 bags of limas still remain, also about 50,000 baga of other
varieties.

The Grocera' Association of London, Ont., la desirous of co-
operatlng with the association in Montréal, lu securing better
terms,discounts, etc. t'from the wholesale bouses. The tarins on
groceries, with the exception of tea, have not beau keeping pace
wlth the inducements offerod of late for short terlupa'ynts ln
other staple lines. That better terns fdr 10 days' dating should
be given, ls tlie opinion of prominent retaiters who have been ln-
terviewed. e ieasure tending ta cash, orl10 days' transac-
tions, alionld lefully ged bo't by wholesaie and ratait
grocers. A substantial difforence in price between' 10 and 80
days' payments, or running accouaints, would not only cause all
who could to take advantage of the discount, or avoid the interet,
but would tend in a large measure ta prevent the opening up of
the numerous amill stores that spring into being and out again.
®ach season with the regularity of summer weeds. In the
weekly liat of failures among retait grocers more than two.thirds
is composed of persans who began either witibout sufficient ex-
perience, sufficléat capital, or both. Were they aware before,
embarking in business that ta buy on longer time than 10 days
would mean a loss of 4 tn 7 par cent, such as now obtains in
same places on extended credit in mens' furnishings, and certain
lines of drygoods, etc., their first reckonlng would be ta find
whether tliey could buy ail their requirements on cash or 10 days'
termas, for, if not, the loss would deprivu theni of from the hait
to one third of their profits. This would either keep -the unde-
sirable trader out, or weed him out if he was ln.

TIE NEW CITY CHARTER.
After thie almost innerable changes that the City

Bill has undergone during the " see saw" operations in
the Legislature, the citizens may, on the whole, be
thankful that the new Charter has emerged in as good
a shape as it bas done. It cannot be called a perfect.
mensure, or one to be enthusiastically thankful for.- At
the saine time it bas sone good features about it that
will, if given proper effect, prove of great value in the
future.

Financially the city starts afresh, with a clean sheet,
so far as a floating debt and current expenses are con-
cerned, and without a clear violation of the ternis of
the Charter it will not be possible for the former state
of those natters to return. But apart from that condi-
tion the temporary- bonds held in London for over a
million of dollars, will still be outstanding, and they
are represented by uncollected appropriation assess-
ments. It is quite possible though, that through extra-
vagant mismuanagement many desirable works and
improvemenls niay be left over and the. old stale cry
"no ftuds'' may again be heard. lu that case the only
alternative vould be a special tax on real estate, a
course always shunned by aldermen.

We have confidence that there will be a serions effort
made to inake the best of the new Charter and that the
vorking will produce beneficial results, By the con-

solidation of the debt at .$27,000,000 the extravagant
expenditure and nistakes,'to use a mild term, of the
past few. years have been cond 'ied, and.the pat, i th4
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respect, is now a closed book to be opened only vhen
necéssary as an object lesson on occasion-as Kipling
might say-" Lest we forget." Money borrowed for
one specifie object caunot now be used, even tempor-
arily, for ainother, as was doue in the matter of the
harbour bonds, $50,000 of which was mi'sappropriated
and lost and has to be borrowed the second timre as pro-
vided iii the S27,000,000 ilinit of debt.

Someof the present aldermen are in no way respon-
sible for the past and somed strenuously opp.osed much
thiat led up to the actual present position of the finan es
of.the city. We feel justified in saying that. there is
already an influential eleient for good in the City
Council that, if properly supported by public opinion,
vill in the near future give a differeat tone to its char-

acter and respectability and our best citizens, instead of
expressing only jeers and contenpt, will thinlk it an
honour to be a nember of the City Counieil and help in
the good government of the city's a airs.

By our best citizens we do not mean essentially the
rih. -0a the contrary, we mean those who0 have a
direct interest in~the'prosperity of the city who are not
entangledin the ueshes of any of the various companies,
which have such valuable franchises and privileges froni
the city, and which threaten to strangle any attempt to
gain freedom and equitable remedies for unfair abuse of
privileges'and excessive charges. When all 'the influ-
ences of the various strong delegations and lobbies in
the corridors are considered, it is surprising that the Bill
has come ont so well.

The country uembers, of both louses, must have
been bewildered by the conflicting claims of the inter-
ested parties. - That they were so bewildered is shown
by- the many sudden changes, backward and forward,
in many of the more important clauses.· In many
respects the House of Assenbly did well but, as on sev-
eràl previous occasions, Montreal has reason to be
grateful-for the existence of the Legislative Council,
which acts as a brake on hasty action in the other
House. The nembers of the civie delegation who
watched the progress of the Bill had an ardudus duty
to perforai and it is but right to say that, on the
whole, they acquitted theimse1ves well and are entitled
to credit for-their labours.

As we have already said, the Charter is by no means
perfect, and perhaps it caunot -be . considered as a
finality, as it was expected to be. It is well that many
of the proposed personal taxes have been struck out,
but sone miglit well have been left in, for instance,
that on.the transfer of stocks which in the geueral in-
terests might have been beneficial in various ways.

With ali respect to the franiers -of -the clause giving

power to borrow audinerease the debt beyond thé $27,.
000,000, it is entirely illogical and at variauce with the,
principle ot the limitation. It seemls inconsequent to
make that limitation and tfhen borrow to the exfetít of
10 per cent on any annual increase in the assessuents
beyond the $140,000,000 of two years ago. It is true
that increase is limlited to 5300,000 a yeari-but-in ten
years that means an addition of $3,000,000 to the .gene-
rat debt. That increase is to be used for permanent
works, which are -not at all .well defined .and..may bà
used for purposes by no means of a permaneuTcharaeZ
ter. For examrple, fire applianets are iot of a lasting
character, but are liable to destruction any day. Those
and such like things, ought to be paid for out of re-
venue and not by piling up a debt against the future.

One of the best features of the Bill is that relating
to'expropriations. As it was proposed it was a good
méasure. Some changes have been made in it by which
Lt vas not improved, but fortunately the principles on
which it'was based remain intact, and it ývill be the
means of preventing that wild rush for street widening
that was one of the chief causes of the late·civic finan-
cial difficulties.

The increased powers given to the Finance CoM-
mittee are important. That committee will now
practically be a Board of Control and responsibility for
what may be wrong will be more reidily fixed than it
bas been hitherto. After this year, the members of
that Committee will have heavy duties to perforai and
wve believe that their wvork will result in reducing- ex-
penses, and at the sanie time securing many desirable
improvements that have been kept back for want of
funds. A judicious.economy in the management may
obviate the necessity for any of thôse proposed ,taxes.
It would be more pleasing to the taxpayers and is a
desideratumi worth striving for.

The new charter is now: the lav and inust be Made
*the best of. The present aldérmen will have'to put the
machinery to work. 'Tihere is a suffièiency of worthy
aldermen in office now to giveita fuir start tiiis yea'r.

'The future will depend on the citizens at large when
the elections take place!next. January. Thlsé eletiisù
will doubtless be important. Civie legislation more
directly afiects our citizens tha- does that of either the
local legislature or the Federal Parliament. It seems
a strange anomaly that these eivie electios do ot
.attract more attention from the best elenents in tie
comrnunity. The increase of four new wards viii add
to the importance of the next year's Couneil. St. James
and St. Maryle arelech to be divided into two, and St.
Antoine lm made into three wyards. This will give an
additionai oliortäns 1 "-

FEDER41A LIFE ASSURANCE COMPANY.

Thie 17th annual meeting of this prosperous com-
pany was held on 7th inst., at which a report and state-
ment were presented which we publish on a later page.
Since the previons *year an Act of Parliament was
secured by which the name of the organisation was
changed te, "The Federal. Life Assurance Company of
Canada." "Canada" being substituted for "Ontario,",
and larger business and investing- powers being se-
cured. Any proposed new companies of this- nature
woull do vell to seek incorporation by a Dominion Act
rather than a merely provincial one as one province is
only a narrow field for insurance. The new business
obtained last year amnounted to $2,114,232, embracing
1,381 applications. The bulk of this new business is
reported to have been on the company's investment
plan, whicli is regarded as showing a growing prefer-
ence-for investment insurance over other forms of in-
vestment froin which the interest income is steadily
depreciating. The total incoie froni premiumis, in-
terest and rents is given as $410,831, as compared with
$381,798 in 1897, an increase of $29,033, which is a
considerable advance te have been made in the face of
such keen competition as- developed last year. The
disbursements were reduced from $288, 244 in 1897,to
$271,250, a decrease which, with an increase of income
énabled a -larger sum to be added to the assets. In
1897 the total assets. apart from guarantea capital,
were. $722,448, at the close of 1898 they stood at $860,

great demand for a butter that can be retailed at a shil.
ling a pound, or 25 cents. Fancy brands are fetchiig
29 to 33 cents per pound. The winter season naturally
reduces our shipments of butter to a minimum, but the
returns of the year from September, 1897, to Septem-
ber, 1898, show how very trifling were our butter ex-
ports compared with those of other countries. In that
year they amounted to 120,385 ewts., out of
a total of 3,213,757, which is only 3.70 per
cent. In the same year Australia atnd New Zealand
sent the old country 241,905 cwts. of butter just double
the-exports of Canada, Denmark has the lion's share of
this trade lier exports being 44 per cent of the total
imported by the United Kingdom, France coming next
with 14 per cent. Canada, however, managed to place
34,000 cwts. more butter in the Euglish market in
1897-98 than the United States. As regards prices the
last quotations were, Canadian.choicest 98s to'100s, and
finest, 94 to 96s, which is about the same as Austra-
lasian. Denmaark prices were, choicest, 108s-to ilos,
finest, 106s to 108s. The report before us speaks of
prices remaining steady until springgrass butter comes
ta hand, of which the arrivals froi Canada are much
later than -from European dairies. The demand is
likely to be quite large this year, as the working classes
are so well employed. With the cold storage facilitias
now afforded,' Canadian butter, if made of the right'
qnality, could be placed at fair prices on the English
market in quantities far exceeding the exports in recent
years.
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OPENING OF PÀBL[AMENT.
As we are going to press the usual proceedings are

in progress attending the opeuinîg of Parliament at
Ottawa. There is a large atten.dance of members and
visitors, as is usual wvhen a new Governor-General inakes
his debut. To Lord Minto tie ceremonies will be
familiar from the experience he lhad under one of .bis
predecessors. Thie Speech frot the Throne opened by
a reference te the prosperity of tie country, the flour-
ishing condition of the revenue, and increase of imni.i-
gration. Of the Joint Commission little was said. The
plebiscite ias barely niamed. Penny postage was dilated
upon and the hope expressed fliat it would prove of ser-
vice ta trade. A telegrapli line to the Yukon was stated
to have been asutorized. Au Act to re-arrange the
electoral districts was promised These and the usual
references te the public accounts made up the very
meagre programme of the Speech. There will prob-
ably be a short but very lively Session.

SPRING AND SUàBER HATS.

While the new block, or latest style, bat for men's wear
does net carry with it the conquerisng effect attributed te the
new Easter bat, fresh laden froim the milliner's vealth of
fashionable flowers; still, its arrival on the market is as
readily distinguished f rom its preecessor of ' former sea-
son 's shape.

SU liats are gaining in favor each season. The new bat
vill be lighter in appearance than duri g the past t'hee or

four years. The ri m is less pronounced, being narrower, and
the crown not se higlh; ti block being also slightly more
rounded in accordance with the narrow and more curved,
rim. Dacidedly smailler and more rounded shapes have beau
sean in New York the past season, and some shown here
this week have the rim considerabily less than two inches
wide.

Thera will ba considerable denmand for soft felt, or
"tourists" bats. Plearl, with blackr bands will be much in
favor, as well as the varied fancy light colors. Owing to close
competition the trade has made considerable improvement in
the style and finish of these goods. Notwithstanding the an-
ormous increase in price of f ur, the demand for f ur hats has
been increasing very largely, displacing to a large extent
those of falt. Owing, however, to lte inferior grades of fur
bats the demand for the best brands of wool make has lataly
imisproved, and in the opinion of the trade these will eventually
take the place of fur bats. There is a decided improvement.
in the hat business so far this season. owing to the demand for
bicycle bats. Thesa are of the crusi style and range in price
from $12 te $24 a dozen. Bicycle heroes, heretofore, wore ail
inanners and grades of caps, froi the 5 cent combination
base-ball finish ta the 2 silk and wool effect.'

In straw bats thereais little chatige to note from the pre-
vailing styles of last'season. Sailor' shapes will maintain
their popularity, as will also the walking bat, which is a trifle
higherin ubuild. The new styles in straws,however, have not,
beau brought out as yet and will not be under offer by the
trade for some litle time.

Wholesale houses are busy, soma vorking day and night
owing te the mild weether having s.dvanced the bat sea.son..
Iuporters of hats have bean handicapped te a considerable
extent th preseut season by the tinfortunate condition of
ocean navigation, having made il dillicult to obtain goods
fron the nsunufacturers in Europe, In some cases delay in
delivery lias 'xceeded four veeks as compared ·with former
years, which bas seriously interfored with the filling of orders
by wholesale houses.

Among the nsuimerous staple conisuodities of which it is«
dillicuIt te judge the real worth, hats suay readily.be placed,
more particularly as the past years brought upon the
mark-et more va.ried assortients of the cheaper grades. The

finislis given in order to sell the gooda and too ofteon the
wearer finds after a month has elapsod that he has net re-
ceived the bargain he expected. . This, in ameasure, accounts
for the desire to obtain trademarks of popular manufacturers,
the possession of whicb ]argely assists in smoothing the way
of the retailer in affecting sales. In this connection it is
pleasing to note that the brand of hats for the protection of
which a restraining injanction was recently issued by a
proiinent St. Paul street firm in tlis City, is recognisèd as
possessing the full share of merit -which warrants the noces-
sary care being taken in its exclusive preservation.

SALES OF ENGLISR RESIDENTIAL ESTATES.
The large nuniber of ancient family seats in England sold

during the dast few years tells a somewhat sad story of the
decline of the gentry class in the old land, owing to
their -incomes being reduced by land falling off in
value.. One of these historie properties, which is known
the world over by its association with the life of
Shakespeare, is now occupied by a 'etired Canadian
merchant. The following properties were sold last year,
passing from old families to those vhich bave acquired
wealth from business. Many of our readers will be familiar
with these bouses and estates. We give only the naine and
amount they fetched. Bredenbury Court, Worcesteràh.,
$150.000; Wargrave liil, Barks., $250,000; Napsbury, Herts,
$250,000; Ràwdon House, Herts, on which $248,000,was spent
a few years ago, suin net named; Icklingham Hall, Suffolk,
$178,000; Wray Castie, Cumberland, and Welford, Nortbamp-
tonsh., each $125,000; Weston Underwood, Berks. $202,500;
Bolney Court, Oxen, $250,000. Shadwell Court Estate, with
11,444 acres, price net given, and Lynford Hall estate on
which is a mansion which ebst $725,000, were also sold last
year, with others of an "old family" character. At Mus-
well Hill, and Highgate, well known to Londoners, land vas
sold at $5,250 par acre; at Croydon, $7,500 par acre; and other
suburban estates at equally high figures. The ambition of
of the new rich in England to secure a country seat of aris-
tocratic pretensions is well known and -the impoverished
gentry have parted with their costly residences and domains
te buyers of this class, some being retired Americans.

RETAIL PRICES.
The retaller who looks for a good healthy margin of profit on

his goods la the man who remains longest inbusiness and who,
makes the most noney thro ghout the year.

Thare la a wida divergence of opinion ou what Con8titutes a
fair margin of profit for the retaller, and it is much harder for
him ta arrive at a fair conclusion of what will preserve both hia
custom and bis capital, wlth something additlonal, than were he
in the wholesale lina. Sa in order ta be successful it behooves
the retailer te really exercise more judgmant than the man ha
baya from, and whom he perpetually looks up ta as possessing
business ability lu proportion ta his capital, and whose sugges-
tions when extended him are weighed with care and acted on
with every assurance of safety. Talk to the average retail
marchantîin the Dominion of long standing and he will teli how
twenty or thirty yeara ago, or aven 'flfteen, there were profits
looked for and obtained which no -man in business to-day would
dare seek, or if he did lie might seek in vain. But business has
been changinig meanwhile, and in no period so fast and varled as
durlng the pastdecade. One of the most necessary and logical
conclusions ta be derIved from these changed inethods of trans-
acting business is that the retailer to-day, in any line, with the
single excep tion of grocerles, requirea more profit on his goods
than he ever did in lis long or short experience. What may
appear as somewhat surprising is, the further fact. that the sua-
cessful mèrehant gets It. It ls absolutely necessary, and lu
order ta be able ta "sali cheiap" and compete vitlh the biggest
eut price dealers, the scale of profite must be put up, not down.
The point is here, and an illustration may-probably sh w it thi
clearest, One of the most successful retal merchants n Canada
to.day, when In business for the first year,. was one day convera-
Ing with the represe'ntative af wholesale bouse, whbo> h oa'.it d"
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ta soli him sone gooda. The traveller gave him one opinion
and he claims that it is due t. that idea why he has been con-
tinnously successful. He told him "Now see here, you've got
in my estimation, every good quality ta insure your success but
one. That is, you've not got sufficient confidence in the value
of your own knowledge. You imagine that every customer who
enter% your store is as wise as you are yourself, Because you
know what ttat plece of dress goods or that pair of shoes or
gloves cost, you thlink, or rather fear, that your customer la
equally posted. Now, you did'nt know yourself before the
wholesale dealer told you althougli you are in the business and
comparing values every day, and still you imagine you cannot
put a fair margin of profit on. your goods without the public
being able ta criticise your values. Dispel that one wrong idea
and your success is assured."

There la vastly more In this than the average merchant may
imagine at the time. Goods of almnost ail kinds are more subject
ta change now than they were In past decades, and accordingly,
there la in the first place greater need for confidence on the part
of the seller. as before stated.

Now, as to the need of greater profits and the obtaining of
themn as against former limes; clanged conditions require and
denand them, and the nerchant.who does not seek and obtain
them roua sliglt chances of succeeding. If in shoes he la con-
pelled ta keep a varied supply of tans in stock, and aveu these
are subject ta the sway of fashion fronm one season ta aunther.
If ie looks only for the same margin of profit as he derived from
his ordinary stock baiera tans were known lie finds himself minus
a large share of his average profits, when, near tire cloae of the
season, hie sees the necessity of " closing ont" the balance of his
summer stock. lie advertises them, and the advertisement costs
money; 11e closes them out at cost or a trifie over, or even
under, and while he la doing this ris fixed expenses go on just
the same, Where would his average profits ba if lie marked
such goods ait but a fair or close margîn at the opening of the
season ?

The saine rule applies ta hats and caps; tà ties, collars and
shirts; ta hosiery, because aven this presumably hidden commo-
dity isnow subject ta ail tie shadea the rainbow may dispiay in
affecting or retarding its sale. The various linesof drygoods in-
cluding millinery, ribbons, underwear, liuings, etc.; are ail car-
ried beneath its ever-changing banner. The retailer, then, who

- handles any-br ail of these, whether in a small or varled assort-
ment, requires ta begin his sales of the new Illeas that come ta
bis shelves - every montit by placing thereon something
more than the oId-time average profit. As the goods become
generally known lu a month or two later and the consumer lias
been given a chance ta inquire their selling price in other places
there is room for a reduction to close that particular lino out and
still leave a margin of profit. Or if the article lu question !a
becoming unseasonable, or likely ta be speedily replaced by
something of a later pattern, etc., it can lie offared at cost or
sligitIy below and still have laft a fair average margin on the
entire piece.

Hère la where the wide.awake retailer gets his best ad-
vrtiuing. He keeps thoroughly posted on the arrival of new
goods. le secures as suall an assortmnent as le an conveniently
handle and rushr off again if any are liable ta linger. Hte gets a
good profit at the beginning and closes out ail odds and ends at
any kind of a sacrifice, for having his profit already obtained, the
disposai of the remainder of the goods at a low figure gives hilm
local advertisiug, increases the interest in his business, promotes
a healthier tone and keeps bis shelves brighter and cleaner and
bis storo more attractive.

A NEW AGRICULTURAL JOURNAL.
A number of enterprising Torontonians have been fired

with the ambition to teaci the art and business of agricul-
ture ta the community at large. The old-fashionred idea that
farming can only ha leuned on a farmn, like swimtning can
only ha learnt in water, or cooking in front of a cook-stove,
seems altogether too slow for these persons. They propose
to indoctrinate the public at large with agricultural prin-
ciples and to substitute exparience by the absorption of farm-
ingliterature. Il bas beensaid that you cannot throw a stone
in an American town without a good chance of striking soie
wayfarer who is ready at a moment's notice to assume the
charge of a grammar.sehool, or even the control of the nation's

affairs as President: It was once said of Lord John Russell,
.wbo, in bis time, played "Imany parts" besides that of a poli-
tician, that, if it had been offered him, he would have ac-
cepted the post of Admirai. of the Fleet, so abounding was
bis concait in bis own versatile talents. The samle amazing
self confidence seems to be rampant aiongst some mnonied
men in Toronto. They are announced to be organising a
company vith a million dollars capital to establisih a farmer's
journal. We readily admit their prudence in fixing the capi-
tal a t this anormnous figure for a million dollars would soon
bh absorbed. Such a venture will absorb money as water is
sucked in by the sandy soil prevalent in the eastern suburbs of
Toronto where it goes, Heaven only knows whevre, as it never
enriches the grotund by fructifying moisture. Mark Tvain
tells a story of a Jay which vas determined to fill up a hola it
found in a barn-roof. It dropped a prodigious number of
nuts down the vacaey without any result. Then an alder
bird came aloug and discovered that the industrious bird had
bean trying ta fill a barn, as the hole it wisied to fill lad
directly into the bu lding, where the nuts were found scat-
tered on the floor. Those who put thair money in the pro-
posed new agricultural paper will soon have that Jay's er-
parience-as , well as their own, ta relleet over. Canada
already has a superabundance of agricultural papers. There
is no demand for another, certainly not for one which pro-
mises to teach fariing froin the city of Toronto standpoint.
If the promoters have a million dollars to spare for agrieul.
tural education they should first take a course at one of our
agricultural collages and learn as their first lesson to disti n-
guish between barley and oats by going round comparing
samples of aach. After a few years' bard work they might
thben take a farm in hand for cultivation. They would do the
cause of agriculture far more good by acquiring practical
knovledge than wasting capital in a farming journal.

INVENTIVE RUMORS.

One drawback to the inventive genius of to-day is the fact
that he can scarcely take up a paper vithiout being con-
fronted with the record of some achieverent vastly more
surprising than bis own soaring fancy had dared to aven
picture. Fromn the Paris Savant who somne years ago claimed'
to have manufactured an egg and hatched thei-afrom a live
bird, the public unheeding turnad, and naturally enoughr
neither the bird nor its inventor flew further into fame.

The latest call for attention is the manufacture of silk
from. gelatine. A Washington U. S. dispatch says :-A
curions report comes ta the State )apartment fron.tie
consul at Berne, Switzarland, on the manufacture of
artificial silk from gelatine. The consul says his information
is from Prof. Hummel, of Yorksbire Collage, in Leeds, Eng.
who is the inventor, and who bas subnitted specimens to
Swiss silk manufacturers. The accuracy of the statements
mnust ha gauged by this standard.

'The gelatine ta be turned into silk is heated ata tempera-
ture, whicb keeps it in liquid forn. The reservoir containing
this liquid bas a cover.with innuinerable small openings
through which the galatine oozes in very fine streams.
These tiny threads are discharged on a linen cloth or balt,
running over pulleys. When the strip ias travelled far
enougih ta dry the gelatine, the threads are picked up
automatically and wlound upon spools.

The whole apparatus is said to require little attention, a
single workmnan overseeing enough machines ta produce
470,000 yards of thread par day-equal to the production of
24,000 cocoons. To niake gelatine threads proof against
being dissolved in warmu water or any other solution,. they
are lightly wound on druins, and subjected to the fumes of
formaldehyde in a close roomn for several hours. The state-
ment is made that this silk can be produced at $1.15 per
pound. Collodion silk now costs about $2.50 per pound,
while natural silk is -wortb $6.25.

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.- THE MUSICAL TASTE 0," MONTREAL.
Thaeowh by thb crulty af fate have been born into the

world without the capacity ta appreciate music, are also natu-
rally unable ta recognise what an important factor it is in
civilisation, of which indeed it is, and'ever ha beae, one o
the most reliable tests. The:e is no record or evidence of a
barbarous people having ever mide any advances in the
construction Of musical instrumenta, or musical composition.
Thera is over whelming evidance that the nations of antiquity,
whose civilisation rose nearest to that af modern timeS, as
the E:gyptians, Assyrians, Greeks, Hebrews, had instruments
whicli show a remarkable knovledge of musical art and
science, and whichl called for considerable attainients in ex-
edutive skill.

The stages of the developmsent of civilisation in Europe are
marked synchronically by advances in musical culture. As
the privacies and reftnements of home life graduallyabolished
the publicities and coarseness of early days, the famsily circle
becamne vocal with song, or resonant -with instrumental
musie. The Augustan age of English literature was the age
when the musical art received an im pulse which inaugurated
the great advances it has since achieved. To speak a a
people as lacking in musical capacity or taste, or the power
of appreciating music is to rank them, in that particular, as
oceupying a low saale in civilisation. Germany, which is
pre-eminent in musical, is eqiually so in intellectual culture
and, business enterprise. The great towns of the old country
which are most celebrated for mental activity and, fo-ce are
those where the local standard f unsie is lIîlest; wveire, too,
business is most vigorously pursued. London, the world's
money market, is the world's musical centre. The town
called, "The toyshop of the'world," where more ingenious ar-
tisansare gathered than inany othercomn munity, is, triennially,
the Mecca ta wbich musical artists and connaisseurs flock
from every country. The gifted ialle-whose aven more
gifted widow visited us last week-was the pride of Cottono-
polis, where, for long years, he was one of its most bonoured
citizens. Sterndale Bennett, the Englisb Mendelssahn, was
trained amid the hum of hamners and the whirr of vheels,
amnongs¯iapeople who quickly recognised and ever honored
his musical genius.

1How is it vith. >iontrea. ? Is this muetropolitan city be-
hind, or in the front rank in musical culture and appreciative
capacity ? We havé bien told by a daily paper tlat we are a
city of louts; that we cannot appreciate the higher class of
music, and, being unable to judge for ourselves, we-honour a
uinusician solely because of his foreigu. birth. Montreal
would be in "p.r]ous.case" vere this true. It would be a
serionî'injury ta this city, evén commercially, were such
charges just, for- the mus"ical reputation of 'a city has a very
high financial value, as it nt only attracts rosidents, visitors
and students, but keeps at home those who, havinig musical
taste, vinl spend money elsewhere if that taste cannot be
gratilied where they reside, or, if the local teachers are in-
ficiënt, will send their children ta he educated where a

highù standard prevails. Many thonsànds of dollars an-
nually have been spent by Canadians in the States and in
Germany whieh would.lave helped our own trade lia . the
standard of musical culture here been higher.

The need for this is fast diiappearing. Montreal has musi-
cal professors of both sexes, who are fully " able ta te-ch th
young idea " bow ta execute and interpret--two distinc
achievements-the noblest compositions for instrument o
voice. Tho sneer we refer ta, that we, in this city, onl
judge an artist by bis, o- ber foreign name, or origin, is non
sense. It is a vory stale cry, such as betrays the prejudic
and the ignorance of ane wbo is neither amateur, nor cou
noisseur, nor familiar with ourîmusical ciiles. He complain
of a certain umusical enterprise being a failure financially he
càuse the conductos Pame w'as not foreign enough ta attrac
our citizens. ' The remark is childish. It is not enough i
Montreal to-day ta get a " scratch" orchestra ta plod their un
certain vay through compositionsof the great masters. Th

greater the composer the greate the need for snc úcon
as cannot e attained.vitbout prolonged pradtice together by
highly:skilled artists. Montreal knows, and bas beard too
uiuch ta be fascinated by the niere glamnour of a composer's
naie.: Sbakspeare is the king of dramatists, but Montreal
will not rush to see liamnlet performed by a company of
barn-stormers. Beethoven is the ling' of symnphonists, but
Montreal wvill not crowd ta hear bis works executed indiffer-
ently. An orchestra tliat can play a 'et of Strauss' Waltzes
ta perfection' will fail miserably with a Haydn or Beethoven
quartette.

Musichere, as elsewhere, bas been grievously inj*ured by
the indiscriminato praise of reporters of the, daily press, and
their equally uncritical criticism. One of this order wént ta
write up a critique of a performance of Judas 3MaccaboûÙs.

le asked an official to give him tips, ta whon the first es-
tion h<u' t was, "Who was Judas lepaceyabuse anyiay ?"
From sich an intelligent source no doubt came the sneer at
Miontreal's musical taste. The cause of music here, as else-
where, lias also been injured by its very popularity, for. the.
general demand for musical instruction bas brought into the
field a large body of.teachers whose cheap fees bave reduced
the incnomes of really efficient professors who are compelled
to work so bard to earn their bread that little time is left
thei for study. But this is a general cdmplaint in all cities.

Knowing well the local talexit, 1rofessional- ea"nd amateur,
and knowving that oi othier cities; we have no lesitataIn in

_declaring, hath instrumental and vocal ability'and the
Sartist ie-a ppreci~ative.ca-pacityof this iy aremiot.only s high
as in any city of ils size on this continent, but are weil ij ta
the standard of those in the old world.

AN EXIIIBIT FOR CANADA.

Lord Strathcona has hit upon the plan of coltecting speciniens
of thiegoods liported la Great Britain such as Canada is able ta
supply. The collection comprises, tinned ineats, vegetables and
fruité, with other articles of produce, made up lu the fora and
style required ta meet the tastes of British buyers. It le in-
tended ta send this collection ta Canada where It will be placed
at varions centres for the inspection of ail interested in our ex-
port trade, Lord Strathcona's idea la a very excellent one, and
dâi hardly fail ta lie of advantage ta our producers.

ONTARIO'S NEW TAXES.

The Legislature of Ontario has passed the. revenue bill of
theogovernmont by which new taxes are to be imposed on a
variety of companies. The Provincial Treasurer submitted to
the Hlouse the following estimate of the increase in revenue
expected to he derived 'rom the new taxes : 1

The new taxes were vigorously oppoecd by delegations fromt
the companies affected, and by the cit y authorities of Toronto,
whose assessable spiere is alleged to be narrowed by tbese
Provincial imposts, but the revenue Bill passed the Assembly

by a mnajority of eleven.

TEE WtE(OKED CASTILIAN,

Tihe magnificent Allan liner a few days after entering Portland
on ber maiden trip left on the return voyage on the afternoon of
Baturday last, the 11th inst. Before daybreak on the following
Bunday morning eho was a hopelesa wrock ai Yarmouth, N.S.,
iaving struck upon the Gannot rock, near that port, while goiug
slowly in a f og. As she was about 15 mile.i out of ler course,
which was so laid as ta give Cape Sable a wide berth, il l con-
cluded tiat tioro was a leavy current running towards the Bay
of Fundy wlich disturbed the calculations of Capîtain BArrett
sud lis oficers. Captain Barrett, who is commodore of the
Allan fluet, is very widely known fron lis laving for years been
the lighly popular Captain of the "Pariian." For so'able a
navIgator ta moeet witi suci a terrible disaster ls a pecullarly sad
experience. To the Allan tirm the loss of the noblest vessel it
has everbuilit In a few days after being lattnched la a grievous
dlsappolntmuent, whicls lias elicited expressions of the deepest
regret and sympathy from ail parts of this continent and Great
Britain. We trust the loss will be compensated by the success
of their other vessals which are now on the stocke, as wall as
those refitting, and those now.on the water.

LUMBER PROSPECTS.

Mr. J. R. Booth, the prominent lumbernian of Ottawa, says:
"tihe season never opened more briskly than this year. Every.
thing la booming and ht can safely be said that the coming lumber
year wIll be fully as goodi as last. Tihe nunber of legs taken out
this wlnter in the timber limits of the Upper Ottawa ls quite as
large as that of any previous year, and the quality of timber is
just as good in every respect. It l folly for the people te speak
of tie supply decreasing. The limits on the Upper Ottawa are
practically inexhaustiible, and there are thousands of acres of
land, eatremoly rich ln plue and other woods, which miake the
best lumber, that have never yet been explored. No doubt dur.
ing the coming year many new limits will be opened up. The
pulp wood industry aise le commenciug to occupy an Important
part ln Canadian trade, particularly along the norths hores of the
Ottawa. Thie quantity of spruce and poplar wood taken out
yearly for this purpose le something enormous, and the supply
cen never run out. The trade in this line thise year promises
ta he larger than ever."

PROHIBITION GETS ITS COUP-DE.GRACE-.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier has vritten to Mr. Spence, secretary of the
Dominion Alliance, a lengthy letter etating the views of the
Government on tie recent pleiacite vote. Tie gist of it may be
given in a few words. The Premier recites the various conten-
tions made as te the proper interpretation of the vote, which lie
sets aside, as suchb views are not shared by the Government. He
regards the fact tbat le than 28 per cent of the total electorate
voted ln favour of prohibition as Froof that " no good purpose
would be served by forcing upon the people a measure" which
elicited se smail a vote ln its favours. lis words read, " The
expression of public opinion recorded at the polis in faveur of
prohibition did not represent such a proportion of tihe electorate
as would justify the introduction by the Government of a pro-
hibitory measure." .This gives prohibition its coup-co gr-ace, se
far as the Government goes, but it is open te any mèmber ta in-
troduce a prohlibition Bill, and secure a test vote of the House Of
Commons, whicb, however, would only nutilate the stain.

INSURANCE OF PASSENGERS' BAGGAGE.
The lamentable wreck of the " Labrador" draws attention ta

the serions losses suffered by the passengers ·whose baggage is,
we fear, irrecoverable. Owing te the infrequency of casualties
of this clases passengers on ocean liners have fallen ioto the
habit of neglecting ta insure their baggage. Theré le an opening

for a very extensive business to be done ofthis kind, as, If proper
ineasures were taken to draw the attention of passengers te the
deeirability of insuring their belongings on board ship, when
going to Europe and returning, there would be few who would
neglect this precaution, the cost of vhich would be trifling.
The amount of valuable property always afloat on the Atlantic,
which le owned by passengers, amou:its probably te millions of
dollars. Any company whlel would mnake a specialty of this
clase of insurance and sought It witi energy and skilimight se-
cure a large and profitable business.

-TuE tone of the eilk market la decidedly flrm. This le espe_
cially the case in the raw product. Cable advies show further ad-
vances lu values, not only ln raws from the Far East, but extend-
ing over ail the primaisilk narkets in .every class of the fibre.
The prices of cocoons lu both France and Italy continue te tend
upward. The advices frou the Italian markets continue te
report a bealthy tone, sales have become less. numerous bui
prices-continue te show au Improvement from day te day. Cables
from Shanghai show a contiuued upward tendoncy in prîces,
with transactions light. Canton remains very Iigi as regards
prices, with stocks exceedingly light. In Yokohama no materlal
change In prices le recorded, with the market comparatively
bare of stocks. Tihe following figures compiled by a Yokohama
paper show the steady incroase in silk exp arts te America; 1878-
1879, 3,109 baies; 1883-1884, 9,783 bales; 18884889, 19,921 bales;
1892193, 27,448 bales; 1897-1898, 37,019 bales. A New York
report says the brisk demand for dress silke continues without.
any sign of abating, the inquiry for the more popular weaves
showing added lifr. This lias affected stocks to the extent of
causing frequent shopping tours ln order te obtain the goods de.
sired. Ligher prices prevail and are submitted te without
hesitation. The jobber le somewhat handicapped in trying ta se-
cure fal requirements te advantage. Qualities purchased for.
the present for, say, 75e retailing cannot be obtained for fail and
he is forced te renew hie search to obtain the best value to en-
able the retaller to put out a good durable fabrlic at the price.
