1. Because it was the most prisitive and ancient
way Woaeceive. St Cynil says that in his time (335)
“the prople reeeive in the hollow of their nght
hand, supported by the left hand, thus making a
cross’In later years, as the severence for the
sacred clements increased, some, fearing o defile
them by their toueh, used plates of gold tu 1eceive
the bread. This the Church torhade.

2. Lceause the Chureh of Rome intoduced the
custon of reeeiving which is now in vogue among
them,  The Roomsh priest does not allow he
recaiver 1o touch the host with bas hands, but he
himsell plages the wafer in the open mouth of 1he
reeeiver ; while the Greek Chureh dips the Lread
ar wafer in the wine and places it in the mouth of
the yecciver with a spoen. With them it is the
body of Clinist corporally present, and # is not o
be desecrated by 1he touch of the recipient.

3. Because each receiver is able by the exercise
of the senre of touch as well as sight and taste to
sce that the sacred bread is still bread, and not
“flesh and bones and bload."

4- To avoid the extreme earclessness which many
rommunicamis are guilty of in receiving the cuchar-
ist.  The writer has seen large picces of the
cunsecrated clement lying on ihe floor and tram-
pled unconscinuslv under the feet of the pricst,
having fallen from the “fingers” of those who, from
an ignorance of the Romish customs, will aot take
the clement inte the hand, “becanse it is Romish."

In Iidward the VL's first hook it was ordered
that the bread should be placed in the mouth of the
recipient by the priest, because, as the rulyric says,
“‘although it Le read in certain writers that the peo-
ple many years past reccived at the priest’s hand
the sacraments of the body of Christ inte their oo
Acnds, and no commandment of Christ to the con.
trary, yet forasmuch as they many times conveyed
the same away, kept it with them and abused it to
superstition and wickedness,” it should be received
into the month.

The Church's way it commend itself to every
thoughtful person as the best way to avoid Roman-
ism on the one hand and irreverence on the other.
The rubric directs the priest to deiver. the Com-
munien in both kinds to the pcople, info their
hands, and the Church’s way is for the priest to
deliver it into the open palm of the hand, not 1o be
dropped carclessly from the hand into the fingers,
and to be taken from the palm into the mouth, by
raising the hand to the mouth, or lowering the

S1. CATUERINES.— St Gearge's Church—A
series of special Lent:n Scrvices, extending over
vight days, has fately been held in this Church, by
the Rev. Ogden P. Ford, of Woodbridge, Ont.
These special services opened on Tuesday night,
the z1st inst, with shortened Evensong, followed
by a forcible sermon on the judgment of a man's
life and character by himself, the world, and Gop.
On the following Wednesday morning, and on each
succeeding day of the Mission, there was a celebra-
tion of the Holy Eucharist, with an address on
some subject bearing closely on the spiritual life,
such as the Holy Communion in its two-fold as-
pect, the necessary preparation for receiving it
prayer, meditation, and the offering of ourselves to
Gop. This was followed at noon, on four of the
seven days over which the Mission extended, by
meditations on the four last things—Death, Judg-
ment, Heaven, and Hell, and on the Cross of
Christ.  During the afternoon of each day, with a
short service, consisting of the Litany, or of Col-
lects and a Metrical Litany, was interwoven an In-
structinn on one of the occasional offices in the
Book of Common Prayer. And again each night,
after shortened Evensong, the attention of large and
deeply interested congregations was riveted by one
of a series of powerful sermons on sin, repentance,
self-examination, temptation, and domestic life, as
sanctified by our Lord’s Earthly Life, closing on
Tuesday evening, the 25th, with a very noble ser-
mon on Gob. The attendan :e at the Services was
encouraging, and the interest excited by them, evi-
denced by the fact that eaci day the number of
those who came to receive ir struction grew larger,
the number of Communicarts at the celebration
averaging 21 daily.

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PROVINCIAL SYNOD.

The Provincial Synod i% summoned to meet in
Montreal on  the 27th instant.  We certainly
gathered from the letter ef the Metropolitan, pubs-
lished I our columns some time since, that in
addition tu the consideration of a Bishop
Algoma, the question of aid 10 Algoma and the
North-West would be a special subject for dis
cussion, But, as far as we can learn from the
communications of the Sccretarics, there is abso-
lutcly no buniness for the Synod to deal with,

The Synod will meet for service at 1030 a. m,,
will listen to a scrmon by the Bishop of Toronto,
will receive the” Holy Communion together, and
in the afternoon will clect a 'rolocutor, ‘I'reaswer
and Aunditors.  The delegates will then apparendy
sit and lock at cach other waiting for a communi.
cation fron: the Upper House. 1t is generally
wuderstood that the Bishops will not feel themselves
in & position to nominate a Nishop for Algoma in
the present uncertain state of support for the
Bishopric. I sv, and there is no other business
specially named in tho summons, the delegates will
have o turn round and go howe again.  We sub-
mit that this is child’s play.  Clergymen or laymen
will not leave their parishes or their business and
%0 to the vxpense of travelling to Montreal with the
prospect of having their journcy for nothing,  The
impression that has gone abroad that nothing will
be done will seriously effeet the attendance.  We
believe that no business can be taken up at a
special Synod unless it is named in the summons
to the meeting. We submit that the question of
our Mission Boards and their relation to the Cen-
tral Board of Domestic and Foreign Missions is
one needing the attention of the Provincial Synod.
The subjers. of aid to Algoma and the North-West
is in a very unsatisfactory state.  The Church must
be a Missionary Church or it will become dead,
Here are heathen Inchans at our very doors,
and crowds of Europeans rushing into the Domin-
ion and needing assistance in providing spiritual
privileges for themselves and their children, It is
folly to send our money 10 India and elsewhere and
leave this work at our doors undone. The denom-
inations are alive and actlve; it is time for the
Church of England to free herself of all scctional
feeling in Canada and work for the interests of the
whole body. And the Provincial Synod is the
lever by which united action can alone be accom-
plished. It will not only be a waste of valuable
time, but a serious mistake, if the Synod should
separate without coming to some conclusion en
this burning subject of Missions. Moreover, we
can hardly bring ourselves to belicve that no action
will be taken to provide for and fill the Algoma
Bishopric. Is the Canadian Church willing to
stultify its own deliberate action in setting off the
Diocesc, and brand the noble, self-denying work of
‘Bishop Fauquieras a failuro® In some way or
other let the Diocese be continued and net blotted
out of the list of Bishoprics. Let the Church rise
to her duty, and if a good and true Missionary
Bishop be'elected, we have no fear of the results.

However, we should be careful how we try to
lay down a hard-and-fast rule about funeral cus.
toms ; they must vary with places and circum-
stances. ‘Tuke for instance sermons at funerals,
In towns (except on some very extraordinary occa-
sion) they would not be toleiated. The feeling
which leads friends and acquaintances to attend, at
least, the services in church, at the funeral of one to
whosc memory they wish to shuw respect, is a
goed one.  But if this necessitated waiting until a
sermon was preached, all but the immediate rela-
tives woulG be driven away. Quite otherwise is it
in the coumtry. To quote again from Irving's
beautiful essay, “The stroke of death makes a wider
space ip <he village circle, and is an awful event in
the t.anquil uniformity of rural life, The passing
bell tolis its knell in every ear; it steals with its
pervading melancholy over hill and vale, and sad-
dens all the landscape.” Any one who has ever
attended or seen a country funeral, knows how
willingly the people give up the ‘greater part of the
day to the sad and solemn duty. They come from
far and near—the little church is crowded—faces
are seen theie which are on no other accasion seen
in the church—there is a brooding stillness over
ihe congregation. - Previously there may possibly

sight, say somethieg impressive to men who are
then indeed in 4 mood to be impressed.

This fact, that different circumstances require, or
at least allow, diflerent customs, sometimes makes
us feel a want in the Burial Service of our Church.
Used as it was intended to be used— begun in the
cliurch and finished in the churchyard, the whole
congregation following to the grave, which is but a
few steps from the chureh—it is complete.  Acts of
prais, and faith, and nope are duly supplemented
by prayer.  This is, and always can be, the custom
in the country ; but it cannot L 50 in towns—at
least in large towns. Cemeteries are and ought to
be some distance away.  Many can and do attend
at the church who are not able to go to the grave.
The service is necessarily divided, and though it is
not a little to join in saying or singing the awful
funeral psalms and to hear the funcral lesson, yet
what I might call the church congregation feel the
want of prayers. It may, of course, be replied that
the celebration of the Holy Lucharst will supply
that defect ; but this however desirable, is not yet
ordinarily practxcable and even if it were we should
nave to borrow an Epistle and Gospel for it. A
judicious choice of hymns, or the use rwhen possi-
ble) of sume simple prayerful anthem, are the
1eadiest means to supply a want that 1 thinka good
many must have felt.

Aprapos of hats upon coflins, to which one of
your correspondents has referred, I know of a case
in which the habit was most effectually cured with-
out a word being said about it. The clergyman
was new to the parish, and it was one of the first
occasions. if not the first, upon which he had wit-
nessed this ceremony.  He had preceded the coffin
up the church, and upon turning round, saw it thus
stragely decorated.

CANON CARMICHAEL AND “HATCH ON
EPISCOPACY.”

Tue Fvangelical Churchman says :—“We have
received several enquiries as to the abrupt ending
of tne controversy abeut Hateh's Rampton Lectures,
which make it necessury for us to give an explana-
tion of the matter.

NOTES ON THE CHRISULAN VEALL
By Lev. G. Usporye Troor.

No. IIL

Only five Sundays after the Epiphany were reck.
oned by the Church of England tiom 1549 to 1661,
Whenever a si<th Sunday occurred before Septua-
gesima the Colleet, Epistle and Gospel of the fifth
were repeited.  The old rubric reads as follows §
“The sixth Sunday (if there be so any) shall have
the Collect, Epistle and Gospel that was  apon the
Fitth Sunday.” Biung, from whom [ have derived
the above infurmanon, also tells us that the Collect
now used for the sixth Sunday after the Epiphany
is written in the margin of the well-known Durhiaam
Prayer Book, and appears to be an original com-
position of Bishop Cosin’s § although there 1s some
similanty of expression between it and an Easter
Collect of St. Gregory's  Sacramentary, winch
seems to indicate that the une was in partsuggested
by the other.  But, in any case, we are greatly 1n
debted to the learned Bishop ; for the Collect he
has given us is as sublimely beautiful as any in ali
our noble collection. It will be remembered that
the whole service ol this sixth  Sunday 15 ofien re-
quired fur the 25th or 26th Sunday after Prinity; and
no thoughttul student of our Prayer Book can fuil
to be struck with its peculiar appropriateness, whe-
ther as a completion of the Epiphany system, or as
an introduction 10 the glorious season ot Advent.

After the cunclusion of the Epiphany season our
Services begin to breathe the pemitent spirit of the
approaching forly duays' fast of Lent. By the ex-
amples and  discourses of our blessed Lord and
Hi- Apostles we are taught how indispensable to
the sprritual growth of the Christian is the practice
of humility and self-denial.

The first Sunday in Lent, being about 4o days
before Easter, umong the Early Christians was
called Quadragesima Sunday ;and Lent itself was
known as the Quadragesimal Fast. Hence the Sun-
days next preceding received the names of Quingua-
gesima, Sexagesima, and Septuagesima, as being
round numbers 50, 6o and 70 days before Faster
respectively.  Ir will be observed that the Prayer
Bouk also gives to these three Sundays the alierna-
tive and more exact titles of *“The next,” *The sec-
ond," and *I'he Third" Sundays before Lent.  these
titles were added in 1661.  The Collect for (Quin-
Quagesima was composed by our Reformers in 1649.
It may well form a most scriptural iutroduction to
the Lenten season. “O Lord, Wha hast taught us
that all vur doings without charity are nothing worth;
send They Holy Ghost, and pour into eur hearts
that most excellent gift of charity, the very bond
of peace and of all virtues, without which whosoever
liveth is counted dead before thee:  Grant this for
Thine only Son Jesus Christ's sake."—Admen.

The last day before lent is commonly called
Shrove Tuesday. This name is not recognized by
the Church of England ; but it 15, perhaps, worth
while, in passing, to notice its origin. “Shiove” is
from the old English word Shrive, fo confess.
Among Roman Catholics confession is thought
necessary as a preparation for Lent ; hence the day
on which this confession is made in the Romish
Church s called Shrove Tuesday.  With a striking
inconsistency, the greatest excesses in all kinds of
self indulgence prevail on this day in Roman Catho-
lic coumtries, and with a sad irony do we find these
excesses summed up in the suggestive name applied
to them of Carnival, which means “Farewell to the
Sesh”

Ash-Wednesday is so called from the ancient
practice of blessing the ashes made from the palms
given on the Palm Sunday of the preceding year,
and signing the cross with these asheson the heads
of penitents.  The officiating minister in this cure-
mony said while perferming the act: “Remember,
man, that thou art dust; and: unto dust shalt thou
return.” These customs were of course abandoned
at the Reformation, and in their stead was substi-
tuted the Commiunation Service. :

In the words
of the Collect for the First Sunday in Lent we pray
for *‘grice to use such abstinence” from a// which
hinders our progress in the heavenly race, that our
flesh may be “subdued to the Spirit.”

A carcfed student, by the way, will, of course,
notice that counting i Ash-Wednesday the exact
number of days to Easter Day is 46 : the number
40 Is obtained by omitting the six Sundays, which
are not reckoned by the Church as days of fasting ;
not, be it observed, that the Church presumes for
a moment in this to remit Chrsts injunction of
daily self-denial.  OQur Lord and His Apostles
sanction both by precept and example the setting
apart of special seasons fur watchiulness and prayer,
and it is an this spirit that our Church calls upon
lier faithful children to observe at stated periods a
strictuess of devotion which busy people, frum the
very nature of the case, could not maintain through-
vut the whole year.

The Collect for Ash-Wednesday is for the most
part a new compusition made 1549, The Collect
{or the first Sunday in Lent, composed at the same
date, scems entirely new.  The Collects for the
remaining Sundays i Lent are all taken from the
Sarum Missal.  The Fourth Sunday is called A/7d-
Lent or Refreshmcnt Sunday, as is supposed from
the subject uf the Gospel for the day.  The Fifth
15 known as FPlusston Swunday, because our Lord
began on that day 1o openly foretell His sufferings ;

‘alm Sunday is the name given to the Sunday
next betore Easter, frum the custom which formerly
prevailed on that day of blessing and carrying
about palm branches in commoemoration of Christ's
triumphant entry into Jerusalem, when the rejoit-
ing multitudes cut down branches fiom the trees
and strewed them m His way.  The week preced-
ing Faster is kaown as Lassion Weck v Moly
{Feck, evidently because intu it solemn huurs are
crowded, the momentous scenes which gather round
the Garden of Gethsemane and the Cross of the
Sinless Sufferer.

MARRIAGE

Speaking of recent agitation in England in {aver
of this measure, the Guardian says:—

There is no more convincing symptom of a bad
cause th.o the constant reiteration by its partisans
of statements which they know, or easily might
know, to be baseless.  When men have to resont
to false statements to make out their case, we are
qquite safe in concluding that they run short of solid
reasons and attested fucts, and are well aware of
their poserty,  There is no misrepresentation that
has been more often repeated than the one that
marriage with a deceased wife's sister was lawful
until invalidated by Lord Lyndhurst’s Act of 1835.
The fallacy of this silly perversion of the facts has
been again and again exposed, never more effec
tively than it was by Lord Hatherley at the meet-
ing which took place in St. James's Hall on Febru-
ary 26, 1880. The speeches and proceedings at
that meeting, held to oppose any alteration in the
laws which enforce the ““l'able of Prehibited De-
grees,” might well, we think, be printed and eircu-
lated in a cheap form. ‘There was very much
them which might prove serviceable now in coun-
terworking this miserable crusade, or perhaps we
aught tather to say ‘ jehad,” against the peace and
purity of our homes. ILord Hatherly clearly de-
monstrated that there had been no change in the
law of England as regards the pomt in guestion
since the Baptism of King Ethelbert. Prior to the
passing of Lord Lyndhurst's Act these marriages
were just as unlawful as they are now. But it then
belonged to the Ecclesiastical Courts to try the
validity of marriages, and the Civil Courts, for
obvious reasons of public policy, prohibited any
suit for impeachment of a marriage after the death
of either of the parties to it Those who had con-
tracted these unlawful connections took advantage
of this interference They were wont to procure

the commencement of a mock suit for voiding their |

own marriage in the Church Caurts, and afterwards
by devices to which the condition of the law eccle-
siastical teo readily gave facilities, they got the suit
protracted till one or other of them died. Then
the marriage could not be challenged any longer.
It was this artful scheme for dodging the law which
Lord Lyndhurst's Act was designed to obviate. It
declared all such marriages ipse facto void for the
future, instead of being merely voidable as they had
been in the past by sentence of Court.  All this has
been explained again and again

Thuse who puzele themselves by referiing
to patriarchal umes should be reminded that ther
precedents prove too much i they prove anylhing.
The example of Jacob does not show that a oun
may lawfully marry two sisters unless it hkewise
prove that he may keep them both as wives at the
same time.  But, tn truth, the equainy of the sexes
which lies at the root of monogamy is not o be dis-
cerned mn patriarchal life at all; and is unly sven,
as wwere, at a distance iy the aw of Muoses. To
infringe on the cqual rights of the man and the
woman iu this matter is to recede from a fundamen-
tal principal of Christianity.  We advise the defen.
ders of our Marriage Law o keep tast hald of this
principle, and not allow themsel=es to he worried -

to discussions about the sense ol particular texts.

A person may be considered a goud translator,
that is he may give the principal weaning of the
ariginal in smouth and owing language, and at the
sanme tme much of the force and pith and peculin:-
ity of style of the original may be completely Jos:.
e wav alco have a conciderable knowicage of
language, and yet not have so complete a know
ledige as to be able to give back as it were the
subtle essence of the writer's mind.  We sce by the:
above translition how completely the translatur has
diverged frum the original, with the attempt to pnt
another language into Howing and graceful Englist.,
much exactiess may be sacrificed, and in a matter
where we are seeking the exact truth, surely the
form in which we get it, as long 2s we do bt
ebtain it, is of minor cansequence. By followiny;
out his thought, we certainly may blunl at least
one of the arrows which sume, with ignorant wnd
reckless hand, are letting fly against the New
Version.  ‘The English Guardiun says “the Ene-
lish of the New Version is in “stiff, pedanic an
not idiomatic,” and further, “Few of us arc good
Hebrew and Greek scholars,” but many can tcll, no
less than relish, a bit of pure and racy linglish.”
‘T'hen let them go to ather works for such delicacicr,
but give us a translation of such cxactness, that i
iy but be like the lisping of a child, as long as i:
expresses the language of the Kingdom of Heaven,
and let us receive this certainly great and impor:-
ant work with unbiassed minds, thankful that we
may receivo through it wnore light than has perhaps
yet shone upon us, and that many who have pos-
sibly been careless of reading their Bibles may, if
only through the spirit of investigation, be stirred
up to becume better acquainted with its treasures.

and the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed and
the deaf hear, the dead are raised up and the
poor have the gospel preached to them, and
blessed is he, whosoever shall not be offended
o ome."—Matt, xi. 4-0.

You have in the text a picture of
Christian  civilization.  The question
asked by John is still asked: “fIs this
Christianity 2 Are these people Chris-
tians?  If so, where are their works?
Whereby may they be known?  Such
questions are asked by unbelicvers in
scorn and contempt : and by believers in
moments of doubt and weakness,  And
the answer vhich our Blessed Lord sent
to John the Baptist is in effect the an.
swer we must give whenever we are in
like manner «questioned, whenever it is
asked of us in Montreal:  “Is  Christi-
anity amongst you? Is your civilization
Christian?"  Nearly 32 years haye gone
since Montreal became an independent
diocese. During that time the church
has been pressing forward, patiently,
constantly and (God be thanked) tri-
umphantly.  Church triumph, however,
does not consist in regal splendour, in
pomp or show-—but triumph is in that
living faith, which marks her path with
richest blesyings as she hastens on to
mdet her cotiing Lord  Diessings tem-
poral -and “spiritual—Blessings ‘typical
and actual-—Blessings for the body and
blessings for the soul—Deeds of Chris-
tian benevolence and deeds of godliness
—Hospitals  and  asylums—Refuges,
homes—Places where the blind see and
the lame walk, the sick are healed, the
ignorant taught. These,in numberand im-
portance, are a credit to our humanity and
an illustration of our Christianity. B
there must yet be another evidence of
our Christianity. It is made the climax
by our Lord of what He has to say, [t
is the chief sign of His presence amongst
men—"“the poor have the gospel
preached to them." Have we this sign
also? I think [ can reply with an em-
phatic, yes. Those who are familiar
with the working of the diocese as it was
allotted to us 3o years ago, can say, ycs.
[t has been travelled and travelled again
with the view of planting missions in
every place where the ministrations of
the Church were nceded. The work,
indeed, was begun long before the divi-
sion of the See. Forty years ago I
travelled myself over the townships of
Brome, Potton and Sutton to ascertain
whether a permanent ministry could be
established in these parts. It was neces-
sary to find one good central station
where the people would be willing and
helpful ; whence also the surrounding
districts could Do evangelized. "The
people on their part were required to
raise a sum of money to supplement
the grant of the Society for the
Propagation of the Gospel, which at that
time was (for settled missionaries) L1oo
sterling per annuni.
