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The Bishop spoke of the manner in which
the money had been spent, namely, in grants

"1 of $100 to $160 to parishes and missions, which

without such help could scarcely have had tho
services of the Church. * -

The Association, in both its objects and con-
struction, is a most admirable one, Its mem-
bers are mostly of St. Luke’s parish, with some
few from the Bishop’s Chapel and St. Paul’s,
This is a pity ; -for, being an organization with
diocesan aims, it should have diocesan sapport.
It would be greatly to the advantage of the
Chureh if branches could be formed in at least
all the more important parishes throughout the
diocese—places like Dartmouth, Lunenburg,
Windsor, Yarmouth, Charlottetown, Liverpool,
Sydney, Summerside, etc., all being well able
to give some help. ' Such an Association, with
branches throughout the two provinces, could
raise at least 82,000 a year. It requires but
one earnest Churchwoman in ench place to
lead the work, and to give herself up to that.

. It is & sign of weakness, however, that we
ghould always be turning to the women for
financial help. One earnest speakerat Quobec,
during the Mli)ssionury Conference, spoke strong-

ly of getting the women and children to work,

but there was no mention of the men, who have
generally control of the purse-strings. There
is.no reason why men should not be equally
active in raising funds with their wives and
gisters, Our Charch will never have true mas-
culine vigor until .this is the case. A step to-
wards this end has been taken in the St. Luke's
Young Men's Mission Guild, which has lately .
been formed. The object of this Guild is, first,
the support of the mission to- the Northwest
Arm fishermen, and then the assistance of other
missions which may require help. This may
be called the beginning slmost of a new move-
ment, and it rests with the St. Luke's Guild to
prove whether such an association can be suc-
cessful or not. With their success no doubt
similar Guilde will be started elsewhere.

St. Paul's—We learn that the vestry of St,
Paul’s is to set a good exaxple in renewed care
for the old graveyard in their parish. It is
saddening to see the burial ground, which some
time ago they gave up to the city, turned into
a common and unnecessary thoroughfare, and
we do not wonder at the feeling of certain
Churchmer who will not share in such desecra-
tion by even walking through this place. It
is to be hoped that the good example of St.
Paul's will be imitated by others. The church-
yard of the old Duteh Church in this city (the
Mother Church of St. George’s, St. Mavk's and
St. John's) is in & condition which is far from
satisfactory. Reverence for the “grassy bar-
rows of the happy dead" is a lesson which the
Church has to teach both to Romanist and Pro-
testant; but before we teach we must try to
learn. -

St. Matthias.—The Rev. Clarence McCully,
late Rector of' Clementsport, has undertaken
the charge of St. Matthias' Mission, which he
combines with the chaplaincy of the Military
Prison, St. Matthias is 2 new mission in tho
North End, and is deeply indebted to the labors
of the Rev. W, C. Wilson. It is in the centre
of a large and growing population, distantfrom
any organized church, and of that class of so-
ciety which should be the Church's backbone,
and which is most sensitive to the Church’s
neglect. The Church in Halifax is not perhaps
fully alive to its own best interests. Should it
not cowbine in fostering this promising child ?
We understand that the Bishop is doing his
best to provide the chapel with an altar, and
the people with that mesns of grace without
which _no congregation can be permanently
secured, - I :

It is interesting to learn that the organ fund,
started a year ago with $13 raised by some
children by a concert, is now in the neighbor-
hood of $2,000. It is the oak springing from
the acorn.

Posr Mepway.—The Rev. W. C. Wilson, so
favorably known as curate of St. George’s and
priest in charge of St. Matthias', Halifax, has
undertaken the charge of this large and difficult
parish. Under Mr, Wilson's energetic manage-
ment it is sure to prosper.

Cuexentsporr.—The rectorship has been ac-
cepted by the Rev. W. S. H. Moiris, formerly
curate of Liverpool. The story of Clements-
port is very similar to that of many another
parish in Nova Scotia. A long period of sleepi-
ness, during which the Dissenters were wide
awake, was followed by the ministry of Mr,
McCully, whose earnest work did much to raise
the tone of Churchmanship and bring back the
wandering. - The'parish at present is in a cri-
tical state, and many hopes are built upon
Mr. Morris’s onergy and self-sacrifice to bis
work. .

SeELBURNE.—The parisk of Shelburne will
soon be again without a rector, Mr. Peters hav-
ing accepted the rectory of Buthurst, in the
Diocese of Fredericton., :

Crurer oF BnaLaNd INstITuTE.—The Wo-
men's Auxiliary of the Church of England In-
stitute held last week a sale of work, by which
the sum of $300 or more was added to the
funds. On the following Monday a public
meoting on behalf of the Institute was held in
Argyle Hall, and was fairly well attended.
The object of the mesting was to bring before
Church people generally the subject of the new
building which it is proposed to erect. The
speakers were Dy. Partridge, Rector of St.
George’s, F. C. Sumichrast, Sydney Iurring-
ton, and J. T. Wylde, Esqe.; and the meeting
was quite an enthusiastic one. The purchase
by the Committee of asite on Barrington street
was approved of, and all veferences to the new
building were received with applanse. Let ns
hope that the good people of Halifax may not
be contont with applause. The building, of
which a detailed description was given, is to
contain reading roomus, billiard rooms, & gym-
nagium, o ladies’ parlor, and a large hall suit-
able for meetings, concerts, ete. it is to cost
$16,000, of which $4,000 has already been sub-
seribed by some ten or twelve persons. Tho
Lord Bishop, with his usual open-handedness,
heads the list with 8750. One family, W.C.
Silver, Esq., and his threo sons, give neurly
$1,000; and the rest is made up in sums vary-
ing from $500 to $100. Tho Committee hope
to raise another $4,000 by donations equally
large—$§1,000 in sums of §5 to $30, and $1,000
from the Women’s Auxiliary. When $10,000
have been subscribed, the work of buildin% will
commence., As the present membors are build-
ing for posterity, they propose to let posterity
pay some of the debt—a plan upon which our
generous forefathers did not act. All subscrip-
tions are to be payablein two years, or by eight
quarterly instalments.

During the previous weelk,
the candidates underwent examinations by the
chaplains, the Archdeacon of Kingston, and the
Rev. L. P. Crawford, M.A. Saturday was spent
as a “ quiet day.” There was an early celebra--
tion, and after an interview with the Bishop in
the forenoon the rest of the day was devoted to
serious conversation and prayer with addresses
by the Archdeacon on a variety of subjects eon-
nected with the professional and private life of
a minister of Christ. Sunday was a day to be
romembered. The Bishop, chaplains, clergy of
Christ Church, and of some adjoining parishes,
with the candidates who had passed the exami-
nation met in the school-room at 10:3¢ am.,
and robed, all without exception wearing beau-
tiful white stoles. The fine Church was com-
pletely filled witha very reverent congregation.
The procession was composed of the six candi-
date-deacons, followed after an interval by the
two candidate-priests, then the visiting clergy,
the Archdeacons of Ottawa ard Kingston, the
Chaplain bearing the Pastoral Staff, and the
Bishop, numbering in all seventeen. The sing-
ing of the Camilian hymn, ¢ Through the Night
of Gloom nnd Sorrow,” as a procossional by the
whole congregation, led by a large choir, was
cxceedingly impressive. A most excellent ser-
mon was preached by the Rev. E. P. Crawford,
chaplain, It explained the nature of the min-
isterinl office as one of the divine gifts of the
Ascended Lord, and closed with an earnest
practical address to tho candidates which will
not bo readily forgotten. They were presented
for their respective orders by Dy, Bedford-Jones,
Archdeacon of Kingston, who then sang the
Litany, the responses being generally joined in
by the immenso congregation, as well as the
choir, The Holy Gospel was read by the
nowly ordained deacon, Mr, Johnston MclLel-
land Snowdon, whose answering reflected much
credit on the theological training of Trinity
College, Toronto. The celebration throughout
was choral. The music selected for the Kyries,
Sursum, Sunctus, &e., &c., was simple but effect-
ive, and was in all respects sat sfactory, the
organ sccompaniment of Mr. Harrison, leaving
nothing to be desired. The Bishop took the
Enstward position from the beginning, Arch-
deacon Lander and Rev. H. Pollard, rector of
St. Jobn's, acting as deacon and sub-deacon,
Although there had been an early celebration,
there was & very large number of communi-
cants, and it was close on 2 p.m., when the re-
cession went down tho long aislo singing the
Nune dimittis. The whole service from first to
last was conducted with ease and dignity, and
desorved the spocial commendztion of the
Bishop. Thanks to the pains taken by the
local elergy, who provided printed programmes
of the order of the proceedings, hymns, &c.,
and looked carefully after the choir details, the
congregation were enabled to join in all the
music and follow intelligently every part of the
long and intricate Ordinal.

A Mission FoR WINNIPEG.—Arrangements
are being made to hold a Mission in Winnipeg
in Octobor, There will be two Missioners, who
will hold the Mission in Holy Trinity and All
Sitinta’ simultancousiy, aud alterwards in Christ
Church and St. George’s parishes, The Mis-
siopers have not yet boen sccured. The active
work of preparation will be begun next month
by the formation of voluntoer choirs, gathoring
of workers, distribittion of literature, &e. The
Durbham Mission hymn book will be used.

VinpeEN.—The Rev. F. F. Davis leaves for
Lethbridgo, Dlocese of Saskatchewan, in June.

Vacant Missions,—We regrot to say that
there sre several vucant Missions. The S.P.G.
has given n special grant of £200 to make up
for this amount withdrawn, The meuns are
forthecoming, but not the men. At present,
Clesrwater, Manitou, Norquay, Gladstone and
Poplar Point are vacant. Virden will shortly
be so, New Missions also require to bo filled.
Eight mon aro roquired, six of them at once.
At Maniton and Norquay there are rectories.

There is every prospect of a good crop, as
the seeding wne two or threo weeks oarlier
than last yoar,

The Dioceso is in a fair way to go ahead, but
the work is sadly crippled fur lack of men.

Norgquay.—Rev. A, G. Pinkham has re
moved to the Diocese of North Dakota.

DIOCESE OF SASKATCHEWAN.

Emaanvan Conrege—The Bishop of Sas-
katchewan is making arrangements for carry-
ing on the work of Indian training at Em-
manual Collego on a largor scale than has hit-
herto been attempted. Up to this time, the
Indian stadents have been in fraining only for
work, and their number has therefore been ne-
cessarily limited. It is now proposed to train
as Jarge & number of Indians u#s possible not
only in the ordinary English branches, but in
the elements of chemistry, especially in its
application to farming or agriculture. The
Cgﬂege; possesses a very good chemical Lab-

oratory, and for the last four months lectures
on chemistry have been delivered duily with
experiments, The pupils are taught how plants
grow—what substances in the soil and atmes-
phere form their food—how different kinds of
crops withdrew from the soil different constitu-
ents or different proportions of the same con-
stituent—how therefore the soil becomes im-
poverished and in nced of replenishment from
manure—how especially ordinary farm manure
ought to be treated as best to preserve its am-
monia in full fertilizing vigor, and generally
whatever relates to an intelligent culfivation
of the soil. '

The College posscsses two hundred acres of
the best farming land, A part of it is now
boing prepared for farming and gardening, that
the pupils may have pructical out-door training
in additon to thut of the class room. Indians
will be frained in this way with the view, in
some cases, of their becoming intelligent fur-
mers, and in others acting as schoolmasters to
Indian children on the reserves.

The Bishop has received a most encouraging
lotter from the Marquis ot Lansdown Govenor-
General of Canada, in which His Excellency
warmly approves of training Indian students
in agricultural chemistry in the way proposed
by the Bishop, and expresses his desire to be
helpful to the carrying out of the plan. He
also states his intenton of giving prizes to the
most deserving Iudian pupils.

Other enconragements to the Indisn work
of Emmanuel College bave been received
daring the past week. The Hon. Lawrence
Clarke, of Prince Albert, has sent a draft for
seven hundred dollars to the Bishop as a con-
tribution by officers of the Hon. Hudson’s Bay
Company and two of the sons of the late Will-
iam McKay, Esq, H. B. C, Factor at Fort
Pitt, for a testimonial to the memory of the de-
coused gentlemen—the money to be invested,
and the interest to form a scholarship to be
given to adeserving Indian student, to aid him
in obtaining higher education at Emmanuel
College, the schorlorship to be known as the
“ Willinm McKay scholarship.”

The Bishop having laid Lisplan for oxtend-
ing Indian work before T. Swanston Esq., of
Prince Albert, that gentleman at once sigrified
his appreciation of them by promising the im-
medinte gift of a large and vaiuablo piece of
land adjoining the College property. The
Mayor of Prince Albert, Thos. McKay, Bsq.,
has also eignified his intention of being helpful
to the scheme.

The Bishop preached on Easter Sunday in St.
Mary's in the morning, and in the Mission
Chapel in the ovening. As has frequently
been the case of late, there were not seats
enou%h in the Chapel for the people who as-
sembled. The offertory for the Clergy Widows
and Orpban’s Fund—at St. Mary's was $20, at
the Chapel $24,50 - including $10 given on
Monday to the Bishop by Mr, Commissioner
Muma to add to the collection.

On Sunday morning 2nd May, the Bishop
held an Ordination and Coofirmation at St.
James’ Church, South Branch. In the even-
ing he preached at the Mission Chapel the con-
cluding sermon of his conrse on *“The Mosaic
Account of Crention.”

Sundsy the 2nd May, was the twenty-fifth
anniversary of his lordships marriage (silver
wedding)and the following day, May 3rd., was
the twelfth annivasry of his consecration as
Bishop of Saskatchewan.

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION,
The Living Church says :—

. The next Lambeth Conference might do g
good thing if it should decide, and publish, that
8 bishop outside of Ergland is as much of 4
bishop, possesses the same authority, enjoys
the same episcopal prerogatives, and is entitled
to the same respectful consideration as if he
weore the Erastian holder of an offiice in the
establishment with aseat in the House of Lords,
It seems to be a difficult thing for some of the
English bishops to learn this. An instance in
point is just now exciting considerablo dis-
cussion, the principle involved in which may
engage ths attention of the next. Pan-Anglican
Synod. It appears that last fall the bishop of
Sodor and Man preached in a Presbyterian con-
gregation in thediocese of Aberdeean, Scotland:
The Bishop of Aberdcen wrote to his lordship
to inquire if the report which had reached his
ears was true, and if so, to know the circum-
stances which caused him to take such a step
without reference to the Bishop of the diocese.
Receiving no reply to hisletter, Rishop Douglas
wrote agnin three months after, In this letter
he stated that since writivg his first letter he
had acertained the facts of the case, and felt it
to be his duty to express his regret that Bishop
Hill had taken such a step without previously
congulting him. Will it be credited that the
Bishop of Sodor and Man replied to this sec-
ond letter by saying that the reason he did not
answer the first communication of Bishop
Douglas was that he was simply at a loss to
understand by what authority he wrote to him ?
It would seem that such a breach of Church
order and digeipline, could not be passed over
in silence.

The Moravian says a very timely word in
this paragraph :(—

There are times when the young people, and
for that matter the older people also, in any
community, are especially susceptible to higher
influences and yield more readily to holier im-
palses. Then it is that the sound of & ‘““going
in the mulbury trees” signals the leaders of
God's Church to make a special advance.
Brethren, is it not likely that these conditions
will be found just after a number have solemnly
givien themselves to Jesus? Why relax efforts
between the impressive services of the Passion
Week and Whitsuntide ? Have alf been gathered
into the Church, who may be? Why not rather
let down the net for another draught? Perhaps
the example of some companion may be caus-
ing the deepest mental struggle in one or an-
other heart, and the Holy Spirit is pleading for
ontrance there, Obh, work while it is day!
Night comes all too soon.

ST. MONICA.
By raE an.ﬁ Stong, B.D.

(Continued.) .

It was not tiil the sutumn of the followin
year, 384, that she found him at Milan. Her
devotion was not unrewarded, for she beheld
signs of better things.

The Bishop of Milan at that time was the
great and eloguent Ambross. Everybody who
vigited Milan went to hear him preach. His
ability as a rhetorician was known far and
wide. Augustine, too, was attracted. He at-
tended Ambrose's sermons, not for the sake of
religious instruction, as he himself says, but to
ascertain if the Bishop’s eloquence deserved it8
fame, But by degrees the words of Ambrose
produced an effect; gradually the mind of
Augustine was opened to conviction. He be-
gan 1o see at least his follies of dootrine, if not
his sins of life. He introduced himself to the

1 Bishop and told him his story. Ere long he
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became & catechumen, and thus placed himself
ander religious- instruction, - And it was the
delight of Monics when she reached Milan to
see her Augustine, the son of her heart's affec-
tion, & disciple of the Church, and sitting as a
learner ‘at the feet of one of the Church’s
greatst teachers. All that he had done was
forgotten and forgiven, and she expressed her
confident hope of secing him a true believer be-
fore she died.

Monica remained in Milan, and Augustine
continued in the position he had made for him-
gelf there, Better things had indeed begun. A
mother’s prayers were in the way of being ans-
wored; bread cast on the waters was after
many days about to be found. It was a fierce
gtruggle through which Augustine had to pass
—a struggle from death unto life. He saw his
mother’s own pure nature; he heard of the de-
votion of men who had given up the world;
the vileness of his own past career rose up be-
fore his mind in contrast, and exeited violent
agitations. One day, when unable, in the wild
conflict of his thoughts, to bear society, he
rushed forth into the garden, cast himself down
under a fig-tree, and, with a gush of tears, pas-
sionately cried out for deliverance from the
bondage of his sins. While thus engaged, he
heard, as if from a neighboring house, the
voice of a child singing repeatedly, *Take up
and read.” He thought itto bo a voice from
heaven. Returning to the house, he seized the
volume of St. Paul's Epistles, and opened on
the text, ¢ Not in rioting and drunkenness, not
in chambering and wantonness, not in strife
and envying: but put ye on the Lord Jesus
Christ, and make not provision for the flesh to
fulfl the lusts tbereof.” From that moment
Augustine felt himself another man; the light
of freedom entered into his heart; all the
doubts of darkness were scattered. Who can
tell the joy of angels over one sinner that ve-
penteth? Who can tell the exultation of Mon-
ica when she’saw the prayers of more than
thirty years answered ?

On the Eve of Easter Day in the year 387,
in the baptistory of the Cathedral of Milan, the
newly converted Augustine received the sacra-
ment of regeneration. Xis mother and other
dear friends were present. The rite was per-
formed by St. Ambrose, and tradition has it
that as the holy water of baptism fell as hea-

venly dew upon the brow of the whiterobed

catechumen, the aged Bishop broke out into
song, ‘“ We praise Thee, O God, we acknow-
ledge Thee to be the Lord,” to which, verse by
verse, Augastine and the company responded.
It was & memorable day—a day never to be
forgotten, for, evil though his early life had
been, this son of a saintly mother was a chosen
vessel to bear God's grace and glory, and des-
tined 10 be the prince of theologicns and the
greatest of the fathers for all time,

And now that Monica's every wish had been
realized, she would wend her way to her native
home in Numidia. Lovingly Augustine start-
ed with her, having sold all his goods and given
them to the poor. But ere they left Italy sick-
ness came upon the devoted Monica, and the
sickness was unto death. The blue sea was
stretched before them, and the vessel was ready
to sail to the Numidian land ; but for the saintly
matron there was another ship and another
voyage. Folded in the arms of herloved Augus-
tine, thanking God that the desire of her heart
was accemplished in the conversion of her son,
she breathed her goutle and affectionate spirit
into the keeping of her Lord, and entered into
rest. “ Loy me anywhere,” she had said,
‘““only remember me at the altar of the Lord;”
and Augustine buried her in the quiet of that
Italian country, and prayed that the Redeemer
would guide her from happiness to happiness,
and joy to joy, till she should see the fulness of
the Beatific Vision.

In the Calendar of the Latin Church the 4th
of May has long been appointed as the com-
memoration day of St. Monica ; but her name

does not occur in that of the Anglican Church,
Nevertheless, no writers have given her greater
praise than those of the Charch of England.
One only stands bigher—the woman who above
all women became the mother of the Lord;
next to Mary, Ruth and Lydia and Dorcas and
Monica appear a- first among the daughters of
Israel. Tifteen hundred years, and the Church
of Christ still points to the graces and virtues,
the devotion und holiness, of St. Moniea as
worthy of imitation.; and she treasures, and
will treasure for ever, the memory of one
whose charactor is as lovely, and whose life as
beantiful, as the most lovely and beautifu! croa-
tion the world of imagination has known,

NEW BOOKS.

Mzraopisy vs. Tae Cavrom, or “ Wey I axM
A MereoDIST,” answered by a Layman of
the Diocese of Ontario.

The above is the title of a tract of fifty-two
pages, containing a series of fifteen lottors,

written by a layman of the Diocese of Ontario,
in answor to one entitled “ Why I am a Moth-
odist,” purporting to be a dislogue between a
Mothodist and an Episcopalian,

The extensive circulation of the latter tract
in the County of Reunfrew, and throughout the
province, and the unwarranied statements con-
cerning the Church of England contained in it,
are the reasons given by ““ Laymar ” for taking
up his pen in defonce of the Church. The let-
ters originally appeared in the Pembroke Stand-
ard, week by weels, until the wholo series woro
completed. They are now published in pam-
phlet form at the request of many clergymen.

The letters are writen in a manly straight-
forward, candid and Christian spirit; there is
not even a trace of the language of harsh denun-
ciation to be found in them.

The objections urged against the Church by
“ Mothodist " are taken up in order by * Lay-
man,” and their refutation in every instance
is clear, cogent and convincing.

Amongst othor ];&ints “Layman” shows by
quotations from Wesley's sermons, down to
within ton months of his death, that hesolemly
warned his followers never to separate from the
Church, going so far as to say that if they left
the Church God would leave them.

Tho letters in answer to the objection that

“ Bpiscopal Ordination is necessary to a valid
ministry,” are the most racy, instructive and
convineing of the whole saries, and will amply
repay the reading of them over and over ngain,
until the line of argument follewed, and the
proof texts adduced, are thoroughly grasped
and remembered.
- After reading the tract very carefully, we can
strongly recommend Layman’s letters as a tri
umphant answer to the many and subtle objec-
tions urged against the Charch, and we trust
that clergy and laity alike will see to it that
the tract receives wide circulation.

young people increasingly into the State Church, or
alienating them from the sanctuary altogether, I
appeal to parents having grown-up sons and
daughters if this is not 80 ; if they do not find
in their families a growing indifference, if not
distaste, of our services? When members
of the Establishment visit our churches, they
complain of the absorption by one man of nine-
tenths of the service, whilst the comgregation
is limited to taking part in the singing, and too
often their share in the hymns-is ab%revia.ted
by verses being omitted utterly without just-
ification, and at the cost of much bitterness of
feeling, to enable & minister to make long
prayers, ov denude his sermon of any  influence
to do good it might have exerted by linked (/)
weakness long drawn out. In these days of cheap
literature and -universal reading, when every
man can study for himself the iest -discourses
of Liddon, of Martineau, of Ward Beecher, of
Liynch, of Vinet, of Missilon, and a host of
others, the sermon is not nearly so essential a
part of the programme a8 it was formerly, and
should not take up so large a proportion of it;
but the worship ig of growing importance, and
should be exalted, perfocted, and shared in to a
much greater extent by the congregation. I
assert fearlessly, and challenge disproof, that
after the kalf-hour has passed e sermon gains
nothing and looses much by being protracted.
It is henceforward a mere frittering away of
the good which has- been” bone, "and we gape
through it as best we can; and yet our clergy
will not see this, will not act for 'it, although
they have been urged, entreated, and warned ad
nauseam. And now they call us together -and
ask naively, how it is that their places of wor-
shg) are 80 badly attended, and that so large
and increasing a proportion of their people only
corae once a day?”

Another correspondent writes:~—“I1 wonld
plead for a short liturgy, accompanied by a
short extempore prayer. Judging from out-
ward appearances, long extempore prayers, un-
less very simple and thoughtfully framed in-
deed, and devoutly and impressively rendered,
appesr too frequently to fail in fixing theatten-
tion and gaining the sympathetic assent of
young persons, and childien in particular, and,
perhaps their elders also. A liturgy, by being
printed, would appeal to the mind by the sense of
sight in addition to the sense of hearing, and thus
check the wandering eye, the greatest cause of
distract attention. . So convinced as I am of the
utility of & liturgy in this respect, ‘that I fre-
quently take my childven to a church where
the Prayer Book of the Church of England is
used, to prevent their falling into habits of ir-
reverent - listlessness in a place of worship.
Secondly, -as; to the singing, Let the music
of all the hymn tunes, chants, and antheins be in
the hands.ofthe congregation.  Let the anthems
be congregational in character, pot too difflenlt
but such as a person of ordinary capacity could
acquire the power of taking his proper part in,
if he choose to practise it. Let thoge be silent
who please, but let all have the option ‘of join-
ing in the singing. Choir displays. have their

roper use, time, and place, but- these are not
uring the time of congregational worship.”

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EDITORIAL NOTES.- .-

OrpiNaTIONS.—In some of the. Dioceses of
this Ecclesiastical Province the practice- of
holding Ordinations to the Diaconate or Priest-
hood at other than the Ember Sensons seems
{o be becoming too common. Ualess for the
most urgent cause, it would seem to be not
only undesirable, but perhaps too a potitive in-
fringement of Canonical law, to ordain other
than at the Ember Seasons. It seems particu-
larly undesirable in view of the fact that it dis-
severs the act from the public prayers of the
whole Chureh; and we can hardly conceive,
under ordinary circumstances, of any * urgent
cause ” existing in Canada for a breach of this
Rale.

AvorHER cusiom of doubtful advantage is
that of holding Ordinations in other places
than the Cathedral City and OCburch. Of
course some reasons may be advanced in favor
of the practice (theve is hardly any cause,
however weak, for which something may not
be said), but we think that the ohjections ont-
weigh any supposed advantages.

Is there, too, sufficient care exercised in re-
gard to the fitness of those seeking Ordina-
tion? Under the plea of necessity—owing to
the need of laborers in every portion of the
Home Field—young men searcely cut of their
teens, and,—judging from the sayings and do-
ings of some of them—far from qualified, are
used whilst still at the Theologigal Colleges as
Loy Reuders (some of them appearing to re-
gard this position as clothing them with the
powers of the Priesthood), and then with
wondrous rapidity pass into the Diaconate, are
put in charge of a parish—sometimes even of a
Rectory—and after the lapse of a year receive
Priest’s Orders. Of course, some sort of exam-
ination precedes each step; but is it deep,
thorough and effective? Too great care can-
not be exercised in this all-important matter.

Tee COuRcE ARMY—ore of the most con-
vincing evidences of the awakened life of the
Church—has not confined its field of opera-
tions to the “ old sod,” but has, we learn from
our exchanges, sent out two officers to Aus-
tralia under  the sanction of the Primate of
Australasia, It is also said that two others
will shortly start for Toronto, [Ontario], and
Nova Scotia. At a late enthusiastic meeting
held in London, England, at which both the
highest and lowest classes of society were
represented, three reclaimed drunkards—work-
ingmen~—addressed the meeting; and it was
stated that there are mow over six thousand
workingmen and women—mostly reclaimed
from evil lives—who are members of the So-

ciety.  May God bless and extend its work.

Dg. MoorHouUsE, the new Bishop of Man-
chester, seems to bave been received with
much favor on his arrival in England. Oar
various exchanges unite in sounding his
El_-aises.- The Family Churchman thus refers to

“ Undoubtedly, if Australia is the poorer by
the translation of the Bishop of Melbourne to
the See of Manchester, England is the richer.
Elsewhere we publish a portiort of a speech de-
livered by the Bishop of Manchester in the
Lown Hall of Adelaide, South Australia, on
March 13th.. Such a clear, succinet and tell-

ing analysis of the various. ¢ountermovements
of the present century against Christianity,
speaks at once for the intellectual grasp of the
speaker. We need more men like this, cap-
able of grasping in a strong and manly way
the ‘difficulties which meet young men of the
present day. We only hope that Bishop Moor-
house will in a little time see his way to estab-
lishing leciures, desling with religious ques-
tions of the age, in Manchester similar to those
80 well-known in Melbourne.”

ONE of our enntemporaries lately expressed
great satisfaction with Bishop Ryle's sermons
on the position of the Laity in the Church of
England. We doubted as to the wisdom of
the line pursued by his Lordship, and we find
that it has not been approved everywhero.
The Irish Ecclesiasticul Gazette thus refers to
the matter:—

- “It is. a pity that a good man like Bishop
Ryle cannot abstain from ecclesiastical pole-
mics. His Lordship seldom delivers himself
of a public uiterance without falling foul of a
large number of his fellow-Churchmen. Would
it not be far better if his Lordship devoted
himself heart and soul to the development of
the apiritual and m:terial interests of the great
diocese over which he has been called in the
rrovidence of God to preside? It is strange
to fird an English Bishop thus attacking his
Church, and declaring that while ‘the Scotch
Presbyterians, the English Nonconformists, the
American Episcopalians, all realize the import-
ance of this principle (sharing in ail Church
matters), and take care to carry it out, the
Church of England alone has lost sight of this
principle altogether. . . . . The conse-
quence i8 that, as a body, the laity neither
know, nor care, nor feel, nor understand, nor
think, nor read, nor exercise their minds, nor
trouble their heads much, about Church affairs.”
Is such a thing true of English Churchmen ? Is
there another Church in the world whoee lay
members are so profoundly and Practically in-
terested about ¢ Church affajrs?’ It is com-
puted that the English laity, *who neither
know, nor care, nor feel, nor understand, nor
think, nor read, nor exercise their minds, nor
trouble their heads much, about Church affairs,’
contribute some seven or eight millions a year
in voluntary contributions towards religious
objects of one kind or another. The Qfficial
Year Book for 1884 shows that nearly £4,000,000
were expended on distinctively Cnwrch pur-
poses, and yet Dr, Ryle ungenerously sets up
the sects against English Churchmen, and
scolds the Iatter for their want of ‘ zeal, intel-
ligence and activity.” This attack on the Kng-
lish Church laity was delivered by the Bishop
from the pulpit of Wincheater Cathedral,

-Our beloved Queen—the anniversary of
whose birth will again have come and gone ere
this number reaches our readers—has endeared
herself still further to her Colonial subjects by
the hearty interest which she has taken in the
Great Colonial and Indian Exhibition, which
was opened by Her in person, with magnificent
and grandly imposing ceremonies on the 4th
instant, at South Xensington, London. The
English Churchman says:

“The coremonial observed exceeded in mag-
nificence and gorgeons pomp everything of a
similer nature since the opening of the Great
Exhibition in Hyde Park, in 1851. The Queen
came up from Windsor,and was received by the
Prince of Wales, the Execative Commissioners,
and a most brilliant assembly; in whichall the
bighest dignitaries in Church and State were
represented with one exception. The absence
of the Prime Minister from this grand State
ceremonial cannot fail to attract notice. The
Times hints that it is significant. It cannot
but be noted that at & gathering to inaugu-

rate an undertsking intended expressly to

“ strengthen the bonds of -union which now
exist in every portion of the Empire” the Chief
Minister of the Crown was not in his place,

" The Royal procession passed through the
Exhibition to the Albert Hall, amidst lond and
repeated cheers from the large corcourse of-
spectators, which the Queen graciously ack-
nowledged. The Hall issaid to seat 12,000
persons and very few places were unoccupied.
Here the opening coremony took place. The
National Anthem was sung by tho choir, the
first verse in English, tho second in Sanskrit,
the third again in English ; then an odo written
for the occasion by the Poet Laureate. After
this His Royal Highness, the Executive Presid-
ent, read a report of proceedings, to which the
Queen replied. Thereupon the Lord Chamber-
lain, by Her Majesty’s command, declared “The
Exhibition open.” = Then camo a flourish of
trumpots, followed by a prayer offere’l by the
Avchbishop of Canterbury, and the Hallelujah
Chorus. Madame Albani sang ‘ Home, Sweot
Home,” and as the Queen loft the building
“Rule Britannia” was sung by the choir of the
Albert Hall. The Queen proceeded to. Buclk-
ingham Palace.” '

Or course thoe new Bishop of Manchestor
couid not escape the attack of the ubiquitous
‘“interviewer” of tho secular press; but, ac-
cording to the statement of the English Church-
man, the Pall Mall Gazette gontleman got
little satisfuction in regard to the theological
opinions of his Lovdship. Asked with refer-
enco to his theological opinions, the Bishop
said that “ he thought it his duty to be as com--
prehensive as the Church horself, and to con-
sider int he bestowal of preferment not so

much the theological opinions of his clergy as
their earnestness and fidelity in work.”

Tae Family Churchnan (London, England)
gives 18 a noto of the activity which now -

This book
is in circulation in the Budaon dis-
‘triet, and the Missionaries have to
meet it, - They have also issued an
Urdu catechism and other small
books for use in schools. They
have presses in Lahore, Agra, Mut-
tra, Meerut, Allahubad and other
places, and their books are to be
found in the reading-rooms of the

~Bomaj. They are bringing out, in
monthly instalments, a Hindi ver-
gion of the Veda ; of the 140 parts,
R0 have already sppeared, Swamiji
himself being the translator of
thess, Pundit Bhem Sen undertak-
ing the remainder. There are
monthly papers, containing reports
of lectures and discussions, as waell
as news., These show that they
wateh the doings of our Church
with keen interest, and it is evi-
dent that i%it is our teaching which
suggests to them subjects for
thought and discussion.

On the 22nd February a lecture
wag delivered to the members of
the Aryn Somsj by Fatber Nshe-
mish Goreh, in St. Paul’s Divinity
School, Allshabad, He observed
that the preaching of Christianity
and the spread of English educs-

- tion had produced overywhere in
India o revolution in the minds of
the natives in respect of religiouns
belief. Many are to be found every-

- where who are dissatisfied with
Hinduism. They want something
better than it. Thoy want a gys.
tem in which the worskip of one
God alone may be inculeated, and

. & botter rulo of human conduct pre-
scribed. Hence we have seen the
rise of the Brahmo Somaj, the
Prarthana Somaj and the Arya

Somaj. The members of the first
two of these have rejocted the
authority of all books Erofessing to
be given or inspired by God, and
havs based their religion, which is

- pure Theism, on their own reason.

he members of the Arya Somaj
have also adopted a sort of Theism,
not pure, but mixed with some or-
rors of the old Hinduism; but they
have based it on o falsehood. They
have rejected all later Hindu reli-
gious books, and profess to accept
the Vedas only as of Divine authe-
rity, and putting & most glaringly
falge - interpretation upon them,
tell the ignorant people that the

The last report of the Chota Nag-
pore- Missjon says:—“Not only
are we responsible for shepherding
Christians in Chota Nagpore, but,
bacause there iz no one else to lead
them, we are obliged to care for
the many Christian families who
yearly leave us for Cachar and As-
sam. We grudge neither pains
por care, but when it is remember-
ed that these places are further
away from Ranchi than the north
of Scotland from the south of Eng-
land, and that there is less “than
one-tenth of the travelling spred
that there is between these places,
it will be readily seen that we
ought not to have the burden upon
our shoulders. We do what we
can by occasionally sending a
priest to them, but until the work
18 entirely taken off our hands by
the development of the Church in
those parts, we cannot separate
them, at least from an occasional
superintendence. This year 219
men, women and children have
left us for distant fields of work.
We gratefully acknowledge the in-
tarest taken in, and the care taken
for, our Christians by those Mis-
gionaries whocome in contact with
them in the pursuit of their own
special work.,” The distinet char-
acter of the work in Assam, as to
race and language, is held to be a
grave objection to supplying the
Assum and Cachar Missions by
tll-lqnsf‘erring Missionaries from Ran-
chi.

At a moeting of the Calentta
Auxilinry Bible Society, on March
5th, the Lieutenant-Governor of
Bengal gave a very interesting ac-
count ot his recent trip to Pooree,
and assured the assembly that that
famous shrine was steadily losing
its attraction, and the devotees
who still went and worshipped
there had not the same reverence
for the priests which they once
had. As an illustration, he related
the case of a native prince who re-
cently paid a visit to the temple,
The prince, having performed his
devotions, sent to the priest to on-
quire what would be his bhonora-
rium for the part he took in cele-
brating the poojah. Theé priest
named 25,000 rupees. The prince
left without giving him 1 pice!

The Brahmo Somajof India have
organized a “ Peace Society,” to
unite their members in a brother-
hood in which the two parties may
join, giving to all the Apostles
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their due, and recognizing the dif-
ferences of opinion that exist
amongst them.  Nearly two hund-
réd of the adherents of the New
Dirpensation hsve joined the So-
ciety, and it is proposed to hold a
united Utsab or Anniversary Fes-
tival.

LAHORE.

The Rev. A. Clifford in arguing
against a separate Native and Eu-
ropean Church for India maintains
that in advocating this distinetion
of races the C.M.S would stand
alone, The Society for the Prop-
ogation of the Gospel, the London
Missionary Society,the Free Church
of Scotland, the American Episco-
pal Methodists, the Baptists, are
all against organization on_ the
basis of race distinctions, and are
all giving practical effect to their
convictions in the opposite direc-
tion. He also pleads that in Cey-
lon since the State support to the
Church has been withdrawn, native
and Europeans bave united to join
together one organization. The
Rev. G. Shirt advocates the ap-
pointment of three or four bishops
“of a purely primitive and non-
prelatrical type,” who should, un-
der the Bishop of Lahore, have
charge of districts, and exercise
their purely spiritual functions in
all the congregations, European or
native, within the limits of their
districts. Government chaplains
still receiving their marching or-
ders from the "Bishop. of Lahore,
who would become a metropolitan.
They should be men who would
have touch both with Europeans
and natives, who have shown that
God has conferred the graceof rule
upon them by the way in which He
has’ made them leaders of men;
Another correspondent of the La.
hore Church Gazetie observes that
the appointment of suffrugar Bish-
ops was recommended by the Lam-
beth conference, and by the Bishop
of Calcutta, and it is believed that
it would not be ‘acceptable o the
Indian Government. Sir Bartle
Frere was also an advocate of the
appointment of native Coadjutor
Bishops. S

A’ correspondent of the Lahore
Church Gazette at Surinuggan in
Kashmir states that on several oc-
oasions recently, some native gen-

tlemen have called upon the Mis-
sionaries to propound their reii-
gious difficulties. Among those
who thus came there was & sceptic,
a Tikh, a Mohammedan, and a
member of the Arya Samaj, and as
they not only poured in a flood of
questions, each from his own stand-
point, but also carried on a dispute
with one ancther, it was hopeless
to discuss any one point satisfac-
torily. Meetings were, therefore,
proposed for orderly debate. The
first of these was held on Feb. 5, at
the Mission Reading Room. The
subject of the ‘‘Resurrection of
Christ ” was opened by the Rev. J.
Hurton EKnowles. An animated
debate followed. In opposition to
Christianity chief stress was laid
on the priori incredibility of such
an event, and the fact that nearly
all the witnesses adduced were
Christians. One speaker, however,
did not regard the resurrection as
a wonderful event and thought that,
oven if substantiated, it could prove
nothing. To others again it ap-
peared that events so remote were
incapable of proof. No attempt,
however, was seriously made to
attack the evidence brought for-
ward. To allow time for further
investigation, the subjeet was to be
re-opened on the following Friday
by a Hindu gentleman. Although
these meetings do not grow out of
any genuine spirit of enquiry, they
will surely prove of value as epab-
ling the Mjssionaries to vindicate
the claims of Christisnity, This
will strengthen the convictions of
native Christians and lead others to
search deeper into the foundations

of their faith.

Temperance Chronicle, announcing
the tuct says:—In the twenty-four
years of its existence, our Society
L roceived vory fowv benofactions
indeed; the omissions, we are sure,
Liuvo been occasioned moreby want
ot thought than want of heart. It
cannot be too strongly roiterated,
in the words of Richard Cobden,
that the temperance question lies
ot the root of all moral and social
reform,

Canon Ellison, in opening the
Croydon Temperance Congress, in
the first week in May, in place of
‘he Primate (who was prevented
from boing present through attend-
ance by command at a State func-
tion), ‘delivered an earnest, elo-

‘quent; and practical ‘address, a part
of ,wyl;iqh-‘wgs a8 follows ;— '

By religion I understand 'the
‘Gospel of our. Lord Jesus Christ;
and I reioice because, entertaining
as I do.the conviction that the in-
temperate drinking of England,
and, I may say, of the world, is
the msdsterpiece of Satan’s inven-
tion in these latter days; and be-
lieving that Jesus Christ was mani-
fested that *‘ He might destroy the
works of the devil,” I seo but one
prospect of victory in the conflict
—that the a’tack should be under-
taken in His Name, and with the
weapons which He supplies. I
gee this, not only in assigniug to
the vice its true place as a sin, and,
as St. Augustine says itgelf * the
mother of sin;” not only, there-
fore, in the rescueof the individual
drunkard, depending as it does on
the daily, hourly influence of the
Spirit of God; or in tbe training
of the ypung and unfallen to resist
temptation ; but in the whole work
of national advance. The work of
Temperance reform is, a8 we most
of us know, a very arduous one,
presenting & cross of some kind at
almost every step, and in the face
of the hostile influence, from with-
in and from without, by which it
is encountered, needing a strong
and sustnined motive power in
those who would take part in it.
Where shall such & motive power
be found except in the love for our
brother-man ? that true enthusizsm
of humanity which the philosophy
of the nineteenth century is parad-
ing as a discovery of its own, but
which bas been, through eightecn
hundred yenrs of the world's his-
tory, asserting its presemce, and
athering in its splendid conquests,
through the life and teaching of
Jesus of Nazareth,

The question, again, is one of
deep social interest, affecting sociul
usages, trade customs, tho relations
of class with class. To what the-
ory of social science can we look
for help, if not to that which has
taught us thut we have Dbeen all
“baptised into one body,” that in
that body are ‘ many members,”
rich+and poor, strong and weak.
And that He has set the members
in one body that they “may have
the same care one for another,”
that the strong may bear the in-
firmities of the wealt—if one mem-
ber suffer, avery member suffering
with it; if one member rojoice,
every member rejoicing with it,

And once more, if the work of
reform is to advance and gsain ad-
herents it must be conducted on the
stricteat lines of ethical soundness.
The moralist must find no flaw in
the reasoning by which we seek to
gain him to our side. But what
need to fear the soundness of our
position if we can take our stand
on those wonderful chapters—the
14th chapter of the Epistle to the
Romans, and the 5th of Galatians,
~—the 5th of Galatians, which firat
laying down the great law of Chris-

tinn liberty, claiming for the Chris-
tinn man his liberty of self-guid-
ance in o}l lawful things, yet qual-
ifies it with the caution that this
liberty must not be used for selfish
i,ndulgence, “ for an occasion of the
flesh,” but by love to serve one
another ”'; the 14th of Romans,

_ hich, asserting the same law,

-

points out how the strong man can
serve the weak 'by-taking 'stumb-
ling-blocks out of his way, carrying
it even into the detail of declining

to ¢ drink wine, or anything where-|.

by a brother stumbleth, or is of-
fended, or is made weak,” but im-
mediately placing side by side with
it the great sister-law of Christian
charity, refusing to judge the
brother who, in the exercise of the
same liberty, may take a different
view of duty; only asking him to
take the course of which heisfully
persuaded in his own mind; and
then, if he will only give his help
—in his own way rather than ours
—if the way only be the way of
faith—hailing him as a fellow-
worker, in so far as ‘““he liveth to
the Liord,” * acceptable to God and
approved of men.”
