With great amicty for the future, this vigilant

6th, That the sins, which kirdle the wrath of God,
be.redeemed by the holy works of piety and chor-
jty. This should be the chiefaim of this great Jub-
ilee ! o

Let the whole Church militant of Christ, adds the
Holy Father, hear our voice by which we declare,
proclaim, and promulgate, for its exaltntion, for the
sanctification of christian people, and for the glory
of God, this grand, universal Jubilee, to last dur-
ing the whole year of 1875; on account, and in
consideration of which, We have, and do suspend,
the said plenary indulgence, granted in form of
Jubilee, on the occasion of the Council of tho Vati-
gnn, aceording to our good will, and that of this Holy

And yotit is easily
understood. In this life, if & man but serves his
country well, his name is preserved in her history,
and a living memory of his fame is kept alive in the
hearts of her subjects. The church deals not with'
the flesh, but with the spirit; bence, if & creature has
served his God, in spirit and ir truthy why would net
the same ghurchprovoke a boly spirit of emulation
in the hearts of her children, as the fenst.day of
somo sint comes along, ¥ as the saintwhom now you
honor served his God through life, so do ye”’ 2 Henoe it
is that today, the Catholic church takes her dear
child, Ireland, by the hand, and in her service tells
her * Hrec est dies, quam fecit Dominus; exultemus, el
Ieelemur in ea,)’ ¥ This is the day which the Lord hath
made ; Izt us be glad and rejoice therein) (Ps. CX VI,
24,) During the first four centuries the Catholic
church had gathered within her fold many a vast
province ; the sun of Justice had shed its light in
brilliant rays around the Church of Rome ! men who
had not known the benefits of redemption were led
to the foot of the Cross and upon their heads was
made to flow the saving blood of Jesus! Whilst
meny aland was happy in her possession, whilst
crentures did bend the knee to God and learned how
to pray, there was one Isle, lovely to behold, where
never yet had been erected the standatd of the Cross
—where the mother knew not how to pray, nor
taught she her infant child to lisp the names of
Jesus, of Mary, or of Josepk—where men were plung-
ed in deep idolatry—where the sun in his descent
was saluted for the morrow in base aduration, by the
torch upon the hill top and the light in the great
round tower—where all was dark and dismal-—where
men were “sitting in darkness and in the shadow of
death?” But things werc not;to bo ever thus ; the
glorious light of Christianity was to shed her genial
rays over this as over other lands—the time
should surely come when Ireland would - throw off
the garl of death, when she would put on the armor
of light and walk as in the noon-day!

God ; in his earlier yenrs his conduct bore upon its
very face evidence of secret communing with his
Creator.

Eather Nugent, of Liverpool, who, as chaplain of a
large Bo_rough Gaol, had great experience of the
effect of intemperance, It was to the influence and
example of Father Nugent thut the progress of the
Total Abstinence Crusade in London was due, and
his experience corroborated that of the judges abova
quoted.

of one of tho party and drink thero to alato hour.
Women and children are generally present, and I
believe that the evil example thus set has been at-
tended with very Lnd consequences, In many cascs
of brutal kicking and other assaults committed by
husbands on their wives, the defendants nlleged
that when they returned from their work they found
their wives drunk and their homes neglected, and
that then passion, quarrelling, and vielenco followed.
I believe that drinking to cxcess mong women has
greatly inereased since men lave fallen iolo the
habit of taking liguor bome when the publio-houscs
close, and gitting till 1 or 2 am. carousing with
their companions in the presence of women and
children.” 'Chis system of “ secret siuning” is wvi-
dence that moro moral teaching is wanted amongst
the working classes, and though the faith of“sobricty”
legislutors may bu abalkem, we lLope to sco them
divide their future /abours betwcen meral and
legislative roform amongst the homea of the labour-
ing classes.

Suepry oF Woat.—Our Supply of wool from abroad
in the year 1874 reached nearly 339 millien pounds.
This was sheep and lambs’ wool ; adding alpacn
vicunna, and lamn, the import of foreign and coloni-
al wool into the United Kingdom in tho year
amounted, in round numbers, to 343 million pounds
or above 25 millions more than 1n the preceding
year. 'The declared value of this great total cxcecd-
ed 21 millions sterling, or a millivn aud a half more
than in the preceding year. But much of this im-
ported wool leaves us again, as it came in its un-
manufactured state, for France, Germauny, and other
countries, In 1874 this oxport from the United
Kingdom of foreiga and colonial wool exceeded 144
million ponndsnnd wag 21 million pounds more
than in the preceeding year, leaving in our posses-
sion more than 198 million pounds, or about four
milliona more than in the preceding year. Two
thirds of our supply of shecp and Jambs' wool now
come from Australin, The quantity arriving from
Australin wag less than 69 million pounds in 1860 ;
in 1867 it had reached 133 million pounds; seven
years later, in 1874, it had risen to more than 225
million pounds, and what we should have done for
wool without Australia isa question more eagily
arked than answered. The above statements are
given in round numbers because the figures, taken
at present from the first entrles of importers partial-
ly revised, ars subject to some amount of subsequent
carrection.

3,958 which mark the places frequented by tho
poorer classes in’ search of spiritnous liquors.—

JUBILEE OF 1875.

LOTIS FRANCIS LAFLECHE, by the mercy_ of
God and favor of the Holy Apostolic See, Bi-
shop of Three Rivers, &c., &c.

To the Clergy, lo the Religious Cammunities, and lo the
Faithful of this Diocese, Greeting and Benediction in
Qur Lord Jesus Christ,

Dranry BeLovEp BnETHREN,—

On the 24th of December last, our Most Holy
Father, Pope Pius the Ninth, addressed to all the
Patrinrchs, Primates, Archbigshops and Bishops of
the Catholic Church aa Eneyclical Letter granting
to all the faithful of the Catholic world 2 plenary
indulgence in the form of a Jubileo. This indul-
gence can be gained at any time during the whele
course of the year 1875, and is applicable to the
souls in purgatory.

As the Holy Father himself fully exposes in this
important document the motives which have in-
duced him to grant this favor to all the children
of the Church, and moreover as we direct your
Pastors to read it to you, it is unncecessary for us
to dwell at any Iength liere upon the exposition of
those motives. Two reasons principally have in-
duced the Holy Father to promulgate this Jubilee.
The first is becruse the year 1875 completes that
sacred spacc of time which the holy customs of
our pious ancestors, and the ordinations of the

Sovereign Pontiffs consecrated to the celebration

of the Jubilee at the end of every quarter of a cen-
tury. The second reason is the sight of the innu-

mereble evils which continue to afilict the Church

with increasing intcnsity, and the violent persecu-

tions by which she is assailed in nearly cvery

country in the world.

The Christian Jubilce signifies a more abundant

effusion of God's mercy upen sinners, and it was

typified in the Old Law by the Jewish Jubilee,
which was celebrated every fiftieth year. The

temporal advantages granted to the Jews on the

occasion of that Jubilee were an emblem of the

spiritual favors offercd to the children of the

Church in the Christian Jubilee. The Lord God

himself, speakiog to his servant Moses, thus pro-

mulgates the Jubilee of the Old Law : #You will

keep holy the fifticth ycar, and you will announce

general freedom to all the people of the land, be-

cause this is Jubilee year. Every man will return
to the possession of his inheritance, and be re-
stored to his former condition.—(Lev. 25, v. 10).

Thus amongst God's choscn people, by the Ju-
bilee the unfortunate slave was sct free, the poor
man was reinstated in the possessivn and enjoy-
ment of his inheritance from which a dire neces-
gity bad driven him. Thus is it also amongst the
Christian people in the order of grace. By the
Jubilee the unfortunate slaves of Satan are restored
to the frecdom of the children of God, and rein-
stated in the posscssion of the spiritual rights and
favora which sin had wrested from them; and all
prodigal sons are invited to return to their fa-
ther's mansion, whore the most hearty welecome
and the choicest favars await them,

The Christian soul being thus purified, sancti-
fied and recoreiled with its Creator, may thercby
offer up more worthy prayers; and this is the sec-
ond object which our Most Holy Father the Pope
has in view in promulgating the present Jubilee.
The sight of the evils by which our Holy Mother
the Church is so persistently afflicted, has already
more than once induced the Vicar of Jesus Christ
to solicit the prayers of the whole Clristian world.
But the storm, instead of subsiding, continues to
rage with increasing violence.

In many countries, the Bishops are openly per-

to them by the charity of the faithful for the re.
lief of all forms of hunnnn misery ; they are cruelly
wrested from their pious abodes and most unjustly
expelled from the countries where they were the
Providence ef the poor, the consolation of the af-
flicted, the hope and relief of the sick. Even the
Vicar of Jesus Christ himself beholds the walls of
his prison gradually closing in around him, and
the holy city oppressed and trodden down by re-
volution. Itis no wonder therefore that at this
moment of suprcme swife, when the fonming
surges seem about to submerge the bark of Peter,
the Chief Pastor of the Church should invite his
brethren in the Episcopacy, and the faithful en-
trusted to them to repent the cry of distress of the
Apostles during the storm onlake Tiberiad: “ Do-
mine, salva nos, perimus.” ¢ Lord save us, we are
perishing "—(Matt. 8, v. 25).

The violence and duration of the tempest, D, B.
B., show us the number and enormity of the sins
which provoked it ; the apparent slumber of Our
Saviour, and the astonishing liberty he leaves to
the wicked in the accomplishment of their evil
designg, indicate to whatan extont faith has dimin-
ished amongst the children of the Church. * Et di-
cit eis Jesus: Quid timidi estis, modicw fidei ?”
« And Jesus snid unto them: Why are ye afraid,
wen of little faith?"—(Matt, 8, v. 26).

We must therefore, Dearly Beloved Brethren, in
presence of all those dangers and cvils, revive our
faith and animate our confidence in the Mercy of
God ; we must, like the Apostles, approach our
Saviour, and by our supplications arouse him from
his apparent slumber. Let us therefore promptly
respond fo the appeal of the common Father of
the great Christian family; let us hail with joy
this signal favor of the universal Jubilee; let us
eagorly profit by the advantages therein offered to
us to purify our souls from all stains of sin, and
ncquit the debts we owe to divine justice. '
Being tbus reconciled with God, we can more
confidently address to him tho sublime prayer of
the Apostles: “Lord, save us, we are perishing.”
# Domine, salva nos, perimus,” and again with the
royal prophet entreat the Lord te take His cause
in hand and dispel the enemics of His Church :—
# Exurgat Deus et dissipentur inimici ejus;” #0!
Lord God, rise up in thy strength and disperse thy
enemies.” So doing we shall soon have the conso-
lation of secing Him, to whom the waves obey, rise
up and appense the storm, and Him whose abode
is in the highest heavens, thwart with bitter deri-
sion all the designs of his enemies, govern them
with an iron rod, and if needs be dash them to
pieces as earthenware,

Wherefore, having invoked the holy name of
God, we rule and ordain as follows:

1. The subjoined trnnslation of the Pope’s Ency-
clical letter shall be read in /)l churches after this
our present Pastoral Letter,

In con-
sequence, We hereby dispense the faithful with the
obligation of any other visits except those above-
mentioned ; but at the same time We oblige them,
in tho place nnd stend of the other visits, to say
the beads of the Blessed Virgin once for each of
the visits they are thus dispensed with, and after
each beads, to say five times Our Futher and the
Hail Mary, nccording to the intentions of the Holy
Father.

4. Travellers long absent from their own parish
may falfil the above obligations in the church of
the parish wherein they may happen to stay fif-
teen days or longer ; and if it be in Three Rivers,
they must visit the Cathedral and the Parish
Church, and say the beads once for each of the
other visits they are dispensed with besides fire
{tmes Our Father and Iail Mary after each beads,
according to the intentions of the Holy Father,

5. The sick, and all who cannot go to the
Church, as also the faithful living in places whesc
there is no church nor chapel, are hereby dispensed
with the obligation of any visit; but they shall
say the beads at home as many times as they
should have otherwise visited their church, and
after each beads they shall say five times Our Fa-
ther and Huil Mury ag prescribed by the Sovereign
Pontiff, .
6. Although the Jubilee may be gained at any
time during the course of the present yecar, We
nevertheless engege all parish Priests and other
Pastors of souls to appoint & few days to that ef-
fect at the most convenient time of the year, in
order to give the faithful a more favorable oppor-
tunity of fulfilling the prescribed obligations, es-
pecially those of confession and communion. They
might give the Forty Hours devolion, or a novena,
or even a retreat, with special instructions on the
Jubilee.
Shall this our present Pastoral Letter be read
and publisned at the Parochial Mass in all churches
and chapels wherein public service is performed,
and in Chapter in all religious communities, on
the first Sunday after its reception.

as mounted Marshals for the school boys of the
Sillery Academy, who were superintended by their
master, Mr. M, H, O'Ryan. After them came the
band of the Union Musicale, riding in two orna-
mented sleighs drawn by four horses ; then came
the Grand Master, on foot, Mr. Wm, Povwer, jr., in
handsome uniform and collar, & new and splendid
bnnner representing 8f. Patrick on one side, and
the Maid of Erin on the other ; this was guarded
by men carrying battle-axcs and spears. The
President of the Socicly, J. Cantillon, Esq., came
next; walking beside him were 8. Connolly, Esq.,
1st Vice President, and J. Timmony, Esq., 2nd
Vice President. Then the Treasurer, J. T, Ma-~
honey, Esq., and Secretary, Patrick Lambert, Esq,,
with the Committee, cightecen in number, and
looking remarkably well in their broad green and
gold-lace sashes; members two by two, escorted
at measured distances by eighteen assistant
mounted marshals on beautiful steeds, and uni-
formed with great taste and care. In the proces-
sion was carried a very handsome green banner,
upon which were represented in Orange and Green,
two hands clasped, and bencath was the motto—
# Wae unite for Ircland.” The coup d'eil as they
marched towards tho Church was a very agrceable
one. The streets on both sides wero profusely
decorated, and at every few paces, magnificent
triumphal arches testified .the sympnathetic: ac-
knowledgment of the neighbors to this maiden
offort of the St. Patrick’s Society of Sillery.

Ladies and Gentlemen, the French Canadians
witness with genuine satisfaction the progress,the
rapid development and growing political import-
ance of the Irish race in the country, nnd you moy
be sure of their best wishes for yeur future welfare
and prosperity. Having fought side by side inso
many great struggles for a commen eause, for com-
mon principles, they are now prepared to enroll
themselves with you under the samo banner, in
order to meet the other industrious races that sur-
round us in the peaceful but not less glorious
battle of progress, liberty and true civilization.

_able ns the conversion of Ireland, so remarkable
jin receiving the faith, and so remorkalle in re-
taining it, From the history of the Ohurcb, wo
are acquainted with the struggles and  sacrifices
which the converaion of somo pagan nstions cost
the ministers of God. Ycar after year the struggle
.continued, and frequently the Missiotary, had to
seal the doctrine which he preached with his
blood—yea, in many cases the country was de-
luged with the life-stream of martyrs before the
faith could take root in the land. And there are
even to-day nations thob resist Christianity sfter
.centuries of labor and sacrifices.

But how difficrent in the conversion of Ireland.
Here we behold & holy Bishop entering the coun-
try, accompanied by his priests. He travels
through the land without opposition ; he ap-
pears before the King, who is surrounded by the
princesand the chiefs of the people; and here be-
fore that assembly, St. Patrick announces the
Gospel of Christ, theredemption of man bya cru-
cified Saviour, He condemas their pagan worship
showing its folly and absurdity ; that it was the
worship of demons. The king calls on his pricst
and law-givers toreply to the Apostle, and by ar-
gument they defend their couse; but they were
unable to resist the force of truth, and conviction
is conveyed to the minds of all; and even hero he
yaakes converts. The Kinggivesan order that ho
be allowed to pass through the country and
preach his doctrine, and respect to be paid him by
all, He goes forth rejoicing, and travels around
the country from sen to 564 ; and after some
yenrs has the great consolation fo see the ‘fvhole
jation entirely Christisn—kings and princes,
and people, all reccive the faith with joy and
gladness, without the expense of & single
drop of human blood, or a tear.of sorTow to their

ostle. - .
ApHc:\v arec we to account for this extraordgunrv
ovent? Inthe holy Scripture wo read that when
St, Stephen preached to the Jews on the divinity
of Christ they closed their ears, gnashed their
teeth, and in their rago stoned him to death. But

reserve of paganism, no halfconversion ; the work
was thorough and complete, 1ttook possession of
their hearts, it was interwoven with their very na-
ture. The evargelical counsels are the most per-
fect form of Christinnity, for they teach the great
virtues of purity, obedienceand self-denial ; hence
the monastic life was the great object of the new
converts. So numerous were these monasteries
that the vesper hymn and the midnight matins
could be heard from chapel to “chapel throughout
the land ; and some of these retreats contained
hundreds and thousands of inmates, whose constant
employment was prayerand the education of youth;
for attached to ench monastery was a college, and
in some of those colleges the students were count-
ed by thousands. In Armagh, we are told, there
were 00 less than seven thousand.

But they were not cll of the nation; they came
from the various countries of Burope. ‘The Vener-
able Bede, an English historian, tells us they were
all received with hospitality and educated frecof
expense, This happy state continued for hundreds
of years, and from those cloistered houses prayers,
like incense, constently ascended Lefore God, and
grace, like dew from heaven, descended upon o
happy nation, & faithful people. But the love of
God, which filled the souls of these holy men,
would not allow them to remain in these peaceful
retreats while therc were yct netions that knew
pot Christ, Montalembert, the greant French
statesman and historian, tellsus that from theso
monasteries in Ircland went forth whole colonies
of saints to cstablish the faith throughout Europe,

St. Columba, with hisdisciples, passed over to
Scot]an_d and established his monastery on the far-
famed island of Iona ; and from this retreat he and
his disciples labored for the conversion of the
country, and after years of labor aund prayer had
the consolation of secing the country entircly
christian, ‘This monastery of Iona was famed over
Europe as the abodc of lenrning and piety. Kings
came there to be crowned, and bishopsto be conse-
crated, and in it saints lived and died. From this
monastery they passod into England, the greater
part of which was still pagan, and fer years con-
tinued to preach the Gospel aud to bring them to
the saving knowledge of Christ crucified ; and the
end of their labor was crowned with success ; they
Lad the consolation of secing the nation entirely
Christian. The same histerian tells us that St,
Columbanus with twelve priests left Irelend inthe
7th century for France, which was then, he says,
#half pagun and half Christian.” They establish-
ed a monastery and attached to it o school; and
here they continued to instruct the youth and to
preach to the poople. After some years the fame
of their monastery was known over Europe, and
their numbers increased that they were obliged to
form new cstablishments; and iavarialdy attached
to these monasteries were colleges where the youth
of the country were educated, The benefit which
these holy men rondered to religion in France
is incalculable. These institutions were the be-
ginning of the great urivérsities of France, which
are to the present day the honor and glory of that
cauntry Qur Saint, having incurred the displen-
sure of the king, by rebuking him for his immor-
ality, was expelled with his Irish brethren from
the country.

But this, in the hands of God, beeame a benefit
toreligion ; these holy men passed into the aeigh-
boring nations, and there continaed their Aposto-
lic labors. 8t. uell passed into Switzerland and
cetablished there his monastery and college, which
Montalembert says, was the most famous in Europe
for centuries, and bears his name to the present
day. Others passed into Germany, and on the
baoks of the Rhine founded their monssteries,
which in after years became the Sees of Bishops
and the great coutres of education and piety. The
groat leader of this missionary movement, Colum-
banus, with a few of his disciples, crossed the Alps
into Italy and there ostablished his monastery
which, after some years, became noted in that
country forthe sanctity agd learning ofits inmates.
At thattime in Itely the Pelagian heresy prevailed
preached by en English priest of that name.
Against this heresy our saint preached amd wrote,
and had the great consolations of saving thousands
from its pernicious cffects.

But now this great servant, secing his time com-
ing to & close, retivece to a ccll some distance
from his monastery, and there devotes himself to
continual prayer; nad, having received the last
rites of redigion, breathes forth his pure soulto that
God whom he loved and served so faithfully, Thus
passed away one of the greatest missionaries that
ever left Ireland, and one that did more for the
Church of Ged in Europe than any man of his
time. These are & few of the many Saints who
labored for the faith in Europe; their lives are
written by men of other nations in grateful re-
membrance ; their relics are kept in the greatest
veneration, and their churches bear their names
to the present day.

Such was Ireland in the days of old, great nnd
glorious, free and happy, erc the rutbless invader
reached her once happy shores, But that-bright
day has faded, that glorious sun hasset far beyond
the western waters, and a dark end dismal night
has followed ; perscution has blown its fatal blast
over that Seinted Isle, and wide spread woe and
misery ensued. God from on high loeked down
on His faithful servants, and in the words of the
Scripture thus addressed them: * Because you
have been faithful to me, it is necessary to prove
you; those whom I Iove, I chastiso; ns gold is
purified in the furnace, so is virtue in adversity.”
For 300 years this Christian nation is constantly
attacked by the pagan pirates of the north, plun-
dering churches, burning monasteries and massa-
creing the inmates. After 300 years of continual
struggle these Northern hordes meet in battle the
monarch of Ireland and hia feithful soldiers, who,
swith the crucifix in one hand and the swordin the
other, calls upon his men to remember the desec-
crated churches nnd martyred virgins, These brave
men, burning with love of God and their esuntry,
rush on the invaders and drive them into the sea,
and thus free the land from the invasion of the
Danes.

Scarcely had they cemmenced to rebuild their
desecrated churches when another invasion reached
the land not less cruel; and, after a continual
stryggle of 300 - years, the so-called Reformation
came, which added additional fierceness to the J
struggle, Lord Macrulay, speaking of the Refor-
mation, says it blewlike a hurricane aver the North
of Europe, sweeping Denmark, Sweden, half of Ger-
many, nll England and Scotlaed ;but Ireland alone
adhered to the ancient faith. Now this new war-
fare continued for 300 years. I will not worry
your feelings nor trust my own by reviewing this
cruel and sanguinary struggle. It suffices to say
that alla powerful nation could do by force of arms,
confiscation of property and mnesacre of human
life, were tried to enforce the mew religion, but
failed, Churches and colleges were destroyed ;
convents-and monasteries were burned and their
{nmates put to the sword ; priests and bishopawere
transported or hanged, and those that escapcd fled
to the monasteries ; and then these fuithful pastors

{collected their scattered flock in the silent cave

or on the mountain side, and. there under the stars
of heaven, they.prayed and wept;uwapt'nnd prayed,
and vowed to heaven to part with all, even Hfa-it-
gelf, before that faith, that gift.of .God.- Thesa
sainted pastors and .martyred flocks lie to-day, in

that ailont graveyard hohepth thelr ‘own mouastic
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written by their cnemies ; and in order to jusiify
their cruelty, they represent them as the most vile
and savage in creation. They despise them for
their poverty, after confiscating their property for
centuries; they scoff at their ignorance, after ma-
king education & crime, and offering five pounds as
areward for the head of the teacher who dared to
instruct them. What principle has sustained them
during these . centuries of deadly struggles? I
answer, faith; it was faith—that life-giving prin-
ciple—that sustained the national life, and keeps
them to-dny as Catholic and as nationsl as they
were when the struggle first began.,

Behold here, iy bretheen, the finger of God;
here are a people emerging from centuries of trial
and persceution, and the very means employed to
destroy their faith has been the menns to prescrve
and propagate it all over the world, ‘They goforth
in tens of thousands, and they bring the Ark with
them, and, wherever thoy scttle, build up altars to
the God of their fathers.

The clergy are
forbidden to keep schoolsunless they take out a
patent from the State,andthe Minister of Public
Instruction threatens to close all seminaries where
priests presume to teach without his license and in-
spection. Garibaldi may in the Correa or elsewhere
denounce Catholicism as effete superstition, and the
Capitale may blaspheme Christ, while the Govern-
ment gets the agents of the Questura to watch Len-
ten preachers, in order to find pretence to im-
prison them, Soon perbaps it will be necessary to
turn tho churches into gnols to accommodate the in-
creasing numbers of criminals, The prisons in
Romeare over crowded. According to the report
on the Budget the number of persons confined in
Italian prisons is no less than 80,610. It was
stated lately in the Chamber of Deputies that 386
individuals in the prisons of Messina were confined
in rooms which ought not to contain eighty, and
where of course the closeness of the air was stifling
and the fetor horrible, To this statement Cantelli,
the Home Minister, made this reply : — ¢ The
Government hag tried in various ways to succeed in
impreving the conditions of the prisons of Messina.
