But, thanks be to the cver-ruling mercies of God,
that temptation has been spared us.  Quens Deus
vult perdere, prows < mentet ; Satan has over-reach-
ed himself; the world has played its wrong card at
the very crisis of the gume; and the Church has won
a vantage-ground for the conversion ol Tngland and
for the cdification of Treland, such as never was hers
since the calamitics of the sixteenth century. Ifor
once Lurope beholds a ierarchy untouched by the
lightest of State-chains. No concordat has™ ever
been asked for from the Iloly Father 5 not a sixpence
Lias been given to usasa premium on our subservience
to Government ends; not onc solitary privilege las

“been conceded to the secular power; not even a

smile has been lavished upon the new prelates, an

- their faithful clerzy and their flocks, open traitors

alone ‘receiving the meed of Government culagy.

- Here we stand, slandered by the very accusation with

which men blaspheined our Divine Lord in the days
of His flesh ; pointed out to the national as the loyal
subjects of a spiritual sovercign; our tremendous

- unearthly power recognised by the very [alschoods

Ly which it is sought to show that the Pope claims
temporal dominion ; our union, our laws, our doctrines,
and our discipling, forced upon the attention of a
whole nationwhich hitherto has despised nsas a helpless
seet, Our very enemics have constrained us to assume
our right attitude towards them ; they have Catholic-
ised some of us alinost against onr wills; they have
put an end to our intestine divisions, and given an
irresistible strength to (hose amongst us who are their

most indefatigable opponents. Never beflore were.

we so frce, never so powerful ; never was it made so
manifest that we have but one enemy to fear, the
favors of the warld, and that if we are. faithful to
ourselves, we may laugh its open hostility to scorn.

What, then, is the policy suggested to s by these
peeuliaritics in our present position?

Our first duty, we think, is never to overlook for a
single instant the irue cause of that hostility which
we find to be incessantly springing up against us from
some quarter or other. Never.let vs forget that
there exisls a deep, hidden,and never-dying antagonism
between everything that is #eally Catholic and the
world avound it. Whatsoever be the amount of
toleration or of favor which seems to be dtcorded to
the Catholic  Church by mén of the world and by

- Protestants, this toleration_ and faver are always
fictitious and-transitory.  The Chureh and the world
" cannot coalesee and walk side by side for a single
" hour. The spiritual nature of .the two powers, of
- which their outward manilestations are but the natural,

tliough varying results; never changes for an instant.

The Charch has one object, which the Spirit of God
within her never ceases to work out by her instru-
mentality ; and that object is the conquest and
destruction -of those very objects which the world
holds most dear, whether the world takes the shape
of 2 Protestant sect,or a Godless government, or an
irreligious individual, Protestant or Catholic. Tf any
portion of the world for a season seems to be animated
by a friendly feeling towards the Churel, it is simply
because it is ignorant of her claims aud Ler powers.
It does not drcad her, it does not know that she will
never rest until she has won all souls to lier obedience ;
it judges the Church by the hal-Protestantised cant
and indevout lives of individual Catholics ; it thinks
it can go along its own way withont cressing the path
of the Church, and without lier crossing its own path;
and therefore it is content to tolerate her, to greet her
with smiles,and to patronise her with its sincere, though
ignorant;-praise. And this is true in private as well
as in public life. "When Protestants and unbelievers
imagine that the utmost cordiality and affection can
exist betiveen themselves and Catliolies in the rela-
tionship of friendship and society, this is because the
work which every good Caibolic Lolds most dear is
for a tiime in abeyance, and the world seems to be
having its own way unmolested. The moment that,
either in the case of individuals or in the general
organised action of the Church, she makes head
against Protestantism and unbelief, the spirit of the
world is aroused, it arms itself against the Church, it
severs the tlies of domestic friendship and aflection, it

shows its annoyamce, or its indignation, or its raging’

fury by some species of persecution, vanginy from
coldness and frowns up to penal laws, confiscations,
and death.  When all seems to go quietly between
the two powers, we may be assured that the Iuil is
only temporary. So soon as the spiritual might of
the Church is felt by the world, it will rebel, and
storm, and gnash its teeth; even if circumslances for
a while hold it back from throwing. itself upon its foe,
and seeking to tear it;in pieces.” - o

EDUCATION—LRELIGION—CRIME.
(From the N. Y. IFreeman’s Journal.)

The American peopicarea practical and a shrewd
people 5 they, of all others, are disposed to cxamine
and ascertain in reference to everything, whether it
pays ! In fact, from this disposition, we are often
afraid that they will become some day tired of Re-
publicanism, since tlie Republican form of Govern-
ment is, past all dispute, the most expensive in exis(-
ence.  Qur chief conflidence is in the ealculation that
the difficulty of changing our institutions would be
more expensive than their continuance, and that no
other system would pay, owing to the want of right,
and therefore of permanence.

But there is one popular delusion that we look to
seeing exploded by the force of Ameriedn calenlation.
We mean the delusion of State interference with
education. ‘

When the American people find that State-scliools
are more than double the expense of private or de-
nominational schools; and that they educate fewer
scholars, and do it more superficially than religious
schools 3 and that, when they succeed, the non-reli-
gious education is productive of no good social results,
then we have a-great conlidence that they will aban-
don the idea of Godless State education as an
exploded humbug.

Who are to teach the Americans this fesson? Is
it. the Presbyterians? . Their Synods and Assemblies
have resolved and re-resolved that © Godly parents”
ouglit not to send their children either to Popish or
to. Clodless schools, but that Presbyterians ought to
have their own schools.  DBut Presbyterians lave no
power over the public, except in a negative, sinister
way; they have not direct influence even over their
own people, and on all others their gioomy dogmas
produce merely a feeling of repulsion.

Ts there any other sect that is likely to cflect a
happy clange in public sentiment, in favor of religious
cducation? We will not be so cruel as to answer
the question.  We will mevely ask again, what scct
is sufficiently consistent- with itself, and sufliciently
energetic in its movement upon socicty, to create a
public sentiment on this subject, supposing such scet
to bave the desire of so doing?

Yet a fundamenta! change in the matter of public
education has become a necessity for us, politically
aswell as veligiously.  Last week we said that re-
presston, the police and the military, were our only
hope of protection against the spirit of lawlessness
that is growing apace in the country. But we added
that the mission of repression conld never be perma-
nent.
an unusual attack upon society, till the normal moral
forces that make society ordinarily possible, can re-

assert their prerogatives. We said’that the attempt

to render repression permancnt must end in disaster
ahd ruin.

- For ten years past, the banishment ofreligion from
the common schools of the city, kas been tlie foolish
compromise of the citizens of New York. Go back
to the records of these schools during the time speci-
fied ; carry with you the Tist of names of the Rock
Boys, Shart Boys, and other unfortunates of New
York growth, and you will see where all these young
desperadoes have received their education. Some-
what more than a year ago we said in these coluinns

that the Godless education of the New York City

Schools was. training youth to be ¢ precocious rowdies,
and premature ruffians ;* and we said that Catholic
youth submitted to such influences would, as a general
thing, prove “worse, and more thoroughly the chil-
dren of Lell than the others.” Our remarks, delibe-

rately made, have been quoted on the rostrums of
political conventions and of scetavian gatherings. We

re-assert them and challenge investigation.

But where, where is the remedy? It is indeed
true as we said in commencing this article, that Ameri-
cans are a calculating people, and will sooner orlater
find out when a thing ¢ does not pay.” Butis the
thing to be left to—as unphilosophical people some-
Limes say—set itselfright ? No. Social and political
evils secver set themselves vight.  They grow warse
and worse, till it becomes evident to the men most |
sane, most virtuous, and clear-sighted, that they wust |
be set right—and this often at the expense of muci |
effort, and of many sacrifices.

. A godless education is preparing for us a race of
murderers, of adullerers, of thieves and robbers; in
fine, of men and woinen who de not believe in God ar
Lieaven, and who therefore look to this world only to
see low much sell-gratification they can get out of
it. T'o whom are we then to Jook for the noble
sacrilice of sclf, necessary to prescnt the proper re-
gedy for these evils? ‘

# 1t:has been frequently said that the salvation, po-
litically and so€iully of this country, and its institu-
tions, is in the hands of Catholics. "That the country
and its necessary institutions are on a downward road,
and that the problem is, whether the advauce of
Cathiolicity,—not simply or chiefly in the numerical
inerease of Catholics, for that is a secondary matter,
but in its principles, and its policy, and ils uncompro-
mising iulluence,—is going to be sufliciently rapid,
and sufficiently energetic, to check the progress of our
human decay. :

. Jtis therefore to Catholics that it belongs, espe-
cially by their own conduct and example, to do this
service to the country, in the way of bringing buck
We izust say it,
Caltliolics have not been true to their responsibilitics.
If Catholies would insist upon the necessity of Cathe-
lic schools for their children, if they would establish
Parish schoals beside every Chureh, and if they were
forbidden to send their children to other than Catbo-
lic schools, except in special instanees, in view of
special considerations, and witha speeinl and explicit
permission of Eeclesinstical superiors,) certain it is
that the system of godless common schools in New
York city, and in wmany other of our large citics,
would fall to pieces in less than two years.

Liet us not forget that the Pope and the Catholic
Church has condemned utterly, and every where, the
system of godless education, and of mixed education.
We have ceased to repeat it only because the point
has been conceded by those whe once wished fo dis-
pute it. But we expected something more than an
inert concession of a point so vital, and so opposed
to the unhappy traditions of America. - We looked
for exertions to carry the decision and will of the
Clurch, as to the education of her little onos, into
effect.  Some time is, of course, necessary to accom-
plish this ; but at least let the purpose be avowed;
let Catliolics be exhorted to assist and contribute to
it; let a begining be made, let a litile good disposi-
tion be shown, and God will help and do-the rest.

A CHAPTER ON LIBERTY.

~ (I'rom the Same.) . :
Lngland las given to the United States, or, at
least, to that portion of thom which were formerly her
colonies, ler laws and notions of government. - Sie
lias also ‘given this country her peculiar type of eivi-
lisation. ~ These laws and this civilisation have, past
all doubt, been more active in America - than any
others, and, less ar more completely, have swallowed
up the others with which they have come in contact.
Whether this proves the superior cxcellence of the
English eivilisation, or the sell-destructive and down-
ward course of our own civilisation, is a question we
are altogelher ready to discuss in its own place, if cal-

led upon so to do. o
But our present purpose is to examine one single
item-in the . complex of this code..of laws, and this
‘civilisation. Ttis one that, on the face of socieiy,

and at a cursory glance, the most strongly impressed
us personally, when we, for the first time, had the op-
portunity of comparing the police system of England
with that of continental conntries. - The scrutiny of
prassports, and the oftentimes harassing surveillance of
Government officials on the continent of Europe,
struck us most unfavarably in comparison with the
freedom cnjoyed in.Great Britain and the United
States. Itis only lately that we have learned how
misplaced was our admiration of British and Ameri-
can liberty. The startling and undeniable fact that
opetied our eyes is that the two countries in the so-
called civilised world of Chliristendom, in which the
percentage of crime is the highest in the ratio of the
population, is precisely Jngland and the United
States. Not only is the percenfage of crime in these
two countries greater than anywhere else,” but the
avernge of the crimes committed are of a graver
cliaracter and of mare serious consequences.

So then we lave concluded, if the freedom from
police restrictions, that so much pleased us, be nothing
mare than license givento erime ; if it be indifference
on the part of Government, to personal and social
wrongs, or an avowal+af incapacity to covrect them ;
then we have been sadly deceived in our object of
admiration ; and it would have been much better to
have Destowed our respect upon CGovernments, if
such can be found, which consider that the end of
their cxistence is to punish evildoers, and to protect
and cherish those that' behave well 5 and that this is
mueh more important than to furn stock-jobbers, or to
starl as competitors with private caferprises in build-
ing railroads or digging canals.

We think that cur civil constitution and Govern-
ment in these United States is worth preserving—
uot, perhaps, from its intrinsic superiority 1o that of
countries whose sysiems have endured successfully

the test of far miore extended time, in the midst of far

mere {rying circumstances than we have hiad to deal
witly, bul beeause our constitution and Government is
the only one adapted to our necds, the only one pos-
sitle for us; and again, beeause it is ours, and as
such has a cluim on our allegiance.  But if our Go-
vernment is to continue, il it is to he preferred, we
are more and mare fully persuaded that legal checks
must be put to the spirit of license that is abroad. As
the country grows older and more denscly populated,
ruffianism, in langnage and inaction, by the necessary .
law of our fallen lmmanity, will increase in a still
larger proportion,  The alfair at Loboken last week
gives us an carnest of what we are o expect. whe
passion for sceret sociclies and for elubs, is growing
apace ; the Short Boys, and Rock Boys, and similar
parties of native growth, will be more and more pre-
pared fo re-enact the disturbances of Hoboken. 'Then
we have the still more desparate associations of foreign
ruffianism, represented so- well by the 'Twners or
White-coats, who murdered -an. innocent man, and
mobbed the houses of M:Carthy and others at Hobo~
ken. These associations, native aud imported; are
dostined to increase.  And witlr them will increase
the nuinber and the profligacy of the socialistic and
vagahond daily and weekly papers that pander to the
pissions, and screen, by false shewings, the infamous.
crimes of these desperadoes. ‘ :
Wehave then our last and saddest word on the sup-
jeet. Ttis that the Government and judiciary of this
couniry must shortly begin to take a leaf out of the
blue-bogk of older nations, and repress, by the free
use of the musket and of the hemp—to say nothing of
the ccll and the chain—the flagitious conduct and in-
cendiary langnage of malicious fanatics and designing
proletaries 5 or else our Government and nation will
fast sink to the level of the mis-called republics of
Spanish America, where Godlessness has rendered
life and fortune inscewre, and national eharacter a,
badge of disgrace. : :
Lrue it is that the system of repression which the

advoeate is itself an insufficieat cure for the evils we

—Between forty and fifty of the Protestant Clergy in
the diocese of Exeter, have declined to attend the Sy-
nod convoked by the Bishiop of Exeter, and have pub-
lished their reasons for so declining. They say— First.
‘That such assembly, if uot contrary to the strict letters
of the laws of the Church of England, is opposed to the
spirit and inteution of those laws, and allogether vu-
precedented in the history of the Church.” Second.
Becanse the primary object for which such assembly
15 10 be convened—viz : 10 issue a synodical declara-
tion atfirming the article -of the ereed on baptism, is,
they cousider allozether nnealled for, inasmuch as the
decision of her Mujesty was not intended to impugn,
neither does it, in their judgment, in any degree what-
ever, impugn such avticle of the creed. Third. Be-
cause it is expressly provided in the Pastoval Letter,
calling the assembly that « the Bishop shall himself
decide what matters shall actwally be bronght under
the cousideration of the synod,’” aml « that no resolu-
tion can be deemed an act of the synod which has not
lis concurrence.”” Fourth. Because such assembly is
manifestly powerless in law, ¢ not having authority to
pass any canons or constitutions which can settle any
matter whatever, or be bindiug even upon those who
pass them, whilst it is ea’eulated 10 produce great evil
al mischief, even to the disruption of the Church,
being desiznedly intended to exhibit this diocese ns
independent in itsell, standing ont in unbecoming amd
injurious, if not schismatical, apposition 1o the Arch-
bishop of the province, and the constituted nuthorities,
by which the whole body of the Church of England is
governed.”

At cight
o’clock in the morning, when some of the furmers
were leaving, a mob had assembled, and were hooting
them on thair departure. Thestate of the town was se
much excited that it wasdeemed necessary todespateh
a telegraphic commuuication for troaps to Birmingham,
and by a special truin a troop was forwarded to Tuwm-
worth.

GATHERINGS,

Tn the manth of March, 1847, the garrison of Cape
Coast was {urnished by a detachment of the 1st West
India Regiment, under the command of Captain Au-
gustus William Murray. ‘Lhis ofiicer; having occa-
sion to leave his quarters, intrusted the key of his
room to a black servant lad, named Robert Irskine,
who reported one morning Lo the sergeant-major that
his master’s box had been broken open, and some
valuables apparently stofen therefrom.  On Captain
Mureay’s return, shortly after, without any farther
grounds of suspicion than these.facts may be thought
to imply, Robert Erskine himself was charged with
the robbery, maltreated, and locked up in the guard-
room without food or drink. The next morning, un-
der the immediate directions of Captain Murray,
Lieutenant Stewart, and a Commissary oflicer named
Swain, he was taken out by soldiers, who tied his
arms behind his back with a cord soaked in sand and
salt water, and then, introducing a stick under the li-
anlure, so tightened it by twisting hat the flesh was
cut to the bone. 'Ihis punishment was protracted for
three hours, and when the sufferer in his agony eried
out for drink, Captain Murray ordered the soldiersto
bring Lim some lime and water, which wis mixed for
whitewashing.  The object of the torture wW3s pre-
sently anined, by Lirskine’s confession that he liad
stolen the articles, and seereted them in his own
apartment ; but as soon as le was released, he re-
tracted this avowal, and declared it to have heen
made uader the instigation of torture alone.  Ou this
he was (ied up again, and subjected to the same
treatment, il he again devised some falsehood for the
sake of immediate relie/[—the alternatives of confes-
sion~—retractation and torture being continued through
a space of two days. Ou the third day the soldiers
threw L on the ground, kicked Lim violently with
their heavy boots, scarified lis face and shoulders
with a rough stone, and [inally left him fastened to an
apright post in the yard. At midnight they took him
down, ticd him to a gun in the battery, gave him six
dozen lashes, and alterwards ticd him to the post
again.  As the stolen articles were not yet forthcom-
ing, he was ultimately (hrown into the blackhole and .
further maltreated, until, at the expirztion of {en days
from his first apprehension, he was sent (o the Lospital
still alive.  T'wo days alter tlis, the missing property
was discovered in the greatcoat of a private soldier
of Captain Murray’s own corps, and on the 7th of
May Robert Erskine was brought to triul for the
imputed offence and acquilted.— 1imes.

. STATE EDUCATION. |
""We promised - in:our last, to notice a petition on’
the subject ol educaiion, for which signatures are

- | being procured-in Montreal, and which has been fa-

vorably noticed, by a considerable portion of the
Protestant press.  Our excellent correspondent, M.

{M. M., has so completely exposed the absurdity, and

anti-Gatholicity of its prayer, as to render it ahnost
a work of supererogation to add anotber word. DBut
as the subject is one of very great importance, it be-
hoves all Catholics, to be very careful, lest by their
silence they should seem to sanction, or to be indifler-
ent to, the principle contained in the-prayer of the
following petition; a prayer so repugnant to cvery

dividual, that it requires on
abborred :—

To the Honorable the Legislative Assembly of Canada,
in Proviuecial Parllament assembled.

The Petition of the -

‘Humory SupweTH,—

1st, That the Annual Reports of the Superintendent
aof Education for Canada Kast, made to the Legislature
under the authority of the present School Law, are so
vague and defective, as to furnish in no respect what
the law requires, “ a detailed report of the actual state
of Education.” Themost cursory comparison of these
reports, with those of the Superintendent for Canada
West, will, it Is confidently believed, justily this
statement,

2ud. That there are abundant evidences of the
defective condition of the schools in Canada East,
both from the want of suitably qualified teachers, and
of a proper series of school bobks..

3rd. That the schools are at present without any
direet anthoritative inspection and superintendence ;
the Superintendent not having the time to examine
schools to any adequate extent. = .

4th. That the present law does not provide for. the
exarnination of all teachers, as ought to be the case
ander a system of educalion that zims at having a
national claracter,—many of the teachers actually
employed, being withdrawn from the cognizance of
the Boards of examiners constituted under the Jaw.

5th That, while by the common consent, good teach-
ers are rarely to be found in this part of the Province,
no provision has yet been made by the Legislature for
erecting and maintaining a Norma! and general Model
School, as has been done in Canada West.

For these, and other reasons of a similar kind, your
petitioners earnestly pray for the following amend-
glents in the existing school system for Lastemn Cana-

a:— :

First. That there shall be a Board of Edueation or
Council! of publie Insiruction, as in Canada West, for
advising and instructing the Sioperintendent in certain
departments of his duties ;. directing the Normal
School that may be established'; regulating the books
used in it, and in all the schools nnder the Board ;
revising the Annual Report of the Superintendent,
and taking care that it shall give a full and minute
acecount of the siate and condition of the schools.—
Such Board to consist of nine members, of whom the
Superintendent shall be one, to be appointed by the
Governor, on the gronnd of suitable qualifications, and
withont distinction of language, or religious denomina-
tion. '

Secondly. That there shall be a Normal School,
with a general Model School connected with it; such
school fo be located. in Montreal, and to have two
departments, English and French.  Teachers certified
as having passed through the courses of instruction
given init, to be, ipso fucto, eligible lo teach in the
‘schools under the Doard. -

Third!y. That the books of the Irish National
Board be used in all the schools in which the English
Janguage is tanght, and that the Board of Kducation
be empowered 10 have books of a similar character in
the Freach language, compiled for schools in which
that language is tanght. Local Commissioners or
Trustees being empowered 1o authorise the ienchers
to give instruction in religion, during such poriion of
the school time, onee a week, as the Board shall see
fit 1o appoint; Provided always, that attendance on
such instruction shall in no case be compulsory.

- TFourthly, That there shall be Local Superintend-
ents, or Inspectors of Schools, one for each Judicial
District, or such other “territorial division of Canada
Fast, as tothe Board may seem fit'; whose duty it shall
be to visit all the schools within their several bounds,
as often as may be found practicable, and specially to
aitend an annual public examination of every school,
to authenticate the Reports of Local Commissioners
and Teachers, to report their own views on the state
of the schools, and the gualifications of Teachess 1o
the Saperintendent ; to lecture or deliver addresses to
Teachers and parents on the best mode of teaching,
and generally to promote the efliciency of the schools.
These inspectors to be at first appointed by the Doard,
and by Municipal Councils, as is the case in Canada
West, as soon as these shall be constituted in Canada
East.

Fifthly. That the Board shall have the power of
cxamining Teachers, or of appointing several Local
Beards for doing so, of which Local Boards the Head
Master of the Normal School and the School Inspee-
tors of their several districts shall be er nfficio
members; and that no school shall yeceive any
assistance from the school fund'whose Teacher is not
cortified as qualified by the Examiniug Board of the
dishicl, within which the school is located.

Sixthly. That it should be declared with greater
precision than in the present school Aet, what the
difference is between the different classes of schools
that are aided by the school fund.

Seventhly., That where difference of language

Lighthly. That. the visilors recognised by the law,

details of the petition‘that we object ; for evil; as they
undoubtedly are, and conceived in a spirit of hostility
to the -Cathalic religion, we will not waste time. in
discussing them. Our objection extendsio the whole
of the principle involved in the prayer of the petition ;
to the principle of ‘State interference-with education
at all, and; above all, with religious education: .to the
principle implicitly asserted, that the child belongs to
the State, and that therefore, the education-of the child
should be subject to State control. This principle,
subversive of ‘all personal liberty, we detest, and will
oppose ;- contending, that the child belongs, not to the
State, but to God, and - to Ilis Church: that to the
Church, and to the Church exclusively, belongs by
right, the education- of the child, over whom God,
through His Church, has a claim, prior, and infinitely
superior to any, to which the State can pretend. We
do not mean to dény, that the State is not, in duly
bound, to abstaii from putting any impediment .in.the
way ol the educalion of its citizens ; we.will even ad-
mit its right to provide means for their education,
and to furnish the necessary materiel ; but here we
contend, that its duties, and its rights cease ; and that
any attempt to control, or to dictate, as to thenature
of education to be given, is an assumption of power as
much beyond its legitimate province, asit would be for
theState, because of having erected, or paid the expen-
«ces of an hospital, to attempt to dictate, as to the mode
of treatment to be adopted towards the patients—to
prescribe the natarc and number of the sick man’s
draughts—or the ingredients of the -cathartics and
emelics to be thereim-exhibited. And yet, the State
might claim this power with some show of reason.
Draughts and boluses, vomitives and purgatives, are
facts in the natural order, of which all the members
of the State may obtain a competent knowledge.
Science may make known to us the state of a man’s
bowels, and reveal to us all the contents of his
stomach ; but cannot tell of his spiritual wants, or the
remedies for his moral ailments; and the human
reason, common to all the members of a Govern-
ment, may enable them to pronounce, upon the
strength of a blister, but not upon the truth
of a dogma. DBut education, and above all, reli-
gious education, belongs to the moral and super-
natural order, of which the temporal power can take
no cognisance, and over which it can exercise no le-
gitimate control. It has no right to teach, because it
has, of itself, no means of knowing what is truth ; for
that facully belongs to that body alone, ‘to. which
Christ committed the task of teaching all nations.
Iad we no Church, we should not then be prepared
to admit any inherent right in the State to teach: to
expect that we will do so, having a Chureh, is a
streteh of inpudence almost incredible.  Though the
Church may saerifice her rights, allowing them for a
time to remain in abeyance,, she cannot, even il she
were willing, abandon her duties, or delegate to
others, the trust which she has received {rom her Di-
vine Spouse.  The.end for which the Church was
created, was to teach:; and she cannot cease to teach,
or to claim the esclusive right of teaching, without
ceasing to be Christ’s Clnrch.

Tt is intercsting’ to observe, how, invariably, all
communities which have apostatised [ro Catholicity,
have, or are, rapidly relapsing into the habits of Pa-

‘zanism ; and how, amongst them, the idea of personal

fiberty, for which we are indebted to the Church, is
lost, or rapidlly becuming absorbed in the idea of the
State. ¢ When you find liberty,”” says Guizot, “in
the ancient civilisation, it is a political liberty—the
liberty of the citizen. It is not with his personal
liberty that man is prepossessed, but with his liberty as
a citizen.” With the ancient heathen, man was
nothing ; the State was.everything ; no wonder then,
that the State claimed the right of interfering in all
{hat regarded the individual ; or that the wisc men of
antiquity, with no beacon light to guide iheir patbs,
fell into the errors, which defile the pages of Plato or
Aristotle; and which, whilst they make us.blush for
the weakness of reason, teach us to be thankful for
the blessings of revelation. We can undersiand,
how, with the old Pagan notions of the excellence of
the State, and the insignificance of the individual,
the heathen philosophers advocated a community of
wires and children ; and looking upon each citizen, but
as a particle of sociely, taught, that education should
be public, not private—the work of the State, and
not Lhe pleasant duty of the pavent.. “Che individual
was but the slave of a tyrant State, the more de-

graded, in proportion as the State, of which he was

a particle, was independent and powerful. Christianity
first preclaimed the dignity of man, as man; tanght
him to value himself, as a being, destined for immor-
tality, for whom the Son of God had not disdained to
become Incarnate,and asbelonging, therefore, not to
the Slate, but to Him who had. purchased him with
His own mosl precious blood. TFor this idea-of per-
sonal-liberty, we are indebted to- the Chureh alone;
and just in.proporlion as men have receded from the
Clurcl, have they lost the idea of the liberty of the
individual. Now, as.of old, is heard the cry. of the
omnipotence of the State. Municipal Councils are
the idols before which we are to fall down and wor-
ship; and the Church, thrust upon.one side, as a
clumsy, antiquated- contrivance, is to be veplaced by
a Board of Liducation, or Council' of Public Instrue-
tion, appointed by Government, with the right of
choosing teachers—what books shall be made use of—
and of deciding when, and in.what manner, religious in-
struction shall be given, without regard to the * réligious
persuasion of the parents,” who are to be compelled
to pay. for these schools, in which, for any security
that is given to the contrary, Catholic children may
be crammed with the most damnable heresies? Buat,
will Cathelics submit to this? 'Will they allow them-

selves to be robbed of their money, -for the purpose

.of supporting schools, of which the Church. disap-
proves, and which, by the voice of her Sovercign
Ponliff, she has solemnly condemncd?  Shall-we al-

low the system; that bas been. finally overthrown.in-

Ireland, to be established here? God forbid.  If
Protestants desire to have schools and establishments
of thekind, prayed for in the petition, they are most
welcome to have them ; but, in the pame of justice,
and common sense, let them pay for thiemn themselves.
They have a perfect right to have their schools, but
they have no right to expect that Catholics shall con-
tribute towards their support; they have a perfect
right to make use of the books used in the Nationat
schools of Ireland, or the writings of Tom Paine,
Eugene Sue, or. any author they think.fit ;- but they
have no right to thrust them upon Catholics.
It is to compulsory payment towards the. support
of ,an educational system, condemned by the Church,
that we object, and to.wlfh no true Catho-
lic—no man who has 2-value lor liberty, will ‘ever
'submit. Let Catholies-then be on their guard ; let
them beware how..lbey lend the sanction of their
names to any petitions, upon the subject of education,
emanating _ {rom: Protestant sources.  The battle
against the.system of godless education in Ireland, has
been. nobly fought, and nobly won: it may have to be
*fought- here, over again; and here agam will it be
won, if, like the Irish, we only prove true to ourselves.

Sm,—DMy atlention has just been directed 1o a
lengthened hostile camnment appearing in- the Courier
of Mlonday, purporting to be a reply to an article
appearing i your Journal the week beforc. This
production is chiefly remarkable for two things,—
bad spirit, and bad breeding. 'T'hese qualifications, I
regrel to say, are considercd indispensable to good
composition, by the advoeates of certain principles,
and it were a’pilz.any. writer should want what is ‘so
casily obtained, -by.a simple neglect of culture. I
ain strongly of opinion however, that few gentlemer,
of any persuasion, will see any particular revelation in
the production in question, bevond the stupidity of the
author. Fis ignorance.of history, and the French
language, proves him to be but a bungler, even in the
science of fault-finding, which of all others is easiest
learned. "When men adopt this style of writing it is

sometimes their misfortune, but when t‘ipey‘become

gratuitously.and personally offensive, it then is their
fault.  "When a man is employed for the advocacy of
a cause which shrinks from the grave responsibility
of sober investigation, he has generally 1o tax his
imaginative resources rather severely, and to adopt
fancy as his text book in philosophy, profit his
standard in morals, and popular humor. for his law.
This sabservient discipline is doubtless somewhat
irksome o the intellect in the ontset ; but the Editor
of the Courter (whoever he is) seems to have got
over the initiatory difficulty, and possessing the
privileges of genius, when he comes shorl of a
historical fact, he invents it, says without the whisper
of a seruple, what he is expected to say; and like
poets and novelists, amuses his readers by peopling
an imaginary world with heroes and lheroines, born to
liim out of his own head. Sympathy for such writers,
generally lays a pathetic arrest upon any impulse to
resenfment one might experience on reading their
productions, and the ludicrous inaccuracies of their
distorted detail, blunt the edge of grave reprobation.
The limited circulation of the Clourier, however,
renders the bilious effusions” it gencrally contains,
perfectly harmless, and what nobody thinks worth
while ‘to read, you will doubtless not think it worth
your while to contradict. T seldom see the Courier
mysclf, but sympathize with these who do.

To the Editor of the True Wilness and Cathotic Chromicle.

Drar Sir,—In the Montreal Transcript of the
10th inst., I find a long Petition to Parliament, on the
subject of Education, purporting to be a Petition of the
inkabitants of (he City of Montreal. The Petition
is thus introduced {o the notice of the public:—

¢ The suggeslions contained in the following Petition
have, we understand, been approved of by the Super-
intendent of Lducation for Lower Canada, and are
generally approved of by the different denowminations
in this District of the Province. We apprave of the
principle, but despair of its being carried into effect,”
&c. ‘Then follows the Petition.

After some prefatory remarks, the first prayer of
the Pelition is, that there shall be a board appeinted,
for the purpose of advising, and instructing the super-
intendent, in certain departments of his duties;
directing the normal schoo! that may be established,
regulating the books used in.it, and in all the schools
under the board, &e. ; such board to be appointed
by the governor; on the ground of suitable qualilica-
tion, and without distinction of language or religious
denomination.

If the person who drew up that sectlion of the
Petition, expected that any Catholic would approve
of it, he must indecd be very ignorant of the tenets
and principles of Catholies. But to suppose that
Catholics would actually join in o Petition to Parlia-
ment, praying that the education of Catholic youth
skould be taken out of the hands of Cathelics, and
given over to a board, to be appointed by the gover-
nor,no matter to what religion he belenged, or whether
he had any religion at all; no matter should he hate
Catholics and Catholicity still more than Zittle John
of “ mummery and superstition® notoriety. "T'o sup-
pose that Catholics would join in a Petition, thut
their children should be Landed over to the tender
mercies of a board, to be appointed by such a gover-
nor, on. the ground of suitable qualification, and without
any distinction of religious denomination 5 be they
Infidels, be they Jews, be they Malomedans, be they
the most violent and bitter persecutors and revilers
of the Church of God it matlers not, provided they
lave what the governor may regard as the switabie
qualification, which, according to the view of the
covernor, may be a deadly hatred to every thing
Catholic, or cven a hatred of all religion, even of
Christianity itsell; such board Lo have the power of
sclecting the books to be put into the hands of their
children, &e. ; to suppose this, would be to suppose
the Catholics Jost to all sense of religion and of daty.
No! No! The Catholics are neither so stupidly
ignorant, as not to perceive this open and barefaced
attack on the religion and moralily of the rising
generation, nor so lost to a sense of duty to themselves,
to their children, to their religion, and to their God,
as not to. resist it to the death, should it be urged
upon them,

The third prayer of the Petition is, that the books
of the Irish National Board be used in all the schools
in which the English language is taught, and that the
board. be empowered to have books of a similar
character, in the French language, compiled for
schools. in which that. language is taught. Local
comumissioners or lrustecs bLeing empowered to
authorise the teachers to give instruction in religion
once a-weck, &e.

True,
according to the working of the Petition, the children
are not to bie compelled to hear the instructions of
the tsachers; but it is equally true' that children

‘THE'CZAR AND THE KING OF PRUSSIA.

© At Warsaw, we are told, the Emperor ef Russia
left the task of discussing political ‘subjects with M.
‘de Manteuffel to his Minister, Count Nesselrgde, and
has devofed his whole time .and aitentivn to render
the visit of his royal brother agrecable, and to show
to his Prussian Majesty and afl othier persons, ¢ that
this family meceting is-one of mast nerfect concilialion
and cordiality,and this by every possible mark of good
will, good taste, and refined attention.” Thus,at the
theatre, where their Majesties' sat side by side, the
King being in the place of henor, the Emperor
repeatedly took .his hiand ; and, whilst walking, the
Emperor “no less repeatedly passed bhis arm
around _the king's waist, in the most kindly
and brotherly manner.” The Czar invaria-
bly. conducted kis puest also to ‘his carriage,
when the latter quitted the Lazienki to return to the
Belvidere DPalace. At the grand parade, when a
corps of 26,000 men were assembled in the immense
square called the Oujazdof Place, the King’s horse
‘having become fidgety, the Emperor sprang from his
saddle, and, helping his brother-in-law to dismount,
placed another horse at his disposal. “"The Emperor,
also, in speaking to thie King, constantly addressed
him by the familiar designation of *“fieber Fritz;”
assumed during. the whole period of the visit, the
uniform of the Prussian'bth Cuirassiers, of which his
Imperial Majesty is colonel ;- and wore no other order
than the Prussian Black Eagle.

.AUSTRIAN FINANCES.

M. de Brack, the Austrian Minister of Commerce,
has resigned, to the consternation of the commercial
circles. A comparative balance-sheet for the years
1845—1850. lias been published by Baron Krauss,
who has had the courage to raise kis voice against the
enormous outlay for the army, which he says is the
great cause of the deficit. The public is informed
that the Emperor has already ordered a considerable
reduction of the army and general progressive re-
trenchments in the war departments.
- PORTUGAL.

On the 22nd, a new Cabinet, composed chiefly of
Progresistas or Liberals, was installed, with the Duke
of Saldanba as President of ¢he Council. Al the
new Ministers were held to be men of honor and in-
tegrity, and had all been Ministers of State before.
The new Government had assumed extraordinary
powers to put down Thomar’s law for gagging the
press. The Cortes would be dissolved, and 2 new
election take place as saon as a law could be framed
by a committee named for that purpose.

ECCLESIASTICAL TITLES ASSUMPTION BILL,

The order of the day having been read for “going
into Committee, on the Ecclesiastical Titles Assump-
tion Bill, the House resolved itself intoc Commitiee,
Mr. Bernal in the chair.
Mr. MCullagh moved, in amendment to the first
clause, the omission of the words ¢ unlawful and,”
thus declaring the Papal rescript void; but not ualaw-
ful. .
‘On a division the amendment was negatived by 179
to 43.—Mr. Keogh moved two. amendments, the first
was the insertion of the words ¢ in England® afier
¢ void,’? with the intent of exemnpting [reland from the
operation of the clause—negatived by 84 10 39; the
second to the effect that nolhing contaiued in the Act
should interfere with the ecclesiastical or spiritual
functions of the Roman Catholic Archbishops and
Bishops in the United Kingdom. A very long discus-
sion, not restricted to the amendment, bul ranging uver
the entire measure, and ssmewhat further, terminated
in o division, by which the amendment was negatived
by 344 against 59.

Mr. Sadleir moved another amendment; which was
negatived by 278 to 47.—Mr. Keogh moved a proviso,
to the effect that no indictment or other criminal pro-

‘ceedling should lie under the first clause.—Mr. Rey-

nolds moved that the Chairman report progress.—
Lord J. Russell expressed his conviction that public

-opinion would condemn the eourse taken by honorable

members,.in making the same motion over and over
again, but he would not object to their having some
time to reflect upon theirconduct.

The House then resumed, the Chairman reported
progress, and obtained leave to sit agdin.

LORD TORRINGTON’S ADMINISTRATION AT CEYLON,

Mr. H. Baillie then rose to move a series.of resolu-
‘tiong having reference to the {ate administration of
Lord Torrington as Governor of Ceylon.  These reso-
lutions declared that the measures of repression and
purishment adopted, during the disturbances:in the
-island, were excessive ; that the severities were con-
tinzed after the disturbances had ceased ; that the long
.maintenance of martial law was in the highest degree
-arbitrary and oppressive ; and that Lord Grey, in offi-
cially adopting and appraving the policy of Lord Tor-
rington, had acted in a precipitate and injudicious
.manner, calculated to establish -precedents -of rigor,
.and injurious to the national character for justice and
humanity. The hon. member. supported his resolu-
tions by an elaborate detail, both of the cireumstances
-attending the rebellion in Ceylou, and of the subse-
‘quent proceedings before the Committee of Inquiry.
Tt was now for the House 'to say whether they too
would : pronounce -their sanction and approval. In
spite of . great ditficulties, and of the eblogny he had
brought.upon himself, he had- not shrunk from doing
his duty in this case,and he hoped that .the House
would come to a determination caleulated (o maintain
‘the honor of the Crown, and .also that character for.
justice which had'been so long, .and in modern times
80 eminently, characteristic -of “all the-acts and pro-

“was-uot done in the case of Lord Torrington, whose
qualifications for the ligh post allotted him were, hav-
ing been a railway director and building cow-sheds.

Larl Grosvenor justified the poliey pursned by Lord
Torrington, on account of the exizeney in which he
fouud the colony placed. ‘

Mr. Roebuck referred to (he ariginal terms on which
we had obtaived possession of Ceylon. It had vot
grown up under a process of civilised colonisation.
The hou. member then alluded to some of tiie special
-cases bronght forward, especially 1o the summary
execution of the Cingalese priest in his sacerdotal
robes ; and after justifying the course adopted by the
authorities, enforced the conclusion that the eapital
punishment inflicted upun eighteen prisoners was re-
quired as an example, and did not exceed the measure
of rigor demanded by the necessilies of the then pend-
ing crisis,

A biief discussion, characterised by much warmth
on both skies, ensued ; the resumption of the debate
was fixed for the ensuing Thursday.

THE CEYLON INQUIRY.

The adjourned debate on Ceylon was resumed by
Sir J. W. Hogy, who entered into 2 long defence of the
course followed by the Ceylon Committee, in the con-
duet of the inquiry with which they were charged,
and a personal explanation of the part he had himself
been bournd to take.

Mr. Hawes, in opposition to the motion, justified
Earl Grey for having conveyed his approbation o Lord
Torrington, immediately after receiving an account of
the insurrectionary movement, and of its being puf
down,

After speeches fiom the Attorney-General and Lord
Hotham, ‘

Lord J. Russell said he could not allow the debate
to cluse without expressing the view with which Go-
vernment took of the conduet of Lord Torrington and of
the question before the House, which Mr. Gladsione
had narrowed to two issues—the prolongation of mar-
tial J]aw, and the number of executions. e took a
rapid view of the general administration of Lord Tor-
rington. The government had not expressed any dis-
approbation of Lord Torringtow’s conduct in dealing
with the rebellion ; and, in his opinion, confidence
ought 1o be placed in the goveruoraof a colony, and the
Government ought not, as a Guvernment, to throw cen-
sures upon measures of which lhe was more likely 1o
judge rightly. ’ .

M. Disraeli aslked why, with the sentiments he now
expressed, the noble lord yielded to ‘clamor, and
granted the Commiltee 5o easily? Touching upon
the subjeet of the proceedings under martial law, Mr.
Disraeli matntained that they were dangerocs to 1lie
tenure of the colony, and observed that he looked to the
responsibility of the Colonial Minister, with which he
fixed him, not because he had approved these mea-
sures in the first instance, but because he had repeuted
and confirmed that approbation at a recent period.

ECCLESIASTICAL TITLES ASSUMPTION BILL.

This Bill hag been altered so much that its early
admirers will hardly recoguise it withiout an introdue-
tion. Here it is as<ameunded by the Commitee 27—

o Wheras divers of her Majesty’s Roman Catholic
subjects have assimed 1o themselves the titles of
archbishop and bishop of pretended sees or divceses,
within the United Kivgdom, under color of analleged
authority given to them for thut purpuse by a ceruin
brief, rescrint, or letters apostolical from the see of
Rome, purporting to have been given at Rome oy the
29th September, 1860: And whereas by the Act of the
‘10th George 1V, ¢. 7, after recitivg that the Protestaut
Episcopal Church of England and lreland, aud the
doctring, discipline, and government thereof, aud like-
wise the Protestaut Presvyterian Church of Scotland,
aud the doetriuve, discipliue; and government thereof,
were by the respective Acts of union of England and
Seotland, and of Great Briton and [reland, established
permauently and inviolably, aud that the right and title
of archbishops to their vespective provinces, of bishops
to theirsees, and of deans to their deaneries, as well
in England as in Lreland, had been settled and esta-
blished by law, it was enacted, that if any person,
after the commencement of that Act, other than the
person thereunto anthorised by law, should assume or
use the name, style, or title of archbishep of any
province, bishop of any bishoprie, ordean of any dean-
ery, in Knglawd or Ireland, hie shonld for every such
offence forteit and pay Lhe sum of one hundred pounds
aud whereas it muy be doubted wheiher the recited
enactmeut extends o the assumption of the title of
archbishopor bishop ofa pretended provinee or diccese,
or archbishop or bishup of a city, place, or tesritory,
oi dean of any pretended deanery in fBugland or Treland,
not being the see, province, ordiocese of any archbishop
or bishops, or deanery of any dean recoguised by law;
but the attempt lo estublish, under cofor of authority
from the See of Rome or otherwise, such pretended
sees, provinces, or divcese or deaneries, is illegal and
voicl+ Al whereas it is expedieutto prohibit the as-
sumption of such titles in respect of any places withiu
the United Kingdom: Be it therefore declared and
enacted by the Queen’s most excellent Mujesty, by
and with the advice und consent of the Lorils spiritual
and temporal, and Commons in this present Parlia-
ment assembled,and by the authority of the same, That

THE GREAT EXHIBITION.

On Salurday the period for 5s. admissions terminat-
ed, and in @ wanuer which reminded one of the last
night of & favorite actor, There were thousands
assembled at the entrunces before the doors opened,
and when twelve oelock struek, no excited and
expectant audience ever rushed into the pit of a
theatre with greater eagerness. In a space of time
which appeared incredibly short, the galleries and
nave were swarming with visiturs,  During the morn-
ing a few invalids in Bath-clitirs were allowed to
enter and be whee.ed round.  Just before twelve they
collected in a circle round the ¢ Kohi-i-noor,”® of which
they were detenuined to bave the first sight as it
emerged from the iron prison which confines it.—
TFrom twelve till for o'clock the influx of people never
ceased for a moment, and some idea of the vast numn-
bers assembled muy be futmed trom the fact that
5,078l. was taken at the doors. There were thus
during the day 20,312 persons who paid the 5s,
entrance fee, and the number of season ticket holders
could not have heen tess than 10,L00 10 15000, mak-
ing altogether from 30,0000 35,000 visitors.

Tue First-Suitrive Dav.—On Monday, to the
aslonishment of almost everybody, notwithstanding
the fall of price to ls., the interiov of the Crystal
Palace was not so mucl crowded as usual. A great
crush was anticipated, and the consequence was, that
a comparulively sl womber ciune. Up to five
o’clock only 21,258 persons emtered the baikling, and
the receipts al the duors fel] to Y200 This, with the
sile of season tickets, made awtal of Y60, —an im-
mense decline from the amount collecied on Saturday,
The visitors appeared chiclly 1o beiong 10 the middia
class ot suciety, and few {ustian juckets were observed
among them.

The Daily News says:—¢ Sixty thousand was the
smallest nmnber of visitors amtivipated, and placards
bad been aetvally prepared, aimouncing the closing of
the deors on the adiniszion of that namber.  Wouden
barriers had been prepared at the varions entrances to
prevent pressure, atid two hundred additional police-
men were called into requisition 1o preserve onler.—
The whole of the road Hiom Piceadilly 10 the ennance
of the palace was biscated Ly constables at stuted
distances, to regulite the vehicalar ebb and flow, and
meunted patrols rode up and down 1o see that ¢ the
tules of the roud’ were not iufringed on.  In short, as
many precautious were luken as1f an irruption of the
Huns had been anticipated, but 1o the suipiize of every
ong, the first shilling day was the most tranguil and
erderly since the never-to-be-forgutten st of May.—
Lnstead of the slowly progressing procession of earria-
ges, ten abreasl, which Dblocked up the road on
Saturday, the ordinary omnibusses, aml a solitary eab
now and then formed the eutive of the moining
carringe traitie, and the trolloirs exhibited no grreater
show of pedestrians than might Le seen in the samo
gnarier ou any onlinary swmser’s days.  Atthe usual
period of opening, there were not more than a 1,000
persons about the doors, nor did they inerease during
the day to auything like the erowdl of the previous
Saterday. It has thus appeared ibat the opening of
the Crystal Pulace ata pupular price had not stirred
or excited the depths ot the Loudon population—no,
nol in one hundredih degree of whut the Derhy raco
on lpsom Downs had done. And, instead of the
avtisan population flocking to Hyde Pask to honor
Saint Monday, for once in a rational way, the masses
held alouf.””  The Duily News goes on to quote this as
an instance of “1hie most startling, and at the same
time the most fearful fict of moden: times, we mean
