PANCY CHEESE AND BUTTER.

The World’s Fair is likely to encourage
the best results Irom our dairy farmers,
as there will be o contest for every
month’s make, throughout the season. Se-
lections of cheese from Cape Breton,Prince
Edward Island, New Brunswick, Nova
Scotin and Quebee Provinee have natural-
Iy found a halting place in Montreal.
Our producers now suceessiully imitate
English cheddars, and ofther fancy makes,
and hesides the previously universal round
box, the cheese is now sometimes packed
in shallow flat pases. A good denl of
cheese has-gone forward for show pur-
poses solely, without strict atteution ta
quality, but fulure shipments are to stand
inspection and uphold  Canadn's reputa-
tion. The sizes range all the way from
b to 1,000 1bs. Some of the packages
were highly polished, or varnished, but
ws ‘the exhibits will be shown stripped at
Thicago, ‘the utility of such effort may
be doubted. Good judges ave of opinion
that Canada will make an exeellent show,
apart from the large central cheese, about
which reference has frequently been made.
As butter w not such o keeping artiele
as cheese, little, if any, of lasi season’s
make Will be shown, but there is little
doubt 1hat the consignments to beo made

will prove that the Dominion ecan exhia
bit something in this line equal to the
best. .

THE STOCK AND .GRAIN MARKETS.

Considering the severity jof the recent
panies on the New York Stock Exchange,
and the collapse in wheat, it is & matter
for surprise that mothing occurred here
beyond 4 flurry and ‘genernl disturbance
of operations. There ‘would, however,
have heen some serious disasters had not
the bauks come to the rescue. Such ae-
commodation, however, is neeessarily tem-
porary, a tiding over to a time of more
confidence. That time, so far as Stock
Exchange operations are concerned, has
not arrived, nor is‘there much hope of its
appearing at present. * Hence the disguie-
tude which prevails, and the danger that;
in spite of the temporavy relief aiforded,
the trouble averted will break out again,
and prove serious to those who were
caught unprepared for the collapses in-
duced by the New York panies. We are
not auxious to appear as alarmists, but
otherwice. Btill, it is folly to play the
ostrich- triek in tthe presence ol known
conditions, euch as now cxist. The only
safe courso is to exercise thoe grentest cau-
tion; {o prepare for threatened conting
weneios eore it is too late; as troubles
may often be made far less disastrous by
being boldly met half way, and arranged
with. The policy of  drift,” is madness
when ‘the rapids are near, if by any exer-
tion, by any sacrifice, the fntal erisis may.
be averted. We can only trust the efoud
over the stock and grain markets may be
lifted in time to aveid grave disturbances
ol credit, gnd calamitons failures. The
proposed organization of o mew discount
enterprise is significant of the pressure
for a cerfnin elass of loans. We shall
comment upon this in our next issue.

ienced considerable surprise at the ad-
a-r‘e.;,-sés of the President and General
General Manager,

In almost identical terms they both
declared, ** the commercial business of
Canada is in a sound condition, and
trade, on the whole, has been falrly sat-
isfactory Quring the past year.” The
President ‘emphasized this Ly adding,
“ espeelally in Ontario and Quebee.”

Although some sharp criticisms were
offered by several sharcholders, they
were confined to points in regard to de-
tails of management, not o word hav-
ing been utitered to challenge the above
verdiet.

Not satisfied with this broad state-
ment Sir Donaid Smith speeilically al-
luded..to. a..large Ilncrease have tuken
place in manufactures, especially of cot-
{ons and woollens ; to o great improve-
ment having taken place in the dry
goods trade; to the progress made in
the boot and shoe trade, which is one
of the great industries of the country
10 the lumber business being better than
for some years previous, with bright
prospects for the future.

Turning to agrieultural affairs, he
pointed out that while the yield of
wheat was less than cxpeéted and
prices very low, the farmers had reaped
grent profits from cattle and eheese
whielh had brought them something like
“As a
whole,” sald the President, “ the farm-
ers are in a very independent position,_
and can look upon themselves as being
ati least, as well off as the farmers of
any other country.”

In regard to immigration the judg-
ment was expressed that sulficlent care
had not been taken to secure the besh
class of settlers. This is now being
carclully looked to, so that more recent
arrivals are more promising. Turning
to our foreign trade the President spoke
hopeiully of the new connections being
made with Australla by a line of steam-

ers to which we refer more fully in an-
other eolumn. )

It was with no gmdll, and very justi-
fiable pride, that reference was made
to the Bank of Monlreal having been ap-
pointed the agents of the Government
of Canada. We fully endorse the praise
given to the London Manager, Mr, Leng,
for his courtesy to Canadians when in
England,

Mr. Clouston, the General Manager;
geems to have thought the pleture
drawn by the President, a little in need
of shading, as cvew a plhotograph may
suffer from over brillinnee of light. He
therefore took the same cantionary tone
we reeently expressed, by aairising those
in charge of the purse strings of the
country to draw them tightly during
the coming yecar.

Although, as he stated, the commer-
clal condition of Canada was in o sound
condition, there still existed a dlsturb-
ing clement in the unsettled state of
the silver and currency questions in tho
States, which must be brought into o
morve satisfactory condition hefore o
thorough return of confidence can be ex-
peeted either here or in London. As
evidenee of the improvement in Canada
the number and extent of bad debts was
shewn to have been reduced, the total
for 1892-93 lhaving been $12,000,000,
whercas those of the previous year were
$16,000,000.

Mr. Clouston did the eouniry a secr-
vice by speaking out so boldly in regard
to the need for more public cconomy.
His words wlill, we trust, be miarked,
learned, and inwardly digested by all
classes from our governmental rulers to
those  with
*The coming year,” said Mr. Clouston,

lower responsibilities,
“ghould be o period of cconomy, and
that applies to governments, clties and
munieipalitics, as well as the commer-
cial community, for we have been spend-
Ing too much money ; too many subsi-
dies to railways, t0o many expensive

CA

works and too mueh good money wast-
ed.” !

“Spending too mueh money,” applies
with too mueh foree to this Proﬁncc,
hence its financial difficulties, and to
ihis city in excessive outlays for impro-
vements phead of time, which have
made our loeal burthens oppressive.

We congratulate the General Manager
on his wisdom in declining to enter the
markets of the old country for deposits,
LEven had the price of them left a good
profit the rececipt of large sums from
foreign depositors would have been a
mistaken step. Strangers to Canada,
having no other interest in our affairs
beyond being depositors in our bunks;
are peeuliarly lable to be acted upon by
influences from which our own people
are free, influences which disturb con-
fidence, and induce them to call for
their money ab times, and under circum-
stanees that might cause the holders
serious Incouvenienee., The value of de-
posits to a banker is seriously lowered
whenever there is any special uncer-
tainty as to their relability as a per-
manent or average amount. ,Forc]gn‘
deposits have that uncertainty, they
are therefore undesirable.

Another statement by dMr. Clouston
wag very grabilying to hear, the poliey
it Indlcates justifies those very high ex-
pressions of confidence in his manage-
ment which fell from the President and
other speakers. The General Manager
suld : “It Is my carnest desire to keep
the shares of the Dank entively out of
the realm of speculation and place them
them In the same category as Govern- .
ment securities, where the sharcholders
may be assured of undoubited sufety and
enjoy a fixed dividend. With that ob-
ject in view you will understand that it
is my aim morc to maintain and in-
crease the high ﬁi;uudin_g ‘of the biuﬂ_é -
rather than attempt to force largé pro-
fits” o 9

It i o matter upon which, not the
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Bank only, hut the Dominlon at large,
enn be felleitated that, the Presidemt
felb able to affirm, “at no time has
ihe Bank of Montreal been in a better
position to do its duty to the sharg-
holders and the publie {hiue at present,”

INSURANCE POACITING.

The fact Is Httle known that an en-
ormons vohume of Insurance business is
done by American companies in  Cin-
iula, who are not represented here by
a single agent.  They have no locus
standl of any kind.

These operators aveld all the burth.
ens of nutional, piovineinl, and muui-
eipal taxation. They have not a cent
on deposibt with the governmerit, like
all the companies hiave wlth awhieh
they conipete. They enjoy all the priv-
lleges of owr police and fire protective
systems without contributing a dollar
to thelr support.

They canvass for business by letters
offering better terms than can be al-
forded by loenl companles which have
to Dbear their share, a heavy one, ot
the expenses'o? runicipal management
and of those of the government, They
are like poachers, who kill gamg whiceh
they neither own, nor help to fecd.

They enjoy the privilege of doing busi-
which

ness in this  way In Canada,

Canadinn  companies are prohibited
from doing in the countbry ‘frow which
they operate in owr domain, Lheyhave
no hrokerige Lo pay—i heavy ‘draw-
back to our loeal compiuitics—no In-
spectors ‘to maintain, nor any of the
ordinary coste of this husiness when
locally established,

It is estimated thab at least fifteen
millions of Canadian [lire insurnnce
risks are being carried by United States
compidnles which do not contribute 2
cenb In any way to Cahada, The mat-
Ler demandds the dtteution of the gov-
ernment, ag this competition Is o elear
evasion ol our insurance laws—Iib is a
kind of smuggling done s0 ingeniously
as to escape the just pentilties of that
crime. .

It would be eompetent for thie govern-
ment to demand & relurn from property
owners of the class \\'hosulrisks aro
carried by these foréign companies,
slating the name of the company in
which they are jnsured, the extent of
{he risks, and the amount of premiums.

Upoun all such business equity requires
that o tax be levied to an extent that
would, at least, place "those outsiders
on a level with the compaunies in Can-

ada, It s not the least injurions fea-

ture of this elandestine ‘mode of doing
Insurance from a forelgn ceritre, that
the whole of the premiums are exported
nel io the United States.

Turther, the extent of thls business
renders the oificial return of insurance
risks in foree in Canada, utterly er-
roncous Ly many millions. We submit
then that the subject Is worthy the
attention of the government.

CANADA ON THE AUSTRALIAN
ROUTLE.

The London Times gives great pro-
minence to an announcement that there
fs an assured certainty that Canada
will in the future be on th¢ main road
from Turope to Australla.

The signifiennce of this from an Im-
perinl standpoint can hardly be cxag-
gerated, Its Importance also to the
Dominion as a new factor In its trade
development Is great. )

The Australian Steamship Company
has had two steamers built to run from
Sydney to Vancouver. The T imes afl-
firms that not only will this line even-
tually carry the bulk of the freight to
and from Australasia, but that this will
be the route for passengers who are
making a tour of the world, & trip:
which is attracting o very large num-
her of passengers, which will be increas-
ed in the opinion of the ¢ Thunderer,”
wihen the attractions of Canadian scen-
cry beecomes more known.

The vessels have been Inspected by the
Direetor of Naval Construction, with a
view to their being vanked at the Ad-
miralty as available for gerviee in case
of war, thus identifying the trans-Can-
adian route to Australia with the Im-
perial serviee,

Auvnexation by this will have another
nnil driven into Its coffin, as Great
Pritain would never permit a seetion of
its chief and best route to the Bast and
{0 Australasin to\pass under a foreign
flag.

The trade this will develop with Brit-
ish Columbia in meats is expected to be
Inrge, as dead meat could be delivered
in that provinee fvom__:}ustraliu. ab, 8
cenls per pound, whieh Is less than half
the priec that now rules there as B. C.
is not a grazing country. The supply
of wool also would be cnlarged, and
prospecets are bright for considerable ex-
ports from Canada of agricultural im-
plements, pinnos; household goods, and.
of other needs of the Australasian col-
onfcs. .

The O. P. R., though not directly in-
{erested 1s making special arrange-

‘ments to make thls new route to Aus-'

tralia as attractive and the service as
rapid and pericet as possible. One
great advantage both to certaln classes
of freight, and to all passengers, will
be the entire avoidance of the great
heat which must be encountered in the
present” route. Another will be the
breaking in upon the monotony of so
long a trip by crossing the continent
from thls port to Vancouver, as it is
certain that Montreal will be a station
on this Interesting route,

The distance Irom En_g'lund to Sydney
will be covercd 'in 33 days, thus redue-
ing the time spent on the ocean steam-
ers to 26 days, which will sound inered-
ible to those wiio have made the Aus-

-tralian passage,

We need hardly say that Sir Charles
Tupper has taken the liveliest interest
in this new route. It was through his
exertions the new steamers were
brought under the notice of the Admir-
alty. .

Shippers and manufacturers cannot
too early realize that this summer they
can land goods at Sydney and Melbourne
in twelve to fourteen days after leaving
Canada., Already arrangements are
made for shipments to us of carcases of
mutton, also oranges, lemons and other
tropieal fruits, and return cargoes of
Canadian products.

SUBURBAN ANNEXATION,

The tendency of large cities to throw
off around them a number of villaga
suburbs arises from the eircumstances
Resi-
dence in the rear, and over stores and

and condlitions of modern life,

offices, is not mercly opposed to the
present and growling taste for more
comfortable .and ambitious dwellings,
but is too cxpenéive nmow the demand
for offices and warcrooms has s0 in-
ereased. B

Cities, we may rest satisfied, mush
have residentinl suburbs ine these doys.
The question then is a very pressing
one, in what way are these outlying
places to be governed ? There is not a
single provision of a municipal nature
which is not as necessary in the fringe
of a city as in the centre.

Police, water servlce, fire protection,
drainnge, sidewalks, roadways, light-
ing, are ecach and all requisites for the
Tiealth and safety of suburban places.

Is it advisable then to allow a.num-
ber of small municipalities to be formed
around o elty, each onc provided by it-
self with these equipments ? Is it not

e
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wiser, more cconomical, and equitable
for those who make their living Inside
a eity, but who reside outside its limits
to have those limits so extended as to
embrace these suburbs ?

Experience is dead against the con-
tinuance of such o system of suppos-
cd independent munieipalities. They
are o menace to the health and to the
progress, and the good government of
{he eentre from swhenee their whole in-,
come is derived.

In the matter of police it Is exeeed-
ingly embarrassing at times in the ad-
ministration of justice for those charg-
ed with police protection to be separat-
ed into indepcn(ient seetions, having no
common .cenitre of  comtrol, no
common system, and oeeasionally even,
with antagonistic Interests. It is not
well for police purposes to have these
divisions, nor is it cconomical for
cach suburlr to have its constabulary
foree organized thus indcpendently,
cach with its own chief, and adminis-
trative burcau.

It would be casy to adduce proof
that justlee has been thwarted, and the
gafety of property, and of the person,
seriously risked by the neeessarily im-
perfeet system of police service whieh
the suburban municipality system in-
volves. Criminals, well known to the
defeetives of o elty, have made adjacent
villages a refuge, and base of operations
with impunity and immunity. In one
Canadian city a certaln class of dan-
gerous characters were driven .out by
perslstent ralding, and prosccutions,
but they merely erossed the city limits
and carried their illicit business into a
number of adjacent villages. N

A waoter supply equal to modern re-
quirements demantls a central station,
under eentral control and management.
TFor a number of outlying villages to
have a proper water serviee is impos-
sible unless advantage is taken of pro-
visions made for the adjoining. city,
which is not a fair, nor o convenient
arrangement. . ‘

So also the dralnage question, thig
Is a very grave matter. Montreal has
had to pay heavily in reputation for
health, because of the defective drain-
age which is unavoidable In a suburban
village. Suburbs, too, have suffered in
this respeet. But it is in regard to fire
protection that the suburban muniei-
pality system is so utterly defective.
All about this city are places which
rely upon {he elty fire protection ser-
viee when fires occur,

The, bon?t then of these munieipalities

as to their low rate of taxation is o
very vain and hollow one. They pay .a
low rate of taxation beeausc of the in-
eificiency of thelr pl'ov'lslon for the
health, safety, convenlence, and fire
protection of the inhabitants, and be-
cause they rely upon those costly equip-
ments owned by the eity being atb thein
serviee when needed.

As a general rule, too, the financial
poliey ol smaller municipalities is irre-
gular and untvise. There Is o latent

_conviction Pprevalent that some day

they will be annexed, and they go on

_piling up a debt in anticipation of un-

loading mpon the city at large.

The municipalities proposed to be
united to this city are seven, with a
total population of 13,872, an average
of 1,982, with a gross expenditure year-
1y of $65,378, or $t.71 per head, which
is about $28 per family, which does not
indicate any remarkable economy of
management.

The Cote St. Antolne desires to retain
its power to prohibit the sale of liquors
within its bounds. That is fe:isiblc,
but'If the people of the Cote are suppos-
ed to be prohibitionists, that is a mere
supposition.

Wc trust the committee appointed to
arrange a basis of amuexation will be
successiul in submitting one that will
ensure 1ts aceeptance, ag we regard this
comprehension of our suburbs within
one municipal system in the bLest in-
terests of all interested.

THE STREET RAILWAY COLLAPSE,
- While disposed to make every allow-
ance to the local street car company
for the difficultics they are under, it is
impossible to avoid the eonviction that
there is something radically wrong in
the manggemert.

Some months ago we prodded the com-
pany, in coneert with our contempora-
ries, until it awoke from its slumbers
and began to rccognize to what time
in the century we had arrived. Depu-
tations of citizens who pleaded for o
better serviece were told, in terms more
curt than wise, that the public conr
venience was no coucern of the Street
Car Company. "The present condition of
the service suggests the old query, “can
the leopard change his spots 7

‘We have asked before, and relterate
the question, * Why s it that Mont-
veal has probably the worst car sers
viee of an); ¢ity on this continent ? »
It is no answer to plead the local eli-
matic conditions, for we are within a

few days of mld-summer, yet the cars .

AN/

are running helter skelter, on o “ 2o as
you please " plan, which pleases no one
but aggravates all who use the railway.

It is a mere subterfuge to speak of our.

“ Qiffieult grades,” for the serviee is as
bad on routes that are almost a dead
level, as in others That are steep. Be-
sides the grade dlffieulty is really no
factor at all in an eleetrie service.
The cars on Yonge street, Toronlo,
run up hill for two miles as steadily as

Pulimans, and with the regularity of a '

good clock. In that eity nearly all the
motor cars have a * trailer  attached
g0 . that overerowding, ag afuld, ix
avolded. S BRSO A

There are more cars derailed in this
city every day than ecould be seen else-
where in a month, An Informant tells
us that, in taking the round by the Belt
Line recently, Iie was in three ears that
ot oif the track.

It is o common experience to walit
from fifteen to thirty minutes for o car
and then find three or four following

. each other at one minute intervals.

This “ bunching ” of ears seems a Tav-
orite device of the management, if that
can be called management which shows
a total lack of system, of order, and of
head work, A

How comes it to pass that, S6. Cath-
erine and Craig streets, that are level,
fave eleetric motor cars, while on

others, where four horses are needed, .
the necessary provision for eleetric enrs

is not provided ? Why ave the condue-
tors permlited to stop cars on signal
at any spot {o pick ‘up passengers,
when in all praperly managed Iines
there are fixed stopping places, which
art indicated by a notlee on the nearest
telegraph pole, “ cars stop here ?

Sueh pertlnent questions might be
multiplied, for in a number of poinfs
our car serviee Is a mysterious exhibi-
tion of “how not to do it,” so as to
serve publie convenienee, and add to the
company’s revenuc, for one involkes
the other,

The excuse that sufficlent power is
not available Is a miserable apology,
it only demonstrates the lnck of fore-
sight in conuneuclng to orgallze an el-
ectric gervice before the neeessary plant
was on hand.

To hear the comments of visitors on

our street car gerviee Is enough o rouse
the temper of a saint to cxplosion
point. Not less Irrltating, too, is it to

note the benlgn, sheepish complaceney;

and indifference which so many clti-
zens exhiblt over this utiter disgrace to
the city, which now is, as lor years
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past, the Montrenl Street Car Coms
pany’s scervice, )

The only matter that is satisfactory
is the paticnce and politeness of the
officlnls on the cars. We have a con-
vietlon that & committee drafted from
the conduelors, motor-men, and trans-
fer agents, would manage the line with
more efficlency, and evidence of brains
than arve now manifest, If that can-
not be done, we suggest that the man-
agers be putb in eontact with an clee-
tric baltery, the current might rouse
them to'life.

DURAIION OF LIPS UNDER VARIOUS
CONDIIIONS.

At the lagt meeting of the Insuranece
Institue of Ireland, Sir Charles Camer-
on, M.D., deltvered a lecture before the
members on the “ Durntion of Human

Life Under Various Conditions.”  He

~showed the Influence of climate, oceu-

pation, sex, matrimony, density of pop-
ulation, and mental condition upon life
duralion, and gave o number of vital
statisties of a mosb interesting charae-
ter. Ile remarked that Trom the equa-
tor Lo the 20bh degree of latitude 85
persons out of every 1000 died annual-
ly, while from the GOth to the S0
degree of Iatitude only one In 50 died
annuilly. Me polnted out how sani-
tary improvements in India had great-
ly inereased the lenglh of Lhe lives of
Buropeans  in that country. He, dis-
cussed the question, ean Buropeans be-
come acelimatized in tropical or sub-
tropical countries, and thought they
might becowe so in those reglons that
were several thousand feet above the
gen level,  An immense number of sta-
tistics showing the Influence ol oceu-
pation upon health was given, 1t was
shown Lhat elergymen lived longer than
lawyers, and lawyers than medical men.
In some trades life was very short, as,
for example, among cutiers, metallifer-
ous, miners, quurrymen, workers in
potiery, and those engaged in the sale
of liquor., 'The Influence of density of
population was shown by the fact that
where it was ab the rate of 56 persons
per square mile, the death-rate was 15
puersows per 1000 living, while with a
densily of 2000 per square mile the rate
was 27 per 1000 and upwards. Tho
influenee of maxringe on longevity was
very favorable. From 25 to 30 years
of age married men died at the rato
of G per 1000; unmarried men ab the
rate of 10, and widowers at the mte
of 22 per 1000. After forty yedrs tha
longevity of marrtied women is muely

greater than that of unmarricd women.
It Is only in the case of malés under
20 that cellbates have an average over

" Benedicts. Marrled males under 20 die

at the same rate as men aged from 65
to 70. Lo

The density of population as an un-
favorable factor in human life is mani-
fest here. This elty 1s too crowded fon
health, the abscnee over wide areas of
spaces between the rears of dwellings,
is well adapted to the lowering of vital-
ity, especially in the young. Although
Montreal is exceptionally well off for
public squares, it is a question whether
the sanitation of the city would not
have ‘been ‘better served by a large por-
tion of the space they oceupy, having
been devoted to the extension of lots
In the rears of some 6f the blocks.

The figures relating to the compar-
ative healthfulness of young married
men is based upon a fallacy, T'rom 25
to 80 of them dic at the rate of 6 per
1000, and the bachelors at the rate of
10. But is it not the faet that the ab-
stinence from marfiage is a proof of
a low state of physical he:dilth ? Young
men belween 25 and 30 do not dic be-
cause ‘they are unmarried, but they are
unmarried because they are gickly. O!
course there are exceptions, as marriage
Is o check upon habits which arve im
fmical to health, and provide care and
nursing to the lack of which the death
of many young men is due.

Why widowers from 25 to 30 years
of age dic at over double the ratio of
either the single or marvried, is o mys-
tery, which the theory of their pining
away does not solve, nor the removal
ol domestic comforts and restraints. We
are disposed to doubt Dr. Cameron’s
figures on‘this point.

The superior longevity of marvried
women should be a wariing to those
of the sex who are bititen by the modern
crnze of woman’s independence upon
whiel Nature has seb her condemnabion
by killing them off in thelr prime. The
mortality of marricd males under 20,
and of females also we may add, con-
veys Its own legson. ‘The mortality
returns convey the very old lesson, “It
is not good for man to be alone,” now
woman either.

T11E DOMINION BANK REDPORT.

The report of the Dominion Bank

reads Lo o considerable extent like an

ccho of that of preeceding ycar., 'Lha
neb profits are slightly below those of
1892, ab which there can be no surprise
when the disturbed state of the money,

market is comsidered, and the conse-

quent necessity for that eaution belng

pursued which is & marked charaeter-
istle of the management. The same

The proportion of the de-
posits held by the Dominon Bank .to
amount of its capital, which gives it
guch large dividend earning powers,
vow stands as, 100 to 656, that is, for
every $100 upon which it hasvto pay a
dividend, it has the use of $636 of de-
posits. The funds provided by the in-
crease last year were absorbed and util-
ized by an inerease in current loans and
advances on call of $256,000, in enlarg-
ed balances held in the U. 8., ol $291,-
000, and further Investments In muni-
¢ipal, and other debentures of $218,000.
I'he meetings ol this bank are charae-
terized by an entire abstinenee from of-
ficial comments, or eriticisms by share-
bolders. While the judgment of so able,
and so experienced a banker as Mr.
Bethune upon the financial situation

QUL FRESH FISH SUPPLY.

An BEnglishman or IFrenchman remem-
hering  the discussion \nbout the North
Adilantic and Pacific fisheries, freshly
brought to mind by the Behring Sea con-

troversy, would be vastly surprised fo hear

that Montreal obtained her summer sup-
plies of Iresh fish from Portland. We
have all heard that the Amerienn cod
lishing grounds are exhnusted, that the
mackerel fleet is obliged to enter Cana-
dian waters or go home light, and_ that
all sorts of conbrivances have bLeen ve-
sorted to, to obtain supplies of bait ab
Newfoundland and Canadien ports. In
faet, all the world is supposed to know
thot our American cousins have the mar-
kets but that Canada has tho fish. And
yet Halifux and St. John, although quite
willing to eompete in the winter, sending
fresh, frozen fish on here by the carlond,
drop oub of sight so soon as the balmy
The fish

are bred in Canadian waters and becomo

duys of epring are ushered in.

A Montreal im-
porier said: It takes two days or more
o get on fish from Halifux, whereas, you
can telegraph to Portland at four in the
afternoon dind have them here at six or
seven the mext morning. ‘There is lc per
. duty on fresh fish from the States, but
Ualifax fish alwuys costs us wmore, minus
the duty. The frouble is that no Cana-
dian port has got the estublished trade
and shipping and other facilities of Port-
fand. 16 s suel large market that they,
have always gotithe fish, there is no wait-
ing for craft to come in, as there might
Le wt & smaller portl”  As an instance
ol slow going methods one man instunced
the recent shipwent ;of two barrels of
fresh () herrings on  the stewwmer,
Beaver.” They hadito be sent buek as they,
had been six or seven days on, pussage and
were consequently uumarketable. Another
instapee concerns lobstoers, On  arrival
of order below for imniedinte shipmeni Lo
Menireal the lot had to be sent Jor by
vessel to another port.  High winds kept
the bout buek, and the consequence was
she missed a train, causing another se-
rious delay. ‘The upshot was that in-
stead of ‘the ordinury two days’ time, cal-
culated upon, the shipment did not come
to hand for four or five days, o delay
more than anmple to cause canceliantions of
orders all round. The development of our
oyster, lobsler and salmon fisherics, and
the protection of mackerel and other comn
mereial fishes, are important measures bhub
lose some of their importance when weo
consider that for hall the year the Cana-
diat markets are supplied from an Ameri-
tan source. There is evidently something
more to Le done, in & practicul way, if
an inter-provincial trade fis fo be deve
cloped, and Canadian  fishermen and con-
sumers mutually benelitted. ;-

Whetherd the shoricomings have arjsen:
Irom Government negleet, absence of pro-

per shipping facilities, or lack of a com~
mercial spirit of enterprise, we cannot suy.
No doubt ‘many causes have contributed.
It eertainly seems to us that Canada’s
world famous fisheries should be equal to
all the demands of the markets of the Do-
minion.

Gentlemen,—n moving  the adoption of
the report, which you will observe is &
very shorb one, my task is easy. You
will see by the report that the profits
for the year after deducting charges of
manngement and making ‘Tull provision
for bad nnd doubtinl debls nre $1,325,-
810.20, and adding to that the amount
brough {over from. last year, $565,615.38,
makes attogether $1,891,425.  The div-
idends pnid amount to $1,200,000, leav-
ing as an additional amouunt to he
Irought Yorward ihis year, $125,800.20,
making altogether $691,425.68 at credit
ol profit and loss, in addition to the rest
of $6,000,000, or 50 per cent. of the actunl
capitnl of the Bank.  We Dbelieve that in
putting {his statement hefore you provi-
sion has been made for everything in ihe
shape of bad debts.  We Dbelieve that it
is an actunl statement of the condition of
your affairs, and that you can count on
having what is here shown for the good.
of the Sharcholders, and looking to all
ithe eireumstances, we consider that tho
statemens is a very satisfactory one. Thd
husiness of the past year was, especially
in Ontario and Quebee, sntisinctory. There
has been o very large inerease in manu.
fnetures, especinlly in the cotton nnd wool
husiness. Dy goods, which had not been
very satislaelory for nyear or two, has
shown  great improvement . within the
st dwelve months, and it is believed
dhis will continne. Some of our friends
Tiere will know that the Loot and shoe
husiness, one of the important industrics
of the country, was most unsatisiactory
at one time, but we arve happy to say that
in it also there is n very great improve-
ment.  Lumber during the last year was
wueh better tham for some years previ-
pusly, and it is expeeted that the im-
provement will rvontinue. Wheat was
disappointing, as the quantity was not
pqual to khe promises of the early pary
of the season. The quality was excel-
1ant; nothing could Biave been better, hut

unhappily ‘the prico was exceptionally’
low, and that, of course, told against tha

furmers.  Still with all that we believe

that as a whole they are in o very inde-

pendent position, and that they can look

upon themselves as being at least as well

off as the farmers of any other country

of which we have any kpowledge. Hay

has become o factor in the exports, and

it would, perhaps, he well .that the far-

mers of the country should give even more

astention to this than they have done

in the past. We know that cheese and
cabtle have Deen o souree of very great.
profit to the agriculturalists, distributing

something like $20,000,000 among themx
last year.  While in Ontario and Quebee,

also in British Columbin, and in a great

measure in the Lower Provinces, every-

thing has been successful, as I have said,

it was not so, to the snme extent in Man--
itoba and the Northwest. There they
had a great shrinkage in the quautity of
grain owing to the exceptionally dry
wewther just o ghort time before tho
ripening of the -crop, so that the vo-
Jume for export 'was much smaller than
was expeeted, and when to this is added
ihat the prive they ree:ived for the grain
was from 20 to 25 per cent. or even
less ‘than in  the preceding year, we
at once see that it put the prople there
at o very great disndvaniage. We are
wlad, however, to know tihat at present
the prospects there are excellent. Our
Iriend Mp.Angus has just relurned from the
Northwest, and he tells us he has never
seen o bebter outlook for n good and
carly harvest than is to be found thers
at this time. The spring was somewhat
late, but at present the crops are more
forward than they have been for soma
years baek, and with ordinarily favora-
ble weather from mow onwards we may
look upon it that we shall have a very
good showing from the Northwest. Im-
migration for the present yeur is so far
at least equal to that of the past, and
we are having a very cxcellent elass of
people coming into our community. In
Speaking of this we should just nllude
to the fact that perhaps due eare has not
Dbeen faken in some past years of sending
into the country assisted emigrants of the
very best cluss.  Amongst the Crofters
there have certainly been sent some we
might just as well have been without,but
that is now kunown on the other .side,
and we may Yeel assured that very much
greater attention will be given to tho
subject in the future. But even the
Crofters are muech Dbetter off than they
were in their own country. What is
really required in assisted immigration is
‘uwot that class who are useless on  the
other side but those who are willing to
work and so hecome good setbtlers here.
These nre the peopie who should be en<
couraged to eome to Cannda. We have
vndeavored to show what wag the busi-
mess of the last year, and what we may
expeet during the current year in the mat-
tter of erops. Unforlunately we find that
one of our railways in the Northwest s
or will be obliged to default in its inte-
rest, o fact very greatly to be regretted.
That rond has done & very great deal
for the country in opening up the north-
ern part of Manitoba, yet perhaps, it went
somewhat faster than the country re-
quired and while we are sorry that any
rhould suffer in consequence of it, at tha
same time it will be a waprning, per-
haps, to others not to attempt to push

Torward exeept as the requirements of
the country demand. (Hear, hear) We
should consider very well in every caso
hefore we go to Europe to ask for money
that anylhing which is unfortunate in its
results always affects even that whieh, if

assisted from the other side,would be of

the greatest benefit to us here.  You ail
know that ihere has been in another part

of the world a very unfortunate stato

ol affairs in vospeet to business, and thay)
& great many banks conneeted with Aus<

tralin have been obliged to suspend.Therd
have been no fewer than fourtecn of them,

having o deposit of some £00,000,000, o
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$450,000,000.  Such could not' possibly
oceur without ecausing great disturb-
auce in  the money markel. Huppilyy
however, ‘that is disappearing now - and,
with the very gregt resources of Aus-
tralin, no ‘doubt in u few years it will
bave vecovered all it has lost by recenti
events.  While speaking of this, it isa
siutisfaction to us to know that we are
to bLe conneeted more closely with the
trade of Australin than we have been
heretofore. As you will have heard,with-
in & very short ‘time therc is going to
be a line of steamers, the first of which
will arrive at Vancouver within the pre-
sent monih, and I have no doubt that .q
trade will grow up between our own
country and Australin which will be
mutually advantageous. The great ben-
¢lit we have derived alrendy from the
diveet trade with Japan and China is
well known, aud from our closer inter-
vourse for business with the great island
continent of Australia we may indeed look
for & very great deal in -the develgpment
of foreign comtmerce. "Now, coming for a
moment to our own city of Montreal, we
may take o retrospective view. In 1844,
there were something over 44,000 inha-
bitants here ;in 1871, we had 107,000
and an assessed value of $50,599,000, the
revenue being $8035,000. To-day tho
population of fthe city proper may be
put down at 225,000. If we count ju
the suburbs, the population will fnll not
far short of 300,000.The assessed value of
the city proper is $186,000,000, or there-
abouts with a revenue of $2,505,000.That
shows very great advance indeed for the
¢ity of Montreal. Lot us look now at
the Bank of Montreal itself. We find that
in the year 1817 it had a paid up capital
of $350,000. TIn 1871 it had $6,000,000,
with a vest of §$3,000,000, and in 1893
ihe paid up eapital is $12,000,000, with
a rvest of $6,000,000.

an institution in Canadn which is fully
capable of filling su¢h an important posi~
tion, anil of  this the Government
informed  jtselg  before . making the
appointment. Tt is the desire and
i is the aim of your Direttors that
in London the Bank should he a placa
where shareholders and Cenadinng gene-
m.l]y would natwrally go, assured they
will have o welcome at all times. We
have in Woglond at the present momeny
in charge of the Bank a gentleman well
tried in {his country, Mr. Lang, in whom
we have cause to have every conlidence.

Mr. Drummond, that the report of the
Directors mow read be adopted and printed
for distribution awongst the sharehoiders.
; The bnotion Qwving been formally sec-
onded by Senator Drummond, the General
Manager submitted the Iollowing stute-
ent :— '

Mr. 15, 8. Clouston said : I had intend-
ed to restrict my remarks this ycax en-
tirely to a few explanatory comments on
the Balance Sheet submitted to you to-
day, and I will only depart from that
intention to the extent of pointing out
briefly the charcteristies of the period
which has clapsed sinco [ lust had the
pleasure ol meeting you. It has been a
Yyear of linancial disturbanee, and not with-
out anxiety to those entrusted with the
management of Banking Institutions. Wo
kommenced with n périod of financihl
plethora, to be succecded by a stringency
of exeeptional acuteness, We have had a
Baunking crisis in Australin of unexampled
severity, a miomey panic in London, angl
a very unsatisfactory condition of affairs
in the United States, arising chiefly from
the vexed Silver question. The worst
appears to De now over, but until .the
Silver and Cwrrency questions jn the United
States are settled we can hardly hope
for o thorough return of confidence cither
there br in London. That this will be
settled, and that satisfactorily, I have
mo doubt, as matiers have arkived at a
stage hvhere the great common sense of
the Amevican people will assert itself, and
{lie views of the theorists and demagogues
will be relegnted to the back ground
for.a. period at any rate.

- In Montreal, also, wo havo verged on
troubles in the Stock market, but these
came at a period when a little judicious
leniency and assistancoe on the part of
Tinaneinl institutions allayed apprehension
and tided the crisis over without difficulty.

In the midst of all this unrest and
financinl excitement it was a source of reliel
amnd assurance to those laving charge of
financinl matters in Canada to feel that
the commercial business of Canada was
in n sound condition and that trade, ou
the. whole, uul  been fairly satisfactory
during the past year. Profils have been
reduced by competition in some eases, but
on ihe other hand, there have been fewer
bad debts, the record of failures showing
about $12,000,000, against $16,000,000 for
the previous year.

The grain trade has not been quite satis-
factory, owing to low prices, but there
has Deen o decided improvement in Lum-
ber, and the prospeets ahend are goods
There is ne great speeulative inflation.
What inilation there was in the Stock
market has already largely corrected it-
self, and if the Banks will only. act with
caution and eircwmspeetion, neither en-
couraging speeulative venbures nor refus-
ing judicious assistance, there is no reason
why the coming year should not be a satis-
factory one for Canada. It must be a year
of caution, however, as the condition of
affnjrs in the United States in not reassur-
ing and we may be more ov less affected hy
it owing 1o our commercial relations with
that country. It should also be na period
of cconomy, and that applies to Govern-
ments, cities and municipalitics as well
as the commercial community ; for we have
been spending too much money ; oo much
subsidies to railways, too many expensive
works and too much good money wasted.
Those having charge of the purse strings
will o well to draw them tightly dur-
ing the coming year.

Relerring to tthe statement before youw

theve §s jpotlhing that calls for specinl
mention as there have been no -great
unges.,. The profits for the first half
of the year were low, as our balances
in London amd New York yiclded o poor
return, During 1be winter, howevor, rates
improved, and we were able to show, re-
sults for the year of about 11 per cent.
The Overdue Debts have been redieed Yy
realizations and additionnl appropriations,
aind pow stand at §1564,000—not a very
Iarge sum considering the size of our busi-
ness. 1 believe that we have fully appro-
printed for everythipg bud and -doubtful
and  the Sharcliolders wmay rest assured
that we have rather under-estimated thay
over-estimated our Assets. I think it will
be found 1hat we have come throughl the

trying times of the past year with added”

prestige and predit to  the institution,
cvorywhere, nnd, while keeping ourselves
in o sound condition, we have been able
to eot the legitimate demands of our
customers and extend aid on important oc-
cnsions. K
It is ot mecessary .to say unyihing
about the strength of our financinl posi-
tion. The stotement speaks for itseli.
 Our large papital, while a protection
to the mote-holder and depositor, calld
for the constant employment of large sums
to ereate profits, and, ns deposits inf this
country are limited, we at one time thought
of encourgging them from England and
Bcotland, but on enquiry we Jound thaf
though there would have been no difficulty
in obtaining them in cousiderable amounts,
the Australian Banks were willing to pay
o higher rate of interest than I felt could
be made profitable here, so we ubun’_dr;mt.
ed the idew, and I am glad now that
we {id so. In fact, though our large capi-

1al and small deposits tell seriously agninst |

our dividend earning power, still the very
smallness of ihe latter is a great element
of security in o crisis like that which
over-took dustralia. Such o crisis, I am

lippy to say, is mever likely to visit this ~

country, as our Bunking system and prac-
tice are radically different. .

It is my carnest desire to keep the share

of the Bank entirely out of the realmy
ot speculation and place them in the same
category ns Government securities, where
the Sharchollers may Do assuved of un-
doubted safety and ehjoy a fixed Dividend
With that object in view you will under-
stand that it is my aim more to maintain
and inercase the high standing of the
Bank rather than attempt to lorco large
prolits, .

Mr. Jolin Morrison thought that a de-
tailed stalement of the disbursements and
losses should be submitted to the share-
holders at the close of caelr yeur.

Mr. John Crawforl thoyght that, in
viesr of the unprecedenied calamity which
had swept over Australin, both the Direc-
itors wad the Sharcholders of the DBank
of Moutreal might well join hands in: mu-~
ftunl congratulation at the result of the
year'’s operations. It was a pleasing fea-
ure to sco that they were continually
ndding  to their profit and loss acount,
svhich now stood at $700,000 ; but he was’
f opin‘on 1hat they should wot stop add-
ing to it wntil it had reached at least

%$1,000,000. The Directors had shown an’
'ominous silence regarding bonuses. Was'

it 1o be inferred from that that.the term’
was practicnlly obsoleie ? From what he'
learned from outsiders it appeared to him'

In an action on fire insurnnce
policy issued to a religious socioty on its
chureh, it appeared that plaintiff cmploy-
ed o paintor to remove the old paint from
and repaint the building, which was of
wood ; ‘that to remove the old paint the
painter burned it off with a nagtha
torch ; and ‘that the painter hnd Leen cn-
gaged in the work for nearly & month
when the building caught fire on a board
where fthe toreh had been recmitly ap«
plied.  Held, that there was an gltera-
tion of “ the situation or circumstances
affecting the visk,” within ‘the meniing
of '{he policy. It appeared that three
trustees  of plaintiff had “the control
and eare of all the real estate belonging:
to ‘the chureh,” and were authorized to

policy providing that, if naptha be kept
or used on the premises by the insured, it
shall be void.

This use of naptha is very common,thers
arc houses constantly being rvc-painted;
after lhe old paint has Lieen burnt off as
deseribed above. It would appear from
above that before having o store or (I\_vcl-
ling re-painted notice should be given to
the insuring company and their formal
permit secured to protect the policy holdor -
from 'the above stated risk.
