Canada Expected to ‘Supply
One of Two Members From

the Dominions.

Special Cable by John W. Dafoe.

Paris, ¥eb, 28.—The economic in-
terests of all the British dominions
will be well looked after by care-
fully chosen representatives, who
will serve upon twoé powerful com-
mittees which are being constituted
to deal with these questiony. Yester-
day afternoon the empire delegat.ions
under the chairmanship of Lord Mil-
ner gave detailed consideration as to
the best means by which these ends
could be served..Sir Robert Borden
and Sir George Foster attended on
behalf ,0of Canada.

It was arranged that the five Brit-
ish members of the Supreme econos:
mic council should be drawn from a
panel upon which all -the British
dominions would be represented, and
that in . addition there would he
brought into being a special all-Brit-
isr. committee which would collabor-
ate with the British representatives
upon the council in suggesting poli-
cies and formulating machinery ‘o
achieve the purposges for which the
council has been appointed. -

Sir George 'Foster Will Act.

Sir George Foster wil represent
Canada on the British panel, and
when matters specially affecting the
Dominion ‘are being dealt with he will
serve on the council: The funétions ]
of the council, as already outlined in
these despatches, are of the first im-
portance. It controls for the period
of the armistice, shipping, the extent
and character of ‘he blockade, dis-
tribution of food to all European
countries, allocation of raw materials
and rebuilding supplies.. and has now
been charged with determining . to
what degree this control should be
continued during the reconstruction
period “o follow the signing of peace.

Canada as a source of food, raw
materials and supplies for rebuilding,
is vitally interested in the policy of
the council, and the right to repre-
sentation, which has now been con-
ceded, has been strongly pressed.

Upon the economic commission, vet
| to be appointed, to decide upon the
economic provisions of a general
peace, there are to be two represen-
tatives of the British overseas do-
minions, and it may be assumed that
Canada will supply one of these re-
presentatives. This commission will
have a number of  sub-committees,
one of which will have to report on
the future status of pre-war com-
mercial treaties to which enemy coun-
tries were parties, and among the
law officers to whom this work will
be remitted will be Hon. Mr. Doherty,
the Canadian minister of justice.

WILL REDUCE TAXES

Powers Ov:-Sewage‘ and
Water Should Benefit

York Township Council discussed at a
recent session the advizability of incor-
porating a part of tne territory into a
town, The council felt that the ieveaue
could be expended to better advantage,
*and equalization of assessment made
more equitable, if this were done. In-
structions were issued to the solicitor to
prepare a draft of the aet necessary and
to take care of the legal ‘details, RNo
boundaries were decided upon at the last
meeting of council, but The World is ad-
vised that the following *decision was
later made ;

Starting from the Lake Shore road at
the Humber, the boundary follows the
Humber to the south limits of Weston,
then south along the C.P.R. tracks to
Lot 2, in the fourth concession, ana|
£kirting the north line of that lot to thed

city limits, It continues south to the!
boundary line of North Toronto limit, and
back to starting point,

On the East.

On the east, the new town will include ¢

al land north of the city limits to 200
feet north of Eglinton avenue, to Séar-
boro Township line,

The new ‘‘town” takes in (1) all of
York Township west of the city, lying
south of the town of Weston, west of the
C.PR., and south of a line half a mile
north of KEglinton avenue: and (2) all
that part of York east of the city lying
south of a line 200 feet north of Eglinton
avenue, The town of Leaside is, of
course, no part of the township, and is
thereby excluded, \

If the new town ‘‘goes” in this way, it
will really be two towns, not one, as the
iwo portions do not touch, but ars near-
ly two miles apart at their nairest up-
proach in Nofth Toropto. This is lige
putting two outspre wings on the city,

Some- of the Farms Taken In.

Starting at the Scrboro line, the pro-
posed “east wing” off the new town takes
in all the Harris fatm (several nundred
acres), the Toronto Housing property (200
acres), 200 feet of the Frank Wilson
farm for a mile, the Sifton far all the
Meagher farms (300 acres), f‘l;} Davies
farm (00 acres, including / hornceliffe
race track), the J, H. Taylor nroperty
(300 -acres), the Anglican diocese lands
(250 acres of market gardens), and part
of the Massey farm, It will also take in
the David Smith farm (100 acres), be-
sides the Davis gardens (110 acres), Mrs,
Davig’ home at Chester .Park, etc, and,
of course, all of Todmorden,

There are practically no farms or big
cstates in-the west ‘portion of the pro-
posed town, but there may be some op-
pesition from the farmers in the ‘‘east
wing.”

HOW CANADIAN M.T.
WORKED IN FRANCE

Capt. Johnston, M.C., Gives
Vivid Description to
® Electric Club.

Capt. ¥. E. H. Johnston, M.C., told
the Electric Club all about the hand-
ling of the mechanical transport force
of Canada in the war at luncheon yes-
terday. Kenneth Dunstan. who pre-
sided, said at the close that the add-
ress made them all wish to sit down
and have two or three hours’ chat with
him, Capt. Johnston described the or-
ganization of the first Canadian
divisional ammunition park at Val-
cartier, with which he was first as-
sociated, its removal to England,
where he spent three months-at Salis-
bury, and his landing in France with
80 three-ton trucks of various makes.
They had four workshop lorries and
four loaded with,6 replacements, tools
and other material. They carried
steel towing cables with chain ends
and hooks, and all these were de-
scribed in technical detail to the ex-
pert audience.

He described the ditching of a lorry
on the narrow road with its ditches
full of water on both sides, and the all-
night job of getting the truck out, He
decided to build ‘a derrick and got a
fourteen-foot piece of steel out ot_a
ruined church for a boom, and riggea
up’ a derrick which was the envy of
every other M. T. corps in the
vicinity. They used to send 8.0.8.
calls for its help, but he had to send

EX-KAISER ASKS
FOR PRNATE FORTUNE

German Assembly Finds He is
Entitled to 75,000,000 Marks
and Allows Him 600,000.

Weimar, Thursday, Feb. 27.—The
former German emperor, it is learned
from competent sources,' recently ap-
pealed to the German revolutionary
government for money. It was said

for the former emperor to continue
living upon the bounty and good-will
of the Dutch nobleman in whose
castle he now resides.

Herr Hohenzollern, it is said, de-
clared he already had been forced to
borrow 40,000 guilders from his host,,
and could not continue as a debtor.
He asked that he be allowed at least
a portion of his private fortune.

The government, after considering
the matter, agreed to the former rul-
er's request, and instituted a detailed
investigation to determine what por-
tion of the former emperor's sup-
posed fortune really was his and what
portion belonged to the government.
Investigation showed that the former
ruler might legally, claim 75,000,000
marks as his own, but the govern-
nent decided lg_rpllow him temporar-
ily only 600,000"marks to meet pre-
sent indebtedness and future ex-
penses.

TWO MEN AND A DOG

Thirty-eight centuries before the
Christian era gold was mined by slave

labor in ancient Egypt between the
Nile and the Bed Sea, and in the vicini-
ty of the modern Assouan. The only
implements were heavy hammers with
which the rock was pounded and Irac-
tured, and the greatest depth attain-
ed was 600 Zeet,

Without cheap labor no profit could
be obtained by such primitive me-
thods. But within recent yearg two
men and a dog worked a very rich
property in West Shining Tree, and
made a nice bit of money. One na-
turally asks where did_the dog come
in. He worked what is called a whim.
In this case a section three feet long
cut from the trunk of a tree, and set
on a pivot at the,mouth of the shaft.
A long lever was mortised into the
trunk. ‘A, strong rope was attached
to the section or trunk of the
tree, and to the bucket into
which the ore was loaded at the bot-
tom of the shaft. The dog was har-
nessed to the lever, and walked round
in a -circle and thus turned the trunk,
wound up the rope and raised the
bucket. One man remained below to
load the ore. the other on the surface
dumped it out and looked after the
dog. Then the ore had to be crushed,
dnd the precious metal recovered by
panning. Explosives gave them their
main advantage over the ancient
miners.

The whim is a well known con-
traption, tho a horse is usually em-
ployed.

These enterprising prospectors
earned high wages until the shaft be-
came too deep and dog power insuffi-
cient. /
