Enthusiastically Endorse the By-

(ITY, NOT POWER 'C0,

Of-the five power bylaw meetings held
last week, that on Saturday night in
Broadway Hall was certainly the larg-
est and, in some respects, the most in-
fiuential. The usual resolution in favor
of the bylaw was carried almost un-
animously, only six or seven E;ectric
Light Company employes signifylog
dissent. Altho the subject has been
pretty well threshedl. out a number of
new and cogent arguments were
brought forward.. .

Ald. Lyons, Guelph, made a weighty
and interesting speech on the opera-
tion of public ownership utilities in the
province. The general feeling was that
the Electric Light Company had over-
reached itself in the efforts made to
bamboozle the electors, who declined to

be caught with chaff. A list of speakers
for the company was submitted, in-
cluding James Pearson, barrister, who
has atternded all the meetings; John A.
Cooper, associated with William Moore
of the Street Railway in The Canadian
Courier; ex-Ald. Ramsden and A. Ca)-i
low. Messrs. Cooper and Ramsden did
not appear when called upon.

mweeting, stated that the bylaw was of
the highest importance to the city on
account of the street lighting, upoa
which a notable saving would be ef-
fected. When the ecity hall was built,
the electric power and light required
was taken from the Toronto Electric
Light Company, but the charges were
so high that a city’ plant was installed
and has saved large ‘amounts. Com-
missioner Harris had figured out that
Tcronto consumers paid three times as
much for electric services as Ottawa
Reople did.

John Little once more exhibited his
obstructive tactics in the interests of
the electric ring and against the ecity,
He objected to John A. Cooper or James
Pearson being called upon to speak first.

REPUBLI

by -Exposure of Cor-
rupt Practices in
the Royal
House.

(8pecial Correspondence ' Associated
Press.)

LISBON, Tuesday, Dec..10.—The re-
sult 'of the present political crisis here
may not only determine whether a
new and better order of public ad-
ministration is to prevail in Portugal,
but, remote as such a change appears
to the ordinary observer, whether the
whole monarchical regime - shall not
give way to a republican form of gov-
ernment. ¥

The repuyblicans, small as is the in-
fluence ‘they exercise at present under
the restricted suffrage which the peo-
ple enjoy, sincerely believe that France
by exposing the-corrupt practices of
the monarchist parties, has adminis-
teréd a blow to the prestige of the

king and the monarchy, from: which
it can never recover, and gsade a ve-
public, which a year @go seemed a
dream of the far distant future, a
probability. Certainly Franco, by his
irevelations, has placed powerful wea-
pons in the hands of the republican
leaders, which they intend to use to
ithe best advantage.

i Plan to Push the Issue.

Their plan is to push the issue as
soon as the restoration of “legality”
permits them to open a campaign in
the newspapers and when the cortes
again assembles, to' play their trump
card, This will be nothing else than
a motion ‘to impeach Francg for hisi
action in liquidating:the kings’ debts
to” the treasury, and as ~a/ legical
corollary thereof, to demand the abdi-
cation of King. (Carlos for Wﬂlng
this *crimé” under a ‘clause ' of  the
Portiiguesé constitution ' which com-
pels the abdication of the monarch
when he is adjudged ‘“morally incap-
able” of governing.

But here in Portugal, where the per-
centage of illiteracy is the largest in
Europe, and where the peopfe are ex-
cluded from the ballot, it remains to
be seen whether they can be aroused.
The opinion of conservative foreign-
ers who have resided long in the coun-
try is that outside of the capital and
Oporto the masses, loyal to the Brag-
anza dynasty, will remain absolutely
indifferent to politics until general edu-
cation awakens them to demand
broader political rights. 2

The fate of Joa Franco, the direc-
tor, who, as a monarchist, professes
to be seeking the political and finan-
cial regeneration of the country, will
be well worth watohing. His wealth
excludes such a motive and as this
motive seems to have been the end and
aim of things political in Portugal for
years, its absence to the politicians is
the most mystifying feature of the
dictatorship.

Republicans’ Explanation.

For the republicans, like Bernadine
Machado, the explanation is simple.
They profess to see in him only a
political charlatan, whose pretense of
reform is a sham, and whose real pur-
pose is to crush the old political ma-
chines in order that he can build up
a strongéer one for himself. Undoubt-
edly the king's popularity has suffered
at best a temporary eclipse as a re-
sult of this scandal, and the estab-
lishment of the dictatorship, but if
things work rapidly back to normal
conditions there seems little prospect
of an upheaval, from below. The
bomb outrage or a palace revolution
might suddenly alter the situation.
That bombs have been found in con-
siderable quantities is.true, despite the
efforts of the government to conceal
the fact, and the discovery causes all
| the more apprehension, as anarchism
has heretofore not made its appear-
ance in Portugal.

Bankers and business men regard
the situation from a financial stand-
point as being much more critical
than from a political point. Since the
“bankruptcy” of 1880, when the foreign
debt was scaled one-half, there has
been a constanf succession of deficits,
accompanied, the bankers say, by a
most deplorable systems of finance.

I pointed out
that while they would have competi=
tion between the different companies to
supply the larger amount of electricity
needed, there could be no competition
if the transmission line was in the
hands of one corporation. My plea
was then, and my plea is to-day, to
have the government at the switch,
and not the corporations .(Applause.)

“What is the question to-day on
which you are asked to vote. The
government, thru ' the hydro-electric
commission, have made arrangements
to build transmission lines and deliver
pPower on the: outskirts of Torontq, and
to every municipality on the line, at
the lowest possible cost. The first
charge on every undertaking is the in-
terest or the dividends on the amount
of money invested. Under government
control, the first charge will be for the
actual money that goes into the con-
struction of the plant, without one
cent of watered stock or one cent of
graft. The first charge will be the ac-
tual cost of money at 3 1-2 per cent.,
the lowest rate at which money can be
had, with the credit of the whole Pro-
vince of Ontario behind the bonds.
This means 3 1-2 per cent. to 4 per cent.
against what? Apgaingt the generous
offer of the Electric Light Co. that you
should pay 10 per cent. on their bonds
and watered stock.

. Counting the Cost.

‘“The opponents of the power bylaw
ask you what is going to be the cost
of electric power. You know the gov-
ernment has guaranteed to lay the
ecurrent down at the limits of the city,
ready to pass Into the wires, at $17.50
a horse power. I would ask you, as a
thinking people, if you had the pro-
mise of Adam Beck and the govern-
ment, and the promise of the Electric
Light Co., whose promise would you
take? (Cheers.) We know, then, what
the cost is to be.

““The next question is that of distri-
bution.- We have the word of gov-
ernment experts, men<.of the highest
electrical engineering ability, that a
distribution plant can be laid down in
Toronto, with underground wires to
serve a larger area than the Electric
Light Co. is serving to-day, on an out-
side cost of $2,750,000. There will be no
water in this stock. For every dollar
invested the citizens will get a dollar
in return. The money on the. invest-
ment will .be borrowed on Toronto's
credit (and. there is no higher credit
in any city in this Dominion), at not
more than 3 1-2 or 4 per cent. Why
pay 10 per cent. to the Electric Light
Company? They say to you,
‘How is the city gain.  to
serve you .with electricity cheaper
than the company? I say to you, ‘Can
a company earning 10 per cent. for its
shareholders serve you as cheaply as a
city, when it pays only 5 per cent?

“As regards the cost of this plant,
the figures we have from the govern-
ment ‘experts are figures as reliable
as can he procured by any electric
light company in the Dominion of Can-
ada to-day.

“Then they ask us, ‘What about
Parkdale, Brockton, Kew Beach, and

plans for the city’s plant cover a larger
area of underground transmissions
than the Electric Light Co.s plant
does to-day. 32
In the Outlying Districts.

"Then as far % the outlying dlstricts
are concerned ‘all you have to do is
tn run the wires along the poles down
the streets from the outside of the
city and have the current dellvered at
the doors of all the. people just as
cheaply as they do in Gravenhurst,
Orillia and Bracebridge. And these
lines can bej extended as fast ag the
people require them. The next ques-
tion asked us is, “What priceg will
the consumer have ‘to pay?” The
government guarantee that under this
gystem the cost to consumers of 200
horse-power will not exceed $19.50 a
horse-power, and to other consumers
at rates proportionately low. The op-
ponents of the bylaw say they want
explicit figures. They have twenty
different figures themselves for their
consumers, and In every case their
figures are as high as the traffic will
stand. - (Applause.) In‘ the city’s
case the flgures will be as low as can
be economiecally ® given.

The Treasurer of’Cana_dian Gas Power
and Launches, Limited, says it is.

By Two-thirds of Présgnt Rate, or Onev_-,third of Best Possible '_Rate
- Under Ontario Power Commission Offer-Some Comparisons
Between Gas and Electricity in Actual Practice.

Canadian Gas Power and Launches, Limited,

His Worship the Mayor of Toronto : ;
.Dear Mr. Mayor : As the time approaches when the citizens
of Toronto must decide whether to accept the proposition of the On-
tario Power Commission or to seek some other means of securing cheap

~ power, it may not be out of place for me to ask your consideration of

the possibilities of gas power as set forth in the accompanying schedule.
This schedule is compiled from forms sent out by the Canadian Gas
Power & Launches, Limited, to such of their Toronto customers as
have found it to their advantage to replace electric power by gas
power, and I shall be happy tg submit the. original statements for the
inspection of any of the city officials if you desire it.

From the schedule referred to it appears :—

(1) That the experience of 22 manufacturing fifins who have
substituted gas engines for jthe electric'motors formerly used is that
they have thereby effectedf, an average saving of $41.08 per horse-
power per year. e . :

(2) That the experience of the users of these engines is that
their gas bills, at the ordinary rate of 75c per 1000 cubic feet, have
shown their power cost to be $18.27 per h.p. actually used.

(3) As for cost of repairs, we have no data for comparison,
but w= believe that the average repairs on a stationary gas engine are
less than on an electric motor of equal power. When a motor is
overloaded it ** burns out* and has to be rewound. When a gas
engine is overloaded it simply stops, as a horse would, and when part
of the load is removed, it is ready to work in a moment, none the
worse. A :

(4) That of the 22 girms reporting, | reports * perfect ™ satis-
faction, 9 ** excéllent,” 9 “ good,” 2 * fair ™" and | “rotten.” It
must be borne in mind that amongst these are some built several yeafn
ago and lacking our latest improvements. :

It may be said that some of the gentlemen signing these statements

may have slightly over or underestimated the actual power used by

them. There may be something—very little—in this suggestion, but
one thing they cdn scarcely be wrong in—they know what electric
power formerly cost them and what gas power now costs, giving the
same or greater service. This saving of $41.08 per horsepower per
annum means a net saving of over $600 a year to the average
manufacturer using, say, 15 h.p. ; ;

With these figures before us, it may, be wise for voters to ask :—
Can the citizens afford to pay the Ontario Commission $17.85 per
h.p. flat rate at the city gates, expend $2,500,000 on a transmission
plant, pay ordinary costs of caretaking, and then sell this power to
manufacturers at $18.27 per horsepower, delivered and actually
used ? On the surface this would not strike one as a money-making
proposition. .

Can the city, under the proposed conditions, supply power-users
at $41.08 less per actual h.p. than the Toronto Electric Co. now
charges—cut prices to less than one-third the present ?

If there is no prospect of the city being able to provide as cheap
service a scan be had at present from gas power, is it businesslike to
spend two and a half millions playing at it 2 Public ownership is
in many caSes a good thing. . Is it well to discredit it by the adoption
of any half-baked scheme ? = -

If there is a possibility that the proposed theme will give as cheap
power as the gas engine now supplies, what of the future of producer
gas ? The best British and continental manufacturers, including one
that has made gas engines to the aggregate of one million horsepower,
guarantee one horsepower per hour for each one pound of coal used.
Some American firms offer the same guarantee. - This shows about
half the cost of power developed from illuminating gas at 75c¢ per
1000 feet, but, of course, producer plants, on account of the attention
they require, as well as the increased investment for plant, are eco-
nomical in the productian of high powers only—in Toronto, say, 50
h.p. and over. It was a public news item one day last month that
the well-known firm of McClary's, London, had installed a producer
plant that would give them power at less than $9 per h.p. per year.

I am told that the Lackawanna Steel Co., of Buffalo, have in opera-
tion a gas producer plant of over 40,000 h.p., using chiefly engines
of 1000 h.p., and they could get electric powér in Buffalo much
cheaper than we in Toronto. I believe that the City of Philadelphia,
some years ago, installed two or more 3000 h.p. gas engines operated
by ordinary city gas for use in their high pressure fire protection sys-
tem. Gas engines of much higher power are made now. It was
reported in a trade journal that the famous Pintsch Co., of Germany,
had succeeded in a private test of a large producer plant in developing
power at the rate of | h.p. per hour for 5-8 of a pound of coal.
These reports may or may not be true—1I believe they are substantially
correct. In any case, are they not worthy of investigation ? If the
city cannot, on the conditions proposed, compete with ordinary gas
power, how. can it stand before producer gas power ? If these
things be done in the green tree, what shall be done in the dry ? .

But even supposing the city can compefe with gas power, is it
fair to saddle the whole city with another two millions and a half of
debt for the benefit of the central downtown district 2 Is it not
true that our chief industries are more and more locating in the out-

| skirts 2 We do not grudge our downtown friends their high pressure

tric power to even two-thirds of the city ? : '
Now, Mr. Mayor, I confess my criticism has been entirely de-
structive—what do I propose in lieu of what I oppose ? In a nut-

cover practically the whole city. Let our Council do as the City of
Philadelphia did—appoint a commission of experts to inyestigate the
cost and efficiency of gas power. If they report, as I think they must
needs, that the cost of ordinary gas power is about two-thirds the best
possible rate that electric power can be provided under the present
scheme ; if they find that producer gas power can be had for one-
third of such best possible, then let the city negotiate with the Gas
Company to lower the cost of gas for manufacturing purposes to such
a rate as will give the cheapest possible power to all, even to con-
sumers of over 50 h.p., except the very largest users. These can
erect individual producer plants that will give them power at little
more than the cost of development (interest and fixed charges con-
sidered) on the banks of Niagara itself. Such plants can be pro-
duced from dozens of firms in Europe and the United States; and
will probably soon be manufactured in Canada. :

I have not lost sight of the fact that gas power cost as shown in
the schedule is for ten hours only. Permit me to say, however, that
I believe neither mechanics, superintendents nor business managers
wish factories to run night and day. It is unnatural and almost in-
human, and, like other crimes against nature, does not pay, for the
quality of goods turned out by night work is necessarily inferior.” Far
better shorten the hours of labor than lengthen them. :

As for the supply of lighting, I believe that the Lindsey gas
burner gives a better and cheaper light than the Electric Company
supplies at present rates.’ ; '

.In any case, if the people of Toronto are bound to have it,
electric light can be generated by a producer gas plant more cheaply
than by the Niagara current at $17.85 per h.p.—that is, if reasonable
terms cannot be made with the present Electric Light Company. :

UNITER, STATES WANTS

Campaign of .Edui:ation Has Com-
menced —Stupendous Subsidies
Are Contemplated.

CLEVELAND, Ohio, Dec. 22.—Unit-

ed States senators, congressman, high
government officials and “representa-
tives of many business interests gath-
ered here to-day in the interest of a
ship subsidy. Harvey D. Goulder,
president of the Merchant Marine
League, under the auspices of -which
the convention was held, expressed the
opinion that the meeting. would not
only have a good result, but the at-
tendance and enthusiasm shown by
the delegates from varlous parts of
the country indicated that the general
public was taking a greater interest
in the subject of the merchant marine
and a subsidy for sea-going craft. .
- The convention was, in a degree, the
beginning of a campaign of education,
but the greatest efforts of the league
will be directed against congress this
winter in the interest of the United
States mail subsidy for ocean steam-
ers. This, the supporters of the sub-
sidy believe, will result in a subsidy
for general shipping = interests and
bulld up an American fleet of sailing
vessels. It s estimdted that the
government will have to donate about
$700,000,000 to place the merchant
marine in a position to successfully
compete with the merchant marines
of other nations, where a subsidy ex-
ists. '

It was asserted by the advocates of
subsidy that the measure was not only
of interest to the vessel owners, but of
direct benefit to every citizen of the
United States.

WHY GOVERNOR
ASKED FOR TROOPS

Dynamite Had Been Stolen—Mines
Picketed.

RENO, Nev.; Dec. 22.—From his bed
to-day Governor Sparks, who is very
sick, made a statement in explanation
of his action asking President ose-
velt to send troops to Goldfield. He
said in part:

“Thruout this- whole.controversy I
have acted according to my best judg-
ment. I believed from advices receiv-
ed fromi confidential agents in Gold-
field that trouble was imminent in
the mining camps. I knew that dyna-
mite had been stolen from the mines,
that the miners were armed and pre-
pared for trouble, and the picketing of
mines and preventing men from work-
ing was damaging property. I was
also adyvised that the sheriff and other
_civil authorities were unable to cope
with the situation. And this is why I
asked for troops.”

London Cable on the Financial Situa-
tion.

NEW YORK, De¢, 22—The Post's finan-
clal cable from London says: As events
are now shaping, extreme stringency in
money is expected thruout Europe gener-
ally at the end of the year. Germany, in
particular, is buying gold here for year-
end requirements at Berlin, and heavy
January demands from both Argentina
and Egypt are in sight.

Furthermore, unless yur market be-
gins to return the gold lately taken from
Europe, there can be.snlv moderate ease
in our money markets during the early
part of 1908. The large loan of gold from
the Bank of France, wheréby the Bank
of England made good its depleted reserve
of a month ago, will expire in February,
unless previously renewed.

Wall-street financiers are now as
much mystified as to the future as is
the ordinary trader. The latter is al-
ways in doubt, but now with both on
a parity the problem becomes more
interesting to the outsider, securities
having declined to a point where in-
trinsic value is represented by a rea-
sonable percentage, and where, tempor-
arily in any event, financial interests
provide ‘a foundetion pending if neces-
sary - a new range of values. After
miore than a year of continuous de-
cline in prices it must be apparent
that a settling point.is within close
range. The financial institutions which
have endeavored to protect themselves
against the avalanche of liquidation
heve in most instances survived the
ordeal. They are overcharged and
surfeited with securities, and it has
become necessary for them in self-
defence to try' to make a rearrange-
ment

The public ope.ra;ﬁ)ns in Wall-street
are fully 99 per cent: speculative. Un-
der extreme pressure a portion of this
is converted into what may be termed
forced investment and’ the increase in
incéividual holdings, as shown by the
register of the the various companies

the last few months, is due more to
the fact that the shares have had to
be taken up than that they were
bcrght outright at the volition of the

purchaser. There has not been, nor
is there any present, inducement _t,o
speculation in the market. It is

therefore safe to premise that the vast
body of securities are now In control
of the large interests. These interests
liave no other use for the stocks than
that of using them as money-makers
by the operations condncted on the
exchange. This is just as much in
contemplation now as it has always
been, and the immediate method of
procedure is quite puzzling. Outsiders
sometimes work in harmorg\y with the
price directors, as in a bull market,
at other times they are antagonistic:
the latter is certainly the case just

Speculative -trading is more a mat-
ter of sentiment than anything else.
Values are only weighed in actual
computation at odd intervals. Theg
cousensus ‘of speculativer opinion is
now strongly against advancing
prices, and on the presumption that
intiders are able to take care of their
position, the contest must end, as it
usually does, in favor of the finan-
ciers, as against the individual trad-
ers. This appears to be the story of
th¢. past week, and there are indi-
cations that the contest will be car-
ried to greater length. There are
times when the market improves on
ba¢ news.

A splendid Christmas box was hand-
ed out to its men Saturday by the
Grand Trunk, in the shape of &n-
nouncement of the details of its new
pension system, which is of a most
generous nature. The pension fund
will be entirely contributed by the

company, the men not being asseased .

one cent for its maintenance or ad-
ministration. It will affect every mem-
ber of the staff from Charles M. Hays
down to the humblest section ~man,

while provision is also made for men |

incapacitated by accident or other-

wise, or even men discharged without
cause, and otherwise eligible under
the pension rules.

The establishment of this peénsion
system was approved at the last an-
nual meeting of the shareholders, when
the handsome sum of $200,000 was
voted as a nucleus. In addition to
the ‘income from this sum, however,
it is estimated that the company will
have to supplement this by -~ large
sum, varying from - $70,000 to $75,000 a
year. Ao

It was stated at Grand Trunk head-
quarters SBaturday that {t {8 now pro-
posed to make the operation of the
pension fund effective on and after
Jan. 1, 1908, when the rules will' be
published to all the 35,000 or more em-
ployes on the rolls of the rallway.
UnMke the pension funds which have
been established by some of the other
large railways of this continent (of
which there "are not a few), the rules
of the Grand Trunk pension fund will
apply from the highest to the lowest
of ‘the staff—from the genepal man-
ager himself down to the humblest
section man or gate keeper. They re-
quire absolutely the retirement from
active service of every officer or em-
ploye when attaining the age of 66,
and if he has entered the service be-
fore the age of 50 years, and has
served for a period of 15 years, or
more, he is entitled with the approval
of the pension fund committee to an
annuity of 1 per_cent. of the average
annual salary pﬂd for ten continuous
years, for éach year of uninterrupted
employment, the basis of calculation
being the same as that practically
universal on this continent. - '

Thus if a man has served say 30
years, receiving an average of
per anpum ($88.33 per month) on the
pay rolls of the company for the last
ten years—or for any period of ten
years during his term of service—he
would be entitled fo 1 per cent. of
$1000--$10x30 years, or $300 per ‘an-
num, ‘equal to $25 per month,

The ¢ompany, however, have made
a provision that irrespective of rate
of pay or service, the minimum al-
lowance to.be pald under any olrcum-
stances will be $200 per annum, and
this without any counterbalancing

Another distinguishing feature
that whilst nearly all other companies
base their pension on the average
wage rate of the last ten years of ser-
vice, the allowance from this fund
will be on the highest aveérage rate
of wages for any ten consecutive
years of continuous service. The most
satisfactory rule, however, from the
employes’ standpoint will be one pro-
viding that any employe over 50 vears
of age, after fifteen years of service,
if discharged without cause, at any
time previous to reaching the pension
age limit,- becomes eligible to pension
in proportion to the number of years
of service up to date of discharge.
