Petition in bankruptcy was filed in
the federal court today by creditors of
Christoffer Hannevig individually and
as president of the Hannevig and Co.,
@ banking firm which also dealt in
foreign exchange and shipbuilding.

The petition stated that the liabili-
ties of Mr. Hannevig and his company
were more than $8,000,000, witp “free’”
assets of $500,000.

Counsel for the firm said the finan-
cial embarrassment of Mr. Hannevig
and the company was due to delay in
collecting just compensation from the
United States shipping board for ves-
sels constructed during the war.

naval powers for reduction of build-
ing programs and also advocated a
careful investigation to determine
whether capital ships are tactically
obsolete.

: Will Lead to War.

‘“Unless there is an agreement

and the powers competing in naval
building,” he wsaid, “it will lead to
war inevitably.”

Opinions of British, United States,
German and other naval expertsthat
capital ships have become obsolete
were presented by Senator Borah.
He read from a letter by a United
States rear-admiral, retired, who
sald:

“I would stake my life that in a
few years a surface ndvy alone can
80 mowhere but to the bottom.”

The name of the officer who wrote
the Jletter, Senator Borah said,
“would be given to the naval com-
mittee, if it desired.” This officer, [y
added, also wrote that the United
States could never be attacked suc-
cessfully by a powe: or combination
of powers from overseas.

Senator  Poindexter, in defending
the 'nav. committees report sup-
porting the capital shipbuilding pro-
gram, udeclared that if the United
States accepted the building post-
ponement plan, it would “become at
once a defeated nation, would lose
its insular possessions,” and its citi-
zens would be able to travel the scas
only upon terms 'laid down by rival
nations.

Would Britain Roduee Fleet.

“Before sitting down with those
nations at the conference,” he said,
“the committee fecls we should take
precautions not to sit down disarmed.
If the six months’ suspension were
adopted we would lose, in addition,
between $15,000,000 and $25,000,000.”

The senator said he~“would like to
know whether Great’ Britain would
reduce its fleet to the present
strength of the Uhited States navy
and if Japan would actually stop
naval construction. He asserted that
the British main fleet was twice as
strong. as the United States and that
Japan would equal the United States
strengtih within the next three or
four years. A :

Senator Smith, Democrat, Georgia,
suggested that Great Britain give the
United States in payment for its war
debt half of its naval Jorces so that
the two powers would be equal in
strength.

Could Afford to Follow
~ India’s New Creed.

This is one-half
of the people of that country which

emng whiun 48 stirring wundreds of
muliions thruout the worsld drom =
materialistic dream of plenty and
inditference to & new. quality of soul
and democratic ideal”

* In these words Dr. N. S. Hardiker,
a notable native of , and
disciple of Gandhi, the, apostle of
passive resistance on behalf of dn-
dustrial emancipation, touched upon
the needs of conditions of India
at a largely-attended meeting of the
Political Equality League, Foresters’
Hall. In tae’ course of his add-ess
the' speaker -quoted figures showing
that since the outbreak of bubonic
plague in India in 1896 that country
had lost ten million people from this
one 'plague alome. The death rate in
India, he said, averaged 32 in every
thousand, as against an average in
botn America and Great Bnitain of
14 in every thousand. The Spanish
influenza in three months in - 1918
had taken a toll of more than 6,000,-
000, and famines were chronic. There
was a reason for this, eaid the
speaker, and the reason was t0 be
found in the vicious economic circle
which had ‘bound all coumtriss, but
which had touched India more than
most countries. The avermage yearly
income of a farm Ilaborer in the
Bombay presidency was $9.60. Out
of this income each ryot was forced
to pay a tax of $1.60, leaving him
an income total of $8.

“The new creed in India s one
which all the world could well afford
to follow.” said Dr. Handiker. *“It
is the creed of soul as against ma-
terial values, of soul as against brute
force, of passive yet wonderfully

potent protest against all manners of
injustice.” ;

A Three-Year Period,

“The British law was more sensible
than our Canadian law, because it im-
posed a tax over a three-year period.
A man one year might have enormous
profits because of a Spectacular rise
in prices, and the next year he might
have a startling deficit ‘because of a no
less spectacula® drop in prices. The
Canadian govermment takes the lion’s
share of his profits in the good year
and does not come to his relief at all
in the poor year. In England, by
spreading the tax over a three-year
-erm, the man who made spectacular
profits for one year and big losses for
-he next two years actually got a re-
bate from the government. In the
United States they have the one-year
period as we have here, with the resuit
that a big New York firm made an as-
Jsgnment a few days ago which last
vear paid to the' government seven
hundred and fifty thousand dollars tax
or excess profits,

Extravagance Resulted,

“Finally,” said Mr. Larkin, “the etfect
of the tax upon bAsiness methods is
demoralizing. 1In'the United States
business houses with big profits fairly
squandered money in advertising and
other outlays because they felt it was
better to spend the money for the
Wusiness in any way rather than give
it up to the government. A spirit of
wastefulness, carelessness and extra-
vagance was communicated to the
staffs and employes of the big com-
panies. I personally would not object
to paying off the entire national debt
at once by a levy on capijtal, but such
levy, I fear, would be Impracticable,
and prove in the end to be injurious
to the country., ‘The income tax is
correct in* principle, but I fear the
rich man does not really pay it, but
passes it on to the tenant, the con-
sumer and- the general public. In no
country has the income tax been so
long established or so rigidly enforced
as in England, yet in England the rich
grow richer and the poor 8row poor-
er. The income tax does not seem to
prevent the accumulation of wealth.

Added
to this. there ig a revenue from re-
ceipts for fines” for not returning books
on time, which reaches an average of
$10,000 a year. Thig brings in a fotal
revenue of $266,000,

A sound and ,carefully integrated
system, by which agriculture would
receive finaneial assistance to which
it has been too long denied, is recom-
mended ‘ to the legislatura by = the
special committee on rural credits.

This bank
should be given adequate powers, in-
cluding the right to receive deposits
from any one and pay interest on the
satie, and the power to borrow mon-
ey, if necessary, to effect its pur-
poses.

The most. mature judgment should
be wxercised in the choice of suitabla
Jdirectors of this bank. Upon this
depends the success or the failure of
the entire system.
