The effict was extremely fine,
every shot reverberating among the surrounding
hills; and when it is stated that there were up-
wards of 400 pieces of cannon employed, and se-
veral regiments of infantry, some idea may be
formed of the extensive scale on which the Royal
welcome was given, and the astounding effect
which was ‘prudnced. ‘T'he steamer proceeded
very slow in front of Coblentz, in order to afford her
Majesty a better opportunity of viewing the im-
posing scene, which on approaching the town pre
sents a ecccession of wooded heights, vine-covered
hills, and smiling corn fields, with picturesque-

“ There will be no war with M xico. The loan
of 815,000,000, asked for by that govermment _uf
their Congress will be a failure. That failure will
be made the ground of not declaring war. :
* Thus far the Mexican government has exhi-
bited no preparation or ability to carry on a war,
but has only manifested itself desirons to declaro
war.— Without discussing the probability of such
actep on the partof the Mexican government, I
will at once state the policy and rerult, as unders
stood by Mr, Polk. The interest of France and
England would immediately bring thern forward as
mediators—Mexico snd this country would be
brought into negociation—Mexico will cluim Tex«
as—this country will deny the claim, but admit
the rights of Mexico to territory on this side of the
Rio del Norte, and negociate for and purchase this
territory, in order that the Rio del Norte shall be
the boundary line of the two mations; and thia
country will agree to pay to. Mexico a sum of
money for this territory, sufficient to cover the value
of all Texas.”

The refusal by the authorities of Yueatan to join
the Mexican Government'in a war aguinst the Unit-
ed States, is an important fact, that eannot fil to
exercise a political influence on curient events. It
shows at least that the feeling of hostility, which is
so clamorous against this country at the capital,
does not extend to the remote Departinents. The
province of Yucatan has ever been distinguizhed
for its liberal notions. Tt fought against Santa Ana,
and resistd the establishment of C -ntralism suc-
cesstully. And forsome time past, its prsition has
been one of almost entire independance of the Gene
eral Government.

“ There will be no war with M xico. The loan
of 815,000,000, asked for by that government _uf
their Congress will be a failure. That failure will
be made the ground of not declaring war. :
* Thus far the Mexican government has exhi-
bited no preparation or ability to carry on a war,
but has only manifested itself desirons to declare
war.— Without discussing the probability of such
actep on the partof the Mexican government, I
will at once state the policy and rerult, as unders
stood by Mr, Polk. The interest of France and
England would immediately bring thern forward as
mediators—Mexico and this country wpulfl be
brought into negociation—Mexico will cluim Tex«
as—this country will deny the claim, but admit
the rights of Mexico to territory on this side of the
Rio del Norte, and negociate for and purchase this
territory, in order that the Rio del Norte shall be
the boundary line of the two mations; and thia
country will agree to pay to. Mexico a sum of
money for this territory, sufficient to cover the value
of all Texas.”

The refusal by the authorities of Yueatan to joi
the Mexican Government in a war aguinst the Unit-
ed States, is an important fact, that eannot fil to
exercise a political influence on curient events. It
shows at least that the feeling of hostility, which is
so clamorous against this country at the capital,
does not extend to the remote Departinents. The
province of Yucatan has ever been distinguizhed
for its liberal notions. Tt fought agninst Santa Ana,
and resist: d the establishment of C -ntralism suc-
cessfully.  And for some tune past, its position has
been one of almost entire independance of the Gene
eral Government. ‘I'he event is no doubt within
the recollection of our readers, that during the revo-
lution which broke out there several years ago,
Yucatan formed an alliance with Texas, and co-
aperated with the Texan fleet, nnder Commodore
Moore, in wuging war upon Mexico. The popula-
tion, we are told, are superior asa great mass to
the rest of the Mexicans.—~|N. Or. paper.
