The decision of the British staff
to_veturn to the attack so quickly may indicate a purpose to force a
dé@ision before the cold weather sets in, or before the Germans have
recovered from the last blow, which appeared to have partially de-

moralized them.

PETAIN'S MEN SURGE FORWARD’ TOO.

Paris, Oct. %—French troops on the

Belgian front at half past five o’clock

this morning attacked in conjunction with the British army south of the For-
est of Houthelst, between Draibank and Windroft. The official statement says
that the struggle is continuing and is developing favorably for the French arms.

The statement fouows:

 “In Belgium this morning at 530 o’clock we attacked, in conjunction with
the British armies, positions of the Ger mans south of Houthelst Forest between
Draibank and Windroft. The battle con tinues to develop favorably for us.

“On the Aisne front there was mar ked artillery activity, notably in the re-
gion of the Pantheon. In the Champagne we were successful in penetrating the
German lines near Tahure. After des troying the dugouts our forces returned

with prisoners.

“On the right bank of the Meuse ( Verdun region), the artillery duel con-
tinies in the sector north of Chaume Wood.
“There is nothing to report from the rest of the front.”

London, Oct. 9—The official report
from British headquarters in France and

“Stormy weather continued through-
out the day, heavy rain having fallen.

another peace offer to the Allies, the
Detsche Tages Zeitung, of Berlin, says it
learns on good authority.

The en-
forcement in Fredericton will be in the
hands of Chief of Police W. H. Finley
who has been named inspector by Chief
Inspector Wilson. The latter has not
yet named an inspector for Sunbury.

SPEAKS HIGHLY OF
G0OD WORK ON ROADS

Protinent City Conservative Says
Much Improvement Has Been
Made

“I have motored from St. John to
Moncton several times during the last
two summers,” said a prominent Con-
servative of this city, who just returned
this morning after a trip through Al-
bert county, “and never before did I find
the roads in such excellent shape as they
are at the present time.
you leave Brookville you can, by keeping
the main road, drive along as fast as
your car can take you without feeling
that you are endangering your life. This
was not the case last year. If you were
making an average of twelve miles an
hour this time last year, you were taking
some big chances not only of having
your car smashed, but of losing your
life. This is not the case today; the
roads are excellent and have been broad-
ened in some places as much as six and
seven feet.

“All along the road, gangs are still
working and road machines are very
much in evidence. The very bad piece
of road between Norton and Sussex,
which {s now being repaired, is bad for
motorists yet, but this part can bhe
avoided by crossing the bridge at Nor-
ton and going to Sussex on the right
bhand side of the railroad.”

The gentleman said that he believed
when a government was doing such good
work as this is, especially on the roads,
the people should know it.

PreliminaryParliament
Has Withdrawn
Demands

No Longer Insists That Govers«
ment be Respensible to It—
Railwaymen's Strike A dds

Petrograd, Oct. 8—The provisional
government apparently has won a com-
plete victory over the preliminary parlia-
ment, an outgrowth of the democratic
congress. M. Tzertelli, one of the leaders
of the parliament, has informed Premier
Kerensky that the parliament has with-
drawn all its demands that the govern-
ment be responsible to it and has ac-
ceded to the government’s plan that the
parliament act merely in advisory legis.
lative capacity.

The government will work out the
programme for the whole parliament at
the first sitting, at which Premier Keren-
sky probably will lay before it the gov-
ernment’s new programme,

Petrograd, Oct. 9—The railwaymen’s
strike has caused the government to de-
cide to grant the increased wages de-
manded-as from September 1. This will
necessitate an expenditure of 750,000,000
rubles annually, which theé government
has decided to meet by a re-arrangement
of railway rates. Simultaneously the
government will promulgate a law pro-
viding for special food supplies for rail-
waymen.

The strike followed negotiations be-
tween government and the unions, which
began in 'April. The aggregate increase
in wages demanded is five billion rubles,
whereas the entire ante-bellum cost  of
operating the roads was 500,000,000
rubles.

In speaking of the negotiations, the
acting minister of traffic said eight min-
isters had co-operated in making pro-
posals to the men in an effort to avert
the strike, and that when the decision to
stop work finally was reached, many
men repudiated it.

The evening newspapers say the gov-
ernment considers the strike has fallen
through. The city has bread supplies
for two weeks. .

FLOODS STILL RAGING IN
NORTH CHINA; VERY SERIOUS

Pekin, Oct. 9—The floods in Nerth
China are not abating and the situation
is most serious. There is no hope of the
water subsiding before winter sets in,
which means that half a million desti-
tute persons must be fed, clother and
housed by the government.

UNITED STATES
MEANS TO BE SURE

Washington, Oct. 9—(Montreal Gasz-
ette despatch)—The exports administra-
tive board, it was said yesterday, has de-
cided not to grant a license for the re-
lease of the chief Dutch ship Nieuw
Amsterdam, now in an Atlantic port
loaded with foods for the committee for
the relief of Belgium, as no assurances
have been given that the vessel will re-
turn to the jurisdiction of the United
States. .

This means that the neutral tonnage,
even though it is not bound for neutral
countries contiguous to German, must
meet the conditions of the government
that it will not seek to “disappear” if
licenses are to be issued.

A New York Canadian Press despatch
says that Mr. Mclnerney, “active in
newspaper work in New York, for a
score or more years, died at the Post
Graduate Hospital on Sunday night, fol-
lowing an operation for intestinal trouble,
He had suffered for several years from
the trouble, which eventually eaused his
death. Mr. MecInerney did practically all
of his newspaper work here on The
Evening World and The Evening Sun,
being on the staff of the latter paper at
his death. He came originally from New
Brunswick, where the body will be
taken.”

BRITAIN CONCERNED OVER THE
SUPPLY OF FUEL Q1L

Navy Needs More and Assistance From
United States is Asked

Washington, Oct. 9—The British gov-
ernment is so much concerned over dif-
ficulties in obtaining fuel oils for its
navy that it has asked its representatives
here to take the sudject up with the
United States government with a view to
obtaining assistance in transporting sup-
plies.

CANADA’S REAL NEED

There are more ways of abandoning
the boys in the trenches than the failure
to send them reinforcements. Every-
body in Canada, with the exception of
a few former allies of the Borden gov-
ernment in Quebec province, agrees that
we must send the reinforcements. But
that is not all. We have the highest
British authority for the assertion that

. ships and food are now more urgently
needed than men, for without food the
men cannot fight and without ships the
food cannot be transported.

The Borden government and its sup-
porters, for election purposes, are laying
all the emphasis upon the need for men.
The reason is obvious. Nobody would
like to be charged with abandoning the
boys in the trenches. If the people
could be persuaded that nothing but the
return of the Borden government to
power would save Canada from aband-
oning the boys in the trenches, then the
people would vote for the Borden can-
didates. Hence the effort to create the
impression that the Liberal party is- op-
posed to sending any more men to the
front, and hence also the silence of the
tories in regard to the urgent need for
more ships and a greater national cam-
paign for real fool-control and food-pro-
duction. /

Let us be perfectly clear on this point.
If we fail to build more ships we are
abandoning the boys in the trenches. If
we fail to conserve food to the utmost,
and fail to stimulate production, we are
abandoning the boys in the
They are fighting against men, and we
at home must fight against conditions
which would make their sacrifice of no
svail. We must providé more ships and
more food as well as more men, and we
are told on authority that the supreme
need today is for ships and food.

What has it done to relieve the people
from burdens, to save them from being
exploited by the profiteers, and to pre-
vent the transfer to private pockets of
millions upon milliops which .should
have gotie into ships and food to aid
in winning the war?
' There is a great deal of light and
foolish talk about this being no time for
partisanship, and it is especially direct-
ed toward the Liberal party; but the
partisanship which demands the = re-
moval of an incompetent government
and the adoption of a real win-the-war
policy is hothing less than patriotism.

vances. Canada has been unable to do
this, and her inability is largely due, say
authorities, to the fact that she continues
to permit large sums to leave the Domin-
ion to pay for imported luxuries,

It became necessary this summer to
send gold to Canada to meet a balance
on imperial purchases there. It is urged
that. Canada should adopt the same
severe self-denying financial measures
against imported luxuries, which Britain
“England

¥

"has by strict regulations stopped import-

atign of almost everything save absolute
necessarles for the civil population,” said
“This compels the
prosperous classes to limit their pur.
chases, giving them unspendable surpluses
available for government loans. Canada,
by arresting importation of one article
alone—automobiles—preventing use of all
automobiles for pleasure riding as Eng-
land has done would automatically make
many millions of dollars available for
war use.

“You cannot spend upon imported
luxuries and also have the same money
available for war use. Every thousana
dollars spent outside the Dominion for
unnecessaries is a thousand dollars less
for beating the Huns. The money thus
saved subscribed in Dominion loans or
bank advances can be used by the imper-
ial authorities to pay for Canadian pro-
ducts and munitions.

“This war is becoming more an issue
between financial resources. We have
many months of vast expenditure ahead.
Will Canada use the heights of financial
sacrifice corresponding to her magnifi-
cent military powers?”

Supplementing this statement from an
authority whose name, were I allowed
give it, would command universal re-
spect, I desire to add that every day
now strengthens the belief that the war
is not yet approaching an end. I recent-
ly made a thorough investigation of the
German food position, and the facts
showed that the German bread supply
is materially improving. They have ex-
ploited prison labor to raise enormous
crops from Serbia, Roumania and Poland.
Forthy-three per cent. more Serbian land
was under cultivation this year than
during the best peace days.

Germany has suffered very severely in-
deed from lack of food, but internal sup-
plies now seem to be better. Elimination
of Russia as a serious fighting factor
enabled large concentration of troops in
Flanders—young, sturdy men, well sup-
plied with munitions. We today are face
to face with an enemy still enormously
strong, still unconquered. Our summer
campaign, despite many brilliant victor-
ies, failed to realize our hopes. This was
due to the two main causes, Nivelle’s
costly summer attack, which arrested the
French offensive, and the heavy August
and September rains, checking our Flan-
ders advance.

Our maximum advance cannot come
until next spring, when the American
army will enable France to renew her
offensive co-operation with ourselves.
During this time of waiting, every finan-
clal and man power resource of the al-
lies must be accumulated. British losses
alone in September totalled 2,988 officers
and 109,200 men. The enemy army and
civilian population is weakening under
the strain, but their racial discipline will
almost certainly carry them over until
next spring. We are faced now by a
situation demanding sacrifices from all
parts of the empire, surpassing any yet
imagined, if our ideals are to be attained.

CITY MOURNS
SUDDEN DEATH
OF WM MURDOCH

William Murdoch, city engineer, died
very suddenly at 4 o'clock yesterday
morning at his home, 96 Leinster street.
He was out on Sunday and attended
church services both morning and eve-
ning and was apparently in the very best

of health. His passing will be a severe

shock to a vast host of friends and ac-
quaintances. As a civic official his death
will mean a great loss. Since his twenty-
first year, and he was now in his seven-
tieth, he had been in the employ of the
city in various capacities and to him is
attributed largely the building up of the
present system of water supply.

BELLO MAN HELD
FOR U.S, DiSTRiCT COURT
IN A LIQUOR LAW CASE

(Bangor Commercial)
Walter H. Foss, a picturesque char-

acter known as the keeper of a bar-!
room at Campobello, N.B., and is dis-

tinguished by a sign which may be read
on the Eastport side of the line, was
arraigned before United States Com-
missioner Arthur Chapman on last Wed-
nesday evening about 6 o’clock on a
charge of violating the bone dry law
which forbids the transportation of
liquors from non-prohibition to a prohi-
bition state. The writ alleges that on
September 17 one 10-gallon keg of rum,
two 10-gallon kegs of gin and two 10-

- gallon kegs of whiskey were received in
Machias consigned to Foss. The liquor
was marked Campobello, but was deliv-
ered to an agent of the respondent in
Machias, presumably to be transported
from there to Campobello.

The case differs from the usual trans-
portation case because the liquors were
evidently intended for ultimate delivery
across the line. The government’s con-
tention is that in having them brought
to Machias from Boston the respondent
violated the federal law.

Foss, who was brought to Portland
by Deputy United States Marshal Eu-
gene L. Harmon, waived a reading of
the complaint, pleaded not guilty and
was bound over in the sum of $500 to
the February term of the United States
district court.

Winners in Baseball Classic Are

Likely to Get Even Larger Sum |
| This Year

|

There is one record which is pretty
sure to be smashed In the coming world’s
series between the Giants and the White
Sox, and that is the amount of the spotls
to be divided between the players of
both clubs. The serfes is th e ball
player’s greatest harvest, and there is
an unusually high mark aiready estab-
lished for the players to shoot at. No
world’s series of recent years has had
the appeal to baseball fans as has this
coming strife. ‘The sectional rivalry be-
iween the east and the west and the
uncertainty of the outcome have devel-
| oped an interest which is sure to result
in thé largest gate ever attracted to the
| baseball classic.
| The high mark of financial gain was
| established in 1912, when the Giants and
the Boston Red Sox clashed. In this
series the players of the Boston club
each received $4,024. As the players
share in only the first four games, and
as each game averages about two hours
to play, the winners each received about
$8.88 a minute, which, even in these
days of high salaries, isn’t bad pay.
Some of the players, be it understood,
recelved this amount for Jjust sitting
{on the bench during the game.
| The Giants-Boston series of 1912
| broke all records for total receipts and
| attendance. The total attendance was
| 251,901 for eight games, an average of
31,487 o game. The total receipts were
$490,449. Of this amount the players
received $147,552 and the clubs $208,832.
The National Commission’s share in
that record series was $49,046.

A vast amount of money is involved
in world’s series play. In the past thir-
teen years the public has paid $2,874,-
224 to see the leaders of both major
leagues in ‘competition. A total of
11,701,777 fans have witnessed these thir-
| teen series. The 1903 series only drew
1100,429 fans in eight games and the
| receipts were just $50,000. This series,

| however, was not played under the Na-
| tional Commission rules.

This year's affair is going to give the
players the largest dividend they ever
received. The largest crowd which has
ever witnessed a world’s series game
saw the Red Sox and Brooklyn last
year in the last game in Boston, when
the attendance was 42,620. The largest
crowd which has ever witnessed a game
at the Polo Grounds saw the Giants
and the Athletics play in the opening
game of the 1911 series, when the at-
| tendance was 38,281
| It is more than likely that this record
| will' be equalled this year. With the
i normal seating capacity of the Polo
Srounds about 85,000, and that of Com-
iskev Park about 38,000, there is no
doubt that the total attendance figures
will be smashed. When fans are clam-
oring at the gate for hours before a
game, and plenty of seats are on sale
al the ticket windows, both parks are
sure to: be jammed far beyond normal
capacity.

In the division of the world’s series
veceipts the National Commission first
deducts 10 per cent. of the receipts
from all games. The contesting players
share in only the first four games and
receive 60 per cent. of the remaining
90 per cent., or actually 56 per cent. of
the gate receipts. Of this amount the
winning club receives 60 f:r cent. and
the losers 40 per cent. the games
played the contesting clubs share equal-
ly after the players and National Com-
mission share has been deducted. Each
of the champion clubs, however, has
to divide 25 per cent. of its share of
the profits among the seven other clubs
of its league.

BIG YEAR FOR PEANUTS.

They Are Growing in Two Million
Acres of American Soil.

Listen ‘to this—there are 2,001,000
acres planted to peanuts this year! The
statement comes from the agricultural
department, and just note the exactitude
of the count! Not a rough guess of two
million acres, but an actual count that
tacks on another thousand acres! Texas
alone will gather a crop from 600,000
acres! If the yield of peanuts averages
only 100 bushels to the acre there will be
more than 200,000,000 bushels of this
joyous ground fruit added to the coun-
try’s food stock!

Apparently Mr. Hoover forgot when
he was sending out the calls last April
to “raise more corn, raise more beans,
raise more potatoes, raise more pigs, &c.,
to mention peanuts. But, all the same,
the peanut farmers began to hustle.
They increased the acreage 61 per cent.
over that planted last year. Weather
conditions have been good all over the
area, which embraces all the Southern
States from North Carolina to Texas.

Peanuts are used in these enlightened
days in more than a score of different
forms of food service. There are many
people who rate the goober above the
chestnut. It is a commodity retailed all
over these United States from a million
grocery stores and from ten thousand
push-carts. It is exported by shiploads.
The boys in the camps and likewise in
the trenches will not be short-rationed
on this particular delicacy. Nobody has
a corner on the peanut crop, and there
is no reason whatever why the price
should be boosted.—Baltimore American.

POULTRY PARASITES,

Poultry breeders will agree with Dr.
A. B. Wickware, assistant pathologist to
the Health of Animals Branch, Ottawa,
that there is nothing more vexing in
their pursuit than the problem of how
best to deal with the intestinal para-
sites that infest fowl. Dr. Wickware
has spent several years investigating the
cause and cure of those pests and has
embedied the result of his researches in
a bulletin entitled “Intestinal Parasites
of Poultry, Their Prevention and
Treatment,” that can be had free on ap-
plication to the Publication Branch, De-
partment of Agriculture, Ottawa. The
doctor first of all describes the disease
and methods of identification and then
prescribes remedies by which it can be
brought under control.

When on the evidence of the veterin-
ary director general it is stated that the
annual loss to the poultry industry of
the country from preventable causes
amounts in value to $5,000,000 it will be
recognized how important and valuable
the researches are that have been con-
ducted and the knowledge derived there-
from that is embodied in this bulletin.
Three elaborate full page plates minute-
ly illustrating the parasites at various
stages help greatly to identification of
the.troubles and to appreciation of their
seriousness. I
