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Мінам in її Advance between Russia and England ended in a 
declaration by the former 'power that 
Afghanistan was beyond the field of Rus­
sian influence, and that the Oxus, from 
its source in Lake Sirikol to the western 
limit of Balkli, was to be regarded as the 
Afghan frontier. But last July the anger 
and suspicions of tfic English were arous­
ed by the news that ( ieneral Abramoff, a 
Russian envoy with a brilliant escort, had 
arrived at Cabul, where he met with a 
flattering reception. The presence of the 
Russian envoys was regarded as a breach 
of the convention of 1872. and as the 
Ameer had steadily refused to have an 
English ambassador stationed at Cabul, an 
understanding between him and the Czar 
was conjectured. Sir Neville Chamber­
lain was at once hurried forward with an 
imposing retinue, but lie found the passes 
closed against him. Russia, as a matter 
of course, denied that the Ameer acted 
upon her advice, and further declared that 
she would stand neutral if England and 
Afghanistan went to war. The war has 
fairly begun, but there ft not much likeli- 
hood of active operations on a large scale 
before spring.

The English position is that “to 
protect India, England must possess it­
self, directly or indirectly, of supreme 
authority in all the countries bor­
dering on the northwest frontier ; 
must exchange the boundary of the Snlei- 
nian for the boundary of the Hindoo 
Tvoosh : must be supreme within the 
triangle formed by Jellalabad, Ghnnzee 
and Cabul must be represented at Herat; 
must be felt at Balkh ; must reign in Can- 
dahar southward down to the Arabian Sea. 
In a measure the situation is like that be­
tween Germany and France, to which 
Alsace and Lorraine, also a table land, 
stood as Afghanistan stands to England 
and Russia Whichever of the two 
powers possessed the-plateau could choose 
its own time for attack, u'hile it could not 
be assailed without great difficulty and 
ample notice. India, with Afghanistan 
in hostile or coldly neutral hands, is inde*

JRE-ICE AND FORWARD FRESH SALMON Afghanistan, the mountainous region 

between northwestern India and Eastern 
Persia, is a quadrilateral plateau extend­
ing from 62° to 70° east longitude and 
from 30° to 35° north latitude. The 
face is broken by ranges of rocky hills, 
and in the south terminates in a desert of 
shifting sand. The northern, or 
region is quite well wooded, à 
valleys are often fertile. The climate is 
bright, dry and healthful, although the 
extremes of heat and cold are separated- 
by a wide range.. The snow lies two or 
three months at Cabul, while in the south 
the summer heat is intense. The princi­
pal vegetable productions are the fruits 
of the temperate regions, wheat, rice, 
madder and tobacco. Horses and camels 
are raised, but sheep constitute the prin­
cipal wealth of the nomadic tribes. Silks, 
carpets and felt are produced. There are 
no wheeled carriages or navigable rivers, 
and so there is but little trade.

The population of Afghanistan proper is 
placed as 4,100,000 воиЦ./ЗТЗіо.ООО of 
these being Afghans (jrad Pathans.
Roundiy speaking, agriculture and war-i fenailile, whereas if England held Afghan- 
fare are their stik occupations. ІиигеїИо istan, to make a hostile attempt on her 
bloodshed from childhood, the Afghans 
are • audacious in attack, though easily 
discouraged. by failure. They are ap­
parently frank, but are very crafty, tur­
bulent, brutal and passionately vindictive.
They are Mahometans of the Sunni, or 
orthodox body, very snpersticious, and 
much given to the worship of local saints.
They are passionately fond of field sports, 
especially hawking, capital horsemen and 
unerring marksmen. They speak the 
Pushtu, an Aryan language, which, ac­
cording to tradition is the language spok­
en in hell. ‘

The Government of Afghanistan is de­
scribed as that of a dictator for life over a 
military aristocracy, and within this 
congeries of small democracies. The men 
of a section coming to à decision send a 
representative to the council of the whole 
village, these to that of the sept, and the 
chiefs of the sept finally debate the sub­
ject in the council of the tribe. When 
çnce this body has decided, implicit 
obedience from the whole tribe is demand­
ed under severe penalties, which the chiefs 
have the power of enforcing. The sirdars, 
or military chiefs, govern their districts, 
each after his own fashion ; they are al­
ways ready to revolt when rex'olt promises 
to be profitable—almost always ready to 
fight for sheer love of riot. There is no 
disgrace attached to desertion of one ser­
vice for another, even in time of war, 
and the Ameer only rules by profiting by

against a refactory chief. There are taxes 
on the produce of the soil, on garden 
ground, on honses on- animals and the sale 
of animals, &c., and customs dues.

Afghanistan, as such, first took a place 
among the nations in 1747, upon the ac­
cession of Ahmed Khan. He was a great 
warrior. He took territory from Persia 
and India, broke the Mahatta power in 
northern India, and firmly established 
the kingdom. After him anarchy follow­
ed for 50 years, or until Dost Mohamed 
arose. Meanwhile Peshawur, Scinde, the 
^urkestan provinces, Cashmere and many 
other parts of Ahmed’s empire had lieen 
lost. Dost Mohamed’s share in the divi­
sion of the country was CabuL

In 1837, England became concerned in 
Afghan affairs. Alarmed by the conduct 
of supposed Russian agents in the coun­
tries west of the Indus, the Government 
attempted to negotiate an alliance with 
Dost Mohamed, and when it was declined, 
undertook to establish the exiled Shah 
Süjah upon the throne. “ The Army of 
the Indus ” of 28,000 men, besides 6,000 
Sikhs and 5,000 troops raised by Shah 
Sujah’s son, set out under Sir John 
Keane, and May 8, 1839, the Shah was 
enthroned at Candahar. No opposition 
was offered, and on the 7th of August ho 
entered Cabul. Dost Mohamed surrender­
ed himself and the troops returned to 
India, leaving an army of occupation of 
8,000 men. For two years they held 
Cabul and Candahar, but the attempts to 
reduce the other chiefs were fruitless.

In October, 1841, the hill tribes along 
the Cabul ‘ Pass, through which runs the 
road from Cabul to Jellalabad, became 
discontented because the English Govern­
ment had not paid the sum promised to 
be paid yearly for leaving this all-impor­
tant defile open and assumed a hostile 
attitude. Sir Robert Sale was sent from 
Cabul with a brigade of light infantry to 
open the pass and succeeded in reaching 
Jellalabad on the 12th of November, 
after fighting desperately the whole way 
with the hill men, who tired relent—lessly 
upon the struggling English force from the 
eminences overlooking their narrow path.
Meanwhile Dost Mohamed’s son, Akbar 
Khan, formed a conspiracy at Cabul, 
butchered Sir Alexander Barnes and other 
English officers, and seized the stores of 
the English garrison, which was com­
pelled, now that winter had set in, to 
offer overtures for negotiation on such 
humiliating terms аз the evacuation of 
Afghanistan, the restoration of Dost Mo­
hamed, and forbearance ever to send an 
armed force into the country without the 
consent of the Afghan ruler. On the 22d 
of December Sir William McNaughton, 
the British Minister, and three officers 
were lured into going out to confer with 
Akbar Khan. He was seized and shot by 
Akbar with a pistol he had given the 
treacherous Afghan as a token of regard, 
and bis head was cut off and paraded 
exultingly ; one officer was murdered, and 
the others were placed in prison. In spite 
of this, General Elphinstone negotiated a 
convention with the Afghans for the re­
treat of his troops, leaving behind all theii 
guns but six as trophies, and on the 6th 
of January, 1842, the garrison of Cabul,
4,500 strong, with 12,000 camp followed, 
besides women and children, moved out 
through the deep snow'. Needless to say, 
it was almost instantly attacked. On the 
13th of January, one week after the 16,- 
500 marched out of Cabul, one man, Dr.
Brydone, staggered into Jellalabad, the 
survivor of the garrison of Cabul ! Long 
afterwards ninety-five prisoners were 
cued, but Brydone was the only man to 
survive the <langers of the pass.

In 1863 Dost Mohamed died, and was 
succeeded by his son, Ali Shere, the pre­
sent ruler.

We commend the above to the politi- | Ncx. t„ Mr. Mitchell the person

most interested in the Petition is, we 
believe, Senator Muirhead of Chatham, 
as he has openly assured dozens of peo­
ple on both sides of politics that he was 
bound to have his “ revenge :>ut of 
Snowball if it took him twenty years”, 
afid he, probably, prides himself on his 
share of the proceedings and will fail in 
no possible effort which may tend to the 
success of the protest. Indeed many 
persons believe that were it not for 
Senator Muirhead no petition would 
have been filed. That gentleman’s pe­
culiarities have been overlooked in the 
community to so great an extent that 
he appears to assume the right to say 
and do what he pleases in reference to 
his fellow-citizens and, at the same 
time, enjoy immunity from retaliation 
We submit that his position as a pro­
minent public man requires that people 
should know just where he stands 
in reference to this petition business 
and we,therefore, place him next to Mr. 
Mitchell, in whose interest he would set 
the whole community by the ears, keep 
alive the little animosities which grew 
out of the late political canvass and pre­
vent those who were political opponents 
from being, as they ought to be, personal 
friends.

After Mr. Mitchell and Senator 
Muirhead, as persons who have taken 
their political defeat with very bad 
grace are the men whose names appear 
in the Petition, viz., Robert R. Call 
and Timothy W. Crocker of Newcastle, 
Robert P. Whitney of Northesk and 
John Sadler ('Senator Muirhead’s con­
fidential clerk,) Chatham. We will not 
anticipate what may be the develope- 
ments affecting some of these men, per­
sonally, when they come before the 
court to which they have appealed, 
but we can call public opinion in this 
County to pronounce whether they are 
in a position to charge their fellow- 
electors with corrupt acts,and we know 
that contempt for their course will be 
the first feeling among those who were 
familiar with their operations in the 
recent canvass from its commencement 
to polling day, and even afterwards.

The law under which the election 
was run is so strict in its provisions that 
it is extremely difficult, especially in 
view of the practices which were com­
mon in nearly all constituencies, hereto­
fore, at elections, for any successful 
candidate to retain his seat should he be 
petioned against. So far as our en­
quiries have reached, however,—and 
they have been quite thorough—we 
have reason to believe that Mr. Snow­
ball will come out of the ordeal with 
honor and success. It may be, how­
ever, that some injudicious and over­
anxious friend has laid himself open to 
the operation of the law, and, indeed, 
it would be strange if it should turn out 
not to be so. But the people who have 
been interested in election matters with 
us know that the result of the late con­
test was one brought about by as free 
and unbiased an exercise of the ballot 
as ever was had,and that the motives of 
those who seek to question it cannot be 
engendered by a desire for the public 
good. These persons know that their 
candidate was beaten on his merits, but 
they are determined that the gentle­
man elected by the people shall not be 
allowed to serve them. Thèy have 
failed at the polls and they now hope to 
win in the courts. They virtually say 
to the people that unless the candidate

most foolish and wealthy have to pay j draw their pay and get the Department 
for the fire that singes them.

In the meantime, Mr. Snowball’s 
friends, as well, no doubt, as many who 
have heretofore honestly sympathised | 
with Mr. Mitchell, may expect to be j 
put to much unnecessary trouble. It ' 
is the intention of the petitioners, we 
are informed, to charge a large number 
of persons, by name, with having bribed 
others and with being bribed. Some of 
the electors against whom their reckless 
charges are to be made are persons of 
undoubted integrity wlu are jealous of 
their reputation, and the object of the 
petitioners in arraigning these persons 
is, doubtless, that they may make an 
effort to induoe Mr. Snowball to resign 
so that Mr. Mitchell may be returned 
to the Commons unopposed. But so 
vile a plot is calculated to raise a storm 
of indignation throughout the County, 
which it will be difficult to allay. Every 
former friend of Mr. Snowball, as well 
as many who were supporters of Mr.
Mitchell, but are such no more, encour­
age him in taking a bold stand in de­
fence of himself and those who sustained 
him in the late contest. On receiving 
notice of the Petition he proceeded to 
St. John, where he secured the services 
of the ablest legal gentlemen in the 
Province, Messrs. S. R. Thomson, Q.
C., and C. W. Weldon, Q. C., who, 
aided by some of our local Barristers, 
will conduct the case for the Respondent.

Since the recent election in North­
umberland Mr. Mitchell and his confi­
dential friends have succeeded in main­
taining more or less of public interest 
in the Petition against Mr. Snowball’s 
return which was threatened by Mr. 
Mitchell, himself, in his speech on 
declaration day,

John Harbor, for the steam fog whistle 
station there. The buildings are ef brick, 
with cut stone trimings and nibble stone 
masonry foundation. The whistle house 
is 27 feet square, and contains the machin­
ery for operating the steam whistle. It 
has a brick floor and a large water tank 
beneath the floor for the use of the whis- * 
tie. A turret is to be erected in the 
tre of the building, through which the 
brick boiler flue and steam м histb 
pass. It is intended to protect them 
the weather, and render access-- to the 
whistle easy. The roof of the building is 
to be slated. A coal shed 25x45, with a 
flat gravel roof, is annexed to the whistle- 
house. The inside framework of the shed 
is of a very strong character, and intend­
ed to prevent the thrust of coal on the 
brick walls. Mr. Carrol of Chatham, N. 
B., has the contract for the erection of the 
buildings, which are to be finished this 
year, W. Morgan Smith, Esq., architect, 
of this city, is superintending them for 
the Government.

zoTHE NORTHWEST BRIDGE.
The Government Engineer A. G. Beck­

with, Esq., arrived here on Thursday 
morning, for the purpose of examining, in­
to the condition ot the NorthWest Bridge 
at Sinclair’s. On the same afternoon, he 
proceeded thither, accompanied by Francis 
Elliot, Esq., Supervisor of great roads, 
Alex. Atchinson, Esq., Bye Road Com- 
missoner.and Thomas H.Ramsey,Esq.,the 
well known Bridge builder, and the bridge 
was thoroughly surveyed and inspected. 
The conclusion arrived at is that the up­
per structure, from high water mark, will 
require to be stripped and entirely renewed 
with the exception of the trusses, which 
are perfectly sound, having been built 
within the last ten years. It is estimated 
that these repairs will require an outlay of 
from eight to ten thousand dollars. The 
present condition of the Bridge induced 
the Supervisor to order that Braces and 
supports be put under three of the Spans.

A BRIDGE SITE.
On Friday the same party, with excep­

tion of Mr. Elliot, proceeded to Rolph’s 
on the Northwest River, about 16 miles 
from Newcastle, and made the necessary 
survey of the river aud banks for a bridge 
site. The width of water, which is very 
low for this season of the year, is 205 ft. 
and the extreme length of the proposed 
bridge will be about 350 ft.

The necessity for a bridge at this place 
is universally acknowledged, and has long 
been felt, for at the making of the ice in 
the fall, and at it breaking up in the spring 
settlers and lumbermen are subjected to 
great loss and inconvenience.

The party next surveyed the river at 
the mouth of Trout Brook, which is about 
25 miles from Newcastle, for the purpose 
of ascertaining which is the most desirable 
site for the proposed bridge.

If a respectable man he assailed he is 
apt to defend himself in an honorable way 
and without forfeiting the respect of those 
surrounding him. If he happens to ob­
serve others correcting abuses he will 
either aid them openly or, at least, give 
his moral support.

What the Advance said was
Dreadful:—That Palace Car is, accord­

ing to the Moncton Times, being repaired 
and improved. The Times, too, makes the 
announcement without condemning^ the 
further maintenance of the luxury. When­
ever it moved, while the late Government 
was in power the Times was frantic over 
the recklessness which permitted it to exist 
and that paper will now realize how silly 
its attacks on a most useful piece of rolling 
stock used to appear to sensible people.

We presume it is useless to expect the 
Times to become decent, but we cannot 
understand why Mr. H. T. Stevens, its 
Editor and proprietor, permits his paper 
to make such attacks as the above on Mr. 
Smith. Mr. Stevens, at the time when 
Mr. Smith “was a newspaper reporter” 
offered him a partnership in the whole 
Times business if he would remove to 
Moncton and edit that paper. When the 
Times levelled one of its personal attacks 
at Mr. Smith on a previous occasion we 
referred to this matter as showing that Mr. 
Stevens must have now some unworthy ani­
mus in allowing his paper to indulge in its

The Sheriff summoned a Grand Jury,

His Honor the Judge, charged the Jury, 

referring particularly to two criminal 
charges preferred against certain persons 
for assaulting, resisting and wilfully 
obstructing the Police force in Chatham. 
He explained the statute under which the 
charge had been preferred, 32 and 33 Vic. 
Cap. 20, Sec. 39, and the proof necessary 
to establish the same, to enable the Jury 
to bring in a bill to put the parties upon 
their trial. The Jury, after examining 
the witnesses preferred two bills of in­
dictment, the one—The Queen vs James 
Rainsbottom ; Another the Qneen vs 
Michael Mann.

The Clerk of the Court, presented three 
bastardy cases, the hearing of two being 
postponed until the next January term. 
In the other case the défendent appeared 
and pleaded guilty to the charge. An 
order of affiliation was prepared and 
signed by the Clerk—and the defendant 
having failed to pay $100 and the expenses, 
or to enter into the necessary bonds re­
quired by law to indemnify the parish for 
seven years for the support of the child, 
was committed to gaol. The defendant, 
on the last day of the Court, having given 
notice of his application for a discharge, 
was brought before the Court, and ex­
amined as to his property and ability to 
comply with the order of application, and 
it appearing that he had no means what­
ever, he was discharged.

The Queen vs James Rainsbottom : This 
indictment was then taken up and the 
prisoner put on his trial. The Clerk of 
the Court conducted the prosecution, and 
the prisoner was defended by Messrs. 
Wilkinson, and Tweedie. The indict­
ment contained two counts ; one for as­
saulting, resisting and wilfully obstruct­
ing Samuel Wilcox, a policeman of the 
Town of Chatham in the exercise of his 
duty on the 18th September last—the day 
after the election. The second count was 
ae common assault—plea not guilty. A 
volume of evidence was produced, as well 
on the part of the Crown as on that of the 
defence, some parts of the evidence were 
contradictory, and after a spirited address 
by Mr. Wilkinson, on the part of the 
prisoner, the closing remarks of Mr. 
Thomson, the Clerk for the Crown, and 
the Judge having charged the Jury the 
latter retired, and returned a verdict of 
guilty on the last count in the indictment. 
The Judge sentenced Rainsbottom to six 
calendar months imprisonment in the 
common gaol.

The Qneen vs Michael Mann—This 
case was then taken up. The indictment 
was precisely the same as in the previous 
case—plea not guilty. The evidence was, 
in some respects much stronger than in 
the previous case. Messrs. Wilkinson 
and Tweedie defended the prisoner, and 
Mr. Thomson conducted the prosecution 
for the Crown. Mr. Wilkinson addressed 
the J ury on the part of the prisoner and 
Mr. Thomson for the Crown. The Judge 
having charged the Jury, they retired, and 
after a short deliberation returned a 
verdict of guilty on the first count The 
Judge sentenced Mann to twelve calendar 
months^ imprisonment in the common 
gaol

In Richard Hutchison vs John VV. 
Loggie Mr. Thomson moved for trial 
The cause was tried as an undefended one 
Mr. Johnson was the Attorney, and no 
Counsel appeared for the defendant. The 
action was brought on a note of hand for 
$190, payable at the rate of $50 a year, 
with interest and two instalments were doe 
with the interest. The note was proved 
to be signed by the defendant, who pro­
mised to pay the same on being presented 
to him by the witness. The Jury, with­
out retiring, found for plaintiff, $116.25.

Charles J. Maltby vs Alexander Jardine, 
Mr. Wilkinson moved for trial, when a 
Jury was empannelled to try the case. 
Action of Assumpsit, Plea, General Issue 
with notice of set off, and also that the 
defendant received no consideration, as 
the amount w as for liquor. Mr. E. P. 
Williston was Attorney for plaintiff and 
Mr. Thomson was Attorney aud Counsel 
for defendant. It appeared that the 
plaintiff held a license for the sale of 
liquor by wholesale in Newcastle ; and 
that, at sundry times, the defendant had 
received liquors, and had paid money to 
the plaintiff and also to his father, who, 
by arrangement between them, was to act 

•for the plaintiff and did so act—and that 
the son was to act for the father in his
absence, the father having a business in 
the front shop and the son in the back 
shop, but the business was distinct, and 
by the arrangement the plaintiff was 
authorized to use his father's name in con­
ducting his lousiness, but such business 
was to be the son’s exclusively. It ap­
peared that a settlement took place on 19, 
December 1874, when a balance was found 
due the plaintiff of $180,02 ; that after the 
settlement defendant had made several 
payments amounting to $70, aud the 
plaintiff claimed a balance of $110,02. 
The defendant claimed having paid over 
and above the $70, and produced receipts 
amounting to $311.40, but which on refer­

Chatham, 5.35These precautions were of two sorts, 
some to deaden the shock when the pro­
jectile should touch the lunar soil, 
others to delay the fall, and consequent­
ly make it lees violent.

To deaden the shock, it wss a pity 
that Barbicane was no longer able to 
employ the means which had so ably 
weakened the shock at departure, that 
is to cay, by water used as springs and 
the partition-breaks.

The partitions still existed but water 
failed, for they could not use their re­
serve, which was precious, in case du­
ring the first days the liquid element 
alionld be founA wanting on lunar soil.

And indeed this reserve would have 
been qniteinsufficient for a spring, she 
Iyer of water stored in the projectile at 
their departure, and on which the water­
proof disc lay, occupied no less than three 
feet in depth, and 
of not less than 
Besides, the cistern did not contain one- 
tifth part of it ; they must therefore give 
up this efficient means of deadening the 
shock of arrival. Happily, Barbicane, 
not content with employing water, had 
furnished the movable disc with strong 
spring plage, destined to lessen the 
shock against the base after the break­
ing of the horizontal partitions. 
These plugs still existed ; they had 
only, to readjust them and replace the 
movable diae ; every piece, eaay to 
handle, aa their weight was now scarce­
ly felt, was quickly mounted.

The different pieces were fitted with­
out trouble, it being only a matter of 
bolts and screws ; tools were not wanting 
and soon the reinstated disc lay on its 
steel plugs, like a table on its lege. 
Barbicane occupied himself with placing 
the contrivances intended to break their 
descent. We may remember the scene 
of the meeting held at Tampa Town, in 
Florida, when Captain Nicholl came 
forward as Barbicane’» enemy and 
Michel Ardan's adversary.

They 
had, thro, nothing to do but to raise 
the metallic buffers fixed in the base, 
and replace them by the guns which fit­
ted doeely in their places.

This new work was finished about 
three o’clock, and after taking all these 
precautions there remained but to wait. 
But the projectile was preceptibly near­
ing the moon, rod evidently succumbed 
to her influence to a certain degree ; 
through it* own velocity also drew it in 
an oblique direction. From these con­
flicting influences resulted a line which 
might heroine a tangent But it waa 
certain that the projectile would not fall 
directly on the moon ; tor its lower part 
by reason of its weight, ought to be 
turned toward her.

Barbicane’s uneasiness increased as 
he saw his projectile resist the influence 
of gravitation. The Unknown was 
opening before him, the Unknown in 
interplanetary space, 
science thought he had forseen the only 
three hypotheses possible—the return 
to the earth, the return to the moon, or

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THE OBSERVERS OF THE MOON 

The distance which then separated 
the projectile from the moon was estimat­
ed at about 200 leagues. Undçr these 
conditions, as regards the visibility of 
the details of the disc, the travellers 
were farther from the moon than are 
the inhabitants of the earth with their 
powerful telescopes. Indeed, we know 
that the instrument mounted by Lord 
Rosse at Parsonstown, which magnifies 
6600 times, brings the moon to within 
an apparent distance of sixteen leagues. 
And more than that, with the powerful 
one set up at Long’s Peak, the orb of 
night, magnified 48,000 times, is brought 
to within less than two leagues, and ob­
jects having a diameter of thirty feet 
are seen very distinctly. So that, at 
this distance, the topographical details 
of the moon, observed without glasses 
could not be determined with precision. 
The eye caught the vast outline of those 
immense depressions inappropriately 
called seas,” but they could not recog­
nize their nature. The prominence of 
the mountains disappeared under the 
splendid irradiation produced by the re­
flection of the solar rays. The eye, 
dazzled as if it was leaning over a bath 
of molton silver, turned from it in­
voluntarily ; but the oblong form of the 
orb was quite clear. It appeared like a 
gigantic egg, with the small end turned 
towards the earth. The oblique course 
of the projectile, from its very obliquity 
gave Michel Ardan some hopes of strik­
ing the lunar disc at some point or 
other.

Like Kepler and Arist­
archus, which overlook the Ocean of 
Tempests, sometimes it appeared like a 
brilliant point through the cloudy light, 
and was taken for a volcano in activity. 
But it is only an extinct one,— like all 
on that side of the moon. Its circum­
ference showed a diameter of about 
twenty-two leagues. The glasses dis­
covered traces of stratification produced 
by successive eruptions, and the neigh­
borhood was strewn with volcanic re­
mains which still choked some of the

“ There exist,” said Barbicane, 

“ several kinds of circles on the surface 
of the moon, and it is easy to see that 
Copernicus belongs to the radiating 
class.

At this moment the projectile hung 
perpendicularly over the circle. The 
circumference of Copernicus formed al­
most a perfect circle, and its steep 
escarpments were -oïearly defined. 
They could even distinguish a second 
ringed enclosure. Around spread a 
greyish plain, of a wild aspect, on which 
every relief was marked in yellow. At 
the bottom of the circle, as if enclosed 
in a jewel case, sparkled for one instant 
two or three eruptive cones, like enor­
mous dazzling gems. Towards the 
north the escarpments were lowered by 
a depression which would probably 
have given access to the interior of the 
crater.

In passing over the surrounding plains 
Barbicane noticed a great number of 
less important mountains ; and among 
others a little ringed one called Guy 
Lussac, the breadth of which measured 
twelve miles.

“Have you ever Been the moon?” 

asked a professor, ironically, of one of 
his pupils.

“No sir !” replied the pupil, still 
more ironically, “ but I must say I have 
heard it spoken of.”

In one sense, the pupil’s witty 
answer might be given by a large ma­
jority of snblunary beings. How many 
people have heard speak of the moon, 
who have never seen it—at least 
through a glass or a telescope ! How 
many have never examined the map of 
their satellite !

In looking at a selenographic map, 
one peculiarity strikes us. Contrary to 
the arrangement followed for that of 
the Earth and Mars, the continents 
occupy more particularly the southern 
hemisphere of the lunar globe.

As to islands, they are numerous on 
the surface of the moon. Nearly all 
oblong or circular, and as if traced with 
the compass, they seem to form one 
vast Archipelago, equal to that charm­
ing group lying between Greece and 
Asia Minor, and which mythology in 
ancient times adorned with most grace­
ful legends. Involuntarily the names 
of Naxos, Tenedos, and Carpathos, 
rise before the mind, and we seek vain­
ly for Ulysses’ vessel or the “ clipper ” 
of the Argonauts. So at least it was in 
Michel Ardan’s eyes. To him it was a 
Grecian Archipelago that he saw on tho 
map. To the eyes of his matter-of-fact 
companions, the aspect of these coasts 
recalled rather the parceled-out land of 
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia ; and 
where the Frenchman discovered traces 
of the heroes of fable, these Americans 
were marking the most favorable points 
for the establishment of stores in the 
interest of lunar commerce and in­
dustry.

The course taken by the projectile 
was bearing it towards the moon’s 
northern hemisphere. The travelers 
were far from the central point which 
they would have struck, had their course 
not been subject to an irremediable 
deviation. It was past midnight ; and
