and, judging from the bitterness of
artacks upon the Government by the
Sun, Times, Gleaner and other oppo-
gition papers, in connection with it,
we assume -that Mr. Gogain’s defeat,
which is now assured, will be very dis-
couraging to the St. John faction in
the legislature. It would, of course,
not affect the Government’s stability,
even should an opposition man be
elected. It would, however, cause
great rejoicing in the ranks of the
Hanington-Alward-Stockton party. It
is a matter of regret that Mr. Gogain
should permit his synapathies to be en-
listed by such men as those who seek
the overthrow of the Blair administra-
tion, while his chances for election
would have been good had he kept him-
self clear of the gentlemen with whom
Mzr. Phinney has associated himself, yet
many of his best personal friends are
constrained to vote for Mr. Legere be-
cause they prefer the government to
the opposition, and realiss that the
election of Mr. Gogain would place
Kent in a weak position amongst the
counties of the Province,

The Opposition organs ave addressing
themseives, just now, to the work of
decrying the administration, and they
throw out hints of dishonesty and cor-
ruption which, in the light of the facts,
have the unmistakeable stamp of child-
ish twaddle.  All of the Opposition
leaders, save Mr. Haningten, supported
the Government up to within a session
or two of the last general election, and
they were familiar with all of its acts,
In fact, Messrs. Stockton and Alward,
who stand next to Mr. Hanington in
the party, were government supporters
in every session of the late House and
their reason for going into opposition,
just before the general election, was be-
cause, knowing the Protestants out-
nambered the Roman Catholics in St.
John, they felt they could make their
re-election sure by raising a religious
cry over the appointment of Mr, Ritchie
to be police magistrate. Dr. Athin-
son and Mr. Phinney did not pretend
that the government was not adminis-
tering honestly and well, but they
withdrew their support—according to
their own allegations—because they
could not obtain certain subsidies and
other government favours for their
friends. All of these gentlemen have
had ample oppor tunity, during the two
sessions of the legislature that  have
been held since the elections, to formu-
late charges of corruption, dishonesty
or mal administration against the gov-
ernment, but they have not had the
courage to do so, simply because they
lacked the facts on which to proceed. It
is true that Mr. Gregory—the outside
leaderof the Opposition—induced Dr At-
kinson to make personal charges against
Mr Blair,to the effect that he had receiv-
ed money for election purposes from
Mr. Leaty of dry dock fame, but every-
body knows that those charges were
provad %o be entirely unfounded. It was
shown that certain St. John gentlemen
made a contribution of $1,500 to the
York county election fund, but neither
Mr. Blair nor Mr. Leary were shown
to have had anything whatever to do
with the matter. Moreover, it has also
turned out that Mr. Leary never had
any chance * of securing the dry dock
contract which it was stated by Dr.
Atkinson he had practically been
awarded. It has, thus, transpired that
the one skirmishing charge which the
opposition found the coarage to formu-
late, was absolutely disproved, and
the Attorney-General, against whom it
was aimed, was exonerated by the com-
mittee and House of Assembly. It is
true that rabid men like Dr. Atkinson
and Mr. Phinney persist in reiterating
the Leary charge and whining over
their failure to secure a verdict con-
trary to the evidence, but it is un-
reasonable for such men, who are
blinded by their party prejudices, to
expect the people generally to share
their bias. They have a point to gain.
They each think that if they could get
Mr. Blair and his associates out they
themselves might secure their offices.
But when itis so evident [that the
people of the province have more confi-
dence in the government than in the
gentlemen who are making such des-
perate efforts to supplant it, the elec-
tors of Kent will naturally refuse to
shut themselves out in the cold shades
of opposition, where they will only have
the barren satisfaction of the company
of their present solitary and unreason-
able representative. It will, of course,
grieve Mr. Phinney to know that Mr.
Legere can do so much and he so little
for the people of Kent, but the latter

seems to be centred in this election,-

have, no doubt, made up their minds
that one representative is sufficient to
be occupied in doing nothing and that
it would be a very unwise thing to send
Mr, Gogain to the legislature to help
the other useless ove.

Myr. Painney’s Friend.

The St. John Globe, which is not
friendly to the local government, has, at
last, had its sense of justice outraged by a
recent attack of the Moncton Times upon
Premniier Blair, in which that paper com-
pared Mr. Blair to Premier Mercier of
Qnebec—the latter being accused by the
Times of “‘stealing $100,000.” After de-
claring that **The Moncton Times is one
of the chief boodling organs in New
Brunswick and one of the most disre-
putable newspapers ever priuted,” the
Globe quotes its outrageous charges
against Mr. Blair and says:

*“What Mr. Blair will do or say about
this libellous attack is not material, but
he has good ground in it upon which to
bring the contemptible defamer into
court.”

The readers of the Times are, no doubt,
accustomed to its ravings and they will
not have the effect intended. Tt is prob-
able that when ex-M. P. P. Stevens—the
rejected of Westmorland—penned the at-
tack on Mr. Blair, his condition was the
same as when he visited Northumberland
just after the late Assembly election and,
in the name of the oppositioli, “¢fiered to
reduce stumpage to eighty .cents a thou-
sand, if the Northumberland members
would oppose Mr. Blair.” Such men as
Mr. Stevens and such papersas the Times
are fitting champions of Mr. Phinney’s
opposition candidate in Kent.

Dog-in-tha-Manger Policy.

*“You see”’—said a8 Chockpish man, the
other day to a Chatham friend,—*‘Phinney
made a good thing out of the Kent
Northern, both before Brown took hold
of it and also afterwards, and when Blair
disappointed him in his scheme for mak-
ing another good thing out of the Buc-
touche and Kingston subsidy he was mad,
for when a lawyer has anice littlé'thing
like that arranged for hims 1f and misses
it, he’ll go back on his best friend if he
thinks he can work it another way by
doing so. H: now knows he has made
a mistake and can’t ‘work the thing into
his own hanis, so He don’t want a gov-
ernment supporter elected, on the prin-
ciple that as he can’t make his pull out
of the government for himself,the County
may starve, rather than get anything
through its other representative.

Oppositioi Tactics.

The Sun appears to have changed its
views very materially over the question
of reducing the stumpage. During the
last Assembly elections its greatest can-
vass for the North Shore against the Gov-
erninent was that the high rate of ‘stum-
page was maintained. Now, it secks to
influence the electors of Kent against the
Gavernment bacause of the stumpage re-
duction. We do not think the people of
Kent will like the Sun’s change of policy.
It was the influence of St. John'’s repre-
sentatives in the last House of Assembly
that prevented the Government from do-
ing justice to the four Northern Counties
in this matter. The St. John men, all of
whom supportel the (iovernment, oppos-
ed the just claims of Kent, Northum-
berland, Gloucester and Restigouche.
As soon, however, as St. John returned
opponents of the Government, Mr. Blair
was free to do what he had always declar-
ed he was desirous of doing—viz., justice
to those counties. Then, the Sun and
those whem it represented, and who place
party above the interests of the people,
raised a howl because the stumpage was
reduced. One might commend the con-
sistency while condemning the injustice
of those who, having always been high
stumpage advocates, censured Mr. Blair
for reducing it, but what should be said
of the Sun and such men as Mr. Phinney,
of Kent, who, having always favored re-
duction, practically condemned the Gov
ernment for following their advice?
Without saying anything of their motives
it is reasonable to conclude that they are
not very safe guides to trust. The Sun
now wishes the electors of Kent to send a
man to Fredericton to be a follower of
Mr. Phinney and the opposition—a party
that depends for its oxistence upon the
six representatives of St. John, who are
fighting for power, in order that they
may again shape provincial policy in re-
gard to stumpage as  well as other sub-
jects affecting the northern counties.

The Sun also condemns the Govern-
ment because of Mr. LeBlanc’s appoint-
ment to the Legislative Council. It will
be remembered that Mr. LeBlanc wasa
member of the Government and that he
sent in his resignation for the purpose of
becoming a candidate in the late Dominion
election. He did not succeed, however.
In carrying out Mr. Blair's declared in-
tention of filling the vacant seats in the
Legislative Council, as soon as the aboli-
tion of that body was assured, Kent
County’s claims. were considered by the
Government and Mr. LeBlanc was one of
the gentleman appointed.

The Sun now singles out Keut's repre-
sentative in the upper house and says Mr.
Blair will have to explain this appoint-
ment “‘whereby some $500 a year isadd-
ed to the annual deficit, $300 of which
goes into Mr. LeBlanc’s pocket.” The
$300 is the sessional indemnity, but it is
not easy to understand why the Sun
should single out the case of Mr. LeBlanc,
who receives more than the other
members, Kent is, surely, as well en-
titled as any other county to a represen-
tative in the Councll, and as My, Le-
Blanc had been its representative in both
the Assembly and Government, his ap-
pointment ought to be considered a very
fitting one. The Sun’s objection in this
case is suggestive of its attitude in other
matters towards certain classes in the
country, and which led to its party in
federal politics being obliged to encourage
the establishment of a second conserva-
tive paper in St.’ John. The Sun will
have to learn that the success of this
country is only marred by the narrowness
which assumes that certain sections,
classes and creeds must dominate, to the
detriment of others. Kent and its peo-
ple are entitled to equitable representa-
tion and their fair share of the benefits
arising from public expenditures, whether
federal or provincial,and as it cannot show
why that county should be denied a mem-
ber of the Legislative Council, its people
will wonder why that paper uses the
paltry canvass about Mr. LeBlanc’s ses-
sional indemnity. We presume it is of a
piece with the general policy of St. John’s
local representation, which practically

A trial in the United States courts has
devoloped the fact that there is consider-
able wealth embraced in the sunken logs
in the logging streams of Michigan.

An explanation may here be
found for the shortage which lumbermen
have been unable to account for,
when the scale of the boom companies
have run hundreds of thousands of feet
short of the scale in the woods. As this
deficiency never shows 1itself in logs
brought in by rail a strong argument is
made for the trarsyorting of logs by rail.
—Canada Lumberman.

There is no lunger any debt on the St.

A Great Fishery Exhibit.

The fisheries building that is being erected
in connection with the World’s fair at
Chicago is composed of three parts, a main
building 365 feet long and 165 feet wide, and
two circular buildings each 133 feet 6 inches
in diameter, connected with the main
structure by two curved arcades,

The two circular buildings, in one of
which will be installed the angling exhibit
and in the other the aquaria, are precisely
similiar in size and exterior appearance.
They are not ip reality circular, but polygons
of many sides. The result is that the
severity of the simple curve is obviated by a
succession of obtuse angles which lends grace
and lightness to the general design. The
western building is perfectly plain within,
asin it the varied exhibit of angling ap-
pliances is to be placed. The aquaria will
be found in the eastern building, and there
is little doubt but that this will bsa oae of
the chief points of interest of the whole
Exposition. In the center will be a circular
basin 30 feet in diameter, in the middle of
which wiil rise a towering mass of rock-
work. From cleftsand crevices in this rock-
work miniatare cascades will ripple dowa to
the masses of reeds, rushes and ornamental
semi-aquatic plants in the basin, amid which
will be seen gorgeously brilliant fishes
disporting. Around this basin there will be
a circular walk 16 ft. wide, reached by two
broad entrances. These entrances pass
through the inner series of tanks. The
larger section of these tanks will be devoted
to fresh water fishes, the smaller to those
| from salt water. This series contains the
tanks of greatest capacity. They will have
vertical sides, as they will be inspected from
both sides, and the bottom will be rounded.

| They will vary in capacity frcm 7,000 to 17,-

ot int)y ‘ 000 gallons each.

The sea water for the
marine fishes will be sccured by eyaporating
the necessary quantity at the United States
Fich Commission Station at Wood’s Hole,
Muss, to one-fifth its bulk, thus reducing
both quantity and weight for transportation
about 80 per cent. The fresh water re-
quired to restore it to its proper density
will be supplied from Lake Michigan. From
this same source will be drawn all the fresh
water needed. In transporting the marine
specimens from the coast to Chicago about
3,000 gallons of pure sea water will be
brought on each trip.

Surrounding these great tanks, which will

be about 7 feet wide, there will be a second
annular walk 16 feet wide. This walk will
be vaulted over and the walks above the
clear glass frouts of the tanks will be made
of glass, so that all of the light will peiforce
come through the tanks. Around the outer
circumference of the walk will be placed the
second series of tanks, These will be some-
what smaller than those in the inner series,
ranging from 730 to 1,500 gallons each ia
capacity. The entire length of the glass
fronts of the aquaria will be about 575 feet,
or over 3,000 square feet of surface. The
panorama presented will be one of surpassing
interest and beauty, and the - whole exhibit
will rival the greatest permaunent aquaria
of the world, not only in size but in the
number and character of the specimens dis-
played. Thos it is already koown that Dr,
Ladislao Neeto, the director of the National
Museum at Rio Jaweiro, Brazil, and who
organised the magnificent exhibit of Brazil in
the fishery exposition at Berlin proposes to
send a mach more complete exhibit to
Chicago in 1893, .

The total water capacity of the aquaria,
exclusive of two huge reservoirs which are
to be placed in the main structure, will be
18,725 cubic feet or about 140,000 gallons,
This will weigh 1,192,425 1bs., or almost
600 tons, Of this amount about 40,000 gal-
lons will be devoted to the marine exhioit.
In the entire salt water circulation, in-
cluding reservoirs, there will be about 80,-
000 gallons, The pumping and distributing
plant for the marine aquaria will be con-
structed of vulcanite. The pumps will be
in duplicate and will each haye a capacity
of 3,000 gallons per hour.

It is the intention of the State Fish Com-
mission of the different states to make pro-
vicion for a comprehensive exhibit of native
snd cultivated live fish, with hatcheries,
agfpliar.ces and equipments for transporta-
tion, models of fish ways in use, ¢tc. Each
State will have its special exhibit, and in
addition to this there will be a large govern-
ment display of shell and sea fish. The
coast states will send espccially large dis-
plays.

Of all the exhibits to be made by the
Uaited States government -the most interest-
ing will be that of- the Fish Commission,
Up to the present tim: no comprehensive
display has ever been made of the fauoa be-
longing to this conutry. Itis intended that
such aa exhibitian shall be made 1a Chicago.
This ought to be' interesting in considera-
tion merely of the fact that fishing was the
earliest industry of the new world, dating
from the period of the discovery of America
by Columbus. The Commission proposes to
exhibit alive in aquaria the principal forms
of fishes and invertebrates of both oceans,
the Gulf of Mexico, the great lakes, and the
inland rivers, with particular reference to
those which have commercial value.

Not only will marine creatures of all sorts
be shown, but the finny denizena of the
streams also, and likewise the whitefish, the
catfish, the big pickerel, and the huge stur-
geons of the interior waters. Such a task
will necessarily be of great maguituds, inas-
much a3 the labor and skill required to fetch
the fishes in good condition from points so
remote over thousands of miles of railway
must be enormous and of the very highest
order. It has been announcad hitherto that
such an exhibition was impossible, but
thanks to modern devices and the discuv-
eries of the Fish Commission, no serious
difficulties are anticipated. The marine
fishes will bs captured off the coast and for.
warded alive by rail, in tanks filled with sea-
water, to Chicagn. Not only on the Atlan-
tic seaboard, but on the Pacific likewise,
the vessels of the commission will devote at-
tention to this work. They will secure the
scaly captives in seines, select such desirable
ones as are caught in the pound nets of the
fishermen, and take thegg. in tanks ashore,
where they will be shigpel to the Exposi-
tion. The tanks utilized for transportation
will be of sufficient size not to crowd the
ozcupants and provided with a device for
circulating and aerating the water.

The main structure will contain a full and
complete exhibit of all the various applianc s
used in the fishing industry in all countries
and in all times, while the special depart
ment of angling will have the whole of the
west wing for its exhibit. It is the inten-
tion of the department of fish and fisheries
to make the exhibits of foreign nations as
large as possible, and thus far there is every
reason to believe that the highest degree of
suczess in this direction will be attained,

Captaia Joseph W. Collins, Chief of the
department, was appointed to that position
on February 13, 1891, having been selected
for his eminent fitness for tha work to be
performed. He has had wide experience in
exposition inatters, and is probably the best
informed man regarding fishery expositions
and their conduct to be found in the counn-
try.

B. S,
Bailey, Isq., occupied the Chair, and on
being called thereto read and presented an
address to Premier Blair, congratulating him
on his appearance in the County and ex-
pressing confidence in hie leadership and the
policy of the Government.

The Premier made a fitting reply to the
address, and then proceeded to speak on the
policy and acts of the Government. He
stated the platform l.id down by him when
in oppnsition, and proved that the reforms
he then advocated had been carried out, the
last being the passing, at tiie late session of
the legislature, of the act to abolirh the
Legislative Council. He showed that the
incrzase of the debt of the province was due
to the uecessity for currying ont the railway
policy of the former government aod the
funding of the floating debt of the proviuce,
which latter had been incarred by the out-
going government, Thz amount of debt
thus funded was $300,000 and there then
remained $79,000 still owing, all of which,
save 813,000, this government had paid out
of current revenue. Hs showed how the
salaries of the Exéecutive, as well as legisla-
tive expenses had been reduced, and chat the
province was now more economically govern-
ed than under any former administration.
He dealt at length with opposition charges
and tactics, and explained fully the circum-
stances under which the stumpage had been
reduced.

The adjustment of the claim of Mr,
(’Brien, in connection with the Nelson
bridge, was also explained, showing that
this claim had been pressed for years, and
that the Chief Commissioner had refused to
pay it, and had explained in the Assembly,
last winter, his position in the matter and
stated that in order to have it finally settled
hes was willing it should be referred to three
disinterested parties for arbitration. When
the scssion wes over this suggestion was
adopted and the matter placed in the hands
of Messrs. Call and Brewer, who had se-
lected a third man, He referred to
the high standing of these gentlemen, and
to the fuct that Mr. Call was not a supporter
of the government. He challenged the op-
position or the country when the papers op
this subject were brought down and the
facts fully disclosed, to eay whether the set-
tlement was not a fair one to all parties.
And it was a matter of notoriety in the
county of Northumberiand, while the arbi
tration was going on, that friend and foe of
the government, alike, expressed surprise at
the very hostile attitude of the Chief Com-
missioner towards Mr. O'Brien.  The Chief
Commissioner had spared no pains to fortify
his position against Mr. O'Brien’s claim and
had even summoned Mr. Turper—a former
member, but now opponent of the govern-
ment—all the way from Albert county to
aid him. The award was, however, based
on the just judgment of the arbitratorsin
view of the undeniable facts, and the gov-
ernment had nothing to fear in connection
witk the matter.

Referring to the canvass that opposition
success in the pending Kent election wouid
adversely affect the position of the govern-
ment, Mr. Blair said that idea was eatirely
incorrect, as the government had a majority
of ten in the House last session and he was
in a poeition to state that siace the Assembly
was prorogued the government had gained
an additional supporter in the person of Me.
Porter of Victoria county, who had voted
with the opposition last winter. The gov-
ernment’s railway policy was next fully
dealt with and local canvassers discussed and
answered—the whole speech of the attorney -
general occupying two and a half hours, and
being frequently cheered and applauded.
At its close there were calls for Hon, Mr.
Tweedie and also for Mr. Phinney.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said that, in fairness to
Mr. Phinney and although the meeting was
in the government interest, he would give
way to that gentleman.

Mr., Phinney prof:ssed to appreciate the
courtesy shown him by promising not to
speak at any length, but it was evident, very
soon after he had taken the platform, that
he had made up his miod to talk against
time, so as to shut Mr. Tweedie out, if pos-
gible. He did not attempt to answer Premier
Blair’s points, but read lists of figures which
were really from assembly speeches by Dr.
Atkinson, He labored tv impress the
audience, no doubt, with the idea that he
was not ““unprepared” to speak, as he was
at the Richibucto meeting. He wearied
the meeting for two hours and twenty
minutes and it is doubtful if he, himself,
understood Atkinson’s figures, for which, by
the way, he even failed to give the poor
doctor any credit whatever, although he
gave credit for extracts of speeches which
he read.

It was after midnight when Hon, Mr,
Tweedie took the platform. He condemned
Mr. Phinney’s course in endeavoring to shut
him out trom speaking by talking against
time, and said he had thought it was only
fair to afford Mr. Phinney opportunity to
reply to Mr. Blair. He would not have
complained had Mr. Phinney taken up the
long time occupied by him in answering the
Premier or discussing the politics of the
province. He had, however, not dome
either, but merely read extracts from
speeches of private members and made
rambling comments thereon. The question
for the people was whether it were better,
in the interest of the country, to elect a sur-
porter or an opponent of the government.
The government had a right to defend its
policy, and the opposition had as good a right
to condemn that policy, but he was pleased
to know that the opposition were not ima
position to charge any acts of mal-adminis-
tration against the government, and as Mr,
Phinney had failed to do so,it was to be pre-
sumed the reason was because he could not.

N
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The only attack he could make upon the
government was because they had reduced
the stumpage and given a portfolio to the
North Shore. Mr. Phinney’s course on the
stumpage question had been a most incon-
sistent one, He had favored reduction and
been elected on that issue but, by his
timidity and lack of energy when he obtain.
ed a seat in the House, he was of very little
assistance in obtaining the concession
sought. If Mr. Phinney and some others
who professed to be favorable to a re-
duction of stumpage, had assisted him
(Tweedie) when he was fighting that issue
alone in the Assembly, he felt sure the re-
duction might have been obtained before the
last general election. In 1890 Mr. Phinney
was elected upon that issue, but after gain-
ing his election he was amongst the first to
go to the Assembly and vete against re-
duction. The reason he gave was that al.
though he favored reduction, he had received
a communication from Mr. McLeod telling
him to oppose it and had doneso. The
electors of Kent conld judge for themselves
whether that was a good reason or not, The
opposition were now pledged—should they
get into power—to raise the rate of stump-
age and it would be for the electors of the
North Shore to say whether their interests
could be served by returging men to repre-
sent them, who_) thus pledged. Mr.
Phinney had also charged that the govern-
ment had got into power, in the first place,
by intrigue and corruption. It was a singu-
lar circumstance—if this were so—that so
pure aman as Mr. Phinney should have,
from the time he was first elected, warmly
supported that government, and in a speech
most flattering to the Premier and his policy,
moved the Addressin reply to the Speeeh
of the Lieutenant gevernor. Mr. Tweedie
proceeded to refer briefly to the policy of the
government and some of its beneficial mea-
sures and on the whole used up Mr. Phin.
ney and the opposition pretty etfectually.

Hon. Mr. Blair made a brief closing ad-
dress and the meeting dispensed with in-
creased enthusiasm for the support of the
government candidate.

Circuit Sketches.

CHATHAM, N. B.

St, Luke’s Methodist Church, Chatham.
Some years ago the Toronto Globe and
the Irish Canadian bad quite a discussion
oventhe fact that while of the forty-five
counties of Ontario, twenty were known by
English and nine by Scottish names, not one
bore a distinctively Celtic one. The Globe,
in tones of mock sympathy pronounced ‘‘the
map of Canada a standing and most scanda-
lous insult to every self-respecting Irish-
man,” and considered it ‘‘simply abominable
and enough to make the blood of every Trish-
man boil in his veins.” But while willing in
the interests of peace to agree that for a per-
iod of ten years none but Celtic names
should be given to new neighborhoods,
towns or rivers, it expressed a strong pre-
ference for Indian names cs ‘‘far more piec-
turcsque and euggestive.” Possibly to some
minds the:e may be more of the ‘‘picturesque
and snggestive” in Nauwigewauk, Apohaqui,
Ossekeag, Passekeag, Magaguadaviac, Popo-
logan and Nashwaaksis, than in Runnymede,
Bannockburn, Derry, Abboteford, the
Thames, Clyde and Shanunon, but to that
class we do not belong. And the fact that
so many places around u: bear names associ-
ated with the great events in British history
shows ““this question of nomenclature” to be
one of the many evidences of our desire to be
Britons to the end.

Chatham, as the name of a place, is sug-
gestive of strength, the provider of means of
defence, a sentinel guarding the gates, As
the name of a man it is inseparably associat-
ed with and is suggestive of broad thoughted
statesmanship, enlightened patriotism, gen-
erosity even to enemies, and a courage that
nothing can cow. And wherever these quali-
ties are possessed by a people their snccess
is assured, their fature is big with promise,
The town of Chatham is situated in the
connty of Northamberland, on the south
side of the Miramichi river. It is a neat,
pushing place, has a number of very fine
private residences fitted and furnished with
all the comforts and appliances of modern
civilization ; carries on an extensive trade
with the outside world; exports immense
quantities of lumber ; has two newspapers,
the Advance and the World; several
churches ; is connected by rail with the Ia-
tercolonial and in summer by ferry with
Newecastle, DNoaglastown and Nelson ; well
and carefully looks after the edacational in-
terests of the young; and its people are well
and favorably known all over the land for
their thrift, energy and business ab lLty. It
is the home of Hon. J. B. Snowhall, a son
of the late Rev. John Snowhall,
stationed here.

formerly

Methodism was introduced into Chatham
in 1828 by Rev. J. B. Strong, who visited
the place in response to a pressing call from
Mr. Robert Tweedy, whose home was some
distance up-river. Mr. Tweedy and a few
other Irish Methodists had come to the
country five years before this, had steadily
refused to connect themselves with other
churches, and by means of class and prayer
meetings had preserved the spirit as
well as the form of religion., Three of
the sons of tha’ good old man have tilled our
pulpits —Robert is dead, James is in the
Nova Scotia Conference, and William is a
supernumerary residing at Hampton. Mr.
Strong's visit was rich in results. He
preached in Chatham, Newcastle, and sever-
al other places, the services were madea
blessing to many, the few scattered sheep of
the Methodist fold were encouraged with
the promiss of a shepherd, and in 1830 Rev.
Michael Pickles was sent to care for them.
As about one-half the entire population were
Roman Catholics and the rest largely Pres-
byterian, and as Methodist was not a name
of honor in those days in the estimation of
the majority, it required some nerve and
courage to plant the standard. But it was
planted, and has never been furled from that
day to this.

The ministers who have since been in
charge were Revs. Enoch Wood, A. Des-
brisay, Henry Daniel, Richard Williams,
Michael Pickles (second term), S. D. Rice,
S. McMasters, Arthur McNutt, Richard
Shepherd, George Jobnson, C. Lockhart,
John Snowball, Wm. Smith, G. M. Barratt,
W. W. Perkins, F. W. Moore, E. Evans,
Ingham Sutcliffe, J. L. Sponangle, John
Waterhouse, H. McKeown, S. T. Teed, D.
Chapman, F. W, Harrison, Robert . Crisp,
and the prerent pastor, Thomas Marshall
Besides these there have been a number of
young men as assistants, some of whom are
in our ministry in these Provinces and others
have sought homes elsewhere. The above
list represented every species of ability—tne
eloquent orator, the pains.taking pastor, the
quiet and unpretentious toiler, and the
earnest energetic reformer, whose hard hits
right and left made sinners wince and guilty
ones feel uncomfortable. Some were very
successful in winning souls, some in build-
ing up believers, and some excelled in finan-

cial matters. One good brother so persistent-
ly kept the money question before the
people that some were wont to represent
him as saying as he gathered in the cash :—

*“This, this is the God we adore—

Our faithful, unchangeable friend.”

The first Methodist churchin Chatham
was commenced in 1830 by Mr. Pickles, and
formally dedicated by Mr. Wood on July
31, 1831. It was built after the old style,
high pulpit, square pews and lofty galleries,
but at that time perhaps the best church we
owned in the Province. It continued to be
the place of prayer for our people until the
present handsome and commodious building
was finished and sacredly set apart for
Divine service,
