WrecKing a Bridge
by Electricity

One of the most ingenious uses to
which electricity was ever put was in the
wrecking of a bridge over the Wabash in
Indiana.

The bridge had been purchased by the
county authorities, who intended to re-
place it by a steel structure erected on
the old piers and abutments. The own-
er agreed toremove the bridge in thirty
days. The task proved much greater
than had been anticipated, but it was
successfully accomplished.

The chief difficulty lay in the short
time agreed upon for ‘the removal of the
bridge. Several wreckers to whon the
matter was submitted declared that it
would be impossible within thirty dJdavs
to pull down the old bridge without in-
jury to the piers. :

West Land Regulations.

Any person who is the sole head of
a family or any male over 18 years
old, may homestead a quarter sec-
tion of available Dominion land in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta.
The applicant must appear in person
at the Dominion Lands Agency or
Sub-Agency for the district. Entry
by proxy may be made at any agen-
cy, on certain conditions, by father,
mother, daughter, brother or
sister of intending homesteader.
