Washington, July 27.—The request
made by Sir Edward Grey, British Min-
ister for Foreign Affairs, that the
State Department withhold from pub-
lcation in tomorrow morning’s papers,
as originally planned, the text of the
British note received yesterday in re-
ply to the American protest against the
British order-in-council, caused much
speculation today in officials’ circles.

No explanation for the delay was
made except that another note on the
same subject was promisd from Lon-
don “within the week.”

It was at first supposed by officials
that statements in the last American
note to Germany, which were of gen-
eral application and set out in deter-
mined language the purpose of the
United States government to maintain
the freedom of the seas, might have
tnfluenced the British Foreign Office
to deal with that subject in the same
note which defends the order in coun-
cil. From British sources, however, it
was learned that the main purpose of
asking the postponement of publica-
tion was to afford opportunity to the
British government to consider, and
if necessary comment upon the com-
munication cabled from Washington,
July 17, in regard to case before Bri-
tish prize courts.

STUBBORN RESISTANGE OF RUS!
HECKS AUSTRO-GERMAN ADVANCE

s

London, July 27—The Austro-Ger-
man attempt to envelop the Russian
armies defending Warsaw and to cap-
ture the Polish capital, which for a
time progressed almost with the mo-
mentum of the offensive which clear-
ed Galicia of the Russian troops, have
been nearly brought to a standstill,
and where the Germans are moving
forward it is only yard by yard and at
tremendous cost in men and material.
. The German Field Marshal Von
Mackensen has taken a few villages
on the way to the Lublin-Cholm rail-
way between the Vistula and the Bug
rivers, and the Austrians, by a coun-
ter-offensive at Sokal, have captured
positions which will make the German
flank safer, but, as has so often occur-
red lately, Berlin officially reports
that “otherwise the position of the
German troops under Von Mackensen
remians unchanged.”

Along the western bank of the Vis-
tula from Ivangorod to Novo Georgle

These counter-attagks, according to
Petrograd, have succeeded in forcing
the Germans who had crossed the
river to return to the northern bank
at several points, but Berlin asserts
that they completely failed and that
the German force is advancing in an
easterly direction.

Having been
given every facility by the Allied auth-
orities, the Prgmier visited the French,
British and Canadian headquarters,
went into the trenches and saw the
artillery at work. He also visited num.
erous hospitals, and conveyed to the

ded C a on be-
half of the Dominion, “My message,
said Sir Robert, “expressed the pride
and admiration of the Canadian people
for what they had done. I also con-
veyed to them a personal greeting
from His Royal Highness the Duke of
Connaught.

“As to the general attitude of the
men in the field or in the hospitals,”
sald Sir Robert, “they handly realized
the marvellous impression their splen-
did achievements have made on the
people of the Dominion. They impres-
sed me as being thoroughly conscious
of the world-wide issues involved in
this war, and as being inspirited by
an unwavering determination to per-
form their duty in the future as in the
past.”

The men voted to return on thae
promise of G. B. Hennessey, the plant
superintendent, that he would recoms-
mend an increase in wages and would
right any wrongs found to exist in
the shop if the men return to work
forthwith. This proposition was se-
cured by John A. Moffitt and James A,
Smyth, the Federal mediators, and is
in effect the same proposal that was
presented to the strikers yesterday
by Sheriff Kinkead, but which was
then rejected by a portion of the men,

Mr. Moffitt left Bayonne this even-
ing, saying that his work was satise
factorily finished.

The tie-up of the Eagle 0Oil Com-
pany’s plant at Caven Point, Jersey
City, was made complete today when
virtually all of the other employes
remained away from the works. There
was some disorder in the early hours,
but it was soon checked. It is thought
the action of the Bayonne strikers to-
day will influence a speedy settlement
of the strike in Jersey City.

Several years of indecisive warfare
unless Germans wins a notable victory
this summer, is the forecast of R. R.
McCormick, one of the proprieors of
the Chicago Tribune, who has repre-

sented his paper with the Russian
forces since the early stages of the
War,

At the outbreak there were two
great armies—German and Russian.
There were two secondary anmies—
Austrian and French. There was a
necessary handful of regular English
troops. The plan of the war from the

German point of view was for Germany
to overwhelm France while Austria
held Russia in check. The plan from
the allied point of view was for Rus-
sla to smash Austria and, at the same

time, make a sufficlent diversion
against Germany to save the French
anmy; then for the French, English

and Russians to crush Germany. What
has happened in this: Russia did
smash Austria, and it did make enough
diversion to save the French anmy.

Now it was the turn for the allies
plan to be put into effect. This also
went astray. Instead of the allies de
weloping reserve strength Germany
has done it. Russia, with large mna-
tional military arsenals had practical-
ly no factories. England had practic-
ally no military arsenals but many fac-
tories. France and Germany had both,
but France was ill-equipped at the out-
break of the war. Russia has been
unable to increase her army for lack
of amms. England has done vastly
more in the way of creating an army
from nothing than anyone ever deem-
ed possible, but this army is not yet
capable of meeting the German troops
in the field.

Germany had at the beginning of
May three courses open to her, two of
which were military—namely, to strike
once more for Paris and the channel
coast or to strike through East Prus-
sia, to cut off the Russian army from
the capital.

The difficulty in doing either was
that twice she had sacrificed her ally
in making just these attacks, the sec-
ond time she even changed a pre-con-

Most giants have a weak spot
in their makeup that prevents them
from shedding punishment to the same
extent as men of more compact build.
Willard appears to be entirely without

that handicap. But he has plenty to
learn before ie can be considered a
polished ringster. If he were of normal
slze he would be just a good second
rater
