London, Jan. 6.—Lord Budtibmaster, 
formerly lord high chancellor, speak­
ing at Keighley Saturday, said that 
all peace proposals ought to be pub­
lished at the earliest possible mo­
ment. None should toe summarily re­
jected, tout each should receive full 
and carefully considered answers. 
Neither for glory nor for vengeance 
should this war toe prolonged a single 
hour. Every fair means, whereby a 
lasting and honorable peace could toe 
obtained should be welcomed, but, he 
added, no peace could be lasting or 
honorable unless the terms prevented 
a repetition and provided for repara­
tion for the past.

J. J. Mahoney, 121 Sheriff street 

and; one of the first to don the khaki 
In New Brunswick, also was unfortu­
nate enough to receive a bad woynd. 
He is unable to walk without the use 
of & footxsling as he has a very bad 
knee. He will probably be admitted 
to the Convalescent Home in St John 
today or tomorrow.

A member of the veteran 17th Bat­
talion of Nova Scotia, which was com­
manded! by Lieut-Coltonel S. 0.'Rob­
ertson, In the person of Private Muir 
Ross, was also In the party.

And they can rest assured 
that If they sent a dollar, the wound­
ed get the dollar andi I would not he 
a bit surprised if they got a dollar 
and a quarter’s worth.

No Scarcity of Smokes.
"We were always kept in cigarettes. 

I have seen the padre come Into the 
hospital with fifty or sixty packages 
and throw them at the boys.

"I have read a whole lot In the 
papers of men who have returned; but 
net very often do you redd of a man 
who has done more for the wounded 
than Captain Hooper," concluded the 
soldier.

Private DeLong, who residled in 
FTedericton at tlhe. outbreak of the 
war, was one of the 26th Battalion. At 
St Elol he was knocked unconscious 
by an explosion, at the same time re­
ceiving a wound1 in the leg from 
shrapnel. For four days he was In an 
unconscious state. He had his leg am­
putated in England, and will proceed! 
to Toronto to be fitted for an artificial 
leg by the hospital commission at 
their own artificial Hmb factory.

Here on the banks of a river, some­

Hundreds of butterflies, of every 
color and size, flutter about; a red 
admiral is sitting on a waving piece 
of grass, while seven white butterflies 
are dadoing a fairy measure, up and 
down, in the sunlight.

The dragon-flies are equally gorgeous 
and there are hundreds of the dainty 
demoiselle kind, of the palest blue col- 

con- or, flying backwards and forwards over 
a marshy pool. Near us is an old en­
gine shed, and early in June I con­
stantly saw a hedge sparrow flying 
about It. If I searched once for her 
nest I searched a hundred times, but 
could not find it for a long time. I 
knew I was near it several times, but 
however quietly I approached, the mo­
ther bird was too sharp for me. She 
had eyes like a hawk. She would 
make all sorts of feints to lead me 
from the spot, or else fly deliberately 
into holes and pretend they were

At last I went in exactly the opposite 
direction, and the mother bird made 
the most dreadful fuss. Then I got 
within earshot of her when she was 
carrying some food for her youngsters. 
The little birds were evidently very 
hungry, for although she raised the 
alarm they squealed all the louder, and 
I found the nest between the cogs of 
a couple of large wheels with a cov­
ering over them.

and toetore the next morning every 
one of them Itad passed across the 
river to -the great Ibeyonw, but during 
the day In which they Hay and suffer­
ed there was not a munmiur from any 
one of them.

After this tight there was not 
enough of the men left to form a di­
vision and they were moved on an 
average of once every nine days from 
one place to another on the line. The 
great difficulty wo* the lock of am­
munition and as illustrative of that 
lack the speaker saM: “In the little 
city of ImgerooM, OnL, they are today 
making 600 round* per day and that 
would represent a two weeks supply 
for us in (those days.”

BEER THAT INTOXICATES. MONTREAL MARKETS Putting Off Until TomorrowNow that “applied prohibition” is to 
be revived in Maine, there is sure to 
be, also, a revival of all the frauds and 
deceits that go -with a "dry” time—the 
near-beers, the doctored whiskey, the 
drugged beers, the hides, whistles, 
spies and "wireless.” What may be 
expected ii^the way of drugged drinks 
is indicated by a statement made on 
Wednesday by a veteran liqu-or dealer.

It will be recalled that In previous 
times of drouth various beverages that 
looked and tasted somewhat like lager 
beer, but which were safe from seizure 
on account of their low content of al­
cohol, were sold in great quantities. 
Some of these seem to have been harm­
less, however, flat and disagreeable as 
a beverage, but stories are told of at 
least one kind which is declared to be 
more deadly than any other creation of 
prohibition. Yet this awful concoction 
contains little alcohol, as shown by 
repeated analyses.

Where, then, does this supposedly 
harmmless beer get its “kick?” The 
veteran liquor dealer quoted, claims 
tliat the chemists have not looked for 
the right element—that which is dan­
gerous in the beer mentioned, 
states that the ingredient which makes 
it vicious is ether. This does not ap­
pear to have been discovered in the 
analysis made, as the chemists were 
locking for other elements.

The Bangor man says that the was 
approached not long ago by a liquor 
salesman from another state with a 
scheme for carrying on a line of busi­
ness in which there is big money. His 
plan was that the Bangor man should 
act as agent for his concern in the 
handling of a so-called soft beer, the 
"kick” of -which was produced by 
either.
