Boarders Wanted.Rondeletia Soap.Among the other indfeetiona of progres­
sive jouroaligm has been • searching inter­
view of the Guatemalan monks in Mew 
York by a reporter of the Sun. The pre­
sumption of pumping a band of holy fathers 
in the church 200 years ago just to give 
their views and inteotienl to ah inquisitive 
public, is so ludicrous, that the idea has 
but to be suggested to be appreciated. The 
party were accompanied by Father Francis, 
of Milwaukee, Wis., Superiorof the Order 
Of Capuchin Friers in America. He . is a 
tall, dignified, intelligent-looking man, 
with hair cut close, *nd a suggestion of 
baldness on the top of hie head. The 
members of the Order permit their fall 
beards to grow, and the reverend father 
keeps his trimmed eloeely. Ho is said to 
iwy a strong resemblance to Gen, Sherman. 
The monks are at ptesenUinown as clerics, 
and are being educated for the higher du­
ties of the brotherhood. With the excep­
tion of Father Ignatius, who is about 70, 
and acting as their instructor, they are all 
quite young men. They were banished by 
the Governor, Mich. Garcia Granados, ac­
tuated probably by prejudice, It no meaner 
motives. They bad a long story to tell of 
the causes that led to their misfortune, 
which were the common ones of that in­
flammatory country. Their Government 
failed to keep its promise by them, whieb 
was that their expenses away should be 
paid, but they were obliged to defray them 
themselves. Sixteen of the monks will re­
main in America ; the others, accompanied 
by Father Ignatius, will go to France or 
Spain.
